The Railroad Millennium.

The large portion of the people of Maine
living along the line of the Maine Central or
along lines tributary to that railway, embrac-
ing at Jeast two-thirds of the population of
the state, have abundant reason Lo rejoice at
the favorable result of the negotiations be-
tween the directors of that road and the
Boston and Maine. For nearly two years
the Boston & Maine has been practically
closed to the large freight business along the
line of the Maine Central, to the great detris
ment not only of the railroad company, but
to shippers and manufacturers in this state
and along the line of the Boston & Maine,
The increasing traffic between the flourish-
ing towns on the Boston & Maine in New
Hampshire and Massachusetts and the towns
in Maine along the Maine Central, has been
delayed, hampered and otherwise made baz-
ardous and expensive by the blockade in this
city. All this is now removed, and, under
the new policy of harmonizing all the rail-
road interests so as to most efficiently facili-
tate the public business, the roads will realizea
greater prosperity while business and trade
will be stimulated. All parties have suffered
by these protracted railway wars.

In addition to the benefits which will ac-
crue to business, the people of Maine bave
another cause for congratulation at the dawn
of this railroad millennium. The occupation
ct railroad lobbies at the state capital, is
gone. There being no cause for strife, there
can be no pretext for the “third branch”
which, in counection with these conflicts,
has become so painfully prominent the past
few years, consuming so large a part of the
attention of our legislatures that there has
been no time to properly consider questions
pertaining to the public welfare,

At best these contests,which were most ex-
pensive to the corporations, could not be oth-
erwise than demoralizing in their effects upon
the legislators who had come to consider too
many questions from the railway point. The
new policy will not require lobbies st Augus-
ta, and Maine legislatures will escape the bad
repute which has been attached to legisla-
tares of other states.

The peace policy must prove most benefi-
cial to our leading Maine railway, the Maine
Central. Year by year its business facilities
and general efficiency have been increased.
Year by year its stock has appreciated in
value, and under the present economical and
judicious management its future is most
promising. The removal of the “blockade”
will not only bring the Maine Central into
favor with the business men of Maine, but
must be conducive to its financial prosper-
ity.

It is now asserted that the Eastern will
readily enter into a new contract with the
Maine Central similar to that already ratified
by the Boston & Maine and Maine Central.

Tue letter from Bangor elsewhere pub-
lished, comes from a prominent gentleman of
that city, who speaks for himself and many
others. It indicates what everybody could
readily conceive, that Judge Peters’ candi-
dacy is i answer to the earnest aspirations
and persuasions of a very large proportion of
the Republicans ot Penobscot county and
that a very lively and effective support will
be given him in that section. The position
of the Baugor Whig, which is, in effect, that
Judge Peters has no right to be a candidate,
will bardly be palatable to those gentlemen
who cherish the idea that tbey have a right
to follow the dictates of their judgment and
inclination, despite the impudent dictation of
Mr. Hamlin’s organ. The just and appre-
cialive description of Judge Peters in the let-
ter will meet a hearty concurrence in all parts
of the state, and the bullying attitude of the
Hamlin paper will only confirm and intensify
the fealty to Judge Peters.

TuEe Bangor Whig has become selemnly
portentous. It announces that thus far
it has restrained itself, but that unless ihe
Press and the Advertiser explicitly retract
the unpretty things they have said about it
something dreadful will happen, the very
vagueness of which is horritying and blood
curdling. The Whig declares that it has
drawn its weapon ‘‘and thrown the scabbard
awaj.”” Augh-ugh. (This is as near as we
can come Lo zn orthographic expression of
a shudder of dismay). 1t further says, with
a delicious mixture of metashors, “If you
want war, gentlemen, you shall have it to the
hilt.” To all of which we can only say as
Cambronne did at Waterloo,—*“The Guard
dies but never surrenders.”

WITHIN ten years no less than 12,000,000
acres of forest have been cul down or barned
over in this country. Much of this timber is
used for fuel, twenty-five cities being on reec-
ord as consuming from 5,000 to 10,000 acres
each. Fences use up much timber, and rail-
road ties require the product of 150,000 acres
a year. The amount of pine and hemlock tim-
ber yet standing in the forests of the timber
states is estimated at 225,000,000,000 feet.
The sum of $144,000,000 is invested in this
industry, affording employment to 200,000
men. o

A LITTLE over a year ago when the re-
spective Presidents of the Boston and Maine
and Maine Central were enlivening the news-
papers Wwith their vigorous letters and ex-
cited railroad partisans were quarreling over
“*frogs,” who would have dared to predict
that the leaders of both parties could ever be
compelled to engage in a love-feast as they
did at the Falmouth, Monday night.

SECRETARY BrisTow's reform bas reached
the Boston custom house a second time, re-
sulting in the abolition of twenty-one offices
and the saving of $36,000 per annum, whieh,
added to a previous reduction of employes,
shows a saving of $86,000 in the ann ual ex-
penses, Why don't Secretary Robeson 1ry a
hand at the Bristow-Jewell policy ?

“AFTER all,’”’ says a systematic advertiser
and consequently successtul trader, *I find
no advertising which gives me so certain re-
turns as that in the daily papers, for the same
amount of money. Indeed the dailies are the
only reliable means of reaching the mass of
buyers.”

It seems as though we owed King Kala-
kaua a hearty welcome, for last year his little
kingdom took from us goods to the value of
a million dollars, and sent us products to the
value of two millions,

of the Associated Press have conspired to
defeat Mr. Hamlin by not sending the Peters
announcement until it was too late for the
editor to make comments. ‘The conspiracy
is a-spreading.

Good brother Harlan’s organ, the Wash-
ington Chronicle, endorses Mr. Hamlin clear
up to the handle, as it were.

The Springfield Republican gives Gerrit
Smith a place beside Sumner, Chase, Tap-
pan and Greeley,as one of the mighty men
of America.

The Chicago Tribune says: “ILis a cal-
umny upon the West to say that it favors an
expansion of the irredeemable currency.’’

The Democratic editor of the Louisville
Courier-Journal, writing from Washington,
very frankly says that what the Democratic
paity needs is brains. ““We shall need,” he
says, “a poliey of our own, and, if this is to
work well and wear well, it must embrace
distinctly and intelligently, the many novel
problems which begin to press upon the social
no less than the political life of America.

Lctter from a Bangar Republican - e
Thinks YMr. Hamlin Cannet be Elected —
A Werd for Mr. Peters—An “‘Organ”
Performing **Political Quarantine,”’

Baxcor, Dec. 28, 1874
To the Editor of the Press:

The senatorial question has become now, one
of grave importance and anxious inquiry. The
discussion of it hitherto has been of a negative
character—rather as to who sbouald oot be elect-
ed than who shoald be senator, and a conclusion
upon this point seems at length to have been
reached; for to a candid, non-partisan observer
time, the times, events eivil and political of
most significant and suggestive foree, the ear-
nest criticisms of the press in and out of the
state; in a word, the stern logic of reasons, of
facts and oi opinions demonstrates the wel-
come—or uzwelcome—truth, as it meets the
wishes or hopes of different men, that Mr.
Haalin t be re-zlected semator by the
coming Legislature,

Who can be, and who ought to be, are now
the questions of most moment. Thers are
doubtless numbers of aspirants -worthy to
be candidates, any one of whom wouald not
find it too hard a task to make good (at least)
Mr. Hamlin's place in the Senate of the United
States, even after his long experience; bat of
him “nil nisi bonum ®* * *." No one ought
to regret a change that brings with it progress
and improvement, and even Mr. Hamlin's
friends must feel a seutiment of quiet resigna-
tion as they yield to inexorable fate.

But whoshall be senator? What man? What
manner of man? and where from? are ques-
tions to be met and decided in brief time.
Eastern Maine stands most advautageously on
the question of locality. Other things being
equal it is her right. Usage assigns it to her,
and at this particular time there are cogent rea-
sons for continuing the custom. The great
eastern district, with all its great interests, is
entirely unrepreseoted, and when it will be
otherwise is problematical; not certaiuly in the
near futura.  Gen. Hersey, Mr. Hamlin's pro-
tege, most uofortunately is suffering from a
paioful sickness, that has for a long time pre-
vented him from being in his place in Congress,
and, although the senaterial office represents
the state more properly than a local distriet,
it also represents a district as well as the state,
and a senator must necessarily be more nearly
and directly interested in men and measures in
his own neighborhood. The men of castern
Maine, whether in or out of the Legislature
had better be looking, if not to their laurels, at
least to their interests.

But who shall be senator? Judge John A.
Paters bas been extensively and most favorably
spoken of, publicly and in private ecircles, as
the man for the place; thus far, no other east-
ern man has been so named; and it is, fortu-
nately, most certainly true that he possesses
excellent and rare qualifications. He i3 in the
prime of Jife and in the full vigor of health,
physical and intellectual; he is a man of tried
and sterling integrity; his intellect is compre.
hensive and logical; as a lawyer, as an advo-
cate the has few equal; as a judge, he has al-
ready secured an enviable reputation for ability
and impartiality with all men and all parties;
his experie nce in legislation, state and nation-
al, has brought with it a koowledge of the
wants and necessities of the country; be knows
parties and party men, their aims and purposes,
and with a strong sense of right and justice
always active, and which form the true basis of
his character. Rings and cliques and govero-
mental jobbers of whatever stamp will find no
favor with him; liberal and conservalive, the
rights of all sections and parties will be consid-
ered with sense and justice. And to the guali-
fications above suggested, we ought, in justice,
to superadd, a high seose of daty, moral cour-
age and untiring industry.

As a party man Juodge Peters stand, more
than well. Mr. Hamlin's friends are his friends,
and would gladly prefer him. - Mr. Hamlin's
opponents, aside from particular personal pre-
ferences wou'd give him a willing and hearty
support, while by the large mass of our citizens
comprising the Democratic party, he would be
hailed with confidence and respect. Possibly
by some of our extra-orthodox Republicans,
this might not seem a recommendation; but it
disarms party criticism, and the approbation of
the greatest majority of the honest aad intelli-
gent men of opposing parties, is a grateful en-
dorsement and highly honorable to any eacdi-
date.

It may seem ungracious all rouud to send
tyis letter to the Press rather than publish it
in the -Whig and Coarier, and from the very
friendly relations of that paper to Judge Puat-
ers, if requested, they would doubtless comply;
and doubtless they will copy it. Bat it would
not be quite fair, perhaps, to ask it. That pa-
peris linked to the fortunesof Ham!lin, and
fights his battle with beautiful fidelity, and
with a zeal which may not all be according to
knowledge. It opinions maust be taken “‘cum
grano salis.”’ It is now performiog a kind of
political quarantine, which will end in less than
“forty days,” and come out all right.

A Victory for Tilton.

New York, Dec. 20.—The judges of the gen-
eral term of the City Court of Brooklyn ren-
dered their decision to-day npon the argament
made by the counsel for Theodore Tilton, on
the appeal from the order of Judge MecCue of
the special term, directing plaintiff to furnish
a bill of particulars. The counsel for the plain-
tiff gained a vietory for their side, as both
Judges Neilson and Reynolds render opinions
reversing the order of the court below and per-
mitting Tilton to introduce all his papers on
the trial.

eorge S.5Scott testifled that false entries of
amounts to him were repo to nm by Mr.
Hatech as being credited to him in the Pacific
Mail books, at the time Hartch told him he
(Hateh) was managing director of the compa-
ny; thonght it was in the spring of 1872, The
witness's firm was named Scolt, Strong & Co.
There were two or three entries on the books—
one of $150,000 and~ another of $50,000, Wit-
ness promised to produce the account to the
committee.

By Dawes—Do you krow of any false en-
tries to other parties in the Pacific Mail books?

The witness gave Mr. Dawes a sly side wink
and whispsred something in his ear in an un-
dertone. The answer was not insisted on.

Juling M. Noyes, of the firm of Harriott &
Noyes, who had bLeen connected with the firm
for many vears, had accounts with A. B. Stock-
well, but did not know Richard B. Irwic, Jr.
In May, 1872, ke had transactions with A. B.
Stockwell. He had no knowledege of an entry
in the books of the company in May, 1872, of a
sam of $639,000 charged to their firm, A check
for $507,547.95, signed by Irwin and’ endorsed
by Mr. Noyes was identified by the witaess. He
said it was what is called an exchange check.
Tiis entry of £650,000 was false, as were all
such entries. The check for $507,047.95 was
only a loan to Stockwell personally for accom-
modation and not to the company. Witness
was paid by the check fur ,000 frem the
Pacitic Mail Company, and the day after this
another check from the Panama Railroad Com-
pany for $7,547.55 was deposited. This was
done simply at the request of Stockwell.

Other testimony was introduced showing
that checks were made payable to Mr, King,
then postmaster of the House, at varions bank-
g houses,

Alderman Billings testified that be was a di-
cector of the company in 1871 He knew of
Irwin being sent to Washington to represent
the company avd procure the passage of the
sabsidy bill. He was present_at a directors’
meeting when Stockwell, the President, was
authorized to employ counsel and money to se-
cure its passage,

The Decisien Bespecling the
Particulars.

The following are extracts from the opinion
of Judge Neilson in the Tilton-Beecher case:

The particulars when furnished perform a
double office: First, to advise the defendant;
gecond, to limit the plaintiff.  “It may bea
shield. Tt may be a sword,” Before they are
ordered it should appear that the applicant
need the information, and that the other party
can give the particulars to be held by them as
in a firm grasp in the prescribed cirele without
materially impairing his rights. 1f the subject
matter he snch a3 in its nature admits of gener-
al or reliable information—a thing open as the
day—the particulars may be ordered without
hesitation. On the contrary if from the nature
of the subject, the act or offence and the cir-
cumsiances are not to be thus seen, known or
resolved, the order should be granted with
great hesitation or withheld.

It was, therefore, material to consider wheth=
or the defendent needed tbe information
¢laimed, and in this form he shows by affidavit
that be had’no koowledge or susspicion as fo
the time or places at which plaintiff
expects to prove the cage, and was entirely at a
loss to form any surmise concerning the proba-
ble line of proof which may be adopted by the
plaintiff on trial. That being so, he stood in
the attitude common to guitors pressed by what
they deem an artifice and false claim.

The field of combat is open to him as it has
been to litigants for generations. He wiil ree
ognize the fact, and his learped counsel will
aceept the suggestion that a defendant cannot
by an interlocutory order be put in the position
he will be when given the light he will have
when on trial, the plaintifi s proofs ure in and
is closed. But itdoes not appear from the
proofs that the plaintiff has any actual per-
sonal knowiedze which could be safely putin
the form of particulars. He had at the best
certain information bv which he may have
been enlightened or may have been misled. 1f
not misled as to the substantive fact, he may
bave been as to the times and places to be des-
ignated under the order. As the defendant has
thus all the information which could be extort-
ed by ordors of court, should Le be content or
should that as to time and place be put in the
furm of particulars?

The charge in form will not add one jot or
title to the information as given. The advan-
tage gained might be one which defendant, in
the exercise of his own jodgment would regard
as one which might operate oppressively upon
plaintiff on the trial.

A special and theoretical suggestion in favor
of the particulars remains to be noticed. It is
said that as the defendant is innocent, he may
be surprised, and on the trial may be confront-
ed by fabricated testimony a3 to aets never
dreamed of by hita, that if a statement of the
times and places be given he might be prepared
to prove that at such time he was absent from
the state.

Such apprebensions, peculiar to  pervous
snitors, do not deserve much attention. The
statements that the plaintiff intends to intro-
duce fabricated testimony was fully met by his
affidavit, and we must respect that demal. The
case is not in this respect peculiar. Tlhe like
suggestion, for aught we cap see, might be
made in half the coses on our calendar. I
have too much faith in the ordeal to wbich un-
kuown witnesses may be subjected on the trial
to accept such a suggestion. In few cases
could a defendant be as free from a chance of
being taken by surprise. As the case is ex-
pected to last some weeks in its trial, there
could be ample time for the defendant to
recover from any casual surprize and meet any
expected testimony.

New Mail Arrangements with the Do-
miniou. '

For the purpose of placin
tions by mail between the United
the Dominion of Canada upon the most liberal
and advantageous basis, the following arrange-
ments have been agreed upon, to be carried
into effect on the 1st of January, 1875, or as
soon thereafter as the necessary measures can
be perfected for putting them into operation:

irst. The unification of the postal systems
of the two countries in respect to the corce-
spondence exchanged between them, each
country to forward and deliver, free of charge,
correspondence of all kinds, written and
printed, received from the other, which corre-
spondence must in all cases be prepaid at the
established domestic rates ot the country of
origin, . 11]

Second. Each country will transmit the
domestic mails of the other in closed ponches
through its territory free of charge by its
ordinary mail rontes.

Third. No account shall be kept between
the post-oftice departments of  the two coun-
tries in regard to international correspondence
of any kind exchanged between them, each
department retaining to its exclusive use all
the postage it collects on mail matter sent to
the other for delivery.

Fourth. Itisunderstood to be the desire
and intention of our respective Postoffice de-
partments that the provisions of this agreement
shall extend to an ioternational money order
exchange as soon as practicable.

Fifth., The provisions of this agreement as
far as related to the rate of letter postage will
%g_carr[ed irto effect on the first of February,

75,

Sixth. All provisions of the existing postal
convention in consistent with its arrangements
are hereby abrogated.

Seventh, Formal articles embodying the
provisions of this agreement shall be prepared
for execution as soon as possible. i

This agreement is signed by Postmaster Gen-
eral Jewell and the Assistant Postmaster Gen-
eral of the Dominion subject to the approval of
the chief of that Department.

Particulars of the Loss of the Emigrant

MECIHANICS COURSE.

Lecture by J. 8, Palmer, Exq.

The fourth lecture in the Mechanics’ course
was delivered last evening by J. 8. Palmer,
es(., to a crowded house. The subject of the
lecture wag, *“The Changes Wrought by Modern
Discovery in Scientific and Religions Thought."

Iu introducing his subject, tha lecturer stated
he would endeavor to present some of the re-
sults of the general mental activity of the pres-
sent time,as exemplified in scientificdand relig-
ions thought, and to express the determination
of men of the present to handle all subjects
fearlessly,and to penetrate all mystery, withiont
regard to the dict: of ancient authority.

Only fifty yoars ago it was prononnced im-
possibie ever to know aught of the chemistry
and mineralogy of the planets. To-day the
spectroscope has overleaped the barrier and
teaches us that the solutions of all mental and
physical problems are hereafter to be limited
only by man’s capacity. He referred to the
modern discoveries in chemistry, electricity, to
that of photography, the telegraph, the ocean
cable, sewing machine, improved means of
transit and the modern application of steam to
the mechanical arts, and Erieﬂ y compared the
rapid life of to-day to the slow days of our fa-
thers, whew they waited patiently for mouths
for news of the result of a Presidential elec-
tion and for news from Europe, and to the days
when manual labor supplied all men’s necessi-
ties. )

The same aclivity was traced into the world
of thought. Improvements in machinery and
practical inventions gave room for thou ht and
study. By thought, men throw aside the ecru-
dities and absordities in the mental and reliﬁ-
ions world und science is pressed into the field.
Science penetrates the old philosophies and
disturbs the old schools of thought.

The popular reading of the day is scientific,
rationalistie, all showiag the ocurrent
thonght. The radical man of the present, de-
mands a rational, common sense religion. Old
theology is disturbed. Skepticism prevails
even in the pulpit itself. The world in the
19tk century objects to the accepianee of the
science and theology of the 1st century, aud in-
sists on the nse of analysis, investigation and
experiment, with religious doctrines as with
scientific and practical.

The speaker alluded to the trial of Dr. Swing
for heresy, for admitting Socrates and Penelo-
pe to heaven, quoting Heine’s description of
Socrates in hell as possibly more satisfactory
to the Presbytery, and to other familiar cases
of church discipline as showing the determina-
tion of theology as an organization to
hold to antigunity aud to old creeds and dous-
mas, while Lthere 18 an equally apparent move-
ment of individuals to break away from it
Reference was made to similar facts occurring
in the old world, the contest of Rilualism in
the English church, the straggle in Italy and
Germany with the Catholic church, the pertur-
bativn cansed by Tyndall’s and Gladstone’s let-
ters, arguing that so wide spread a commotion
in the religious thought of the time was not ac
cidental, without meaning. He then referred
to the struggle of religious faith against science
now going on, Science demonpstrates law rul-
ing everywhere. Darwin is the great modern
iconoclast and creed destroyer. Evolution, and
anodern science generally, holds the Mosaie
record as no longer the source of all natural,
intellectual and spiritaal blessings vouchsafed
to manokind. In this connection he spoke of
the time of Galileo as the beginning of
meodern independent thought, of the struggle
of the Roman chureh to suppress his discov-
eries. So has it beenin a lesser degree in
modern times. Discovery to certain minds is
always unscriptural, as illustrated by the
straggle of Columbus to establish his theories,
In later time chloroform, life inscrance, use of
gas for lightning, &c . have been denounced by
texts of scriptures. From these historical facts
the conclusion was drawn that intellectnal de-
velopment has always been proportioned to the
decay of theological influence.

After referring to the 10 centaries of me-
dizeval darkness in our Christian era that was
useless to human progress and civilization—
when there was no voice for intellectual Iib-
erty—comparing it with the mental activity of
the Grecian and Romau republics and with
the splendid development of science and litera-
tare of the Mohammedan Arabs—he traced the
characteristic tendencies of modern time—viz.
towards freedom in everything, law, medicine,
theology, government—the riﬁht to think
freely and discuss fearlessly and to penetrate
mystery—even the great mystery ot the uni-
verse and of being—closing with a vision of
futare dizcovery and development.

Surgical Operations at the Maine General
EXospital.
It may be remembered that Mr, James Me-
Intire of Parsonsfield, bad a novel operation
performed last March upon his leg for the re-
moval of a maliguant tumor, the resnlt of
the operation proving highly successful. Yes-
terday Ed. Hubbard of Wiscasset, nephew of
the Hon. Wales Hubbar), and well known in
this state as a lover of and dealer in good
horses, bad & similar operation performed by
the removal of his leg for &« malignant disease
that had been developing during the past year.
This operation was made by Dr. Tewksbury,
who is now on service at the Hospital, assisted
Dy the other members of the surgical staff,—
Drs, Greene, Gordon and Weeks—and wit-
nessed by other members of the profession and
the students of the Portland Medical School,
We are happy to announce, as informed by
the attepdant late last evening, that Mr. Hub-
bard was comfortable, full of hope, had a good
lock, and was ready, as usual, to bid for the
first choice in the pool.
As we speak of this case, we are happy to an-
pounce that patients are almost daily being
admitted, and important operations performed.
Monday there was an operativn for the extirpa-
tion of the eye for malignant disease, and a few
days previous an amputation of a cancerous
breast, and other minor vperations,
It must be gratifying to Dr. Tewksbury to
see sach evidences of the good which the hos-
pital is already doing, for in his inaugaral
address as President of (he State Medical
Association, in 1863, he first broached the idea
of an institution of this sort. The .snggestion
was promptly followed up by him and his
confreres. The next winter theylappeared be-
fore the Legislature, and the state, with com-
mendable wisdom, granted the required aid.
It must also be a source of satisfaction to Dr.
Tewksbury to be installed as senior surgeon
and chief of the surgical staff at the opening
of the institution, for which he has done so
muech. A well merited dictinetion is also
shown in the appointment as members of the
staff of Drs. Green, Gordon and Weeks, whose
arduous and well directed efforts have con-
tributed so much to the establishment of the
hospital. The institution has lately been _visit-
ed by Dr. Hill of Augusta, one of the consult-
ing physicians, and by Dr. Brickett of the
same city. Both gentlemen express them-
selves highly pleased with its management and
prospects. Patients are coming in from all
quarters,

Bismarck nund the Church,

Uity Hall was about two-thirds tilled last
evening to listen o a lecture by Dr. Rogers of
New York, under the auspices of the Catholic
Union. The subject of the leciure was as has
been announced, “Bismarck and the Church.”
The lecturer is a fine looking gentleman, and
handles his subject in a way to show that he is
perfectly familiar with it. He is a fine speak-
er, and the lecture was hstened to closely
throughout by the audience.

In opening he remarked that he hoped he
would at least make the lecture instruclive, as
well to Catholics as to the many generons Prot-
estants who had honored him with their p.es-

ence. He begged to avoid a mere abstract spec-
ulation on Karopean politics, and to connect
the subject with certain issues in the United
States—to show the dangers to which we are
exposed in this country, and to demonstrate
from historic precedents, that as all states, from
the Roman Empire dowa to the German Em-
pire, have persecuted the Church and contis
cated her property; so in America, also, the
day of trial must come—that, indeed, judging
from the signs of the times, the day might not
be far distant; for, said the speaker, the analo-
gles between Prossia and Germany on one
hand, and the United States on_the other, are
strikingly singular; that in the United States
there is a confederation of many separate states
under the supreme control of a federal power.
That the Potomac and the Main were singu-
larly analogous for the northern states of Ger-
many, Saxony the two Mecklinbergs, Alden-
berg, Sax Weimer, Saxe-Cobu otha, Bruns-
wick, Anphait, Waldeck, Schwartzburg=3on-
derhausen, Schaumburg-Lippe, ete,, in their
relations to the southern states, Wurtemburg,
Baden, Hesse-Darmstadt and Lie:htanstein were
strikingly analogous to the North and South.
That the Church bill of Prussia, and the Civil
Riﬁhts bill of the United States demonstrated
alike whe power of the federal government, and
that there was nothing left either in the Con-
stitution of Prussia or of the United States,
strong enough to resist encroachment, wheney-
er the Church should throw itself in the path
of either government. “‘Throw herself in the
path of either government!” a politician might
exclaim: *‘and pray why should the Catholic
Church ever oppose the ¢:vil government—since
all other charches submit.” The Catholic
Church, continued the sggaker, teaches her
children to respect and obey the laws of the
land so long as they do not infringe upon and
break the commandments of God—of which
iniraction she is the ouly judge on earth! Other
socielies generally submit for the simple reason
that they believe the state as competent to
judge as themselves. That legislators having
the same bible are as competent as other indi-
viduals to interpret its meaning; and that with
this theory uot.hing could be more p terous
than for an individual religionist or his church
to set up in a Christian country his judgment
against the decrees of a body equally Christian
and eﬁ“’ competent to judge as themselves.
True, they might differ ywith the Legislature or
Parliament, but so they did about many laws
enacted, yet submitted quietly, as good citizens
should,—subjecting their private judgment to
the state!
But the Catholic Church, on the other hand,
stood out with the doctrine that she should in-
terpret the bible for her children, In the dig-
mty and yet awfal humility of her Divine Lord,
she believes in her heart of hearts, (which is
the sacred heart of Jesus), that this responsi-
bility is placed upon her, and that the Holy
Ghost eulightens her in proportion to this re-
sponsibility. This is our answer to the qnes
tion; but since the subject is one of great deli-
caey at this time, we must guard this auswer
against all misapprebension; and protest that
in matters purely civil in their nature, not op-
posing God's law, the true Catholic is_of all
men the most obedient and patriotic of citi-
zens, But when the State encroaches upon
God’s law, by presaming to appoint bishops
and priests to their respective administrations,
rejecting those appointed by the Church—when
the state proclaims itself the teacher of our
children, and ccmm‘ls them, as is now done in
several States, to tanght in pagan schools—
in these and all like cases the Church arrays
herself for martyrdom, and throws herself in
the path of the State, c'lonounciug her imiquity
and bearing only the Cross, defies the powers of
earth and hell. For this, bishops and priests
are now 1mprisoned by Bismarck. For this,
earnest Protestents, taking, in » very few iso-
lated instances, the illogical position against
tho State, to which we have jast referred, are
also imprisoned in German{;e

Let us learn, then, from the Prussiaps, a sol-
emn lesson to-night; and in order to do this
let us weigh well the several laws which have
been enacted to destroy the Church. The
speaker then made a summary of the Falk
laws, analyzing them and showing that they
were framed for the destraction of Catholicity
in Germany, He then proceeded to the career
of Bismarck, and unfolded the fascinating di-
plomacy of the wonderful statesman. His
treaty with Russia in 1849; with Victor Eman-
uel in 1862; his part in the Schleswig-Hol-
stein affair; the complications with Austria
and France to the battles of Sadowa and Sedan.
He then draw a glowing picture of the church
now persecuted thronghout the world; predict-
ed her ultimate trinmph.

This brief synopsis may give some faint idea
of the argument, but the doctor must be heard
to be appreciated.

Business Notes.

The Windham Manufacturing Company held
their first meeting at North Windham, Satur-
day. Mr. Isaac Jackson, of the well known
firm of Phinney & Jackson, was elected Treas-
urer of the Company, and Mr. Heory H.
Boody was chosen agent for one year, with in-
structions to purchase 1000 cords of oak, for
which the highest price will be paid, either at
their mill or npon the shores of the pond. The
Company's mill is vearly completed. The
dam is a very substantial one and the Com-
pany expect to be ready to commence the man-
ufacture of lumber on or about the first of
March. The Company already have a large

.namber of men in the woods cutting and haul-

ing timber, and before spring opens they will
place on the lake two boats for the purpose of
eonveying their lamber back and forth. The
Cowmpany is composed of the Messrs. Phinney
& Jackson of Portland, Goff & Plommer of
Gorbam,'Henry H. Doody, John York and
Charles Rogers of Windham,

The Hallowell Granite Company are employ-
ing abont their usual winter crew of cutters in
their sheds in Hallowell.  Quarrying is not
pushed as it is much more expensive to oper-
ate at this season of the year than in warm
weather. A large quantity of stone was quar-
ried last summer for finishing during the
winter months. From 250 to30) men are
now employed.

The dulloess of the ice business on the IKen-
nebee this winter will be severely felt by the
hondreds of workmen who were furnished
profitable employment last season., There may
be another ““ice panie,” however, before spring,
should the present mild weather continue,
which would create a demand for labor,

Mr. A. J. Nevers of Norway, isdoing guite a
fine business at Steep Falls in the manufactare
of piano and organ key boards. His building
is located on a small stream which runs ont
from Pennessewasse Pond and is sapplied with
power by a 15 horse-power water wheel. Pine
wood is used for the piano keys, bass wood for
the organ, and they are both faced with ivory,
which is purchased by the manufacturer in a
rough state. Daring a faverable year Mr.
Nevers uses 12,000 feet of pine lumber, 35000
feet of basg, and $10,000 worth of ivory, which
is manufactured into 50 sets each per month of
piano and organ keys. He employs from six
to twelve hands—six being the general force
required to perform the above wentioned
amount. Mostof this work is disposed of in
Boston, though some goes to New  York, and
sotae to St. John,

The shook and sagar box trade of New
Giloucester is getting to be quite an item. Be-
sides the large number of men engaged in
manufacturing shook aud sugar boxes, a great
many teams and mea are employed in hauling
thew to the railroad stations. Mr. Elias Lane
of Upper Gloucester, has recently taken out
his up-and-down saw and put a new circnlar
saw into his saw mill, which will greatly add
to bis facilities for ecutting ont lamber. He
has under oue roof a grist mill, saw mill,
shingle mill, planing mill and a saw for sawing
hay boards, which are extensively used in
pressing hay. Desides sawing for customers,
Mr, Lane proposes to go into the manufacture
of sugar boxes,

The product of the fisheries in Lamoine the
present year amounnts to more than $50,000; on
the island of Mt, Desert and adjacent islands
to $106,000.

The inbabitauts of Morrill are moving fora
cheese factory, by taking the proper prelimi-
nary steps,

D. B. Ricker of tiis city, has at the present
time quite a force of wood-choppers at work on
the Nason lot, in Alfred, the wood from which
is carried by rail over the Portland & Roches-
ter road to Portland, There is at present cut
and piled on the lot seven hundred cords of
woud ready to be shipped.

OATH OF MAIL CONTRACTORS AND CAKRI-
EItS, REQUIRED BY ACT OF CONGRESS,
JUNE 8, 1872,

lation to the establishment of post offices and post-
roads within the United States; and that I will hon-
estly and truly account for and pay over any money
belonging to the said United States which may come
into yoy possession or conirol.

By section 16 of the act of June 8, 1872, every per-
son employed in the postal eervice is subject to all
the Pdns. alties, anid forleitures for violation of
the inws relating to such service, whether he has tak-
en the above vath or affirmation or not.
