GENERAL BUTLER TAKES THE WITNESS. 

Young Mr. Preble’s Relations With 
His Broker. 

Trips to the Mountains and a Jaunt 
to the Azores. 

Other Things Mr. Walley Didn’t Know 
or Didn’t Remember. 

Boston, Dec. 15.—The bearing of the ac. 
tion brought by Sarah A. Preble against H. 
M. Bates and I. C. Bates-Walley, for the re- 

covery of securities and money to the value 
oi $60,000, was resumed this morning in the 
United States court before Justice Colt and 
a jury. Gen. Butler and Mr. L. C. Southard 
were for the plaintiffs, and Mr. Samuel Hoar 
appeared for the defendants. The attention 
of the court was again called to evidence for 
the defence, the examination being contin- 
ued of Isaac Chapman Bates-Walley, one of 
the defendants. He testified: 1 never re- 
ceived a Central Pacific bond from Edward 
Preble. DU not sell one for Mrs. Preble. 
1 know nothing of any account in the Prov- 
ident Savings Institution being drawn out. 
I have sold a $500 United States bond for 
Mr. Preble, but I never received any intima- 
tion that Mr. Preble was not the owner of it. 
I heaid of Mr. Preble’s arrest through a note 
written by him—a note in which he said he 
had been arrested on account of a note or 
draft for $2000. I asked Preble whether I 
should go out and see his mother. I told her 
about the $2000. She said nothing to me 
about her property in the box. 'There was 
no conversation about her property, or about 
anything except the $2000. She said nothing 
about Minneapolis bonds. I assisted Mr. 
Preble at the time of his arrest by loaning 
him $200. [Mr. Hoar here put in a note fur 
that amount payable by Edward Preble.] 1 
went out to Hoxbury to see Mrs. Preble at 
the request of her solicitors. 

Mr. Hoar—Did you advise him as to what 
course bis speculations should take? 

Witness—I did not. 
Mr. Hoar—Did you ever know he was spec- 

ulating other than in your office ? 
Witness—I knew he was speculating both 

in New York and California. He tola me he 
was dealing in stocks in New York. 

Mr. Hoar—Did yon ever ask Edward Preb- 
id to put up securities as collateral ior any 
indebtedness to vour firm V 

Witness—I did not. 
Cross-examination of tbe witness was then 

undertaken by Gen. Butler. 
Q. There was a close friendship existing between you and Mr. Preble? A. There 

was. 
Q. You weut about with him—to the moun- 

tains, for example? A. I did. 
Q. What other place did you visit together ? 

A. We went to the Azores. 
Q. How did you go? A. In a sailing ves- 

sel. 
Q. How long were you there? A. A few 

weeks. We came back on the same ves- 
sel. 

Q. Bid you converse with him on family 
affairs? 1 did not. 

Q. Bid you know he had a mother? A. 
Yos. 

Q. When did you find that out? A. When 
I first met him. 

Q. Bid you call at his mother’s house? A. 
Occasionally. 

Q. You were received there with pretty 
good friendship? A. I was. 

Q. Bid he ever speak to you about his 
mother’s property in any way, shape or 
form?

HON. WILLIAM WILSON. 

The Ufa of a Successful and Self- 
Made Man. 

[Special to the Press.! 
Augusta, Dec. 15.—Hon. William Wilson 

of Hallowell died at 6 o’clock Saturday morn- 

ing, Ills death occurring one year and thirty 
minutes later than that of the late Governor 
Bodwell, who passed away at 5.30 o’clock in 
the morning. Mr. Wilson suffered a slight 
stroke of paralysis last May and again one 
of greater severity, December 5th, from 
which he never recovered. Mr. Wilson was 
born in Industry, October 4, 1817, beginning 
life on a farm, where he worked summers 
and attended the town schools winters. JHe 
received a very lair academic education and 
taught school for a while. But be preferred 
business life to that of a pedagogue and en- 
tered into the dry goods trade at Newbury- 
port, Mass. Disposing of his establishment 
there, he next went to Hallowell, where he 
again embarked in the dry goods business, 
Francis Lyford, Calvin Prescott and James 
H. Leigh being associated with him at differ- 
ent times. With Mr. Leigh he opened a store 
in Portland, the two dissolving partnership 
after a time, the former returning to Hallo- 
well and Mr. Wilson going to Uockland, 
where, still bent on a commercial occupation, 
he bought into a store where general mer- 
chandise, groceries and drygoods were sold, 
having for partners John S. Case and Jona- 
than White. He was also engaged in the 
lime rock business, but, after a few years, 
selling this, he came to Hallowell again 
through the influence of his old partner, 
James H. Leigh. 

The Hallowell granite quarry was then in 
its infancy, being owned by a lawyer named 
Stincbfield, who was chieflv engaged in quar- 
rying paving blocks. Mr. Wilson purchased it and with the late Mr. Bodwell the Hallo- 
well Grauit |Work> were founded,which have 
uuue an immense and constantly increasing 
business. Since 1872 Mr. Wilson has been 
treasurer of the company and to his exertions 
was due much of its success. He was a large 
owner in the company, his interest probably 
exceeding that of Gov. Bodwell, which was 
#80,000. He was president of the Maine Ice 
Co. and a director of the Hallowell National 
Bank. His property Is variously estimated 
at from $250,000 to $500,000. 

Mr. Wilson was one of the most promi- 
nent members of the Baptist denomination 
In the State, having been a trustee of Colbv 
university at the time of his death. He filled 
many Important places of trust, representing Hallowell in the Legislature two terms and 
being a member of the famous Executive 
Council which Gov. Plaixted had mo mnoli 

difficulty with. Mr. Wilson was an untiring 
worker, ever at his post of duty, and a man 
of sterling worth. At the same time he was 
generous, his haud frequently dispensing 
charity to the needy, and do request for aid 
ever went uuheeded. He leaves a wife and 
one son. His oldest son was master of a 
ship, dying of yellow fever while on atrip to 
the West Indies. The deceased captain was 
the father of a boy, now a young man of 22 
years. 

Funeral services will be held at the late 
residence of the deceased in Hallowell on 
Tuesday afternoon, being conducted by itev. 
C. F. Holbrook, of Holloweil, and Rev. A. 
R. Crane, of Wintbrop, his former pastor, 
Itev. G. D. B. Pepper, of Colby University, assisting.

ONE MAN KILLED. 

A Train Robbed In Mississippi and 

S3,OOO Stolen. 

Grenada. Miss.,Dec. 16.—Passenger train 
No. 2, on the Illinois Central road, was 

robbed Friday night a mile north of Duck 
Hill. At 10.15, when the tialn pulled out of 
Duck Hill, two men boarded the engine and 
commanded the engineer, A. J. Law, to pull 
out fast and not stop until told to. The en- 

glneer and fireman, George Evans, both be- 
ing covered with navy sixes, obeyed, and 
when a mile north of Duck Hill the train 
was stopped, and the engineer and fireman 
were ordered to dismount. They were then 
marched to the express car, and oae of the 
robbers knocked on the door, which was 
opened by the messenger. After firing three 
shots the men entered the car and took $3000, 
all there was in the car, from Messenger 
Hill. Chess Hughes, of Jackson, Tenn., 
then ran out of a car with a Winchester rifle. 
As he stepped on the ground from the smok- 
ing car he was fired upon. One shot struck 
him in the left arm and another went through 
bis stomach, inflicting a fatal wound. The 
death of the young man was very sad, as he 
was the only support of his mother. The 
robbers exchanged a number of shots with 
the train hands and fled into the swamp.

PULPIT AND PLATFORM. 

1HHLE SOCIETY OF MAINE. 

Yesterday morning, Rev. A. H. Wright, at 
the St. Lawrence street church, spoke upon 
the work of the Maine State Bible Society 
for the past year. During the last year there 
have been, at various times, twelve Bible 
workers in the field, under the able superin- 
tendence of Mr. E. B.Stilson, who has been 
nine years in the Society’s employ. Two 
counties have been thoroughly canvassed in 
that time, and in two others the ground has 
been about traversed. The summary of the 
year's work shows that 19,013 families have 
been visited, of which 10,730 are non church- 
going. Of these 19,013 families 1206 were 
Bible-less and were supplied by our mission- 
aries. One thousand one hundred and nine- 
ty-two copies of the scriptures have been 
given away, and 6,682 have been sold. 12,267 
youth were found not connected with any 
Sunday school. During the canvass 10,135 
miles have been traversed, 123 cities, towns, 
plantations and islands have been visited 
and 128 public addresses made. 

Some of the incidents narrated and statis 
tics given show an almost Incredible destitu- 
tion of Bibles and absence of religious teach- 
ing of all kinds in manv sections. 

Rev. Mr. Wright made an earnest appeal 
to his people to recognize the important work 
this society is accomplishing and to aid its 
prosecution. 

FIRST PARISH CHURCH. 
President Hyde of Bowdoin College, de- 

livered the annual address before the Port- 
land Benevolest Society in the First Parish 
church last night. The following is an ex- 
tract of what he said: The Portland Benev- 
olent Society has for its work the helping of 
persons who have seen better days, who re- 
tain those instincts that culture has givm 
them It has been its lot to aid in one or two 
cases descendants of clergymen and con- 
gressmen. Benevolence, of course, means 
goodwill. What, then, Is good will? It is 
will that wills trie good. What then is the 
good? The good at which benevolence aims 
is man’s well being. What then is man’s 8 

wellbeing? It is bread and beef, a coat on 1 
the back, a roof over the head and a bed to s 

sleep in? No; these are parts of it, but by C 
no means the whole. A man may nor be d 
wrn UU WltUUUt LUC9C UUl lb IS U> UJ 
un ans sure that he will be well oft with c 
them. What a man thinks, what he feels, 1 
what hedoes, what he hates, what he hopes ( 
for, what he tries to do. what he means to e 
be, what he fears, what he dreads and shrinks £ 
from—all these things you must r 
know about a man before you can be sure 1 
that it is well with him. Benevolence, i 
therefore, or tbe art of willing what is good f 
for man is not the simple and easy task, the s 
holiday diversion, tbe off hand, incidental a 

tossing of pennies to the poor which for the 1 
most part tbe world hitherto has taken it to 1 
be. The first prnciple of practical benevo- r 
lence is, know all that can be known about 1 
the man you help. Indiscriminate alms giv- t 
ing may do good; but the likelihood of its 1 
doing harm is greater than tbe possibility 
that some child will shoot himself 
with loaded pistols if they are 
kept loaded in the house where he « 

can get them. In either case you are respon- 
sible for all the consequences you might 
reasonably hare foreseen.

It sounds like a 
hard saying when Bishop Potter of New 
York tells us ‘it is far better, better for him f 
and better for us, to give a beggar a kick I 
than to give him a half dollar.’ That sounds ■ 

harsh. It is the plain, sober truth. 
The second principle is like unto the first 

Let the man you help know as much as be J 
can of you. Benevolence cannot be carried 
on by forming a trust, giving the direction of V 
the whole sphere of Denevolent operation 1 

over to the direction and administration of a c 

central committee; stopping work here and 
there, and then dividing up the merit of the j 
whole enterprise among tbe stockholders or j contributors. Food, raiment and ehelter 
are not what the poor most need; nor J 

are these the be t, tlie truly rich have to 
give. Indeed, half the persons who are in \ 
want in our cities need no help at all, except 
help in finding work. One-sixth are utterly 
unworthy of any help whatever. One-fifth 
need only temporary relief and encourage- 
ment to get over hard places, while only 1 
about one-tenth need permanent relief. All I 
need cheer, comfort, advice, encouragement, 
sympathy, or else reproof, warning and re- 
straint. < 

The third principle of benevolence is this: < 

Give the man no more and no less help than 
he needs to make his life what you and he 
both see that it is good for it to be. The ac- 
ceptance of charity involves a certain sacri- 
fice of iudependence. That, however, is not 
of necessity a bad thing. It may be either a 
loss or a gain. In the light of this principle 
the question of how much to give becomes 
ciear. If you find a man in misfortune who 
either has or can be made to have hope, 
courage, resolute determination to muke the 
very best he can of a hard situation; if there 
is willingness to work, an abandonment of 
vicious and extravagant habits,than you will 
not oonnt nnv sum too errant, pvph if it in- 
volves the carrying of the uian and his fami 
ly right through the winter by sheer force of 
providing for them outright everything they 
need. 

These are the foundamenttl principles of 
practical benevolence. Each of these prin- 
ciples is vita! and indispensable.

There are seven 
daughters and one little son, beside the eld 
est born, who was the daughter of the de- 
ceased Mrs. Fuller. In this supreme hour 
the mother’s full brown eyes were riveted on 
her husband’s face with intense affection 
and pride, and his own sought hers and in- 
stinctively took one comprehensive sweep of 
the darling group at her side, as bb kissed 
the sacred volume. Mrs. Fuller was becom- 
ingly but unostentatiously dressed on Mon- 
day, in a brown wool and satin combination 
gown. It was only a semi-formal occasion. 
Three of the daughters assisted their moth- 
er. The eldest two are not wholly new to 
Washington society, for they were at the 
Kiggs House part of the winter some two 
years ago, and received usually with Miss 
Breckinridge, daughter of Congressman 
Breckinridge of Kentucky, and Miss Oakes, 
daughter of General Oakes, U. S. A., the 
four making a lovely group. The represent- 
ative and cosmopolitan character of their 
callers Is indicated by the mention of a few 
prominent names, among them: Senator 
and Miss Evarts, tbe new Japanese Minister 
and Mine. Mutsu, who, by the way, is the 
prettiest Japanese lady we have yet seen in 
the Diplomatic Corps, and wears correct Pa- 
risian attire; Admiral Kodgers, president of 
the Metropolitan Club, and Mrs. Kodgers, 
his wife, who was Maud !Slidell; Mrs. Lau- 
der, tbe brilliant and retired actress:?

WANT THE BALLOT. 

Meeting of the Maine Woman's Suf- 

frage Association. 

Addresses by Rev. Henry Blanchard. 
Mrs. L. M. N. Stevens and 

Rev. Q. H. Shinn. 

Under the auspices of the Maine Woman 
Suffrage Association a meeting was held on 

Saturday afternoon in Reception Hall, city 
building. Prayer was offered by Rev. C. A. 
Hayden of Auburn. The President, Rev. 
Henry Blanchard, then read the following 
letter from ex-Gov. Robie:

ADDRESS OF REV. HENRY BLANCHARD. 
Mr. Blanchard then made an address. He 

said that the declaration of Gov. Robie con- 

cerning his vote in the legislature, deserved 
the applause which it received. The chief 
object of the meeting was to secure the circu- 
lation of petitions. He should ask all per- 
sons present to take one of these, sign tnelr 
names and obtain as many other signatures 
as possible. The legislature would meet on 
the first Wednesday of January, and would 
be ready for business on tne following Muu- 
day. He should ask some believer In woman 
suffrage, in tbe Senate or in tbe House, to 
introduce a bill giving municipal suffrage to 
the women of Maine. He wished to have the 
votes of those who were themselves con- 
vinced of the justice of woman suffrage. He 
wanted no man to vote for the bill because 
he tbougbt it would not pass. To secure at- 
tention we must have lengthy petitions. Mr. 
Henry B. Blackwell and Mrs. Lucy Stone 
will be asked to appear before tbe legislature. 
It is only wise to consider the obstacles to 
success. The chief of these is tbe indiffer- 
ence to woman suffrage among women. When 
women are sufficiently in earnest to oppose 
Hid 17 a rn in a fair nr a vr in ha non trnrfari tin 

should Dot object to remonstrance. Never- 
theless. before any such should be signed, he 
would like to ask a question. Through those 
who were present, and through the reports 
which the papers may give, he would address 
himself to those who are opposed to woman 
suffrage. Is It a generous thing for one who 
does not wish to vote herself to try to prevent 
the vote of one who does? Is It a just thing 
to do this? There are women, indeed, who 
are strenuously opposed to voting by women, 
but there are as many who as strenuously 
wish to vote. If municipal suffrage shall be 
granted, the women who do not wish to vote 
will not be compelled to do so. What gene 
rosity, what justice is there in the action of 
those who shall try to prevent others from 
voting? It is the indifference of women, 
however, which causes the greatest discour 
agement. But believers in woman suffrage 
must not be discouraged longer than five min- 
utes at a time. When they think of the great 
intellects who favor their cause, they may 
well believe it shall one day be victorious. 

Mr. Blanchard then quoted the words of 
several distinguished men by way of illus- 
tration, making pleasant comment upon 
each as be read Ills words, among them be- 
ing Lord Salisbury, Henry Wadsworth 
Longfellow, Plato, Abraham Lincoln, Chief 
Justice Chase and Charles Kingsley. 

ADDRESS OF MBS. E. M. N. STEVENS. 
The next speaker was Mrs. L. M. N. Ste 

vens, who spoke as follows: I appear this 
afternoon, not as a representative of the W. 
C. T. U., of whose “cooperation” Mr. Blan- 
chard has so kindly spoken, but rather as a 
representative of the Maine Woman’s Suf- 
frage Association. Why I make the distinc 
tion is, that in speaking to my sisters of the 
white ribbon army I might present a little 
different line of argument than in speaking 
to an audience made up as is this one. De 
Tocqueville said “life Is neither a pleasure 
nor a pain; but serious business, to be en- 
tered upon with courage and in a spirit of 
self-sacrifice.” It is in accord with this 
thought that I plead for and desire the bal- 
lot. If you ask me why I want it, I would 
answer by asking why does the president of 
this meeting, Mr. Blanchard, want the bal- 
lot? What does the man whom 1 saw just 
now carrying coal, by the basket, up stairs, 
want of the ballot? I believe I may give as 
many and as strong reasons why I desire the 
ballot as can the two men mentioned. In 
these later years, in mj connection with phi- 
lanthropic work, I have often desired the 
ballot; there is an injustice inldeclsioas even 
in courts, where justice should ever prevail; 
because women are not allowed a place in all 
as well as in a part of Its transactions. It Is 
weakly argued sometimes that women do not 
want the ballot. To be sure all women do 
not. All of the slaves did not want to be 
emancipated. Some may have been satisfied 
with their situation as slaves But this part 
was not considered when war gave them the 
legal right to snap their bonds—it was done. 
Suppose the majority of women in this State 
do not wish to vote; is that any reason whi- 
ttle minority—why I, who do desire it, shall 
be deprived of the right. 

To thus deprive us, aud for euch a reason, 
I declare to be ungenerous and unjust Besides 
1 am sure the couipauy of women in Maine 
is not a small one who desire the ballot. 
xucir is a ^cuuuu in umuuuiuu auiuotiiiu^ 
like this: “We, the tunder.igned, women 
above 21 years of age, being holders ol tax- 
able property, do hereby Iprotest against 
’taxation without representation,’ and ask 
that a law may be enacted giving us the 
right to vote in all municipal matters.” 

One of these has at its head the name of a 
woman, who is among the very heaviest tax 
payers in our State—and women are even 
more ready to sign this than the general pe- 
tition—because it strikes them from the 
right angle. There’s a good deal of human 
nature in this; but after all, there’s a higher 
and a nobler reason for our desire for the 
ballot. It has come to us in such meaning- 
ful ways so many times in connection with 
oar endeavors to help those who are needy 
and down trodden, and more than for any 
other reason do I wish to vote, because of 
the “cause that lacks assistance, and the 
wrong that needs resistance." 

Having commented on the large number of 
women voters in Boston, who recently voted 
for the School Board of that city, Mr. 
Blanchard called upon the Rev. Q. H. Shinn, 
of Deering. That gentleman expressed his 
deep sympathy with the cause. 

At the conclusion of the meeting petitions 
to the Legislature were circulated among the 
audience. They are to be returned by Jan- 
uary 15tn to the W. C. T. U. headquarters, 
51J Exchange street. 

Another meeting of the Association will 
be held early in January.

PRESIDENT DI.AIION’S SPEECH. 
It was thought best by the committee of 

arrangements not to have any set speeches 
but if anyone present can make any remarks 
as to the promotion of the interests of our 

city we shall be very happy to bear from 
him. 1 am happy to report that our Board 
of Trade at the present time is in a very 
prosperous condition. I, myself, have taken 
this present week JO new applications for 
membership, which will make a total mem- 

bership of 340. Our merchants seem to take 
a lively Interest In the Board and I feel it my 
duty to suggest that they should also take as 
much interest in the Merchants Exchange. 
That should be the headquarters of the bus- 
iness men of Portland. I think 1 am safe in 
saying that from seven hundred to a thous- 
and people visit the Merchants Exchange 
daily. 1 hope you will pardon me for mak- 
ing another suggestion which I think not 
only worthy the attention of the Board of 
Trade, but of everyone who owns property 
and is Interested in the city of Portland. 
This city is in great need of an opera house. 
We are a city of 40,000 inhabitants with no 
decent place of amusement. 1 hope the cit- 
izen of Portland will join with the Board of 
Trade, and see if we cannot devise some 
means to build a suitable opera house on a 
suitable and popular site. It seems to me 
that it can be easily done. We could make a 
stock company, say for 875,000, and call up- 
on such merchants and citizens as are not 
only able to subscribe but if need be able to 
lose their subscription, sell stock enough to 
raise 835.000 or 840.000, and after that it 
would be a very easy matter to mortgage the 
whole plant to some trust or insurance com- 
pany who would be willing to take it at a 
fair rate of interest and finish it up. Theu 
if the enterprise was a success, which I have 
but little doubt it would De, the stockholders 
would obtain an interest on their invest- 
ment. But looking at it in lt« worst aspect 
the party that holds the mortgage would be 
secure for there certainly would be Income 
enough from the property to keep that safe 
and good. Now, 1 would like to hear from 
some of the distinguished gentlemen present 
in relation to this enterprise. In conclusion 
I wish to extend to you my sincere thanks 
for the interest you have taken in our Board, 
and by your presence in making this ban- 
quet a success. [Applause.] 

COLLECTOR ANDERSON. 

General Anderson was the next speaker. 
He said: Our worthy president has suggest- 
ed something which has been in the minds of 
many of our business men for many long 
years. When 1 first went into business in 
Portland it was a subject that the men on 

Commercial street all agreed upon that 
Portlaud afforded no suitable place for 
amusements ; that a suitable opera bouse 
would bring to our city and retain here 
through the twenty-four hours men who 
come to the city to buy goods but rather than 
lose the opportunity for a little amusement 
would eo elsewhere where it was provided 
for them. It Is true we have a hoe city ball 
but it does not fill the bill. We want a 
house specially devoted lo amusements. We 
want an opera house. It can be used fur all 
the different kinds of amusements which 
come to such places. I see upon each side of 
me gentlemen who have been brought to our 
notice in reference to another matter of city 
reform. The new powder house. J was 
quite struck with the Idea when first pro- 
uosed of using one of the forts for that pur- 
pose. One thing is certain, it isn’t lit for 
anything else. In conclusion let me say 
that we have with us guests whom we are 
glad to meet. A year ago there was a blight 
on the feelings of our citizens from the fact 
that our wharves knew the big steamers no 
more and we were fearful that it might be 
forever. Bui this year our friends have re- 
turned to us and we are glad to see them and 
in behalf of this board of trade I bid them 
welcome here tonight. [Applause.] 

Mayor Chapman was then called for and 
responded as follows: 

MAYOR CHAPMAN’S SPEECH. 

Mr. Chapman said: I believe I should 
prefer to undertake to carry into successful 
execution the erection of an opera house than 
to find a site for a powder house in the city 
of Portland. Now I feel that something 
should be done to stimulate the trade of 
Portland. We all regret to see so many en- 

terprising business men leaving us for homes 
in the South and West. 1 have heard it re- 
marked that Portland is declining. Now, 
Mr. President, 1 desire most emphatically to 
disagree with any such opinion. Compare, 
if you please, the Portland of 1878 with the 
Portland of 1888, our municipal debt reduced 
within that period nearly 50 per cent, our 
voting list swelled from 8,000 to more than 
9,900, our valuation increased several mil- 
lions, our financial institutions Increased, the 
railroad facilities enlarged, our Ulauds ana 
places of summer resort developed, and the 
multiplication of our industries, and it seems 
to me there can be but one answer from any 
intelligent observer, and that is that Port- 
land has made a substantial increase within 
the past decade. I believe the true reason 

why so many young business men aro leav- 
ing us lies in the immense development that 
is going on at the present time in the 
South and West. Therefore it seems to 
me It behooves us at the present time to put 
forth special efforts in a commercial point ol 
view to counteract this influence and hold 
our people at home. The most encouraging thing 1 nave heard tonight Is the Increase of 
the membership of the Board ol Trade. The 
Baca Bay improvements will add materially to our wealth, and the lease of the Portland 
A Ogdensburg Is a step in the right direction 
We welcome back the Allan and Dominion 
steamers, but we want them the whole year round, and I am confident that some time 
that wish will be realized. 

Mr. Chapman said lie favored commercial 
union with Canada, believing, if accom- 
plished, it would bring all the steamers need- 
ed. lie thought Portland might be called 
upon soon to cooperate in the establishment 
of the great Hour and feed mill lately spoken of in the Press. There is another question which has been suggested; whether there is 
room for another savings bank in Portland. 

w® now possess have twelve 
millions on deposit, and there is still money 
seeking Investment. These are some of the 
few suggestions as to directions whereby the growth of Portland can be promoted. The main thing is to take hold of something and do it, and put some of these schemes in- 
to practical operation. For one I am willing to assist in any way I can. In closing, I 
hope we shall cultivate our public spirit ac- 

cording^ to the design of these dinners. [Ap-

MS. THOMAS' SPEECH. 

It is rather difficult for a Portland man to 
talk about Portland, for there are so many 
good things about her that we hardly know 
where to commence or where to stop. When 
we take a trip out West and visit some of 
those towns that commenced since we of 
middle life were born and now number their 
population by hundreds of thousands. I 
think we feel a little bit weak about the 
prosperity of Portland, and a little bit as 
though we would like to live with the groat rush in these larger places that are going ahead. But after staying in those places a 
little while we begin to find there is some- 
thing else in life beside the increase in pod- 
u*»fe«uu. suiueumig ewe in me Desiaes tne in- 
crease in wealth; there is such a thing as 
health and comfort, and good neighborhood, and good old friends, and those we all have 
here In Portland. I recollect when Presi- 
dent Arthur came to assume the duties ol 
President be took with him a colored ser- 
vant that he picked up as a little boy around 
the custom bouse when he was collector. He 
had him in the White House, and after be- 
ing sometime in Washington, the President 
c*“e£ack York and his servant 
w th him. While there I called with a friend, and while waiting for the President 
my companion began chaffing this servant. My friend said: “Weil, Phil, I supposeislnce 
you have been in Washington in the White 
House and got to be a great man you don’t 
think much of New York?” ”Lor' bless 
you, massa,” said the darkey, “f tell you fore God, I rather be a put out gas light in 
the city of New York than an electric light 
° Washington.” | Laughter.] And I feel just the same way about Portland as coin- 

pared with any other place on God’s earth, and I know you all do. [Applause.] 
non. w. l. putnam’s spkkch. 

Hon. W. L. Putnam, upon being called, 
endorsed most heartily the suggestion made 
by the president. I think nothing which is 
within our immediate reach will tend so 
much to aid the trade of Portland as a com- 
fortable, pleasant opera house. [Applause.] There is not a city In the Union which com- 
pares with Portland, relatively speaking, for 
its hotel accommodations and conveniences. 
That Indicates that there Is a natural drain 
of public travel towards the city largely Id 
excess of Its population. That traveling public can be increased: It can be drawn here 
at all seasons of the year, and held and en- 
tertained here, if you see fit to entertain 
them, and in my judgment the merchants of 
Portland, and those who are engaged In 
trade, to say nothing of what can be gather- 
ed from the capitalists outside, can afford to 
put their hands in their pockets and build 
an opera house suited to this city. [Ap- 
plause] Not as an investment simply, not 
something out of which a return Is to be re- 
ceived every year, but something that 
will be attractive and useful, something built up by voluntary contributions, if need 
be, so that the receipts can be turned in to- 
wards maintaining a place that shall be a 
credit to the city. I assure you that you will 
find there is nothing within your reach that 
can do more towards aiding the mercantile 
Interests of Portland, the retailers and the 
jobbers, than the promotion of this susnes- 
uou iur as opera nouse. 

1 recollect the day the Republican conven- 
tion met in Portland last summer—I believe 
you ail heard of it, 1 did. [Laughter J—A 
young man came into my office. He said he 
had been up to the convention and heard 
Judge Symouds make one of the finest 
speeches he ever heard in a convention. I 
met the judge on the street shortly after- 
wards and told him what was said in my 
office. "Well,” he said, "I don’t know about 
that, but 1 do know that my speech didn’t 
get any votes.” Well, I thought I would try it, so I went over the State and I made some 
fine speeches and I came out about the same 
as the Judge did. [Laughter. So I fear If I 
make a speech t shall defeat the purpose I 
had In rising and I will' therefore sit 
down. [Laughter.] 

MB. A. A. STBOUT’S SPEECH. 
Mr. A. A. Strout said this was a cleanly 

city, a good city, but we are a little late In 
doing some of the things that other cities 
have done before us. We are a little late 
in erecting a memorial to the brave heroes of 
the war but in the end It will be done as well 
as by any city. So we are a little late in 
erecting a place of amusement but the 
leaven that has started here tonight will 
leaven the whole city and it will be a fitting 
one when built. It will be a place where. In 
case of accident or fire, we can reasonably 
expect to get our wives and ohtldren out. It 
will pay in a business potut of view, not im- 
mediately perhaps In dollars and cents, and 
said he. If possible, 1 hope a committee will 
be named tonight to take the matter In hand 

JUDGE HASKELL’S SPEECH. 

Judge Haskell, upon being called upon, 
said: The suggestion mentioned by the 
Mayor that Portland is declining is not Justi- 
fied by the facts. On the contrary, It is, a- 
we all know, steadily growing and Increas- 
lnff. Within the past five years I have beid 
court once at least in every shire town in the 
State, and the general impression all over 
the State Is that Portland Is not only thriv- 
ing but is something of a metropolis In the 
way of trade. Another thing I have noticed 
to the credit of the merchants of Portland; 
I have yet to find a case where any commer- 
cial traveller employed by a Portland mer- 
chant has been charged with embezzlement 
or the wrongful collection of money. It 
speaks well fur the business of the city, aud 
for Its merchants; It speaks well for the 
commercial agents themselves who, as a 
class, are wide awake, energetic persons of 
good character. [Applause]. 

COL. J. A. SMITH. 
Lieut. Col. J. A. Smith was called for and 

said: I don’t know why I should be called 
upon to speak unless It may be thejintimatlon 
that I heard from more than one gentleman 
that there were people here representing the 
general government, and in some indefinite 
way connected with a gunpowder plot. Col. 
Smith gave the history of the negotiations 
for the use of Fort Gorges by the city for a 

powder house, and said he had been author- 
i tn orrnndH tvilh (ha kfavap nl Pordaml 

for the storage of powder in that fort, and 
he had no doubt in a very short time, if it is 
agreeable to the citizens, the place will be 
available for that purpose. lie ^continued: 
You all remember a few weeks ago a dis- 
patch announcing that some large steamers 
were frozen into the St. Lawreuce, and 1 
could not help contrasting the situation of 
that port with the port of Portland, where 
we have a front of some fifteen hundred 
feet, nearly five hundred feet wide excavated 
to a depth of more than thirty feet at low 
water, and all connected with the deep 
water outside so that any steamer loaded 
down to a depth of twenty-seven or twenty- 
eight feet can come alongside the wharves at 
any stage of the tide. This question of 
transportation interests everybody. There 
are people who think wbeu the government 
expends a few thousand dollars in the har- 
bor of Portland it is all done in the interest 
of the merchants and citizens here, 
and they have no interest in it 
whatever. It does not seem to occur to the 
farmer that any facility fur the transports 
tion of products gives him a better price foi 
his apples at his door, and yet it is true. We 
have seen the time when for the need ol 
transportation the farmers in the West have 
burned their corn for fuel either because 
they could get nothing for it or because they 
could not have coal transported to them. I 
have thought it strange since 1 have been in 
this city that you had no better place foi 
public entertainments than City Hall. I an 
not in a position to subscribe largely to the 
stock, but If the scheme takes shape so that 
it may be consummated before I leave the 
city, as I hope it may, I shall buy a large 
amount of tickets for the first season In or 
der that I may- appreciate the benefits tbal 
come by contrast with the abominable and 
uncomfortable seats in City Hall. [Ap 
plause.]

FOUND THE GANG’S HIDING PLACE. 

Twenty Thousand Dollar*’ Worth of 
Opium Captured. 

An Kxpedltlon Into the Heart of the 

Wilderness, 

With a Fight With a Smuggler By the 

Way. 

Saxd Beach, Mich., Dec. 16,-Uaited 
States officers made a big banl of smuggled 
opium near here Friday night after a long 
tramp in the woods and a desperate fight 
with one smuggler. T. W. Day, agent of the 
United States secret service and three de- 
tectives left here to search for smuggled 
opium known to be secreted In the immense 
wilderness of second growth poplars cover- 

ing a great district In Lincoln and Bloom- 
field townships. After a drive of nearly 
twenty miles, the party baited and pot their 
toam in a fanner’s barn. They proceeded 
on toot by a deserted lumber road to pene- trate the thickest of the underbrush so dense 
as to be almost impassable. After walking two or three miles, keeping a scout well In 
advance, the sound of a horse at full gallop 
was heard. The officers secreted themselves 
and when the horse came In sight they rec- 
ognized the rider as CapL Henry Durant, ar- 
rested last August for smuggling opium but 
released because of lack of evidence. An 
attempt to capture Durant resulted In the 
firing of several shots and then Durant at- 
tempted to retreat. His saddle girth broke, 
however, throwing him off his horse and he 
escaped to the thicket. The party 
followed back on the track of the 
horse and leaving the road c.ime 
iuw a cleared space, wnere oy tne sides ol 
an excavation lay 133 cases ol opium. This 
was secured ana brought to Band Beach. 
The capture is worth between 316,000 and 
and 330,000. Durant In the head of a gang in 
the locality who are In the service of a Can- 
adian syndicate. 

CABINET GOSSIP. 

Senator Allison Said to Have the Navy 
Portfolio. 

InDianapous, Dec. 16,-Mr. and Mrs. 
Morton left for the East on a specia1 train 
yesterday forenoon several hours earlier 
than they were expected to leave the city. 
Just before departure Mr. Morton described 
General Harrison as “a great big man,” and 
expressed gratification at the cordiality of 
the welcome extended to himself and wife 
by the Hoosiers.

on account of alleged discrimination in the

timore and other Eastern cities had written 
and talked to him on the subject, and while 
he did not know that their statements were 
true, he certainly did not know they were 
not, and he had determined to select a Secre- 
tary of the Treasury from another and en- 
tirely disinterested sectioa. 

IPRECOCIOUS BURGLARS.: 

Gangs of 8mall Boys who Robbed 
Stores and were Caught. 

Last night Officers Miles and Fickett were 
told that Smith's grocery store on North 
street, and Bunker’s, on the corner of Que- 
bec and Lafayette streets, had been entered. 
The officers at once went to Mr. Smith’s 
place and found a fifteen year old boy inside, 
who was arrested. Later two others were 
arrested, their ages being between 13 and 13 
years. It is the opinion of the police that 
these boys have been entering stores by the 
use of false keys, and have been making 
these unlawful expeditions for some time. 

Later in the night the same officers discov- 
ered two boys breaking into ilonan’s store 
on Washington street. One of these boys 
was arrested on the spot, but the other took 
to his heels. Officer Fickett fired his revol- 
ver lu the hope of frightening the boy into a 

surrender, but he didn’t frighten that way. 
aud disappeared betore the officer could over- 
take him. 

The police say that as far as they could 
learn nothing of value was taken from any 
of the stores. They declined to give the 
names of the boys, stating that they belong- 
ed to respectable families, and it was not 
known what disposition might be made of 
the case.

The 
Tory papers which are opposed to anything 
uae ciose relations uetween me two countries 
find in it just the weapon they want to cud- 
gel the more liberal Grit organs that 
have been advocating commercial union. The 
Tory sheets have all along contended that 
commercial union was the bait of an annex- 
ation trap, and now they are pointing to 
this resolution of Mr. Butterworth who has 
been one of the most prominent advocates of 
that sort of union and triumphantly claiming 
that it proves what they have been saying. 
If the annexation of Canada to the United 
States is desirable, such rash advocates as 
Mr. Butterworth should be called in. 

The South Carolina legislature appears to 
look with favor on an educational test, and 
there seems to be a strong' probability that 
before it adjourns an amendment to the con- 
stitution imposing such a test will be pre- 
pared and submitted to the people. We 
pointed out the other day, that in 1880, a ma- 

jority of the males of South Carolina of vot- 
ing age could not write. Eight years has 
probably reduced somewhat the percentage 
of the illiterate, but it is very doubtful if it 
has diminished it sufficiently to afford a rea- 

sonable prospect of the ratification of an edu- 
cational qualification at the present time, if 
the people vote freely and have their votes 
fairly counted. The South Carolina negro* 
however, has got ont of the habit of votiugl 
He has been taught by experience that vot 
lng does not pay. In the first place the act 
itself subjects him to considerable danger* 
and in the second place, when he runs the 
risks and deposits his ballot, he accom- 

plishes nothing, for his vote is thrown out 
if it in any way affects the result of the elec- 
tion. Being as effectually disfranchised now 
as he can be by an educational test, it Is very 
donbtful if he deems it worth while to resist 
the proposed constitutional amendment. 
There will be one good result from the crea- 
tion of an educational qualification, if no 
other. It will reduce the representations of 
South Carolina in Congress and the Elec 
toral College to their just proportions. Now 
one voter in that State is equal to three in 
Maine; and its delegation in Congress is 
three times as large as it would be were it 
based on the number of its citizens, who in 
fact enjoy the right of suffrage. With the 
legal disfranchisement of the illiterates of 
the State this injustice will come to an end. 

The matter of the discontinuance of Brack- 
ett street is one of a good deal of importance. 
Everybody knows that has occasion to cros8 
the York street overhead bridge that travel to 
the Cape is now not only not safe and conve- 

nient, but positively dangerous, made so by 
the sharp curves in that bridge. Nobody 
ever drives that bridge without feeling that 
he is in peril. The structure Is now nearly 
worn out and soon will have to uc rebuilt. 
Shall it be rebuilt in its present location, or 

shall its location be changed so that it shal1 
extend from tbe draw of Portland bridge to 
the foot of Brackett street? It is urged that 
a bridge between those two points would be 
too steep. Doubtless it would bo steeper 
than desirable, but the choice must necessa- 

rily be made between two evils—between the 
present bridge full of sharp crooks and turns 
and a bridge a little steeper but straight. 
A straight bridge to tbe foot of Brackett 
street, even though the grade be a little 
steeper, is, we believe, greatly to be preferred- 
Heavy teams would continue, as now, to go 
around the depot, and to a light carriage the 
difficulties of ascent would not be at all se- 

vere. The descent would, of,course, be more 

unpleasant, but the danger attending it 
would be much less than in case of the ex- 

isting bridge. Tbere would be no sharp 
curves to upset a carriage as there are on the 
present bridge, and the driver could see all 
there was before him. We would by no 
means counsel the Ignoring of any rights 
which Mr. Lane may have at tbe foot of 
Brackett street, or put him to any un 

necessary expense to maintain them. If his 
claim is good, and the weight of evidence 
seems to be in his favor, the city should sat- 
isfy it, if it can be done for a reasonable sum. 
What we ask is simply that the city should 
take no action at present that shall render 
the construction of a bridge with a landing 
on Brackett street an impossibility. 

Tha exodus of th0 Children of Maine. 
It is an interesting but rather sad study to 

compute the numbers of tbe sons and daugh- 
ters of Maine who have gone forth from tbe 
old homes to other states and countries in 
the time allotted to the present generation. 
From every town and city, almost from every 
family it sometimes seems, there have gone 
one or many to try their fortunes in new 
scenes and there to remain. An impressive 
reminder of this fact has occurred in connec- 
tion with tbe publication of the local history 
entitled “Eastport and Passamaquoddy.” 
At the close of tbe volume is printed the list 
of subscribers, and it proves one of the most 
interesting features of the volume. Of this 
list tbs Eastport Sentinel says: "including 
representatives from twenty.three States, 
one Territory, the District of Columbia and 
three Canadian provinces, It gives names 
once familiar here but now no longer found 
among us, and shows how widely the de- 
scendants aad former residents of the town 
and section have been scattered over the 
land, and that they still retain their interest 
la thetr old home." The census of 1880 
showed that there were living in that year 
713,278 persons who were born in homes on 
the hillsides and in the valleys of Maine; 
but of that number only 363,015 had remained 
in the State of their nativity. The remain- 
der, an immense army of 182,207 men, women 
and children had gone beyond the borders 
of the State to make their homes. Can you 
realize what these figures mean? They 
mean that nearly a quarter of the natives of 
Maine living ln.1880 had gone away. And if 
one quarter of ail the present population of 
this State should march beyond its borders 
to-morrow it would be a host hardly so large 
as that great army that silently and one by 
one took farewells of their old homes and 
departed previous to 1880. To some extent 
this migration has been going on in the last 
eight, years also, but it is to be hoped that 
the figures of the next census will show no 
luch large exodus. The next question is: 
Where have they gone? To what cities, to 
what States? The subscription to the his- 
tory ef Eastport shows that the natives of 
that town have been scattered as if fate had 
sown them broadcast with a free-hand. 
Probably the largest colony of Maine natives 
is in ^Massachusetts. For the fathers and 
mothers whom ^Massachusetts sent to settle 
the Province of Maine the State of Maine 
had given back in 1880 the abundant return 
ef 68,226 of the sons and; daughters. Prob. i 
ably the large part of these went to cities, 
although the tendency of those who have 
emigrated from Maine has by no means been 
to the cities as a general rule. For in the 
twenty-three largest cities of tbefland there 
were in 1880 but 82,126 natives of Maine, 

howkng the greater portion ol the army of 
latives of Maine had settled in smaller 
lties, in villages or on farms, many of them 
n the great West. 

Hut It must not be inferred that this great 
hange has come about wholly because 
daine is a poor place in which to live, 
i’erliaps that is one of the least important 
notives. The whole nation over there has 
listed a spirit of restlessness, brought about 
10 doubt by the unsettling influences of the 
lvil war, by the great revolution in railroad 
•uilding and by the new territories and the 
mlarged spheres of profitable efTort thus 
ipened up to the ambitious or the dissatis- 
ied mau. The astonishing readiness with 
vhich the American people move, under the 
mallest economical cr social impulse, is one 
if the most important facts developed by the 
ast enumeration of the people of the coun- 
ry. It is something that 1b confined to no 
me State and not particularly to any section 
if the country, except that there has been a 
lateral tendency of the East to give to the 
ar West. The census takers of 1880 found 
hat there were almost ten millions of people 
rho had left their native State for other 
States. Of course a portion of these, and 
luite a considerable portion, too, had merely 
coved a short distance across a boundary 
ine and could not be classed in the restless 
lass; but on the whole the larger number 
irobably had made a longer journey and 
akeu up residence in scenes entirely new.

NO DECISION YET. 

The Discontinuance of Brackett 
Street Opposed. 

Hearing on the Matter Granted By 
the Street Committee. 

Saturday afternoon the adjourned hearing 
on the petition of John W. Lane for the dis- 
continuance of a portion of Brackett street, 
was given by the committee on streets. 
Judge Ooddard appeared for the petitioner, 
Mr. Lane; Hon. William L. Putnam for the 
Boston <& Maine railroad; Judge Nathan 
Cleaves for the selectmen of the town of 
Cape Elizabeth; City Solicitor Coombs for 
the city, and Hon. W. W. Thomas Jr., for 
himself. Mayor Chapman presided. 

Judge Ooddard read the petition reciting 
the fact that Brackett street had been laid 
out in 1855 over land owned by Mr. Lane, no 
notice being given to Mr. Lane who at this 
time lived In New York. Mr. Lane learned 
of this action two years later and, petitioned 
for damages, but the petition was refused 
the legal time for such action having ex- 
pired. 

Every city government since that time, ex- 
cepting the present one, has been petitioned 
lot remuneration but none has ever been 
granted. The matter was taken into the 
Supreme court before Judge Walton as a 
trespass case, the street commissioner and 
city marshal having removed a fence con- 
structed by Mr. Lane to prevent people from 
passing over what he claims to be his prop- 
erty, it being also claimed by the city as a 
part of Brackett street. The petitioner 
claims that the street was never legally lo- 
cated upon his land, and Judge Ooddard 
said that Judge Walton gave it as his opin- ion that the street through Mr. Lane’s land 
was not legally located. From the Supreme court the case was referred to the law court 
where it is now pending. 

Mr. Lane was called upon and reviewed 
the whole history of his difficulties which 
have grown out of the city’s action in ex- 
tending Brackett street. 

Hon. William L. Putnam said that there 
were some mattres between the Boston <fc 
Maine railroad and Mr. Lane that remained 
unsettled. He had not been able as yet to 
arrive at any definite opinion regarding the 
settlement of these matters. He thought Mr. Lane should receive the remuneration 
that was due him, but in behalf of the Bos- 

object to the discontinuance of Brackett 
street. He di<l uot care to enter into any ar- 
gument. or occupy much of the time allowed 
for the hearing. 

Hon. W. W. Thomas, Jr., said that he ap- peared simply as a private citizen and as an 
owner of valuable property in KnlghtvllUs He said that Mr. Lane’s rights were un- 
known to him, Mr. Thomas, but whatever 
was due the petitioner he thought should be 
allowed. Tb city long had had a right of way to Cape Eli7 j.beth by way of Brackett street, and that right of way had never been re- 
leased. The hearing was granted, as he un- 
derstood it, to see if the public convenience 
required the discontinuance of a portion of Brackett street. He believed the public convenience did not require the dlscon- 
uance of the street, It required Its 
continuance. The present bridge extending from York street to the Cape Mr. Thomas 

I regarded as inconvenient and unsafe. It 
would soon need extensive repairs, and if it should be destroyed by fire or otherwise he 
very much doubted the city’s claim to a right of way |at that place.On the other hand the city had a chartered right to old Portland bridge. The public convenience of Portland and 
Cape Elizabeth required a straight, broad 
thoroughfare between the two places, and 
this could be had by extending Brackett 
street by means of a bridge over Commercial 
street. Such a bridge could be built on legal 
ground. 

Judge Cleaves said the interests of Cape Elizabeth were the same as those of Port- 
land. The town wanted a straight, broad 
thoroughfare to the city. Tbe selectmen re- 
garded the York street bridge as Inconven- 
ient and unsafe. 

Street Commissioner Staples said the York 
street bridge was fast going to decay, and 
would soon need to be rebuilt. 

City Solicitor Coombs said that be bad 
very serious doubts of the legality of the lo- 
cation of that part of Brackett street across 
Mr. Lane’s land, but still there was ground for argument on that matter. To contest the case in court would cost the city some $1(W or $150. He said tbe city of Port'and had no right to old Portland bridge, that 
right belongs to the county of Cumberland. 

City Engineer Goodwin stated that a 
bridge from the foot of Brackett street to 
the Cape would be very difficult to ascend 
the rise being about five feet in one hundred. 
He thought it would be quite as inconveni- 
ent as tbe York street bridge. J udge Goddard closed the hearing by ask- 
ing the committee to give due consideration 
to the matter, and grant Mr. Lane the remu- 
neration that was due him. 

The committee then went into executive 
session, where they were unable to arrive at 
any decision in regard to tne matter. They adjourned to meet at the call of the chair- 
man.
