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What the Visiting Committee Saw
During the Year.

AvausTA, Dee. 28.—The visiting com

;nltwe of the Insane Hospital report as fol-
OWS :

The Hospital bas received a visit cach
month during the year by at least two mem-
bers of the committee, and in & mavner
which fully aceords with the law governing
such visits,

“Ouve or more of the committee has made
frequent and unexpected tours at irregular
intervals, throughout the different depart-
ments of the institution, both by day and
during the evening, especially the wards,and
have ascertained the sanitary condition to be
surprisingly excellent, especially when we
take into consideration the surplus of pa-
tients above the capacity of the hospital

which the superintendent is obliged to ac-
commodate, ¢ have directed our observa-
tions partienlarly towards this point.”

The committee find that the institution is
well heated and supplied with pure water, A
system of electrie hting has been intro-

ueed around vhe buildings, They have also
found the table well supplied with whole-
some food and the inmates comfortably clad,
The officials have been diligent in their du-
ties and commitments and discharges pro
erly and lawfully made.  The alterstion in
the buildings and the outbreak of diphtheria
have necessarily interfered somewhat with
the religions exercises and the amusements
of the patients. The epidemic has also in-
terfered with labor in the farm and garden.
The committee says:

“The patients have been liberally supplied
with writing wmateral, and we have every
reason to betieve that all communications
from the inmates addressed to any member
of the visiting committee have been received
without unnecessary delsy. The system of
letter buxes has been maintained throughout
the year, and each box has been opeped at
every visit, occasionally finding a communi-
cation within, but we fail to observe an
special use or benefit to the patlents deriv
from this arrangement; and perhaps no par-
ticular harm or disadvantage arises from it.

“The epidemic of diphtheria which has
afflicted the institution since mid-summer to
the present time, witha subsidence of only
a few weeks, has had its distressing effects
upon the whole huusehold, and cast a shade
of gloom and sadness over the entire insti-
tution. After making sareful investigations
and many inquiries of the superintendent
and other officers, we are satisfied beyond a
doubt that nothing is left undone which can
in any manner add to the treatment, well-
being and comfort of those afllicted with the
dread disease. We are of the unanimous
opinion that all precautionary measures and

reventatives known to medical science have

n applied to stay the ravages of this dire-
ful disorder, apd that the officers and em-
ployes have nobly and faithfully performed
their several duties during the epidemic
there is no opportunity for doubt,
The appointment for one or more physi-
cians upon the Board of Trustees, is, in our
opinion, a wise one; in fact essential, as has
been foreibly demonstrated du the epi-
demie.  Drs, Thompson and Dearborn have
devoted a large portion of toeir valuable time
to the Institution since diphtheria oecurred,
thereby sacrificing their respective incomes
from extensive and lucrative practices.

“We cannot speak in terms sufficiently
commendatory in connectien with Dr.
Sanborn, the Superintendent of this great,

noble and deserving charity. His con-
duct under the trylng ocdeal of so many
increased burdens and perplexing ecares, oc-

casioned by the outbreak of diphtheria, aug-
mented by sorrow and pain caused by the
iliness of his most excellent wife and the
separation from his family, furnishes an ex.
ample of such noble and unselfish fortitude
that no person can fail to admire and respect
it in the highest degree.

“Goe of the most noticeable and disad-
vantageous features of the institution that
has eome under our observation, and which
can affect the patients m no other manner
than retard improvement and be detrimental
to their well-being and comfort, is the ne-
cessity under which the superiotendent is
placed of caring for so large a surplus of pa-
tients over which the capacity of the hospi-
taljwill comfortably and conveniently accom-
modate. At vresent there are about 125 more
patients treated at the institution than there
are rooms, This insufficiency .ol accommo
dations is more severely felt on the female
thao the male side of the house.

“This condition of affairs, in the judgment
of your committee, s a very serious matter,
and the inereased demand for the accommo-
dation of this most unfortunate of God's
creatures, seems to us imperative; and we
most sincerely hiope that the next legislature
wiléttésk_l,e prompt and deeided action in this
watter.

President Hall's Ideas of the Teach-
® er and the Library.

Method of Teaching the
Modern Languages.

AuBURN, Dec. 28,-~At the meeting of the
Pedagogieal Society in Auburn today 200
teachers were in attendance. The exercises
opened with an address by Prof. E. W, Hall
of Colby, president of the association, on
the teacher and the library.

Prof. Hall said that the teacher and the
library had peculiar and Intimate relations,
Previous to 1836 the public library of this
country was ineficient, but after the report
of the 2onumissioner of public libraries and
the great discussion that ensued at that
time, had widened the influence of the libra-
ry, and inlices catalogues, ete, had fol-
lowed, until, the public library system of the
land is remarkably well-developed, and te-
day the librarian has changed from a jealous
guardian of literary treasures to a helper
and a friend to the student in his work,

inelastic, absolute.
Be sure that the pupil has each individual
sound. He illustrated it especially in the
vowel O, and sald that he would teach every
sound of O as an absolute sound. Ile would
give the pupil a printed list of the sounds
and while not expecting the pupil to remem-
ber all the sounds, he would expect him to
remember nothing that is not correct. In
the same way he would teach the verb and
the pronoun, and would leave the article and
noun until he had given eight or ten lessons
in order that the pupil might have the ma-
chinery of the language before he got en-
cumbered with words. This is done easily
by pronouns.

Prof. Johnson was compelled -to make his
aper brief in_  order, to come within the
imits of time.

With Her Railroads.

Coxcorp, N, H., Dec. 28.—At the aflter-

THEY WANT TO JOIN PORTLAND.

A Big Annexationist
Woodfords,
Unanimous Vote in Favor of Becom-
ing a Part of Portland.
A Suburban Committee of Five to
Confer With the City Fathers.

Meoting at

A large meeting of citizens representing
all parts of the town of Deering. was held
in Lewis Hall, Woodfords, last evening, to
discuss the present condition and the future
prospects of the town. The municipal
needs of the village portions of the town are
very poorly supplied under the present town
government. The streets are not lighted,
there Is no fire department, no sewers, and
the streets are pootly kept. No one appreei-
ates this more than the citizens of the town.
The call for the meeting put forth three
propositions: Annexation to Portland: a
village corporation ; or a city charter.

Mr. Warren Sparrow called the meeting to
owder, briefly setting forth its objects, and
Geo. C. Hopkins, Esq., was ¢hosen chalrman
and Mr. Asher C. Hinds secretary.

The discussion was opened by calling upon
Mr. William H. Seott for his opinion
on the question. Mr. Scott said he
favored annexation to the eity of Portland
under certain couditions, which would pro-
tect carefully the rights of the people of
Deering.

Mr. Neal Van Horne proposed that to test
the feeling of the meeting a vole be taken on
a motien favoring annexation to the city,
and made such a motion.

Diseussion then began.

Mr. J. C. Phenix was called upon. He
sald he was so anxious for annexation that
he favored it on any terms. [Applauss).

Mr. Willlam H. Scott—But you may find
yourself annexed to the eity without secur-
ing any more advantages than you have now.

Mr. Phenix thought they could be no worse
off, and that the chances were that they
would be mauch better off.

Mr. L. J. Perkins, belng called upon, said
that he had formerly been opposed to annex-
ation, but that he had become convioced
that the needs of the town could not be sat-
Isfled by the present system. So he favored
annexation. [Applause].

Mr. H. F. Libby of Oakdale also favored
annexation.

Chairman George C. Hopkins then argse
and set forth fully the facts of the situation.
It is conceded, said he, that the town of
Deering Is in a bad way. The simple fact
that we have eight cases of diphtheria here
to one in the eity of Portland is a suggestive
fact which shows thatthe sanitary condl-
tion of this town is not what it should be,
and what it would be with a good system of
sewers. Then there is the question of taxes.
There Is, sald he, an impression that the
taxes would be higher were we a part of the
city. Now the taxes in Deering are, I be-
lieve 818 on $1000, while in Portland they
are $20.20 on §1000. Now thisis a small
difference, there are any men in town
who bave 80 large possessions that this dif-
ference will amount toa large sum, they
ought to be public spirited enough te make
the sacrifice. Bat it is sald that the valu-
ation Is much higher in the city than here.
Mr. Hopkins did not think that this was so.
He bad some pleces of property in Deering
and some In the eity. He did not think that
in proportion to the rents, the valuation was
any higher in the city than in Deering. e
thought also that this was the ex-

Mr. Cleveland says in-a recent letter that
he is “eagerly counting the days” until he
shall retire from office. He seems to feel
that a1l the work he does now goes to pay for
a dead horse.

The Obio White Caps are still at thefr in-
famous work. Their latest exploit was to
thrash a physician on suspicion of having
drugged his office boy, who had been found
intoxicated, The State of Ohio ought to be
able 1o make short shrift of this gang.

It is really quite refreshing to read the ac-
counts of the surrender of the Haytien Re-
public to Admiral Luce's fleet. Our navy,
which at home has become a butt for all sorts
of jokes,of more or less merit, appears to
have really inspired terror inthe haibor of
Port au Prince. Then, too, a Haytien cruis-
er actually saluted our fle.g. Furthermore,
there s a good prospect that the Haytien
treasury will have to shell out a million or
two for insolting American ecitizens and
seizing their property.

The fire on Federal street yesterday vught
to prove a valoable lesson to city councils,
Permission was granted to build the burned
building in the face of most strenuous
protest. It was urged that on account of its
character and the purposes to which it was
to be put, it was peculiarly liable to fire, and
consequently would increase the rates of in-
surance on dwelling houses near it and cause
a depreciation inthe value of property in
its vicinity. It was urged, also, that the
use for which the building was originally in-
tended would make it anpulsance to the
neighborkood. These representations were
all well sustaioed by evidence, and experi-
ence has proved them all true.  Lately the
building bas been let for a school, so that re-
cently there has been no ground for con-
plaint of the use to which it was put. But it
has been a constant menace to neighboring
dwelling houses in the way of fire. So there
will not be many tears shed at its destrue-
tion. It never ought to have been allowed
to be built in the first place. Ite location
wis neither suitable nor proper fora place
ol entertainment.

Since February 1887 there have been three
bye-elections for members of the Dominion
parliament in the constituency of Cumber-
lind, Nova Scotia, In the first election Sir
Charles Tupper, the Couservative candi-
date, was elected by a majority of 462 over
the combined vote of the Liberal and Third
parties. In November following Sir Charles
agnin defeated his opponents by a majority
of 741, a Conservative gain of about 300, In
July, 1888, Mr. Dickey, Conservative, was
elected by a majority of 784, a slight gain
over Sir Charles’s majority in the preceding
November. On Wednesday last another

elvction took place io this distiict and Mr.

Dickey was again returned by 1,100 majority,
a gain in a year and a balf of about 400. It
is difficult at this distance to understand all
the causes that have produced these Con-
servative gains, but it is a fact that commer-
clalunlon bas been a promiuent issue in
Nuva Secotia polities, and therefcre it is alto-
gether probable that this question has had
sowething to do with . If so, then the
tendeney in Nova Scotia is away from closer
commercial relations with the United States,
for the Conservatives have opposed commer-
elal union, while the Liberals bave advo-
cated it.

Whether the Democrats were free traders
or protectionists in the late election has in a
large measure ceased to be a matter of inter-
est, as have also the opinions of the English
on the subject. Yet it may not be wholly tn-
interesting to Msten to what Sir Lyon Play-
fair, the eminent English free trader, said to
an audience at Leeds the other day, In the
coursé of an address on “'Protection and
Wages in America.” “I have lately,” said
he at the very beginniog of his address, “re-
turned from the United States, whera a very
important issue has been before the poople
in the Presidential election. It would be
false to call that issue free trade, because the
proposal before the country was whether
the high protectionist tariff, averaging 47 per
cent on the price of imports, should be re-
duced to 42 per cent. If a man took 47 drinks
a day, and reduced them to 42, yon would
not call him a teetotaler. So you would not
call a tariff of 42 per cent a free trade tariff;
but it was the thin end of the wedge, and ey-
eryone knew that if successful it would be
driven deeper.” At that words the free
trade audience, after the manoer of English
andlences, shouted “Hear, hear.” Perhaps
they had heard of the protestations the Dem-
ocrats made during election that the wedge
never should be driven deeper;or, more
likely, they were pleased at the idea thata
wedge should ever have been pointed to-
wards the heart of the protective systom.

It is not to be wondered at that the Per
slan minister at Washington should desire
to open friendly and commercial relations
with a distinguished and fair-dealing country
like the United States. Poor Persia, some-
what wealthy and very defenceless, is in a
position mueh like that of the grieving Pen-
elope, who, in the absence of Ulysses, was
wooed by powerful and unserupulous suitors.
Both Russia and England are paying to Per-
sia distinguished attentions, and the faintest
sign of preference given by [air Persia is the
sigoal for a little dispute between the rivals,
Just at present England, being represented
at Teberan by 8ir H. Drummond-Wolff, an
ambassacor well versed in pleasing a semi-
barbarous court, is enjoying the advantage.
Thereupon the Russians begin to sevld, and
lnsist that this must not goon. As a field
for commercial enterprise and also as an
arena for the extension of pulitical iufluence
in Asia, Persia Is appreciated by both Epg-
land and Bussia; and each is _doing its best
to gain an ascendancy. Eungle . at present
Is abhead. Next spring, however, when the
Shah visits Europe he will call with impar-
tiality at St. Petersburg, Berlin, Paris, Lon-
don, Brussels, YVienna and Constastinople,
He might take a few days and run over to
Amwmerica, where he would be the greatest so-
clal lion since the visit of the dusky Queen of
the Sandwich Islands. He would find over
here, too, that attentions would be paid to
him on account of his own barbaric self,
and not on aecount of the opportunities for
wealth furnished by his dominions,

The Aroostook Republican says that with-
jn a;short timejtwo prominent cicizens of Fort
Fairfield, men of good standing and emij-
nently respectable, bave been arrested and
taken to Bengor, on charge of liquor Smug-
gling. The evidence against both of them
was €0 meagre that they were promptly dis-
charged as soon as they received a hearing.
Within the past two weeks two old residents
of Caribou, men of good character and stand-
Ing in the community, never having sold
liquor while they had lived there, have suf-
fered the same experience as the Fort Fair-
field gentlemen, only they were taken to
Portland instead of Bangor. “The arrestof
these gentlemen,” saysthe Republican, *was
as ridiculous as it was outrageous,” and the
complaint, that paper is sure, was wade out
of pure ialice. The Republican is inclined
o think that the United States marshals

were manifesting altogether more
zeal than discretion in making
these arrests. But the fault, if fault

there be, probably lies Lack of the marshals,
who probably have no discretion in the mat-
ter, and must exeente orders glven them,
Where the blame lies doubtless Is upon
the malicious persons who make the com-
pluints.  They should be dicovered and
soundly punished if they huve knowingly
instigated  nujost  prosecutious. I'ie
Republican  thinks if this thing is
tv  cootioue, and innocent men
are to be put to the expense of proving their
lunocence, the expense to them ought to be
made #s low as possible by establishing a
enmmissioner's court in Arvostook county,
where & preliminary hearing can be given,
At present arrested parties are taken to Ban-
gor or Portland, and are thus put to large
expense to get home again,

The Governor of South Carolina has given
to the Legisluture of his State a lessop in the
same line with that taught so energetically
and impressively by President Andrew Jack-
50n In the days when Oallioun’s Ideas were

more rampant. South Carolina has never
got out of her head the idea that she may do
as she pleases without regard to the other
members of $his Indissoluble Union. The
preésent issue was over what was known as
the Olemson beguest bill. One T. G. Clem-
son, who became possessed of a certain por
tion of the property of John C. Calhoun
through marriage into the family, upen his
death bequeathed the old Calhoun homestead
in Oconee county to the State of South Caro-
lina for an agricultuial college. Miss Isabel
Lee of New York, a great-granddaughter of
John C. Calhoun, contested the will, and the
United States Cireunit Court granted an in-
junction restraining the executors from car-
rying out its provisions. In spite of this, the
South Carolina Legislature passed an act ac-
cepting the gift. What was the action of
& United States Court to the Legislature of
the “sovereign State” of South Carolina!
But Governor Chamberlain has more sense
and perhaps a little better memory of the
lessons of the past, than the Bourbons of the
Legislature, and has vetoed the bill. This
act has caused great agitation in the State as
the acceptance of the Clemson bequest was
made a politieal issue. But Governor Cham-
berlain justifies his position by showing the
Inexpediency of South Carolina’s opposing
her sovereignty to the courts of the natlon,
and also by calling attention to the consider-
ation which should be paid to the cause of
the “granddaughter of Calhoun, whose
whole life was devoted to South Carolina
and who was one of the towering three who
made the States of Massachusetts, Kentucky
and South Carolina so noted in American
history.”

A KENTUCKY ROMANCE.

Colonel Owen C. Breckinridge’'s
Strange Matrimonial Career.

A story, the romance of the life of Colonel
Owen C, Breckinridge, comes to light today,
and is causing a great sensation throughout
the State. He is a nephew of Congressman
W. C. P. Breckinridge of Kentucky, and &
relative of Congressman Breckinridge of Ar-
kansas. For romance and strangeness it is
exceiled by few tales of fietion. Colonel
Breckinridge was born and reared in Ken-
tucky, and when & young man was a dashing
brilliant and handsome fellow, a favorite in
the fainilies of the bluest blood acd the
tnlnst aristocratic people of the Blue Grass re-
glon.

Being of a strongly romantic and poetic
pnature, be had not more than reached his
mujority before he met, wooed aod married
a beautiful girl from St. Louls. There bein.
sSome npmmﬁiun on the part of his family, it
i3 said that he was seeretly married, under
the neme of Owen, and lived with her most
bapplly for one year, without his people hav-

ing a suspicion of bis marri A child, a
girl baby was born, and its life caused the
mother’s desth, The father, heart broken

at his irreparable loss, came back to Ken-
tucky, where he remained a few Jears, and
then went to California. His little one, in
the meantime, was placed in the eare of the
grapdparents a8t Louls, the father con-
tributing most generously to its support and
education.

In California Mr. Breckinridge, by his wit
and brillianey, became the social favorite of
the Pacific slupe, and was elected and served
several terms in the Legislature. Two years
atter his first wife's death Mr. Breckinriage
met the beautiful heiress, Miss Tevis, the
daughter of Lloyd Tevis, Esq., formerly of
Kentucky and now a ten millionaire of Cali-
fornia. A courtship followed and they were
married.

All this time the first marriage was kept a
profound secret, and the existene of a daugh-
ter was, of course. unknown, she not even
knnwlug her father by sight' and was igno-
rant of her right vame. The second un u|;|E
was, like the first, of comparatively shor
duration, for after beariog two children Mrs.
Breckinridge died.  The second affilction
nenrlr killed Mr. Breckiuridge, and for some
time he wahdered around the world,attempt-
ing to forget his sorrow in the excitement of
furgign travel, however, returned to
San Francisco several years lafer and devot-
ed himself to the p oo of law.

His two ehildren by his second wile were
reared and educated by the Tevises, and the
first born was fast maturing In years and
baami' in her far off 8t. Louis home. It is
said that the Tevis family gave Mr. Breckin.
ridge §30,000 in consideratien of allowing
them the full charge of their grandehildren,
and with, this in fortunate business affairs
and speculation, he made a very comfortable
fortune,

It was seventeen years after his first mar-
riage that Colonel Owen Bfockinridge, then
a man of russlbl: wgvears of age, married
for the third time. But the last chapter of
the romance—the denouement—came lately,
Mr. Breckinridge, who is a man of fine char-
acter, admiraple courage and with a warm,
impn‘shm heart, never forgot the little one—
the offspring of his first love—and, aeter-
mined to make all reparation in his power,
went to St. Louis, made bimself known to
his daughter, by this time a splendid speci-
men of beautiful womanhood, and told her
of the pastand of his desire to take her back
home with him.

A GREAT CONFLAGRATION AVERTED.

The Pertiand Firemen Prevent a Ter-
L= rible Calamity.

The Old Park Carden and Several
Dwellings Destroyed,

Loss About $28,500 - Insurance
About $19,000.

Shortly after 11 o’clock yesterday morning
an alarm was pulled in from box 46, near the
the corner of Market and Congress streets,
The fire originated o the building occupied
by the Portland Latin School, aod formerly
known as Park Garden, a large wooden two
story structure, about 115x100 feet in size.
So swift was the progress of the flames that
in the strong west wind which was blowing,
ina very few moments, the great building
was wrapped in flames and the fire was
seriously threatening the large two story
wooden house, with Mansard roof and tower,
adjoining, occupied by Jacob and Charles
Chandler. A hydraut stream was applied to
the flames but itdidn’t seem to have any
force.

In the mean time the department arrived,
and went to work with a will. There seem-
ed however to bea decided lack of water
pressure just at the time it was most wanted.
Despite this drawback the firemen worked
with so much skill and perseverance that
they earned the favorable comments of
everybody in the vicinity. A number were
stationed on the Chandler house and kept it
well wet down. Others were located on the
buildings in the vicinity and covered them
with streams from the engines. The general
alarm had brougbt everything in the depart-
ment to the spot and it was all put into use.

At 12,30 p. m, the fire looked exceedingly
ugly and anxiety was manifested lest the
south-eastern part of the city was doomed.
The flames roared like a tremendous furnace,
and the huge tongues of flame shot out from
the school building into the large two story
and a half brick house, in its rear, known
as the Cumston house, corner of Churzh
street and Newbury, occupied by the fami-
lies of Maurice 8. Fisher, Mrs. Marquis and
George E. Allen, and the two anda half
story wooden dwelling occupied by Willlam
H. Willard, and were threatening the Josiah

Burnham story ana a half wooden house on
the corner ef Federal and Church street, and
Mrs. Barbour's two story nonse on Newbury
street. Tuhen, on Pearl street, the houses
No. 71 occupied by Leonidas Mayo and Mrs,
J. C. Larrabee, and No. 69, adjoining, which
backed up to the school bullaing, were get-
ting a good singeiug in the rear.

By this time about half of the eity had as-
sembled to seethe conflagration. Lincoln
Park, in front was a sea of heads, and black
with humanity, men, women and children,
being mixed together indiscriminately., A
steam fire engine, was pufling and shrieking
at the corner of Pearl aud Congress streets,
another at the corner of Franklin and
Federal streets, and third at the eorner of
Market and Federal, and the others in the
best available places. Pearl street and
Newbury were packed with people, and,
above the great volumes of black smoke, the
roar of the flames, and the heavy thud of
the engines, great flakes of fire floated on the
wind down the elty and set fire to George
Burnham’s house on Federal street and Mrs.
Cole's un Newbury., Every vacant spot—if
there could be said to be a vacant spot—was
covered with furnituce pulled out, not only
of the burring buildings, but of those ad-
jolning.

By 1 o'¢clock It was evident the firemen had
the conflagration under control, and shortly
after 2 o’clock a pile of Dblackened 1uins,
where the school building had stood, and
wrecked buildings where were a few honrs
before the camfortable residences of Messrs.
Burnham and Willard, and the Cumston
house alone 1emwained o tell the sad tale.

How the fire originated is amystery. Mr.
Crane, the master of the Latin School, said
that it was vacation last week and therefore
there was no school exercises yesterday.
When the school closed last Friday, he gave
strict orders to the janitor, Mr Foristal, not
to bave any fire in the bunilding, unless the
weather should come off very cold, when it
would be necessary inorder to keep the pipes
from freezing. —He wenb-dute. tho.

Lnilding.
Thursday and found everything all right.

Mr. Farrington, the owner, had put the
heating arrangements in goud econdition
when the building was leased. A lady, who
lives near, said she heard what sounded like
a discharge of firearms in the school build-
ing just before the fire broke ocut. A man
said he heard an explosion just vefore the
fire—not a very loud one—and it was fol-
lowed by a puff of dense black smoke which
was immediately succeeded by a rush of
flame. It is certain that the building was all
ablaze in a very few moments.

Coneerning the fire Mr. Foristal, the jani-
tor of the Bijou Rink, sald to a PRESS re-
porter: “Atabout 10 o’clock in the fore-
noon I fixed the fire under the boller and
built a fire in one of the stoves. 1 left my
lantern burning as I always do, by the
boiler. When I left the building everything
was as it should be, and I locked the doors
after me. When I was in Lincoln Park on
my way back 1 saw smoke and perceived the
Rink was on fire. I could do no good my-
self, but sent two boys to ring the fire alarw,
Nobody was in the building at the time and
I do not know how the fire originated.”

The losses and insurnnee, as reported, are
as followa:

Mr. Crane has $600 insurance on his prop-
erty, which was the value of his
property in the school build-
ing, and Is also responsible for the §700
worth of Improvements lately putin =~ The
insurance Is with Prentiss Loring in the
Springfield.

The Kennard Bros. bought the house ne-
cupie | by the Chandlers from the Crockett
estate, The damage is mostly from water,
There i+ 84500 insurance, $3000 in the Guar
dian of London, with Willinm Allen, Jr., and
$1500 in the Royal with Rollins & Adams.
Mr. Jacob Chandler’s loss is §500, and no in-
surance. Mr. Charies Chandler has £300 with
Wm. Allen, Jr., in the Buffalo German.

The school building, known formerly as
the Bijon Skating Rink and Park Garden
Fheatre, was built by the Marwicksa few
years ago at a cost of $8000. It was owned
by I. P. Farrington, and was insured for
about §3000, of which $2000 were policies
transferred by Harmon & Mills to Willlam
Allep, Jr., two of one thousand dollars each
in the Peoples and the New Hampshire. Mr.
Farrington also had $150 on furniture io
the Liberty of New York, with Qollins &
Adams,

The Cumston building was insured for
$1500 in the Franklin with Rollins & Adams.
It is valued at §5000, Mr. M. S, Fisher had
$500 insurance on his furniture in the Se-
curity with Morse & Pinkham—Iit was val-
ued at $1500—and Mrs. Marquis and her
daughter had 8600 insurance in the same
company on property valued at £1000. Geo.
E. Allen was insured for £500.

Mr, Josiah Bornham had $2000 insurance
in the Franklin with Rollins & Adams on
his furpiture, and there was $2000 in the
Manchester of Providence with the same
agents. The house was worth at least 83,500
and the value of nick-nacks and articles of
verfu was by no means eovered by the insur-
ance.

Mr. W. H. Willard’s house is damaged to
the value of at least 8750, He has $1000 each
in the Security and Providence Washington
on the building, and $800 on the furniture in
the Pheenix of London with W. D. Litle &
Co. Mrs. Ditebfield,mother of Mrs, Willard,
has $200 with W, D. gLittle & Co. on her
furniture,

Tne house No. 71 Pearl street, occupied
by Leonadas Mayo and Mrs. J. C. Larrabee
was badly scorched and the ell consideyably
burned. Mr. Mayo’s furniture suffered se-
verely, so did Mrs. Larrabee’s carpets. Rol-
lins & Adams have $1500 on the building,
with Rollins & Adams in the Franklin, and
Mrs. Larrabee and Mr, Mayo have $500 each
on their furniture with Joseph Webster.

Mrs. Barbour's house, No. 217 Newbury
street was conslderably scorched and burned
in the rear. There is an Insnrance for $2500
in the National of Hartford, with W. D.
Little & Co.

The rusidence of the late George Burham,
on Federal street, was badly scorched and
80 was Mrs. Oole’s on Newbury street.

NOTES,

Some furnitore went out of bulldings as if
It was short cut. Mr. Flsher's piano was
thrown out a window and probably des-

troyed,

Some rascals took a valuable seal "skin
sack belonging to Mrs, Cole and made off
with it. ! s

Several houses were filled with smoke but
not damaged.

The loss foots ap $28,460 and insurance
$18,850,

A plipe got away from three pipemen on
Newbury sireet and the erowd got a good
ducking.

Mrs. Kennard gave the firemen a substan-
tial lunch.

The fire department horses were dragging
the Publie Livrary books, and that's why
the steamers were delayed.

The fire department ought to have a vote
of thanks from the City Government.

A Doy was hit by a falling timber and
somewhat hurt.

A horse attached to one of John I.. Best's
wagons, standing In front of Charles Ad-
am’s store, became frightened by the en-
gines and ran away, up Congress street to
Munjoy Hill, where he was stopped by a
horse ear conductor, who turned him around
and started to drive him away, when he ran
again, throwing the conductor out. The only
damage done was a slight hurt to the driver
of Best's team, named Bucknam.

Mr. Bucknam, a member of steainer No, 1
who drives for Martin Best, in his hurry to
get to the fire accidentally ran his team into
another. Bucknam was badly bruised and
is confined to the house.

THE CEORCE W. CUSHINGC

Coes Ashore on Richmond's island
and is Wrecked.

The Crew Reach Shore Safely and
Without Difficulty.

Thursday night at about 8 o'clock the
schooner George W. Cushing, Captain Cush-
ing and a crew of twelve men, was off the
Cape bound into Portland with a eatch of
fish, A fresh southwes: wind was blowing
and It was very foggy, so thick that the men
could see hardly any distance from the ves-
sel. Dan Sampson and J. M. Wallace, two
of the crew, were on the lookout, while all
hands werelon deck. Charles Littlejohn was
at the wheel, and Captain Cushing stood
near by him with the lead in his hand. The
captain was in the act of throwing the lead
to ascertain in what depth of water the ves-
sel was sailing when the wen on the lookout
shouted “breakers.”
