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CATTLE HUSBANDRY.

| BEEF BREEDS AND THEIR VALUE.

At a recent meeting of the Maritime
Cattle Breeders’ association Mr. John |
Hobson of Guelph, Oatario, read a paper
in which he said: “The fairly remun-
erative prices obtained of late years for
dairy products as compared with the
low prices for beef ve caused a
wonderful expansion of the dairy in-
dustry. Dairy herds have taken the
piace of animals of the beel breeds all
over the country, and even many loog
established breeders of pure-breed cat-
tle bave felt compelled to follow the
current fashion. The inevitable result
is now beginning to take place. Beef has
already appreciated in value and those
breeders of beef cattle who persistently
held oo the even tenor of their ways
throughout the depression are now com-
mencing to reap the fruits of their wis-
dom, while, as regards dairying, the
prospects are that the output of cheese
has come pretty well up to the demands
of the consumer snd that any great io-
cresse of it will result in prices too small
to remunerste the dairyman for his
trouble. The butter export trade, how-
ever, should show some expinsion, but
the increase of creameries all over the
Domivion and the consequent grealer
butter production will probably be an
effectual bar to very satisfactory prices
The prospects for beef, on the other
hand, are excellent.

“First and foremost come the world-
re powned Shorthorns, familarly known
#s the red, white and roans. As beel
cattle they are surpassed by none, while
their records at the pall are also good
enough to place them at the head of the
list of geoeral-purpose cows.  In Great

horn cattle, some of the cows belog
great milk producers. In Canads the
tendency has been to breed Shorthorns
more in the line of beef than of milk
production ; but, nevertheless, we have
some good milkers among the thorough-

found all over the country that can il &
pail sud raise & good cailf as well. When
an animal possessing Shorthorn blood
can do this and also keep in fair condi-
tion, feeding up quickly when it has to
te sept to the butcher, the breed to
which such an animal belongs Is certain-
Iv u useful one to keep. It is a loss of
time 1o try to put flesh on dairy cattle
tha: have been reared espechlly for
dairy purposes, snd not onlv & waste ol
time but of good food as well. short-
horus have proved of untold value io
improviog the beef cattle of this country,
snd will probably always be the largest
factor in «o dolog. It is safe to say that
out of every one hundred cattle market-
ed for beef pinetyv-nine st least are of
more or less Shorthorn blood, & convine-
ing srgument xs to the fitness of the
treed for mouldicg the cattle of the
country into » beef type.

“Next to Shorthorus come Herefords.
he white faces have a

rapidly on grass, snd their beef is of a
high order of merit. A cross between
the Shorthorn and the Hereford general-
Iy results in ap snimal that will do well,
obtaining, as it does, from the Shorthorn
somewhat larger size and improved con-
formsation, and from the Herefords the
ability to do well. Its stall-feediog
gaslities will also be better. The Here-
tord cow will a8 & rule pot be a large
milk prodocer, but raises her calf in
good shape.™

CARE OF CATTLE

The result of leaving eattle to “rough
it” duripg the sutumn and early winter
is stunted cattle—cattle that never

pls | develop. They have not the capacity for

rapld growth. The stomach sod all
digestive organs have shrunken or have
never developed under the roughing
system. It is known to sl feeders of stock
of any kind that an snimal once stunted
will never make the animal it would
have made had it been kept in thrifty
and growing condition. True it costs
but little to Keep cattle by roughiog them,
at the time, but o the end it is a most
expensive
were it not for chesper pasturage and
chesper food, farmers would have sban-
dooed it long ago. The average steer at
four years old is 00 heavier than a steer
well kept is at 2 voars old. A few days
ago | looked at a drove of 150 head of
steers that were being fed for market.
Thelr owner said they were all four
vears old or over, vet | do not think
there was & steer in the lot that weighed
over 1200 pounds, and sll showed the
effect of roughing. It pot only takes
longer to fatten such cattle but my ob-
servation ls that it also takes more grain
—enough more, st least to offset the dif-
ference in the price of corn bere and far-
ther east.  And so long as furmers here
persist in roughing cattle until they are
three years old, farmers of Ohbio can
grow beef as cheap as it ia grown aoy-
shere in these western atates.

As stated sbove, this is not the fault of
the country, but rather of the system,
«nd when once farmers feed and care for
their stock here ss they do in the more
eustern states, then eastern farmers will
need to look to their laurels. It would
surprise eastern farmers were they to see
whst the average steer looked like after
a winter's roughing.—M. E. Kiog, Kun ,
in Ohio Farmer.

LOSS OF WHEAT.

St. Paul, Dee. 6 —Thoussnds of acres
of wheat in shock were caught by the
recent spowstorm in North-Dakots, and
wiil be of no use except for feed. About
10000000 hushels of wheat lies under
«pow there. It was pot stacked, and the
rain came and prevented threshing for
severa] weeks, and was followed by
snow, which preveuts its being threshed
«t all. None of it will be fic for market
for fl ur purposes. This wheat isull
owned by farmers who did not have the
money or inclination to hire help to put
it in stacks or buy machines to thresh it
hefore the wet sessou came ob.—loter-
Ocean.

which Is wet from ure to weather.
Neither can one a to haul or cut fire
wood in summer when other work is

ressivg. Many farms have more wood-
and than enough to supply the home
demand for fuel, and when this Is the
case it paye to use good judgment io
selecting trees to be cut. There is always
an sbundance of inferior stuff that can
be culled without diminishing the value
of the lot. [n many cases the trees left
will be worth more for haviog the in-
ferior stuff removed.

All dead trees should be taken out, and
the sooper after dying the better. Such
tuel, it used within a year, will compare
favorably with that which is cut alive.
At any rate, it will never be better, and
if left to rot will be a total loas. Enough
underbrush should be eut to afford ample
room to get round with sled or wagon.
To avoid cutting too many roads in thick
growths, it is & good way to fall the in-
ferior trees and haul to an open place,
where they will be convenient to load.
A horse will sometimes draw more than
one st atime, if of small size.

Some varieties are never worth much
except for fuel; if the land is thickly
covered with such it may be best to cut
clean, and while the fuel can be worked
into stove lengths with least expense. If
such trees are freeto sprout it may be
best to cut clean a3 often as once in 12
or 15 years. [have known s small
chestnut lot to keep a family in fuel
withoat decreasing the annual supply.
Young wood will sprout much better
pthaa that which has come to maturity,
and when cut voung there is little waste
from dead wood. Where there are
valuable timber trees these should be
saved when practicable for their value
pot only as timber, but as seed producers
for locreasing that variety.

Thus far in the history of New Eog-
land, comparatively little attention has
been paid to the production of trees
valuable for timber. It is high time for
a change. Good timber of many kinds
is getting scarce and valuable, and it will
pay to keep this in mind when working
in the woods. A study of trees, their
care sod training, with a view to their
greatest value when harvested, is pro-
| ductive of ns much interest and eothu-
sinsm as growing any other erop.

There sre advantages io a coal fire,
and many farmers who have plenty of
wood, burn some comnl, but coal costs
cash, and this Iz pot always abundant in
these days of low prices for farm crops.
Besides, there are advantages in wood
fires, especially when one is in haste for
breskfast. With plenty of good wood
well seasoned and dry, it ia pot difficult
10 keep warm and do lots of business
with the products of the wood lot.

On many farms winter ia a compar-
atively leisure time, and fuel prepared
then makes no draft upon the savings of
the year. It Is often better to keep a
good hired man the vear round and let
' him prepare a stock of wood in winter
| than to let him go at the end of the sum-
| mer and run the risk of getting him, or
snother as good, the next season.

If the establishment is large and much
fuel is needed, it may pay to have a
horse power to work up the fuel. This
is easier and quicker, and may be cheap-
| er than dolog it by hand. Where steam
| power s owned for other kinds of work,
| w5 threshing, cutting corn, etc., it ean
leasily be ftted for sawiog fire wood.
'iBut bowever well it is worked, be sure
' that it is put where it will keep dry after
being well seazoned.

No building on the farm pays a bet-
ter percent on its cost than s woodshed
annuslly filled with good fuel. It you
don't belleve it, ask the woman that has
the fires to make sod tend.—A. W,
Cheever, in New England Farmer.
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MAKING THE MILK.

The man who owns the cows (s the
one who makes the milk. He can make
little or much of it; he can make it clean
or dirty, cheap or expensive; in fsct, he
can vary the milk to suit himself. The
cow is only a complicated spparatus in
which he burns his various fodders, and
out of which he obtsins his finished
product in the shape of milk.  Like all
other machioes, the cow is subjected to
the laws of thermodynamics. She must
use a certain amount of her fodder to
keep the vital machioery in motion
This includes the keepiog of the animal
hest st the right polat, the circulstion of
the blood, the digestion of food, the
elsborstion of milk and all the other
vital actions which go to make up the
lite of the animal.

Experiments have shown that it re-
quires sixteen pounds of dry organic
watter to keep this machinery in motion,
that is, to keep the animal alive and in
heslth. From the reat of the food given
above that weight the dairyman may ex-
pect greater or lesa returns in the form
of milk. Here comes the first point
Now, how much fodder does it take to
keep that cow? Sixteen pounds or
twenty pounds? There is a wide margio
here—all the difference between profit
and loss. Ask the cow and see what
she says. It she is using twice as much
fodder as she ought to to keep her
machine in motion then she Is pot a
profitable animal. It she cannot use the
excess of feed given her over her wmain-
tensnce ration to produce a profitable
smount of butter fat she is not worth
keeping and should be disposed of as
s00n as possible.

No dsiryman can afford under present
conditions, or even under any conditions,
to keep animals that eat food that they
cannot return s greater value for in the
milk pail. [If he does keep such animals
his progress down the floancial hill is
peither slow por comfortable. His life
is ope long struggle agsinst conditions
that he might change if he only would.
There sre many roads that lesd to loss
or profit on the fsrm, but the broadest,
smoothest road with the steepest down-
wurd pitch is the one travelled by the
unprofitable cow.—Hoard's Dairyman.

CELERY GROWING IN SOUTHERN
CALIFORNIA.

Within the past few years southern
California has come to the front asa
producer of celery. Large cropsare now
grown in Orange County on peat solls
which a few yeara ago were considered
of little value. In 1897 about 500 acres
of celery was planted on the soils in
question and the yleld was something
over 400 ¢ar loads of marketuble crop
Most of the celery was sent to Kansas
City, Chicsgo and other Eustern inar-
kets, petting the growers about §100
per acre.

The methods of field culture are easen-
tially those practiced in the East, except
that little attention need be piid to pro-
tection from cold, as hard frosts do not
huve to be considered in this climyie.—
B T. Galloway, in American Gardening.

There was a
full fledged stage and footlights, and
the scenery, some one said, was painted
by & mwan from Muonich, but the players
were badly mwade up; the costomes, if
correct, were ill fitting ; the stage badly
lighted, and the flats didn’t ‘jive.'
Some of the actors had gleams of artis-
tic perception. St. Mark was veantifuol
to look on, Caiaphas had a sense of elo-
cution, the Virgin was tender and
sweet, and Judas rose powerfully to his
great 20 minutes' soliloquy, but the
bulk of the players, though all were
earnest and fervent, were clomsy or
self conscions. The crowds were stiff
and awkward, painfully symmetrical,
like school children ut drill, A chorus of
10 or 12 ushered in each episode with
song, und a man forther explained it in
bald narrative. The acts of the play
proper were interrupted by tablesox
vivauts of Old Teetament scenes from
Adam and Eve onward, There was
much, you see, that was puerile, even
ridiculous, aud every now and then
some one would open the door of the
dusky auoditorium and s shaft of sun-
shine would fiy io from the outside
world to remind me further how un-
real was all this gloomy make believe.
Nay, during the entr’acte I went out
like everybody else and lunched off
sausages and beer.

““And yet, beneath all this critical
conscionsuess, beneath even the artistio
conscionsness that could not reeist jot-
ting down a face or a scene in my
sketchbook, something curions was hap-
pening in the depths of my being. The
play exerciced from the very first a
strange magnetic effect on me; despite
all the primitive humorsof the players,
the simple, sublime tragedy that disen-
gaged itself from their uncouth but
earnest goings on began to move and
even oppress my sonl. Christ had been
to me merely a theme for artists; my
studies and travels had familiaxized me
with every possible conception of the
Man of Sorrows. I had seen myrinds of
Madouna¢ nursing him, miles of Mag-
dalenes bewailing him. Yet the sorrows
I bad never felt. Perhaps it was my
Jewish training; perbaps it was that
none of the Christians I lived with had
ever believed in him. At any rate, bhere
for the first time the Christ story came
home to me as a real, living fact ; some-
thing that had actually bappened. [
saw this simple son of the people—made
more simple by my knowledge that this
re tative was a baker—moving
amid the ancient peasant and fisher life
of Galilee. I saw him draw men and
women, sdints and sinners, by the magic
of his love, the simple sweetness of his
inner sunshine; I saw the sunshine
change to lightning aa he drove the
money changers from the temple; I
watched the clouds deepen as the trage-
dy drew on. I saw him bid farewell to
his mother; I heard suppressed sobs all
around me. Then the heavens were
overcast and it scemed as if earth beld
its breath, waiting for the supreme mo-
ment. They dragged him before Pilate;
they clothed him in scarlet robe and
platted his crown of thorns and spat on
him; they gave him vinegar to drink,
mixed with gall, and he so divinely
sweet and forgiving throughall. A hor-
rible oppression hung over the world. I
felt choking; my ribs pressed inward;

“In the worning, after a cold spoug-
ing, the oppression lifted o little from
my spirit, though the weatber still
seemed rather gray.

To help care for
Confederate military cemeteries and have
joint annusl memorial service would be a
pretty act of sentiment expressive of the
fact that the sectional hatchet is buried,
the bloody chasm closed and the country
re-united . but to tax the nation for the
support of living men who fought to de-
stroy the Union is out of the guestion,
during this generation at least. The p-rt
of the country that stood by the Unlon
and that sealed its lovalty with it= blood,
will not copsent to & proposition that it
considers unjust. in bad taste, dangerous
and uncoostitutional. The pen-ion hill
slready calls for a yearly «xpenditure of
$145. 000,000, To admit the Confeder.tes
would threaten to bankrupt the treasury
Furthermore, by the 1ith amendment of
the constitution it ia provided that
“peither the United States nor apy State
shall assume or pay any debdt or ohligs-
tion incarred in sid of insurrection or
rebellion against the United States, * *
but all such debtz, obligations and claim:
shall be held illegal and void.” Inletter
this may not apply directly to the case
of Confederate pensicns, but in spirit It
forbids the assumption of any such
moral obligation ss the payment of pen-
slons to those who alded rebellion againat
the 'nited States. The countrv i3 will-
ing to let bygones he bygones, but a line
must be drawn somewhere. The intro-
duction of these bills is ill-timed and ir
bad taste.—Portland Advertiser.

COST OF TRAVELING ON BAD ROQADS

An illuztration of the comparative
cost of hauling over good and bad rosds
is furnished by C. E. Ashburpe, Jr., in
the Loalsville Courier-Joaurnal. The in-
cident came under his own observation.
and the roads were in Kenmtucky. He
says:

A machioe weighing 14,000 pounds
was drawo four miles on the Brock turn-
pike. s macsdsmized road. [t required
four mules 4,000 pounds to 1 mule ), and
one-and-one-hall hours of time, at a cost
of fifteen cents per mule per hour, or a
total cost for four miles of ninety cents.

**After traveling four miles on macad-
amized turppike the route lay a little
leas than 2,80 feet | less than two-fifrhs
of a mile| on a dirt road. To travel this
2,000 feer it was necessary to use ten of
the best mules and seven men: and with
this force it took nine hours to complete
the journey. The cost was #5950, st
which rate four miles would have cost
$2W 0% or, in other words, $30= 08 is
absolutely thrown away for wantof a
macadamized road.”

A STORY OF THE ROUGH RIDERS,
Varled are the experiences these ladies
have who go about among the soldlers,
and strange are the tales they hear. It
Is from Miss Florence Dvy, who has
been untiring in her devotion to the
Camp Walworth work, that [ have a re-
murkable story told her by a certain
rough rider, w‘ou- name may us well go
unmentioned. This man it seems, had
been deputy warshal of Cripple Creek,
and for months before the war he had
been hot on the trall of a noted des-

More than once the mar-
shal and his men had nearly run the out-
law to earth, only to lose him at the Inst.

hiod his nose, comiung out of his fore-
head between the brows.

This always seemed to puzzle him, and
he would glance around with an «x-
presaion of sarprise, wkich we would
pretend not to notice, 50 a8 to spare his
teelinge.

Agailn, especially on very hot days, his
eyesight would tecowe curivusly sffeet-
ed.

Put ina
bowl one-half of a teaspoouful of salt,
ove-quarter of a teaspoonful of white
pepper and three tablespoonfuls of olive
oll and stir untll the seasonings are dis-
solved. Then add a few drops at a time,
one tablespoonful of turragon vinegar
and stir until the mixture is slightly
thickened and of & grayish color. Mix
this thoroughly with the prepared meat
and put aside for an hour or two. In
the meantime hard-boil six egge, shell
them and cut them into halves crosswise.
Remove the yolks and put aside. To
the meat add one-hall of the dressiog,
fill each white cup heapiog full of the
mixture.

a teaspoouful of the salad, on It stand
the fil cup and sprinkle over a
little chopﬂ parsiey.

CARAMEL CAKE, Xo. 1.

Cream together one-half of a cuptul of
butter an one and one-hall cup-
fuls of dark brown sugar; add the well-
beaten yolks of four eggs and one tea-
spoonful of vauilla, then, alternately,
two cupfuls of flour and one-balf of &
cupful of milk to which has been added
while hot, five tablespoonfuls of grated
chocolate, then cooled. Beat hard for
three minutes, add two scant tesspoon-
fuls of baking powder and bake in three
layers.

CARAMEL CAKE, NO. 2.

Grate two squares of chocolate and
melt over hot water adding gradually
one-half of a cupful of milk. When
smooth add one cupful of sugar and the
yolk of one egg mgboll until thick, then
set aside until cool.

Cream together two-thirds of a cupfal
of butter and one cupful of brown sugar,
add two well beaten eggs then, alter-
nately, one cupful of milk and three
cupfuls of flour. Beat hard, add one
teaspoonfal of vanills, one-half of a tea-
spoonful of powdered cinnamon, the
cold cooked mixture and two teaspoon-
fuls of baking powder. Bake In layers.

CARAMEL ICING.
Boll ther for twenty minutes two
cupfuls of brown sugar, one-halt of a

cupful of water and butter the size of an
egg. Spread while hot.

TRANSFARENT ICING, NO. 1.

One cuptul of sugar, three tablespoon-
fuls of water, one teaspoonful of butter
snd one-half of a teaspoonful of vanilla.
Boll together for five minutes and use at
once.

TRANSPARENT ICING, NO. 3.

To two curruls of powdered sugar
add, spoonful by spoonful, sufficient
boiling water to mix to a thick paste.
Flavor with vanills and spread between
the layers.

HERMITS.

Cream well together ope-half of a cup-
ful of butter and ooe and one-half cu
fuls of brown sugar, add three well-
beaten egge, one teaspoonful of ground
cinnamon, one scant teaspoonful of soda
dissolved in a little milk, two-thirds of a
cuplul of currants, one-half of a cupful
of finely chopped nut meats and sufficient
flour to make a sofc dough.

SIGNS 75,000 CHECKS.

A PART OF THE YEAR'S WORK OF
PENSION AGENT CONNOR.

There is only one msn In Augusta
when it comes to the question of who
signs his name the most times In a day,
and io the run of u year. With all the
business houses and banks and places
where men have to do writing, there s
probably unot a place In the state where
one man has to sign his own name more
than Ex-Gov. Selden Connor, the United
States pension agent for the state of
Maine.

Gen. Connor signs his name to about
75.000 checks in the runof a year. It
would seem In & case of this sort where
#0 many have to be signed, that a stamp
bearing a fac simile of the general's
handwriting would be the best thing
possible, but this is not allowed. In
large departments where it would be im-
possible for x« man to sign all the checks,
there are duly suthorized clerks who do
Ill:e work, but here Gen. Connor does it
all.

When one thinks of a man signing his
own name 80 many times, he paturally
thinks that it will be done with such a
rush that it Is no matter whether the let-
ters are all there or not, for no one can
read it. This Is not the way in Gen.
Connor’s case. There Is probably not a
business man In the whole country
whose eignsture will excel that of Gen
Conopor in its delicate curves and plain-
ness. It is as plain as priot, and has all
the roundness that makes the beauty. The
genersl run of business men have a sig-
nature that resembles a fight with & peo,
more than anythiog else, but there la
none of this in the writing of this United
Stutes representative.

Seventy-five thousand sigoatures In
the course of a year means quite s little
work. Toa slow writer it would mean
hours of agony, yet Gen. Connor does
not mind it very much. He sits down
and takes the large check book and signs
each check before It is made out. His
ordinary rate of writing is 300 signatures
per hour, which means 600 words and
3600 letters. Every curve Is the same,
and to the observer there can be but lit-
tle difference seen in the different sig-
natures.

If the general should sign 250 checks
each working day of the year, he would
sccomplish his work. It has to be done
differently, however, as each set of quar-
terly checks has to be looked after, and
then there are many days when he can-
not get about the work. One day re-
cently he worked four hours steadily,
and succeeded In signing 1200 of them.
To the laborer this may not appear to be
a great work, but let any man try writ-
ing his pame at the rate of 300 times per
hour for four hours, and there wlllp;a
weariness both io the man’s mind, eyes
and muscles.—Kennebec Journal.

MME. JAMBE.

You smile at her name, finding it ab-
surd perhaps, but Mme. Jambe—Mother

Jambe, the soldiers called her—was for
many years cantiniere in a regiment of
the Jine, and in this capacity she was a
sort of good angel to the troops. Officers
and soldiers alike all respected her,

She married when about 80 years of
age the quartermaster general of the
regiment. His time was nearly up, but
be remained with the colors in order to |
belp bis wife keep the canteen,

After a year ol married life a son
was born, and Mme. Jambe and her
busband agreed that as soon as he
shonld attain the proper age he, too,
shonld be a soldier. At the ageof 16 he
passed into the ranks, and, being smart
and intelligent, he seemed to have a
bright future before him.

But the busband and father died sud-
denly in 1869. It was a terrible shock
to poor Mme. Jambe, and she would
hardly have survived it were it not for
the thought of her son and the hope
that he wouoid be a comfart to her in
ber declining years. Sorrow aged her
more than ber roogh life bad done, and
she left the service and settled in a lit-

Jambe,
but she was a mother also,

Durivg that terrible winter of 15870-1
she bardly slept for three consecutive
bours in the 24. Always on the alert
for news, the chafed sorely pt the snow,
which almost cut off her little village
from the outer world and made com-
munication & matter of great difficulty.

Soddenly, toward the end of Javuary,
the rumor spread that the army of the
east was approaching, baving failed to
relieve Belfort. For vearly a weok Mere
Jawbe kept a strict watch day and
night, scanning eagerly the road by
which she hoped to see the French ar-
rive,

They were signaled at last, but the

Germans were signaled, too, from the
opposite direction, and it seemed ovi-
dent that the mrmies would encounter
oue another in the immediate neighbor-
hood.
