While th·* tree» may not need any further 
cultivation, they do require more actual 
ν are than In the summer My NU work 
in th«· orchard Is the m >st successful 
that I spend anvrig my trees, and I con- 
sider the work more important in caus- 

ing a good crop the next year than the 
summer cultivation. In the first place 
the worms and insrct* can be destroyed 
better now thau ever before. Kvery 
fallen and decaying fruit lurbors worm* 
».id inlets that will raise a new brooj 
for the next year. They will euter the 
ground or the bark of the tree this fail, 
winter there, and early in spring hitch 
out thousands of their kind. Conse- 
quent^· my first effort is to capture and 
destroy as many of these »· possible. I 
not ο my have all the decaying fruit» 
picked up, but the leave* and litter 
unaer the tr»»es are raked up and burnt. 
Fire U the only sure destroyer. The 
l*hw may afterwards be spread out 
under tbe tree* to fertilize the soil, but 
first every worm and insect must be 
roisted alive. 

When the warms are all destroyed in 
tbe fruit then 1 hunt for them in the 
tree. Λ κ">d many of them will be 
coucaled just under the loose bark, and 
they can easily be dislodged and killed. 
Others rn.y have worked th.mselves 
Into hole», and can only be reached by a 

«ire. By scrapiug aud Ituntlug arouud 
in this way a email army of worms can 
be killed, and the trees will have just so 

many ie^s to contend with tbe next sea- 
son. in this work one prepares the 
trees for the winter alio, for the borers 
always weaken the vitality of tbe trees 
in the tail, and make them more liable 
to injury by the cold. 

Atter'the orchard Is thus cleaned of 
insects and worms, all broken and twist- 
ed branches should be carefully pruned 
off. Where a large limb is cut off cover 

the wound with dirt and tie a rag around 
it. This will help it to beal up quicker 
and prevent it from rotting. A little 
pruuing and cleaning out of tbe in-dde 
of the trees will always prove beneficial 
iu the fall. Limbs that have been twist- 
ed and bent down by overloading of 
fruit should be tied up in po^itiou again, 
aud those tnat have grown out of all 

proportion to the rest of tbe trees should 
be shortened some. Finally there Is tbe 

question of fertilizing and mulching. 
The more we can do of both tbe better 
'he trees will prove. One must use his 
own judgment as to how much of either 
be can afford to do.—Massachuset I 
Ploughman. 

VALUE OF WOOO ASHES. 
It would probably be bard to find λ 

commercial fertilizer of much greater 
worth for dry upland soil than pure and 

simple uuleached hardwood ashes. A 
bushel of this home fertilizer is worth 
more than a bushel of oats to any f inn- 

er, and ye: how of:en do we see it dump- 
ed as a heap of worthless refuse to leach 
iu the rains and part with its' hidden 
value until it becomes worthless. 

Dur lands as a general thing have be- 
come deficient in potash. This is one of 
the maia sources of fertility thst have 
become exhausted. It is good for corn, 
it is good for wheat, It is good for pota- 
toes, and clover ennnot thrive without it. 

Try a little experiment next spring. You 
who barn wood this winter, store yoat 
ashes where they will keep dry, and so» 

them on your yonng eloveras you would 
plaster. Y ou will be agreeably astouisb· 
ed at tbe result. You will find many 
dollars added to your pri>duct. Nor is 
the effect gone with the first crop, as is 
often the case with commercial fertiliz- 
ers. It lasts for years, and its benefits 
tire often extended to many succeeding 
crops.—Homestead.

In the fall of 
Î872. aa an attraction at the Sagadahoc 
3ounty fair at Topabam, the Bowdoln 
Battalion waa Invited to parade and give 
in exhibition drill. Malor Sanger waa

public of Hawaii to the United State·— 
was adjutant. The troopa conalated of 
[oar companies of Infantry and one of 
irtlllery with fonr bra·· field piece·, 
twelve pounder·. The student· bad 
Men finely drilled and the exhibition 
ira· a howling succea·. Probably 10,- 
)00 people, mostly country folk, were

"Instantly there was the wildest con- 

rualon all over tbe fair grounds. Women 
md children shrieked, old farm horses 
reared and dashed off anywhere to get 
sway, the crowd started pell-mell and 
began trampling eacb other, fences and 

railings broke, frail booths cotlapaed as 

the crowds on them moved precipitously, 
the exhibition cattle bellowed, roosters 
crowed, turkey* gobbled, dogs barked, 
and amidst It all the fair officials, be- 

gloved In white cotton and berlbboned 
In blue and gold, faced the fiery little 

major and shook their fists in angry 
protent. But the firing went on with 
beautiful precision—'Action front, load 
in three time, fire'—while the major, 
who had dismounted, strutted serenely 
back and forth In the rear of the battery. 
Suddenly, In taking a few rapid paces 
backward, one of his spurs came In con- 

tart with an overturned piece of sod, his 
sword got entangled with hU legs, and 
over went the little m»jor, turning a 

complete somersault! The crowd was 

too terrified to laugh, the well-drilled 
Infantry at 'preaent arms' never changed 
countenance, and the un phased co re- 

minder, as he regained his feet, his 
dress uniform all sand and graas, waa 

juat In time to about aa the aeventeenth 
round exploded : 'Cease firing ! Prepare 
to Hblft the right wheel !' And the artil-

There ba· been a great deal of excite- 
ment here over the election·, county 
elections principally, M I doubt whether 
halt of the Mexican· in the county 
know who the candidate· are for the 
Presidency. The Mexican· make a great 
deal of election· here. Y ou can scarcely 
rind one to do any work for you. The 
candidate· for the county » til ce* support 
them and their famille· for their vote. 

Do vou know bow these Mexican· 
away down here on the border do? Well, 
for about a month or six weeks before 
election, the respective candidates begin 
to buy their vote· by giving them 
groceries and money or whatever they 
may want. 

Every Saturday night they have their 
"juntas1' or convention·, and each candi- 
date ha· all hi· friend· and follower· ; 
they have braM band·, men make 
•peèchee and the Mexican· get drunk 
and have all kind· of fun. Of couree all 
the candidates pay for all this. 

This happens every Saturday until the 
Saturday before election. On this Satur- 
day night thev have a large torchlight 

Erocetslon, with brass band·, men on 

orseback, and carriages and everything 
to make the procession look a· large as 

possible. The night before election they 
have the largest "junta" of all. They 
have barbecued meat and coffee enough 
to feed every one In the county. Then 
they get all the Mexicans just as drunk 
a· they can, and the next morning carry 
them down in wagons so drunk that the 
men don't half of them know for whom 
thev are voting. So you see the man 

with the most men in his pen is general- 
ly the succesitful candidate. It is a dis- 
grace. but It is the only way that can be 
done. I«ast election It was figured nut 

that each and every vote cast cost |35. 
(Doe*n't that beat Tammany?) 

This election they tried to do away 
with all this, and it has done more harm 
tten good to the originators. The Mexi- 
cans got furious and said that they were 

trying to get rid of their votes altogether. 
The sheriff, re-elected many years, tried 
to reform by selecting a committee of 
ten men from each party, who shall 
make up a ticket of men of both, and all 
vote for the committee's ticket, but it 
could not be done. It made things 
worse Instead of better.

THE PROPER POOD FOR A CHILD. 

[Mr*. 8. T. Borer ta The Ladle·1 Hom Journal.) 

WHEN SOLID rOOD MAT BE GIVEN. 

The eighteen-month· child, cutting 
teeth, aiuat be regular I ν tod. You may 
now befin to add a little toltd food. For 
breakfast at 7 a. m. five » «lice of whole 
wheat bread toasted brown Bed criep, 
broken Into half a pint of food milk, to 
which baa been added a tableapoonful of 
cream. With th· toast a cap or f las· of 
milk may be alowlr taken. At 10 A M. 
five half a pint of milk, to which haa 
been added a teaapoonful of malted milk 
dissolved In hot water. Dinner at 1 may 
oonaiat of half a pint of chicken, mutton 
or beef broth, Jn which an ounce of rice 
haa been cooked, also a small slice of 
whole wheat bread well buttered, after 
which you may (Ire an after-dinner 
coffee cup of cup custard or junket, or 
the same amount of rice puddtnf. For 
supper at δ o'clock dive eight ounces of 
milk. 

This diet may be continued, alternat- 
ing for breakfast with the yolk of a soft- 
boiled egg with bread and butter and a 

glass of milk ; or the egg may be given 
>t night with a slice of bread and butter | 
and a glaaa of milk. The child ahould 
go to bed at 6, and it he ahould waken 
at 9 or 10 o'clock give him a drink of 
water, turn blm over and allow him to 

go to sleep. This plan may be followed 
for month·. 
WHEN THE CHILD IS TWENTY MONTHS | 

OLD. 

When the child ia twenty months tlri 
he may have for bis breakfast two table- J 
spoonfuls of well-cooked wheat g^rm 
foods or farina, with four tablespoonfuls I 
of cream ; a glass of milk ; a slice of | 
whole-wheat bread, buttered. Or a soft- 
boiled egg and bread and butter and a 

glass of milk. For dinner, at 12 or 1 
o'clock, half a pint of broth, a tiny j 
minced broiled chop, or a scraped meat 
cake, or a little finely chopped chicken 
and a slice of whole wheat bread and 
hotter. Or all meat may be omitted, and 
cup mtard. junket, or rice and milk be 
u«éd, milk and egg taking the place of 
meat. For supper, milk toast, or bread 
and milk with a little cream added, will 
suffice. Sucb a meal will secure a good j 
night's sleep.

'on. or carefully and well-cooked cblck- 
en, or η small piece of white- fleshed Ash 
broiled; a tablespoonful of boiled and 
dry rice, or a baked potato with dish 
gravy ; a little lettuce finely shredded ; a 

rup of junket or custard, or rice and 
ml!k, as before. For supper, bread and 
ml'.k .or a soft-boiled egg and bread and 
butter, with a glass of milk or a bowl 
of junket. 

When the child Is between four and 
six tears of age do not change the even- 

ing hour of feeding. All children acel 
healthy and happy with an early bed 
hour. I should not allow children to | 
stay up to the night meal until they are 
at least ten years of age. 

For breakfast, a well-cooked cereal 
and cre*m, or a baked apple, or prunes, 
peaches or grapes ; an egg or chop, or 
small bit of w hlte-fleshed fish broiled, or | 
a little chopped chicken In cream sauce. 
For dinner, clear broth: rare beef or I 
mutton, or a little chicken or white fl«b ; | 
an occasional «veetbread ; rice or potato, 
or simply cooked macaroni, or hominy ; 
one of these only at a meal ; It Is better j 
to have one each dav, and thus give varl- j 
etj ; celery, spinach, cauliflower care- 

fully cooked; lettuce with a little oil 
and a drop of lemon juice should be add- 
ed dally; the same light desserts with 
water as a drink ; not milk. Milk is a 

food, and khould not be used with meat, 
iko not use potatoes more than twice a 

week, and alwavs baked, or mashed and 
browned. For «upper, eggs poached or 
soft boiled, or milk toast or junket, or 
rnl'k; bread and butter with prune 
*»'Ul!le, prune jelly or a bak«-d apple.

Under all circumstance* avoid giving 
a child large quantities of fruit or bulk 
in starches. Teach the child from the 
first to u»e no *ugar on fruits. Do not 
sprinkle naît and pepper over everything 
you prepare or cut on the plate, as it 
teaches children to crave stimulants and 
irregular food*.

FOODS. 

To make fiour balls, tie half a pint of 
whole wheat flour In a pire* of cheese- 
cloth, making a compact, hard ball. 
Throw this Into a kettle of boiling water 
and boil continuously for seven or eight 
hour·. Take out. remove the cloth and 
peel off the wet portion of the flour. 
Grate the ball, dry it in the oven, and 
when cool put lt'ln a jar for keeping. 
Make this into gruel with water, and 
thin with milk. This is good for a child 
suffering with diarrhoea. 

All cereals must be well cooked, and 
those containing bran must be strained. 

Excellent barley water is nude by 
washing two ounces of pearl barley ; 
scald It, and wash again. Coyer it with 
two quarts of cold water, and cook 
slowly until reduced one-half. Strain 
and cool. 

Chicken broth is made from the legs 
and second joints of a good-sized fowl. 
Crack the bones and cut the meat fine. 
I'ut Into a saucepan with one quart of 
cold water ; add half a teaspoonful of 
•alt; cover and simmer slowly for one 
hour; add two tablespoonfuls of rice; 
cook one hour longer; «train and cool 
quickly. Remove fat and use. 

To make junket, heat half a pint of new 
milk to 100 9 Fahrenheit. Add a grating 
of nutmeg and a quarter of a junket 
tablet dissolved in a tablespoonful of 
water. Mix and tarn at once in a little 
cup. Allow it to "set" and then place it 
in the cold. Serve with a little cream. 

A rice pudding suitable for children 
is made by putting one pint of milk, one 
tablespoonful of rice and aix raisin· Into 
a double .boiler. Cover and cook for one 
boor. Remove the raisins and turn the 
mixture Into a baking-diab. Bake slowly 
(or half an hour.

Among the continents America takes 
the lead with 46S6 varieties of stamps, 
Oceanic* coming last, with only 1105.
