The cream received at the factories l« 

a long way from representing the full 
income fnun our cow» The cream is 
only one itt-m. If thU h*d been brought 
out clearly in the lecture, instead of 
leaving it to be heralded abroad that our 

cow* **ere only returning an Income of 
thirty to thirty-five dollar* a year, it 
w< uld have left Maine dalrvmen in a 

bettrr Hfcht and the busine«« in better 
odor. The crédite at the factory do not 
include the veala made at the f«rm. u«ing 
the milk in manr case* for srvernl 
month.· of the beet flow, nor that u*ed in 
raising valuable calve·, nor that made 
into char we at the factory for a part of 
the «eaaon or at home for family u«e, nor 
In the mane other way· that a draft is 
made from the milk for other purpose» 
than that of creaming. Nor doe· it in- 
clude the cream made into butter on the 
farm for home u«e, nor the important 
it· m of *kim milk fed to pig* and u*ed 
in the g^oa leg of the valuable heifer» 
ftvm e hich cm* the thousand- of hlgh- 
pr'ced cow* «old yearly from the state. 

These Items, alth other· not mentioned 
that properly come in, mak<' up a sub- 
stantial lncrea«e above the ligure* cred- 
ited for cream alone, and all together 
foot up an average cow iucome th*t 
make* th· business of dairying a profit- 
able industry among oar Maine fat mers. 

Partial statistics are always injurious, 
even though the fact he stated, and the 
cows ahould have full credit or be left 
out of the tabulated statements —Maine I 
Farmer.

TRIMMING LARGE TREES. 
Ad elm tree stands In front of my 

hoow from which, ι few rears ago, » 

limb 9 1-2 inches In diameter was cat off 
and now it Is completely frown over. 

Let a hundred person* pass by it, look- 
ing &t the tree casually, and probably 
not Ave In the hundred will discover thé 
spot wh»>re the limb was removed. An 
experience of twenty-five years in trim- 
ming nil kinds of tree* ha* proved to m<· 
tli*ι then· I» a time and κ reason and a 

war to perform the work successfully. 
Theory cannot supplant practice. No 
mmlsqu lifted to instruct others how 
to trim trees unless he knows the philos- 
ophy and law» of their growth. It Is a 

subject but poorly understood. The 
av« r*ge man will take an axe, a dull one 

It mav be, and whack away at the limb 
and off It comes. Thi* la not trimming 
tree*, but cutting off limbs. 

Use a sharp «aw, cut the limb as close 
to the body of the tree as posaible, hold- 

ing the mw parallel with the side of the 

tree, and In no esse 1· avlng a stub of anr 

t*ugth whatsoever. Some Hmh« have a 

collar or .^honKler Do not be afraid to 
u: that off. No m itrer if the sir· of th»· 

*car Is lncre**»-d In eveeycaie, be «or> 

to hold the u« panllel with the side.of 
the tree, even If it doublée the al*·* of 
th·» vsr. Si* th»· under side of th*· 
llrub sufficiently so that when It falls it 
» ill not breik the bark on the trunk of 
the tree. 

Sn«j«* *ay trim when your knife is 
ah rp. This is a great roiMake. I have 
kno*n tree* to be completely ruined by 
trimming out of season. As a g»-neral 
rule, I wou'd design te th·· time from 
the d"t of Jane to the l«t of August. o* 

•he m«»nth« of June and July, althocgh 
1 pr« f« r t*e period from the lâth of 
June to th»· 15th of July. I tblnk ther»· 
is do other rime to trim tree* success-

THE DAISY FOUND 4 BLESSING. 
In your Issue of Jan. 19 Prof. Ran* 

»pe*ksof the best way of combating 
i.nd eradicating the ox-eye daisy. It 
set m« strange to me that, in ail the ex- 

periments in that line, no one haa found 
out what a bleating the daisy ia to the 
|H>or a* well a« thrifty farmer. I know 
il ha» txen gen«*rally thought a peat and 
worthies* weed like many another : but 
If properly known It is a blessing. 

I was of the former opinion until I 
found in tira»* of drouth, when the 
gr>«*e« were nearly a failure, the happy 
ox-eve with its bright welcome came to 

till the breach, and how thankfully it 
was welcomed ! Every farmer who I» 
observant will *ay that, when early cul 
*od cured prop»*rly. so a· to retain le*v<·* 
and *eed. he never saw cattle refnae to 

e;it It uol**«« overfed. The fact 1«, It Is 

v-ry nutritious and equal in valu»· per 
ton for cow* in milk to any fair mixture 
of the gras*e*. I had the pleasure of 
h »rve«tlng from about four acre* one of 
the flne«t cuts of the ox-eye I ever saw— 

when In bloom a* white as a *heet, a 

beautiful sight to me. 
Thi* wa* harvested in full bloom, not 

ovtr cured and put by Itself to feed as 

an experiment. When the cow* were in 
fell milk, feeding on choice timothy, 
red-top »nd clover. It wa* replaced with 

oj;-eyc as an entire feed, except the aame 

grain f****d, and continued until the ox- 

ete was con«umed. Note the result : 
They began to gain in flesh and milk at 
once, and kept up a better flow of milk 
and appearance while feeding on the 

pe«t. Ijind well farmed and reseeded 
occasionally ν 111 not have ox-eye to 
trouble the harvest. It I* not good horae 
f«**d. but for cattle It l« all right and 
should h*ve all th«- credit it Is worthy of, 
aud would win If given a chance by 
honest trial. I believe if seeded as with 
other grasses an acre would give more 

fwd iu ox-eye than could be obtained 
otherwise except In corn fodder.— 
t'orre» pondent Country Gentleman.

Cattle receipts from the four great 
slaughtering market* of the country

Γ ρ to the middle of last month 
the combined receipt* of c«ttle at <*hl- 

c«igo, St. I/>ul·. Kansas City and Omaha, 
for the year, compared »lth a year ago, 
«how a decrease of 50,00(1 cattle and 
13 rtOO hogs. The top price for beeves 
last week at Chicago «ai nix cents live 
weigh:. The price* for Texas cattle in 
that market *re the highest since 1SS|, 
and the highest on record for the fir«t 
month of the year. The Montana state 

board of live stock commissioners re- 

port that the price received for stock 
whs better than for any vear In the his- 
tory of the trade from that state. 
Stocker* are in sharper demand and at 
relatlvelv higher values than fat cattle. 
Farmers in our state may rest assured 
there will be a demand at Improved 
prices for all the stock they can raise 
and feed. Now I» the time to prepare to 
t*ke advantage of the situation. Raise 
all the good calves —Maine Parmer. 

LIVE STOCK. 

BEEr OXE-EIGHTH ( EXT BETTER, 

SHEEP ARE LOWER. 

The market for beef cattle is In bet- 
ter condition than last week with more 

heef cattle on sale, although the total 
arrivals—2670—were lighter on account 
of light exporta. The market ruled 
l-8c. higher on all gradée. Batchers 
were more in earnest about buying, and 
•ale* were much quicker. Western 
cattle «re quoted at 5 to 6 l-4c. ; beef 
cows 2 to 3 1-2 *. 

While there are undoubtedly plenty 
of medium grade cattle in the country, 
th? supply of the better class Is very 
limited, and there is a decided shortage 
of choice, well-bred, mature beeves In 
all sections. As a result of this condi- 
tion of things, the general run of cattle 
advance slowly, while choice descrip- 
tions are almost constantly moving in 
an upward direction. 

The number of half-fat cattle coming 
to Chic go market Indicates that the 
advance In c.irn has dln-ouraged m >n\ 

feede-s, who can now see a bigger 
profl'. in selling the corn direct than in 
marketing it by way of the feed lot. 
The hog market with its flood of light 
hogs and pigs, bears further testimony 
to this tendency. The "warmed-up" 
»nd half-fat cattle that are now coming 
forward are not competing seriously 
* 1th ihoice beeves. 

The January horse trade has proved 
disappointment, the export demand 

falling greatly short of a year ago. The 

receipts at Chicago have risen to liberal 
proportions, and with larger offerings 
than were needed, prices suffered a 

general decline. All the emon report- 
ers report markets t. cross the water 
dull and litx-rally supplied with Ameri- 
can horses. Prices have declined 
♦ broed, and foreign buyers are naturally 
conservative about buying.—New Eng- 
land Farmer.

Dr. Donham, representative from 
Hebron, Principal W. E. Sargent of 
Hebron Academy, Rev. Dr. Crane of 
Hebron, Judge Bonney. *nd Hon. George 
D. BUbee of Rumfosii Fill* appeared in 
behalf of Hebron. Hon. Geo. A. Wil- 
son, Hon. James S. Wright and X. D 
Bolster of South Parle appetred lo he- 
half of the Sooth Paris company and 
village corporation, Lucian Foster of 
Paria wa· represented by Hon. Herbert 
M. Heath of Augu«ta. 11·· owns land 
bordering on the pond, and prefer* that 
the water should go to Hebron, as if 
Sooth Pari· should take It a darn would 
be built and tome of hi· land would be 
flowed. 

Professor Sargent Is credited with 
having made the speech of the day.

The recipes here given are those used

PLAIN CORS imr.AI». 

Sift a pint of corn meal, add a tea- 

>poonful of aalt, and cold water sufficient 
ο make Into a stiff dough. Make out In 
>ans, and bake in a very hot oven. 

IIOK CAKXS. 

Sift a quart of meal, «dd a teaspoonful 
>f salt, and hot (not boiling) water to 
nake a stiff dough, cool with sweet 
nilk, spread on a grea*ed griddle and 
Sake until brown on both sides. 

COM* MCIPTOS. 

Break three egg* in \ bowl, add a tea- 

■poonful of salt, a tablespoonful of lard, 
pint of butter:nilk, a small spoonful of 

iods, and cornmeal to make a atlff batter. 
P<.at well, and bake in well-greased 
muffin molds. 

CORN Ο KM*.

CHAFING DISH CANDIES. 
During the cold weAther, with Its 

c:«ndy-onklng possibilities. the owner of 
a ch»flng dl«h. eay· Harper's B»z«r, miy 
add much to the pleasure of an evening 
entertainment, by the compounding of 
some delicious home-mide candy. The 
chafing dish will prove the center of at- 
traction nnd Interest, and will supply 
the often-sought "something to do" on & 

winter'· evening. 
Verv deliclou· and easy to prepare In 

a chhting dish U a certain "brew" of 
vanilla caramel·. Put into the blazer 
two cupful» of sugar, a cup of cream, 
and two generous tablespoonfuls of but- 
ter. St'r constantly to prevent scorch- 
ing, nntll a little of" the boiling liquid 
ulllturntoA firm paste If dropped in 
iced water. Remove from the fire, stir 
In two teaspoonfuls of vanilla extract, 
and beat hard for several minutes before 
turning the mixture Into buttered pans 
to cool. Mark off in square*. These are 

relished by people «ho like granulated 
or sugared caramels. 

Chocolate caramel· with nuts may be 

prepared by cooking together lu a blazer 
a pound of brown sugar, a quarter of a 

pound of grated chocolate, and half a 

cup of water. When the candy harden* 
In water, stir into it one tableapoonful 
of butter and a cup of chopped walnut* 
or hickory nut·. Beat h*rd and remove 

from the fire. Turn into pane And cut 
in pquare·. 

If a peanut molasses candy Is desired 
it is well to have the peanut· prepared 
beforehand. This is done by shelling, 
skinning, and splitting th^m, and put- 
ting a layer of them In the bottom of a 

greased pan. Put Id tbe chafing dUh a 

cup of genuine molasses, one of brown 

sugnr, one tiblespoonful of vinegar, And 
oue of butter. Boll together until tbe 
CAndy U crisp when tested Id cold water; 
add three-quarter· of a teaspoonful of 
baking soda, and pour the boilingCAody 
over the pesnut·. ThU tAffy should be 
very cold before it l· eaten, And toha«ten 
this end the pan· may be set outside In 
the cold Air, or, better, In the snow. 

A delicious maple sugar candy may 
Also be nude in the chafing dish. BreAk 
into very small bits a pound of mAple 
sugar, and stir it loto a cup of cresm 
and one of milk mixed. Turn Into the 
bUier and boil, atlrrtng All tbe time to 

f»revent scorching, until a little hArden· 
η cold wAter. Mow beat into tbe CAudv 

as many hickory-nut kernel· as It will 
Uke And than turn oat to cool. This 
Buy not look to pretty as smooth candy 
that cau be cut Into ο eat square·, but It 
makes up in palatableoess for what It 
may lack lo appearance.

* the opinion that the boys and girls of 
Indian blood should have homes found 
tor them In the Eastern and Middle 
states where In course of a few genera- 
Ions they would be absorbed. If sep*- 
rate allotments of lands to the Indian* 

*, r°?1 **«i»tlon of 
he Individual and removal from ftomtdlc 
life altogether would be better. 

"When asked to give reasons for these 
beliefs we point to the Apache Kid, to 
the history of scores of pupils from 
rsmous schools, to the conduct of grad- ι 

sstea during the ghost dances and at I 
W ounded Knee, to the revert»I to bar· ι 
tart«m of hundreds of women who had 
ipeclal educational and domestic advan- 
tages by the schools, to the mUery of In- 
termarriages between educated Indian* 
and whites, and to tbe lack of evidence 1 

r»f the working of the alleged leaven of 
education in l*av«>nlng the lump of 
iboriginal Ignorance, inhumanity and ι 

unthtift. ι 

"One instsnce of a complete return to 
sborlginal manner*, m«»do of thought 
*nd dlagrace of living which erne with- 
in my knowledge nnv m-rv·· to point a 

moral. When 7 year* old, Nellie Mat- 
nopah (Two Bear*) daughter of the 

principal and hereditary chief of the 
great Sioux tribe known as the l.->w«»r 
l anktonal*, wa« jent, her father con- 

curring, to a Cntbolic «chool In St. 

Joaeph. Mo. She «ras a bright girl, 
with other clalmi than birth to the title 
of l'rinces*. sud mpldly «cqulred a g<»od 
knowledge not only of KoglWh, but of 
F reoch| while In n«tdlrwofli ntul hou*f- 
w ifely gift* *he displayed an aptltiHo 
that cheered the he,rt* of the gentle *i«- 
tt-r#, her teachers, end led them to hop»· 
that. arrived at wntn in'· estate NHHe 
would well repay tl». |r care and toll br 
«h·» Influence she would exert among her 
poopfe. 

"When sh« reached the age of IS, and 
after more than eleven years In the con- 

vent, and among the whites (for «he was 

not allowed, for reason* that seemed 
good, to vl*it her people during her edu- 
cation Nellie was told that the time had 
come for her to repav the sl*ters and 
priests she loved for all îhev had d»ne 
for her behalf, and that hcieafter «he 
must live with her own kindred and seek 

by examide and precept to wean them 
from their savagery to proper mode« of 

living. The young woman wept bitterly, 
pleaded hard to be allowed to *tay In the 
convent as a teacher, pointed out how 
dl*u*teful the coarse life of the tepee 
would be to one who knew so well tbe 
imenklea of life, and urged, further, 
that from what »he knew of her tribe] 
she would not be welcome should «hè 
try to Induce them to adopt the custom* 
of the whites. But her teachers were 

firm, and properly so, since It bid been 
a condition precedent with ber father— 
an enlightened chief, so far ss hi* en- 

vironment would permit—when he per- 
mitted her to go to St. Joaeph, that w hen 
•he had completed h»r course of in- 
struction she would return to him and to 
hi* life. 

•'So with many tear* sh»· left her 
«chool and after a long host } >urney up 
the Missouri, during which «he Vas 
mad»· much of by «evral wives of offi- 
cer* who were on their way to Fort 
Vate·, sh- arrived at the agt-ncy, within 
three miles of which her father and her 
trihe ware encamp. She went at once 
tothr hou-eof Mrs. Galpln, an Indian 
woman of much Influence among the 
Sioux, and with several well-educated, 
half-breed daughters. The day after her 
arrival she wrote the Indian agent a 

dainty note, in admirable French, aaklng 
Ui n'ivu U» *. luani nv mi*· u himu w 

The request was referred to Bishop 
Marty, wbo would not acquiror, hut 
said Nellie mu«t go to h«*r father with 
«11 »peod, as the old man »« sick and 
n.eded her attendance. 

"The home-coming w·* a terrible 
triil to the girl, and all the white* about 
the agency and the fort who knew of the 
ca»e pitied her deeply. Whi-n «ht enter- 

ed hpr father's tepee sh»· found the old 
chief moribund. Around him wire med- 
icine men, on»*of whom wa· stuffing Into 
the J·, iog man'* mouth a nAuseou* com- 

pound of herb*, which the stuffer bid 

previously che«ed Into a ball. The 
girl wi* coldly welcomed and almost in· 
•ulted when she instated that the medi- 
cine men should leave and the agency 
doctor be summoned. She carried her 

polut after an appeal to the »g«»nt. and 

tenderly nursed her father through hi· 
few remaining hour* of life. 

"For a fortnight Nellie came to the 
agency daily, riding on an Indian pony in 
civilised feiuinln»· fashion. Then her 
visit* became fewer, and then tome in- 
siste*!—but were not believed—that she 
had doffed some of her civiliz d attire 
and rode astride. Then we missed her 

altogether, and visitors to her tepee were 

met with the Indian equivalent of 'Not 
at home'. 

"Six week· after Nellie*· arrival at 

Standing Κ >ck there was one of the fort- 
nightly beef killing· in the hlg corn! 
across the river. These killing* In those 
days were scene* of brutality and blood 
such as no white man would witness un- 

ies· duty called him thither. Extended 
description would serve no good end. 
The imagination can picture what a cor- 
ral would be wb*rein six seore or more 

big beast· had been shot to death «m! 
were b^lng dismembered by red men and 
women roused to a high pitch of excite- 
ment. Those of us who were In charge 
of the killing were amazed to see Nellie 
Two-Bears In the very wildest centre of 
screaming, blood-bespattered squaws. 
She was dressed iu what the Indian* 
doubtless regarded as the height of 
fashion—broad, mll-bestudded belt, red 
leggings, porcupine-quilled moccasins, 
short calico skirt, blue issue cloth blouse. 
Her face and part of her hair were paint- 
ed, and she swung a butcher knife in on· 

hand, while in the other was a piece of 
raw liver of a recently killed steer, from 
nhlch dainty morsel she now and th^n 
took a liberal bite, as a school girl would 
from a red-streaked pippin. 

"We could scarcely beliere our eyes 
and called her by name. She paid no 

attention, but on our evidencing un in- 
tention to come nearer to ber she showed 
the saving grace of shame, covered her 
head in tbe blankets which hung at her 

hips and ran out of the corral to her 
horse, which she bestrode quickly and 
rode to the ferry. In a few weeks we 

learned that the educated princess, the 
girl who from the age of 7 to that of 18 
lived smid the most rctlned Influences, 
the woman who wept when she had to 
return to tepee life, was about to be mir- 

lied to a half breed named Bad-Hip, a 

man with an unsavory reputation, bur 
noted as a houter and with a certain 
wild grace of his own, and twvlng a 

zood deal of Influence among the 
Indiani."
