Death of Mrs. General Sherman.

T. Sherman died at 10 o’clock this morning. 
Mrs. Sherman lias for a great many years 
been a sufferer from heart trouble, and It is 
from this comDlaiDt that she has been ill for 
several weeks, but it was not until last Sun- 
day that the malady became serious. Then 
Dr. Smith, the attending physician, became 
greatly alarmed and Dr. Pepper, of Phila- 
delphia, was summoned for consultation. 
The doctors worked hard to relieve her suf- 
ferings, but she sank steadily and on Monday 
they communicated their fears to General 
Sherman, who has constantly attended her 
for some days. He kept up his courage as 
long as he could, but when early yesterday 
mornfng she lost consciousness, he, too, be- 
gan to despair and telegraphed for the mem- 
bers of Ids family to burry to his home. 

Mrs. Sherman was a daughter of General 
Thomas Kwing, ex-Governor of Ohio. She 
was an ardent and sincere believer in the 
Catholic religion, and has been more devoted 
to the relief of want and suffering than to 
wasting her time in society. One of the 
most ardent and active lay-workers that the 
Pope has had in America, she has long 
stood high in the counsels of the church, 
both at home and abroad, her name being 
well known in Itome although she has never 
been there. She was one of the trustees of 
“Peter’s Pence” in America, and shortly be- 
fore his death, Pope Pius IX sent her, on the 
anuiversarp of his Pontificate, a rosary of 
solid gold with a fragment of “the true 
cross,” set on the crucifix as a gem. She lias 
been admitted to the confidences of the 
church, and bishops and archbishops have 
often gone to her for advice.

ALMOST A FRESHET. 

The Kennebec Over Its Banks at 
Augusta. 

rSpecial to the Press.] 
Augusta, Nov. 28.—The Kennebec river 

has been rising rapidly all day and tonight 
is almost at a freshet pitch. The large quan- 
tity of rain which fell in the great storm did 
not soak into the ground to any extent but 
ran off into the river. This morning the 
water rose six feet in a very short space of 
time, and tonight is over the wharves, and 
property along the banks is being removed 
to a plaee of safety. At Fairfield 15 rafts of 
logs, some 400,000 feet in all, belonging to 
several parties, broke away and went down 
the river and a portion of them are likely to 
go to sea. At Waterville 300 logs went down 
stream. Previous to tire storm, solid ice 
had formed almost the entire length of the 
river, but it broke up this forenoon and has 
been running all day covering the surface 
from bank to bank. At Five Mill Island 
boom, near Riverside, an immense jam of ice 
formed, the water rising ten feet in a few 
minutes and flowing back several miles and 
over the head of the island. It broke sud- 
denly and a large volume of water came 
down but no damage was done. The river 
is row open to the sea and all the imprisoned 
vessels can escape. Three powerful tugs have been engaged in extricating them. The 
Star of the East which has been laying at 
Rath can now steam up to Gardiner. 

TONS OF ROCK 

Topple Over and Crash Into a Thom- 
aston Quarry. 

Thomaston, Nov. 28.-Thomaston has a 
large number of limerock quarries. Over 
one-half of the lime burned in Knox county 
Is from limerock dug in Thomaston. One ot 
the largest is the McLoon quarry, 120 feet 
deep. Two steam engines were used to free 
the quarry from water and hoist out the rock 
after it was dug. Men were employed at 
night to run the engines. Early this morn- 
ing the men down lu the bottom of the quar- 
ry heard the falling of small limestones, and 
becoming alarmed, beat a hasty retreat. 
Soon after the western side of the quarry fell in for a distance of over lfiO feet, the 
falling stone being ten feet wide and sixty feet deep, burying the engine houses, from 
wh ch the men had fled, and carrying away 
the bridge across the quarry. Over 20,000 
casks of rock and a large amount of earth 
fell into the bottom of the quarry. The roar 
from the falling of the rock could be heard a 
long distance off. The damage done to the 
engines and other property is estimated at 
over $2000. 

FORBIDDEN TO OFFICIATE. 

Arch-Bishop Corrigan Wants Father 
Malone to Apologize. 

New Yoke, Nov. 28.—The effects of the 
McQlynn episode are continually being felt 
among the Catholic clergy of this diocese. 
Dr. Burtsell’s testimony in the Maguire 
burial case, which will proably cause him to 
be summoned to Rome, is hardly out of 
mind, when today trouble breaks out in 
another quarter. It appears that a venerable 
priest, Sylvester Malone of St. Peter’s and 
St Paul’s church. Brooklvn.wim was to have 
officiated at the wedding of jtwo young 
persona) friends of his in New York, re- 
ceived an order from Arch-bi“bop Corrigan 
on the eve of the wedding that he would not 
be allowed to perform any priestly function 
in this diocese until he apologized to the 
Arch-bishop. The subject of the desired 
apologv was not stated, but it is well under- 
stood that Father Malone’s expression of 
sympathy with Ur. McGlynn at the time of 
the latter’s rupture with the Arch-bishop is 
the cause of the present difficulty. The 
marriage ceremony was peformed by Mgr. 
Ducry. The w edding was that of Eugene 
Varet and Annie Berry, the bride being a 
member of an old Brooklyn family who 
have been under Father Malone’s ministra- 
tions near fifty years. Members of Father 
Malone’s church are said to be much agitated 
over the matter. 

SOUTHERN RESOURCES. 

New Mines, Mills, Railroads and 
Towns in Prospect. 

Baltimore, Md., Nov. 28.—Special re- 
ports to the Manufacturer’s Record, of ac- 
tivity in the industrial interests of the South 
will show that this week has been a very 
busy one. Among new enterprises Is a 
$5,000,000 company of New England capital- 
ists at Fort Payne, Ala., to develop mineral 
land, build furnaces, a rolling mill, etc.; at 
Knoxville, a $500,000 slate quarrying com- 
pany and $300,000 improvement company to 
build street railroads, etc; at Ocala, Fla., a 
$500,000 general improvement company; at 
Baltimore a $500,000 agricultural company; at El Paso a $250,000 irrigation company. A $500,000 company will build a manufactur- 
ing town near Shevtlle, N. C. Cotton mills 
are projected at Geffney City and Winns- 
boro, fj. 0., and Cedartown, Ga., and at 
Mason, Ga a $10,000 spindle mill will be 
built at once.

ENCLISH DEFECTS IN AMERICAN SHIPS. 

Disadvantage of Secretary Whitney’s 
Way of Building a Navy. 

Costly Errors Found in the Plans of 
the Texas. 

Elaborate Preparations for Cen. Har* 
rlson’s Inauguration. 

Washington, Nov. 29.—The policy of 
building an English-American navy, which 
has been so frequently advocated by Secre- 
tary Whitney and his “Bureau of Naval In- 
telligence,” does not give promise of suc- 
cess so far as the great battleship Texas is 
concerned. It is reported that gross errors 
have been discovered in the plans and for 
that reason work has been entirely susnend- 
ed upon the Texas at the Norfolk Navy 
Yard. A visitor to that yard will find that 
all the work which has been actually done 
upon that vessel is practically none at all. 
The keel-blocks have been laid on the east 
side of the yard; a working shed has been 
put up, under which there Is a tandein com- 

pound Corliss engine; two upright boilers 
for furnishing steam have been put up,a part 
of the iron flooring has been laid under the 
shed, and there are one or two machines 
ready for punching the plates. 

The working plans which have been laid off 
in the moulding loft at the Norfolk nayy 
yatd show that serious blunders have been 
made, which will not only retard the pio- 
gre>s of the vessel, but will cause a loss of 
money to the government, which closed the 
contracts some time ago for much of the ma- 
terial for the vessel as originally designed. 
It is found that there are numerous errors in 
weight and dimensions, and the plans for 
the interior arrangements are so conflicting that the construction of the ship by them is 
not only impractcable but impossible. It is 
decided that the vessel must be lengthened 
uv nuu Hi*- qucsuuu IS UUW Uc* 
ing considered whether the original plans 
must be discarded altogether or altered. If 
they are altered, there will need to be so 
many changes that the original plans will 
hardly be recognizable. This would neces- 
sitate contracting for a lot of new materials, including many expensive steel castings. Then comes the question of cost of the ves- 
sel. The act of Congress of Aug. 3, 1880, which authorized the construction of the 
armored cruiser Maine,,ai.d the armored bat- 
tleship Texas, limited the cost of the con- 
struction of each to 82,500,000, exclusive of 
the cost of armament. 

It is said that these defects in the designs of the Texas would not have been discovered 
at this time except for the failure of English 
vessels of corresponding designs to develop 
more than three-fourths of the speed expect- ed of them in the recent manoeuvres of the 
British Naval Squadron. Of course, if the 
Texas had been continued and completed 
without any knowledge of the failure of the 
English vessels, the failure of the Texas to 
produce the speed and develop other quali- ties promised by the designers would have 
been laid upon the shoulders of the Ameri- 
can navy engineer corps, notwithstanding the fact that line officers, who are not ex- 
pected to be experts, have the supervision of building the Texas and Maine. In a com- 
munication addressed to the House Naval 
Committee explaining his reasons for going 
to England for designs for war vessels. Sec- 
retary Whitney said: “I think our true pol- 
icy is to borrow the ideas of our neighbors, 
so far as they are thought to be in advance 
of ours, and give them to our shipbuilders in the shape of plans; and having this object in view, I have been sdx- 
ious to acquire detailed drawings of the 
latest machinery in use abroad and should 
feel at liberty to spend more in the same way in getting hold of the latest things as far as 
possible for the purpose of utilizing them.” 
But there are many who believe that the 
{secretary was influenced to this not from his 
own personal knowledge so much as by the 
appeals of Lieutenant-Commander, Chad- 
wick, of the American Legation in London, Commander John G. Walker, and the coterie 
of officers connected with the “Bureau of 
Naval Intelligence.” If such is the case, 
Mr. Whitney was unwittingly imposed upon. As a member of Congress remarked at the 
timethe appropriation was made for theMaine 
and the Texas: “We don’t need to go abroad 
for ideas nor ships for our navv.” It is ac- 
Kuowieugeu aoroaa aua at Home that the 
American naval engineers and constructors 
have not their superiors in any other coun- 
try. But tile Navy Department has not rec- 
ognized this; on the contrary, it not only lias 
purchased foreign designs fur vessels and 
machinery, every one of which has had to be 
modified, hut it recently imported a foreign draughtsman to do work in the Navy De- 
partment to give the impression that no 
American could be found capable to do the 
work. 

THE COMING INAUGURATION. 
An Event which will Eclipse Those 

of Former Administrations. 
Washington, Nov. 28.—It is already clear 

that the inauguration of General Harrison is 
to surpass all former ones in elaborate pre- 
parations aud magnitude. Already notifica- 
tions from organizations of their purpose to 
attend have begun to rrrive The local com- 
mittees are nearly all complete, and several 
of them have begun active operations. The 
rooms of the committee have been furnished, 
aud they are open for business. Arrange- 
ments for taking care of the crowd have al- 
ready extended so far as to begin the engage- 
ment of available quarters for visiting or- 
ganizations in Baltimore. The Secretary of 
the Interior has not yet decided whether or 
not he will allow the use of the rotuuda of 
the pension office for the inauguration ball. 

i.he chances are that it will be obtained, either by his permission or under the order 
of Congress. The need of a government hall for such public ceremonies of the gov- 
ernment has never been so keenly felt as 
now. Beyond question the attendance in 
Washington will far exceed that of any prev- 
ious occasion. But of all the thousands who 
will come not more than 800 besides the 
families of congressmen will be able to get 
near the Senate chanter. Perhaps a thous- 
and more outside visitors may gain admit- 
tance to the platform in front of the eapitol where the President delivers his inaugural. But the large majority will have to content 
themselves with what they can see on the 
streets This is the best part of all, provid- 
ing the weather is fair. The need of a great hall is just now universally felt.

ation is inevitable. Joseph A. Joel, editor 
of the Grand Army Gazette, says the move- 
ment will be national in extent. He says 
the Democratic members always have been 
treated as more or less interlopers in the 
Grand Army. The order has always had 
politics in it and the Republicans have al- 
ways run it. The Democrats have been 
ostracized, and treated as traitors, even 
when they had been maimed in battling for 
the Union. The Democrats now propose to 
form a non-political, charitable organization 
such as the Grand Army was originally in- 
tended to be. The new order will be called 
by such a name as “The Union Veteran As- 
sociation” and all Union veterans will be 
welcomed. It is expected that many Repub- lican ex-soldiers who feel that the Grand 
Army has been run as a political machine 
will join the new organization. 

The Fever In the Boston. 
New Yoiik, Nov. 28.—The body of Sur- 

geon Sirnou, of the United States cruiser 
Boston, who died from yellow fever was 
taken from Swineburne Island today to 
Philadelphia for interment. The body was 
placed in an hermetically sealed casket. The 
officers and crew of the Boston are well to- 
day and the work of disinfecting and clean- 
ing the ship goes on steadily. Two patients 
removed to Swineburne Island hospital, are 
recovering.

THE DAMAGE ON SEA AND SHORE. 

Steamer Nacoochee Wrecked on the 
Treacherous Southern Coast. 

Something About the Onslaught on 
the New Jersey Beaches. 

More Maine Vessels Which Were Out 
in the Gale. 

New Yoke, Nov. 29.—The anxiety of the 
managers of the Ocean Steamship Company, 
of Savannah, concerning the overdue 
steamer Chattachoochee, of that line, was 
allayed early yesterday by a dispatch saying 
that the Chattachoochee in company with 
the steamship Mars, had put into Newport 
News for coal and to escape the fury of the 
storm. Scarcely had this welcome news 
been received, however, before a message 
from the Maritime Exchange was delivered 
to Mr. Walker, the agent of the company, 
stating that the Nacoochee, the sister ship 
of the Chattachoochee.had gonesshois in the 
storm on the dangerous North Carolina 
coast, about seven miles south of Cape 
Hatteras. The additional information that 
the officers, crew and passengers were safe 
was all that the agent could learn. Mr. 
Walker secured the services of the Merritt 
Wrecking Company, which has a station on 
the Hatteras coast, and whatever assistance 
can be afforded the vessel will be at hand 
promptly. Hut knowing the character of the 
coast where she lies, Mr. Walker is not over 
hopeful of saving the ship. He said yester- 
day that Captain Theodore Catherine, who 
commanded the Nacooch.c, was an experi- 
enced navigator, thoroughly familiar with 
the nature of the N»ith Carolina coast, and 
that he had made a great many trips in the 
steamer. For ten days it had been blowing 
“great guus” off Hatteras, and the storm 
which succeeded in driving him ashore must 
have been terrific. 

The Nacoochee left Savannah on Friday 
with a crew of forty-one men and a limited 
number of passengers. She carried a miscel- 
laneous but valuable cargo, principally cot- 

cargo are worth about #300,000, and both are 
insured. The Nacoochee is an iron screw 
steamship of 3,200 tons, and was built about 
seven years ago by John Roach, at Chester, 
Penn. The City of Augusta is due from 
Savannah today. She will probably take the 
regular sailing date of the Tallahassee, 
which was to have sailed on Saturday, but 
which was so damaged in the narbor of 
Savannah by a collision with the City of 
Macon that she had to put back for repairs. The New Jersey coast between Sandy Hook and Point Pleasant is strewn with tim- 
bers, parts of bulkheads and buildings that 
have been wrecked by the fearful storm and 
gales since Sunday. Great inroads have been 
made in the high bluff south of Ocean Pier 
and the conciete bulkhead in front of the 
Mansion House has been completely swept 
away. A strip of the bluff about 100 feet 
in lenghth and twenty wide between the 
Mansion House and United States Hotel has 
dissappeared. The telegraph and telephone 
wires are all down and no communication 
can be had with other points. Between 
North Long Branch and Seabrigbc the bluff 
has been washed out from 25 to 50 feet and 
many bulkheads have been demolished. Sea- 
bright is surrounded with water and and the 
residents are compelled to use rowboats and 
skiffs to travel from place to place. The 
water is from one to two feet deep and the 
lower floors of all the houses are flooded. 

The tracks of the New Jersey Southern 
railroad have been underminded at various 
places along the Shrewsbury river, so that 
trains cannot be run. It is estimated that 
the damage at Long Branch and Seabright 
and vicinity will exceed #150,000. 

LASHED TO THE PUMPS. 
How the Crew of the Mary Fink tried 

to Save the Vessel. 
Gloucester, Mass., Nov. 28.—The fishing 

schooner Percy arrived today from Georges 
Banks, having on board Captain Darrah 
and tl e crew of the brig Mary Fink, picked 
up last evening 25 miles southeast of 
Thatcher’s Island. Captain Darrah says he 
sailed from Bath Sunday morning for Phila- 
delphia, with 625 tons of ice. When off 
Seguin it commenced to blow and increased 
to a Hurricane. 1 he vessel was entirely 
stripped of her sails and the heavy sea washed 
the decks, carrying away the rails, bulwarks 
and everything movable. The jibboom ami 
bowsprit were carried away, starting the 
bow, and she commenced leaking badly. Men were lashed to the pumps, but the 
water gained so fast they could not keep her 
free and they had to abandon her Monday forenoon. 

When leaving the vessel the sea broke over 
her, severely injuring the two mates and a 
seaman. Thev lay by the vessel all Monday night, suffering severely with hunger and 
cold Most of the men got their feet frozen. 
Tuesday morning they went on board 
again and found seven feet of water in the 
hold. They tried to steer her for land, but 
there was so much water in the her that it 
could not be done. They abandoned her again 
as she was about to capsize. 

Soon after the Percy hove insight and took 
them on board. They were nearly exhausted 
when rescued, having had nothing to eat for 
48 hours. Schooner Percy’s crew succeeded 
in getting the Kink within eight miles of 
Cape Ann, when the wind commenced to 
blow and they had to leave her. 

Many vessels have arrived at Gloucester 
today, having lost cables and anchors and 
being otherwise damaged. 

CAPTAIN EMERSON’S STORY. 
In the Rigging Until His Hands were 

Covered with Blisters. 
Biddkfoki), Nov. 28.-Captain Samuel 

Emerson, of the schooner Oliver Dyer, which 
dragged her anchor and was blown ashore at 
Jerry’s Point, off Newcastle, N. H., Monday, 
describes bis experience in the recent storm 
as one of the roughest of his life. After the 
vessel struck on the rocks he and his crew 
took to the rigging and remained there until 
rescued by the life saving crew, whose en- 
deavors to release them from their perilous 
position and attentions to them at the station 
are highly praised by Captain Emerson and 
his men. Captain Emerson was in the fore- 
rigging, and, as the Dyer pounded on the 
rocks, had hard work to retain his hold, the 
blisters on his hands and bruises on his body 
being ample evidence of the terrible ordeal 
through which he passed. The seaman, 
Guiseppe Perea, who was lost, had taken to 
mi. niter-rigging, anu was not seen by cap- tain Emerson at the time he was thrown into 
t ie sea. Search was made along the shore in 
mu morning for the body, but up to the time 
that Captaiu Emerson left for Portsmouth it 
had not been recovered. The survivors still 
remain at the life saving station, where they 
are made as comfortable as possible. 

Tuesday what remained of the vessel was 
sold for *100. The cargo of coal is strewn 
along the cove. It was insured for its full 
value. Mr. Goldthwait, to whom it was con- 
signed, will lose only *17.50, the amount of 
the premium paid on the insurance policy. 

Went to Pieces. 
[Special to the Press.1 

Kennkbunkport, Nov. 28.—During the 
gale Sunday the fishing schooner Kittie 
Black of Cape Porpoise in attempting to 
enter the river was forced onto the ridge.of 
rock between the stone piers and has gone to 
pieces. The crew suffered no injury, but 
lost their good fare of fish. The vessel be- 
longed to James Quincy and was his source 
of support. There is no insurance. 

The Loss of Captain Fales. 
Rockland, Nov. 28. — The Courier- 

Gazette says: “We doubt if a more shock- 
ing bit of news could be received here than 
that announcing the death of Captain A. N. 
Fales, commander of the Higginson. The 
schooner left here early Friday morning 
with plaster from Hillsboro, N. S., forNew- 
burg, N. Y. She had her summer sails, her 
winter suit being now in the hands of the 
sailmaker. No further particulars have 
been received as we go to press. Captain 
Fales was one of the finest of Rockland’s 
corps of master mariners, universally re- 
spected and liked. He leaves two children, 
a son and a daughter, both under age. 

“The two sailors lost are supposed to have 
been strangers. The schooner was owned 
by H. C. Higginson of Newburgh, N. Y., 
other parties in Baltimore, New York and 
Boston, and John and S. M. Bird, E. A. 
Butler, S. T. Mugridge, the captain and oth- 
ers of this city. John Bird & Co. were the 
vessel’s agents. She was one of the finest 
vessels hailing from this port. Her total 
insurancelamounts to about *2700. 

“The loss of Captain Fales recalls the 
equally sad fate of his brother, the late 
Captain James Fales, of the schooner Cora 
Etta, one year ago last April, off Nantuck- 
et. 

Towed Into Port.

The Loss of Life. 

Boston, Nov. 28.—The Globe last night 
figured the loss of life by wrecks in the great 
storm at 44, and the number of wrecks at 
over 00. 

Steamer Carroll, which arrived yesterday 
from Charlottetown, P. E. L, lost her wheel 
house off Thatcher s Island, and the mate 
and one seaman were swept overboard and 
lost. 

The Worst In Twen'y Years. 
New Yoke, Nov. 28.—The steamship 

Edam, concerning which there has been 
some anxiety, having been four days 
overdue arrived at her dock this morning. 
It was noticed that the rail on the bridge 
was twisted and torn from Its fastenings 
and there were other sigos that the steam- 
ship had encountered severe weather. Cap- 
tain Baker, of the Edam, said that the 
succession of gales he encountered during 
the voyage surpassed anything he had seen 
in twenty years. 

Missing With Forty Passengers, 
Quebec, Nov. 28.—Apprehensions are felt 

for the safety of a schooner which left for 
Eboulements, Friday last having more than 
forty passengers on board, of whcm three 
were women. Nothing has since been beard 
of the vessel. 

Overdue Steamers. 
Halifax, N. S., Nov. 28.—Kepurts from 

different parts of this province show that the 
gale of Sunday and Monday was felt all over 
Nova Beotia, but so far no reports have been 
received of serious disasters in this region. 
The steamer Worcester, which sailed from 
Boston for this port on Saturday, has not 
since been heard from. The steamer Van- 
couver, due on Sunday with Canadian mails 
fiom England, has not yet arrived. The 
weather continues thick and a heavy sea is 
running outside the harbor. Kumors are 
cunent that the Worcester and Vancouver 
have gone ashore, but so far as can be 
learned they are without foundation. The 
schooner Heloise, coal laden, from Sydney, 
C. B., for Charlottetown, P. E. I., is ashore 
at Woods Island, in the Straits of Northum- 
berland, but she will probably come off after 
being lightened. 

Halifax, Nov. 28.—The Dominion line 
steamer Vancouver, from Liverpool, has 
arrived. She has been on' the coast since 
Sunday waiting for the weather to moderate, 
and reports the gales of Sunday and Monday 
the worst in ten years. The Worcester,from 
Boston, has also arrived. 

A Missing Steamer. 
Charleston, S. C., Nov. 2*J.—Steamer 

Gulf Stieam which sailed from New York 
for Charleston on Friday last has not yet 
been heard of. She vfas an extra boat and 
it is believed she had no passe ngers. 

Rattling Steam Pipes Cause a Panic 
In a St. Louis School. 

St. Louis, Nov. 28.—At the Blair school 
today, the steam heating apparatus got out 
of order and the rattling of tne colls coupled 
with escaping steam alarmed the children 
who, fearing an explosion, started for the 
door. Miss Belkina Kreble, the teacher in 
charge got to the door first and prevented a 

stampede. Scarcely had order been restored 
when the noise In the steam pipes was re- 

peated with increased violence and before 
Mis Kreble could reach the door a second 
time the terror stricken children had gained 
the ball. The faithful teacher was borne to 
the fioor and trampled upon, receiving se- 
rious injuries. The excitement spread to 
room No. 10, just opposite, presided over by 
Miss Clara Stickle and the children became 
unmanageable tbere.The shuttling of feet and 
hissing of escaping steam spread the panic 
into room No. 14 where Miss Mary P. Miller 
was in charge and she too, was thrown from 
her feet and trampled upon. The janitor ap- 
peared and did rough but heroic work in pre- 
venting the children from trampling each 
other to death. Two of the the teachers 
Miss Miller ahd Miss Kreble are badly in- 
jured being trampled upon. Seven pupils 
were injured as follows:

PHOTOGRAPHING THE PRESIDENT-ELECT 

Ceneral Harrison Submits with True 

Presbyterian Resignation. 

A Talk with Two United States 
Senators In One Day. 

The Senate Tariff Bill the Principal 
Topic Discussed. 

Indianapolis, Nov. 28.—General Harri. 
son had a busy day of it. In the morning he 
sat for his picture and submitted to the man- 

ipulations of the photographer seventeen 
times. All the afternoon he was conferring at 
his house with Senators Allison and Spoon- 
cer and ex-Speaker Sewell. At 4 30 he walk- 
ed to the New Dennison with the first two. 
Senator Allison left for Washington at 5. 
Senator Spooner left for Chicago at 11. He 
proceeds thence to Washington. 

Mrs' Harrison was out in the afternoon, 
too. She bad the family horse hitched up 
and went down town with her daughter, 
Mrs. McKee, and the baby to do some shop- 
ping. They made a good many Jcalls, and 
ran across, as usual, scores of admiring 
friends. 

The result of the visit of Senators Allison 
and Spooner is a clearer understanding that 
there will be no delay in pushing the Senate 
tariff bill, but nothing but idle gossip was 
contributed to the cabinet dlscuesions. The 
town knew that the conferences were more 
important than any yet held at the President 
elect’s, for United States Senators have not 
turned up together here before, and no visi- 
tors have stayed at the General’s house for 
four hours together until today. The Sena- 
tors, both belore and after they visited Gen. 
Harrison, talked tariff, and they all talked in 
the same way. and it can truthfully be said, 
therefore, not .only that the Senate bill 
is the best Indication of what the future, as 
well as the past tariff policy of the Republi- 
can party is, but also that Republicans East 
and West agree that it is properly so. 

Senator Allison said that he had merely 
stepped over on bis way to the capital, and 
added, with charming innocence, that t 
was no politics in his visit. It would not b 
proper, he said, for him to volunteer the in- 
formation that he should not take a place in 
the cabinet. There is, in truth, nothing 
about this visit that indicates that he will. 

"We shall push the tariff bill as far as. 
sible when we get back to work,” he said 

’’It is a pretty good bill, is it not ?’’ 
“Of course some slight amendments may be found to be necessary. No; I don’t know 

whether Iowa will be represented in the 
cablnt; really 1 know nothing about It.” 

Senator Spooner met Wiley R. McKeen, 
president of the Vandalia road and not a 
cabinet illinns^ihilitv at. t.hr> Vaw [lonniwon 

Dick, Thompson, the ancient mariner of 
l ere Ilaute, who led the Harrison delegates 

to Chicago was with him. 
“No,” said the Wisconsin senator, “all 1 

know about the cabinet is what I’ve seen in 
the papers. Gov. Rusk is a most excellent 
man for anything. Mr. Paine, our national 
committeeman, is another who is fit for any- thing, no matter how good, i’es, I gather 
that the Senate bill will be pushed hard. 
The people have decided that the Republican 
policy is correct, and the Republican party 
is noi foolish enough to abandon it. Tbe 
surplus must be reduced and the Republi- 
cans will do it. The House appears to be 
ours. I should judge Senator Quay k„ows 
what he is talking about when he says that 
the Republicans have a majoriiy.

Healey a Amendments to the Land 
Purchase ■III Acceptable. 

Sensation Created by Constable 
Sullivan In the Commons. 

A Roaster as Used by the Branches of 
the League. 

Lonwojc, Nov. J8.-The debateoa the Irish 
land bill was resumed In the Commons 
this evening. Mr. Mahoney's motion to Insert 
In the bill a new clause to tbe effect that the 
land commission shall take, aa security (at 
payments by tenants of their Investments, 
improvements executed by tbe tenant or bla 
predecessor In his title, was rejected 130 to 
M. 

Mr. Smith, tbe government leader, ap- 
pealed to the House to assist in closing tbe 
discussion on the bill. The government, be 
said, desired meeting the opposition as far aa 
possible and would accept the series of 
amend menu proposed by Mr. Healey relat- 
ing to tbe sub-letting to laborers and also a 
provision that the land commission shall not 
sanction the advance of money to a tenant 
unless they are certain the application of the 
tenant was not made under duress. The 
government also Intended to promote the 
Dili dealing with registration or titles. 

Messrs. Motley and Show Lelevre both 
expressed themselves .atistint with these 
concessions. Mr. Smith thereupon moved 
the purchase bill bo read a third time. 

Mr. Haaley objected on account ol undue 
baste and the House adjourned 

The Attempted service of Summon* 
In the House of Commons. 

Lo.ndo.v, Nov. 28.—The attempt of the 
Irish constable, Jeremiah Sullivan, to serve 
a summons upon Mr. David Sheehy in the 
lobby of tbe House of Commons, bas creat- 
ed a more profound sensation than was at 
first believed, though the indignation aroused 
in the House by the affair was outspoken 
and general Mr Sheehy’s statement of the 
Incident as a question of privilege, interrupt- 
ing the consideration of the land purchase 
bill in committee, proved a wet blanket up- 
on the progress of the bill, so far as Tory 
persistence was concerned, for the rest ol 
the night, and the discussion of the measure 
thereafter dragged along wearily until Mr. 
Balfour, in an extremely mild manner, mov- 
ed closure after Mr. Conybeare’s severe 
strictures upon the government's Irish poli- 
cy. 

The brief proceedings of the committee of 
inquiry appointed to investigate the circum 
stances of the service of the summons upon 
Mr. Sheehy. elicited the fact that Inspectors 
Loundes and Jennings had instructed Con- 
stable Sullivan that the service of the sum 
mons upon Mr. Sheehy was a matter of ex- 
treme urgency, and Sullivan’s further testi- 
mony disclosed the fact that be had received 
£10 from the Inspectors to defray his ex- 
penses in proceeding immediately to London 
and serving the writ in whatever place he 
■night find Mr. Sheehy. It is certain 
that Inspectors Loundes and Jennings will 
be summoned before the committee at Its 
meeting on Thursday, and possibly Mr. Bal 
four himself will be required to give testi- 
mony. 

The League’s Roasters, 
London, Nov. 28.—Several witnesses were 

examined before the Parnell commission to- 
day, in reference to outrages in the Castle 
Island district. County Kerry. Maurice 
Kennedy, a farmer, reluctantly gave evi- 
dence regarding the proceedings of the local 
league, of which he himself was a member. 
He had heard the word “roaster” used at 
meetings of the league, but did not know its 
meaning.

ADAMS MUSE MERRILL. 

The Pioneer Of the State Industry In 
Plscatlquls County. 

The many friends of Hon. Adams U. Mer- 
rill, of Williamsburg, will regret to learn of 
his death, which occurred Tuesday at the 
age of 83 years. 

Adams Huse Merrill was the pioneer in 
the slate business, which is today one of the 
most Important industries in Piscatlsquls 
county. He was born at Belfast April 3, 
1805. He only attended the public schools 
until 17 years of age, but through life be has 
been a close student and Is in every sense of 
the word a self-made man. 

When lfi years of age his father moved on 
to a farm in Williamsburg in this county. 
His first business In life was that of a farmer. 
About 1840 he engaged in lumbering on the 
east branch of the Penobscot river and was 

successful In his undertakings. He resided 
for a time at East Corinth and built their the 
fine residence now owned by Hon. John Mor 

In 1852 he moved from Corinth to Williams- 
burg, where he bought the land where his 
quarrying operations have since been carried 
on, of two W elshmen, William Hughs and 
Benjamin Williams and that year he com- 
menced the business of quarrying rooting 
slate. He also purchased other tracts of 
land In that town and became an extensive 
land owner there. 

When be entered upon the business of mao- 
facturing slate, there was no way of t- uns- 
porting it to market except by drawing It to 
tide water at Bangor witn mules and horses 
and tben shipping It to Boston by vessels. 

Almost any other person would have been 
discouraged from attempting to build up a 
new enterprise under such circumstances. 
But his indomitable energy triumphed, and 
be has U\ed to reap-the boutiful harvest for 
his labors in those dark days, as the present 
profitable and thriving slate business of 
which be was the manager, amply asserts. 

Wheu the subject of building the Bangor 
A Piscatlquls railroad Into liie Ptscatlquls 
valley was first agitated, he was foremost in 
his efforts to secure It. tie was one of the 
very first to call the attention of the public 
to the demands that existed for a railroad. 
His letters to the newspapers at the time rel- 
ative to this matter and to the resources of 
this count) aided very materially In bring 
lug about this result. He has represented 
his district in the legislature of Maine, and 
held public offices In his town. For many 
years he was a prominent Kepubllcan per- 
sonage In county, district and state conven- 

tions, and always took a lively interest In 
the welfare of that party. He has for manv 

years been an active and worthy member ot 
tbe Congregational church. He married the 
eldest daughter of Capt. Ebenezer Ureeulief, 
who was la former years known all over 
Maine as a prominent land surveyor. 

Uls life has been a busy one as well as a 

successful one, and he was the originator of 
the slate manufacturing business In that 
county. Its present thrifty condition Is 
largely due to his exertions under very unfa- 
vorable conditions, and when “the times” 
were not as good as now. 

In those early days, before a railroad Into 
that couDt7 bad been dreamed of, he beheld 
riches in rocks and had faith in the unbound 
ed natural wealth within tbe realm of Piscat- 
aquis county. He went to work with a will 
to develop It, and by overcoming numerous 
obstacles,which we at this day cannot possib- 
ly appreciate, be succeeded In building up an 

enterprise which has not only been an honor 
to Its founder, but has also benefited the 
whole county and allot Its Industrious citi- 
zens.

Mr. Ilart, the Republican candidate for 
Mayor of Boston, lias been endorsed by a 
convention of “citizens,” and if the citizens’ 
movement represents any considerable num- 
ber of voters Mr. Hart’s election would seem 
to be assured. When party lines are drawn 
taut Boston is Democratic by a large major- 
ity, but in municipal contests of late years 
party lines have to a considerable extent ' 
been disregarded. Last year Mr. Hart came 
very near an election, though he was then 
only a party candidate, a great many Demo- 
crats preferring him to Mr. O’Brien. An- 
other year of office has by no means tended 
to increase the latter’s popularity, and the 
opposition in his own party has undoubtedly 
grown stronger. There would seem then to 
be little doubt of the election of Mr. Hart. 

VY ith bow much income should a mau be 
satisfied? is not not a bad question for 
Thanksgiving Day.

But it cau hardly be said to be a general rule 
of nature that mankind is apt to be satisfied 
with less than a superfluity of this world’s 
goods. As the number who enjoy what they 
consider a superfluity is exceedingly limited, 
the great majority o( mankind must belong 
to the class of the mildly or violently dis- 
satisfied. lu the December number of the 
Forum Magazine Mr. Edward Atkinson pre- 
sents some plausible aud apparently correct 
arguments in relation to the subject of an- 
nual income that ought to change the dissat- 
isfaction of some into satisfaction, though of 
the discontent of others it will only iucrease 
the bitterness. The conclusion of Mr. At- 
kinson’s reasoning is that the net income, on 
the average, to each workingman or woman 
who is not in the public service or sustained 
by the taxes is not ever five hundred and 
twenty dollars a year; or rather what five 
hundred and twenty'dollars a year will buy 
for their own consumption. The calcula- 
tions were based upon the census of 1880; 
aud probably the people of America are a 
little better off than they were eight years 
ago in this world’s goods. But there cannot 
be much difference; and the general fact 
must remain that the mass of the people of 
this country are dependent upon bread-win- 
ners who get less than six hundred a year- 
“In 1880,” writes Mr. Atkinson, “the aver- 
age family group consisted of five persons; 
the working group consisted of a fraction 
under three persons, one of whom sustained 
two others. The time had not yet come, 
when the work of women and children for 
gain or money payment could or can be 
spared; it will be many long years before 
the head of every family of five persons can 
produce enough, or can procure enough by 
hisowD exertions for the support, in com- 
fort and welfare, of four persons dependent 
upon him. This would be true if we were to 
consume for mere subsistence everything 
that we produce, if the total product were 
divided evenly and consumed, there would 
not be enough to raise the general level much 
above what It now is, and the next genera- 
tion would then suffer want because we had 
eaten up or worn out that part of the product 
which oight to have been saved in the form 
of capital.” To make up for the abundance 
of the wealthy, who are usually esteemed the 
fortunate, many incomes must of course fall 
lo very rnouesi ngures inueea to preserve the 
average. Every breadwinner may conclude, 
if we are to trust Mr. Atkinson’s reasoning, 
that whatever he has over six hundred dol' 
lars a year in the necessaries and comforts 
of life is a standing reminder that his neigh- 
bor is having less than the six hundred. 
And to-day is the best day in the year to 
heed this reminder. 

The People’s Meat Supply. 
A committee of the United States Senate 

began an investigation in St. Louis last week 
that ought, if properly conducted, to be of 
unusual importance and interest in all parts 
of the country. For the last six years the 
cattlemen of the West have seen the prices 
which they were able to get for their product 
decline steadily. Of course this would be a 
natural phenomenon if the supply of cattle 
was continually increasing and the prices of 
the beef in the Eastern markets were as low 
or lower than formerly. But the cattlemen 
charge that neither of these conditions are 
existing. The supply of cattle sent from the 
ranges of the West to the great cattle market 
of Chicago,—and Chicago monopolizes the 
Western cattle market from the Gulf of Mex- 
ico to the British possessions—is smaller 
than formerly they say, and the price of 
dressed beef in the Eastern markets is higher 
than ever. The cattlemen would be stupid 
indeed if they did not enquire why the prices 
which they get for their cattle are smaller 
than ever before. It cannot be because the 
slaughtering and marketing Is more expen- 
sive than formerly, for in the great estab- 
lishments of Chicago the industry has been 
reuuceu 10 so scieiniuc a oasis mat me waste 
is absolutely nothing. The hides are taken 
off by trained experts who do their work so 
well that the hides sell for a cent a pound 
more than those taken off by ordinary butch- 
ers; the horns go to the comb and knife 
handle makers: the shin bones to the knife 
handle and tooth brush manufacturers; the 
knuckle bones are valuable for acid phos- 
phate ; from the feet and hoofs comes neats- 
footoil and a commercial, fertilizer; from 
waste fat oleomargarine is made; and in 
short there is absolutely no part of the ani- 
mal that is not profitably utilized in these 
great butcher shops. So effective is the 
economy that sfiialler concerns cannot com- 

pete successfully. Taken at once with in- 
creased railroad facilities and lower prices 
for cattle from the ranges, this economy has 
enabled the dressed beef shippers of Chicago 
to extend their operations into nearly every 
State and community. This has resulted in 
a great economic change in the conditions oi 
supply and demand in the beef business oi 
the country; and it is not surprising that 
there has been clashing of conflicting inter- 
ests. The fact that Chicago practically 
monopolizes the business and that in Chicagc 
four firniB, known as the “Big Four,” Ar- 
mour & Co., Swift & Co., Hammond & Co., 
and N. Morris do a large share, if not about 
all, of the business has increased the distrust 
and suspicion of cattle raisers and dealers 
who have suspected that they, with the con- 
sumers of the East, are made the victims of 
a great monopoly. The agitation reached 
Congress and last May President Ingalls of 
the Senate appointed a special committee to 
examine fully the questions relating to meat 
production in the United States, and espec- 
ially to see whether combinations have been 
formed, by butchers or by transportation 
companies or by dealers to so control the 
trade as to diminish the price paid to the 
producer without lessening the cost of meal 
to the consumer. The committee examined 
a few witnesses only at St. Louis last week, 
and then adjourned untii December 5th, 
Two of tile witnesses, representing the pro- 

ucers of the East and the West, gave testi- 
mony reported as follows in a St. Louis 
paper: 

Win. Peters, a resident of Alleghany (,’itv, doing 
business for the last thirty-six years lu Pittsburg 

IS a retail butcher, testified that the three ] 
iressed-beef firms that had regular houses in 
Pittsburg, where they sold meat, were Armour & 
Co., Swift Bros and Nets Morris Whether they t 
had au umlei st-tnding among them as to prices 
witness did rot know, but the three firms sold 
meat at about t>e same prices. Tbe Pittsburg t 
live slock markets bad fallen off oue half, or 
nearer two thirds, during the last few years. A 
few years ago many Pittsburg butchers bought 
regularly on the S'. Louis market, but that has ail , 
been done away with. It was getting bo now that 
a farmer could not sell one or two bullocks to 
local butchers, and if he raised five or twenty he , 
was compelled to ship them to Chicago, and take 
tits chances on the market. A farmer nowadays l 
was about compelled to ask Armour and the , other dre8sed-beef men whether he could 
raise any steers for meat or not. Jef- 
ferson Reynolds, of Las Vegas, N. M., a raiser 
and shipper of cattle, testified that the continuous 
decline m prices the ranchmen received for their 
steers was always a matter of surprise to them, 
when they learned that prices to consumers in the 
East were not declined at all. The witness went 
to Hartford, Conn., and found that meat was 
higher than It had been when prices were up. 
This was true In New York hotels and in the New 
England butcher shops—everywhere witness went 
to enquire and look at hills paid for meat, There 
waB a sudden drop In prices from *17 to 35 a head 
down to an average oi *17 a head. These cattle 
would run front 860 to 1200 pounds a head. Wit- 
ness examined the meat and was impressed with 
ttie fact that it was mostly range meat from his 
part of the country—Texas and New Mexico. He 
asked these men why they did not come directly to the West and take advantage of low prices, and 
they replied ttiat they were afraid to do so on ac- 
count of ihe opposition of the heavy dealers at 
Chicago. 

Is it so that the beef barons of Chicago are 

controlling the meat supply of the country, 
using their power to diminish the profits of 
the producer of beef and increase the cost to 
the consumer? This Is a question of great 
Inteiest, and the country will be anxious to 
know what the Honorable Senators find out 
about it.

CONCERNING BOOK8. 

BY E. CAVAZZA. 

In the Woods and Elsewhere. By Thomas 
Hill. The immediate impression gained in 
reading this volume of verse is of pure, 
spontaneous poetry, the unaffected expres- 
sion of a rarely exalted and comprehensive 
mind. With all his profound learning, per- 
haps the more because of it—Dr. Hill’s 
*M*v -'*v <■ UUU UlUIJlir, UUU lull U1 JUJ- 
ous recognition of the wonders of the created 
world. In bis modes of thought there is re- 
semblance to Wordsworth and to Emerson; 
while in expression he is more lyric than the 
one aud less remote than the other. His 
verse is original in the best sense of the 
word; it suggests the belief that if the art of 
poetry had never been formulated, Dr. Hill 
would have found the way to sing his songs, 
readily and heartily as a bird upon a bough. 
Observation of nature and the sentiment 
with which it inspires him form the theme 
of those of his poems which rank most highly 
as literature. 

The ode In the Woods is a perfect prelude 
to the other poems of the volume; it is pene- 
trated by a pious rapture which—in absence 
of an apter phrase—may be called Christian 
pantheism; while its delicately varied verse, 
unrhymed, is as graceful as the motion of 
wind-swayed leaves. Rue-leaved Anemone 
is a tenderly imagined poem. The Thrushes 
is an exquisite lyric, and in every way a rep- 
resentative expression of its author’s poetic 
gift. The Earliest Firefly and Antlopa are 
delicate and exalted in tone; while in Quando 
Yeniet Lux is touched a deeper note. Beech 
Hill, entirely of the local color of New Eng- 
land. has also the graphic spirituality of 
Herbert’s verse or Bunyan’s prose. In De 
Republica, a powerful image is well sus. 
tained. A Winter Sketch is charming—as 
simple as We are Seven and more uncon- 

scious, The various examples of religious 
poetry are animated by faith and devotion. 
Among these the hymn of the freed Africans 
is notable for condensed imagery and for 
fine handling of a not unusual metre, whereby 
the opening stanzas are made as barbaric in 
musical quality as a theme from Aida. In 
translations from the classics and from Ger- 
man authors Dr. Hill is also fortunate. 

Several of his finest poems have been, thus 
far, purposely left unnoticed, in order to 
group them according to a technical distinc- 
tion. as Studies of T.atfn metre nnnlierf te 

English prosody. Dr. Hill has not been the 
first to wish to enlarge the metrical resources 
of English verse; the matter has been much 
discussed—notably by Mr. Swinburne, re- 

garding it, perhaps too little tolerantly, 
from his height of phenomenal ability as a 
classicist. Lord Tennyson has made several 
ex|>eriments In strict quantity; more pleas- 
ing than the elaborate essays of the laureate 
have been the unaffected adaptation of the 
hexameter in Professor Longfellow’s Evan- 
geline, the excellent accents of the Amours 
de Voyage, by Mr. Clough; the narrative 
elegiacs of Mr. A. J. Munby’s Dprothy, or 
the magnificent lyric treatment of the same 
metre in Mr. Swinburne’s Evening on the 
Broads In presence of these brilliant dem- 
onstrations, Dr. Hill’s classic measures hold 
their own satisfactorily. He frankly accepts 
the conditions of the English language; over- 

weighted witli consonants, it is not readily 
amenable to the rules of quantity, and hence 
—as also for reason of the fact that the 
modern ear has not inherited perception 
of whatever pleasure quantity was able 
to afford to the old Romans—he under- 
stands that English verse must depend upon 
accent, inherent in it and recognizable by Its 
readers and hearers. The Marsh—the first 
of these adaptations of classic metre in Dr. 
Hill’s volume—Is excellent in local color and 
In its Homeric roll-call of the company of 
flower and leaf. The running over of the 
sense Iron, one line to the next which some- 
times leaves a preposition or particle hang- 
ing in air at the end of the line—although 
fully sanctioned by classic models—is not 
quite acceptable to an English ear In the 
poem, Mile Run, tills effect occurs but once, 
and the movement of the verse is rich and 
spontaneous. A delightful metre is found in 
The Wintsr is Past. The verses upon The 
Bloodroot, classic in feeling as in form, yet 
preserve the atmosphere of New England. 

This volume, selected from the verse writ- 
ten by Dr. Hill In course of the last forty 
years, proves him to be one whose office of 
poet has sought him, not he the office. (Bos- 
ton : CuppleB & nurd; Portland: Lorlng, 
Short & Harmon.) 

The Philistines. By Arlo Bates. The 
personages to whom Mr. Bates introduced 
the readers of his clever and strong novel, The 

’agans, reappear among the Philistines, 
’hese titles are of course, the shorthand 
xpresslon of the artistic aud the materialis. 
ic elements of society. It Is a pity, however 
hat Mr. Bates should not have continued a 
lewer name than Philistine for the tribe of 
’rudhomme, since his title The Pagans Is so 
uueli more comprehensive than tho over- 

vorked word Bohemian. Especially in the 
larlier novel, llie two parties are sharply de- 
nied, without recognition of left, right, and 
:entre. The Pagans are aggressive, brist- 
ing with epigram, enthusiastic in their pes- 
ilmlsin. The Philistines are, frankly and 
oylessly, worshippers of money and of con- 

rentionality. In tha later novel, possibly 
lot so amusing as the first, there is however 
t decided advance in literary quality and a 

nore consolidated and sympathetic act. Mr. 
Hates—and this is a good sign—appears to 
iike his imaginary acquaintances ot both 
jroups the better the longer he lives among 
them. He concerns himself more with their 
tendencies and less with their demonstra- 
tions ; he allows the strong natures to vindi- 
cate themselves and the weak to prepare 
their own downfall. While neither of the 
two novels leaves behind it a hopeful im- 
pression, the Philistines, at least, is very 
wholesome. The character of Fenton—with 
his intricate and systematic illusions, bis 
fatal irresponsibility, his dangerous gifts of 
ready passion and dramatic speech—is ad- 
mirably ascertained and handled with power. 
Perhaps Mr. Bates talks somewhat too much 
about Fenton—who was quite able to charac- 
terize himself; at all events, the figure is 
clearly defined, aud one need not cavil at the 
method chosen. A genuine triumph of ver- 

ity is the episode of Fenton’s audacious and 
quibbling defence before the club committee. 
That passage alone should make the fortune 
of the work. Mr. Arlo Bates, then, is to be 
credited with an honest, refined and strong 
arraignment of certain social phases, ar- 

rayed in the form of extremely clever fiction. 
Perhaps later ho may choose to write a ro- 

mance where—as in that incomparable Span- 
ish novel, Maximina—there may be at least 
one halcyon's nest among the bitter waves of 
social enmity and fraud. (Boston: Ticknor 
A Co.: Portland: Loring, Short A Harmon.) 

Casimir Maremma, Sir Arthur Help’s 
thoughtful novel, which includes with its 
agreeable story some keen considerations of 
modorn English life, is reprinted in Messrs. 
Roberts Brother Handy Library of standard 
literature. It belongs to the Kingsley school 
of fiction, is suggestive, wholesome and 
charming,—in every way to be recommended 
to American readers. Portland: Loring, 
Short A Harmon.) 

A Gallant Fight, by Marian Hnrland, is a 

novel with a singular plot—one which, al- 
though handled with this favorite author’s 
refinement and rightmindedness, is not 
quite adapted to the young girls who form so 

large a part of her affectionate constituency. 
It is not a wholesome story, nor one which 
needed to be written. Such a theme, disa- 
greeable as it is, might have been brilliantly 
and subtly developed by a novelist of the 
new school, writing for persons experienced 
in the tangles of existence. But from Marian 
Harland, one expects a story that shall be 
spicy in style, full of interest and movement, 
but dealing with the less complex conditions 
of life and suited to help rather to confuse 
the ideals of the reader. So popular an au- 
thor cannot afford to make so serious a mis- 
take in choice of material for her work. 
(New York: Dodd, Mead & Co.; Fortland: 
Loring, Short & Harmon.) 

Ireland Under Coercion. By W. H. Hurl- 
but. In this volume, Mr Hurlbut records 
his observations and studies of the condition 
of Ireland, dominated Dy England and de- 
moralized by mistaken patriotism on the 
part of her own people. This false patriot- 
ism is fostered by politicians abroad, and 
will yet—in the brilliant words of Mr. Hurl- 
but—diversify with its blood-red flowers and 
explosive fruits the social order of other 
countries. He observes and records with 
the trained eye and hand of a practised jour- 
nalist; and while the temper of his work is 
of the best, his conclusions are decided. He 
finds the conditionpf affairs grave indeed, 
but not unmanageable were the Irish nation 
used to self-rule, though complicated by ma- 

terial as well as by moral interests. He has 
seen; peasant landowners in Brabant aud 
Flanders “who could give the ideal Irish 
agent of the Nationalist newspapers lessons 
in rack-renting.’’ He notes that Ireland, 
like most agricultural countries, has lately 
suffered from the fall in prices following a 

time of great prosperity; and he has a con- 

viction that serious attention on the part of 
the British government, before the year 
1879, to the Currency Question could have 
pieveuieu me lonuuuon ur uie oauu 

League. He has seen nothing of 
the Coercion so clamorously descant- 
ed upon by Nationalist speakers and 
writers; he finds the press entirely frte; 
and incisively remarks that if this state of 
things be coercion from the British or Irish 
point of view, he is content to be an Ameri- 
can citizen. “Ours,” he declares, “is a gov- 
ernment not of emotions, but of statutes, 
and most Americans, I think, will agree 
with me that the sage was right who de- 
clared it to be better to live where nothing 
is lawful than where everything is lawful ?” 

Each new edition of the works of the hon- 
ored and beloved John Ureenleaf Whittier Is 
a fresh wave of benefit to flow across the 
world. What a noble chorus of testimony 
would arise in praise of the poet, if 
everyone whom his verse has uplifted, 
directed and comforted could find the 
fit words to thank him I One of the 
occupations of his eighty-first year has 
been to oversee the publication of a beau- 
tiful new edition, flexible and convenient 
to hold in the hand, print and paper choice 
to touch and eye; an edition perfectly adapt- 
ed for enjoyment and use. It will be com- 

prised in seven volumes, of which the first 
two, Narrative and Legendary, and Poems 
of Nature, Reminiscent and Religious, ar 
now ready. Mr. Whittier has permitted tbe 
publishers to include some early poems 
which he had discarded, in order that this 
edition may present a complete serieB of his 
works. The volumes are graced by portraits 
of the poet at various periods of his life. 
May the publishers find it needful to add 
many more volumes to the series, and have 
engraved a frontispiece which shall repre- 
sent Mr. Whittier strong and beautiful in 
the majesty of a hundred years of youth.

Mes3rs. Houghton & Mifflin publish a dain- 
ty little volume, entitled Flowers and Fruit, 
composed of selections from the writings of 
Mrs. Harriet Beecher Stowe. The beautiful 
imagery and the compact thoughts of this 
wonderful woman lend themselves well to 
choice of extracts. The volume is carefully 
indexed according to books and topics.

Scotch Cap. By J. A. K., is an admirable 
book for boys.

A reckless set of young fellows 
have had tilings in their ow'n way; when two 
other boys, equally adventurous and full of 
fun, combine to break up their mean plans.

The book is written with 
complete understanding of boys, what they 
like and what they dislike.
