How the Congress Met and Listened
+ tothe Message.

WasminaTox, Dec. 3.—The second session
of the Fiftisth Congress met to-day. The
Senate was called to order at 12 o’clock. The
galleries were filled exeept those of the Pres-
ident and diplomatic corps. A committee
was appointed to notify the President that
the Senate was ready toreceive any commu-
nication he might have to make, The Sen-
ate then took a recess until .30 p. m. At

The recent election was the chief topic of
conversation but their was no bitter feeling
manlfested, jocose raillery on the part of the
Republicans and patient resignation on the
glrt of the Democrats being everywhere evi-

ent. The Republican members who are
prominently mentioned in connection with
the apmkerahlp came in for an extra share
of telicitions, it being ﬁneullr econceded on
the floor that the next House will be Repub-
lican with from 3 to 7 majority.

AL12 o'clock the House was called to
order. A committee was appointed to walit
upon the President and inform him that
Congress was ready to receive any communi-
cation he might desire to transfer. The
House then took a recess till 1.30.

After recess the committee appointed to

A Gloomy Farewsll,

President Cleveland’s Last Annual
Message to Congress,

He Finds the Citizen Trampled by
Trusts and Monopolies,

While the Rich and the Poor are Di-
viding into Classes.

The Country, However, Scems to be
Getting on Very Well,

With Tranquility at Home and Peace
with Other Powers.

No Specific Recommendation Regard-
ing Tariff Revision,

Except the 0ld Demand for Freo Raw
Materials,

The Regrettable Oceurrence in Which
Lord Sackville Took Part.

Our Financial Condition, Army and
Navy Matters,

To the Congress of the United States :

As you assemble fer the discharge of the
duties you have assumed as the representa-
tives of a free and generous people, your
meeting Is marked by an interesting and im-
pressive incident. With the expiration of
the present session of the Congress, the first
century of our constitutional existence asa
nation will be completed. Our survival for
one hundred years is not suflicient to assure
that we no longer have dangers to fear in the
maintenance, with all its promised blessings,
of a government founded upon the freedom
of the people. The time rather admonishes
us to soberly inquire whether, in the past,
we have always kept within the course of
safety, and whether we have before us a
way plain ard clear, which leads to happi-
ness and perpetuity.

When the experiment of our government
was undertaken, the charter adopted for our
guidance was the Constitution. Departore
from the lines there laid down is failure. It
is omly by a strict adherence to the direction
they indicate, and by restraint within the
limitations they fix, that we can furnish
proof to the world of the fitness of the
American people for sel{-government.

The equal and exact justice of which we
boast as the underlying principle of our in-
stitutions should not be confined to the rela-
tion of our citizens to each other, The gov-
ernment itself is under bond to the Ameri-
can people that in the exercise of its func-
tions and powers it will deal with the body
of our citizens in a manner serupulously
honest and fair and absolutely just. It has
agreed that American citizenship shall be
the vnly ecredential necessary to justify the
claim of equality before the law, and that no
condition in life shall give rise to diserimina-
tion in the treatment of people by their gov-
ernment,

DEMOCBATIC SIMPLICITY.

The citizen of our republic in its early
days rigidly insisted upon full compliance
with the letter of this bond, and saw stretch-
ing out before him a clear field for individu-
al endeavor. His tribute to the support of
his governmeant was measured by the cost of
its economical maintenance, and he was se-
cure in the enjoyment of the remaining re-

y and contented toil.
10se days the frugality of the people was
stamped upon their government, and- was
enforced by the free, thoughtful, and iutellj-
gent suffrage of the citizen, Combinations,
monopolies and aggregations of capital were
either avoided or sternly regula and re-
strained. Thepowmp and glitter of govern-
ments less free offered no temptation and
presented no delusion to the plain people
who, side by side in friendly competition,
wrought for the ennoblement and dignity of
man, for the solution of the problem of free
government and for the achievement of the
nd destiny awaiting the land whien God
E:l given them,
A FOREBODING OF EVIL.

A century has passed. Our cities are the
abidiog places of wealth and luxury; our
manufactories yield fortunes very little
dreamed of by the fathers of the republie;
our business men are madly striving in the
race for riches, and immense "gations of
capital oulrun the imagination in the magni-
tude of their undertakings. We view with
pride and satisfaction this bright pictme of
our country’s growth and prosperity, while
only a eloser scrutiny develops a sombre
shading. Upun more careful inspection we
find tiv: wealth and luxury of our cltles
mingled with poverty and wretehedness and
unremunerative toil. A crowded and con-
stantly Inereasing urban population suggests
the impoverishment of rural sections and
diseontert with agricultural pursuits. The
farmer's son, not satisfied with his father’s
simple and laborious life, joins the er
chase for easily acquired wealth. We dis-
cover that the fortunes realized by our
manufacturers are no lopger solely the re-
ward of sturdy industry and enlightened
foresight, but that they result from the
diseriminating favor of the Government,
and are largely built up on undoe exae-
tions from tl'lle masses of our people. The
gulf between employers and the employed is
constantly widening, and classes are rapidi
forming ; one comprising the very rich
powerful, while in another are found the
toiling poor.

TRUSTS AND MONOPOLIES.

As we view the achievements of aggre-
gated capital we discover the existence of
trusts, combinations and monopolies, while
the citizen is stroggling far in the rear, or is
trampled to death beneath an iron heel.

1S THE GOVERNMENT EXTREAVAGANT?

Still congratulating ourselves uvon the
wealth and prosperity of our country, and
complacently contemplating every incident
of change inseparable from these conditions,
it is our duty as patriotic citizens to inquire,
at the present stage of our progress, how the
bond of the government made with the
ple has been kept and performed.  [ns
of iimiting the tribute drawn from our eiti-
zens to the necessities of its economical ad-
ministration, the government jursists in ex-
acting from the substance of the people mil-
lione which, unapplied and useless, lie dorm-
ant in its treasury,  This flagrant injnstice
and this breach of faith and obligation add
to extortion the danger attending the diver-
sion of the currency of the country from the
legitimate channels of business. nder the
same laws by which these results are pro-
duced the government permits many millions
more to be added to the cost of the living of
our people and to be taken from our consum-
ers, which unreasonably swell the profits of
a small but powerful minority. The people
must still be taxed for the suﬁporl. of the

overnment under the operation of tariff
aws, but to the extent that the mass of our
citizens are inordinately burdened beyund
any useful public pul&ose. and for the bene.
fit of a fayored few the government, under
pretext of an exercise of its uxhui Fowara.
enters gratultously into  partuers
tbese favorites, to their advantage and to the
injury of a vast majority of our people. This
is not equality before the law.

INJURIOUS TO THE BODY POLITIC,

The existing situation Is Injurfous to the

health of our entire body politic. It stifles,

in those for whose benefit it is permitted, all
patriotic love of country, and substitutes in
its place selfish greed and grasping avarice.
Devotion to American eitizenship for its
own sake and for what It sheuld accomplish
as a motive to our nation’s advancement and
the happlness of all our people is displayed
by the assumption that the government, in-
stead of being the embodiment of equality, Is
but an instrumentality through which espee-
ial and individual advautages are to be
gained. The arrogance of this assumption is
It appears in the sordid dis-
rd of all but personal interests, in the
usal to abate for the benefit of others one
iota of selfish advan , and in combina-
tious to perpetuate such advantages through
efforta to control legislation and improperly
influence the suffrages of the people.
THE MASSES AND THE CLASSES.

The grievances not included within the eir-
cle of these beneficiaries, when fully realized
will surely arouse irritation and discontent.
Our farmers, lonz suffering and patient,
struggling in the race of life with the hard-
st and most unremitting toll, will not fall to

n for accumulation. Our working-
men, enfranchised from all delusions

homes, freedom for themselves and their
children from the doom of perpetual servi-
tude, an open door to their advancement
beyond the limits of a laboring class. Oth-
ers of our citizens whose comforts and ex-
nditures are measured by moderate salar-
es and fixed incomes will insist upon the
fairness and justice of cheapening the cost
of necessaries for themselves and their fami-
lies. When to the selfishness of the benefic-
iaries of ungust discrimination under our
laws there be added the discontent of
those who suffer from such discrimination,

NECESSITY OF TARIFF REFORM.

A just and sensible revision of our tariff
laws should be made for the relief of those
of our countrymen who suffer under present
conditions. Snch a revision should receive
the support of all who love that justice and

uality due to American citizenship; of all
who realize that under this justice and
equality our government finds its strength
and its power protect the citizen and his
roperty; of all who believe that the con-
nted competence and comfort of muz ac-
cofd better with the spirit of our institu-
stions than eolossal fortunes unfairi gshw-
ed in the hands of a few ;who appmil that

the forbearance and fraternity among our
, W recognize the v

mle ue of every
rican interest, are the surest guaranty
of our national progress, and of all who de-
sireto see the products of American skill
and ingenuity in every market of the world
with a resulting restoration of American
commerce.

The necessity of the reduction of our
revenue is so apparent astobe generall
conceded. But means by which this
eud shall be accomplished and the sum of
direct benefit which shall result to our citi-
zens present a controversy of the utmost im-
portance, There should be no scheme ac-
cepted as satisfactory by which the burdens
of the people are m:k apparently removed.
Extravagant appropriations of public money
with all their oralizing consequence
should not be tolerated, either as a means of
relieving the Treasury of its present surplus
or as furnishing a pretext for resistinga
proper reduction In tariff rates. Existing
evils and injustice should be honestiy re-
cognized, boldly met and effectively rem-
edied. T'here should be no cessation of the
struggle until a plan is perfected, fair and
conservative toward existing inaustries, but
which will reduce the costto consumers of
the necessaries of life, while it provides for
our manufacturers the advantage of freer
raw mna Is and permits no injury to the
interests of American labor.

The cause for which the battle is waged is
comprised within lines clearly and dist nc:lJ
defined. It should never be compromised.
It is the people’s cause.

SELFISHNESS AND GREED.

It cannot be denied that the selfish and
private interests which are so persistently
heard when efforts are made to deal in a just
and comprehensive manner with our tariff
laws are related to, if they are not responsi-

ble for, the sentiment largely prevailing
amon t'ha;‘peopls that the 4 l:‘l

geperal govern-
| ment sthehf.ounuln of individual agg ri-

vate aid; t it may be expe to relieve
with paternal care the d s of citizens
and communities, and that from the fuliness
of its treasury it should, upon the slightest
possible pretext of promoting the general
good, apply public fupids to the benefit of lc-
calitles and individuals. Nor can it be de-
nied that there is a growing assumption as
against the government and in favor of pri-
vate claims and interests,the usual rules and
limitations of business edprineln!ea and just
dealing should be waived. These ideas have
been unbappily much encouraged by leglsla
tive acquiescence. Relief from contracts

made with the government is too easily ac-
co i favor of the eitizen, The failure
to support claims nst the government by
proof is often sapplied by no better consider-

ation than the wealth of the government and
the poverty of the claimant. Gratuities in
the form of pensions are granted upon no
other real ground than the needy condition
of the applicant, or for reasons less valid,
and large sums are expended for public
buildings and other lmrronments upon rep-
resentetions scarcely claimed to be related to
public needs and necessities. The extent to
which the consideration of such matters sub-
ordinates and tpones action upon sub-
ects of great public importance, but involv-
ng uo special, private or partisan interest,
»llmnld arrest attention and lead to reforma-
Lion.
INSTANCES IN POINT.

A few of the numercus illustrations of this
condition may be stated. The crowded con-
dition of the calendar of the supreme court
and the delay for suiters and the denial of
Jjustice resulting therefrom,has been strongly
urged upon the attention of Congress with a
glln for the relief of the situation, approved

y those able to judge of its merits. While
this subject remains without effective consid-
eration, many laws have been E:.nud provid-
ing for the hulding of terms of inferior courts
at places to suit the convenience of localities,
or to lnyllhe foundation of an ‘:Egllcstlon for
the erection of a new publie building.

Repeated recommendations have been sub-
mitted for the amendent and change of the
laws relating to our public lands, so that
their spoilition and diversion to other
uses than as homes for honest settlers might
be prevented. le a measure to meet the
conceded necessity of reform remains await-
ing the action of Congress, many claims to
the public lands and lp%l}smuons for their
donation in favor of Stal and individuals
have been allowed. A plan in aid of Indian
management, recommended by those well in-
formed as containing valuable features in
furtherance of the solution of the Indian
problem, has thus far failed of legislative
sanction, while grants of doubtful expedien-
ey to railroad cor?orntlons. permitting them
to pass through Indian reservations, have
greatly multiplied.

BUILDINGS NEEDED AT WASHINGTON,

The propriety and necessity of the erection
of one or more prisons for the ‘confinement
of Upited States convicts and a post office
building in the national eapital are not dis-

puted. But these needs yet remain unan-
swered, while scores of public buildings have
been erected where their necessity for pub-
lie purposes is not apparent.

THE PENSION LAWS,

A revision of our pension laws could easily
be made, which would rest upon just princi-
ples and provide for every worthy applicant.
But while our general pension laws remain

APPROPRIATION BILLS LOADED DOWN.

Appropriation bills for the support of the
government are defaced by items and pro-
visions to meet private ends, and it is freely
asserted by responsible and experlenced par-
ties that a bill appropriating money for pub-

liec internal improvements would fail to meet
with favor unless it contained items more for
local and priv vantage than for pablic
benefit. These statements can be much em-
phasized by an ascertainment of the propor-
tion of Federal legislation, which ei{)t?er

hears upon its face its private character, or
which, upon examination, develops such =&
motive power. And yet the people wait and
expect from their chosen representatives
such patriotic action as will advance the
welfare of the entire country, and this ex-
tation can onlf be answered by the per-
ormance ol publie duty with unselfish ‘pur-
pose. Our misslon among the nations of the
edrth and our success in actomplishing the
work God has given the American people to
do require of those intrusted with the mak-
ing and execution of our laws per{act devo-
tion, above all other things; to the publie
good. This devotion will lead us to strongly
resist all impatience of constitutional i
tions of Federal power, and to persistently
check the inereasing tendency to extend the
scope of Federal legislation into the domain
of State and local jurisdiction upon the plea
of subserving the public welfare, The pres-
ervation of the partitions between per
subjeets of Federal and local care regu-
lation is of su¢h importance under the Con-
stitution, whieh is the law of our very exis
tence, that no eonsidération of expediency or
sentiment should tempt us to enter upon
doubtful ground. We have undertaken to
discover and proclaim the richest blessings
of a free ﬁ:remment. with the Constitation
as our guide. Let us follow the way it
out. It will not mislead us. And surely no
one who has taken upon himself the solemn
obligation to support and preserve the Con-
stitution can find justification or solace for
dIsIqul in the excuse that he wandered
and disobeyed in search of a better way to
reach the public welfare than the Constitu-
tion offers.

THIRTY-THREE IN ALL.

That is the Total Death Rate of the
Gambo Powder Mills,
One New Name Added to the List
Yesterday

When the Kernelling Mill was Blown
to Pieces.

About ten inlles north-west of Portland as
the crow flles, although it is eleven and a
half or twelve miles by road, are situated
just north of Little Falls in the town of
Windham, what are commonly known as the
Gambo powder mills. They are, propeely
speaking the property of the Orien-
tal Powder Mills. The Portland & Ogdens-
burg railroad, now the mountain division of
the Maine Central, passes within a quarter
of a mile of the mills at a flag station ealled
Newhall. Leaving the train at Newhall it is
but a short walk down the road on the west
side of the track to the office of the powder
company. This is a neat story and a ball
wooden structure, with one bay window and
two good sized rooius, separated by folding
daors, well equipped for an office and private
office. There is a bend in the road here and
a short distance further on the beautiful
Presumpscot river fallsthundering and foam-
ing over the dawm on one side of which is the
saw mill owned byhe Oriental Powder Com-
pany, and on the other side the mills in
which the powder is made. The old Cum-
berland and Oxford caunal passes within a
hundred yards of the west bank at this point
and it is between the Presumpseot and the ob-
solete canal that the mills are located. Rising
abruptly from the west bank of the canal is
a wooded hill that extends for some distance
parallel with the canal. The Gambo Powder
Mills were established in 1825, and since that
early time they have produced thousands of
kegs of powder. There are at present twenty
different mills, and all told between fifty and
slxty men are employed the year round. The
mills are one-story wooden struetures, some
B0x30 feet on the ground, and are situated
from a hundred feet to as many yards apart.
Between many of them are barricades made
of heavy timber, and shaped like a steep rcof
to prevent the concussion made by an ex-
plosion of one mill from exploding the one
next to it. The different processes in the
manufacture of the powder are carried on in
the different mills.

The powerful explosive is composed of
three ingredients—saltpetre, brimstone and
charcoal. A number of men are kept busy
cutting trees for the manufacture of charcoal.
Poplar, willow and alder are used almost ex-
clusively, and as these trees grow in close
proximity to the mills, it costs but little to
get the charcoal. -

After the trees are cut down the bark is
peeled off and the wood put into iron ecylin-
ders where it is burned. The newly made
charcoal and the brimstone are pulverized
together, after which the saltpetre and a lit-
tle moisture is added, and the mixture rolled
out into sheets. It is then taken to the ker-
nelling mills where the mass is ground into
little kernels and glazed. It is then put into
kegs and stored in the stone magazines all
ready for the market.

The manufacture of powder is very dan-
gerous, and from the time when the first
mill was built at Gambo until the present
date numerous fatal explosions have oceur-
red, making the place famous for its terrible
catastrophies that bave cansed s0 many
deaths, On ths3%0h of October, 1855, an ex-
Plosion took place just as the canal boat, in
use at that time, was crossing the river and
all of the occupants, O, 8. ‘*‘hl ple, James
Whipple, Franklin Hawkes, fohn Swett,
Edwin Hardy, Samuel Phioney and Luther
Robinson were killed.

The older residents of Windham well re-
member the explosions that from time to
time have made the earth quake in all the
reglon round about. The following list of
those who have lost their lives by nﬂlm ex-
plosions since 1836 was made out by an old
man who lives about a mlle from the mills:

Less than a week ago William Bamblet, a
man 55 years old, arrived at Gambo from
Westfield, Mass., where he Jeft his wife and
two duughters. He was an old powder
maker, having worked before in years
gone by at the Gambo powder mills.

o he readily found employment with the
Orlental Powder Company and wert to work

esterday morning as usual in the kernell-

ngmill. Atabout8.30 o'clock the second
foreman went into the mill and found every-
thing running smoothly and in good order.
He soon left house and went on down
the plank walk to one of the other mills. He
had been gone but & moment when there

a terrific explosion and a mighty erash This
was followed by the sound of falling timber,
splinters and debris, A number of the
workmen who were not far away and the
foreman as soon as they realized what had
happened rushed to the spot. Some distance
from where te mill had once stood, they
found among the debris the body of Mr.
Bawblet who was the only man in the mill
at time. He was unconscious when
found, and died before he could be taken to
his buudu&gglnce neany. Drs. Marshall,
Harper and Bailey and Undertaker Nicholls
soon arrived, and an examination of the Hody
showed thatit was horﬂblybgnmed and wu-
tilated. Apparently every bone In the body
g::f.. broken. Fortunately nobody else was

The Press reporter visited the sceme of
the terrible accident, and carefully examined
the premises where it occurred. Leaving
the main road he passed down the lower
towpath of the canal, passing a powder
house, then two barricades, then the ruins of
the the will that was destroyed by an explo-
sion which killed Edw Wlﬁl.uua and
Wallter Chlkilﬁ'jus: a lmﬁ:th before; then sev-
eral more mills, un came 1o a4 spot sev-
eral hundred yards from tbe main road,
where the mill in which the last explosion
took ‘plnee once stood, that remains
standing is & number of heavy timbers, on
which rests a part of the machinery that
was once in the centre of the powder mill,
The fce on the canal was covered with de-
bris; pieces of boards, six feet long, were
thrown into tree tops 200 feet distant, and
there they remained. A couple of good sized
birch trees, 50 feet away, were broken short
off just above the ground, and numerous
branches of other trees were blown off. Sev
eral pieces of cloth were blown into trees
near by, apd splinters and slabs covered
the Truund for a considerable distance on
all sides. One would know that & mill once
stood shere only by the few timbers and
machlnur{ that still remain on the spot. A
shoe black with powder and other parts of
clothing once worn by the unfortunate work-
man were found in the debris. Like all the
uther « xplosions that have here taken place
nobody knows what caused it. Mr, New-
hall, superintendent of the works sald when
ask what caused the explosion:

The ecause is entirely unknown No
living man can guess what caused it. Every
precaution was used that ingenuity, science
and foretheught can suggest. As long as
powder is made these accidents will happen,
and the cause will still remain a secret. ’Fﬂ
mill in which the powder exploded has been
running about five years, and was of the
most modern construction. It will cost
$1,000 to replace it, and until it is replaced,
for it was the last kernelling mill, no more
powder can be manufactured,

Of course the explosion formed the topic of
conversation all through the town, and
scores of curious people went to see the
place where It occurred, but they were not
allowed to pass upon the ground where the
powder houses are without a permit from
the superintendent’s office, and so wany
were turned away disappointed. It will not
be long before the kernelling will be rebuilc
and operatlons once more resumed; and it
probably won't be many years before another
explosion takes flace and somebody else is
killed. In spite of this, however, there are
lots of people who can be hired for $2.50 per
B:L li;t’ risk their lives in the powder mills at

Oliver Gerrish.

Mr. Oliver Gerrish, who has been in failing
health for some time past, d'ed in this eity
yesterday, at his residence on Winter street,
aged 92 years and 11 months,

Mr., Gerrish was born in Portsmouth, N.
H., January 4th, 1796, His father was Tim-
othy Gerrish, gold and silver smith, who,
during the latter sixteen years of his life
was deputy jailor and sheriff. Timothy Ger-
rish was a son of Apdrew and grandson of
Timothy, dsecendants of Captain Willlam
Gerrish, of Newbury, Mass, the latter hav-
ing been born at Bristol, in Somersetshire,
England, August 20th, 1617, and having emi-
grated to Newbury in 1640,

Oliver Gerrish’s mother was a Pickering:
whose ancestor, John Pickering, went to
Portsmouth from Massachusetts, having
come originally from England, as stated by
C. W. Brewster in his “Rambles about Ports-
mouth.”

On leaving snhool, Mr. Gerrish went with
Mr. John Gains to learn the watchmaking
business, in the autumn of 1810, and served
until he was twenty-one. In Mareh, 1817, he
went to Boston “to seek employment and ex-
perience in the business,” as he remarked,
and found it with Messrs. Willlams and
Johnson, on Cornhill, the corner of Wash-
ington and Ciurt streets, continning with
them about nine months, when they closed
their busiuess by failore. He then went with
Messrs, Baldwin and Jones, on Washington
street, and continued there a year and a
half, having & good opportunity to learn to
trade in merchandise as well as to gain ex-
parience In the watch business. He then
concluded to start for himself, and the ap-
proaching separation of the Province of
Maine from Massachusetts, seeming to indi.
cate & prosperous future for Portland (which
was fulfilled by i s population increasing one-
half in the next ten years), he came here in
the summer of 1819, and at once commenced
business for himself, In that business, un-
der his own name, and for twenty
years as Gerrish & Pearson, his became—
with the exception of the Marks DBrothers—
the oldest firm in town, Abner Lowell, Will-
iam Senter and other veterans having learned
their trade with him.

On January 6th, 1825, Mr. Gerrish married
Sarah Little, daughter of Hall Little, of
Windham. Previous to this, he had attended
the First Parish Chureh, but about this time
the New Jerusalem Society was formed, and
he became aud continued an earnest and
active member of it, holding places of trust
in the State and National societies,jand sery-
ing faithfully as teacher in the Sunday
school.

He was an earnest worker in educa-
tional and benevolent societies, having serv-
ed as treasurer.of the Provident Association,
Bible Society of Maine, New Church Asso-
ciation, Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Ma_
sons (34 years) St. Alban Commandery and
Mount Vernon Chapter (24 years), trustee
and president of Portland Savings Bank,
and the Masonic Fraternity (of whiclh latter
board he was chairman), president of the
Mechanies’ Association and Aged Brother-
hood, and member of the Board of Trade,
the Natural History Society and the Pori-
land Athenmum,

He always took a deep interest in Masonry,
having been initiated In Apcient Landmark
Lodge Oct. 20, 1819. On the 50th anniversary
of his membership, Nov. 24, 1869, the lodge
presented him with a Junfor Grand War-
den's jewel of solid gold He was madea
Royal Arch Mason in Mount Vernon Chap-
ter Nov, 17, 1823, and the fiftleth anniversary
of that event, in 1873, was observed by the
Chanpter, which invited all its old members
to meet at a supper, where old times were
discussed with moch interest and good fel-
lowship.

In January, 1836, during the height of the
Morgan excitement, he was elected Grand
High Priest of the Grand Chapter, in which
place he served three years, after which, for
84 years, he served as treasurer until he de-
clined a re-election, after which he was for
many years aunually elected one of the com-
mittee on finance.

For a whole geperation he was Presi-
dent of the order of High Priesthood, and in
1859 he was Junior Grand Warden of the
Grand Lodge. In 1866 he was Master of the
Grand Council of Royal and Select Masters.
He held the office of treasurer in St. Alban
Commandery for two years, and was an
efficient officer in the various bodies of the
Scottish Rite. Of his official life, he said, on
seeing how many positions he had held: “I
can frankly say that I have never svught
office, and, it seems, I seldom declined one.’»

Mr. Gerrish leaves three children, one
daughter and two sons, Charles, married and
living in Saco, and Dr. Frederic Henry Ger-
rish of thiscity. Another son, William 8.,
was killed during the Rebellion. The daugh-
ter is unmarried and resides at home.  Mrs.
Gerrish died a short time ago.

THE ARMY.

The Secretary of War reports that the
army, at the date of the last consomidated re-
turns, consisted of 2180 officers and 24,540
enlisted men. The actual expenditures of
the War Department for the fiseal year end-
ed June 30, 1888, amounted to $41,165,107.07,
of which sum £958,516.63 was expended for
publie works, including river and harbor im-
provements.

“The Board of Ordnance and Fortifica-
tions,” provided for under the act np&:;nved

THE DEATH OF GEN.SHERIDAN.

The death of Gen. Sheridan in August last
was a national affliction. The army then
lost the grandest of its chiefs. The country
lost & brave and gallant soldier, a wise and
discreet counsellor and a modest and sensi-

ble man. Those who came within the range
of his personal association will never fail to
pay deserved and willing homage to his
greatness and to the Elory of his career, but
they will eherish with more tender sensibil-
ity the loving memory of his simple, gener-
nus and considerate nature.

THE APACHE INDIANS.

The Apache Indians whose re:.oval from
their reservation in Arizona fuilowed the
capture of those of their number who en-
gaged in a bloody and murderous raid dur-
ing a part of the years 1885 and 1886, are now
held as prisoners of war at the Mount Ver-

non barracks in the State of Alabama. They
numbered on the 31st day of October the date
of the last report, 83 men, 170 women,70 boys
ana 58 girls, in all 382 Eersons. The com-
manding officer states that they are in ioOd
health and contented, and that they are kept
employed as tull‘;; as possible in the circun-
stances. Tne children as they arrive at a
suitable age are sent to the Indian schools at
Carlisle and Hampton. Last summer some
charitable and kind people asked permission
to send two teachers to these Indians for the
purpose of instructing the adults as well as
such children as should ba found thera, Such
permission was readily granted, accommoda-
tions were provided for the teachers,and some
portions of the buildings at the barracks were
wmade available for senool purposes.The good
work contemplated has been comme and
the teachers el are paid by the parties
with whom the pian originated. I am not at
all in sympathy with those benevolent but
injudielous people who are constantly insist-
ing that these Indians should be returned to
their reservation. Their removal was an ab-
solute necessity. 1f the lives and property of
citizens upon the frontier are to be at all re-
garded by the government, their continued
restraint at a distance from the
repeated cruel murders and ount-
is still necessary. It is a mistaken
phihnthmpr way injurious, which
rromptn the desire to see these SAVAZes re-
urned to their old haunts, They arein
their present location as the result of the
best judgment of those having official re-
sponsibilityi n the matter and who are by no
means lacking in kind fonaldent!on for the
Indians. A number of these prisoners have
forfeited their lives to outraged law and hu-
manity. Experience has proved that the
are dangerous.and cannot trusted. This
is true not only of those who on the war
path have heretofore unllirbeen Ity of
atrocious murder, but of their kindred and
friends, who, while they remained upon
their reservation, furnished aid and comfort
to those absent with blo intent. These
risoners should be treated kindly and kept
n restraint far from the locality of their for-
mer reservation. They should be subjected
to efforts calculated to improvement
and the softening of their save. - and eruel
instinets, but their return to the o old home
should be persistently resisted.

OUR BEELETON NAVY.

The report of the Secretary of the Navy
demonstrates very intelligent management in
that impurtant department, and discloses the
wost satisfactory progress in the work of re-
econstrueting the navy made during the past

year. Of the ships in course of construction,
five, viz., the Uharleston.’ Baltimore, York-
town, Vesuvius and the Petrel—have in that
time beon launched, and are n{:ldly aﬂr
proacl. s completion; and in addition to the
above t.e Philadelphia, the San Franeisco,
the Newark, the Hennington. the Concord
and the Herreshoff to 0 boat are all un-
der contract for deliv to the department
during the next year, The progress already
wmade and being made gives ground for
expectation that these eleven vessels will be
incorporated as part of the American navy
within the next twelve months.

The report shows that, notwithstanding
the hrﬁe expenditures for new construction
and additional labor they involve, the total
ordinary or current expenditures of the de-
partment for the three years ending June 30,
1888, are less by more than 20 per cent. than
such expenditures for the three years ending
June 30,1884, The various steps which have
been taken to improve the bus meth
of the department are reviewed by the Sec-
retary. The purchasing of supplies has
been consolidated and placed under a res-

nsible bureau head. This has resulted in

he curtailment of open purchases, which in
the years 1884 and 1885 amounted to over 50
per cent. of all the purchases of the depart-
ment, to less than 11 per cent.; so that at
the l"rmat time about 90 per cent. of the
total departmens purchases are made by con-
tract and after competition, A5 the expen-
ditures on this account exceed an average of
$2,000,000 annually, it is evident that an im-
ortant improvemwent in the system has been
augurated and substantial economies in-
troduced.

THE POSTAL SERVICE.
The report of the Postmaste-General shows
& marked increase of business in every
branch of the postal service. The number
of post offices on July 1, 1888, was 57,376, an
increase of 6124 in three years and of 2210 for

the last fiscal vear. The latter mentioned in-
crease is classified as follows: New England
States, 5; Middle States, 181; Southern
States and Indian Territory (41), 1406; the
itates and Territories of the Pacific coast,
190; the ten States and Territories of the
West and N. orthwesl% 435 ; District of Colum-
bia, 2; total, 2219. Free dellvery offices have
increased from 189 in the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1887, to 338 in the year ended June
30, 1888, In the railway maill service there
has been an increase in one year of 198
routes, and In the number of miles traveled
per annum an increase of 15,705,917.48. The
estimated increase of railroad service for
the year was 6000 miles, but the amount of
net‘lar rallroad service actually put on12,764.50
miles.

The volume of business in the money order
division, including transactions in postal
notes, reached the sum of upward of $143,-
000,000 for the year. During the past year
parcel post conventions have been concluded
with Barbadoes, the Bahamas, British Hon-
duras and Mexico, and are now under nego-
tlations with all the Central and South

Amerlcan States. The increase of corres-
pondence with foreign countries during the
ast three s is gratifying, and is es
ally notable and exceptional with the n-
tral and South American States and with
Mexico. In January last a general postal con-
vention was negotiated with the Dominion
of Canada, which went into operation on
March 1, and which practically makes one
stal ‘territory of the United States and

anada. Under it merchandise parcels may
now be transmitted through the mails at
fourth elass rates of postage. It is not pos-

sible here to touch even the leading heads of
the great postal establishment to illustrate
the enormous and rapid growth of its busi-
ness and the needs for legislative readjust-
ment of such of {ts machinery that it has
outgrown.  For these and valuable recom-
mendations of the Postmaster General, at-
tention Is earnestly invited to his report. A
department whose rovenues have increased
from $18,772,000 in 1870 to §52,700 000 in 1888,
despite reductions of postage which have
enormously reduced rates of revenue while
greatly increasing its business, demands the
careful consideration of tie Congress as to
all matters suggested i1y those familiar with
its operations and which are calculated to in-
crease its efficiency and usefulness.

A bill proposed by the Postmaster General
was introduced at the last session of the
Congress, by which a uniform standard on
the amount of gross receipts would fix the
right of a community to a public building to
be erected by the government for post office
}mrpom t was demonstrated that, aside

romn the public convenience and the promo-
tion of harmony among citizens—Iinvariably
disturbed by change ot‘ leasings and of site—
it was a measure of the highest economy and
of sound business jodgment. It was found
that the government was paying in rents at
the rate of from 7 to 10 per cent peér annum
on what the cost ot such public buildings
would be. A very great advantage resultin
from such a law would be the prevention o
a lu";e number of bills constantly introduc-
ed for the erection of public buildings at
places, and involving expenditures not justi-
fied by public neecessity. [ trust that this
measure will beecome a law at the present
session of Congress.

Of the total number of postmasters, 34,873
are of the fourth class. These, of course,

ve no allowance whatever for expense
in the service, and their compensation is
fixed by percentages on :tcelpts at their re-
spective offices. This rate of compensation
may have been, and probably was, at some
time, just, but the standard has remained
unchanged through the several reductions in
the rates of pos . Such reductions have
nece§sarily eut down the compensation of
these officlals, while it undouptedly inereas-
ed the business done by them. Simple jus-
tice requires attention to this subject to the
end that fourth-class postmasters may re-
ceive at least an equivalent to that which
Ege law itself fixing the rate Intended for

em.

Another class of postal employes, whose
condition seems to demand egl lation, is
that of clerks in post offices; and I call

attention to the repeated reco -
tions of the Postmaster General for their
¢ n. Proper legislation of this
character for the rellef of carriers in the
frea delivery service been frequent. Pro-
vision is made for promotion; for substi-
tutes; for holidays and limiting their hours
of labor. Seven million dollars has been a.J:-
fm?hm for the current year to provide
or them, though the total number of offices
where they are employed is but 358 for the
gua fiscal year, with an estimated increase
or the current year of 40, while the total
appropriation for all elerks in offices through-
out the United States is §5,950,000.

DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE,

The transactions of the Department of Jus-
tice for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1858
are contained in the report of the Attorney
General, as well as a number of valuable rec.
ommendations, the most of which are repeti-

ions of those previously made, and ought to
receive consideration. It is stated in this re-
port that, though judgments in civil snits
amounting to $552,021.08 were recovered in
favor of ti overnment during the year, on-
ly the sum of $132,934 was collected thereon ;
and that, though fines, penalties and forfeit-
ures were imposed amounting to $541,808.43,
only $109,648.42 of that sum was paid on ac-
count thereof. These facts mry furnish an
illustration of the sentiment which exten-
sively prevails, that a debt due the govern-
ment should cause no inconvenience to the
citizen. It also appears from this report that
thonii‘: prior to March 1, 1885, there had been
but six convictions in the territories of Utah
and Idaho under the laws of 1862 and 1882,
punishing polygamy and unlawful eohabita-
tion as crimes, there have been sinee that
date nearly six hundred econvietions under
these laws and the statutes of 1888: and the
opinion is expressed that under such a firm
and vigilant execution of these laws and the
advance of ideas opposed to the forbidden

ractices, polygamy within the United

tates is virtually at an end. Suits institut-
ed by the government under the provisions of
the act of March 3, 1887, for the termina-
tion of the corporations known as the
Perpetual Emigrating Fund Company and the
Chureh of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints,
have resulted in a decree fovorable to the
government, deeln.rtl:'f the charters of these
corporations forfei and escheating their
property. Such 6sjropm'ty. amounting in valoe
to more than 000, is iu the hands of a
B byt bech ke b s Sopi G
peéal having been taken e Supreme Court
of the United States, ’

INTERIOR DEPARTMENT,

In the report of the Secretary of the Inte-
rior, which wili be laid before you, the con-
dition of the various branches of our domes-
tic affairs conuected with that department
and its operations during the past years are
fully exhibited, but & brief reference to some
of the subjects discussed in this able and in-
teresting report can here be made; but I
commend the entire report to the attention
of the Con §, and trust that the sensible
and valuable recommendations it contalns
will secure careful consideration. I ecaunnot
too strenuously insist upon the importance
of proper measures to insure a right disposi-
tion of our publie lands, not only as a matter
of present, but in forecast of the conse-
quences to future generations. The broad,
rich acres of our a Itural plains have

lonﬁ preserved by nature to me her
untramelled 1ll’t to a people civilized and
free, upon which should rest, In well distrib-
uted ownership, the uuinerous homes of en-
lightened, equaf and paternal citizens. They
came into national possession with the warn-
ing snmliola in our eyes of the entail of
the iniquities in landed proprietorshi
which other countries have permltteg
and still suffer. We bave no excuse for
the violation of principles, cogently
taught by reason and example,
nor for the allowance of pretexts which have
sometimes ex our lands to colossal

. Laws which open a door to fraudulent
acquisition, or administration which permits
favor to rapacious seizure by a favored few
of expanded acres that mmf should enjoy,
are accessory to offences against our nation
welfare and humanity not to be too severely
condemned or punished. 1t is gratifying to
know that something has been done ‘at ‘Iust
to redress the injuries to our ple and
check the ilous tendeney of ‘Ego reckless
waste of the national domain. That over

80,000,000 acres have been arrested irom
il usurpation, improvident grants and
fraudulent entries and claims, to be taken

for the homesteads of honest industry, al-
though less than the ter areas thus un-
jg:sﬂfolos must afford a profound gratifica-
tion to right feeling citizens as it is a recom-
pense for the labors and struggles of the re-
covery. Our dear experience ought suffi-
ciently to urge the speedy enactment of
measures of legislation which will confine
the future disposition of our remaining agri-
cultural lands to the uses of actual husband-
ry and genuine homes. Nor should our vast
tracts of so-called desert lands be yielded up
to the monopoly of corporations or grasping
individuals, as appears to be much the ten-
dency under the existing status. These
lands require but a supply of water
to  become fertlile un«f productive.
It i# a problem of great moment how
most  wisely for  the ublie good
that factor can be furnished. I cannot think
it but perilous to suffer these lands or the
sources of their irrigation to fall into the
hands of monopolies, which by sueh means
may exercise lordship over the areas depen-
deut on their treatment for productiveness,
Al y ateps have been taken to secure ac-
en and scientific information of the con-
ditions which is the llaulma basis of intelligent
agtion. Until this shall be gained the cause
of wisdom appears clearly to lie in a suspen-
sion of further disposal, which only promis-
es to create rights antagonistic to the com-
mon interest.

THE ABORIGINKS,

The condition of our Indian population
continues to improve and the proofs multi-
ply that the transforming change, so much to
be desired, which shall substitute for bar-

barism enlightenment and civilizing educa-
tion, is in favorable p ss. Our relations °
with these people during the year have been
disturbed by no serious disorders, but rather
marked by a betver realization of their true
interests and increasing confidence and good
will. I'hese conditions testify to the yalue
of the higher tone of consideration and hu-
manity which has governed the later meth-
ods of dealing with them and commends its
continued observance. Allotments in sever-
ty have been made on some reservations
until all those entitled to land thereon lLave
had their shares assigned, and the work Is
still continued. No measure of general ef-
fect has ever been entered on from which
more mas be fairly hoped if it shall be dis-
creetly administered. It proffers opportuni-
ty and inducement to that independence of
spirit and life which the Indian peculiarly
needs, while at the same time the inalien-
ability of title affords security against the
risks his inexperience of affairs or weakness
of character may expose him to in dealing
with others. Whenever begun upon any re-
servation It should be made complets, so
that all are broughtto the same condition,
and, as soon as possible, community In lands
should cease by opening such as remain un-
alloted to settlement. Contact with the ways
of industrious and successful farmers will
perhaps, add a healthy emulation which will
both Instruct and stimulate, but no agency
for the amelioration of this people appears
o me 50 promising as the extension urged b
the Secretary of such complete facilities o
education as shall at the earliest possible
da{hembrm all teachable Indlan youth of
both sexes, and retain them with a kindly
and beneficent hold until thelr characters are
formed and their facultles and dispositions
trained to the sure parsuit of some form of
useful industry. The Sioux tribes on the
great reservation of Dakota refused to as-

sent to the act passed by the Congress at its
last session for opening a portion of their

lands to settlement, notwlthmudggg modi-
fication of the terms was su which
met most of their objections. eir demand

is for immediate payments of the full price
of $1.25 per acre for the entire body of land
the occupaney of which they are asked to
relinquish. ‘i‘ha manner of submission in-
sured their fair understanding of the law and
their action was undoubtedly as thoroughly
intelligent as their capacity admitted. It is
at least gratifying that no reproach of over-
reaching can in any manner lis t the
zovernment, however advisable the favor-
able completion of the negotiation may have
been esteemed. I eoncur in the s tion
of the See regarding the Turtle Moun-
tain Indians, two reservations in Call-
fornia and the Crees. They should, in my
opinion, receive immediate attention.
THE PENSION OFFICE.

The number of pensioners added to the
rolls during the fiscal year ended Jume 30,
1888 is 60,252, and increase of pensions was
granted in 45,716 cases. ‘Ule names of 15,-
780 pensioners were dropped from the rolls
during the year for various causes, and at
the end of the year the number of
all classes receiving pensions was 452,607, Of
these there were survivors of the war of
1812, 10,787 widows of those who served in
that war, 16,060 soldiers of the Mexican War,
and 5104 widows of said soldiers. One hun:
dred and two different rates of pensions are
mid to these beneficiaries, ranging from 82

$416.66 cPm- month. The amount paid for

nsions during the fiscal year was $79.875,-

1.92 being an increase over the preceding
year of 280,22,

The expenses attending the maintenance
and operation of the pensisn bureau during
that period was 2,024.67 making the en-
tire expeuditures of the bureau $82,038,386.57
being 21§ per cent. of the gross income and
nearly 31 per cent. of the total expenditures
of the government during the year,

I am thoroughly convineed that our gener-
al pension laws should be revised and ad-
justed to meet, as fur as possible in the light
of our experience, all merit  rious cases. The
fact that 102 different rates of pensions are
pald, cannot, In my opinion, be made consist.
ent with justice to the pensioners or to the
government, and the numerous private pen-
sion bills that are passed, icated upon
the imperfection of general laws, while they
increase in many cases inequality
and injustice, lend additional foree to the
recommendation for a revision of the 1
laws on this subject.

1t has collected and distributed
p;t:uel:lnlnlo ecc.lnih ln:rodnoe;l‘ and tested
n e spread of con
disml;a o?fnm animals, rgslsmd the l\:l.si no
of noxious insects and destructive fungus

wths. and sought to secure to agricultural
bor the highest reward of effort and the
fullest immunity from loss. Its records for
tha year show that the season of 1888 has
been ons of medium production. A gener-
ous supply of the demands of consumption
has been assured, and a surplus for exporta-
tion, moderate L products mdmnn-
tiful in others, will prove a benefaction alike
to buyer and grower. Four years ago it was

found that the t cattle Industry of the
country was and those en

in it were alarmed by the rapid extension of
the European lung plague of pleuro-
peumonia. Seriouf outbreaks exi in
llinois, Missouri and Kentucky, and
in Tennessee animals affected were held

in quarantine. Five counties in New York
and from one to four counties in each of the
States of New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Dels-
ware and Maryland were almost equally af-
fected. With this great danger upon us and
with the contagion already in the channels
of commerce, with the enormous direct and
indirect losses already belng caused by it,
and when only prompt and energetic action
could be successful, there were in none of
these States any laws authorizing this de-
partment to eradicate the malady or givin
the State officials power to co-operate w!tg
it for this E:rpoae. The ent even
lacked both the requisite appropriation and
authority. By seeuring State co-operation
in connection with authority from (r:ngrass
the work of eradication has been pressed
successfully, and this disease has
been extir| from the Western States and
from the tern States, with the exception
of a few restricted areas which are still un-
der supervision.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE RAILROADS.

The adjustment of the relations between
the government and the railroad companies
which haye recelved land grants and the
guaranty of the public credit in aid of the
construction of their roads should receive
early attention. The report of a majority of

the commission appointed to examine the af-
fairs and inde ess of these roads, in
which they favor an extension of the time
for the payment of such indebtedness, in at
least one case where the corporation ap:

to be able to comply, in the well-guarded and
exact terms of such extension, and the rein-
forcement of their opinion by gentlemen of
undoubted business judgment and experi-
ence, appointed to protect the interests of
the government as direetors of said corpora-
tion, may well lead to the belief that such an
extension would be to the advantage of the
government.
