Are Hay Farmers Robbers?

LEAVING BEHIND DEPLETED FARMS—
MR, CLARK'S METHOD REQUIBRES WORK.

Your inquiry, “Is it true" that bay
farmers are robbers, and are leaving be-
hind them depleted farms? is a question
ripe for discussion. I may say that bay
farming, as practiced in this vicinity, is
doing that very thing, depleting the
farms on which it is practiced. There
are many farms here carrying
herds of cows and the owners of which
are making money, and again there are
many farms, which for one reason and
another carry very lirtle stock, and some
with absolutely no stock, and the hay is
being pressed and shipped awayv each
year, and nothing being done to renew
soil fertility. The inevitable result
must be robbery and coosequent de-
terioration.

Oue farm near ours, oo which, not so
mauoy years ago, 100 tons of hay was
housed ina season, and which atlast
year's price for hay standing, would
bave been worth four to five hundred
dollars, now leases for seventy dollars
a year, and in an unfavorable year for
old field's cuts less than twenty tons, I
have been told by those who have bought
and marketed the crop. That is de-
terioration sure enough.

Another large farm, capable of carry-
ing twenty-five cows, had its ftirst crop
sold last year standing. No doubt it
will share the same fate as the first
mentioned.

I could count a dozen farms goiog in
the same way, all located within a ra-
dius of three or four miles. This con-
dition of things is brought about from
several causes, among which is scarcity
of reliable help, total abandonment for
other occupatious, and lastly lack of
ambition. Too maoy farmers have
“hook worms,” which disease seems to
be gaining a foothold in the fields from
its natural habitat.

In my opinion bay farmiog as prac-
ticed, results in deterioration, but ac-
cording to Mr. Geo. Clark’s method, if
it were followed as he follows it the
soil fertility ean be kept up a good many
years, and perhaps indefinitely. How-
ever, Mr. Clark’s method reguires work,
and that is what the hay farmer who
lacks ambition to keep cows, does not
want. It would divert his attention
from the soap box and nail kegs at his
old rendezvous.

The way the things work out, one
man takes a farm and builds it up.
When he passes on another buys it and
lives from the stored fertility as long
as he can, and it is sold for a pit-
tance again to an enterprising farmer,
s0 perhaps the farms will hold their
own in the long rum, but it seems
wicked to see a farm that has been the
pride of one man, where he has spenta
life building it up, get into a “loafer’s”
hands and dwindle to nothing again.—
D. J. Ryther in New Eogland Farwer.

Fickle-Minded Farmers.

BUY WHEN PRICES ARE HIGH AND SELL
WHEN THEY ARE LOW.

1 once knew a very zealous farmer and
a hard worker who made up his mind
that there was a big profit in sheep. At
that time wool and mutton were sellin,
well, in fact one of his neighbors
told him upon being asked why he had
butchered a certain sheep, “'1 killed that
sheep expressly for the wool, and the
mutton, too, by thunder.” Accordingl
he sold most of his other stock l.l!g
bought a large flock of sheep. He kept
them two or three years and when they
were low one fall, thinking that there was
no profit in thesheep business he sold the
lot at eighty-three cents per head. The
next year went into cows, payiog
good prices with the inteation of selling
cream to the cream Being dissatis-
fled with the results, he sold his cows at
—s0 much for the lot—making & sub-
stantial loss. He built a silo and filled
it & year or two and then turned his at-
tention to potatoes leaving the silo
empty. The high price of potatoes at
planting time did not continue long after
digging time and concluding that there
was no money in potatoes Le cursed the
cro[r and went to grain raising, but as he
said western grain was too cheap for
him to compete with, he bas finally sold
his farm and gone into other business.

Right here | will mention some of the
advice of a rather shrewd old farmer
who has been satisfied with a guod liv-
ing and has never wanted or expected
to die rich. In fact he says that al-
though he never took a cent of interest
money he has paid as high as twelve per
cent. Upon being asked if he thought
it wouid pay to buy a flock of sheep he
said, “Now is a good time to sell sheep,
but if you buy do so of some one who
wants to sell to get rid of them and not
because they are high.” Again he says,
It is better to plant potatves when they
are low and then your seed will not be
likely to cost so much in proportion to
your income from the crop.”

On the road to wealth everyome, un-
less possibly it is McCall, MeCurdy or
the like can look back and see where
they have taken the wrong road or stood
too long at the parting of the ways con-
sidering. Most anyone has the waiting
habit and gold brick men have for a
motto, “l knock unbidden once at
every gate, if sleeping, wake, if feasting
rise before it is too late—it is the hour
of fate.”

There was a time when I could have
bought for tweaty-five hundred dollars
a piece of timber land that is worth now
over a hundred thousand, but I had not
the twenty-five bundred, and if I had
most likely would not bave had the
courage or faith or kmowledge to go
ahead and buy. Perhaps it is as well as
I might have taken to drink and itis
getting to be the genmeral opinion that
there are too many McCalls and Me-

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He Need Not Have Died.

A STEER KILLED BY A CONSTANT DIET
OF COBRN BTALES AND BTRAW.

J. 8., Kankakee, Ill.: Please tell me
what alled my two-year-old steer, which
was in guod ition. On Tuesday
morning we noticed that he was walk-
ing as it dizzy. We put him in the
barn; where we gave him about a quart
of raw linseed oil, which did not help
bhim any. Then we gave him a poand
and a half of epsom salts, which did not
help. Then we gave another quart of
raw linseed oil, which did not move his
bowels. He had high fever twice, and
at last could not get up. He drank a
little water but did not eat. He died
Thu afternoon. Examini him
we found his bowels to be all right, but
his liver and lungs were covered with
blood. His feed was cornstalks, in the
field, in good weather, and straw and
shredded fodder when it was stormy.
He had good water to drink, and got all
the salt he needed.

Your steer, 1 think, had one form of
the so-called cornstalk disease, so preva-
lent in your state and in some others. 1
know of no remedy for this other than
for the corn growing states to abandon
some of their old-time customs in feed-
ing their cattle microbes and spores on
vegetation and dried up, frostbitten
corostalks to rasp the digestive tract,
thus furnishiog plenty of opportunity
for germs to infest, even when the dry
curnstalk don’t impact the bowels,
Your treatment was all right, but bad
you put your stalks in a silo and fed
them ax silage, with some hay and wheat
bran or linseed meal, the losses that yon
sustained would not have occurred. It
is reports of scouring cattle, impacted
manifolds, gastric fever and kindred
diseases that every year we look for
from Southern New Jersey, Sonthern
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois
and lowa. All can safely be called corn-
stalk effects. Wheo it is not the tearing
of the internals with the dry stalk it is
the germs in the mouldy, shredded fod-
der. I don't know when these con-
ditions will cease. “It was father's
practice, and I can’t abandon it," seems
to be the prevailing excuse.

It seems to be impossible for us to uv-
learn the things taught us in our youth
which were erroneous. We are much
like the fellow, who through ocareless-
ness was losing his cattle. When the
hired man came in and told him another
cow was dead, he rolled over in bed and
said: *“Well, Jobm, bury her." An
hour later the man came in and said:
“Apother cow is dead.”” The anawer
was the same, “Bury her.,” The wife,
being more spirited, said: “Why don’t
you get out and go to doing something?"
Shortly after the man came for the third
time and reported another cow dead,
when the wife said: ‘‘Jobm, this isa
judgment of God resting upoa you for
your sinfulness and'lack of emergy in
caring for your cattle.”” To this threat
John turned and said: “Don’t you real-
ize, if the Lord has any judgments against
me, that 1 can pay them off in cows
easier than any other way?"' [ am sorry
to say there is by far too much of John's
logic being used in animal management
throughout the land. The Lord doesn't
hold many judgments against the farmer
who studies diligently to so feed and
care for his animals that they will not
be sick. Now pl don't ider this
aslap at you, Itis notso intended at
all. You ask advice and I give it to
you. Manage in your feeding so as to
abandon the cornstalk disease.—C. D.
Smead in Tribune Farmer.

Additional Maine Letters.

CATTLE COMMISSIONERS MAKE REPORT.

The board of cattle commissioners
bas submitted the annual report of its
work to the governor. During '05 the
cost of testing cattle and destroying
stables was $24,051.86, and the amount
paid for cattle and horses $9766.50. The
new law, which has been in effect the
past year, requiring that all pure blood
cattle coming into Maine from other
states shall be tested by order of the
commissioners, and also all pure blood
cattle ohanging hands within the atate
shall be tested in order to protect the
buyer, has meant much additional labor
for the commissioners and much extra
expense to the state. The appraisals
upon the common breeds of cattle have
not been as high as in'04, but by de-
stroying more pure blood cattle brought
the average up. Nor has the expense
upon common cattle been as high as last
year, yet paying for testing some over
300 pure blood cattle has brought the
average expense per animal up 18 cents
more than in’04. The pumber of pure
blood, cattle condemned and appraised in
'05 was 86, and there were 32 destroyed
that were not eligible to an appraisal by
not being in the state long emough to
permit it. There were 707 cattle and
horses condemned and destroyed in '03,
against 173 in '03 and 526 in '04. The
cattle cost including all expenses upon
an average of 33525 each, agaiost
£33 08 in '04, or $1.27 more than in '04.
It cost to condemn and destm% includ-
ing all expenses $12.07 each. The own-
ers received in '05 the average sum of
$23 18 as agaiost $22.07 in '04, an addi-
tion of $1.11.

Exercise.

This is most essential for cattle in win-
ter, when we have to house them nearly
six months of the year, in this cold cli-
mate of Maine,

They should have a little outdoor ex-
ercise every day, from one-half hour to
one hour, the time dependini on the
coadition of the weather. They must
pot be turned out on a cold day and
allowed to I?J out until they are thor-
oughly chilled.

Cattle that exercise every day will be
much healthier, uldlll:rvngm'k in every
way. It does wing stock a great
da:lofgnod to g:‘t)ont and run and fill
the lungs to the full capacity, and ure
their muscles, and rb and seratch
when they are shedding their bair. If
this was attended to, we would not
have so much tuberculosis in this state,

Qutdoor exercise will improve all con-
ditions for breeding stock and insure
thrifty offapring, and cows will do bet-
ter work after calving. It is natural for
cattle to rove aroynd, and if any one
who keeps animals tied up all winter
doubts the enjoyment of getting out and
exercising. let him take the animal's
Elm in the stall for one day oanly.

xercise in pure air is the best known
remedy for ailments for man or beast.

It is regrettable that so many farmers
have ceased to cure their own meats
and are depending, just like us poor
city folks, on packing-house products,
writes “Urban.” in an exchange.
possible that we are threatened with the
calamity of seeing the country-cured
ham and bacon go out of fashion, and
be added to the liat of lost arts? Heaven
forbid! Some years ago, all farmers had
their smoke honse, and raised and cured
their own meat. In those blessed d.trn.
nobody had heard of the ‘“‘cured-while-
you-wait'" abomination of this age, but
pnow it is hard to get the old-time luxu-
ries anywhere.

Hon. Geo. A. Wilson.

The town and county lost a well known
and highly honored citizen in the death
of Hon. Geo. A. Wilson at his home in
South Paris, early Sunday morning,
March 4. The end came rather sud-
denly, although Judge Wilson, who had
not been in robust health for some years,
was obliged to give up business some
weeks since, and had failed from that
time.

Judge Wilson was the son of Rev. Adam
Wilson, D. D., a former pastor of the
Paris Hill Baptist church, and was born
in Turner, July 21, 1842, He was edu-
cated at Paris Hill Academy, Water-
ville Classical Institute, and graduated
from Colby University in the class of
1862, In the autumn following his
graduation he enlisted in Co. B of the
Twenty-first Maine Regiment, and was a
corporal in that company uaotil it was
mustered out the next year. He was
one of the “folorn hope” of three hun-
dred that volunteered to assault Port
Hudson in the early days of the siege.

Returning to Waterville, he read law
in the office of Hon. Reuben Foster, and
was admitted to the Kennebec bar in
1864. In July, 1865, he opened a law
office in South Paris, where he has ever
since remained, having a large practice.
He was never extensively engaged in the
trial of cases, but had a high degree of
legal learning and ability, and was a
trusted and valued counselor. Besides

his legal work he was engaged in several | yard

other lines of activity.

Soon after coming to Paris, he was
chosen town clerk, and served in that
capacity for many years. He was chosen
representative to the legislature in 1882,
and took high rank in that body. In
1834 he was appointed Judge of Probate
to fill a vacancy caused by the change
from annual to bienmial elections. At
the election next following he was duly
slected to the position, and served con-
tinuously through several successive
terms, until 1807. In politics he was
always a Republican. i

Judge Wilson was active in the organi-
zation of South Paris Savings Bank in
1873, and was chosen its treasurer, serv-
ing in that capacity until 1900. On his
retirement from that position, be was
made one of the trustees, and served as
such until his death. After the passage
of the national bankruptcy law, he was
appointed referee in bankruptcey for Ox-
ford County, and held the position until
obliged by failing health to resign a few
weeks since. He was for some time
president of the FParis Manufacturing
Co., and was active in the management
of the West Paris Manufacturing Co.
SOme Years ago.

In the town and the village Judge
Wilson was a public-spirited citizen, al-
ways ready to assist in any worthy enter-
prise, and taking an active interest in
anything which would benefit the com-
munity. One of the last services which
he rendered the town was as a member
of the building committee on the high
school building, whose work was com-
mended by all.

Soon after beginning the practice of
law bere in 1865, Judge Wilson married
Miss Annie L. Blake of Belgrade. She
survives him, as do their two children,
Madge, wife of Walter L. Gray, who has
been his partner for several years, and
George A. Wilson, Jr., who bhas a posi-
tion with the New England Telephone

Co.

Judge Wilson was a past master of
Paris Lodge, F.and A. M., and a mem-
ber of Oriental Chapter, R. A. M., of
Bridgton, and of Portland Commandery,

Gen. B. B. Murray.

Gen. Benjamin Bixby Murray died at
his home at Calais Thursday, at the age
of 76 years. Gen. Murray, who has oe-
cupied a position of considerable im-
portance in state and national affairs,
was a native of the town of Norway. He
studied law, and after being admitted to
the bar, settled in Pembroke, where he
remained until a few years since he re-
moved to Calais. When the rebellion
broke out, he was holding the position
of judge-advocate on the staff of Gen.
Butler of the Maine militia. After as-
sisting in organizing the regiments raised
in eastern Maine, he recruited a company
for the Fifteenth Maine and was made
captain. His promotion was rapid until
he reached the rank of colonel, in com-
mand of the regiment, and was brevetted
brigadier general. He was subsequently
appointed captain in the regular army,
but on account of his health declined the
commission. .

In 1869 he represented Washington
County in the Maine senate and a few
years later was in the legislature as
representative from Pembroke. He
served as adjutant gederal of Maine for
six terms. In 15376 be was appointed
special agent of the United States treas-
ury department and later assisiant
financial agent of the United States at
London. He remained in London a year,
during which time he assisted in the sale
of some $140,000,000 of United States
bonds. After his return he served four
years as United States marshal.

Either a brand of canned soup

simmer until very tender, keeping the
rame amount of water on the meat.

Let
the liguor cool; then place in the re-
frigerator over night. The day of the
dinner remove the layer of fat from the
top. Pare four good sized potatoes, one
carrot, one small turnip aod cut into
strips two inches long and one-eighth of
an inch thick.
in the stock to cook ten minutes before
the potato, as they require longer cook-
ing; add one onion cut in two, which
sbould be removed before serving the
soun; three level teaspoonfuls salt, one
teaspoonful white pepper, one table-
spoonful minced parsley and one-balf
pint canned peas.

ROASTED LAMB.
The forequarter of lamb is much
sweeter and cheaper than the hind-
quarter. For a number of persons the
whole guarter should be puorchased,
which will give nine chops. The mar-
ketman will remove the shoulder bone,
which shounld be cracked and sent home
with the meat to be used for broths with
the scraps left from serving. Wipe off
the meat witha damp cloth, place in
pan, inside of meat downward, dust with
pepper, add one-balf piot of water and
place in quick oven, until crusted over;
then dust with salt and baste every ten
minutes with the drippings. Reduce the
heat after it is nicely browned, aod con-
tinue to cook until a skewer run into the
shoulder will not show traces of red
juice. For a dinner where the tastes of
guests are not known it is better to have
the lamb well done rather than rare.
This meat must be watched that the
chops do not scorch before the shoulder
is done. Remove meat to a hot platter
and place where it will keep hot; if in
the oven, keep the jets low. Run off the
fat and dust the bottom of the pan with
flour; set over the fire to brown delicate-
Iy: then pour in one piot of the strained
soup stock and stir until creamy, adding
more flour rubbed smooth with butter if
veeded; then add salt and pepper if
needed, and one tablespoonful very fine-
Iy chopped parsley.
POTATO BALLS.

With a French ball-catter, costing
twenty-five cents, cut balls from raw,
pared potatoes, cook in salted water
nntil tender; drain; add to one quart of
balls, ope rounding tablespoonful butter
and one tablespoonful minced parsley.
Set in a warm place for butter fo melt,
and keep hot until served on the same
dish with the meat.

TOMATOES SAUTES.

Cut firm tomatoes in one-half inch
slices; dip in flour and saute in hot fat
until brown; dust with pepper and salt.

ITALIAN LETTUCE.

Rinse the lettuce in cold water the
morning of the dinner; shake well and
drain in a colander, until waated to
serve. Then place in a deep salad bow!
a heart of the lettnce for each guest,
using only the tender leaves; in the cen-
tre place a piece of stale bread two
inches by two inches thick, over which
rub a section of garlic. Rub this bread
over the lettuce carefully before putting
the French dressing on the salad.

FRENCH DRESSING.

Put one teaspoonful white pepper in a
large salad spoon, add two teaspoonfuls
salt, fill up with vinegar; stir until salt
dissolves. Add three tablespoonfuls
olive 0il, and sprinkle over the lettuce.

PEACH CREAM ROSETTES.

Currant-jelly sponge-cake is cut into
inch slices, then covered with a delicate
pink icing. Peach whip is then fanci-
fully placed on top, bits of candied fruit
decorating the centers.

PEACH WHIP.

Grate two large pared peaches; add
them to the white of one . juice of
one-half lemon, scant one-half pint of
sugar; beat until the mixture is like
snow. Set on ice until ready to place on
cakes.

MARYLAND CHICEEN.
Singe, draw and disjoint your chickens;

rinse in cold water and lay in a buttered
dripping pan; cover with thin slices of

bacon; put in hot oven until chicken is
browned and the leg-bone can be easily
pulled apart.
