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TIME-SAVING IMPLEMENTS.

The choice of implements and ma-
chines is a subject to which every
thoughtful farmer has given a good deal
of attention, but which will repay
further consideration. In fact, it is one
of the matters connected with farm
operations that cannot be settled once
for all. It never gets out of date. This
is because of the restless activity of our
inventors and manufacturers in jcvelupl
ing and bringing to public attention im-
plements and machines that are different
from those that were made at an earlier
date.

Some of these patterns are great im-
provements upon any that have preceded
them. If the farmer had no appliances
for the purpose which these are design-
ed to serve he would not need to hesi-
tate in his choice between some of the
newer and most of the older styles. The
former would be selected at once. But
a great many farmers are already sup-
plied with machines that are in fair con-
dition, and that can be made serviceable
for many yeags. This fact makes the
(uestion of purchasing newer machines
much more difficult than it would other-
wise be.

It has been the common custom to
keep a fairly good implement or machine
until it was wornout. The farmer who,

in order to obtain a better one, would
lay aside, or sell for a low price, a har-
row, cultivator or almost any other farm
implement before it was worn out was
regarded as fickle and extravagant. In
many places something of the same
feeling still exists.  But in the country
at large it is rapidly giving way to the
idea that the greater etficiency of a new

implement as compared with that of one
already on hand may not only justify a
change before the old one has become
useless, but may really be quite profit-

able. This is especially true as it re-

lates to the implements and machines

that are used in tillage.

The growing season is short atthe
best. All the work that is done in pre-
paring for seeding and in the cultivation

of crops must be crowded into « brief
period.  In an unfavorable season even

this short term is lessened. But whether
the time in which preparation and culti-

vation can be attended to is curtailed or
reaches its natural limits the matter of

efficiency is of vital importance. The

ground must be wel' fitted to receive the

seed, and the growing plants must have

suitable cultivation, or the crop will

partially fail. Getting the land in fine

condition for grass and putting in the

seed before a storm may make all the

difference between a good start, suc-

ceeded by large crops of hay of fine

quality, and a poor catch followed by

moderate yields of hay that is badly

mixed with coarse grasses and weeds.

The difference in the value of the crops

to be taken from the ground before it is

seeded again will be large. The same

principle applies to other crops. A ma-

chine that is of enough greater efliciency

to enable ts owner to get in the seed of

wheat or oats “in the nick of time,” or

give prompt and thorough working to
corn and potatoes that would have ﬁl:\l!
only inadequate cultivation if the old
implements had been used, may more
than pay for itself in a single season.
And, in addition, there wounld be a con-
siderable saving of the team and its
driver.

Whether it will be wise to make
changes of this kind will largely depend
upon the amount of business that is done.
Upon some farms it is large enough
to enable the owner to stand the ex-
pense, and have a handsome profit be-
sides, while upon others it is too small
to justify the outlay that would be in-
volved. It is not pleasant to do so, but
there are many cases in which it will be
wiser to plod along with an old but
reasonably effective machine than it will
be to go into debt or to use money that
is greatly needed for some other pur-
pose by buying a new one. But ifa
farmer must buy in order to work effi-
ciently there can be no doubt that one
of a recent and improved pattern should
be obtained. It will be far better to
sacrifice something else, to pinch, if
need be, in some other direction, than it
will to buy an out-of-date machine or
implement that either works slowly or
does not work well. —Exchange.

THE BOY ON THE FARM.

We
never regret that the boys go where
they can make the most of themselves
or find that work which is the best
adapted to their peculiar tastes.  Much
depends upon a proper start in life, and
no one can ever succeed in any calling
unless it is congenial to him. We know
that in ense work and sacrificing of self,
may make for success sometimes for
those who are engaged in work not of
their own choosing, but it is at a great
waste of energy and should not be en-
couraged.

Our purpose is to try and consider the
business of farming in such a way that
its advantages, as compared with other
pursuits, may be fully realized, and that
the attention of our brightest young
men may, possibly, be turned toward it
more than it has been in the past.

The producer must always occupy an
important place in the world. The more
we advance in wealth and civilization,
the more necessary will he become. The
tendency of the times appears to be
towards the massing of the people in
cities, which are constantly wing
larger and extending themselves into the
country. The residents of these cities
must be fed and clothed. Their food
and clothing must come from the soil.
They are entirely dependent upon the

¢ | producer.

It has been truthfully said that this is
an indus rial age, that great enterprises
are constantly nprinriolrg up, and calling
into the ranks of who labor for
them, the best of the talent of our
young people.  These people are work-
ing out the higher destiny of the repub-
lic, and helping to make it perpetual,
but they at once ccase to become pro-
ducers. They are now dependent upon
others, and must buy of those who till
the soil. Every young man who leaves
the farm and makes a success of life
elsewhere, adds relatively two customers
to those who remain, Those who go
from the farm and make a failure,

Our common

time to best advantage, in acquiring
a knowledge of the experience and ob-
servations of others, as recorded in reg-
ular text books for that purpose. The
Christian church, the Frent power for
good to-day, relies for its strength u
the efforts of those who are Imorl:
the one line, and have made the sacrifice
of some of the best years of their lives
in preparation for work. But when
we come to consider the great business
of the producer, he who must under-
staud, and mould to his use the subtler
laws of nature, who has the business of
supplying the world with food, we find

no training, and no guide, except the
local experience of those who have pre-
a.‘;sded him, and his own limited observa-
tion.

Train the boy for every other calling
in life, but let him farm by intuition,
has been, too much, the rule. The ne-
cessity for agricultural education must be
more fully appreciated. The higher pos-
sibilities of the farm must be better un-
derstood. We are looking for a concert-
ed action in these directions in the near
future. Then, we would see farming
pushed as a business more than it is. It
is well that the farmer’s family has its
full supply as far as possible from the
farm. It is well that it has the best the
land affords. For him and his, there
should always blﬁm abundance of the
best from land and herds, but before we
can expect the full fruition of the labor
of our best boys there, it must be de-
veloped into a business.

The educator has a great work in this
direction. He must turn his efforts in
the direction of that teaching that shall
bring him and his pupil nearer to nature,
He must build from the foundation, with
this definite purpose in view. The man
who follows the plow and shapes the
type and usefulness of crops and animals
must grasp the higher truths of his
business. He must learn to get the
most possible from every effort.  If the
keeping of ten cows pays him, the keep-
ing of fifteen cows under the same con-
ditions will pay as well proportionally,
and the net income will be increased.

The same thing holds along all lines
of crop and stock production. Think
out results along these lines. Interest
the young by teaching them of the pos-
sibilities of the work. Keep them busy,
but not over-taxed. Don’t, don’'t make
them do “chores.”” We would banish
that word forever from the farms of
Maine. The caring for the farm animals,
the managing of the st bles and barns
and gardens, is not “chores,” it is a part
of the necessary work of the farm and

work as early as you wish, but close up
as early accordingly at night. When
supper is ready at 6, or earlier if possi-
ble, have the labors of the day complet-
ed, and allow no boy to be loaded with
the thought of “‘chores” to come after-
wards.
Go into partnership with the boy. Put
his name with yours on tools and all
other articles. Let him understand that
he has an interest and a responsibility.
Give him an opportunity for special
training.  With these conditions faith-
fully observed, he will be a farmer if he
uug’ht to be: if he ought not to be, there
should be every effort made to turn his
mind to that line of work for which he
is adapted and in which he can make a

To the boy on the farm as to the boy
everywhere, the one important question
to be asked of himself over and over
again until a satisfactory answer Is
found is, *What am I good for; what
lines of work will give me the greatest
pleasure and profit?’ To attempt to fit
square pegs to round holes, and round
pegs to square holes, is a most unprofit-
able, thankless, and well-nigh hopeless
task. A man without a business capae-
ity cannot hope to be his own master,
successfully. Such a man must work on
salary for others. Find out what you
are, your capacities, and your limita-
tions. To know your business thorough-
ly must be the aim, and in the long run
he succeeds best who has the best prep-
aration. A college education is the best
preparation for any calling. The world's
premium is placed on trained and edu-
cated brain, not on muscle. If you
would succeed cultivate your brain
yower. Not only is knowledge power
but it is the basis of all true success.
The dollar is not the best measure of
success, but even on that basis, mental
training is in the lead. For without
mental training the difficult things can
pot be done. The world’s reward is for
doing the diflicult things.
“The man who-fells the trees in the
woods may receive 15 cents per hour;
the man who controls the carriage of
the great saw mill and decides on the
instant what shape and dimensions the
lumber shall take may receive 25 cents
per hour for simply moving a little lever;
a third man causes a piece of the wood
to take on the forms of beauty for the
great staircase and may receive 30 cents
per hour; the fourth furnishes the de-
sign for this beautiful staircase, and may
receive §1 an hour. The man who does
the so-called ‘hard’ work receives the
least pay. Why? Because it is the
least dificult. This difference of remun-
eration holds good on the farm. Mush-
rooms sell for 30 cents per pound; maize
for one-half cent per pound. Why? Be-
cause anybody, even a squaw, can raise
maize, but only a specially skilled gar-
dener can succeed in mushroom culture.
Hothouse lambs bring $6 to $10 when
two months old; a poorly bred sheep at
two years of age may bring from $2 to
$4. Why? The breeding and feoding of
the one is easy; of the other difficult.”
But if the boy is well trained and edu-
cated should he not turn his endeavor to
some other calling than agriculture? is
the question which arises in the parents’
and in the boy’s mind. The answer to
thi$ is not easy, and must be met for
each individual case by itself. To aspire
to do some of the most difficult things
the world needs to have done is a worthy
ambition. Not to try to achieve be-
cause of fear of failure is cowardice. It
is, however, only the rare man who can
achieve greatness in any calling. The
rural life has very much to offer to
those who are trained to appreciate the
beauties of nature and obey her laws.
The average farmers always has an as-
sured though modest inconse, and the
better farmer have an ample income
for maintaining improved rural homes.
If you want to have at your com
independence and the comforts of living,
I do not know where you can better find
them than on the farm.

MOST COSTLY OF DRUGS.

Bome Bell at Retail For More Than
Thelr Weight In Gold

“The price of many drugs used in
medicine 18 astonishing to those who
are not acqualnted with the subject,”
remarked a druggist. “There are sev-
grul that are worth their welght In
gold (about $20 an ounce), while §2,
B3 or $5 an ounce are quite common
prices in pharmacy. I filled a preserip-
tion the other day that cost §25. But
there Is one drug that I can recall
which I8 worth much more than its
welght in gold. That 18 pseudo physo-
stigmine. [ don't think that it has a
popular name, It Is too rich for that,
In the pharmacists’ list it 18 quoted at
B1 a grain, or $437.50 an ounce. The
seed from which the drug Is made
grows In India and Brazll, as well as
in parts of South Africa. This seed,
tradition says, was once used by na-
tive chiefs as an ordeal. The ordeal
generally resulted In the death of the
man upon whom It was tried and so
was consldered as a great truth finder.
The prepared drug s sometimes used
pow In prescriptions for the treatment
of heart disease.

“Another drug which takes the palm
for costliness Is, curfously enough, the
one which 18 perhaps the most widely
known by name of tham ull to the gen-
eral public—namely, musk. Its retall
price at the preseat moment is about
$50 an ounce, $600 a pound apothecary,
or 21 times the value of pure gold, 24
carats fine. It Is obtained from the
musk deer, a very rare animal, and Is
contained in a follicle, of which there
is only one in each animal, so that an
ounce of the drug represents approxi-
mately one of these preclous anlmals,
As It 18 largely used for scent, the de-
mand constantly exceeds the supply,
and the price has been steadily ad-
vaneing, There {8 no reason why It
should not go to §250 or $500 an ounce
during the next few years, as the musk
deer is gradually vanishing from the
faco of the earth.”—Kansas City Jour-
nal.

BEWARE OF THE STRAP.

A Possible Source of Infectlom to

Those Who Ride In Street Cars,

The connection between the mieroba
and the street car strap has frequently
been discussed and at lenst one recent
Instance has proved somewhat distress-
ingly that danger s Ukely to lurk in the
plece of leather which helps to support
g0 many women during the rush hours
of the day. It was to protect a fresh
pair of white gloves that a New York
woman, compelled to stand, held her
handkerchief Inside the strap while go-
Ing to the theater. On her way home
she was again compelled to stand, and
once more the handkerchief came be-
tween her glove and the leather.

Whether it was after that or during
the evening at the theater that she
once thoughtlesgly put the handker-
chief to her face Is a detall that she
does not recall, but two days afterward
a palp on ber lip became so intolerablo
that she was compelled to see a doctor,
who found her suffering from incipient
blood poisoning, which it was already
too late for him to prevent. The most
that he coull do was to watch her care-
tully through a long attack of iliness,
which at one time threatened to end
fatally.

He attributed this to some polsonous
substance which had passed to her
handkerchlef from the strap, and thag
was his dingposls the moment be heard
the story of the ride on the cable car.
She fortunately recovered, and her phy-
siclan thinks that the present disfigure-
ment to her face which resulted from
the necessity of an operation will not
be permanent. The case has convinced
this physician, who s a man of conslid-
erable experience in surgery, of the
dangers tbat lurk in the street car
strap.—New York Sun.

Starting a Fire,

It seems almost a wonder that the
world s not burned up when one real-
fzes what strange clreumstances may
cause a disastrous fire. In one case
the peaceful crawling of an Insect set
a building on tire. Some cotton waste
had been used with mineral oil and
then thrown away.

An unlucky Insect crawled through
that ofl saturated waste and came out
again with some of the olly fibers ad-
hering to its body. Then it perambu-
lated round the building, coming at
last to the gas jet to meet its fate. The
cotton fibers, still adhering to its body,
caught tire, and the unfortunate insect
dropped, blazing, to the toor, setting
the place on fire,

Cotton waste was also partly respon-
glble for another curious fire. This
time an eleetric spark did the mischlef,
passing from a belt to some conducting
substance near it and communicating
with the cotton.

The Rallway and Engineering Re-
view, borrowing from an English ex-
change, gives two instances of fire
caused by water. In the first case a
flod caused the water to rise inside a
factory until it reached a plle of iron
filings. When they came in contact
with the water, they oxidized so rapid-
ly that they became Intensely hot and
at last set fire to woodwork near them,
and the building was destroyed.

In the other case the water from the
engines during a fire found its way Into
a shed containing quicklime. The heat
caused by the slacking of the lime set
fire to the shed and this to other build-

Ings.

CANNING, PRESERVING - AND JELLY
MAKING.

In this article the term canning refers
to vegetables and fruits sterilized and
hermetically sealed in tin oans, glass
jars or bottles, The word preserving
refers to fruits putin a thick syrup
made from, andjwater, and kept in
ordinary tumblers or jars.

Fruits are much more easily canned
than vege
B b o i togoiier with
riety of wild yeast p

t.het{ncm-la. If asingle plant, or the
bud of a plant, alights in a favorable
place, as on the under side of the lid, or
at the edge of the jar before the lid is
fastened down, it is quite sufficient to
cause fermentation ina can of corn or
peas, or in any materials containing

sugar. The ric name of the yeast
plant is saccharomyces, which really
means a plant living on 8 or needing

sugar for its proper development. For
this reason fruits canned with sugar are
much more liable to fermentation than
those simply canned in water.

ALL PRESERVING POWDERS ARE IN-
JURIOUS.

To be successful with both fruits and
vegetables, surgical or absolute cleanli-
ness must be observed. This does not
mean simply washing and wlplnf the
cans: it means to have them absolutely
sterile, sufficiently heated to kill any-
thing that may fall into or upon them
from the air. To be still more explicit:
1f the vegetables have been cooked in
the jars, and you have neglected to ad-
just the rub previous to cooking,
and you put on the rubbers after taking
the jars from the boiler or sterilizer,
there may be, perhaps, millions of
microscopic plants on one rubber;
and in a few days the whole can will be
filled with fermentation. Washing or
wiping the rubber would in no way pre-
vent it: it must be heated sufficiently to
kill any germs that are fastened to it.
New rubbers are necessary each year.

Another word of caution will, perhaps,
be wise. All preserving po- ders, no
matter under what name they are sold,
are more or less injurious to digestion.
Common sense teaches that a material
that will prevent the life of a plant, or
kill a plant, and prevent all fermenta ion,
will, naturally, also prevent perfect
digestion. These preparations are not
wholesome. Better do without canned
vegetables in the winter than to risk
one's health.

FRUITS AND VEGETABLES MUST BE

FRESH.

The process of canning different fruits
varies but little. Select perfectly souud
and fresh fruits, and they may be canned
with or without sugar. Sugar takes no
part whatever in their preservation, and
frequently causes fermentation. All
fruits should be lightly cooked, that they
way retain their natural flavor. It is
wise to fill the jars to overflowing. As
the liquid cools it will condense, leaving
a space at the top of the jar.

Wash the jars, rubbers and tops; ad-
just the rubbers on the jars. Throw the
tops into cold water, and bring slowly to
boiling point, and allow them to stand
in this boiling water until you are ready
to use them. They must be thoroughly
covered with water. Twirl the jars also
in boiling water. Be sure that you
plunge the whole jar down, filling it en-
tirely, or it will crack. Look over the
fruit very carefully; wash, put it into
the jars: adjust the rubbers, stand the
jars in a wash-boiler, the bottom of
which has been protected with a rack or
strips of wood. Surround the jars part-
ly with cold water, put on the lids
loosely, do not fasten them down. Cover
the boiler, and bring to boiling point.
Boil the small fruits ten minutes after
they begin to boil. You may now fill
two jars from a third to allow for the
condensation.

TO KEEP PRESERVES AND JELLIES IN
A DARK PLACE.

Lift the jars, one at a time, and fasten
the tops. Wipe each jar off immediately
and stand it in a cool place over night.
Next morning, if you have screw tops,
give each one an extra turn; if not, they
will be sufficiently fastened. Wipe them
off, and put them in a cool, dark closet
for keeping. It is a question whether
or not light affects fruits. Personal ex-
perience has proven to me that it does
not make much difference whether fruit
is kept in the light or the dark. I have
kept quantities of fruitin the sunlight
all summer, and have had them in per-
fect condition the mext year. I have,
however, noticed that the flavor is not
s0 true after they have been standing in
the sun. For this reason I recommmend
the dark.

Large fruits, such as peaches and
pears, should be packed in the jars, the
jars filled with cold water, the rubbers
adjusted, the jars placed in the boiler
with the same amount of water as be-
fore, and the lids placed loosely on top;
the boiler covered, and the cooking con-
tinued for fifteen minutes after the
water has reached the boiling point.

WHERE SUGAR 18 USED IN CANNING.

Where su is used at the time of
canning, and the materials are cooked In
a porcelain-line! kettle, the following
rules should be closely observed: The
jars must be washed, plunged into scald-
ing water sod rolled around quickly.
The lids put into cold water, brought to
boiling point amd kept there. The rub-
bers adjusted. The jarsfilled one ata
time and fastened. Each jar should be
glnced, to prevent breakage, on a folded

amp towel ina plate or pie dish. A
wide-mouthed funnel will facilitate mat-
ters very much. The jars should be
filled to overflowing and the tops fasten-
ed down. There is no advantage what-
ever in having a press of any sort in the
top of the jar. Itis not necessary that
the fruit should be under the liquor.
Fruits that will mold outside of the
liquor in a jar are not sterile, are un-
wholesome, and have been carelessly
canned. ;

CURRANTS AND RASPBERRIES.

To each full guart of large red rasp-
berries allow half a pint of currant juice
and half a pound of sugar. Put the ber-
ries into a porcelain-lined kettle—a layer
of berries and a layer of sugar; pour
over the currant juice. Bring the fruit
slowly to boiling point; skim, and fill
into the cans.

PLUMS.

The following recipe will answer for
gages and all sorts of plums. Where
sugar is used allow half a pound to
every pound of plums. Wash the plums,
stick them carefully with a large pin to
revent the skin from cracking. Weigh.
Put a layer of sugar and a layer of plums
into a porcelain lined kettle, having not
more than four layers of plums. Let
them stand for an Emu' or two on the
table; then put them over a moderate
fire; Lring very slowly to boiling point;
skim, and fill into the jars as dirécted.

There is always a great deal of surplus
juice in canning plums and small fruits,
and this may be put aside to boil down
for jelly.—Ladies’ Home Journal.

DELICIOUS CAULIFLOWER SALAD.
Take a head of caulifiower and boil in
a piece of fine cheesecloth. Remove
from the cloth, drain, and sprinkle over
it two tablespoonfuls of lemon juice or
vinegar, and stand aside to cool. At
serving time break the head apart into
flowerets; e them neatly on adish,
sprinkle over a little chopped parsley or
wild sorrel; cover with French

dressing and serve.

©la Time Legisiation Against the
Use of Tobaoeo.

.magistrates and elders as far more in-

and the planting of the weed were for-
bidden, the cnitivation of it belng per-
mitted only in small quantities, “for
meere Decessitle, for phisick, for pres-
ervation of the health, and that the
same be taken privately by annclent
men.” But the *‘creature called tobac-
ko scemed to bave an Indestructible
life. Mrs. Alice M. Earle writes of

in “Stagecoach and Tavern Days:”

Landlords were ordered not to “suf-
fer any-tobacco to be taken into thelr
houses” on penalty of 8 fine to the
“yictualler” and another to “the party
that takes It” The laws were con-
stantly gltered and enforced, and still
tobacco was grown and was smoked.
No one could take it “publicquely” nor
in his own house or anywhere else be-
fore strangers. Two men weze forbid-
den to smolm togethes.

No one could smoke within two miles
of the meeting house on the Sabbath
day. There were wicked backsliders
who were caught smoking around the
corner of the meeting house and others
on the street, and they were fined and
set In the stocks and in cages.

Until within a few years there were
New England towns where tobacco
smoking In the streets was prohibited,
and innocent cigar loving traveler
were astounded at belng requested to
cease smoking,

Mr. Drake wrote In 1880 that he
knew men, then living, who had bad to
plead guilty or not gullty in a Boston
police court for smoking in the streets
of Boston.

In Connecticut In early days a great
indulgence was permitted to travelers—
a man could smoke once during a jour-
ney of ten miles. :

of him, “Let us have your rosin, and 1
will show 'em wio I8 the king of glo-
ryl"—London Tit-Bits.

Land Orabs.

One of the commonest and the lar
gest of the Christmas island land crabs
{8 the well known robber crab, which
18 found In most of the tropical islands
of the Indian and Paclfic oceans. It
sometimes reaches a length of two feet
and may measuce seven Inches across
the back. Its colors are of a very
gaudy description, the ground color be-
ing a bright red, upon which there are
stripes of yellow, but in some cases a
purplish blue Is the prevailing tint.

The eyes are fixed on stalks which
can be moved Independently of one an-
other, and there are two palrs of feel-
ers, one long, the other short. The lat-
ter pair are continually jerked up and
down. There I8 a pair of powerful
claws, then several walking legs. In
general appearance these animals are
much more like rather stout lobsters
than crabs, and one's first encounter
with one of these creatures In the mid-
dle of a forest far from the sea is pro-
ductive of much astonishment on both
sldes.

Another specles of land crab com-
mon In Christmas lisland Is a little
bright red animal which in general
shape Is much like the common shore
crab. This varlety makes burrows In
the ground, and In some places the sofl
{8 honeycombed with hundreds of holes.
The crabs spend most of thelr time
collecting dead leaves, which they car-
ry In thelr claws, holding them up over
their heads, and drag down Into thelr
burrows, Into which they scuttle at the
least alarm.—Pearson’s Magazine,

Crabs In Disgulse.

Human beings are not the only crea-
tures that have discovered the ap-
petizing, though indigestible, qualities
of crabs, and some of these animals
have been corapelld to resort to vari-
ous defensive measures. Disgulse Is
one of these and Is practiced with
great effect by spider crabs.

These deliberately bite up seaweeds
and plant them on thelr backs, ver}
goon establishing a growth which har-
monizes perfectly with the surround-
ings and decelves many an enemy.
Should the weeds grow too vigorously,
the crab industriously prunes them
with his claws and every now and then
scrapes the whole lot off and starts a
fresh garden on his roof, so to speak.

The sponge crab behaves in a simila.
manner, nipping off little bits of living
sponge and sticking them on his back,
where they grow vigorously. The
same end is served as In the other case.
It I8 very amusing to keep crabs of
one or other of these kinds In an agua-
rium and deprive them of the usual
means of concealment.

They get very nervous and agitated
and try to cover themselves with bits
of paper or anything else that may be
provided. One such captive Is sald to
have had a little greatcoat made for
him, which he put on In a hurry as
soon as It was banded to him.
