Some recent Investigations: on the ecare

| snd keeping of milch cows, made at the
Agricultu Invitute at Konigsberg,
Giermany, and reported by Bachhaus, in-
| clude studies of the iodividual variatious
| in milk vield and the utilization of food
by different cows, feeding and milking
twice or three times a day, wabtering,
+fect of exercise, light in the stable,
ete., ele.

| The record showing the individual
variation in the secretion of milk was
summarized in the case of eight East
| Prussian Dutch cowe, together with the
leream vield of the milk ol each cow,
number of fst globules, live weight, ete.

Io order to determine the utilization
| of food by milch cows, clase calculations
| were made of the value of the foed con-
sumed and the milk produced by these
i«lgm cows, the record carefully
| kept in the individual case of each cow.
| From the resaits obtaived, the conclu-
| sfon was reached that the merits of
| cow ¢an best be judged by testing the
awount of food consumed and the pro-
duction of milk, ete., six months after
lealving. With a view to finding a
| precticable means by which the profita-
| ble utilization of feod by a cow could be
| determined, studies were made in which
| at four different stages of lactition the
| grain of the eight cows was increased
laud the effeet observed om the produc
tion. The periods were each seven daye
'Ion(. the last four daye being con-

sidered. There was a wide difference
smong the cows with respect to their
response to the increased grain. Some
gave no incresse, while others in every
case gave a poticeable increase in pro-
duction.

In the matter of feeding, experiments
| ape made with different lots of cows.
| The coaclusion in this particular was
| that for milk production alone it was
| suflicient to feed twice daily, as feeding
|tbr«- times gave no increase in the vield
of milk. FPhysiologically feeding ouly
twice & day is believed to be preferable,
| as the cows are more quiet under this
[avstem.  Where the production of beef
| considered, feeding three times a day
| was considered advisable, as there was »
greater increase in live weight under
that svstem.

The experiments made in the water-
| ing of cows covered a period of 35 days
| The cows were watered alternately, s

week at & time, by automatic troughs
and ordinary paile. While there was
| practically no difference in the amount
| of tat and of solids—not 'ﬂﬂpﬂ)d“\"d
! under the two conditions, & summary of
| the milk vield showed that the auto-
watic troughs materially locrease the
production sod are to be recommended.

The tests made in the matter of ex-
| ercise, lasted thirty-four days. The
jcows were allowed to exercise at will an
' hour esch day on slternate weeks, but
| kept quiet in the stables al! day the rest

| In regard to the number of milkings a
| day. the experiments were made with
' vight cows, milking twice, three times,
and four times daily, the interval be-
tween milkinga being divided equally.
[he periods were seven days loog and
only the last four days of each period
were considered. Frequent milking was
| found to increase the yield of milk, and
| this was true for fresh cows as well as
| those well advanced in milking. The
| results of these experiments were con-
| vincing that under lntensive conditions,
whe re wilk commands & high price, the
lincreased vield will warrant wilkiog
| three times a day, dividing the time be-
| tween milkings a8 equally as pessible.
| Under other conditions milking twice s
|dw is considered sufficient except in
the case of cows giving & large quantity

| of milk, which should be given two ad-
ditional milkings. Cooacerviog the com-
position of the milk st different milk-
| ings, oo the average of nine weeks of
milking twiee daily, the mornlog's milk
contained 3 44 per cent. of fat and the
night's milk .47 per cent; the average

| of three weeks of milking four times a
day gave 3 60 per cent fat for the fore-
| noon's milk and $ 47 for the afternooun’s
milk. Where the time between milk-
| ings was irteguisr it was found that a

{ milk richer in fat was produced on the

| shorter interval.

l'o determine the «ffect of light oo
cows these experiments were made. o
each experiment the windows were

! dsrkened during the alternste periods
| and the stables Kkept as dark as practi-
|eable.  In general, the results of all the
expertments showed that excluding the
| light had little effect on the milk pro-
| duction, bat the effect on the live weight
appeared to be unfavorable. The ad-
vantages of well lighted stables are
considered spparent.—Maine Farmer.

The Fault thit is found
with this sort of breeding is that it pro-
duces snimals that xre too small for
present demands.  Other brecders there
are, cqualiy ss ardent admirers of the
Morgun, who are bending their energies
aot only to perpetuate the many points
ol excellence that have been so long
characteristic of this breed, but by =
judicious iafusion of speed aud roadster
blood, are producing unlinsls of increas-
ed size, up o nt demands for fancy
rosdstera and the farmers’ all-round
horse. Of these different bravches ol
what we term improved Morgans, there
are the Black Hiwks, Golddust, Fear-
naughts, Morgan Eagles and some
other:, All these possess sullicient
Morgan blood to fill the requirements and
rules prescribiog what shall coastitute a
standard Morgan.

The future Morgan will ba bred alo
ove of the two lines as above ind
and while 2 few may persist iu breeding
aloog the old lives and producing the
small 14 and 15 hand horse, the large
wsjority of Morgan breeders will strive
to weet demands of fashion and markets
instead of vainly trylog to mold tastes
and opinions. No stock breeder ever
achieved success by producing a model
after hiz own standard and thea trying
to educite people up to his ideas of per-
fection. Most any one will agree with
me that 4 10 hand Morgan is preferable
for either sale or service to the 14 or 15
hand soimsl, providing we sacrifice none
of the important poiuts of style, strength,
durability or speed iu obtsining it.
About the only objection urged agaiust
the Morgan to~day i3 that he is too small.
Breeders who are getting them of desir-
able size have no great surplus ol stock
on hand, even in these times when the
horse market is at its lowest ebb.

As to the adaptability of the Morgan
to the general farmer or village resident
there is no animal of the horse kind that
will suit better.  On the furm they are
tractable and kind anvwhere their ser-
vices are required, pushing along their
work like any other industrious, am-
hitlous American citizen. They may
not be able to draw as many pounds as
the heavy draft, but they will take two
steps to his one snd at the end of the day
will show s much Iabor performed, and
with less signs of exhaustion.

STATE DAIRY CONFERENCE.

The annual state dairy conference of
the Msioe board of agriculture will be
held in Portland on Dec. 65 In hold-
ing this conference it has been decided
to take a new departure in relation to
the dairy exhibits. At the last annual
meeting of the board the question of an
interstate exhibit of dalry produc's was
fully discussed, and finally left In charge
of the secretary and executive com-
mittee, who, after looking thoroughly
into the matter, came to the conclusion
that an interstate exhibition in the strict
sense of the term was not practicable, It
was. ther=fore, finally decided to hold
the meeting directly under the auspices
of the board, and to jnvite creamerymen
snd dairymen from other states to pat in
exhibits in open competition with the
creameries and dsirymen of Maine. This
is done for the purpose of making a just
and fsir comparison of the Maine goods
with those from other states. The
competitive exhibition will be confined
to butter put up in ten pound tubs, with-
out distinguishiog marks, and exhibitors
are asked to contribute their samples to
the board, that they may be sold and the
proceeds used to increase the amount of
the premiums, all express bills to be paid
by the board. In addition to this priz-s
will be offered for the best funcy display
of butter.

The varions dsiry supply houses and
salt manufscturing concerns, as well as
the butter and produce dealers of our
cities, In considerable numbers, have
generously offered to contribute from §5
to $25 each to the amount to be off:red
in premiums.  There will be no special
prizes offered.  Assurance has been re-
celved from the officiais of other states
that they will use their utmost effortd to
encourage their creamervmen and dairy-
men 1o send samples 1. r the exhibition.

As the meetinge are to be held in a
large hall where there will be ample
room, it bas also been decided to huve
an exhibit of dressed poultry, eggs,
;boultry foods, incubators, brooders, ete.,
'or which special prizes will be off-red.
L=tters have been received from various
poultry men expreasing a desire to com-
pete in this exhibtion and it is expected
that maoufacturers of incubators and
brooders, and dealers in poultry foods,
will take this opportunity to exhibit
their goods to quite & large extent.

The program of the meetings will be
confined strictly to the dairy interests,
and noted dairy speakers from away, as
well w8 those who are actively engaged
in the work in our own state, have been
secured. The list of speakers includes
Prof. Churles D Woods, director of the
Maine « xperiment statior, Prof, G. M.
Gowell, dairy instructor st the univer-
sity of Msine, Prof. J. L. Hills, director
of the Vermont experim#nt station, who
will gpeak on Economic Dairy Foods,
Dr. Theobald Smith of the Harvard
medical school, who will speak on Sani-
tary A-p-cts of Dairving, Valancey E
Fuller of New York, secretary of the
American Jersey cattle club association,
who will spesk on The Breeding, Selec-
tion and Hindliog of the Modern Diiry
Cow to Seeure Most Profit, and others.

The usual half rates will be offered by
the various raiirods of the state, and
rates of §1 and $1 50 per day, necordlog to
loestion snd number ia rooms, bave been
secured at hotels. The full program and
premium list will soon be issued.—B.
Walker McKeen, Sec., in Homestead.

Anclient Varieties of Dogs.

The first domesticated mammal seems
to have been the dog. In the Swiss So-
ciety of Natural History last year Pro-
fessor Studer read a paper on ancient
European dogs. The oldest variety » 3
the so called peat dog. It Lelongs to the
peolithic period. There were four other
varieties known in the bronze period
and in that of the lake dwellings Di-
rect descendants of these are the Gio-
man hunting hounds, the shepherd dog
and toe poodle.

In Ameriea there is little evidence
that any dog was trained for hunting.
In the far north the Eskimo dog was a
beast of draft, the cnly one known to
the red race. The dogs of Mexico and
Central America seem to have been
principally raised for food or ceremoninl
gacrifices. Iu Pern there were several
varieties under domestication, two of
which have been clearly distinguished.

It is noteworthy that althongh in
many American tribes the dog was &
gacred or mythical animal in the le-
gends he was not regarded with affec-
tion, but with dislike and aversion, a
fact strongly brought out by Vau Tscha-
di.—D. G. Brinton in Secience.

Selecting Clgars by Color.

One of the most absurd fads of the
cigar trade is that of color in reference
to bavanas, The idea prevails that color
is indicative of stremgth. It is no such
thing. A light or medium eolored cigar
fs not necessarily mild or medium in
flavor, for the simple reason that the
color refers to the outside wrapper only,
which in itself is of very thin substance,
and in gqnantity is of very small propor-
tion to the other materials that make
up the cigar. Asa mattes of fact, the
fillers and bunch wrappers will deter-
wmine the body or strength of the cigar.
The actual strength or otherwise of the
inmer body of the cigar—viz, fillers and
bunch wrappers—is too often an un-
known quautity. It is quite true that
a statement may be made thut these
parts are so-and-so or & mixtore of this
and that and give a certain ash, ele.,
but this explains nothing. Not only are
there various grades of the saine tobaceo
in relation to quality, Lot there are also
a vanely of grades that determine
strength. With the exception that cer-
tnin tobacces have varying degrees of
body or otherwise, a mild, mediom or
full cigar s largely a matter of chance.
—London Crocer,

LAST WEEK'S ELECTIONS.

A REPUBLICAN CONGRESS 1S ELECTED
—ROOSEVELT GOVERNOR OF NEW
YORK —RESULTS GENERALLY SATIS-
FACTORY TO REPUBLICANS.

The elections which were held in forty-
two states lnst Tuesday resulted in a
manner geperally satisfsctory to Re-
publicans, and much better than was
feared by those best fitted to judge, two
weeks before election. It oftener hap-
pens than not that the anti-administra-
tion party elects s msjority of the low-
er house of congress in the “off year,”
midway between presidential elections,
snd that result was hoped for on the one
side and somewhat feared on the other,
this vear. It was not realized, however.
The Republican majority is reduced to
13—a narrow margin, but sufficient to
enable the Republicans to organize the
house and control legislation on most
matters.

The effect upon the senate is still more
satisfuctory. Enough senators will be
gained to give the Republicans a good
working msjority in the senate—not only
s Republican msjority, but a sound
money msjority.

Aside from the determination of the
political complexion of congress, the one
feature of the elections which was of
general public interest was the choice of
governor in New York. ““Rough Rider”
Rooseveit received s plurality of ahout
20,000 over Van Wyek, the Democratic

Tammsany) candidate. This is not a
large msjority for the big state of New
York—in fact it ia a great reduction
from that of two vears ago—hut it is
enough, snd more than was feared at
one time,

The Republicans lost one congressman
in Masaschusetts, twelve in New York.
and some in other eastern stutes, but
made pumerous gains in western states

Nebrasks, the home of Bryan, and
Kansas, are agsin in the Republican
column.

g y Or even electricity, that it
really should be used instead of these in
all nurseries snd children's rooms, and
the only drawback about lamps is that
they require such careful tendiog to keep
them ina safe and bright condition.
But given a consclentious narse or a mis-
tress who undertakes their management
herself, all will be well. One very nec-
essary thiog in lamps is that the oll
reservoir be kept scrupulously clean In-
side. Nooil is s0o pure that it does not
leave & sediment, and if this sediment be
allowed to accumulate the succeeding
oll fails to burn brightly.

Lamp reservolrs should be washed out
once a week with hot water and rnl
ash and be allowed to tho y dral
and dry before new oil be The
burner should also be uently cleaned
—once a day, in faet—and every orifice
should be thoroughly cleaned out. The
wick should be wiped st the top with a
plece of soft rag to remove the charred
edges, and it wick should be found
to burn ruther cloudily it may be nec-
ﬂlrf to remove it next mornlog and
soak it for an hour or two in vinegar
and water.

The Odd Architecture and Juser Customs
of the Flace—Uld Churches nad Forta,
The Havana Shope and Public Prome-
pades—Havoe Wronght by the Wer.

The oity of Havana is sitnated on the
west gide of a beautitul tay of the gulf
of Mexioo and is un the northwest coast
of the island of Cuba, [t standsona
sort of peninsula, formed on one side by
the bay and on the other by she gulf,
and is divided into two portions—the
iutramural, or old town, between the
tay and the ancient waulls, and the ex-
tn;:nl. or new town, beyond the
“a

The barbor of Havana is wonderfully
pioturesque, and the first impression of
the traveler on seeing the city is dis-
tinctly sgreeublo, a feeling thata closer
view of it doee mot destroy Opposite
the entrance to the harbor stands Morro
Castle, of which we have hear.l so much
of late. It is a very old structure, hav-

ing been built by Philip 11 of Spain in
1573, but it bas been considerably al-
tered of late yoars to suit it to the exi
gencics of modern warfare.  After Morro
the other bistorical fortress, La Punta,
also erected by the same king, comes
into view To the left of the harbor are
two pointed promontories crested by
several fine churches, one, Los Angeles,
severnl centuries old.

Beyond these, upon a number of low
Iying hills, rises the city, an irregular
mass of one stary buildings, interspersed
with cburch domes and towers, with
bere and there cocoa palms or a fringe
of banana leaves waving over some gar-
den wall Previous to the war vessels
from all parts of the world filled ap the
faoreground of the picture, while canoe-
like market boats, landed with tropical
fruita, fish, vegetables and flowers, row-
ed by negroes naked to the waist, scnd-
ded in all directions over the water.

W hat should be called the city proper,
the commercial center of the Cuban
capital, consists of a labyrinth of nar-
row lanes traversed by several broad
streets, the two principal of which are
known all over southern America nd
the West Indies as Calle O'Reilly nd
Callie O'Bisbo and run from the g
ernor's palace out to the walls of the
city. Few of the bouses which line
these lanes und alleys are more than
one story high, but that one story is so
lofty that it would make two or three
of an average New York building. The
lower half of every house is painted
either a dark blue, a deep red or a vivid
yellow, the upper part being almost
iuvariably of a dazzling white. The
effect of this singular and inartistio
combination of colors is more striking
and picturesque than pleasing

In passing along the strects the pe-
destrian, if curious, may behold the
families at their toilet, for there is very
little privacy anywhere in Cuba. Every
act from the entry into life till foally
quitting the stage, trom baptism to the

shed- | last rites over the dead, are performed

in the utmost publicity. The lower
windows, overlooking the streets, are
protected by heavy iron bars, and be-
hind these may be seen in certain quar-
ters of the city Havanese beauties, with
faces thickly powdered with rice flour,
evidently courting the admiring glances
of the passing gallants.

Some of the better class of houses in
Havana are very handsome, but as they
are all built in one style—the classical
—the effect is monotonous They all
bave an inner courtyard surrounded by
handsome marble or stucco columus and
seem to have been modeled after the
villas of ancient Rome. After passing
through a fine, wide hall the visitor to
one of these houses reaches the patio, in
the center of which there is usually a
garden rich in tropical vegetation shad
ing a fountain. I the patio the family
assemble of an evening, the ladies in
full dress, and as it is generally bril-
lisntly illuminated the pleasant do-
mestic scene adds greatly to the gay
appearaunce of the streets.

The Havanese shops are well supplied
with American, European and uative
goods, but few of them have windows,
snd the wares are exposed as in an east-
ern bazaar Only a few years ago the
jewelers' and goldsmiths’ shops of the
city were renowned throughovt sropical
America, but now they are with scarce-
ly an exception completely ruined This

1| result was largely owing to the Cuban

insnrrection and the consequent ruin it
entailed upon the planters and wealthy
people generally

The finest street in Havana is the
Cerro, a long thoroughfure running up
a hill at the rear part of the town. It
is bordered on either side by grand old
villas, surronnded by magnificent gar-
dens. The handsomest of these man-
sions belongs to the old and noted Her-
pandes family and is built of white
marble in the usual classical style. The
adjacent villa, Santoveneo, has n love-
ly garden and used to be famons for its
archids, collected by the late Countass
de Santoveneo. Then follow many other
magnificent dwellings, the abodes of
the aristocracy of Havana.

There are eeveral delightful publio
promenades in the city and its suburbs,
ehief among which may be mentioned
the Paseo de Isabel, with its wide pave-
ment and its grand central avenue of
flowering trees. Here stands an impos-
ing monument, the Fontana de India,
sarmounted by a well executed statune
of the Antilles, represented by an In-
dian maiden. Forming a background to
this remarkable work of art are the
public gardens of La Glorietta, with
their oleander groves and towering
palms. In the great pond the Victoria
regia floats its colossal silver cupa
Near by is the Campo de Marte, where
the soldiers drilled who will drill there
no more, and beyond this is the palace
of the Aldama family, in the midst of
a splendid tropical garden.

The Calzada de la Reina is another
wide street, running from the Campo
de Marte to the Calsada Belancion and
Paseo de Tacon. This is the fush-
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beautiful as it is its ohief interest to
Americans is owing to the fact that in
it is the tomb of Columbus. After hav-
ing been iuterred and reiuterred in
Spain the remains of the great discover
er were removed to the island of Santo
Domingo and deposited in the principal
chareh of the eapital. Thence tho nsbes
of Columbus were carried to Havana
and solemnly interred in 1796,

There is something patbetic in the
fact that Spain, baving lost the last of
her possessions in America, intends )
pegotiate for the removal of the nehes
of Colambus from their present resting
place to Spain. It would be unworthy
of & nation to forget the glories of its
past history, but it scems that Spain's
misfortunes have been at least partly
owing to her living upon her past roc
ord and peglecling the preseut.

The Casa de Beneficencia, founded by
the famous Las Cusas, is a charitable
institution where extreme age aud ex-
treme youth find a friendly shelter It
fs managed Ly those devoted women,
the Little Sisters of the Poor. The Lazar
houst, sitvated n few miles from the
city, is a remuarknble institution. In it
are six nous und two priests who have
oanished themselves from the world so
as to attend to the many lepers contined
there.

But the charitable institutions of the
city, numerons as they are and admir
ably managed and well endowed, are
not sufficient for the needs of a place
that swarms with beggars and the real
or pretended sick. Naples itslf cannot
produce such terrible beggars as those
of Havana. They haunt one everywhere,
they gather around the church doors,
whining for alms and bestow corses
without stint unless they receive a dole

The people of Havana, like all Latin
people, are foud of pleasure and dovoted
to the theater. The carnival beld there
annnally at one time far surpassed that
of New Orleans, but within vecent years
its splendors bave greatly declined.

The bull ring aand the cock pit are
still pational institutions in Cola, but

the latter is no longer patronized by the
better class of pecple in Havana, and
even a bullfight fails to attract as it did
in former years

With peace restored and onder the
protecting wgis of the United States
Havana will again become commercial
Iy great and prosperous, as sho was be
fore insurrection and Spanish misrule
cast o blight npon her fair prospects.
Situnted most favorably for commercial
intercourse with Europe and the two
Auericas as she is, and the capital city
and trade center of one of the most pro-
ductive islands in the world, there is
pothiug to prevent Havans from assum-
ing, before mauy deosdes have passed
oy, a position of commercial eminence
second to no city in tropical America
But such a desiderstum is contingent
upon a continuance of peace, favorable
trade regulations and security to life
and property.
