Why is it that so many of our fsrm 
lads conceive :i dislike to the (arm, and 
seek a precarious livelihood as clerks, or 

in the over-crowded profession·* The 
answer Is not far to seek. Overwork 

I ind the evils resulting from It: lack of 
leisure for henlthfui and congenial recre- 

ation : the relaxed muscles and strained, 
disordered nervous system, refusing the 
spontaneous action of body and brain 
necessary to meuttl, moral and physical 
development. 

It is oot uncommon to hear a parent 
r.mark: uYw, Johnnie is growing up 
Ue can do a man's work almost any· 
where you put him." But poor. 12-year- 
o'd Johnnie's stooping shoulder*, luster- 
1*^»< ty* and dragging feet, tell a verv 

different story. 
It Is nothing less than cruelty to ask 

or expect a boy from 12 to 15 to do a 

nun's work, or even the halt of it. Evtn 

up the work, arid there are few boys that 
will shirk or neglect his share. If he 

prefer* chores, let him be chore boy, if 
he *ould rather work in the field, well 
and good. But if you want your boy to 
-tar with you. don't send him to the 
field all day and attach as much work, 
In the shape of chores, morning aud 
and night, as should comprise his daily 
task. 

Getting up in the morning at an unrea- 

sonably early hour is one of the things 
that the average farm boy dreads. Nor 
i« he to be bl.tmed for this. A growing 
bov requires a great deal of sleep. What 
is the use of tumbling the whole ftmily 
out of bed at 4 o'clock in the morning 
and prowling about in the dark for two 

hour*, waiting for it to get light enough 
to work, ju-t for the -ake of tieing ready 
when da ν light comes? · >f course, there 
are certain sea-«>os when early rising is 
a necessity, such as planting, harvesting, 
and husking times, but two month-, or 

at most three months, out of the year, 
will cover the period when m»n. woman, 

child at^l beast c»u do as much g«»od be- 
tween «un-up an·! sun-down a* is good 
for their physical well-being. 

I'ocket money is another problem 
which our country lad «.od bless him— 
is almost certain to stumble against 
sooner or later. The method that pre- 
vails to a great extent of allowing a boy 
to cultivate a certain amount of land for 
his own bem tit. or of gi\ing him a colt 
or a calf to have for his work in caring 
for same, offers many advantages. But. 
for various reasons, we do not approve 
of it so welt as another plan. lu the 
first place, the culiivttion of almost any 
crop to profit is uncertain, and dieip- 
pointment to a boy is not only bitter, 
but discouraging as well. 

If the boy prefers, give him a reason- 

able amount of work with the under- 
standing that he is working for all. and 
thit all are working for him, without 
auv cash basis, placing the whole case 

on the basis of mutual helpfulness and 
λ flection. Then on days when he really 
wants money. Fourth of July, county 
fair day», and circus days, allow him .t 

generous outlay. What if he does spend 
it on things that seem foolish to us ; 

they are not fooli«h to him. Let him 

«pend It as he likes. 
Remember the country boy. unlike the 

city boy, has his world all around hiui; 
the fields, the woods aud the streams at 
his feet. There are no expeusive jour- 
neys and exorbitant hotel bills to be 

planned for him before he can enter Into 
hi. «·,!»», ill h. ti.mI* u to b»· tauirht to 

understand aright the wonder* which 
nature constantly reveals to those who 
*tudv her. and leisure for the·»*· revela- 
tions to develop. The result in nine 
«.·**»* out of ten, will be it healthv, con- 

tented boy. 
After all. sympathy is the keynote of 

success with our boys, and if we waut 
them to love the farm, we mu.«t give it 
without «tint. We htve always heard a 

great deal about the duty of children to- 
ward their parent*. Turn it the other 

way around, and let the parent consider 
hi· whole duty toward hi» son, and we 

believe farm life will a«sume an entirely 
different asi>ect to the average boy. To 
feed and clothe the creature for whose 

existence we are responsible, is not 

enough. We should study him, plav 
with him. work with him, laugh with 
him and grieve with him. 

Blessed is the boy whose father re- 

tains en< ugh of his youth to enter under- 
standing!;- into the dawning manhood of 

hi- -on: who will *h*re with him all the 

-impie sports dear to boyish hearts, and 
who has no secrets, business or other- 

wi-e, which his son cannot share.—

SPRAYING FRUIT TREES WHILE IN 
BLOSSOM. 

A Vermont subscriber, referring to a 

state law against this practice, framed 
in the interest of bee keepers, wants to 
know the practical results of delaying 
until the blossom dropped. Director 
Hllgard of the California experiment 
station, who has probably had as much 
experience in this as any one in the 
country, writes us a» follows: 

"So far as California methods are con- 

cerned, it is generally thought beat to 
avoid spraying while the trees are in 
bloom, not only on account of bees, but 
also because of possible interference 
nith pollination. We dislike to have it 
rain into our fruit bloom on that ac- 

count, and we therefore avoid mtking 
artitK'lal rain, also. The enemies that 
would interfere with the development of 
the codlin moth, etc., is best reached in 
and the flo wer can be reached in the bud, 
the forming fruit. Grape growers most- 

ly avuid even sulphuring the vines while 
in bloom, as in case of rain, or even 

heavy de-vs, plastering the sulphur en 

the stigmas, there m ty be failure to set 
fruit, if the sulphur is used in the slight- 
est degree acid. There should, in my 
view, be strong reasons for running the 
risk of spraying into the bloom. In order 
to justify the practice."—Homestead. 

j A new farmers' organization has re- 

cently come Into existence in Illinois to 
« take the place of the grange which is 
criticized as "too slow and conserva- 

tive" to be of any value to farmers at 
the present time. This new organizi- 
tiou is called "The American Order of 

Agriculture," and It is expected that Its 

high founding name, with the equally 
high sounding phrases which are used 
in the prospectus circular will insare 
its *ucces«. To this circular Is signed 
the name of a traveling preacher, a tree 

[eddler, a professional politlcitn, a Uw- 
ver, and two others whom the "Grange 
^ewe" of Illinois says "are not eligible 
to entry in the herd book of agriculture 

j and patriots." Farmers to-day ought to 
be bright enough to steer clear of such 
"orders." Those who have the Interest 
of the farmer at heart are in favor of the 
grange as a farmers' organization. Those 
«ho are seeking to institute new orders 

; for the rural population are generally 
those who want to "ftror the farmer."

POINTS or INTERKST IN PARIS.

There «re « few thing· la Pari· that the 

have been written about ao much that 
metropolitan journals forbid their corre- 

spondent» saving Anything «bout them, 
nod that's ju*t the reason that we 

«re going to tell you about them, 
for they »ay that whatever Is forbidden 
is the tnoat interesting and fascinating. 
It was a Frenchtn.n, of courae, who 
Mid, while eating some of our luacious 
strawberries, "How much more luscious 
they would be if it were only wicked to 

eat them !" We confeas w« have as yet 
failed to discover what i« considered 
wicked here, fur the ten commandment» 
seem to be an unknown quantity; but 

perhaps they read backwards in French, 
or that little word "not" Is left out In the 
French language. 

The chief among these forbidden sub- 
ject* Is KifT»*l Tower, Arc de Tri- 
omphe. Champs Klysees, Place de la 
Concorde, the Tuileries, and the Bols 
de Bouilogne. 

As some of your readers mav not have 
had the opportunity to read all that has 
been said about these stale old "chest- 
nut·," we will begin with Eiffel 
Tower, which l«, of cours*·, the firal 
thing one sees on entering Parle, as it Is 
the highest thing iu the world—or thinks 
it la—but If It would perambulate over 

to Paris Maine, we might »how it a 

thing or two that would make it hide Its 
diminished head—old Streaked Moun- 
tain, for l ci stance. 

As the first glimpse of the famous 
trestlework risea up before us. we are 

reminded of the parting advice of our 

host in lamdou ; but must first tell you 
the story. At one time he Imported a 

distant relative on the maternal side, to 
take a position in his gun works at Cray- 
ford, and from theklndne·» of his heart, 
Invited the wife to be his guest at his 
mansion in Baldwvn's Park. 

She proved to be the kind that could 
never see anything quite so grand as 

what she had bteu accustomed to at 

home, though In reality she had been 
reared In a remote back town In Penn- 
sylvania and hid never before been 
out of her own chickenyard. On one 

occasion, when some of hl« guests were 

admiring the lofty and beautifully decor- 
ated ceiling on his drawing-room, she 
made the startling declaration: "Oh, 
that's nothin'! Ye'd orter see our"η ! 
M<»re'n twice as high, an' all han' paint- 
ed" ! 

Ever after that, whenever anything 
out of the ordinary appealed to him, he 
would quote his former guest, and his 
parting Injunction to us was to remcm- 

l»er the celling, and not fill to say to the 
frlt-nd who first showed us Eiffel 
Tower that. "That's nothin'! Ye'd 
orter see our'n! More'n twice as high, 
an* all han' painted!" And so we say it 
it nothing, for they can't get anything 
ao high as our own Mt. Washington, 
which Is Indeed all "hau' painted." by 
the Haud that paints the ceiling of the 
skies' 

But, seriously, Mister Eiffel did d·» 
quite a tall thing when he erected thl* 

lofty fret-work mouument, which will 
perpetuate hi* nun" through coming 
age*, for it Is th«* highest structure of 
human workmanship on the surface of 

globe, being 995 feet high. It Is built of 
interlaced Ironwork, and you can "see 

daylight" through it, all the way to the 

top. On the first platform. 375 fe»-t 
from the ground are restaurants and 
cafes where many thousand people can 

be accomodated at once, and In summer 

they have a band of music, every day 
aud dancing is indulged In to some ex-

stualler and usedchieflv for observation, 
being sfiil feet high, and that seems quit** 
as high as most |>eople can* to get, till 
they aspire to mansions in the skie", but 
If they wish to go ntill higher, the "left" 
will take them to the very top platform, 
l*>i feet from the ground, and large 
enough to hold 800 people, where the 

city looks like a vast checker-board 
«prend out beneath them, and human

that way. The four columns that from 
the base cover over 2 1-2 acres of ground 
and form a triumphal arch 300 feet high. 
The only time we ever saw It when there 
seemed anything pirticularly attractive 
about It, w'as one misty grey day, when 
the skeleton-like outiiue was dimly 
*hown through the mist that enveloped 
it, so that, as the gaze traveled upward, 
the form grew dimmer aud dimmer, till

The next object of importance is the 
Arc de Triomphe, aaid to be the finest 
piece of architecture io the world. Most 
people go into rapture# over this re- 

nowned piece of workmanship whose ex- 

terior is covered with statues and monu- 

ments fashioned by the hand of man, 
but it did not particularly impress us, 
and we again felt like saying, "Ye'd 
orter see our'n etc.," for it is mean to 
littleness compared to our own old New 
England 6Utne of the Old Man of the 
Mountain, hewn from the mighty and 
eternal hills, by the Sculptor to Her 
Majesty, Mother Queen Nature! Wemny

display very poor taste, bat these things 
Impress us only with a sense of wonder 
—It Is only the majesty of mountalua 
that can appeal to that sense within, 
which Is not eyesight, bat soul-sight. 

One can form some Idea of the Immen- 
sity of this structure, when he reflects 
that It Is 160 feet In height, and 146 In 
breadth. On each of Its four mammoth 
pilasters Is a collossal group of statuary 
portraying Napoleon In his varions 
victories. It was built to commemorate 
his numerous defeats of the enemy in 
180ft 6. From the base of this arch, 
radiate 12 of the finest avenues In th» 
world. Paris is laid out In the form ol 
a spider's web. The Arch of Triumph 
Is the spider. The greatest of the»· 
uvenue» is the Champs Klysees (pro- 
nounced Shons Eleesy). This street I- 
th« widest and most beautiful In the 
world, being really a park, between two 

runs of houses, with walks and drive- 
ways, bridle path, and bicycle thorough 
fare, ail running alongside, perfect!' 
straight, from the Arc de Triumpbe u· 

the Place de la Concorde, and in th· 
evening when the straight rows of gas- 
lights on each side are glimmering, ano 

you see them meet in perspective at th· 
farther end, It really Is quite a spectacu- 
lar spectacle. The Intervening space- 
are taken up with cafes, jugglers, Panel· 
and Judy shows, cake stalls, resUuraut- 
atid drluking places, for everybody 
drinks here, everything but water, and 

chairs and settees are all around, undei 
the trees, for the convenience of the 
traveler, who will here see one of th> 
characteristic phases of Parisian life, 
for in mild weather the place is alive 
with human being·* till after midnight, 
but the less frequented parts had 
better be avoided after dark. 

The Place de la Concorde is the Unes! 
an I largest square In the world. It I· 
very nice to have such a breathing place 
in the heart of a city. Ills tllWd with 
statues and fountains, but its history I- 

anythlng but inspiring, for the scenes of 

barbarity and cruelty that have been re- 

corded here aud passed into history, 
make the place almost revolting, for on· 

can think of nothing else but the blood 
that has washed the streets, for only 10·· 

years ago the guillotiue began its deadh 
work here, and kept on till 2300 person 
had been beheaded on this »oot, among 
them the ill-fated Queen, Marie An- 
toinette. and that brave young enthusiast. 
Charlotte Corday. An Immense foun- 
tain has been erected on the spot when 
the scaffold sto d, but Chateaubriand 
aptly observed that all the water In the 
world could not wash away the bloo » 

stains whteh sullied the place. 
The "Obelisk of LuxoC'ls the mot·t 

Interesting obj-ct here, the history ol 
which Κ that Ktmses II, King of Egypt, 
better known by his Greek title of 
ïlesostris the Great, who reigned II 
centuries before Christ, erected a huge 
gate before a temple which his great 
ancestor Atuenophls had built in * 

suburb of Thebes, which is now the poor 
village of Luxor. In front of the gate 
stood two beautiful obelisk·, and it I· 
one of these, more than 3000 years old, 
that now ornsments the Place de In 
Concorde. Each of Its four sides are 

covered with hieroglyphics inscribed by 
Hatnses II, and record how he, the 
"Lord of the earth, the sun, and the 
aunlhilator of the enemy," erected the 
obelWk in honor of Aininon Ha, the 
Egyptian deltv. In return for the victo- 
rious might with which the god had en- 

dowed him. 
Might here also are the Gardens of the 

Tuileries, but where the gardens come in. 
we haven't dlscover°d, unless the soil of 
fertile imagination is sutllclent to culti- 
vate them—ours is not fertile ênough. 
and our eyesight is not endowed with a 

ullklent halo, even though we art In 
Purls to discover anything but the ce- 

mented pavements and macadamized 
ground, which we walk over, and which 
we can see no beauty in, unless we look 
over the tops of the trees, and see the 
•ky through their leafless skeleton 
nrancnes, iur win η *c m m uuwu m u»r 

ground. all feeling of admiration an· 

dispelled. for the*e artificial cemented 
ground* are a poor substitute for 
nature's sweet mossy bauks. Itlsbui 
enough to fchive the grass down wltb h 

razor, wherever a little stingy plot is al- 
lowed to grow, but to compel these beau- 
tiful trees to "grow up" through such 
au unnatural, unbcautiful soil, teem* 
ait ding Insult to injury; and the tree* 
them «elves, poor thing*, seem to stretch 
out their arms appealing!)-, and ask u* 
to take them back to their own wild wood 
element, where they can live and breathe 
and have their betug, once more. But 
even a tree has Us sphere, and its work 
to do, and we hope these trees find com- 

pensation in sheltering and comforting 
the children of the poor, who come here 
to sit and play beneath their branches, 
but we cau't help wishing they might 
aNo have the *oft, green blanket, of 
mother earth, on which to recline, which 
she so generously throws over all. 

We believe the Tuileries were once ex- 
tensive gardens belonging to the Palace 
of the 'lullerles, which was burned b) 
the communists in 1871. 

The history of France Is a bloody one. 
From the time of the Parlsil, a tribe 
who settled on the banks of the Seine 
about the time of Julius Caesar, till the 
time of the communist war, a quarter 
of a century ago, France had never laid 
aside the sword scarce six months at 
a time. 

The Bols de Boulogne Is a beautiful 
park, covering an area of 2250 acres, just 
outside the city gates. Here the eye is 
not distressed with the cemeuted floor 
of the earth, but the green carpet Is al- 
lowed to remain. The trees are small, 
and not very near together, and the 
trunks, way up into the branches, are 

covered with a sort of moss, or mold, 
vivid green in hue, making them look 
exactly as if wound around with green 
velvet, and the ground Is also covered 
with a green carpet, even at this time of 
the year ; and when the greeu leaves are 
on the trees, we can Imagine how it 
might almost equal in verdancy the so- 

journer from the state of Maine. 
We shall have to give you another 

chapter on the Bols de Boulogne at some 
future day, but space forbids at this 
time. And now, dear friends, notwith- 
standing the "hayseed" In our hair, and 
the fact th*t we have not stood with 
open mouth before these wonderful 
triumphs of art and architecture, and 
have had the courage to depart from the 
usual gush of the usual visitor to Paris, 
don't imagine that we think we've seen 

nothing worth seeing in "La Belle 
France," but just the atme, the art of 
old Dame Ntfture and the architecture 
of the Almighty, is good enough for us !

It vu broad daylight before we heard 
from the matineen. Then the whole 
crowd of tliem swarmed oat of the for-

or eight great sharks rruining around in 
the bay they would certainly have tried 
to board tbe bark in the face of our fire- 
arm* They showered us with pebbles, 
and some of them even picked up hand- 
fuis of sand aud flung them in our di- 
rection.

sail away. The Inst threat of Jobunou'e 
could not t..ake us any more vigilant, 
for there w..s never a minute we were 

off our gunid. Even the children weit 

put on wat< h during the duy. 
So far a* 1 could observe from aloft, 

tbe mutimers «tuck pretty closely to 
their cuinp, while tho quarrels among 
them wire frequent and violent. In one 

of tbe all· nations oue of the sailor· 
was killed, aud through the glass I 
could plainly see them dig a «hallow 
grave and roll him into it as if his body 
had been the carcass of u dog. 

On the morning of the twenty-second 
day of our anchorage in the bay the sun 

came up in α cloud le· tdcy. The bad 
weather was not yet over, but this wai 

a lull or break in it I came on duty at 
7 o'clock that moniiug, and as soon a« 

reaching my accustomed perch aloft 1 
made out a l<rig, with her sails aback 
and only about u mile away to the west. 
The signal thg which the mutineers hud 
kept flying hud evidently uttracted at- 
tentiou. From the number of boats on 

the davits I believed the brig to be a 

whaler; but. if so, «be must have blown 
inshore or had come business I could 
uot well reason out. She showed no 

colors but I took her to be a German 
or Du ue. 

I turned iur glass on the ctmin of the 
mutineers and saw them all running 
down to tbe west shore in great haste. 
I hailed the deck and told Captain Clark 
what was going on, and he at once came 

up to me. bringing tho British ensign 
and a rifle. Just as bo got up a small 
boat with f<»ur men in her pulled away 
from the br r toward the shore. At the 
same mome.it we saw such of tbe mu- 

tineers iw wore the uniforms of convicts 
secrete themselves in tho thicket, while 
the sail.irs were pushed to the front. 

"Ralph, we must block that μαιηο, 
" 

said the captain after a look through 
tbe glass. "If they take off those men, 

the brig will bo veiled, her crew mur- 

dered. and tho mutineers will make off. 
I'll net tho ensign flyiug, and do you 
load and flro tho riuo an last as you 
cau. 

" 

The boat'· crew h:Ml got within half 
• ruble's length of tho beach before our 

signal** wit»· wen and heurd. They could 
see our flag over tho tree tops, and the 

report* of the rifle must have been very 
distinct The t*«t wan held steady for 
three or four minutes, and then the brig 
signaled for her return. I «aw a man 

goiug aloft with a glas* and was satis- 
fied that he could eeo mo and would 
make such a report ne would stop the 
boat, She pulled back to the brig, and 
then cauie pulling along tho west shore 

until she opened the bay and got sight of 
us. We fignalcd for tbem to come in, 
but they were evidently afraid of a 

trap, and when we lowered a boat to 

pull out to tbem they at oiieo took to 

their oars and rowed for the brig. We 
hoped her captain might investigate, 
but ho evidently became alu..ued at 

their report and swung his yards aud 
made sail. Had ho como in to us, be 
might have lent us a few men to navi- 

gate the Hindu down tbo coast, bnt in 
driving him off wo had at least balked 
the plans of tbo mutineer*. 

From the lookout aloft I saw them 
return to their camp. They wore wran- 

gliug aud'quarreling, and many of tbem 
stopped to shake their fists in the direc- 
tion of the bark. Wo expoctod another 
visit from them en masse, but tbey did 
not appear. About midafternoon the 
weather shut down again, accompanied 
by rain, and aboard ship we settled 
down into tho old routine. We were 

daily looking for the appearance of a 

man-of-war, and I tbiuk every man of 
ns felt more hopeless and discouraged 
that night than at any time since we 

had been embayed. You can therefore 
imagine our joyful surprise when, an 

hour after miduigbt, wo board the boom 
of guns on the open ocean to tho south. 
That signified that tho long expected re- 

lief ship had arrived. From tho moment 
we got tbo report of her first gun up to 

daylight we were up and down and on 

tho watch. We could rnako out her 

lights aud knew that she was lying to 

for the day to break. 
It seemed to us as if daylight would 

never come, bnt when it finally did it 
was a glad sight which met our eyes. 
There was tho old Endeavor lying oat 

there,carrying forty odd guns and a crow 

of over 200 men, and we had only made 
her out when a boat left her side and 
oaine palling into the bay. Captain 
Clark was taken off in her to make a re- 

port of our oaso, and soon after his ar- 

rival on board the Hindu her captain 
sent as off four sailors and six marines. 
The latter wore to relieve as of our 

guard duty aud the former to help as to 

get things shipshape preparatory to run- 

ning ont of the bay. Just before noon 

Oaptaiu Clark returned in company 
with the first lieutenant of the man-of- 
war, whoso name was Robeon. He had 
heard the particulars of oar story, and 
after introducing himself he rubbed his 
bande in anticipation and said : 

"Bat it's all right now. Of coarse 

you'll get help to take the bark to her 

part ci destination, and of coarse we'll 
soon be after these fellowa who have 
caused all this troubla They most know 
of oar arrival, and I'm looking for tbem 
to comedown and offer to surrender and 
take their punishment " 

▲t that very moment, though we did 
not «aspect it, the entire gang of muti- 
neers was ooncealed in the bathe· near 

by. Tbey no longer hoped to capture the 
Hindu, bat Ben Johnson bad worked 
tbem up to snob a pitch of desperation 
that tboy were burning for revenge and 
had aimed themselves with large peb- 
ble· from the western shore. Αι mm m 

we had tbe marine· aboard we oairied 
our private firearm· to Mm eabia, and 
lémtnmrï Mm Mi otiMi of « 

were strolling about the decks, when the 
mutineers suddenly sprang out and be- 

gan to bombard ui with itoaeo. Some 
of the marine* were below, and thoae 
oo deck bad to wait to load their mua- 

I $nw them nil running down to the tont 
shore. 

keta, and for a couple of minutée our 

assailants had it all their own way. As 
we were driven to shelter the lieutenant 
was struck on the head and rendered 
■enselesa, while none at the other*of us 

escaped injury. Ax soon ua the tnarinea 
opened fin» the mutineers retreated, but 
even with muskets leveled at hie breaat 
lien Johnson atood up and defiantly 
ta id : 

"You may land yonr whole crew, but 

you cannot take ua alive! We'll die 
fighting before yoa «ball ever lay banda 
on one of ua!" 

When the officer recovered, he waa 

for going on u man hunt at once, but aa 

he w«*nt off to the Endeavor to make hia 

report the rain begau to pour down 

Ugain, and nothing could be done. The 
wind whs fair for getting the Hindu oat 
of the bav, howevr r, aud .ifter dinner 
four men· aailora were a. tit ua, and we 

lifted her anchor and sailed out and 
around to α good anchorage on the east 
side. Then Captain MrComber of the 
man-of-war came atxiard in person. He 
bad met the merchant vessel at sea, and 

he was oti his way to Adelaide, bat had 
been obliged to make that port, and had 
also been delayed by heavy weather. A 
full and circumstantial account of the 

mutiny hod to be written oat and at- 

testé by every paawngrr, a survey held 
to ascertain damage* to ship aud cargo, 
and the legal proceedings were not fin- 
ished for four and twenty hours. 

Everything depeuded on Captain Mc- 
Comber's report to the government au- 

thorities, and you cau well believe that 
at least Cnptaiu Clark uud I were on 

the ragged edge until he had finished 
his business and wo* pleased to say that 
we had done all that could be expect·*! 
under the circumstances. Had the ship's 
doctor been living, he would certainly 
have been held legally answerable for 
the outbreak, but ho was gone, and the 
best thing to do was to r rapture such 
prisoner* as were alive und make our 

way iuto jsirt. Before making a move 

against the mutineers we fixed up 
wooden ca<:» s or partitiona to hold the 
convicts, and it wo* projxwed to give us 

plenty of marines to guard them on our 

passage down the coast. Two men were 

detailed from the Knd« avor to act a* 

cook* on board tbo Hindu, and after we 

had got washed and srrubl* d and bad a 

few regular meal* it * .uiwl like living 
again. Captain McComber was so dila- 
tory uboat moving against the mutineers 
that I spoke of it to Captain Clark, who 
tum<>d on me with u wink aud replied: 

"Never you uiind, Kalph. If it be so 

that they build a raft and all go off to- 
1 » l- 1 ..... 

w.v» M.·». Β'-» ™— ■ 

bave no more bother with them, and it 
will be g«**l riddance to had rubbish. " 

I weut aloft with the glass for the 
first time in three days to take 11 look at 

them, but they were not raft building. 
There wan plenty of timber on the 
ialand, and thn t»ailor* among them 
could have made a stout raft without 

trouble, but to put to sea in Much 
weather ou anything they could con- 

■tract meant disaster before they were 

clear of tlie laud. I «aw a few of them 
lounging about the tenu as cool and un- 

concerned as if their necks were not en- 

circled with halters, and I greatly won- 

dered what would be the outcome of the 
affair. 

You would have thought that among 
so many men at least one of them wuuld 
have played the tiiicak on hit* compan- 
ions and come down to tho shore and 
made terms for himself by furnishing 
all the information he could. Not one 

of them appeared, however. If any one 

was no minded, he was doubtless de- 
terred by tin* threats of the others. Th»»y 
were watching one another, and bad 
any 0110 attempted to slip away he 
would have fared badly. 

I think Captain McComber had an 

idea that tho men would revolt against 
Johnson and bring him to us tied hand 
and foot, thus throwing themselves on 

the mercy of tho court which would try 
them when wo reached port, but noth- 
ing of the sort camo to pass. They were 

sullen and defiant, aud it really seemed 
as if they might have some plan in view 

by which they hoped to escape tho hunt 
which they could reason out would bo 

rarely made for them. 
I told you in onoof the opening chap- 

ters that Mr. Williams, Mary's father, 
was an old man. Ho was over 60, and, 
though hale and hearty at the beginning 
of tho voyage, and even up to the date 
of our first trouble, the mental and phys- 
ical strain palled him down very fast. 
He held himself almost by will power 
until the arrival of the man-of-war, and 

then thero was a callapse. On the sec-

THE FINISH OF ▲ SAILOR'S STORY. 

On the morning of theeizth day after 
the arrival of the man-of-war Mr. Wil- 
liams was buried on the island.

The men dug a grave an the east 
■bore of the island, and* with the ohap- 
lain of the man-of-war conducting the 
•ervioes and all the officers sabot*, we 
baried the poor old man whoae love and 
solicitude for his daughter had given 
him a grave begirt by the sea. I spake 
such words of comfort and eolaoe to the 
widowed and fatberleos as oame to ms, 
and in the presenee of her mother Mmy 
pat her hand on my asm and said: 

"Balph, it was known to fatfcsr and 
aottor M we tared wok M 

wo have 70α to comfort u* and depend 
on in this hoar relieve* the anxiety if it 
due* not eofteu the blow. Oar future 
will be Raided entirely by you. 

" 

Directly after dinner Captain Mo· 
Comber began to land a force of men on 

the bearb, and Captain Clark and I both 
went ashore to offer our service*. While 
the court· in England had cleared both 
Mary and I of the charge which hod 
■eut Ben Jobuaon into penal aerritnde, 
both of aa felt that oar character!) had 
been «turned. The only thing to clear 
na waa a voluntary confession from Ben 
Jobnaon. I atated my idea of thi* mat· 

(5Γ to Captain McComber, and after a 
little reflet*ticj Lu replied: 

"Yea, thut is what I wish you coold 

get, but I am not hopefal. From the de- 
fiant attitude of the mutineers I am 

ready to believe that they will suffer aa 

to ahoot them down before they aurren- 

der. Johnson ia likely to be the very 
first one to fall. I ahull send out a flag 
of truce and give them one hoar in 
which to surrender. If they do not come 

in,we ahull proceed to hunt them down. " 

A sergeant of murines, accompanied 
by aiz men, wan at once diaputched to 
the oui.ρ of the mutineer*. I did not 

go along, bat 1 can tell jou what hap- 
pened. Of sailors, gourds and convict* 
at the cutset there had beeu aboat NO 
men. Of thia number 43 were left The 
mariur* found theae men drawn up in 
line iu front of their tents. Moat of 
them were convicts, und, baring lived 
like wild beasts for ao many days, a 

more villainoaa looking lot of men one 

never beheld. Not a gesture waa matin 
nor a about uttered. They waited in ai- 
lence until the sergeant had advanced 
within a few yards and delivered his 

moaaag"· Then Ben Johnson stepped 
oat and aaitl : 

"Go back to your Captain McComber 
and tell bim that uot a man of ua will 
give iu. To be ruptured und taken into 

port and tried m«*ans the hangtnau'a 
notiae for every one of ua. We will dio 

right lien·! Begin your man hunt aa 

toon aa you will! We have no firearms, 
but the fun will uot be all on your 
iide!" 

When the sergeant returned and re- 

ported, the captain s· puruted his men 

into three detachments. Kieh detach· 
lueut curried u supply of bandcufTa, and 
the orders were to take the mutineer* 
alive if possible. Captain Clark und I 

volunteered with the first company or 

detachment We might have been ex- 

cused, but as the convicts had esrujs-d 
from ua we felt legally nud morally 
bound to aid as fur aa we could iu their 
capture. 

Stretched out thnmgh the wootla, bat 
■till in touch with each other, the three 
detuchmenta moved to the north. 
About two-thirds of the distance to 

camp the detachment on the extreme 
left wm middenly attacked as they 
forced their way through the thickets 
by the whole body of mutineers, who 

were armed with atout clubs, und many 
had laahed their sheath knives (o long 
poles to use as lance*. As th» y attacked 
the marines and sailor* the mutineers 
cried: "No quarter I No quarter!" 
They fought to kill, nor would one of 

them surrender when called upon. The 
fight did not lust over five minutes, but 
in that time three marines were beaten 
or stabbed to death, two others badly 
hart and four convict* were killed. 
When tho mutineer* retreated, th»«y car- 

ried <>(T four muskets and tho aiumunl- 
tiou belonging to th>-iu and took n-fugn 
in » broken but thiekly wooded pieco of 
ground beyond their camp. 

Seeing that b«- ! ad underestimated 
their strength ;.. l ; peration, Captain 
McOoiuIht Bent nb: rd for a mountain 
howitzer and a supply of shells, and a* 

we advanced agMti the bursting missiles 
wero thrown into the coverts ahead. 
Twice during the afternoon we tried to 

open communication with the fellow» 
by means of a llag of truce, hoping they 
bad had enough of fighting aud would 

surrender, but each time the dag was 

advanced they fixed on the bearer. At 

Rundown, when wo returned aboard our 

respective ν ease In, wo had lost four men 

killed aud three wounded, aud we had 
killed eight of the mutineer», all con- 

victs. The last four had keen killed by 
■hell* from the howitzer. 

Nearly all the provisions taken from 
the Hindu when we act the men ashore 
four weeks previously had been wasted 
or consumed. Before retiring to the 

beach we destroyed what was left and 
burued tho camp··, and as there was no 

longer any wild fruit 011 the trees the 

fellows would have to fight u* η» it day 
on empty stomachs. Captain McComber 
bad decided to land a larger force of 

meu aud more guns and give the muti- 
neers no further show. By having men 

enough to stretch across the island the 

defenders must at last be driven to tho 

open beach ou the north shore. 
When the bark was brought around 

to the east side of tho island, she was 

anchored about a milo from tho beach. 
The sailors who had uesisted us and 
three of tho marines were then with- 
drawn, while Haskell, tbe second mate 

and myself stood guard at night in ro- 

tation with the marines. Ou this night, 
after our battle ashore, we went on duty 
at midnight I took the poop deck, the 
mate the waist, and Haskell the bows. 

Little or no dauger was apprehended 
now. Tho wind that night was from 
the west, thus giving us tho loe of the 
island and smooth water. 

I was greatly fatigued after the day's 
excitement, and at 1 o'clock in the 

morning I committed what was little 
short of a crime. I sat down and fell 
asleep. I did not realize that I had even 

closed my eyes, but I had slept for half 
an hour, when Mary Williams, who 
knew that I was on duty, dressed her- 
self and came out to have a word with 
me about her mother. She saw me 

asleep, with my chin on my breast, and, 
just climbing over tbe rail by means of 
a rope which had been left by Haskell 
as be was putting ou a bit of paint that 

day, was Ben Johnson. It was a star· 

light night, und she identified him at 
first glance. Ho had swum off to us to

There wan hot «cant ceremony in laying 
him awny to rent, and, when lie had b»*-n 
covered in, a white flag waeeent forward 
md the mutine· rs informed of hiit death 
and commanded to surrender. They 

answend with shouts of di tin nee. The 
event· of that day en used moeh talk in 

England and Australia wh«-n put into 

print. Captain Mi-Comber gave orders 
to exterminate the gang to th·· last 
man. All day long we marched hack 
and forth an·· ss the inland, and nil day 
long two pieces *»f artillery wen· busy 
■helling the mutineers out of the dent» *t 
thickets. Half an boor Is fore sandow η 

the last man of the gang was driven to 

the open I ach. lie had been wounded, 
but he carried it club in his hand and 
was still defiant. When he refused to 

surrender, wo would have tired upnu 
him, hut be walked down to a ledge of 
rocks, made his way out to the break· 
iug surf, and with a shout of contempt 
for us he plunged in, to Is· sem no :uim. 

It wave and tide brought his body to 

the sands later on, we wen· not there to 

find it. They had said th»*y wuold die 

to the last man, and they hud kept their 

word. 
Need I f M yr,u that the Hindo, with 

the help of t!*e men loaned as by the 
gentrous Captain McComber, tinaily 
reached her port of divination? Tln re 

was a legal investigation, of coarse, hut 
we came out of it all right, aud the 

government was held to it* contract. 
I.. r.. d,.fmm il in Aimrrallu 

for this investigation Mrs. William· 

passed away, leaving Mary an orphan 
among strangers. Tliat κ1ι·* did not suf- 

fer for companionship and rare you will 
readily beli» ve. Win η the Hindu was 

ready to f.»il for home, she was out* of 
th«> 30 passengers, and despite her be- 

reavement th··»»· wen· many pleasant 
features about the voyage.

CliinPM JeWflrri. 

There are two jewelers in Chinatown, 
but their < ■»'.ablishmeutsdou« t resemble 
the ordinary placet» known a* jewelry 
i>bops. The Chinese jeweler is a manu- 

facturer as well as a shopkeeper. Hie 
efltabliHhiuent in a tiny room up one or 

two narrow fliglus of stairs. The room 

in one place is divided by un openwork 
iron partition, with an arch and a coun- 

ter near th< window, where the jeweler 
stands at work. He lean elderly China- 
man, wearing gia-s-es, and he work· 
over a tiuv tire in the win flow. All hie 

work m done by baud, and Home of it is 
beautiful. There are heavy silver brace- 

lets, which open with a binge and fasten 

with an odd little staple. The fine rais- 

ed pattern in cut out, every bit of it, by 
hand. There are gold rings made in tho 
same way. They are tine rings, made of 
24 carat gold. Almost nothing is kept 
iu frtock. There may chance to be a few 
rings and bracelets, which are taken 

from a small safe. Most of the g(»jds 
are made to order, When tho manufac- 
turer is asked tho price of a ring, he 

weighs it before he answer·. His scales 
consist of a slender stick of ivory, per- 
haps a third of a yard long, covered 
with Chinese characters. At one end is 

a small braes plate suspended from the 
stick by tine thr adv, and a very small 
weight, also hanging by a thread, is 

moved along to the balancing point by 
the jeweler a* he holds the little ma- 

chine in his baud. The front part of tho 

little shop i" filled with a stove, table, 
dishpan, dishes—as many things as 

could bo crowded into it.—New York 
Times. 

Dtgeetiol· Women. 

▲n extraordinary discussion on the 
subject of cannabaJiMU took place at the 
recent meeting of the Ethnographical 
society in Paris. A curious tribute was 

paid to till- superior qualities of woman, 
but one which nhe will hardly appreci- 
ate. 

A member of the aooiety read a paper 
in which be declared that among savage 
nations those who were addicted to can- 

nibalism were the most healthy and 
vigorous. IIu sought to prove this by 
descriptions of several race·. 

This argument was directed partly 
against vegetarianism, for savage· who 
abstain from eating one another usually 
have a meager supply of animal food. 

The scientist further made the shock- 
ing statement that the flesh of women 

was much more untritioos and digesti- 
ble tbau that of men. Many savage 
tribe· recoguized this fact and ate only 
women when the supply was sufficient. 
In some races, however, the flesh of 
men, though lees palatable than that of

MAINE MISSIONARY SOCIETY FIELD 
DAY. 

AN INTERESTING AND INSTRUCTIVE 
SESSION AT SOUTH PARIS. 

The meetings that were held at the 
Oongregatlonallst church lust Thursday 
under the auspice· of the Maine Mission- 
ary Society were not only Interesting, 
but very educational. 

In the afternoon at 2:30 Key. Israel 
Jordan of Bethel opened the service, 
and Introduced to the audience Mrs. S. 
E. Foster of Skowhegan, general mis· 
flonary. Mrs. Foster, who Is a very 
earnest Christian woman worker and a 

pleasing speaker, delivered a very Inter- 
eating addresa on missionary work In 
Maine. We regret that owing to the 
prevailing sickness the attendance was 
not larger. She was followed with re- 
marks by the secretary of the Maine 
Missionary Society, Rev. D. P. Hatch. 
This is the first time that Mr. Hatch has 
visited Oxford County since his appoint- 
ment to the secretaryship, and the peo- 
ple seemed pleased to see and know the 
present Incumbent. 

The evening service was opened by 
the pastor, Rev. R. J. Haughton. After 
singing and prayer Rev. Mr. Hatch (by 
the aid of a large map of the state of 
Maine on which were marked the 24G 
Congregationalist churches of the states 
—the self-supporting churches being 
indicated by a black mark, and the 
churchcs aided bv the missionary soci- 
ety by a red mark) gave a most interest- 
ing account of the work which the 
society he represents is doing. 

Rev. C. L. Parker, pastor of Ashland. 
Maine's largest parish, spoke of the im- 
mense Held in the northern portion of 
Aroostook County where he has been 
actively engaged since June, 1895. It 
was simply astounding to hear Mr. Par- 
ker describe the ignorance of religious 
things which prevails in his Immense 
parish, and it was extremely gratifying 
too, to listen to the work which has been 
accomplished in enlightening and up- 
lifting humanity by the aid of the mis- 
sionary society. Mr. Parker related the 
storv ôf a girl he met, who was wholly \ 
destitute of any knowledge of religion, j 
and who had scarcely any knowledge of j 
any world larger than the little circle In j 
which she moved every day. Ouo day 
he heard her singing the words of a ; 
modern song, "My sweetheart's the man ! 
lu the moon,*' and he aild he couldn't, 
help feeling thankful thit she had learn- j 
ed where to go for a sweetheart! 

The closing address was by Rev. W. G. 
Puddefoot, field secretary of the I'on'g'l j 
Home Mlstlonary Society of New York. 
Mr. Puddefoot quite electrified the au-j 
dlence with his abundance of hutnor ai d 
wit. Although he has a nation il reput. 
tlon as an able speaker, the people of j 
this portion «ere not expecting such a 

treat. The audience was a very good 
one ; hut the church ought to have been ; 
filled to Its utmost capacity. Mr. Pud- j 
defoot will not visit South Paris again 
without having a packed house to listen | 
to him—this Is the general sentiment. 

The meetings which were "to promote 
Intelligence, stimulate Interest and In- 
crease contributions for the support of 
the Msiue Mis«lon*rv Society", did not | 
fail to accomplish their obj-ct.

THE WAV WE DID AT COOKINQ 
SCHOOL. 

Soup Stock.—Fer the soup stock we 
used juicy, toon uncooked beef, because 
cooked or «tele meet would not five a 
clear stock. We wiped the meat with a 

dampened towel and cut the meat from 
the bone (It was a thin bone.) The 
meat waa cut loto pieces about an Inch 
•quart, *o the water would have a 

chance to act on every part. We placed 
the bones on the bottom of a granite ket- 
tle (a porcelain kettle would do as well), 
and put the meat on top of the bones. 
We then added Ave quarte of cold, soft 
water, and stood the kettle on the back 
part of the range for an hour, so that 
the cold water might draw out all the 
substance that It oould from the meat 
and (often the texture. At the end of 
the hour we placed the kettle over a 

good Are. When the water began to 
steam and tbe scum had risen, we placed 
the kettle on a more moderate part of the 
Are and added a cupful of cold water 
h ml skimmed off the scum. We covered 
tbe kettle and left it where ita contents 
would simmer gently for four hours ; at 
the end of which time we added one 

ouion, one carrot, one turnip, and one 

stalk of celery cut In slices, and also 
added two bay leaves, one sprig of 
p«r*ley and twelve whole cloves, and let 
It simmer one hour longer. We then 
strained the stock through a floe sieve 
snd added to it one tablespoon levelful 
of salt. We placed the stock where it 
would cool quickly, because it kept In a 

warm place for a few hours it would not 
form a nice jelly. When it was cold we 

removed all the fat from the top and it 
was ready to use. 

Vkgktabi.e Soli» Without Mkat.— 
The same day we made soup stock we 

also made a vegetable roup without 
meat. First we washed tbe vegetables 
with a brush about four Inches long, 
something like a scrubbing brush. We 
then peeled the vegetables and cut them 
in slice* about three-sixteenths of an 

inch thick. You can cut them into dice- 

shaded pieces or else u»e fancy cutters 
aud cut each vegetable Into different 
»h.*ped pieces. For this soup we used 
one carrot, one sweet potato, one turnip, 
one parsnip and one onion. We put one 

ounce of butter Into a frying pan and 
when hot we added the vegetable· and 
fried them a light brown. Then we 

turned all into a »nup kettle and added 
two quarts of coid water, one bay leaf, 
one sprig of parsley, one root of celery, 
one level teaspoonful of salt and two 

tablespoonfuls of lice. After it had 
boiled slowly for one hour and a quar- 
ter, we added one white potato which 
had also been cut Into fancy sha|»ed 
pieces. We allowed it to boll fifteen 
minutes longer; then we mixed one- 

fourth of a teaspoonful of pepper wllh a 

level teaspoonful of salt and added it to 

the soup, and the soup was ready to be 
served. 

A Kih Roast.—The next thing we 

did was to roast a rib of beef in the oven. 

First we looked after the oven to see 
th*t it was very hot. We wiped the 
meat carefully and then dredged It light- 
ly w ith pepper and placed it rib-side 
down in a granite baking-pan; theu we 

added one level teaspoonful of Mit to a 

half pint of boiling water and poured it 
In the pan. We placed It in the oven, 
which was very hot, and basted it every 
ten minutes. As every oven has one 

part a little hotter thian the other we 

turned the pan two or three times dur- 
ing the roasting, so that the meat would 
have a chance to roast evenly. It was 

roasted fifteen minute· to every pound. 
After placing the meat on a heated plate 
we poured all but two tablespoonfuls of 
tbe drippings from the pan. We then 
itdded two rounding Ubietpoonfuls of 
flour, which browned in the baking pan 
on the top of the stove while we r Sed 
it Moooth. To this we added a plut of 
Kutt-r. stirrlm? continuously until it 
boiled. We seasoned it w itb oue It*ν*·Ι 

teaspoonful of «sit and tlx dashes of 

pepper, and when we had strained It 
through κ «null sieve into the boat It 
wai ready to serve. 

It will be observed that these areordi- 
uary dishes cooked in a plain, unpreten- 
tious way—what might be called the 
tvery-day food of the common people. 
The Instructions are especially valuable 
in that they show so clearly how to do 
these necessary and indispensable things, 
lu the same Hue are a few more recipes. 

To Broil Steak.—In preparing to 
broil steak on a range see that the direct 
draft Is open aud that the tire is clear 
and free from gas. l'ut a good meat 
plate on the warming shelf, and also a 

granite plate, llaving greased the 
broiler, put it to heat. Free the steak 
from suet and place it in the warm 

broiler, and put the broiler over the Are. 
Count twenty and turn the other side to 
the tire, and continue to count and turn. 
It will take eight miuutea to broil a thick 
steak if wished well done, or Ave minute· 
if rare. When doue turn the top of the 
broiler back underneath tbe lower side. 
Place the grauite plate over the meat 
aud turn the broiler, steak and plate over 
at tbe ssme time. In this way the steak 
will be placed on the plate without los- 
ing auy of the juices. Season with oalt 
and pepper; turn then teak and season 
the other side. Place the steak now 

exactly « here wanted on the good meat 

plate and serve at once. 

Veal CfTLETS.—Id preparing veal 
cutleta we rirat covered them with boil- 
ing water, and after letting them stand 
about a minute we took them out of the 
water and wiped them dry. We cut 
them into pieces about two inches 
square. We broke an egg in a soup 
plate and added one tablespoouful of 
hot water to it. Tbe water keeps the 
egg from becoming too light while 
thoroughly mixing the white with tbe 
yolk by beating, and it also makes the 
crust more tender. After placing tbe 
veal in the egg we, with a spoon, poured 
the egg over every part not already 
covertd by the egg. We carefully 
drained the veal and laid it on a bed of 
grated bread crumbs and piled crumbs 
all over it. After pressing tbe crumbs 
down hard we took up tbe veal, shook it 
lightly and placed it on a granite plate. 
We put two tablespoonfuls of drippings 
into a frying pan, and when it was hot 
we put in the breaded veal cutlets ; when 
one side was a nice brown we turned it 
over, and when that side was browned 
it was ready to be dished and served 
with tomato sauce. 

Beef Stew with Dimilinus.—In 
making a stew from beef we used two 
pounds of lean meat, which we cut into 
pieces about one inch square and dredged 
it thickly w ith flour, llaving put two 
tablespoonfuls of butter or drippings 
into a frying pau over a good Are, as 
sooo as it was very hot we added the 
meat. We kept turning the meat, aud 
as soon as it was nicely browned we 
turned It Into a saucepan. We added 
one tablespoonful of flour to the butter 
remaining in tbe frying pan, and when 
well mixed we added one quart of boil- 
ing water. We stirred until it boiled, 
iheu we poured it through a sieve into 
the saucepan containing the meat. We 
added one sprig of parsley and a small 
onion, and having placed a lid on the 
saucepau, we let its contents simmer for 
two hours. When the meat had cooked 
one hour we added one teaspoonful of 
s tit and three dashes of pepper. In 
making the dumplings we sifted one piut 
i>f flour and added to it one heaping tea· 
spoonful of baking powder and sifted it 
tgain. We added one-fourth of s tea- 
spoonful of salt and about one-fourth of 
4 pint of sweet milk, only enough to 
make a soft dough. We stirred tbe 
lough with a wooden spoon and dipped 
the dough by small spoonfuls, placing it 
>ver the meat. We covered the sauce- 

pan and left it to simmer for about 
twenty minutes. We were very careful 
aot to uncover the pan while the dump- 
lings were cooking, for fear thev would 
Call, and aa there Is danger of the stew 
icorchiug after the dumplings are 

idded, we moved the pan to a moderate 
urt of the Are. As soon as the dump- 
ings were done they were served with 
he meat on a warmed platter.—Good 
lousekeepiog.
