The cod fishermen on the Gaspee coast 
have had an average season, and will not 
need assistance this winter. 

A. 11. Porter of Hancock, Vt., has been 
arrested for kidnapping a son of Charles 
J. Brown of Goshen. 

John Hansen, a prisoner in the Eastern 
Penitentiary, Philadelphia, deliverately set 
fire to his clothes Saturday night and burned 
to death. 

Miss Jennie Folger, daughter of the for- 
mer Secretary of the Treasury Chas. J. Fol- 
ger died at Saranac Lake, N. Y., yesterday, 
of consumption, aged 35. 

It is stated that a contract has been made 
by agents of the government of the Argen- 
tine Republic with the Baldwin Locomotive 
Works for thirty of their best engines, rang- 
ing in price from $8,500 or $9,000, to $12,500 
each, and that contracts have also been 
awarded to other firms for the construction 
and shipment of 300 freight and passenger 
cars to the Argentine ltepublic. The entiie 
contract in each case is to be completed and 
the goods shipped by July 1, 1889. The loco- 
motives, at an average valuation of $10,000 
each, and the cars (freight and passenger) 
at the low valuation of $1000 each, would 
make this one transaction foot up no less 
than $000,000, with the chances and possi 
billties of its going to a round million. 

The Minister of Customs Jat Ottawa has 
forwarded an official reply to the applica- 
tion of Consul General Phelan of Halifax, 
in reference to the American fishing vessel 
Blllawy, now in port at Halifax for repairs. 
The minister denies that the action in the 
case ot the schooner Batson cannot be con- 
sidered as a precedent, as the collector of 
customs in that case permitted the tranship- 
ment of cargo without authority, and has 
since apologized to the government for his 
unwarranted action. As regards the present 
application on behalf of the DUlaway. the 
minister declines to accede to the request of 
the consul genera), and states that the Cana- 
dian government intends to restrict the 
privilege of transhipment of cargo to vessels 
that have secured licenses under the modus 
vlvendl.

THE: MAINE PEOACOCUES. 

Closing Session at Auburn and Elec- 
tion of Officers. 

Lewiston, Dec. 29.—Tlie closing session 
of the Maine Pedagogical Association was 

held this forenoon. Memorials were read on 

the late Rolliston Woodbury of Castine 
Normal School and R.B. Melcher, late of the 
Saco High School. H. M. Estabrook read 
the society’s report on science teaching. 
This was followed by F. H. Nickerson of 
Pittsfield, on the;same subject. A resolu- 
tion was passed limiting all future day pa- 
pers to 20 minutes. A lengthy debate oc- 

curred on establishing a summer school of 
methods in Maine the coming season and the 
matter was placed in tbehauds of the follow- 
ing committee: B. P. Snow, G. C. Puring- 
ton, I. F. Frlshee. G. B. Files, N. C. Craw- 
ford and W. W. Stetson. W.E. Sargent and 
L. G. J 01 dan were appointed, to act with 
President Fernald in representing Maine at 
the National Teaching Society at Nashville. 
A. J. Richardson, of the Castine Normal 
Schonl.read a paper on ‘‘The course of study 
in academies and seminaries.” The follow- 
ing officers were elected:

Sixteen years old Carrie Kimball of Thom- 
aston, Ct., took umbrage because her mother 
scolded her, and is believed to have commit- 
ted suicide. 

Jacob Kohler of Toledo, O.. tried to open 
a can of nitro-glyoerine with a pickaxe Sat- 
urday. Jacob probably did not know what 
it was that killed him. 

Seven Poles were badly burned by an ex- 
plosion of gunpowder which they were pre- 
paring for work in the mine at Evanson, Pa. 
One of them will die. The explosion caused 
the burning of four houses. 

Thomas Vines, assistant time-keeper of 
the Adams & West Lake Manufacturing 
Company of Chicago, disappeared Saturday 
night with 810,000, the week’s salary of 700 
men and boys. 

A large man-eating shark was brought into 
Portsmouth, N. H., by the fishing schooner 
Northern Eagle yesterday. The shark was 

caught in the schooners trawls in Ipswich 
Bay. 

Yellow fever is raging at Port au Prince. 
The American schooner Norman, the brig 
Fairfield and two French barks have lost men 
by the disease. 

A battle between the Maryland navy and 
the oyster dredgers took place Thursday, in 
which over 600 shots were fired. A number 
of the dredgers were captured, but their 
captains escaped. Nobody was dangerously 
wounded. 

Col. Joseph Porter, a Mexican war veter- 
an, has been held for trial in New York, 
charged with swindling by means ot his 
knowledge of the Grand Army and its meth- 
ods. 

A very pleasant and entirely representa- 
tive occasion was the first reunion for the 
season of the Pine Tree State Club which 
took place at the Hotel Brunswick, Boston, 
Friday evening, and was attended by several 
hundred ladies and gentlemen. It consisted 
of a ladies’ reception by the president and 
officers, a literary and musical entertaiumeut 
and a collation. Hon. John D. Long is pres- 
ident of the association, and A. A. Strout, 
Esq., of Portland, a vice president. 

THE NEEDS OF THE STATE PRISON. 

What the Visiting Committee Re- 
commend In Their Report. 

They Want the Law Regarding Prison 
Industries Repealed, 

And an Uniform System of Reward 
forCood Behavior Adopted. 

[Special to the Press.1 

Augusta, Dec. 29—W. H. Hunt, Eben C. 
Rand and Seth M. Carter, visiting committee 
ofithe Executive Council to the State prison, 
make their annual report to the Governor 
and Council. 

In opening they compliment Warden Bean 
upon his good management for the past eight 
years. They are of the opinion that the time 
is not far distant when the State will have to 
decide whether it will appropriate large sums 
of money upon the present establishment or 
find a more ellc'ble location and erect a new 
prison. The reasons for a change are numer- 
ous and weighty. 

They regard the system of heating the 
prison by stoves as “imperfect, expensive and 
dangerous.” In some of the shops the men 
suffer with cold feet; some of the cells are 
too warm, while others at times are cold and 
damp. The adoption of a system of steam 
heating is advised. 

It is the opinion of the committee that the 
evil connected with the Quarry In the prison 
yard should be corrected at once. A system 
of sewerage to drain it would cost about 
85,000, and the State would obtain about two 
acres ol land suitable for building purposes. 

The following interesting statement is 
made concerning the introduction of new in- 
dustries into the workshops: “In accordance 
with the public laws of 1887, ch. 149, 
two additional industries were intro- 
duced into the prison—the manufacture 
of brooms and furniture, particularly 
office furniture. A contract for the sale of 
brooms was made for the year ending late in 
July next. No contract for the furniture 
has been made, and sales only for about 700 
dozen. The number of lianas on brooms is 
from 20 to 22; on furniture about 10. The 
urn IIIUU.’UICO U1C piuuuui} U3 dUHaLMr an 

any offered. Still we are of the opinion that 
the Introduction of those industries and the 
consequent reduction of the number of hands 
employed in the various industries connected 
with carriages and harness work, will not 
tend to the improvement of the financial 
condition of the institution. The substan- 
tial and well equipped blacksmith shop, the 
paint shop and the framing shop have a 
desolate appearance. The change is a loss 
to the prison and State and no perceptive 
gain to the business outside. We con- 
clude the statute forbidding 
more than 20 men on one industry to be 
unwise, and if long pursued will result in 
heavy loss to the State. Su h restrictions 
wouid sooner or later bankrupt any private 
establishment and large accumulations of 
manufactured goods could ouly be avoided 
by having the men idle for a time. The ar- 
ticle of brooms if allowed to accumulate 
would be liable to great damage from damp- 
ness as well as by rats and mice. We do not 
care to discuss the convict labor question at 
this time, but do believe the restrictions 
and hindrances Imposed upon it to be unnec- 
essary for the reason that convict labor is at 
a disadvantage on most all points and can- 
not compete with free labor. The average 
convict is only equal to about one-fourth of 
a skilled workman and if the industries are 
too numerous in prison, the cost of officials 
is about equal to the net earnings of the con- 
victs, which for the past year are found 
to be $7,189.28, averaging 26 cents per 
day for each man working in the four de- 
partments. The cost for officials in these de- 
partments was not far from $8,000. The 
shortest way out of this trouble is to repeal 
the law and give to the warden power to 
manage the libor of the convicts as shall 
seem best to him, he always giving heed to 
the suggestions of the inspectors and the 
Governor and Council.” 

The committee also recommend the repeal 
of the law, which directs that criminals con- 
victed of murder in the first degree shall 
not be associated with other convicts. The 
law is impracticable they say. They recom- 
mend a change of the rules and regulations 
so that the rate of reduction in the terms of 
service on account of good conduct shall be 
uniform, and that seven daye per month shall 
be the rate of reduction. 

Other Reports. 
SpotfgrXT'Pggr m—t do agont uf thr> I 

Penobscot Tribe of Indians, John H. Stowe 
filed his annual report with the Governor 
and Council, yesterday. The total receipts 
including money received from the State 
amounted to $5,590.30; expenditures, $5,- 
522.63. The tribe numbers 385 souls. There 
have been twelve deaths during the past 
eight months. The schools and farming 
operations have prospered. Three hundred 
dollars additional appropriation is recom- 
mended by the agent. 

H. C. Munson, agent of the Passamaquod- 
dy Indians, reports that the appropriation 
for this tribe which was $7290 has been en- 
tirely expended. The crops raised amounted 
to 2230 bushels. 

The population of the tribe is 525. the 
deaths having been 20 for the year. Three 
very old people died aged respectively 107, 
105 and 103 years. 

Additional appropriation to build a lock- 
up and purchase basket stuff are wanted. 

WAYLAND SEMINARY. 

Dr. King and the Unique Institution 
Which He Has Built Up. 

[Washington Letter to the Lewiston Journal.] 
The genealogical annals of Maine have but 

few if any names more worthy of honor than 
the name of King. From near the time of 
its first settlement to the present, the men 
and women of this historic family line have 
won respect and civic preferment in all its 
generations. For 70 years the name has 
been so prominent in the political history of 
the State and nation that a biography of its 
most distinguished representatives might 
well be called its “Book of Kings." Forty 
years ago in one of the district schools u£ 
among tbe hills of Paris—that proud nursery 
of statesmen and scholars—was a schoolboy 
who was destined to help solve one of the 
mightest problems of the century. 

From the district school to the quiet vil- 
lage of Hebron, a few terms under the tu- 
telage of Principals Small and Dunnell in 
the venerable academy and four years at 
Colby University, and in '57 our Paris boy 
was graduating in a class numbering some 
who have since become distinguished citi- 
zens of the State and nation. In the acade- 
my he was associated with John D. Long, 
whose name is not less honored by the etti- 
*■> no »»* »»*o uimii iv ututv minu vi 1110 iu 

the national Congress. In college we find 
him In a circle of earnest youth like R. B. 
Shepherd, W. J. Corthell and H. A. Hart. 

But a man gets no true title to distinction 
by virtue of his associations. The man I am 
sketching, by blood, training and high moral 
purposes had in him the making of a Christ- 
ian hero, and in pursuance of his ideal, soon 
was found entering Newton Theological 
Seminary for a course of preparation for the 
ministry. After a year’s study, for purposes of health he came South, visiting friends in 
Washington. A year in Maryland Agricul- 
tural College as instructor in the rhetorical 
department, and in 1859 he is back in New 
England as pastor of a church at East Provi- 
dence, R. I., where he labored for five years. 
During the last year of the war he received 
leave of absence from his church to engage 
in the work of the Christian Commission in 
the field with Grant’s armv, headquarters 
near Richmond. The foregoing are some of 
the principal steps by which the subject of 
our sketch came to this stage of his dutiful 
career. 

It was amid the awful excitements, the ex- 
plosions, fire and terrific scenes of the fall of 
tlie capital of tlie confederacy that, without 
any special prescience or for boding he dis- 
covered the opening to a field of labor and 
sacrificial duty which has been blest with re- 
sults of a wonderful character in connection 
with the reconstruction and re-habiiiation of 
the South. And now I will introduce to 
my readers, the Rev. G. M. P. king, D. D., 
tlie honored President of Wayland Semin- 
ary, Washington, D. C., and let him tell the 
story of a few of his experiences as a teach- 
er and friend of the poor colored men, 
women aud youth, who have during tweuty 
years of freedom, been led from darkness to 
light; from ignorance into the pathway of 
learning and distinguished usefulness. 

We were sitting in his quiet study the 
other evening, aud in response to my request 
for some narrative of tlie circumstances of 
the founding of the institution over which 
he presides, and his subsequent work he 
said: “1 always refer backward to the eman- 
cipation period, and the close of the war, for 
the beginning of my special inspirations and 
the discovery of the incentives to my ed- 
ucational work among the colored peo- 
ple.” 

After speaking of his entry into Richmond 
with the conquering army of Grant, Dr. 
King described a meeting of colored Baptists 
which be attended in the city and the im- 
pressions which he received. The idea of 
opening a school for these colored people 
seized him: and went with him after he re- 
turned to the North. He says: 

“I confined my desires and plans to my 
friends aud my church, over which I still re- 

mained as pastor. My people consented to 
my request to be permitted to go South and 
decided to send to Augusta, Ga.; but the 
plan was changed, and in 18G7 I came to 
Washington. 

“My first school was soon gathered in Lou- 
isiana Avenue in a small room, from which 
we were soon obliged to remove to a larger 

6lace in Judiciary Square. Increasing num- 
ers of scholars soon compelled us to seek 

better accommodations, and a new building 
was erected in I street near 19th. where our 
growing school soon found quarters. 
But the pressure for admission 
to its privileges soon caused the 
school to become crowded again, and I felt 
that another move must be made for still 
more room. 

“I sat one Easter morning in my room, 
dreaming and trying to think how 1 should 
move in the emergency I found pressing me. 
1 was about used up with incessant teach- 
ing and talking in a crowded, stifling atmo- 
spere. 

“Uncle Haines, a pood old colored friend, 
entered the room with a half-dozen Easter 
eggs in a basket and wished me to accept 
them as a present. What to do with them 
did not occur to me at the moment, but I 
knew they were salable, and I soon found a 
chance dispose of them for a small sum of 
money. What shall 1 do with the money? 
then came to the query. ‘Let it help build a 
new school house,’ some answering spirit 
instantly replied. That was the first 
money laid by for building Wayland Semi- 
nary. 

“I felt new inspiration and hope. I put 
students at work soliciting aid for the fund, 
and was astonished at the amounts of mon- 
ey which flowed into the treasury for the 
projected buildings. We secured a site out 
in the country, nearly a mile beyood the 
settled limits of the city, which is now 
thickly crowding its palation dwellings 
and business marts right under the eaves 
of our Home, and country wards beyond 

“Wo progressed elow.y for want of suffi- 
cient funds to complete the building at once. 
But in 1876 we witnessed our labor on the 
uiofc uuuuiug uuiMiuu—mice uesiue 
basement and mansard roof, 82 feet by 42 
feet on the ground, and costing $30,(XX). 
Every brick had been laid by negro masons, 
and the work superintended by a colored 
foreman. But it was empty. We had not a 

desk, chair or bookcase; neither bedstead 
nor other furniture for the chambers, and 
only $60 left of our hard-saved fund. We 
needed $600. Scores of students were wait- 
ing for admission to the new school. 
“I went to one of the largest furniture 

dealers in the city, and after telling him of 
our success in the completion of our building 
1 asked him to trust us for the furniture to 
put in it. ‘When will you pay?’ he asked. 
I guess I can pay you by the next Centen- 
nial,’I half jocosely replied. He delivered 
the furniture I wanted; our school was put 
in running order, and I paid the bill in 
thirty days, with the contributions of 
friends. 

“The first man who came into the school 
room and appronohed me was 46 years old. 
He was a fireman in the lumace room of a 
hotel, where the Clarendoh now stands. He 
was a very unprepossessing person, and in 
consequence of a serious deformity, caused 
by an accidect to one of his legs years be- 
fore, he walked with painful awkwardness. 
As I extended my band of welcome greeting 
I experienced an involuntary revulsion of 
feeling; but he looked right into my face and 
with open book asked me to show him the 
conjugation of a verb. I immediately com- 
plied, and in one minute I was free from all 
unpleasant emotions, and have never expe- rienced any similar feelings from that day to 
this. That man was very bright. He came 
from Middlesex county, Virginia, and be- 
longed to the great colored colony which set- 
tled here after the war. 

“Several of our best teachers have been 
from Maine. The first was Miss Mary A. 
Howe of Skowhegan, a relative of Gov. Co- 
burn and a member of his family. Her death 
occurred here and her remains were carried 
to Skowhegan for burial. A more efficient 
teacher never entered a school room. Another 
excellent aud beloved teacher was Miss 
Wood of Camden, Me., whose successor was 
Miss S. A, Curtis, a graduate of Colby Uni- 
versity, class of ’83. The present principal of the Normal department, English branches 
and Latin, is Miss Lillian Fletcher of New- 
port, N. H., a graduate of Colby, class of ’88. 
-- v. AWUVlWJ.nfcloilUOVCVl Ul iU^C- 
water Normal school, Mass., is also a teacher 
in the English department. 

"Three of my male teachers have been 
graduates of Colby: E. F. King of Portland, 
Benj. Fish of Freeport and A. M. Richardson 
of llebron. Maine’s contributions of teach- 
ers have made the school.

umes is named in honor of Rev. C. B. Davis, long pastor of the Baptist church, of Paris, 
for a munificent gift of money from Mrs. 
Davis after the death of her husband.

THEWINTHROP ROBBERY 

Committed by Men Who Have Fig- 
ured in this Vicinity. 

Wikthbop, Dec. 30.—The robbery of M. 
C. Frost together with the presence in this 
vicinity of several unknown and suspicious 
characters lead many to believe that an or- 

ganized gang of crooks has been about here 
recently. Officers and others have been 
watching and searching for the parties sus- 

pected which may furnish new develop- 
ments. Sheriff Webb, from Portland, and a 

Freeport sheriff have been in town in con. 
sultatiou with Sheriff JBerry and others re la- 
tive to the man arrested at Iteadfield, Friday 
and have identified two of the revolvers 
found upon them as some taken from a store 
ronned in Freeport recently. They left here 
for Augusta to interview the parties, who 
were taken there after being bound over 
for trial. 

What Sheriff Webb Learned. 
Last Saturday afternoon Sheriff Webb vis. 

lted Wlnthrop to see the men who had been 
arrested there for the assault on Mr. Frost. 
When he arrived there he found the men had 
been taken to Augusta jail for safe keeping 
as the public sentiment in Wintbrop was 

running dangerously high in regard to them. 
Upon hearing that the men had gone to Au- 
gusta Sheriff Webb took the stage for that 
city. 

Upon arrival in Augusta Sheriff Webb saw 
the men and ascertained that one of them 
is Henry A. Sawyer, who was formerly 
employed by Mr. L. F. Dyer, of this city, at 
Woodlawn, under the name of Henry Aus- 
tin—and the other is Sawyer’s churn, from 
New York, named Campbell. Austin left 
Mr. Dyer’s employ in July. Lately, Sheriff 
Webb says, ho conceived the plan of stealing 
Mr. Dyer’s horse, and, in concert with Camp- 
bell, ran the animals out of the stable and 
drove them to Colley's Corner and there 
bitched them in the woods, not daring to 
take them further. The two men then kept 
on to Freeport where they broke into Mer- 
rill’s gun shop and stole two revolvers and 
two double barreled guns, one a Parker gun 
valued at 875. They then stole a horse from 
Mr. Soule with which they drove to South 
Bend, Durham. There they turned the 
horse loose, and started for home. Before 
they left they went into the meeting house 
and built a fire, intending to stay there all 
night, but the smoke of the fire was seen and 
they were driven oat by some of the people. 
They then went iuto the woods and, next 
day, were practicing with their revolvers 
when a man named Plummer went into their 
camp, hearing the reports of the pistols. 
When he appeared the men threatened him 
with the revolvers until he told them he 
didn’t want them; be said he heard the shots 
and looked in for curiosity. They let him go 
and he was glad to get away. They stopped 
here but a little while and then went straight 
to Frost’s. 

STEAMER BRISTOL BURNED. 

An Old Colony Boat Destroyed at Her 
Dock in Newport. 

Flames Start in the kitehen and Dart 
Through the Steamer, 

Driving the Crew from Their Posts 
and Imperilliug Passengers, 

Some of Whom Leave Their Clothes 
To Be Burned. 

Fortunately the Boston Trains Had 
Left With Many Travellers. 

An All Day Task of Danger for the 
Firemeu. 

Newpobt, R. I., Dec. 30.—Steamer Bristol, 
of the Old Colony line, was burned at her 
deck this morning and is a total loss. She 
arrived from New York at about 2.30 a.m. 
and landed ail her freight and her Fall River 
and Boston passengers and they departed at 
the usual time for their destinations. There 
were left on board the steamer only a few 
Newport passengers and their personal bag- 
gage. At 6.20 o’clock this morning, just as 

the last passenger train was drawing out of 
the depot, fire was discovered on the steamer 
and an alarm at once given from the compa- 
ny’s signal on the premises. The fire started 
near the kitchen and spread with great 
rapidity, rendering futile all efforts to stop 
its progress. Three alarms were; sounded in 
rapid succession, calling the entire fire de- 
partment and police force to the scene. 

Thousand of citizens were also attracted to 
the spot by the brilliant illumination. An 
immense volume of fire and great clouds of 
smoke rose from the burning steamer. It 
was at first feared by the crowd that the 
boat on fire was the Pilgrim. She was in 
an adjacent slip undergoing winter repairs. 
The fire apparatus on the steamer was 

brought into use as soon as the flames were 

discovered, and the crew worked with great 
vigor to save the boat, but the joiner work of 
the staterooms, saloon and stairways was as 

dry as tinder and the draughts through the 
steamer caused a fearful spread of the flames 
so that before the fire department arrived 
there was a mass of fire sweeping her almost 
from stem to stern. 

Some of the passengers still on board did 
uot understand the meaning of the first 
alarm and were only aroused by the crack- 

ling of flames near by. All succeeded in es- 
caping, but some with only a portion of their 
clothiug, and others by crawling over the 
railing near the burning timber. One mau 
with two children, a boy and a girl, was 
awakened by the sound of crackling flames 
□ear by and barely escaped with the little 
ones undressed, but with their clothing in 
their hands. Another young man had to 
borrow clothing to go to bis home in this 
city. All the personal baggage of the pas- 
sengers was saved. 

When the department arrived the upper 
decks and center of the steamer were a mass 
of fierce flames which gave out such an in- 
tense heat that at a distance of several hun- 
dred feet work was greatly Impeded. Soon 

mass of*flames with little apparent' eifect fcr 
over an hour, while others were emnloved in 
drenching the dock and buildings. A gang 
of employes of the company were at once 
put upon the steamer Pilgrim, which was in 
the greatest danger, as she was lying in the 
slip to the South of the buring steamer with 
her bow very near the Bristol’s side. She 
was speedily warped over to the other side 
of the slip and several streams of water 
from her own apparatus used in keeping her 
constantly drenched to prevent the intense 
heat from setting her on fire. A southerly 
wind also aided this end. In the slip on the 
North side of the dock lay the^freight steam- 
er City of New Bedford, which bad to be 
constantly kept drenched and which did 
take fire about noon, the blaze, however, be- 
ing soon extinguished. 

It was fully an hour and a half after the 
department arrived before their efforts made 
any difference in the volume of fire. Shortly 
pefore 3 o’clock the flames were down so far 
as to permit a few firemen to board the 
steamer and work from the outside guards 
and lower and second decks. The hawsers 
from the steamer to the dock burned off sev- 
eral times and were refastened and finally 
she was bound to the wharf by chains to pre- 
vent her drifting out beyond the reach of the 
firemen. The firemen were almost miracu- 
lously successful in keeping the dock and 
buildings from catching from the intense 
heat. Fortunately for the men who were 
working on the steamer, her boilers had been 
emptied of steam before the fire broke out, 
so that there was no danger of explosion. 
Two tugs from the torpedo station did ef- 
fective service, leading hose from the Pilgrim 
near enoueh to the fire to put a stream into it. 

At 8.15 the port hog frame went in with a 
crash, and a number of firemen barely 
escaped with their lives. Relieved of this 
weight, she leaned heavily toward the 
wharf. Soon after the port smokestack fell, 
but the hog frame ana smokestack on the 
starboard side stood well and did not fall 
until about noon, the smackstack going first, 
followed by the hog frame in sections Hreat- 
ly imperiling the firemen. The walking bean 
also dropped from its supports about twelve 
fee* but remained upright. One fireman 
was injured by being struck by a falling 
mast on the head but not seriously hurt. 
Another fell overboard but was quickly 
rescued. All this time the steamer was set- 
tling badly and straining her hawsers so 
heavily that at 1.30 they were cut and a tug 
endeavored to pull her Into the stream but 
without success, as she was then found to be 
solid on the bottom. It was hoped in the 
early part of the morning te save the hull, 
but that was now out of the question as the 
boat was completely gutted and her coal was 
on fire. Firemen and police were kept 
hard at work with only a slight intermission 
until nignt. me aeparuueni useu an us 
hose in drawing water from the dock. Act- 
ing Chief Engineer Merritt lost a thumb in 
the machinery early in the tire. Merritt 
was taking the place of Chief Engineer 
Braiser. who. by a singular coincidence, died 
yesterday at his home in Poughkeepsie. The 
crew lost all their clothing and Hooper’s 
Band lost their music and instruments. 

Captain O. 0. Simmons, commander of the 
Bristol, stated tnat he went to his room af- 
ter the first passenger train left to prepare 
to take the second train himself and on op- 
ening his stateroom door found tho place 
full of steam. An alarm was at once sound- 
ed and the crew tried to fight the fiames but 
made little headway as the boat was so dry 
and the llames spread so quickly. Chief 
Officer Thompson says he first saw the 
flames in the direction of the kitchen. The 
fire apparatus was got out and every possi- 
ble effort made to confine the fiames to the 
kitchen where they started, but withoutlsuc- 
cess. In three minutes the hose, full of 
water, was actually on fire and the heat was 
so intense the men could not work. T. J. 
Smith, manager of the Western Union 
Telegraph Company believes he was 
the first to discover the fire. He went 
down the wharf to take the train 
for Boston, and while waiting went aboard 
the steamer and'got a cup of coffee. As he 
came ashore, he saw flames coming from the 
main passenger gangway and spreading 
around the walking beam. He told a police 
officer, who struck an alarm. Smith then 
went to the Old Colony telegraph office and 
wired the Boston office of the accident. 
Some deck hands said they were at break- 
fast, when the alarm sounded, and thought 
at first it was only for practice, but on going 
out found the engine room ail on fire. The 
cook states that he started a fire in the 
range, and soon heard a loud roariug, and at 
once discovered the fire. This would seem 
to decide almost beyond a doubt that the ori- 
gin of the flames was in the kitchen. 

Wiieu the news reached the Boston office 
of the Old Colony Company, officials were 
speedily notified, and at about 9 o’clock a 
special train of a locomotive and one car 
started for this city. Those on board were 
General Mauager J. H. Kendrick, General 
Passenger Ageut George L. Connor, J. H. 
French and Directors Urayton and Thomas 
Borden. They were joined here by Director 
Thomas Dennis of this city. They viewed 
the wreck, heard the 6tory of the officers and 
laid plans for future movemeots. Kendrick 
said the Bristol was 22 years old aud was 
considered good for 10 or IS years more ser- 
vice. The loss was great but there was a fire 
insurance of $300,000 which he thought 

would cover all the loss. As far as accom- 
modations were concerned, the line was all 
right as they have still four serviceable pas- 
senger boats, with a new one, the PuritaD, 
ready In the spring. The Bristol was built 
by Webb of New York, and her engine was 
supplied by John Roach, of Chester, Pa. 

As soon as practicable, preparations were 
made to get tne Old Colony ready to go on 
the line tonight in place of the Bristol. She 
was laid up for the winter and stripped of 
bedding, carpets and other furnishings. The 
bedding was quickly placed on board but she 
left without carpets and other luxuries. 
The burned steamer lies at the head of the 
wharf, sunken to the guards, with her paddle 
boxes standing and the inside burned out 
complete. Both smoke stacks are gone and 
both hog frames burned. The bow of the 
boat is burned to the guards with the flag 
staff standing and the pennant still flying. 
The port side aft is also burned to the guards, 
but the starboard side only to the second 
deck. Two steamers will continue to pump 
four streams of water Into her all night. The 
Bristol was begun in 1861 and finished in 
1866. She was about 300 feet in length and 
one of the staunchest boats of the fleet which 
are model steamers. She was lighted through- 
out by the Edison electric light and ranked 
next to the Pilgrim in the elegance of her 
appoimimeuts but was surpas #1 In speed by 
her sister boat, the Providence. 

BALD KNOBBER8 RESCUED. 

Two of Them Accept Liberty to Es- 

cape the Callows. 

Ozark, Mo., Dec. 29.—The quartet of con- 

demned Bald Knobbers In the Ozark jail 
were offered life and liberty this morning. 
Two accepted and two rejected the boon. 
Ever since the supreme court of the State 
passed upon the cases and sentenced Dave 
Walker, the chief. Bill Walker, bis son, 
John Matthews and Willey Matthews to 
hang, the old organization became desperate. 
Several hundred citizens of Christian and 
Taney counties were members of the band 
of regulators, and they determined that the 
condemned shonld not die If they could help 
it. At Io ’clock this morning a small party of 
the old band made a raid on the jail. They 
cut through the west wall, and, once inside 
the jail, proceeded quietly to open the cells. 
Crowbars were used, and in a short time the 
doors of the four condemned men’s cells 
swung open. In the cell with Willey Mat- 
thews were five prisoners held for train rob- 
bery. Their names are Belford, Halberson, 
Slosson, Rodney and Clark. They pleaded 
for liberty and were allowed to escape. The 
Matthews, uncle and nenhew followed the 
train robbers and the rescuers, but ohl Dave 
Walker and his son Bill refused to go. They 
preferred to remain and hang rather than 
take to the woods. 

When the sheriff entered the jail this 
morning he found the pair sitting in their 
cell, the door open and a big breach in the 
jail wall 10 feet away. A posse was at once 
organized, and accompanied by bloodhounds, 
took the trail. The fugitives tied into the 
Ozark mountains, and as they know every 
foot of the ground it will be bard to capture 
them. The Bald Knobbers were convicted 
of the murder of Charles Oreen and William 
Edens, near Radwick. on March 11, 1887. 
Oreen and Edens had been talking bitterly 
about the terrorism of the organization. 
The band determined to whip them, and at- 
tacked the Edens’house. They broke in the 
door and were received with a volley that 
wounded two men. The band then opened 
a deadly fire, killing Edens and Green and 
wounding two women. John Matthews 
made a confession at the trial.

AN EXTRA SESSION VERY DESIRABLE 

To Secure the Benefits of Republi- 
can Victory. 

A Majority In the House which Death 

Might Change. 

How the Speakership Contest Is Re- 

ported to Stand. 

Washington, Dec. 30.—Up to the present 
time 1G3 Republican and 159 Democratic can- 
didates have been certified to the clerk of 
the House as having been elected to the next 
Congress. This leaves three districts in 
doubt—two In West Virginia and one in 
Tennessee. In Tennessee the Governor de- 
cided to issue the certificate to the Republi- 
can, but was restrained by an Injunction. 

Several Republicans elected are In uncer- 
tain health, and several whose names are 
often mentioned are* regarded as having a 
very uncertain tenure of life. Every Indica- 
tion of ill health on the part of a member of 
the House is regarded with anxiety and adds 
another argument to the many in favor of an 
extra session. This being the case, the can- 
didacy for the speakership is becoming more 
heated every day. Of the 163 Republicans it 
is said Cannon has 49 pledged, Reed 38, Mc- 
Kinley|23, Burrows |22. There are 16 un 

pledged Southern members and the other 15 
are scattered between the prospective candi- 
dates. 

The fact that Congressman Moffatt of 
Pennsylvania is confined in a private asy- 
lum, as the result of overwork and excite- 
ment incident to the recent campaign, has 
called attention to the fact that over half a 
dozen Congressmen who were defeated for 
either renomination or re-election have so 
far this session not appeared in the House. 
In several instances they are reported as 
suffering from melancholia, incident to their 
defeat. 

Senator Paddock says that Congressman 
Laird of his State, who was reported as dy- 
ing several days ago, is now on the fair road 
to recovery. He is expected here in a few 
days, and will then proceed to the springs, 
near Suffolk, Va. He will be accompanied from here by Congressman Cutcheon of Mich- 
igan, who is suffering from the same com- 
plaint as Mr. Laird, insomnia. 

MIXING UP CONGRESSMEN. 

Handsome FrankIHIacock Taken For 
Senator Rlddleberger. 

Washington, Dec. 30.—If there is oae 

thing more deceptive and misleading than 
another about Congress it is the plan or dia- 
gram showing who are the occupants of 
seats on the floor of each house. The dia- 
grams indicating the location of Senators 
and Representatives are published in the 
Congressional Directory and one or two 
other public documents, and, of course, are 
for the use of visitors to the galleries. One 
of the first things a stranger wants when he 

floes into the gallery of the Senate or House 
s a diagram, so that he may know who are 

In the seats below him. Not more than half 
the time does a Senator or member occupy 
his seat and nearly one half of the speeches 
made are from the desk of another Senator 
or Representative than the one who talks. 
The statesman nearly always goes to the va- 
cant seat which will afford him the best 
audience when be wants to make an impres- 
sion. The way in which visitors who are 
getting the run of affairs in the galleries by 
the aid of diagrams are misled frequently 
causes ludicrous inoidents. 

A few days ago a man came on here from 
the home office of a well known newspaper 
to act as correspondent He went up to the 
reporters’ gallery In the House, called for a 
diagram, and taking a roll of paper went 
down to the front row of seats and began to 
open a running sketch of the proceedings 
taking place on the floor. As fast as he 
wrote his report he sent it out to the tele- 
graph office by a messenger with instructions 
to put It on the wire, and as fast as each 
“take” was sent to close with the usual 
word "more.” One of the old correspondents 
who sat beside the new comer observed that 
he was using the name “Pidcock" very fre- 
quently in sketching the speech which had 
been for some time progressing. The 
sneaker on the door was eloquent and was 
attracting a great deal of attention. He was 
talking on the Oklahoma bill. The old cor- 
respondent observed that the new was 
locating his men by the aid of the diagram, 
and after several thousands words of the 
proceedings had been sent out to the tele- 
graph office the old correspondent said to 
thf ;BWW use. who was busily wriuuu. 

'Sjiqor tatTrienii caMyrur" 
Mr. Pidcock of New Jersey, was the 

prompt reply. “And he is making a rattling 
good speech, too.l’ 

“You are off your base there,” said the 
old correspondent. “The man who is talk- 
ing now and who has been talkiog for an 
hour is Barnes of Georgia.” 

Mr. Barnes had simply gone np to the 
desk of Pidcock to make his speech, the lat- 
ter’s seat being more centrally located. 

A half hour after, Mr. Riddleberger of 
Virginia, created a scene in the Senate last 
week, Mr. Hiscock of New York went over 
to the Virginian’s seat, and finding it vacant 
sut uuwu. me new xuru oeuabur aujusieu 
his glasses and pioceeded to read and write, 
and conduct his work, and occasionally in- 
dulged in the running debate on the tariff 
bill, making himself quite at home in the 
seat of the Senator from the Old Dominion. 
In the gallery were a number of visitors 
from New York, who were enjoying the pro- 
ceedings and locating Senators by the assist- 
ance of the diagram. 

“What a pity that such a fine looking man 
as Senator Kiddleberger should be so disso- 
lute," said one of the ladies, continuing, 
“He looks to be a good man, doesn’t he? 
What a tine head of heavy iron gray hair, 
and such beautiful whiskers: and wbat a no- 
ble face. He doesn’t look dissipated either. 
I did not think that Mr. Kiddleberger was 
such a looking man. I wonder where Sena- 
tor Hiscock has gone to? He is not in his 
seat.” 

VARIOUS WASHINGTON MATTERS. 
The Speakership—Alden Blethen’s 

Paper-Collector Cushing’s Remov- 
al-Mr. Blaine as Secretary. 
Washington, Dec. 29.—Mr. Milliken of 

the Maine congressional delegation has re- 

cently been in conversation with Mr. Blaine 
and says that if the plumed knight is not 
Invited to the head of the State Department 
Mr. Harrison will make a great mistake. 

The opposition to Mr. Blaine, Mr. Milli- 
ken says, is that of small men compared 
with Mr. Blaine, who fear that if the Maine 
statesman is Secretary of State there will not 
be much room for them. 
“I don’t know,” said Mr. Milliken, 

“whether Mr. Blaiqe would really accept 
the ofbce, but about the propriety and ex- 

pediency of offering it to him, there is no 
doubt whatever. Some of his opponents are 
trying to give the impression that Mr. Blaine 
is not a safe man; that if he were Secretary 
of State he would upset things and make 
trouble. But there is no foundation for 
such a view. Mr. Blaine is one of the most 
cautious men in public life. There have 
been great military leaders whose battles 
UI1U cailipalKUa spnnni bti w ucjpcibto, uiat 

was only the outside view. They never 
seemed so to those in command, because ev- 
ery detail had been properly thought out and 
planned beforehand—and so with Mr. 
Blaine. His boldest strokes of statesman- 
ship are built upon a solid foundation of 
knowledge and caution. 

Representative Farquhar of New York, 
who nas been mentioned for the speakership, 
says that, like Lodge, Bayne and others oi 
those mentioned, he Is not a candidate. He 
is for Reed, and, like Lodge and Bayne, be- 
lieves Reed will be elected. He says none of 
the western candidates have been able, as 
yet, to get pledges from any members except 
from Ohio. The eastern men are waiting to 
see whether there is to be an extra session of 
the nextCongress before pledging themselves 
Farquhar thinks that Reed will be found to 
have unexpected strength amoug the western 
dele.ations.

THE JOSEFA’S CASE ONE OF MANY. 

Innumerable Exactions by Spanish 
Commercial Agents. 

A Serious Blow to American Trade 
the Natural Result. 

What the Man Who Managed trie 
Vessel Says. 

Washington, Dec. 30.—The State Depart- 
ment people express ignorance concerning 
the alleged outrage upon the American brig 
antine Josefa, said to have been fined an 
enormous sum b; the Spanish authorities at 
Porto Rico because of some trivial irregular- 
ity in the manifest, and it is not thought 
here that Secretary Bayard will Insist upon 
redress. Within the past four years there 
have been innumerable complaints of semi- 
official robberies of this character, and 
Spanish-Amerlcan skippers expect that they 
will be fined whenever they have occasion to 
touch at any of the ports in the Antilles. 
American skippers have been fined hundreds 
of thousands of dollars upon the most trivial 
pretexts, and have never been able to induce 
the State Department to demand redress. 
In the present instance it is possible that the 
American men-of-war, now fn vicinity of the 
Spanish colonies, may be ordered to Porto 
Rico, as they are in that vicinity, and there 
is no doubt in the world that an American 
battery of naval artillery would be all suffic- 
ient to convince the Spanish pirates that 
they have overstepped the mark in this in- 
stance. 

If the government fails to take this step 
.there will certainly be an investigation by 
Congress, and the administration will be 
called upon to answer how it happened that 
the sauce which Is found good for Ilaytl’s 
goose D not tried upon Spain's gander. 

THE MANACER’E EXPERIENCE. 
One Vessel Now Sent Out Where 

Ten Used to Co. 
Naw York, Dec. 38—James E. Brett, of 

No. 43 South street, yesterday confirmed the 
truth of the dispatch from Philadelphia 
that Spanish customs officials at Arroyo, 
Porto Rico, had unjustly exacted a fine of 
$4000 from him as manager of the brigantine 
Josefa. 

“The news of the affair is published," said 
Mr. Brett, “as haring happened recently, 
w hen as a matter of tact It has been In the 
hands of the State Department since De- 
cember, 1887, and the outrage complained of 
took place In July, 1887. For reasons It is 
easy to understand we have not talked about 
the affair, hoping It would be settled. The 
facts are as stated. The Josefa loaded at 
this port, and on discharging cargo at Ar- 
royo the customs officers discovered an en- 
try of JO cases of corn starch on the mani- 
fest. The com starch could never be found. 
It was without doubt a case where, by some 
blunder, the stuff was placed on the mani- 
fest but was never shipped. We thought at 
the lime, and think yet, that tbe corn starch 
was placed by mistake on the ship Josephus, which was loading at a pier close by the 
Josefa for California. The Josephus's peo- 
ple subsequently denied that they gut the 

hilt I think Ihuv mnal haws. 

The corn starch was only worth about 920, 
but the officials immediately imposed a line 
ot 98000 and sent a guard on board the Joe 
sofa, refusing to permit her departure or to 
allow Captain Snow and his crew of 10 men 
to leave the vessel. The ship and crew were 
held thus for 25 days, though they were sub- 
jected to no Indignity, it was not until we 
had sent down 94000 In gold, to which they 
finally agreed to reduce the hue, that the 
vessel aDd crew were set at liberty. We 
have often paid small fines, $50 or 9100, 
without protest, no matter how unjust, to 
those hungry,Uttle officials In the West In- 
dies, bat this was too big a grab to put up 

“What action has the State Department 
taken?” 

“Well, we made out our statement, with 
the affidavits of the crew and captain, and 
laid it before Mr. Dayard. All we ask is the 
return of our tine, with Interest and demur- 
rage, the whole amount not exceeding $8000. 
Mr. Bayard has, I believe, through the Min- 
i.-ter at Madrid, demanded the money and an 
indemnity besides, but how much I do not 
know. It is time the money was forthcom- 
coming if the Spaniards Intend to pay at alL 
Had Itbeen an English vessel the money 
would have been repaid within six months. 
We have never sent another ship to Arroyo, 
Tf**1 *" ,‘u This whole West Indian business Is ruining our trade. 
Where we used to send 10 vessels to liaytt and the West Indies we now send one, be- 
cause of the troubles there and our lack of 
protection from the home government.” 

MR. GLADSTONE’S BIRTHDAY. 
Robust and Full of Animation at 

Seventy-Nine.

niversary of Mr. Gladstone’s birthday, and 
notwithstanding his absence on the Con-

All tbe Washington correspondents seem 
to agree that at the present time Mr. Reed 
is leading In tbe speakership contest. The 
attempt to break his strength by bringing 
out new candidates from tbe East has inglori- 
ously failed 

It is alleged that more men were ar- 
rested for drunkenness in Boston on Christ- 
mas day this year when the saloons were 
olosed by law than a year ago when the sa- 
loons wore open. We suppose that there are 

people silly enough to deduce from this fact 
the conclusion that open rumshops promote 
sobriety. 

In twelve months there have been flipped 
from the city of Lynn nearly eighteen mil- 
lion pairs of shoes, enough to supply every 
man, woman and child in Matne with foot- 
wear for several years. A stupendous in- 
dustry, this of the Lynu shoemakers; and 
the problem of secuilng a market for its pro- 
ducts has a continent for its range. 

Long Island City has a spunky mayor. He 
sallied forth the other day witn a pickaxe on 
his shoulder and a gang of laborers similarly 
armed in his wake and tore up a railroad 
track and demolished a railroad building. 
The compauy had neglected to remove their 
tracks within the period it was ordered 
to do so by the courts, and the mayor con- 
cluded that he would vindicate the law.

But with (airmlnded and, hon- 
orable men such a document ought to have 
no we’ght. The proper way to treat it is to 
ignore it altogether. I( there be anytltfog in 
the character or career o( a candidate (or 
public office that renders his election' unfit 
it is right and properthatit should be stated, 
but it should be stated in a way that wjiU en- 
able the candidate to meet it. N$ man 
ought to be expected to make reply to 
anonymous slanders. 

The St. John Telegraph, commenting; upon 
the numbei and variety ol the questions 
which the Maine legislature will consider 
this winter, thinks that no topic in tl^> list 
will provoke more discussion than 
the salaries ol the members. Well, that 
is a pretty important question. As It is now, 
alter the legislator has spent ten weeks be- 
neath the root o( the rapacious Augusta 
tavern-keeper, he finds that his pay is about 
offset by his board bill, and were it not (or 
the (act that the State pays mileage to his 
home, some ol them might have to become 
permanent residents on the Kennebec. There 
are two remedies tor this state o( things. 
One is to raise the salaries, the other is to 
move the capital to Portland where the tav- 
ern keepers are not rapacious. The latter 
Is by £u the. behae- _ 

The gathering ol the tariff relormers, so- 

called—more properly tree traders—in Boston 
on Friday can hardly be described as a joy- 
(ul occasion. Though the speeches were 

punctuated with laughter and ap‘ 
plause, there was a sort ol mourn- 
(ul undercurrent. The (act that the 
speakers had just submitted their 
theories to the people and had been defeated 
could not be concealed. And though thev 
sought to console their listeners by predict 
Ing that the people would reverse their judg- 
ment after a fuller hearing the effort was 
not altogether a success. The dinner was 

delicious, however, and that made amends 
for the failute of the soul to flow as pleasant- 
ly as it was wont to when the free traders 
were cock-sure of carrying New York and 
Indiana.

There is likely to be a pretty sharp contest 
over the United States Senatorship when 
the West Virginia legislature meets. The 
Democrats have been claiming they will 
have a majority of one on joint ballot, but 
ex-Senator Davis, who is as familiar as any- 
body with the situation, and besides is a 
Democrat, says that this claim is unfounded. 
Two of the members were elected as labor 
reformers, and nobody knows how they will 
vote. Mr. Davis thinks that one them, at 
least, is likely to vote with the Republicans. 
This would tie the legislature on joint ballot. 
If both should vote with the Republicans 
they would have a majority. Nathan Guff 
will undoubtedly be the Republican candl. 
dale and Senator Kenna wll. e supported 
by tile Democrats. There is i .pending ap. 
pareutly a contest something like that which 
took place in Indiana two years ago. 

It is said that as Inangura ion Day ap. 
proaches the sense of responsibility weighs 
more heavily upon General Harrison, and 
becomes even oppressive. General Harrison, 
too, is said by those who know him to be one 
of the most self-reliant of men; but this does 
not prevent him from properly appreciating 
the stupendous responsibilities of the execu- 
tive bead of a nation of nearly seventy mil- 
lions of people. Rot only must he be Presi- 
dent, but by the system of American politics 
he will be regarded as the leader of a great 
party, and there will arise from this consid- 
erations that he cannot ignore if he would 
The trials of monarchs have begotten the 
saying “Uneasy rests the head ;that wears 
the crown.” The exigencies of American 
public life might well beget a more demo- 
cratic saying, that never rests the head un- 
der the President’s hat. 

The Washington correspondent of the Bos- 
ton Transcript, a conservative journal little 
given to sensations, telegraphs that it is 
stated in Washington on good authority that 
Warner Miller will represent New York in 
the cabinet, while Thomas C. Platt will be 
satisfied with the collectorshlp of the port of 
New York. The same correspondent also 
hears from a reliable source that Governor 
Proctor of Vermont and John C. New, of 
Indiana, have been selected for cabinet 
places. An air of reasonableness is lent to 
the story about Governor Proctor by the fact, 
now almost forgotten, that from the first to 
the last ballet Vermont’s seven votes were 
thrown for Harrison every time. Mr. New 
is a personal friend of General Harrison, 
and, being a prominent man in Indiana as 
well, this relationship is abundant explana- 
tion of that part of the story. 

A correspondent of the Springfield Union 
wants to know who would be President if 
Gen. Harrison should die before the electors 
chosen last November should cast their votes 
for President and Vice President. The 
same question has been asked hereabouts of 
late. The Union answers it in this way: 
“The .Republican electors, in the event of 
Gen. Harrison’s death, would be at liberty— 
as they are now in theory--to vote 
for whomsoever they pleased for President* 
and, If no one should have a majority of 
their votes the House of Representatives 
would choose the President from the 
two or three persons having the highest 
number of votes In the electoral Colleges In 
that case the States would have one vote 
each and that vote would be Republican or 

Democratic according to the political com- 

pinion of the majority of the representa- 
tives from that State.” This Is probably 
the correct answer. Another question is. 
Who would be President in case Gen. Harri- 
son should die between the time the electors 
met and voted and the fourth of March. In 
that case It would seem to be clear that it 
would be Mr. Morton. For Mr. Morton 
would have been declared Vice President 
and the constitution provides that in case of 
the death of the President the Vice Presi- 
dent shall succeed.

Carnot 
now came on the scene and acknowledged 
this gift with a neatly turned compliment 
and a pair of ear-rings.

The sons, too, will be 
there with their families from time to time, 
as Mrs. Grant means the bouse to be the 
home and centre of the entire family. The 
first guest in the new house will be the wife 
of President-elect Harrison, who is an old 
friend of Mrs. Grant, and even before her 
husband was nominated, promised to come 
to the new house for a long visit as soon as it 
was done Originally the Intention was sim- 
ply a reunion of two quiet, elderly friends, 
but as matters now stand Mrs. Grant will 
probably throw open her doors and invite 
the great world to meet the new first lady of 
the land. Mrs. Levi P. Morton, who has a 
handsome home on Fifth avenue, three doors 
from the one that was occupied through the 
campaign by the Republican National com- 
mittee, will try to induce Mrs, Harrison to 
be her guest during a portion of her stay. 

Twoldomestic servants, who were hauled up 
before a Police Justice in BosUn the other 
day, charged with creating a rumpus, indig. 
nantly denied having been drunk. They 
said that they had been somewhat under the 
influence of tea, which was responsible lor 
their eccentric behavior. “Rut,” remarked 
the J udge, “I never knew that any one could 
become really intoxicated from drinking 
tea.” “No more they can, yer honor," was 
the reply; “we ate it.” it Is becoming quite 
a popular vice In Boston, and presumably 
elsewhere, this tea-eating, writes a corre- 
spondent of the St. Louis Globe-Democrat. 
And, curiously enough, its victims are mostly 
found aming the “help,” who, having the 
household tea caddy always accessible, get 
accustomed to helping themselves lrom it, a 
pinch at a time of the dry leaves. These 
they chew, thus extracting toe alkaloid, 
which is a toxic agent of a most powerful de- 
scription. Its first effect is an agreeable 
exhilaration. Ultimately it induces sleep- 
lessness and an abnormal condition of mind, 
with strange vision8 and delirium. It is an 
amusing fact, by the way, that when tea was 
first brought to Euglaud. about the year 1665, 
it was served experimentally for eating, in a 
bowl, like spinach. For a long time after 
that it was regarded as a deadly drug, and 
people who sold it were considered disre- 
putable. 

Colorow, the old chief of theUtes, has just 
died In his camp at Ouray agency in Utah, 
where he took refuge when the detestable 
raid of Colorado white men drove him from 
his reservation, and the white men tried to 

scare the country into believing that he was 

beginning an Indian war, when nothing was 
further from his thought. Colorow was the 
leader in the cruel Minnesota massacres of 
25 years ago, but he had suffered great 
wrongs before, and since he has become a 
peaceable iarmiug Indian. He went by a 
nickname; his real name was “Tss-p-weets" 
—a rock, and indicated bis character. He 
was about 75 years old and is wHdiy mourned 
by his peuple. When it was told them he 
was dying of pneumonia, they were in a 
fever of excitement, and the squaws cut off 
their hair in token that the earth had be- 
come uninteresting to them. Just a few 
minutes before he died, the old chief called 
Gus, his son to him and asked to be taken 
out to the bank of the White river, where he 
was laid on his blankets and died among 
the willuws of the stream upon which he had 
passed the most of his years. Immediately 
upon his death, as is the custom, some of the 
younger members of the band mounted their 

Sonies and rode to the ranges, where some 
J or 40 of the best horses were shot, the 

Indian belief being that the spirits of the 
horses would accompany the spirit of the 
chief to the happy hunting grounds. 

The Story of a Bullet. 
[Lewiston Journal.] 

While the Fifth Maine ltegiment was sup- 
porting the First Massachusetts Battery on 

the 3d of May, 1863, at the attack at the at- 
tack of the Sixth Corps, commanded by 
Gen. John Sedgwick, on Fredericksburg, 
during the movements of the Union army 
under Hooker against Chancellorsville—the 
colonel of the regiment having directed his 
men to throw themselves on the ground, saw 
a rebel sharp-shooter some nine or ten hun- 
dred yards off pegging away at some of the 
gunners, and he called out to his men to 
keep watch of the sharp-shooter’s move- 
ments. Boon this rebel rifleman fired, send- 
ing a bullet through the left hand and into 
the flesh part of the side of Han Stearns, a 
member of the Bethel Company. 

“Have you got it, Dan asked the Colon- 
el, who was aware that the shot had fallen 
in Stearns’ locality. 

“No, I haven’t got it, but it has passed 
through my hand?’ was the answer. Dur- 
ing the excitement of the moment he did not 
feel the bullet strike his side. 

One hot day about four years after, as 
Stearns was at work in the Lewiston 
Uleachery, he felt an uncomfortoble seusa- 
tion iu Ills side, and upon examination he 
found a bunch or swelling which he thought 
must be a tumor. He immediately went to 
Dr. Alonzo Garcelou, who cut the supposed 
tumor opeu and found uol a tumor, but the 
identical rebel bullet that had passed 
through his hand at Fredericksburg. 

The colonel of the regiment now carries 
that bullet as a memento of the battle.

THE ANTIQUITY OF BAKINC. 

Bread-Making a Prehistoric Art— 

Egyptians as Bakers. 

[Chicago News.] 
The origin of baking precedes the period of 

history, and is involved in the obscurity of 
the early ages of the human race. Excava- 
tions made in Switzerland give evidence 
that tiie art of making bread was practiced 
by our prehistoric ancestors, as early as the 
stone period. Front the shape of loaves It is 
thought that no ovens were used at that 
time, but the dough was rolled into small 
round cakes, andlaid on hot stones, being 
covered with glowing ashes. Bread is men- 
tioned in the book of Genesis, where Abra- 
ham, wishing to entertain three angels, of- 
fered to “fetch a morsel of bread." Baking 
is again referred to where Sarah has instruc- 
tions to “make ready quickly three measures 
of fine meal, knead it, and make cakes upon 
the hearth.” Lot entertaiued two angels by 
giving them unleavened bread. The mere 
mention of unleavened broad shows that 
there were two kinJs of breed made even at 
that time. 

The art of baking was carried on to a high 
perfection among the Egyptians, who are 
said to have baked cakes in maiiy fantastic 
shapes, using several kinds of flour. The 
Kouiaus took up the art of baking, and pub- 
lic bakeries were numerous in the stre**ts of 
Home. In England the business of the baker 
was considered one so closely affecting the 
interests of the public that in 1266 an act of 
parliament was passed regulating the price 
tobecha'ged for bread. This regulation 
continued in operation until 1822 in London, 
end until 1836 in the rest of the country. 
The art of making bread has not yet reached 
some countries in Europe aud Asia. In the 
rural parts of Sweden no bread is made, but 
rye cakes are baked twice a year, and are as 
hard as flint. It is less than a century ago 
that bread was used iu Scotland, the Scotch 
people of every class living on bailey ban- 
nocks aud oaten cakes 

Owing to the fact that bread is sold very 
cheaply in Great ilritiau, the bakers of that 
country are a poorly paid class of laborers. 
For years the employers made me of child 
labor to such an extent that Parliament in 
1863 passed a law iiiukiugitacrimmal offense 
to employ a young person under the age of 
eisbteeu years to work in a bakehouse be- 
tween the hours of 9 o’clock p. in. aud 5 
o’clock a. m. As most of the work done by 
bakers is in the night, this statutory law iu 
Great Britian virtually prohibits child labor 
in bakehouses. In all countries of the world 
wheat flour is the principal material for mak. 
ing bread, although rye is used largely among 
the peasantry iu some parts of Europe. The 
price of bread has always followed the 
market price of wheat very closely, and a 
recent rise in wheat advanced the price of a 
pound loaf in Chicago 25 per cent.

be maintained to recover a sum allowed by the 
Judge of probate to a guardian for advances In 
excess of his receipts from their property made in 
behalf of his minor wards; that bis remedy was 
In the probate court as therein pointed out, that a 
Ju igmeut rendered on default In such action was 
errou <us 

This Is the companion case of that between the 
same parties, in which the plalutifts in error as- 
sign llie foiegolng inter alia facts as error and 
which the defeudants plea of In nullo est erratum 
admits to be true. Former Judgment reversed. 

FRAN KLIN COUNTY. 
Amos Phillips vs. George M. Vose and certain 

lumber. J w. ltowe and Fred Kowe, claimants. 
Rescript—When poplar and b roll logs are, un- 

der one contra t, cut aud hauled from the same 
laud aud delivered at the same mill In separate 
piles, all In the same season, an action to enforce 
a laborer’s lien tbeieon is se^sonablv commenced 
within sixty days after all the poplar and birch 
logs are thus delivered. 

A merchant who has received the laborer’s 
claim for wages upon the logs, for goods sold and 
delivered, may maintain an action in the name of 
the laborer to enforce a lien on the lugs.
