A Naval Officer Finds Better News of
the Imprisoned Whalers.
WasniNGTON, Nov. 2—Under orders from

The Imprisoned Whalers Released by
an Opportune Cale.

SAN Frawcisco, Nov. 2.—The steam
whaler Thrasher arrived from the Arctie
Ocean this afternoon and brought informa-
tion that the 13 whalers with erews of about
500 men, caught in the ice pack last Septem-
ber, are safe.

Hehas many things to attend to in
England growing out of the recent death of
his unele, and he would have probably ap-
gllod for a vacation soon if a peremptory one
dud not been given him by the Presi-
ent.

Lord Sackville does not intend to allow
the public to know whether he feels humiliat-
ed or not. He presents a smiling front at all
times and keeps his ihoughbts to himself.
He was a noticeable figure at the races yes-
terday, and did not appear to be
in the least rutfled at the summary dismissal
from ofticial tasltion he had received from
the President. He was the target for thous-
ands of eyes, and bore the serutiny and some
of the remarks which he mwust have heard,
and some of which were not plrueulul{
complimentary, with the most perfect eool-
ness. He walked ugand down the quarter
streteh chatting wit uaintances, and ap-
pearing to thoroughly enjoy the sport.

Lord Sackville was in the habit of sitting at
a certain window leoking out upon Connecti-
cut avenue, and the passerby could see his
bald head just rising above what appeared
to be a small desk or possibly a despatech
box.

TIDINGS OF THE STANLEY EXPEDITION

Arab Traders Tell of Meeting the
Rear Cuard Last November,

They Think that Wadelal Was Reach-
ed Iin January.

Fever and Hostile Savages in the
Ezplorer's Difficult Path.

ZANZIBAR, Nov. 2.—Courlers from Tabors
bring direct news from the Stanley expedi-
tion, a portion of which was met at the end
of November, 1887, by Arabs trading be-
tween Lakes Vietorla Nyanza, Nzige and
Tabora. These Arabs met Stanley’s rear
guard at a point west of Albert Nyanza and
southeast of Sanga, just as the expedition
was preparing to cross the swamps cansed
by the radiation of streams that abound in
that country, The Arabs did not see Stan-
ley. The detachment seen consisted of 30
men. They stated that Stanley was two
days ahead. 'The expedition suffered greatly
on the march through the thick forests,
where it was Impossible to advance more
than a mile and a quarter dally. They had
also suffered in marches, where wany disap-
peared or died. Forty were drowned while
crosslng a great river flowing east to west.
One white man died. Stanley was obliged
to fight some tribes that refused to supply
him with g:t Isions. The expedition olrn
halted in expectation of reesiving rein-
forcements from the Congo. The rear guard
at the time when met, had only been on the
march five days, after a halt of three weeks
due to the lllness of sunlaymdlrulﬂn
of his escort, who had Leen attacked by fe-
ver. The Arabs estimate the total strength
of the expedition, after all losses, to have
been 250 men. Stanley’s health was then
good. The rear guard, which consisted of
natives of Zanzibar, stated that Stanley had
decided he would no longer advance ina
northeasterly direction, but strike toward
the north, hoping to avold the swamps. Af-
ter getting a certain distance north he in-
tended to take an oblique line to the east-
ward, and go stralght to Wadelal, where it
was thought he would arrive fifty days later,
or about the middle of January, 1888, The
Arabs were of the opinion that the expedi-
ﬂlim was still strong enough to reach Wade-

‘Iust 1st Information was received from Zanp-
zibar that two mmnﬁn had arrived there
who left interior about the beginning of
April, reported Stanley had not arrived
at Wadelal up to that time. The messe
stated that in the month of March Emin
sha did recelve some vague and indecisive
news of the explorer, which nad filtered
through from tribe to fribe, but that the re-
ports were very conflicting.

Last week the trustees for the
bondholders decided not to test the constitu-
tionality of the law requiring them to con-
vert assets in hand into Eastern rallroad
debt certificates. This means that the law
will be observed, and that il the debt certid-
cates can be had on the basis of savings
baunk investments, or if the Eastern rallroad
will contribute to the cost of these certifl-
cates above what is deemed a reasonable
price, the trustees will apply about $700,000
to the permanent cancellation of the debt.
At 120, $700,000 would buy $583 333.38 of
Eastern 6s, par value, thereby redueing the
annual interest $35,000, and adding that
amount to the fund available for the sloking
fund and dividends. Then the annual pay-
ment of $1 to the trustees would be ap-

lied to the further retirement of the debl.

The statement of Mr. Gladstone in bis let-
ter to Lord Roseberry that he conceives that
the country has “indicated a very general
desire to retain the Irish members ot West-
minster,” and that “we recognize that desire,
and are prepared to give it effect,” must be
regarded as a very important admission, and
one that may result in great changes in the
poliey of the Gladstonian party, as well as
of that large sectiom of discentients led by
Hartington and Chamberlain and denouni-
nated the Liberal-Uuionist party. When in
the spring of 1886 Mr. Gladstone brought
forward his plan for home rule for Ireland,
it was that feature of it removing the Irish
members from the Westminster Parliament
which caused the dissensions «{ the Liberal
cabivet and finally the sehism in the Liberal
party. Chamberlain at once took the ground
that the Irish representation » Westminster
must never be given up. Wi le assenting
heartily to the prineiple of autonomy for Ive-
lana he strenuously insisted that Mr. Glad-
stone’s plan involved separation whereas fed-
eration was the only prineiple in accordance
with democratic aspirations nnd experience
A separate and independent Parliament. in
Dublin the Conservatives and Liberal dis-
sentients would not ngree to, and so far they
have managed to carry the majority of Par-
liament. Mr. Gladstone’s admission that the
country continues in his opponent’s way of
thinking instead of coming over to his own,
and that he is ready to give effect to popular
desire, must mean, if it means anything, that
he has given upso much of his scheme as
related to an independent, co-ordinate, Irish
Parllament. It cannot be, of course, that he
has given up the idea of howe rule. He
merely seems to be progressing to some plan
of federation which shall preserve the out-
ward unity of the Empire while giving to
Ireland a sufficient measure of autonomy.

Democratic effort is now concentrated to a
very large extentin the Empire State. The
reason is obvious. The electoral vote of
that State is absolutely indispensable to
them. The Republicans can elect their can-
didate and lose New York. DBut the loss of
it will be fatal to Cleveland. When one un-
dertakes to analyze the predictions concern-
ing the result he soon discovers that their
character coincides almost invariably with
the political prejudices of the prophet. If
he bea Democrat he figures out a Demo-
cratic majority. If a Republican the predie-
tion is reversed. Of course itis not to be
expected that a Republican or Democratic
leader would confess he anticipated de-
feat, even If that were his real belief ;
butin the case of the New York predie-
tions apparently both sides really feel
the confidence which they profess. If we
Inquire into the ground of this confidence
we find that as far as the Democrats are
concerned their expectation of carrying the
State is based entirely upon the belief that
they will make very large gains in New York
and Brooklyn, and the only basis of that
belief seems to be the large increase of
registration in those two cities, Four years
ago Cleveland's majority in New York oity
was 43,000 in a total vote of 223,000, Eight
years ago Hansock’s majority was 41,000 in a
total vote of 204,000. That Is to say, an
increase in the total vote of 19,000 vielded
an increase of Democratic plurality of
2,000—or every thousand additional votes
yielded about 105 additional plurality. This
vear the total registration is 286,000, and the
estimated total vote ls 270,000, an increase

which they must have, and which appar-
ently they think they will have, it is difficalt
to discover, unless they are relylng on a vast
amount of fraudulent voting or a false
count,

CARRIAGE FACTORY IN FLAMES.

The Establishment of Zenas Thomp-
son Badly Damaged.
Hard Work Conflnes the Fire to
the Building.

_Loss Probably $18,000, which Is

Covered by Insurance.

The alarm of fire from box 412 at 2.15 this
morning, was caused by a disastrous blaze in
the carriage manufactory of Zenas Thomp-
son on Union street. Mr. W. A. Staples, the
watchman, smelt smoke while making his
rounds on Middle street. He ran down
Vnion street and found the wooden elevator
shaft in the rear of the Thompson establish-
ment a mass of flames from top to bottom.
Mr. Staples went to the nearest box, but
found that his key would not fit, and had to
run back to the electric light station to get
another key. This of {2ourse caused some
delay.  Officer Eaton met Mr. Staples and
pulled the alarm. The department respond-
ed promptly. While the hose carriages were
unreeling their lines willing hands gquickly
cleared the lower floor, runming the
carriages out of harm’s way., The fire
at this time was burning fiercely in the ele-
vator shaft and in the two story brick build-
ing adjoining the main factory, while clouds
of smoke were pouring from the windows
and chimneys of the large building, and
showers of sparks were falling on the roofs

* of the surrounding structures. The depart-

ment fought the flames - from the side and
rear of the building and at three o’clock it
looked as though the fire would
be kept out of the lower floors of the
main building. The two story brick addition
was then falling, great sections of the walls
dropping off every few minutes. This part
ot the establishment was occupied by the
blacksmith shop in the lower story and a
storage room for stock above.

Io the wain bnilding above the first floor,
which is used for the display of carriages
and was entirely cleared of its contents, were
the various departments of the fac-
tory and the store rooms. As this
is the season when the stock is larges
consisting In part of thousands of dollars
worth of valuable cloth and tri and
many thousand feet of valuable lumber, the
loss will be heavy. There was an insurance
of $15,000 or §20,000 on the factory. The
building was owned by Henry St. John
Smith and was probably insured.

During the next half hour the fire appar-
ently gained headway In the upper story of
the main building, and at half-past three
flames were bursting from beneath the
eaves. By this time the firemen had got to

| the roof of the high buildings opposite, and

were doing effective work in keeping the
flames within control. Apparently the
worst was then over.

An employe of Mr. Thompson’s stated that
the stock in the building was just now very
heavy. Allthe sleighs for the winter trade
were completed and stored in one of the up-
per stories. Il not destroyed by the flames
they will be badly damaged and perhaps
ruined. Among the finished carriages was

' & coach just completed, to be shipped

to South America. This was badly
damaged. It was valued at $1500.

Some time ago Mr. Thompson emlarged his
establishment by occupying the store form-
erly oecupied by Smith & Abbott, who mov-
ed into the next store. Doors were cut into
this portion. Whether or not damage was
done here by smoke or water was not ascer-
tained. Lo s oy

Later It was stated that the loss would
probably be about covered by the insurance

which is between §15,000 and $18,000. The

Insurance was divided round among the dif-
ferent agencies. At the agency of Wm. Al-
len, Jr., there was $1000, in the Westchester
and 81,000 in the New Hampshire, on stock.

The National British Mercantile loses $000
on wachinery in rear of building,

The department did another good job in
holding the fire so well.

Burnham & Co.’s ice house on Cross street
was damaged to the extent of $100; insured.

1t was reported that a man and boy walk
ed off the roof of one of the low buildings
nearby, and that the boy broke his thigh.
