IT IS A QUESTION OF HUNDREDS. 

West Virginia Will Be Very Close One 

Way or the Other. 

The Chances Seem to Favor the 

Claims of the Republicans. 

Returns From the Contest as Re- 

ported On Saturday. 

Wheeling, W. Va., Nov. 11.—The figures 
of the two committees are getting very close 
together in this State. The chairman of the 
Democratic committee concedes less than 200 
Democratic majority on Fleming, the Dem- 
ocratic candidate for governor, and thinks 
Hubbard, the Republican candidate for at- 
torney general, may be elected. The Repub- 
lican committee claims from 300 to 500 major- 
ity on governor, and thinks the presidential 
ticket has also pulled through. There are 

still twelve counties either imperfectly or 

not at all heard from, and upon these and 
Dossible corrections in the others depends 
the result. The chances seems to be with 
the Republicans, especially for governor. 
The Democratic committee have reduced 
their estimate of 501 this morning to less 
than 200 this evening. Two Republicans 
certainly have been elected in the first and 
fourth congressional districts, and McGin- 
nis8, Republican, is probably elected in the 
third. 

Haw the Vote Is Declared. 
[Special to the Press.] 

Augusta, Nov. 11.—The Executive Coun- 
cil at their next meeting the 22d inst, will 
open and commence counting the returns for 
Presidential electors. They meet again on 

Thursday, the 29th, when the count will have 
been completed. On the Tuesday following 
the electors meet in the Council Chamber at 
2 p. m., and ballot. They make and subscribe 
three certificates of all the votes thrown,each 
of which contains two distinct lists.one of the 
votes for President, the other for Vice Pres- 
ident. It is provided by law that one cer- 
tificate be delivered to the President of the 
United Senate by messenger, a second shall 
be mailed to that official and the third be 
forwarded to the judge of the District Court 
of Maine. 

Quay Calls It the Party’s Victory. 
New Yoke, Nov. 10.—A delegation of 

Philadelphians came here todav to tender 
Col. Quay a public reception and parade on 
his return home. It was the intention of the 
citizens of the Quaker city to make it one of 
the grandest demonstrations that had ever 
been seen in a city noted for displays of this 
kind. The successful chairman of the na- 
tional Republican committee heard the pro- 
position, and replied that under no circum- 
stances would he accept or be present at any 
public demonstration intended to do him hon- 
or. While leeling grateful to the citizens of 
his State for their interest in him, he could 
not consent to appear upon any occasion 
that would suggest that the party was in- 
debted to him for the Republican party. 

“Success has been obtained,” said he, “by 
the Republican party, and not by any single 
individual or combination of individuals, 
designated as leaders. It was a victory won 
by the people.” 

The committee went home rather disap- 
pointed, but the parade will probably take 
place without Quay’s presence. 

Consratulatlon9 Pouring In. 

Indianapolis, Iud., Nov. 10.—Congratu- 
latory telegrams continue to pour in upon 
Gen. and Mrs. Harrison. The total has now 
reached about 0000. They are from all class- 
es of people, but by far the larger portion 
come from individual working and labor 
representatives. Nearly every Republican 
elector sent his congratulations,and as many 
as 100 Republican clubs and as many veteran 
organizations. 

Mr. Morton Cives the Ox. 

Kingston, N. Y., Nov. 10.—Republicans 
are making preparations for a grand jubilee 
next week. The leading feature will be a 
barbecue. A large ox for the same, present- 
ed by VicePresident-electMorton.will be sent 
from his country home at Rliinebeck. Before 
being slaughtered, the animal will be escort- 
ed through the streets decorated with flags 
aud bunting. • 

A Contest In Delaware. 
Wilmington, Del., Nov. 10.—An Every 

Evening special from Dover today reports a 
Democratic movement to contest the election 
of A. B. Richardson the Kent county Re- 
publican senator-elect. On the face of the 
returns Mr. Richardson has a plurality of 
138 over his Democratic competitor, Daniel 
Ridgeley. Such a contest would be passed 
on by the Democratic State Senate. The 
grounds laid are three—the holding of elec- 
tion in districts where there were no Demo- 
cratic judges at the polls, fraudulent votes 
and alleged illegality of the Soulsbury Re- 
publican combination ballots. Stress is laid 
on the latter ground. The unform ballot law 
requires the heading to harmonize with the 
body of tickets. The combination tickets 
were headed Democratic, but a majority of 
the candidates thereon were Republicans. 

McPheraon’s Estimate. 

Wauaington, Nov. 10.—“I believe that 
we will have 17 to 20 majority in the next 
House,” said Secretary McPoerson of the 
Republican Congressional Campaign Com- 
mittee today. Taking up a table print in a 
NewYork Republican paper he said: “I am 

going to give the Democrats all that they 
claim within reason,where the actual returns 
have not removed all doubt.” From this 
table he reduced the Republican claims for 
Congressmen by one each in Florida, Ken- 
tucky, Maryland, North Carolina and West 
Virginia. In that shape he declared that he 
allowed all Democratic claims in doubtful 
cases, and the result was a Republican ma- 
majority of 15. He could not see how it 
could possibly be reduced below that figure, anrl aflnwimr for itia Pnmilili/inn nlmn/w.n 

doubtful districts, as in Virginia, Maryland, 
West Virginia, North Carolina and else- 
were he confidently expected that the Re- 
publican majority would be found to be 
nearer 20 than 15. 

In the Solid South. 
Atlanta, Ga., Nov. 10.—Returns from all 

but a few counties show Cleveland’s plurality 
to be 58,257. The entire Democratic delega- 
tion is elected to Congress. 

Oregon and Washington. 
Portland, Oregon, Nov. 10.—The returns 

from Oregon are not yet received, but suffi- 
cient figures are in to justify Harrison’s 
majority iu the State, being estimated at not 
less than 7,500. In Washington Territory, 
John B. Allen’s majority over Chas. D. 
Voorhees, Democrat, for delegate to Con- 
gress will not be less than 5,000. 

A Reduced Majority. 
Richmond, Va., Nov. 10.—It is impossible 

to give the exact figures of Cleveland’s 
majority in the State. Full returns received 
today reduce it somewhat, but it is not be- 
lieved it will fall short of 2,000. The official 
returns will probably be all in by Monday. 

How They do it Nebraska. 
Omaha, Neb., Nov. 10.—Official returns 

received by the Bee from 34 counties in this 
State which four years ago cast a fraction 
over one half of the entire vote of Nebraska, 
give Harrison 56,089; Cleveland, 39,677. This 
indicates a Republican gain of 8,000 iin the 
State and 30,000 plurality for Harrison, with 
an increase iu the aggregate vote of Ne- 
braska, of 3300 over that of four years ago. 
Governor Thayer’s majority will be between 
20,000 and 22,000. 

TO CO OR NOT TO CO. 

A Question of Society Diplomacy 
Which is Bothering Sackville. 

Washington, Nov. 10.—It is understood 
that Lord Sackville is very much torn up in 
his mind as to whether or not he will attend 
the Endicott-Chamberlain wedding. Per- 
sonally, he desired to go, as it was at the 
Legation ball given iu January last that 
Mr. Chamberlain was introduced to his 
bride-elect. Officially, Lord Sackville feels 
that his position in this country is at present 
an anomalous one and even for the purpose 
of tendering his congratulations upon the 
auspicious event as one of Her Majesty’s 
subjects he cannot yet determine which 
would be the more dignified course, to go or 
stay at home. 

The marriage of Miss Endicott to Hon. 
Joseph Chemberlain will take place at St. 
John’s Church early in the present week. 
The date of the important event will be set- 
tled upon the arrival of Mr. Chamberlain. 
As soon as a decision has been arrived at an 
announcement of some sort will be made by 
note to the President and Mrs. Cleveland, 
the cabinet and a few intimate friends, who 
will attend the reception which follows the 
ceremony at the church. Beyond this no in- 
vitations will be issued. The marriage will 
take place at noon according to the rites of 
the Church of England. A handsome travel- 
ing dress will bo worn by the bride, whose 
trousseau is from Paris. The arrangements 

for the marriage, though quiet, will be ex- 
ceedingly elegant. In addition to her per- 
sonal outfit. Miss Endicott will carry to her 
new home across the water a complete as- 
sortment of household linen, each article 
daintily embroidered with her initials. This 
is in accordance with the old Puritan cus- 
tom when the contents of the linen chest, 
prepared for the bride was by far the most 
important part of the trousseau, and lasted 
for generations as an heirloom. 

A public sale of effects at the British lega- 
tion Is advertised for Monday, the 19th inst., 
on which occasion no one will be allowed to 
enter without having been previously sup- 
plied with a card of admission from the auc- 
tioneer. This is likely to prove a gathering 
of the clans of society, whose interest and 
curiosity on the subject will be largely mix- 
ed with regret over the disruption of the 
most agreeable household in diplomatic 
circles. Lord Saekville and the Misses 
West, upon leaving Washington, will go first 
to Canada, and lrom there to Knolle House, 
England, after which they will travel on the 
continent and in the East. Their objective 
point will be India, where a stay of sonic 
length is centemplated. 

Portsmouth Navy Yard. 

Washington, Nov. 10.—Commodore Har- 

mony, chief of the bureau of yards and 

docks, today submitted his annual report to 

Secretary Whitney. He says of the Ports- 
mouth navy yard: 

Navy yard, Portsmouth, N. II.—“An 
amount of $22,748 was expended during the 
past fiscal year for the extensive repairs of 
the balance dry dock at this station. The 
structure is now in excellent order, and 
when the repairs upon the hauling-out ways 
usedw itli this dry dock shall have been com- 

pleted, there will be adequate and efficient 
provision for docking purposes at this yard. 

“I renew my.estimate of $6,350, made last 
year, for increasing the water supply here, 
and submit an estimate of $6080 for the 
completion of the hydrant system.” 

From America’s Smiling Fields. 

Washington, Nov. 10— Returns of the 
yield of corn made to the Department of 
Agriculture indicate that the yield per acre 
is quite as large as that of 1885 and larger 
than any other crop since that of 1880. The 
aggregate, grown on a larger area, will ex- 
ceed that of any previous American product, 
being very close to 2,000,000,000 bnshels, or 
about 32 bushels per capita. After three years 
of low yields of potatoes have given an aver- 
age of about 80 bushels per acre, or nearly 
the rate of yield of 1879. The total estimated 
product is about 61,000,000 more than the 
estimated product of 1887. They average 
yield of buckwheat is approximately 12 
bushels per acre and the crop is nearly 11,- 
000,000 bushels. Hay is slightly above the 
average crop in yield or 1.22 tons per acre.

FRANTIC WOMEN ANO CHILDREN 

At the Entrance to the Mine which 
Entombed Their Dead. 

Pittsburg, Kan., Nov. li.—Many of the 
scenes following tbe mine explosion which 
killed nearly one hundred men Friday were 

harrowing. Poorly clad women, with babies 
clasped to the breasts, came through the 
darkness to the shaft, while others, mad In 
their despair, tore their hair and garments 
and tried to dash headlong into tbe tomb. 
One poor woman, whose husband and two 
sons were in the pit, became a raving 
maniac. At one time the crush of women 
and children at the shaft was so great that 
it was feared that violence would be neces- 
sary in order to clear the way for the res- 
cuers. The poor creatures fought each other 
in their despair. As night wore on.the work 
of recovering the bodies continued until the 
floor of the engine house was strewn with 
mangled men. Then the bodies were placed 
in rows upon the ground, where the snow 
and rain beat upon them. Most ol the 
victims were shockinglv uiut'lateU, and 
some were so disfigured as to be unrecog- 
nizable. All were covered with blood and 
dust, and many were almost stripped of 
their clothes. There was nothing left of 
the first man brought up from the dreadful 
hole but a bleeding trunk Head, arms and 
legs had been blown off. Many of the 
searchers fainted at their work. Others, 
stimulated by brandy and the en- 
treaties of the frantic women, continued at 
their bloody task all through the night. 
Some of the victims were not disfigured. 
They were in the chamber the least affected 
by the shock and died of suffocation. As 
fast as the bodies were brought to the sur- 
face there was a rush made to identify them. 
There are still about fifty bodies in the lower 
levels. Some of the victims were found 
buried beneath immense weights of slate, 
while others were discovered in groups and 
in all kinds of positions. Two men who 
have not been identified were so tightly 
locked in each others’ arms that they were 
torn apart with difficulty. Their eyes had 
been blown out by the explosion, and their 
faces horribly crushed. Out of 164 who had 
descended into tbe mine, only 14 have been 
taken out alive, the greater part of them be- 
ing terribly aud fatally burned. Thirty-six 
bodies were found on the north and west 
sides, where the work of rescue had been 
stopped until the other part of the miDe 
could be strengthened so it could te explored 
for the remaining victims. It 
will probably be three or four 
days before the bodies can be recovered, and 
many are being burned beyond recognition. 
A full list of the names will never be known 
The State Superintendent of Miues is at the 
mine, and says he is confident the disaster 
was caused by the flame of au imperfect 
blast igniting the coal dust, wbicb, on ac- 
count ut me extreme uryuess or tne mines, 
is a great source of danger. The miners, 
however, severely censure the coal company 
for employing incompetent miners, thus en- 
dangering the lives of all. 

Thirty Hours Entombed. 
Kansas City, Nov. 11.—A Times special 

tonight from Pittsburg says; “Searching par- 
ties at the Frontenac mine worked without 
cessation all night and to day. Only three 
additional bodies were taken out. At 5 a. 
m. a relief squad, working at the foot of the 
main shaft, were astounded to see 
an apparition approaching them. The mys- 
terious visitor staggered up to them, dimly 
outlined by the uncertain light of their lambs 
and greeted them with “Here, fellows, let 
me have a light.” It was Henry Burns, who 
had for thirty hours been counted among the 
lost. He was quickly taken to the surface 
and there told a story of one of the most re- 
markable escapes from death on record, 
lie was slightly delirious but there was con- 
siderable coherency in his account. He said: 
“As I was working in the first room in the 
north entry on the east side there was a roar 
and shock. I at first thought I had 
been asleep and, in fact, was so 
bewildered that I did not know whether I 
was in this world or the next. Managing to 
make a light with my only remaining match, 
1 found my watch had stopped at five o’clock 
but I didn’t know the day or whether it 
was morning or evening. I was 
suffering infernal agonies from Inhaling 
after damp, but was otherwise unhurt, 
and proceeded to make my way to the foot of 
the shaft. 1 do not know how long the jour- 
ney lasted. After being removed to the 
open air I became more nervous and deliri- 
ous, and could not be made to understand 
the full significance of what 1 had under- 
gone.” 

Burns could not realize that two nights 
and days had passed since he had lost con- 
sciousness, and insisted that the people were 
joking when they told him it was Sunday 
morning. He is being well cared for, and 
will be all right in a few days. 

Rochester’s Horror. 

Kociiestku, N. Y., Nov. 11.—Two roort 
bodies were found today I in the ruins of the 
Steam Guage and Lantern Works. Seventy- 
eight men were at work when the fire brokr 
out. Of these 11 are known to be dead, and 
35 are missing. All hope of their being alive 
is given up. Twenty were more or less in 
jured, and 12 escaped unhurt.

CUT IN TWO BY THE UMBRIA. 

he French Steamer Iberia Struck 

by the Big Cunarder. 

Her Crew Saved and the Steamer 
Crounded off Long Beach. 

Little Damage Done the Umbria 
Which Returned to New York. 

New York, Nov. ll.-t-The Canard steam- 
er Umbria, Capt. McMickan, which sailed 
hence for Liverpool yesterday, retur ed at 
1.18 this afternoon. During a dense fag she 
came into collision with the French steamer 
Iberia, Capt. Sagols, from Bussorah, Sept. 
20, for New York, striking her bows on. The 
Umbria’s stem was started and a hole 
stove In her starboard bow. Pilot 
Sayles, of the steamer Nasmyth, reports that 
bis pilot boat, the Calvin H. Colt, No. 13, 
put a salvage crew o' three men on board the 
Iberia tills morning. The Iberia lies three 
miles off shore, directly opposite Long Beach 
hotel. She is lying in an easy position and 
can be towed oft by slipping her cables with 
the aid of tugs. She has about 14 feet of her 
stem cut clear cff but otherwise Is in good 
condition. Her cargo was examined In the 
hold and found in splendid condition. 

The collision occurredonly a short distance 
outside of Sandy Hook and, from all the re- 
ports received, was caused by the Umbria 

?oing at too great a rate of speed in the 
og. The Umbria reached Sandy 

Hook at 12. IS, about fifteen min- 
utes late, and discharged her pilot. The weather was growing thicker all the 
time, and by 1 o’clock it was so foggy that 
the engines were slowed down to less than 
half speed. Shortly after this the whistle of 
a steamer was heard on the starboard bow. 
Capt. McMickan, of the Cunarder, answered 
anu continued underway, going through the 
water, as he says, at a little more than steer- 
ageway. At this time they were shut in by 
the fog, and could not see through it any 
further than the length of the vessel. Sud- 
denly, through the haze, a steamer loomed 
into view not more than a hundred yards 
away. She was headed north, and just be- 
ginning to cross the course of the big Cu- 
narder. Capt. McMickan says he ordered 
the engines stopped, and later on, a minute 
or so, gave the signal to go astern. The 
Umbria, however, continued to keep what 
headway she had, and presently both ves- 
sels collided. The bow of the big Cunarder 
struck the Iberia about 20 feet from the stem 
and carved her way through it as if it was 
made of paper. The stern section of the 
Iberia floated past the Umbria s starboard 
side, and the main portion of the 
hulk grated past on the port side. 
As soon as the vessels were cleared of each 
other, the boats were lowered from the 
Umbria and dispatched to the disabled ves- 
sel. First Officer Gullot, of the Iberia, and 
a few seamen then came to the Umbria and 
told Captain McMickan the extent of the 
injuries to the Iberia. Both vessels were 
then pointed sborewards and the Umbria 
stood by the Iberia UDtil they reached a point 
off Long Beach. There the latter 
vessel was anchored and her captain and 
crew, numbering 30 men, were transferred to 
the Cunard steamer. The Cunarder remained 
by the Iberia all night and until noon today. 
Captain McMickan then headed to this port. 
Repairs will be completed by noon to-mor- 
row. The Iberia belonged to the Fabre line 
and was bound hither from the Persian Gull. 
Her cargo consisted of dried fruits, coffee, 
hides, etc. The passengers in the Umbria 
flatly contradict what the Umbria's officers 
say regarding the speed of the vessel at the 
time of the collision. Some say she 
was going at almost full speed. 

An hour before tbe collission the Umbria 
had narrowly escaped another accident. 
The French steamer La Normandie, also 
bound out, was running about parallel with 
the Umbria and the two could hear each 
other’s whistle at intervals.Suddenly ua Nor- 
mandie’s whistle soundedjnearer and;in a few 
seconds the vessel came in sight just before 
the Umbria’s bow. There were cries of 
alarm but the pilots on both steamers gave 
the proper turn to their wheels and the ves- 
sels swung away and in a moment were out 
of sight again. 

Ex-Mayor Tbacher of Albany says the 
shock when the Umbria struck the Iberia did 
not seem at all severe in spite of the terrible 
damage to the latter. Tho discipline on the 
Umbria was perfect. Officers and men seemed 
to know exactly what to do and their coolness 
inspired confidence among the passengers. 
The crew of the Iberia seemed terribly 
afraid they would be abandoned and their 
frantic cries were plainly heard in the Um- 
bria. It took several hoars to bring them 
on board the Umbria, The Iberia carried no 
passengers. The officers were French, the 
crew Arabs, Greeks and other nationalities. 

The Umbria had on board 215 cabin, 67 in- 
termediate and 429 steerage passengers. There was great excitement among them but 
the management of the officers prevented any 
serious panic. Amodg those on board were 
Thomas Barrin the banker, Edward Cooper, 
the Earl of Norbury, Hon. Boyd Winchester 
United States minister to Swizerland and a 
host of others equally well known. The 
Umbria’s damaged bulkhead was repaired at 
once and she will probably resume her voy- 
age tomorrow or Tuesday. Her agents say 
she could have proceeded safely but the cap- 
tain acted with wise precaution in returning. 

Capt. Sagols, of the Iberia, this evening 
said the Umbria was running at the rate of 
about 17 miles an hour and came on to the 
Iberia without warning, cutting her clear 
through so that about one third of the Iberia 
was cut off and drifted away and sank, while 
the forward part was kept afloat by air tight 
compartments. Two anchors were thrown 
out to keep the wreck from drifting away. 
It has probably sunk by this time. Wreck- 
ers have been engaged to recover the cargo 
if possible. The breaking down of the Ibe- 
ria’s machinery October 17th delayed her 
two days. 

FOR CONTEMPT OF COURT. 

Keely of Motor Fame Cets Himself 
Into Trouble. 

Philadelphia, Nov. 10.—The Court of 
Common Pleas this morning made the rule 
to issue an attachment against John W. 
Keely |for contempt of court in not obeying 
the order of the court absolute. It also dis- 
vuuigvu Hid 1UIC HI U1B9UUC llir lUJUULIilUU, 
as well as tbe rule to open the sealed pack- 
age which is in the bands of the court, and 
which is said to contain a description of 
the Keeley motor. It also continued the 
injunction until further notice. 

The suit in which inventor Keely is thus 
brought to grief is the one instituted in 
equity by Bennett C. Wilson, in which ex- 
perts were appointed by the court to exam- 
ine the construction of Keely’s mechanical 
apparatus, with the view of determining 
whether it corresponded or was identical 
with a certain motor device which Keely 
assigned to Wilson in 1869. In order that 
the court might be fully enlightened as to the 
merits of Mr. Wilson’s claim, a committee of 
experts was appointed to inspect (the Keely 
motor, and a week ago today an argument 
took place before Judges Finletter and Reed 
upon application of Mr. Wilson’s counsel for 
au attachment upon Keely for contempt of 
the order of April 7 last, in refusing to 
diiulge information which the experts claim- 
ed they needed in order to make up their 
minds as to whether the claim was justified. 

BLOWN OUT OF THE HOUSE. 

Quarryman NIcKeevers's Foolhardy 
Performance with Dynamite. 

New York, Nov. U.—Hugh McKeevers, a 

quarryman at Verplancks, last night cele- 
brated Harrison’s election by exploding 
dynamite carriages at a safe distance from 
his house. When it began to rain hard Mc- 
Keevers entered the house, having a cart- 
ridge in his possession. He touched the 
fuse to the fire in his pipe and attempted to 
throw the cartridge out the door, but it 
struck against the woodwork and fell into 
the room. McKeevers ran into an adjoining 
room where two children, Hugh, aged 13, 
and Lizzie, aged 11, were sleeping. He threw 
himself on the bed and covered his head with 
the bedclothing. When the cartridge ex- 
ploded it tore out the front of the house, de- 
molished the door and windows and badly 
wrecked the furniture. The bed on which 
McKeevers and the children lay was blown 
through the side of the house, but none 
were seriously hurt. The house was com- 
pletely wrecked. 

An Effigy Excites Laconia. 
Laconia, N. n., Nov. 11.—At daybreak 

this morning a life sized figure of a man was 

discovered suspended from the Democratic 
flag line stretched across Bank square, at- 
tached to which was a placard bearing the 
words: “So die all traitors.” The affair 
created a profound sensation, and was the 
topic of universal discussion among ail 
classes during the day.

The total amount of bonds purchased by

at Youngfield, Mass., while pulling a cut of 
cloth between the rollers to be scoured Sat- 
urday, was caught in the shafting and in- 
stantly killed. His right arm and both lets 
were torn off. He was 27 years old, and 
leaves a widow and two children. 

The Department of Agriculture reports a 
good season for cotton picking during Octo- 
ber in the Southwest, and only moderately favorable weather in the Atlantic Coast 
States. The wet weather of September 
proved very injurious to quality, prostrating 
plants and rotting bolls, causing blight and 
shedding and injuring the prospects of the 
crop. 

Heywood Bros. & Co., of Gardner, Mass., 
have come to a satisfactory settlement with 
their 600 striking employes. The strikers go in Monday morning on new prices. The 
firm say they wiil keep the Vermonters if 
they wish to stay, as there will be work 
enough for all. Gardner people are rejoicing 
over the settlement, as the strike has lasted 
six weeks, and it took $1500 out of circula- 
tion every day. 

While it is believed that Mr. Reed of Maine 
will receive the Republican nomination, and 
be elected Speaker of the next House, in 
view of the fact that he has twice been the 
caucus nominee, yet it is probable Cannon of 
Illinois and Burrows of Michigan will also 
be candidates before the Republican caucus. 
McKinley of Ohio may also be in the field. 
Unless there is a called sessional the House 
next spring (as is now expected! the first reg- 
ular session would not begin till December, 
1889. 

A fire in the manufactory of Cornell, Bing- 
ham * Co., paper men, in Mission Place, New York, Saturday morning, caused a 
damage to the firm of $20,000; Benedict* 
Valentine, bookbinders and printers, $50,- 
000. The building was damaged $3000. The 
losses are partly covered by insurance. As 
soon as the fire was discovered by those in 
the building a wtld panic seized the people in the upper stories. In the rush to escape, six were seriously injured. A fireman fell 
from a ladder and broke his leg. 

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

American women have been granted 
patents at the rate of two a week, so far, 
this year. 

General Harrison shook hands with from 
70,000 to 100,000 people during the recent 
campaign. 

Probably the oldest voter in the United 
State at the last election was George Hub- 
bartb, of Mapieton, Indiana, 101 years old, 
and a Democrat. 

Seventy-seven years ago, on the 7th of No- 
vember General William Henry Harrison 
defeated the Indians at the battle of Tippe- 
canoe, and secured the freedom of the Terri- 
tory of Indiana for white settlers. It is a 
striking coincidence that on the same day 
bis grandson learned that he had achieved a 
great victory over the Democrats. 

No feature of our governmental system, 
under the modern development of means of 
communication, is more striking than the 
promptness with which the result of a Presi- 
dential election is known and accepted. On 
Monday eleven to twelve millions of voters 
were wondering whether Cleveland or 
Harrison would be elected; on Tuesday they 
cast their ballots; on Wednesday they knew 
who is to be the next President 

It is reported from New York city that no 
harm was found to result from the fact that 
some election districts were so laid out that 
more than twice the legal limit of number of 
voters was passed in the registration. So 
rapid was the voting that in some instances 
a rate as high as 131 an hour was attained, 
and in the district where 1,017 citizens were 
registered 07S voted. No one in the city was 
disfranchised by being left in tne lines at 
four o’clock. 

At the opening of the inquest upon one of 
the last two Whitechapel victims in London, 
a respectable looking woman came forward 
and testified that the body was that of her 
sister Elizabeth Watts. The witness gave a 
curious account of a marvellous presenti- 
ment by which she was induced to examine 
the remains. She swore that at about the 
time the murder must have been committed 
she felt three kisses on her cheek, heard 
them, and at once understood that her «is- 
ter’s ghost was doing the kissing. This 
strange story might have gone down to pos- 
terity as true had Elizabeth Watts not soon 
afterward turned up in the flesh at the in- 
quest. The body was clearly identified in 
the end as that of one Elizabeth Stride. 

Of the Massachusetts Congressmen elected 
Messrs. Lodge, Cogswell and Rockwell are 
members of the present House. General 
Hanks and Mr. Candler have distinguished 
congressional records, made years ago. Mr. 
Morse has served in the Legislature and the 
Governor’s council. Mr. Andrew has served 
iu both branches of the Legislature. Mr. 
Walker has proved himself a power in legis- 
lation. Mr. Greenhalge is no novice, having 
had a varied and creditable experience. Mr. 
Randall, who will reprerent the first district, 
is equipped by experience for the duties of 
his new post. Hon. Rodney Wallace of 
Fitchburg, who is elected in the eleventh 
district, lias made a long and honorable 
record, illuminated by a generous public 
spiiit. Mr. O’Neil has taken his turn at 
law-making. If experience counts, the dele- 
gation chosen is remarkable for its fitness 
for its congressional duties. 

HARRISON WILL SELECT HIS ADVISERS 

Amateur Cabinet Makers Likely to 

be Disappointed. 

Matters Which .the Next Congress 
will Have to Consider. 

Tariff Revision and ths Admission of 

New 8tatos. 

Washington, Nov. 11.—Probably General 
Harrison will hare more or less to say about 
the composition of his cabinet, and as he has 
not yet had time to give to that matter the 
gossip and speculation which assign this or 
that prominent and deserving Republican 
leader to that or the other cabinent portefolo 
may be a trifle premature; the President- 
elect will have nearly four months in which 
to canvass the field, listen to suggestions and 
advice more or less disinterested, and care- 

fully weigh the merits and qualifications of 
the party leaders. General Harrison's 
friends know that he is a man of great firm- 
ness aud decision of character, although he 
acks that sort of obstinancy which springs 

from ignorance of public men and events, 
and during the campaign he has shown re- 
markable self-poise and surprising keenness 
of vision in a political sense. It is fair to 
assume, therefore, that he will have a great 
deal to say about the composition of his 
cabinet, and when he has performed his duty 
in that regard it is probable that a large 
number of active amateur and volunteer cab- 
inet makers will be disappointed. 

There is no reason to expect that he will 
come into office bearing a “policy” to be en- 
forced upon Congress in opposition to the 
views of his party, as seme of the friends of 
the retiring administration already seem to 
hope, it not to expect. 

Speaking of some of the salient public 
questions which will invite the attention of 
the incoming President aud Congress, that 1 
venerable and acute political observer, Ed- 
ward McPherson, today said: 

“Well, I assume that the Republican party 
through its executive and majority in Con- 
gress, will redeem its pledges in the future 
as it has in the past. The party stands com- 
mitted to a revision of the revenue laws and 
a reduction of taxation. f Ms was the main 
issue upon which the battle was fought and 
our great victory won.” 

“Do you think it probable that President 
Harrison will call a special session of the 
next Congress in case no revenue legislation 
is enacted next winter?” 

‘W wud vau iuictcu num cillcifctJLiCjf 
might arise to make a special session 
necessary, but it is certain that none wilt be 
called unless absolutely necessary. The 
question of the surplus does not seem to be 
so pressing now as it appeared to be to Pres- 
ident Cleveland when ne sent that ‘scare’ 
message to Congress eleven months ago. The 
administration seems to have made away 
with the bulk of the surplus by means of 
liberal, not to say extravagant, expenditures 
and by placing a big percentage of it on de- 
posit, so that it could not be suddenly with- 
drawn without pioducing a disastrous mone- 
tary disturbance. The new administration 
will not be likely to ignore the fact that the 
surplus revenues can be profitably used to 
reduce the lnterest-bearlug debt, or the other 
fact that within less than three years more 
than $300,000,000 of the Interest-bearing debt 
will be due and payable at par. There will 
be no urgent reason so far as financial legis* 
lation Is concerned why Congress should 
assemble before December, 1880. 

“It is true, however, that speedy measures 
should be taken to remedy defects in the 
tariff law which operate to the serious detri- 
ment of certain domestic industries such, for 
ex a hi pie, as woolen and silk manufactures. 
Something may be done by a rerisal of sev- 
eral treasury decisions of the present free- 
trade Administration, but a full measure of 
relief will require legislative interposition. 
If the present House were both wise and 
patriotic, that relief might be found in a 
short specific measure, leaving the broader 
questions of revision and readjustment to be 
dealt with hereafter. Such a measure, I be- 
lieve, President Cleveland would not dare to 
veto. But I confess that I have no hope that 
the free traders who rule the House will con- 
sent to act with wisdom or patriotism iu that 
behalf. They are too badly disappointed 
angry under the stinging rebuke which they 
have received.” 

“What other public measures besides rev- 
enue legislation will be likely to have a 
prominent place in the first half of President 
Harrison’s term?” 

“Oh, there are several. One is the admis- 
sion into the Union of territories which 
have been kept out by the Democrats for 
partisan reasons. That party’s treatment of 
the people of Dakota and Washington has 
been outrageous. Dakota will make two 
states, either one of which will at once rank 
in population, wealth and intelligence with 
some of the older states and be in advance of 
at least one state which is now represented 
in the Ways and Means committee of the 
House of Representatives. Two years ago 
Dakota cast 90,064 votes to elect a delegate to 
Congress, who is not allowed to vote in that 
body. Iu Arkansas, which has five votes iu 
the House of Representatives and one vote 
in the Ways and Means commit- 
tee, only 44,514 votes were cast 
for Congressmen. In Georgia, which 
has ten votes In the House and one in tne 
ways and means committee, only 37,453 votes 
were cast for Congressmen. In the thirty- 
three counties which compose what is styled North Dakota 36,000 votes were cast, 8,300 
more than iu Georgia and only 8,000 less than 
in Arkansas, while in the forty-seven coun- 
ties composing South Dakota the total vote 
waf 63,040, nearly 20,000 more than in Arkan- 
sas and 36,000 more than In Georgia. Iu 
Washington Territory the total vote exceed- 
ed 47,000. As chairman of the committee on 
Territories of the Senate General II irrison 
became thoroughly informed in regard to the 
merits of the claims of Washington and 
Dakota for admission into the Union, and I 
think it very probable that among the most 
earnest recommendations in his first mes- 
sage to Congress will be one in their behalf.”

SCENES OF VIOLENCE IN MADRID. 

Canovas, the Conservative Leader, 
Met by a Riotous Crowd. 

The Carriage Pelted With Stones and 
Senora Canovaa Injured. 

Almost a Rlotlna MeetingAddreased 
by Mr. Cladstone. 

Maduii>, Nov. 10.—In anticipation of the 
arrival of honor Canovas del Castillo from 
Seville, a strong force of police and military 
were posted this morning along the streets 
through which the* Conservative leader was 

expected to pass on his way from the rail- 
way station to his residence. Thousands of 
Republicans collected at the station at an 

early hour and the arrival of Senor Canovas 
was the signal fot a hostile outburst. A mob 
surrounded and followed his carriage, hoot- 
ing and throwing stones. The windows of 
the carriage were smashed by Sying missiles 
and Senora Canovas, who accompanied her 
husband, was struck by a atone, but was not 
seriously injured. When the carriage reached 
the Prado, the gendarmes surrounded it in 
order to protect the occupants from violence. 
Similar scenes of disorder occurred outside 
the residence uf Senor Canovas and finally, 
in order to escape from the mob, he drove to 
the house of tne Marquis Sofamaier, his 
brother-in-law. The crowd continued the 
demonstration in front of the Conservative 
Club and the unices of the conservative 
journals. At the Epoca building, the mob 
agalu became violent and every window in 
the place was smashed. Throughout the 
disturbance there was no collision between 
the people and the police, nor was there any 
fighting. The agitation abated at midday, 
but there was a renewal of the demonstra- 
tion at four o’clock this afternoon and the 
Conservative Club was obliged to close Its 
doors. The Republican J mrnal, the Pals, 
appeared this evening with a manifesto 
from the Republic ins students, lu which 
they expressed sympathy with the action of 
j£**r comrades at Seville and elsewhere. 
The Epoch, in the meantime, had published 
an, extra headed “In open revolution,’’ In 
which the scenes of the morning were dis- 
cussed and described. The uproar continued 
until 10 o’clock, when the crowd gradually 
dlspened. During the excitement, copies of 
different Conservative journals were burned 
in the public square. 

Gladstone’s Speech Stopped by a 
Tumult. 

London, Nov. 10.—Mr.and Mrs. Gladstone 
made the journey from Birmingham to Wol- 
verhampton Place today in a carriage drawn 
by four horses. They were heartily cheered 
along the route. On arriving at Wolver- 
hampton, Mr. Gladstone proceeded to the 
drill hall where he received a number of 
addresses. In replying to the addresses, he 
was repeatedly interrupted, the disorder 
finally culminating in an uproar that com- 
pelled him to abruptly close his remarks. 
Great confusion followed, the crowd making 
a rush and demolishing the benches that 
separated the members of the press from the 
public. Stewards guarded the private door 
bv which Mr. Gladstone left the ball. The 
Premier proceeded to the railway station, 
the platform of which was closely guarded 
and started for Oxford. At Snow bill, the 
crowd that gathered groaned and hooted. 
At Seamlngham a former mayor of the town 
welcomed Sir. Gladstone and his wife gave 
Mrs. Gladstone a banquet. At Banbury 
they received a similar welcome. At Oxford 
the crowd, which was composed largely of 
under-graduates, groaned and hooted at 
Gladstone as ne was driven to the residence 
of Warden Keble. 

Gladstone’s Leadership. 
London, Nov. 10.—The Economist contests 

Mr. Gladstone’s statement that home rule 
li so rooted In the minds of the people that 
it will survive his leadership witn undlmln- 
tshed vigor. “After the death of Gladstone,” 
it says, “home rule will have to stand on Its 
own merit, Mr. Gladstone’s present colleagues 
being all his inferior. Nobody is able to 
predict who Is successor will be. His equals 
have abandoned him.” 

London Socialists. 
London, Nov. 11.—Three thousand Social- 

ists met in Hyde Park yesterday to observe 
the anniversary of the execution of the Chi- 
cago Anarchists and to denounce the sup- 
pression of free speech in Trafalgar Square. 

The Vatican Satisfied. 
Rome, Nov. 11.—The Vatican authorities 

express satisfaction with the electlou of 
Harrison at whose hands the Catholic inter- 
ests of America are not expected to suffe r. 

Believes That Stanley Is Dead. 

Berlin, Nov. 10.—The Swedish explorer 
Westmark has received a letter from a friend 
on tne Congo expressing his confident belief 
that Stanley is dead. 

Foreign Notes. 
In the recent collision between the Rugia 

and Nantes, Capt. Adolph Meyer of the 
Rugia, her two mates and five seamen have 
been rescued and landed at Trouville. The 
rest. 111 in all, are missing There were 
about 6C men on the N antes beside a valuable 
cargo. This places the total loss of life at 
between TO and 80. 

The Times has given notice of appeal from 
the decision of Judge Ktnnear lu the Times- 
Parnell case, in which he allowed proof of 
jurisdictiou.

The Dos Farms of China. 
[London Times.] 

Mr. Edgar, the Commissioner of Customs 
at Newchwang, in Manchuria, In the last 
Chinese Customs Yellow Book, referring to 

I the trade from that port lu robes and mats 
made of the skins of dogs and goats, says It 
Is generally supposed that dogs are picked up 
promiscuously wherever they may be 

skins sold to dealers. This, however, 
is not the case, (or, although the 
business may have had Its origin In this way. 
It is now as systematically carried on as 
sheep (aiming. There are thousands of 
small dog and goat farms dotted over Man- 
churia and the eastern borders of Mongolia, 
where from a score to some hundreds of 
dogs are annually reared on each farm, and 
where they constitute a regular source of 
wealth. A bride, for instance, will receive 
as dowry a number of dugs proportionate 
to the means of her father. It is probable, 
says Mr. Edgar, that in no other part of the 
world are there to be found such splendid 
dogskins, for size, length of hair, and quali- 
ty. the extreme cold of these latitudes where 
the thermometer registers 30 degrees Fahren- 
heit below zero, developing a magnificent 
coat. It Is difficult to understand how a dog 
farmer can afford with profit to rear the ani- 
mals when the price of the robe Is taken 
iqto consideration. For one full-sized robe, 
say 80 inches by 80 inches, at least eight an- 
imals are required. Putting the price real- 
ized at 14s fid for a robe this would only 
allow about is lOd per skin, including the 
selection, for the skins must match In color 
and length of hair and cost of sewing. The 
animals are generally strangled tn mid- 
winter, but not before they are 8 months old 
and the skins taken in a frozen condition 
principally in Moukden and Cbinchow,where 
they are cured, assorted and made into robes, 
mats, etc. Last year the robes are said to 
have been decidedly inferior in quality. The 
reason given is that orders went forward too 
late, and tne farmers, waiting till they had 
news of some demeud, kept the animals alive 
until their winter coats began to fall off. The 
value of the trade from Newchwang ast year 
was about £40,000, against nearly £ri0,000 the 
previous year. The decline was due to de- 
precation in value and a decreased demand 
from the United States.

On ordinary par- 
tisan measures, such Democratic assistance 
could hardly be expected by the Republicans. 
But a temperance measure would be quite 
sure to draw some support from the Demo- 
cratic members on its own merits. In addi 
tiou to this, there is a feeling in New York 
State that Hill may not receive very enthusi- 
astic support from the members of his party 
lu this winter’s legislature, on account of 
the disaster which has befallen Cleveland. 
It is very certain men like young Mr. Cros- 
by of New York city and other earnest sup- 
porters of temperance measures in previous 
legislatures, will take prompt advantage of 
the large Republican majority and any weak- 
ening that may occur in the Democratic pha- 
lanx. 

A press despatch from Charleston, South 
Carolina, describes the feelings with which 
the news of Harrison’s election has been re- 
ceived in that part of the South : 

Harrison's election Is regarded with the gravest 
apprehension la South Carolina. The people here 
have been taught lo regard him as one ol the 
most narrow and vindictive a ostles ot sectional- 
ism, and particularly In the coast country, where 
the negroes are so largely in the majority, are 
most ulscumlorting tears entertaiued. Fifteen 
Democratic county chairmen of this htate have 
telegraphed their views to the News and Courier 
upon the effect of Harrison’s electlou upon South 
Carolina, politically and industrially. Without 
exception they regard Clevelanu’s defeat as a pub- 
lic calamity. 

Who have been doing the teaching by 
which the people of South Carolina have 
learned that Harrison is “one of the most 
narrow and vindictive apostles of sectional- 
ism ?” Probably some of those Interesting 
Southern politicians who used to teach the 
people that Abraham Lincoln was an ape or 
a negro. They would be laying up treasure 
and happiness for theii State if they would 
teach the people that Harrison’s election 
means the security of a just and enlightened 
tariff policy for which the Southern States 
have more to expect than any other part of 
the nation, Pennsylvania not excepted. 

The Republican party for two years at 
least will have complete control of all 
branches of the government, and the respon- 
sibility will be entirely upon it. While 
the credit ot good legislation will belong 
entirely to it, so will the discredit of bad 
legislation if such there should be. The 
Democracy are relieved from all responsibili- 
ty. They became a party of opposition pure 
and simple. How long will they stay so? 
That depends very much upon the manner in 
which the Republicans conduct themselves. 
No party can continue itself in power in this 
country except by satisfying the people that 
it will be more for their interest to continue 
it than to turn it out and put the other in. 
We hear a great deal about the power of 
patronage. The power of patronage is 
greatly over estimated. Mr. Cleveland 
used the offices for all they were worth, yet 
the power of patronage was not sufficient to 
carry a single state which he did not carry 
four years ago when he had no such power, 
while he lost three which he carried then. 
A party that relies upon patronage to per- 
petuate its control of the government is 
leaning on a slender reed. The only safe 
reliance is upon giving the people good 
government, jno doubt the lease of power 
now given to Republican party will be con- 
tinued a great many years if it lives up to 
its professions. But that is the only sure 

way to perpetuate It. Reckless and blunder- 
ing legislation will cut it short in spite of all 
the new States that may be admitted. 

Mr. Harrison will take hi> seat just in 
time to participate in a very important and 
interesting historical celebration. On April 
6,1789 the first Congress under the constitu- 
tion assembled in New York city,and opened 
and counted the electoral vote. On April 
23d Washington, whose journey from his 
home at Mount Vernon had been one contin- 
uous triumphal progress, embarked from 
Elizabethtown Point, New Jersey, in a barge 
and crossed to the lower part of New York, 
followed by a procession of boats. Washing- 
ton landed amid the firing of guns and was 
conducted to his official residence. That 
night the city was illuminated in his honor- 
Ou April 30th Washington took the oath oi 
office ou the balcony of the Senate chamber 
on Broad street, and afterward with Con- 
gress attended religious service at St. Paul’s 
church. The hundredth anniversary of this 
day will be observed in New York next 
April. The programme is arranged so that 
President Harrison shall cross from the 
same point in New Jersey to New York, just 
as Washington did, and escorted by a proces- 
sion of war vessels, yachts and other craft. 
He will land amid the firing of salutes as Wash- 
ington did, and will be honored and eutertain- 
ed by the citizens. A great military and indus- 
trial parade, orations, fireworks, etc., will 
commemorate the inauguration, after which 

religious services will be held in the same 

old church of St. Paul which remains to this 
day. The celebration will be most worthy 
and fitting and we predict that President 
Benjamin Harrison will carry out his part of 
it like a soldier, a gentleman and a President 
of this grand republic. 

Mr. Mills proclaims his intention to con- 
tinue the fight for reform of the tariff on the 
free trade lines of the bill that bears his 
name. So does the Parsee merchant, Mr. J. 
S. Moore. It romains to be seen, however, 
whether the Democratic party will be ready 
to follow the lead of these eminent free 
traders now that the people have declared 
against the Mills bill. The Democratic 
party has not been noted, since the war, for 
the firmness with which it has adhered to its 
principles, even whtn there was no doubt 
that the principle involved was one of the 
cardinal principles of Democracy. It deserted 
hard money for votes. Will it adhere to free 
trade, now that a national election has de- 
monstrated that it is unpopular with the 
majority of the voters? Will it continue to 
follow the lead of Mr. Mills and Mr. Carlisle, 
or will it call from bis obscurity the Hon. 
Bamuel J. Randall and confide its fortunes 

once more to his hands. It must be remem- 

bered that approval of the Mills bill was 

not made a part of the Democratic creed 

without protest? Senator Gorman 
strongly opposed its insertion In the Demo- 
cratic platform; so did Edward Coooper. It 
must be remembered too that many Demo- 
crats who voted for the bill in the House were 

dragooned into so doing. A great deal of its 
support was not voluntary, but was given 
under duress. There was then a strong pro- 
tection element in the Democratic party in 
the North which protested through in vain, 
against the Mills bill. The greater part no 
doubt of this element voted for Grover 
Cleveland because he was the regular 
nominee of the party, but some of it un- 

doubtedly voted against him because of his 
attitude toward protection. The volte of 
this element was stifled before election. 
Now however, It will make Itself heard. In- 
deed it has begun to speak already. Its voice 
may not have reached Corsicana, Texas, 
where lives the Hon. Roger Q. Mills, but we 
venture to say that when he gets as far 
North as Washington be will be able to hear 
it. He may think now that the Democracy 
is ready to support him solidly in another raid 
on protection, but when lie gets to Wash- 
ington, probably, he will find a good deal 
of murmuring in the ranks, and it wouldn’t 
be surprising if his reception was somewhat 
chilly, especially from his fellow Congress- 
men who find themselves left by reason of 
their adherence to the bill that bears his 
name.

meets, by as large a majority as Mr. Carlisle 
had a year ago next month. 

THE WOBK IN THE SOUTH. 
[Cincinnati Commercial-Gazette.] 

The first Work of the next Congress, the 
first under the Harrison administration, 
should be to admit to the Union four new 
States—North and South Dakota, and Wash- 
ington and Montana. Immediate steps 
should be taken to perfect the arrangements. 
These four States would mean eight now 
Republican Senators. And shall we then 
rush to force the solid South into the rude 
settlement of the most difficult of all ques- 
tions, that of the races commingled on the 
same8oil? No. Let the Southern States 
gradually follow the example of old Virginia, 
where manhood suffrage is almost, and soon 
will be altogether, established beyond ques- 
tion. This is already wonderful progress. 
Harrison will be found as conservative and 
kindly as Lincoln himself, and enter upon 
his exalted duties in the spirit of Lincoln at 
Gettysburg, “with malice towards none and 
charity for all.” 

CONCERNING BOOKS. 

BY E. CAVAZZA. 

In Far Lochaber. By William Black. A 
new novel by Mr. Black may always be 
relied upon to afford accurate and brilliant 
sketches of sea, land and sky, together with 
sympathetic treatment of some phase of 
present society. Certain readers, it is true, 
like to complain of the pictorial element of 
his books, his painter’s notes of carmine, 
gold and gray, and to declare that his effects 
of storm and sun upon the ocean are become 
wearisome through repetition. This is a 
criticism both unreasonable and ungrateful: 
Mr. Black observes with trained eyes, and 
notes in a competent fashion which ought to 
be intelligible and acceptable to those who 
have some knowledge of the processes of 
painting, and, equally, an aid to the percep- 
tion and pleasure of those who have not 
studied to translate the aspects of Nature. 
The truth Is, that most of us are greatly 
obliged to Mr. Black for lessons given in the 
fine art of seeing what we look at; and those 
who cavil at his technical notes—which are 
also beautiful In a literary way—are pre- 
cisely those who are apt to pass by unre- 

garding such glOTles as be points out. 
Mr. Black is not less an observer of human 

nature; a genial, tolerant clear-eyed witness 
of the ways of the world. His novels are 
not polemics in disguise; he does not at- 
tempt to precede his century, but remains in 
sympathetic accord with it. If he chooses 
for treatment some one of the popular 
crazes, he does not take it too seriously nor 
with the ambition to Bay its final word. Nor 
does he occupy an entire novel with strenu- 
ous delineation of one theory—since actual 
life is concerned during most of the hours of 
the day with things which are not abstract 
Ideas and do not begin with capital letters. 
Yet Mr. Black is always In line with the 
movement of his time; and when the airs 
that blow across the earth bring with them 
the seeds of such fiction as the English 
Robert Elsmere and the American John 
Ward, rreacher—Mr. William Black is not 
likely to be left without material wbeieof to 
tiind his little bouquet. In Lanarkshire he 
discovers a serious little heroine, daughter 
of a Scotch minister of the most uncompro- 
mising type. Her sister is amemic and mys- 
tical ; the housekeeper believes herself eter- 
nally reprobate on accountof Adam. Alison 
Blair herself, in her quality of heroine, is of 
course more liberal and imaginative than are 
the other members of the family—else her 
story would have been too narrow and com- 

fortless for Mr. Black’s genial art. The 
young girl—already inclined to question cer- 
tain of the more terrible among the doctrines 
held by those around her—goes to visit rela- 
tives in the Highlands, at Far Lochaber, the 
whimsical, peppery, warmhearted Aunt Gil- 
christ; the handsome, gay cousin Flora, 
Hugh, a boy six parts genius to half a dozen 
hobbledehoy, and a Captain Ludovick Mac. 
donell, in whom one instantly recognizes 
the coming hero. The story moves on, 
easily and pleasantly, with variety of char- 
acters and incidents, and imaginative, agree- 
able talk, when Alison by chance discovers 
that her lover Is a Roman Catholic. Here of 
coarse was an occasion for dogmatic dis- 
tresses on the part of heroine and hero, and 
for renunciations of love, which is a divine 
thing, in adherence to creeds, which in their 
differences are entirely of human manufac- 
ture. Only where beliefs harmonize are 

they durably true; their discords may be 
useful for a time but they cannot be eternal. 

The only personages of the story who are 
much troubled on account of the sectarian 
facts in the case (Alison of course was 

greatly pained at thought of the grief caused 
to her father, and Macdonell, still more re- 

motely, at thought of that distress of hers) 
the only personages, then, afflicted at first 
hand are the old minister,—a noble type of 
solemn and devoted bigotry.—and a malevo- 
lent woman, mother of an unsuccessful can- 

didate for pastoral responsibilities—stickit 
minister was the local phrase—who had also 
aspired to marry Alison Blair. Macdonell 
does not wish to persuade his bride to any 
belief except the truth that each denomina- 
tion, like another, includes good and trust- 
worthy people. Alison is womanly enough 
to be ready to respect the faith held 
by the man whom she loves and hon- 
ors beyond all others. So in the sim- 
ple strength of their affection, the 
two walk calmly over dividing lines as ap- 
parently impassable as mountains—on a 

map. And after a season of painful aliena- 
tion from his daughter, nature is stronger 
than the old minister, and he shows signs of 
relenting. 

It is true that in this hurried, worried ex- 

perimental last quarter of the nineteenth 
century, there are many persons whose intel- 
lect is forced into disproportionate growth 
as compared with the heart, to whom theo- 
ries are dearer than impulses. Yet perhaps 
there will not be lacking a respectable num- 

ber of those who will approve Mr. Black’s 
easy, liberal, and well-bred manner of treat- 
ing sectarian differences as an element of 
romance, and will consider it an agreeable 
and refreshing relief to find a novelist not in 
favor of teaching little Cupid his catechism. 
(New York: Harper & Brothers; Portland: 
Loring, Short & Harmon.) 

A valuable addition to Messrs. Roberts 
Brothers series of biographies of Famous 

Women is the volume upon Elizabeth Barrett 
Browning, by John H. Ingram. Although 
the poet herself wrote, in verse and in her 

letters, much that was intimately autobio- 
graphical, the precise dates and events of 
her life have remained so little known that 
as Mr. .Ingram observes in his preface, a 

mythology has sprung up around her name. 

He has evidently used much Industry and 
care to collect material, and has succeeded in 
forming a sketch of the life and genius of 
Mrs. Browning which is full of interest, 
although—and it Is not easy to say precisely 
why—It fails to be perfectly sympathetic. 

[Perhaps 
the clue to this failure is in the 

same quality that peimits Mr. Ingram in a 

biography of Mrs, Brownipg, to hint at dig- 

satisfaction with Mr. Browning's preference 
to withhold from publication the correspond- 
ence of Mrs. Browning, and to record in an 
appended note his rather curtly expressed 
contradiction of the date of her birth as 
given by her husband. At the same time, 
Mr. lugram is to be credited with the com- 
pilation of the first biography that ran be 
relied upon as an approxiiuatelylreliable 
and systematic history of theyife and writ- 
ings of a poet whose name is dear to Eng- 
land, Italy and America. (Portland: Lor- 
ing, Short & Harmon.) 

The Book of Christmas, by T. K. Hervey, 
has a joyous title that promises good things. 
It is a holiday volume, and a very appropri- 
ate gift for the season it celebrates. And, 
moreover, it is not one of those elegantly 
useless books which, once admired, are soon 
laid aside in favor of plainer, but more 
available volumes. It is a genuine cyclope- 
dia of Christmas, its customs, legends, su- 

perstitions and pleasure; and its agreeable 
mingling of antiquarian knowledge, genial 
humor, poetic sentiment, all alike presented 
with the charm of a finished and eh rant 
essayist, render the Book of Christm.. one 
of the pleasantest and most valuable among 
the holiday gifts. The illustrations by Mr. 
R. Seymour are deliciously comic and ex- 
pressive. (Boston: Roberts Brothers: Port- 
land : Loring, Short & Harmon.) 

My Ship, or One Day by the Sea, is a little 
publication, in dainty and delicate covers of 
white with silken cords and tassels. It 
pleases at the first glance, and its interest 
for Portland readers will be increased by 
the name of the author. Miss Elizabeth 1>. 
Clark, of this city. The poem is simple, 
pathetic and picturesque, with a wandering 
melody that carries with it the changing 
phases of the sincere and significant verse. 
It is a poem which will give aid and comfort 
to many a reader; and at the Christmas 
time, which cannot be for all a merry Christ- 
mas, this little book will be a choice and ac- 

ceptable gift for friends to whom a gayer 
token would touch a discordant note. My 
Ship is published and for sale by Prank 
B. Clark, Portland. 

The Adventures of a C.iinaman is the title 
of M. Jules Verne’s latist triumph of the 
circumstantial evidence of the impossible. 
ms nero is a young umnese gentleman, wno 
in the midst of modern celestial high life, 
with its curious blending of Oriental mag- 
nificence and European comfort, finds him- 
self a victim of fatal eunui. An aged Chi- 
nese philosopher, an American life insur- 
ance agent, two irrepressible employes of 
the insurance company, pirates, swimming 
suits a la Boyton, the phonogruph, all join 
in a phantasmagoria of strange adventures 
from which the hero emerges with a new 
sense of the value of a peaceful existence, 
and is rewarded by the hand of the lovely, 
almond-eyed Le-ou. The illustrations are 

excellent, and excellent also is the transla- 
tion by Virginia Champlin. (Boston: Lee &

The Biddeford umbrella brigade will have 
a part In the procession. 

Among the novelties tonight will be the 
“Rattle Battalion,” and the “Hoo-Doo 
Band." 

There will be a number of large bonfires 
tonight. 

Owners of teams who intend entering the 
parade, as well as all organizations who are 
to take part, should report their intentions 
to Mr. Leroy S. Sanborn, 98 Exchange street, 
before three o’clock this afternoon. All or- 
ganizations, except the campaign companies, 
must report to Col. Sanborn at 7 p. m. at City 
Hall. 

One of the features of the parade will be a 
cavalcade which is now being organized. It 
will be under the charge of Captain Whit- 
man Sawyer.

Close of the Fishing Season. 
This week virtually closes the mackerel 

fishing season. The season at Portland was 
closed on the 7th by the arrival of the only 
two vessels out. It is not necessary to say 
that the season for the whole New England 
fleet has been a very poor one, as the ex- 

tremely small catch tells the whole story. 
The total catch to date, as complied by the 
Boston Fish Bureau, foots up only 30,049 
barrels against 78,048 barrels in 1887, 80,092 
barrels in 1886, 329,108 barrels in 1883 and 
418,418 barrels in 1884. The Provincial catch 
has also been quite insignificant, and imports 
from January 1 to date are only 28,126 bar- 
rels, including the receipts from England, a 

large falling off from previous years.
