THE FARMER’'S ORDER.

Meeting of the National Grange at
Topeka, Kansas.

Toreka, Ks, Nov. 15—The National
Grange, Patrons of Husbandry, began its an-
nual session this morning. Mr. James Drap-
er, acting Master, sald in the course of lis
address:

The order is in a most flourishing condi-
tion. There have been 193 subordinate
granges instituted during the past vear. The
greatest increase in membership has been
made in North Carolina, while the New
England States show a continual increase,
both in membership and new granges. Col-
orado has developed marked activity and

rogress and is represented again this yea

n the councils of this body. The spuﬁa:-
urged a need of improvement in the order's
methods of procedure in attaining legisla-
tion favorable to agricultural industries. IHe
thought that the order should have some one
at Washington allthe time while Congress
was in session with authority to act for the
National Grange. He urged further efforts
for the enlargement of the powers of the ag-
ricultural department. he question of
trusts and the necessity for suppressing them
was noted. Mr. Draper also alluded to what
had been done in the way of preventing the
adulteration of foods, and pointed out what
remained to be done.

Regarding the tariff, Mr. Draper said: The
whole tendency of tariff legislation hereto-
fore has been to give libera! protection to
the manu!ncturlnr and mining industries,
leaving the agricultural products but lightly
protected, while some of its most important
products, notably thatof wool, it has been

roposed to have on the free lst. A care-

ul study and consideration of our present

made assignments,

tariff law shows that the average duty of all

interests combined is about 47 per cent.;
that the manufacturing interests alone are
pro to the amount of 55 cent.,
while the average on agricultural products
is only about 20 per cent. This inequali
has existed altogether too lonxh}nd al-
though our political instructors inform us

at the “home market” which manufac-
turing industries give to agriculture should
atone in a t measure for this inequality,
we are bo confronted with the fact that
the afrlcul ural teilers even in the manu-
facturing districts are hav a hard
struggle to acquire the necess life.
The declaration of purposes of our order de-
mands “‘protection for the weak, restraint
upon the strong.” Equitable tariff legislation
is an issue second to none In importance in
this direction, and, to accomplish anytnin
we must use our undivided influence an
organized power in demanding a reduction
of the highly protected industries to corre-
spond with the efrnl.acﬂon agriculture is
now vlnﬁ. or else an increase of protec-
tion to agriculture that shall be just and
equitable to all concerned.

And let me add in this connection that, if
we are ever to accomplish anvthing in this
direction, we must have our interests mgra-
sented at the proper time by those duly
authorized to represent this organization be-
fore the Congressional committees having
this matter in charge, and supplement this
work with such personal and united influ-
ences as we are able to expert upon those

Bosrox, Mass., Nov. 15,—Mary Crownin-
shield Endicott of Salem, who today mar-
ried Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, is of the 10th
generation, in direct descent from that John
Endicott who came to Naumkeag in 1628,
and who was the first Governor of the Mass-
achusetts Bay colony; that John Endicott
who cut the red cross from the English flag.
John Endicott’s eldest son, John, died un-
married soon after the death of tke Governor.
His second son, Zerobabel, died at the age
of 39, leaving John and Samuel, The former
resided and diedin England. Samuel, of the
third generation, died in 1692, when his son
Samuel was 7 of age. From his 51st to
his T9th year this Capt. uel Endicott of
the fourth generation was the only male heir
of Gov. Endicott of that generation living.
His eldest son was named John, like all the
eldest Endieotts before him, and died in 1783
at the age 0of 70.  The eldest of the sixth
generation was likewise a John, and died in
1816 on the “*Orchard farm” in Danversport,
as did his father and grandfather. This was
the farm granted to Gov. John Endi-
cott in 1689. Capt. Samuel Endieott
was the first of the eldest children not named
John. He was born in 1763, and died in
Salem in 1828, His eldest son was William
P. Eudicott, father of Seeretary Endicott,
who died last March at the age of 87 years.
He was of the eighth generation, and the
secretary is of the ninth. Miss Endicott's
age has been varionsly stated from 23 to 26.

STEALING THE HOUSE.

How the Republicans Might Be

I'he peeuliar wording of this section has
more than once been construed by a Dem-
ocratic clerk as constituting bhim the sole
judge whether & member has been *‘regular-
Iy elected,” according to the laws of his
own State or of the United States. The op-

The indications are that the
ordcr is on its last legs, Its decline is due
chiefly to the fact thatit bit off a much larger
plece than it could chew, The esncentration
Into one order of all the laboring men in the
country which was what the originators of
the Knights contemplated, wasa magnificent
coneeption, but it conld net be made to work,
The elements were not sufficlently homoge-
neous.  Discord developed early, the order
s00n became split up into factions warring
against one another. It became a house
divided nogaiost itself and Ineyitably
cowmenced to totter. The order has
not been without its uses however. It has
demonstrated several things, among them
that the country istoo big with too many
Independent people in it for any order to
hove to dominate the working masses or fix
the wages of labor.

The conflict in the Congregational churehes
over the probable condition of the heathen
in the next world dves not tend to subside,
It seems ratherto be approaching a more
definite and unbhappy stage where realities
aud not abstractions are to be fought over,
The Berkely street church of Bostom have
been for some time desirous of sending the
Rev. Willlam H. Noyes outas a missionary
to foreign lands; and have endeavored to
have arrangements so made that he coula
work under the direction of the American
Board.

Not only do they declare
this, but also they declare that it would be
highly Inexpedient, should the Berkeley
street church send him out as un independ-
ent misslonary, that he be se¢ 10 any mis-
slonary field under the care of the Amerlean
Board. Wil Mr. Noyes nevertheless be sent
as an independent missionary | the Berke-
ley street church? And will oiher churches
follow the example? If they do the differ-
ences in beliel way come 1o something more
Important than actions belore Massachuselts
courts or diseussions before the learned
authorities of the Massachusetts educational
Institutions.

The Complexion of the Mouse,

Secietary McPherson, of the Republican
congressional committee, manifested alto-
gether more zeal than discretion In claiming
80 soon after election that the Republicans
would have some twenty majority in the
next House, His claim evidently set the
Democrats to scheming how they might over-
come this majority, and as quite a vumber
of the gains which Mr. McPuerson counted
v were o the Southern BStates where the
Demograts have control of the electlon ma-
chinery and do all the counting, it was not
difficult for them to whittle down the ma-
jority claimed by Mr. McPherson. In North
Carolina, where one Republican was admit
ted to be elected by diis Demoeratic competi-
tor, & recount—more correctly no doubt a
miscount—is made to show that be is defeat-
ed. So in West Virginia, the Democrats are
now claiming the whole delegation. though
for some days after election they admitted
that there was no doubt of the election of
one, aud very little doubt of the election of
two Ropublicans. This process of recount
Ing has gone on until the strength of the
two parties in the House has been brought
very close together; and it s still wncertain
when the roll is made up by the Demoeratic
clerk who holds over which will be in the

majority. The chances appear 1, be now
that the Democrats will not b niie to apply
their vrocess to enough of the cio. districts
to entirely overcome the Republicsn lead,

but they may. Of course if Lhe Democrats
succeed in getting a majority on the roli
they will organize the House, 1o watter how
the majority is got there, and there will be no
remedy, for the Speaker will wake up the
commlittees with a Democratic majority on
every one of them. It isa question whether
politically the Democrats will not be better
off without the control of the House, for their
majority will be so small that they wiil
probably be unable to pass awy impottant
measure opposed by the Republicans, while
for any errors of legislation they will have
to accept a large share of the respousibility,
Some of their leaders apparently are inclined
Yo take this view, and look with disfavor on

the attempt now being made to count ina
Demoeratic majority. But the “workers,”
like Senator Gorman are anxlous to get hold
of the House chiefly no doubt for the reason
thatit will give them a few offices with
which to reward their henchwen.

ARMY LIFE AT FORT PREBLE.

Lieut. Leary Talks with a Press
Man About the Garrison.

Elght Inch Rifles Capable of Destroy-
Ing British Iron Clads.

Portland an Important Military Port
in the Event of War.

Life with every task ordered, with all ac-
tions governed and preordained, each move-
ment fixed to occur invariably at a given
hour ; to pass a life that knows in the morn-
ing every task to be performed during the
day, and at precisely what time it will be
executed: to knmow that tomorrow,
next week and next month will usher in no
new labor, no variation of the daily routine
seems to the ordinary busy cosmopolite a
stravge existance indeed. Such however is
the life of a regular United States army
soldler. To some it has a kind of fascina-
tion, while to others it is anything but
pleasing. Yesterday the writer visited Fort
Preble, where at present is stationed Bat-
tery M., of 4th U. 8. Artillery, and passed a
pleasant hour in lovking aboutthe post in
company with the accomplished army officer,
Lientenant Leary.: Passing down by the
guard house in which a sentinel was on duty,
the PrRESS man entered the commissary’s
office, and after being comfortably seated
within the glow of the red hot coals in the
handsome stove In the center of the room,
he asked the Lieutenant to tell him all about
army life at the fort and how many men and
officers are stationed there.

“Fort Preble,” said Lieutenant Leary, “is
what is known as a one company post, that
is but one company is stationed here. There
are at the fort 39 enlisted soldiers and four
officers, namely Major J. B, Rawles, Captain
Frederick Fuger, Second Lieutenant J. C.
