TALES OF WRECK AND DEATH

Mussachusetts Shores Lined With
Storm Beaten Wreeks.

Many Lives Lost in the Fury of the
November Storm.

Sad Stories of the Perils of Life on
the Ocean,

Fifteen Men Drowned by the Capsizing
of Their Schooner.

Three Washed Overboard While Try-
ing to Make Port.

Maine Vessels Among the Lost and
Maine Men Drowned.

Brig Jennie Phinney, of Portland a
Total Wreek.

Heroic Work hy Hardy Life Navers at
Nantasket,

Twenty-Eight Sailors Owe Their Lives
to One Boat’s Crew.

A Detailed Account of the Work of the
Terrifie Gale.

Bostox, Nov. 26.—Boston and New Eng-

land were visited Sunday and today by one
of the severest November snow storms
known for years: Here the snow began
falling at about 5 a. m., and continued unin-
terruptedly until §about 5 p. m., when i
turned into a pouring rain. During that
time five inches of snow fell. The storm
came from the northeast, accompanied by
a strong wind which ran as high as 42 miles
per hour. On Sunday the wind averaged
about 36 miles, and today it increased in ve-
locity, and bowled along at 50 miles an hour.
The gale was accompaaied by heavy gusts of
rain. The total rainfall up to noon was 1.4¢
inches, This, when mixed with the snow,
formed a slush that was anything but agree-
able to pedestrians. The gale caused much
serious damage to shipping, and ead reports
of disasters at sea come in today. The sig-
nal service reports the storm |centre not yet
passed, and predicts thet the gale and flood
will continue until Tuesday, and possibly
until Wednesday. The storm in its area em-
braces the greater part of New Engiand and
the eastern part of New York State.
In Boston, the reverest part of the storm
was between 1 and 3 o’clock Sunday, The
snow was damp and blocked badly, greatly
impeding foot and horse car travel. No
seérious damage resulted, however, though
trains were late.  White caps covered the
Charles river between Cambridge bridge and
the tide running wvery high, brought the
water to within a foot of overflowing the
piers aud park embankment. Occaslona)
splashes of the waves even threw the water
upon the bridge sidewalk.

Broken Telegraph Lines.

" The great damage to ®legraph and tele-
phone wires occurred after dark Jast night.
The city suffered less than the surrounding
country. The Western Union had only one
through wire to New York and none at all
North of Manchester, nove to Maine and
communication with Massachusetts points
was meagre. The New England Telephone
and Telegraph Company and all other com-
panies suffered severely. Connection with
Portland and points North and East
was entirely ecut off today and

the suburban divisions were badly demoral-
ized. Poles were down and wires tangled.
A week will be required to get them in order
again. Up to noon today the Western Union
had not a single wire to New York out of a
total of sixty. At1 p.m., however, a dozen
were working. The Mutual Union lost many
poles at the New York end, and.at noon only
two or three wires were working. At the
United Lines office the cross on the electric
light wire, about 8.30 this morning, burned
out the cable in the cupola over the Devon-
shire office, and for a time stopped all com-
munication. By 10 o’clock the wires and
cables had been laid down outside the build-
ing, and the instruments were clicking away
as busily as ever.  The New York connee-
tion is the only vne with which the company
had trouble. Wires are down west of New
Haven, but at noon three quadruplex wires
were working to New York, and all the leas"
ed lines and connections to other parts of the
country were all right. The Long Distance
Telephone Company suffered heavily. At
noon it had no connection with New York.
Gangs were sent after the breaks in the
wires at Sudbury and beyond New Haven.
The gold and stock tickers’ wires were tick-
ing merrily away in most of the brokers
offices during the day.

3 On the Rallroads by the Sea.

On the railroads all through trains were
late but the locals made fair time with extra
engines, Off the North end South shores
the gale was one of the fiercest ever expe-
rienced. The beach railroads all suffered
serious washouts. On the North shore a
portion of the great ocean pier was carried
away. OCnttages along the crest all received
.some damage and the whole ecrest at Ocean
Spray was washed away. All the cottages
on Shirley street were damaged; windows
broken, cellars filled, furniture and carpets
ruined. The track of the Winthrop and
Shore railroad was submerged in some
places and washed out in others.

SAVED TWENTY-EICHT LIVES.
Nantasket Men’s Herolc Struggles
Through the Raging Seas.

NANTASKET BEACH, Mass., Nov, 26,—The
terrible effects of the storm are everywhere

manifest along the coast. The loss of life

would have been greator but for the braye
efforts of Capt. Joshua James and his volun-
teer life saving crew of Hull, credited with
saving 28 persons from various disabled ves-
sels. Sunday afternoon a large three-mas-
ter went broad side on the beach at Hull.

RELEASING THE PRISONERS.
How Ice Bound Vessels at Bangor
Were Sent Down River.

Baxcogr, Nov. 26.—A very peculiar and a
very uncomfortable day was Sunday in Ban-
gor. Down on the docks there was an an-
xious erowd of skippers who commanded the
schooners, big and little. It was an impor-
tant day for them. Not to get clear of the
river Sunday meant months of idleness and
heavy expenses for their craft. Every craft
was made as fast as was possible, and the
amount of big new rope which was stretched
from vessel to vessel, and from vessel to
vier, confirmed the report that the Bangor
market had been cleaned out of heavy cord-
age. Amnchors were out, too, and everybody
about the vessels seemed on the alert.

Across the river were vessels which had
beep driven well up on to the land by the
rush of ice, while around others were masses
of anchor ice, which bad piled itself higher
than the decks, and in one Instance a eraft
forcibly reminded one of some of the f(llus-
trations in Dr. Kane's book, taken in the
Arctic regions. At this mass of ice the big
tug Bismarck made a drive. The Bismarck
is the second best tug in the country, her
superior being the Bath craft recently built.

YELLOW JACK'S ATTACK ON THE BOSTON
Fever Contracted in the Pestilential
Alr at Port Au Prince.

The Cruiser's Fiight to the Welcome
Frosts of the North.

Four of the Crew Burled Beneath the
Atlantie.

NEw York, Nov. 26.—1t Is not often that
a government vessel achleves the terrible
distinetion of being a fever ship, nor are the
officers of the United States navy often com-
pelled to declare quarantine on thelr own
vessels, but the new United States crulser,
the Bostox, Is now anchored off Rose Bank,
Staten lsland, with yellow fever on board,
under the strict survelllance of the authorl-
ties, after a voyage which will be remem-
bered for many years by the men who took
part in the first crulse of the new war ship.

The
rumors of the fever began to spread amon
the men, but they were subjected to atrie
discipline and gave no Indications of their
natural anxiety. re had been no deaths
yet, and the patients’ recovery was expeot-
ed. But November 19 young Kelly became
delirious, and his ravings, which could be
heard nearly all over the vessel, added terror
to the fear then In possession of the forecas-
tle. Charles Mitchell, an able seaman, 28
fmrs old, then became a victim. The fol-
owing d.d' Kelly was seized with the black
vomit and died in the most excruciating
agony. That afternoon he was buried in the
sea, Uaptain Ramsey deeming it advisable to
remc;;nthe body from his vessel as soon as

&mlt‘ had the a chance Lo recoves
from Kelly's death, when on the same aftes-
noon "l'hrnmuplmd. and In the evening the
burial service was read over his body. The
following day Ulzimier was selzed with
black vomit and died, his being given
to the sea. All this time the orrors of the
presence of Yellow Jack were augmented by
the ex in severe weather, the
Boston's stanchoess bel tested to its
utmost. Some distance below Cape Hat-
terus a stropg northeast gale was encount-
ered, and then affairs below decks reached
their worst.

The Demoerats of West Virginia have ap-
pealed to the courts of that State to enjoin
the Governor from issuing certificates to the
three Republican congressmen elected In
that State. As the courts are entirely under
Democratic control there is little doubt but
they will get the order they want, and quite
as liitle that the Governor will obey it gladly.

The London Times is keeping a hundred
and seventy Irish witnesses in London
awaiting their turn to appear before the
court. Itls estimated that thecost tothe
Times will reach half a million dollars be-
fore spring. As an effort to crush a politi-
cal leader by brute strength this case is
without parallel inthe annals of médern
polities,

Mr. T. N. Hart, the Republican eandidata
for mayor of Boston, aecepts his candidacy
in & purely non-partisan spirit. He declares
that if elected he will administer the affairs
of hisoffics “faithfully, honestly, according
to law and for the benefit of the whole peo-
ple without discrimination on account of
creed or color, nativity or party. “The offi-
ces of theeity,” he further declares, “should
be taken out of partisan polities.” Boston
hasbeen looking for some years for anon-
partisan candidate for Mayor. Mr. Hart
appears to fill the bill.

Postmaster General Dickinson as s stump-
speaker was a couspicuous failure, and his

tour of Michigan did the Democracy much

more harm than good. But Mr. Dickinson
has recently done much to offset his Michi-
gan fiasco and commend himself to his party
by refusing to appoint a Republican in the
mail service and declaring that as loag as he
is postmaster general the plums shall fall to
none but Democrats. Dickinson isa thor-
ough Jacksonian, and theugh his speeches
kick and domuch more execution atthe
breech than at the muzzle he has warm sym-
pathy for cold toed “boys” which the “boys”
naturally regivroecate,

The New Jersey Democrats having the Leg-
Islature the contest for the seat in the United
States Senate becomes a free for all for all
the Democrats of the State who think them-
selves big men. Senator McPherson would
like to be returned, of course; but there is
Governor Leon Abbett, the David B. Hill of
the Jersey coast, and Cnarles Winfield of
Hudson county, locally celebrated for his
silver tongue, and several others including a
riech Newark brewer yeclept Gottfried Krue-
ger. In New Jersey Gottiried is in the beer
which is In that State very far from that
condition described as “in the soup;” yet
the real fight Is between McPherson and
Abbett.

The request of the Rev. Dr. Atterbury,
who represents the Sabbath Observance
Soclety, that the Excise Commissioners of
New York shail recommend that the name
of the owner of the building in which a
liquor saloon is situated shall appear on the
license granted to the saloon keeper, moves
the New York Sun to the remark that
“neither In the eye of the law nor in factis
the liquor business disreputable. It is an
honest business,” and therefore, in the Sun’s
opinion, one with which no New York real
estate owner need feel ashamed of being
connected indirectly, But the very fact that
Dr. Atterbury’s society requests the blazon-
ing the names of swech tandlords shows that
public sentiment even in New York city Is
moving away from the eighteenth ecentury
position occupled by the Sun.

That flourishing son cf Maine, the Hon.
Willlam D. Washburne, of Minnesota, seems
likely to add to his other successes in life
the magnificent success of reaching a seat in
the Senate of the United States The Re-
publicans have an overwhelming majority in
both branches of the Minnesota Legislature,
80 the only question as to the next Senator
Is, “What Republiean shall he be?” Senator
Sabin now has posession, but this hardly
counts nine points for him in the contest
with Mr. Washburne, his only formidable
competitor Congressman Knute Nelson hav-
ing retired from the field. After diligent in-
quiry, the Pioneer Press of St. Paul is un-
able to find that Senator Sabin has any con-
siderable support for re-election among the
Republican members-glect or in the publie
opinlon which they represent, while the
preferences of a large majori'y of Republl-
cans are decidedly for Mr, Washlurne.

South Carolina has a popul«iion of amil-
lion and a quarter, but the total vote thrown
at the recent election was only 80,000, or cne
vote for every sixteen persons. Since 1876
the vote has been steadily declining, not-
withstanding the population lia~ been steadi-
ly increasing. In that year the total vote for
President was 153,000, Four years later the
total was 170,000, & deeline of 18,000. Four
years later there was a luge falling off of
over BO,000, the total vole that year being
but 92,000, and now this total has dropped to
80,000. There ean be but one explanation of
this phenomenon. A large per cent. of South
Carolina’s  voting population has been
tauglht that it is unsafe-or useless, or both,
for them to vote, and therefore they stay
away from the polls. Yet this State in
which not more than a third of the popula-
tlon are permitted to take part in elections,
enjoys a representation in Congress based
upon the number of those permitted to vote
added to the number not parmitted to vote.
In other words, it praetically enjoys three
times the representation of a Northern State
of the same population. Or, to put it anoth-
er way, one man in South Carolina enjoys as
much political power as three men in Maine.
These facts are not new, but the recent elec-
tion calls fresh attention to them.

The story that Mahone contemplates form-
ing a distinetly white Republican party in
Virginia is probably untrue. The Virginia
Republicans are doing splendidly as they
are, as is shown by a comparison of the vote

of Virginia on the Presldential ticket in 1884
and 1888:

The increase in the Democratie vote this
year over four years ago was only about
6000, while the Republican gain in the Inter-
val was 11,000, or almost twice ps great as
that of the Demoeratic party. In 1872 the
electoral vote of Virginia was given to the
Republicans, but sinee then the Demoerats
have always carried it in a Presidential elec-
tion. But this year, in a total vote of about
308,000, the Democrat margin is so small that
a change of 800 votes from the Democrats to
the Republicans would have given the State
to Harrison. Nor should it be forgotten
that on the vote for congresswen in 1886 the
Republicans had a majority of about 20,000
and that last year, on the popular vote for
members of the Legislature, the Democratic
majority was only 426. Mahons is an astute
polltcilan and ought to know enongh to let
well enough nlone,

THE PORTLAND CLUB’S CUEST.

—_—

Something About the Career of
Covernor-elect Burleigh.

Taking into account that a dinner will be
given by the Portland Club to Governor-elect
Edwin C. Burleigh this evening, a brief bi-
ographical review of Mr. Burleigh’s life and
early days will prove of unusual interest to
the readers of the Press at this time. He is
a self-made man, and his life, like that of
thousands of others who have made their
mark in the world, has been one of almost
constant application and industry. It is g
somewhat surprising fact that a large nuuk
ber of the men who are successful In life, as
the world terms it, were born and reared up-
on farms, and In examining the ecareers of
the prominent men of Maine who have come
up from the farm none, perhaps, is more
striking than that of Mr. Burleigh.

He egive of that hardy, substantial stock
which has made New England what it is and
placed her people among the most Intelligent
and enterprising in the world. His grand-
father was Colonel Moses Burleigh, a na-
tive of Sandwich, N. H., who in early life
removed to Palermo, In what is now Waldo
county, Me. Here he was the leading man
of the town, prominent ana influential in all
town affairs,  His fellow citizens honored
him by electing him representative to the
legislature of Massachusetts, Maine then
belng only a distriet, and a delegate to the
constitutional convention held in 1816 to form
a State constitution in anticipation of sep-
aration from Massachusetts. He was alsoa
captain of militia, and when the British
sailed up the Penobscot river to destroy the
United States frigate Adams in the war of
1812, Captain Burleigh and his company of
militia were called out, and went as far Jas
gelllaat. but there was no engagement. Col.

urleigh also carried the firs
droveltsba first stage through lm‘mmﬂll:::ts
to Bangor in 1825, and his advertisement ap-

ars in the opening volume of the Kennebec

ournal in 18&?“ 1!: one number of the
Journal issued in 1826 are two advertise-
ments, one being that of Colonel Burleigh
and his partner, reading as follows: “Hal-
lowell, Augusta and Bangor mail
coach. Hallowell at 3 o'clock a. m.
at Bangor, 6 p. m., Hallowell, Augusta and
Belfast.” The firm name of Burleigh and
Arnold follows. The other advertisement is
that of Jacob Chick, of Bangor, Mr. E. C.
Burleigh's grandfather on his mother’s side.
Mr. Chick was then provriator of a hotel in

g;':‘tc k.:ql :r:hlslml?uncen;?t was “Jacob
e coffee house and stage tavern,”
Hon. Parker P. B igh, the ter;or’s

father, & young man, was in those s em-
ployed by Mr. Chick whose daug(lllgr Was
one of the fairest ladies in the city. An at-
tachment sprung up which resulted In wed-
lock. Later on Col. Burleigh removed to
Linneus, tive miles from Houlton, in Aroos-
took county, then almost an untrodden wil-
derness, and inhabited mt.lr:}y by pioneers
who had entered upon this life of privation
and toil to make themselves homes and

Guvernor-elect Burleigh was born in Lin-
neus on the old Moses Burleigh homestead,
Nov. 27, 1843, and thus the dinner to be ten.
dered Mr. Burleign by the Portland Club
this evening falls upon his birthday, when
he Is 45 years of age. The main part of the
house wbere he was born is still standing and
in those days was the only frame
building in town, the remainder all being
constructed of logs. His father, at the time,
was “running out” the town of Littleton.
The homestead afterwards Imsed into the
hands of one of Mr. Burleigh’s uncles b)'
whom it Is now owned. Young Burleigh’s
life which followed was like that of many
other well-to-do farmer’s boys and gave him
the splendid tPhynlque. endurance, capacity
lorn:J: lication and  energy which have
se im well in his undertakings of later
years. He went to school when it kept ina
small wood eolored schoolbouse located at
the foot of a hill, and his afather took
himwup on a two horse sledgll.::ﬁrst day he
attended. e house was of exceedingly an-
clent gauem the seats being arranged on
the sides, rising from the !rnnt. and the
schoolmaster’s desk being at one end.
Among the teachers whose pupil young
Bur ne, were ) ro A.
Smith, now editor and Pproprietor of
the Leavenworth ‘I‘imesl and. Hop, Joseph
O, Smith, his brother of Skowh: . Af-
ter passing through the town scgools the
young man attended Houlton Academy, five
miles away, and walked to and from the
academy daily, a distance of 10 miles. Here
he acquired a very good edutation so that he
became a school teacher, himself, having
taught successfully many sehools in  his see-
tion. The young man was & thorough master
of farm work in all its branches and could
mow a swath or wield a pitchfork as handi-
ly us any of his father's men. The

orests were all old growth trees and ne
small number of these, sowe of them Dbein
solid rock maples, three and four tee%
through, fell beneath his axe. Once he bad
a varrow escape from a serious, if not fatal
injury. He was on a rack loading buck-
wheat and driving a :&an of horses, when
one  wheel stru a rock and
Burleigh was thrown violently
forward off the load, the broken tine of a
gltch(prk which he beld in his hands striking

im on one slde and injuring him so severely
that he was carried home'and did not recov-
er for several days. Had he fallen upon the
whole tine it would have passed through his
body. There were the usual huskings and
pargm bees In the fall of the year atall of
which the future Governor was cne of the
lemlmsplrlta. He was always very fond
of athletic sports, ball playiog, swimming
and fishing, There was a handsome lake in
the vicinity of the Burleigh residence and he
remembers how with a long pole cut in the
wcods and a chub for bait he uuﬁht 3
and 4 pound trout,swinging them aloft in the

air over his head and upon dry land. With

1864-65 w e was clerk in
the Adjutant General's office at Augusta,
Mr. Burleigh remained on bis father’s farm
until 1870, whea he was 27 years old. Dur-
ing this period he gained a very fair knowl-

of surveying and was gm.gnd in making
suneg to a considerable nt. He was
al;o a: tlki in hlshfnher’sn%tommag varicius

. He was chosen worthy chief templar
of the local Good Templars' lodge and set?vod
in that capacity for many quarters. In
Hodgdon was another lodge presided over by
Hon. Joseph O. Smith, and the lodges fre:

n e bade adieun to life in Aroostook
county and entered the office of his father in
Baogor who was State land agent. There
he remained until 1875, gaining so thorough
a knowledge of the State’s land business that
in 1876 he was appointed land agent which
office he held until the spring of 1879, also
acting as amssistant clerk of the House
in 1876-7-8. Mr. Burleigh was a
fourth time elected assistant elerk in 1880,
but resigned in February to accept a clerk-
nhiﬁ in the State treasury department. He
held this position until in 1884 he was elected
treasurer of the State, serving until July
14th last, when, having been nominated for
Governor he resigned. There is no denying
that Mr. Burlel has achieved rapid pro-
gress ln his official eareer, but it has been
marked throughout by fidelity and faithful-
ness Lo the luterests of the people, as well as
integrity and honeﬁ; 80 that he has every-
where won the confidence and regard of his
fellow citizens. Probably there is no public
man in the State who possesses so extensive
a personal acquaintance as Mr. Burleigh. It
extends imto every ecity, town and
plantation and he ecan take thousands
of people by the hand and eall them by name
Recently he sat down and dictated 10,000
uames of Maine citizens to  parties whes
wanted them, and could have given more.
Mr. Burleigh is a man of the people in every
respect. He is with them, not above them,
and this has contributed in no small degree
to his _popularity and success In political
life. He is also a temperate man,
never using liquor in any form, or tobaeco.

In his business ventures Governor-elect
Burleigh has been both sagacious and fortu
nate, hl ll:meatmnts having been mainly in

ands.

Hon. Thomas B. Reed arrived home from

A letter has been received in this eity ans
nouneing the death of Senor Don Enrigue
Ainz, late 8panish consul at this port, in
London, two weeks ago, Mr. Ainz had been
a great martyr to bronchitis, and other
troubles, for some years past, but whether
his death was due to these or not has not
been ascertained.

Col. H. Clay Wood, U. S. A., who for the
past two or three years has been connected
with the adjutant general’s office at Wash-
Ington has been transferred to the Depart-
ment of Dakota. Col, Wood Is a native of
Winthrop, Me. He was appointed a second
lieutenant in the 1st infantry In 1856 from
Maine, and during the war was brevetted
lieutenant colonel and colonel, respectively,
for gallunt and meritorious serviee at the
battle of Wilson Creek, Mo. At the conclu-
sion of the war Col. Wood was assigned to
duty in the military department of the South
with headquarters at Atlanta, Ga., and gsub-
sequently he was transferred to the depart-
ment of Texas. After serving with signal
ability in both departments he went to the
department of the Columbia where he re-
mained four years. Afterward he served in
the adjutant general's department in the
East, and was given a year's leave with per-
mission to visit Europe. He spent all the
time in a study of military subjects, upon
which he made an exhaustive report when
he returned to the United States. He was
placed on waiting orders after his return
from abroad, but soon tired of a life of inac-
tivity, and at bis request was detailed by
Secretary Schurz to the interior department
for special duty on Indian reservations in
the Northwest where he served almost six
months. At the conclusion of this duty he
went to New York,and was actively engaged
in the recruting service for several years, his
next detall being Vancouver barracks, in the
department of Columbia. Thence he was
transferred to Washington in 1886, where he
remained until Col. Vincent was relieved as
adjutant general of the department of Dako-
ta, when Col. Wood was ordered to report to
Gen, Roger as Col. Vincent's successor.
During the 30 odd years’ service he has been
almost continuously in the ad Jutant general’s
department of the army, where he is regard-
as a veritable encyclopedia of information on
all matters pertaining to the profession of
&rins.

The Storm.

The snow storm of Sunday turned to rain
yosterday and all day it poured almost in-
cessantly. For the first time this fall sleighs
appeared upon the streets, enough snow
having fallen to make yery good sleighing in
soma of the thoroughfares. Some heavy
teams, also, came out on runners, but the
most of the teaming was done on wheels.

C. A. Warren. The towboat L. A. Bulknap
was In Gloucester during Sunday, and she
saved four or five vessels in that port. It
was a lucky day for the Belknap, for she
will make a lot of woney outof the day’s
work.

The steam launch Nadine, belonging to
Capt. Nathaniel Gordon, the diver, was dam-
aged by the wind. The whole upper work
of the vessels, her top and smoke stack, were
ripped off and carried over the side.

The Boston boat did not leave port last
night on account of the rough weather.
Andrew England and another man of Peak’s
Island took apunt Sunday and started to
recover a lost dory. The sea was running
high, and the wind blowinga gale atthe
time. When some distance from the island
they shipped a number of seas and came
very near being swamped. They rowed to
an anchored coaster and remained aboard
her all night, not daring to return in the
small boat in which they left the shore. The
harbor was not as roungh yesterday as it was
Sunday, but outside a heavy sea was ruu-
ning,

The travelling about town was exceedingly
bad. Slush ang water made it impossible
to go anywhere with dry feet unless rubber
boots or rubbers were worn, The cross
walks were submerged, the horse ears were
drawn with four horses, and six horse snow
plows were kept busy all day.

Groebl took
the dual role of Siebel and the companion of
Marguerite, and Signor Bologna the Mephis-
topheles, Signor Campanini sang with much
of the old time power and sweetness. His
*Salve Dinorah” was given with great artis-
tic finish, but it was reserved for his grand
duet with Marguerite to thoroughly enthrall
his hearers. It was here that his remarkable
fervor had full sway, and those of his audi-
ence who had never seen the great tenor in
opera bad an oppertunity of seeing for them-
selves a tenor singer who could act. His no-
ble voiece has lost somewhat of both the
brilllancy and sweetness it once possessed,
but he is still a tenor among tenors. Even
the dampness of last night could not affect
him appreciably.

Signorina de Vere has a volce of good
range, very clear and pure on the high notes,
but a little worn in the lower register. Her

nini she acted with much dignity and feel-
ing, while she sang with clearness and
expression.

“Sulla Popgm.' took with the audiencs at
once, and when, later, he sang in the lerzetio
from *Crespino,” with Signori Bologna and
Del Puente, the house was so carried awa
they insisted on an encore. Miss Groebl’s
rich contralto was heard to advantage
in the aria from *Semiramide,” and the duet
between Del Puente and Carbone was also
encored.
