A GLANCE AT THE PAST.

It is seldom that farmers fully under-
stand the great improvements which
have been and are constanly being made
around them. The condition of the
farmer to-day is so different from that of
only one or two There
are many living who can tell us about
the old stage routes over which not ounly
passengers but had to be drawn
many miles and it then cost more to tote
freight from Hallowell or other bosat
landing back to some country stores
than it now costs to transport Chinese
products to New York, halt way around
the world. In conversation with a ship
captain we were much surprised to lesrn
that he had just landed a cargo in New
Y ork City from China ata cost of sixteen
shillings or about four dollars per ton.
| Cheapening of transportation is con-

stantly makiog changes in the price of
both the producta of the land and the
factory. If a farmer to-day, after rais-
ing & crop of wheat, had to draw it fifty,
sixty or seventy-five miles to find a mar-
ket how earnestly he would cry, hard
times. Many farmers in the early

of this century in Central New York,
drew wheat seventy-five miles to Albany
market and the construction of the Erie
(Canal was to them the begioning of a
new life. This canal is yet of great
value but how inadequate it would be to
deal with the immense internal com-
merce of the EmTlu State were it not
for those great railroads which in point
of time leave the canal as a relic of past

It we undertake to consider the enor-
mous work sccomplished by the great
trunk lines which span the contineat we
are dazzled by the size of the figures and
lost in amazement. The Pennayivania
Central railroad is said to be the greatest
industrial corporation in the world and
its gross income is pearly, if not quite,
equal to all that our national govern-
ment receives from duties oo lmported
goods. How little our grandfathers
could have realized the enormous ex-
pansion of the internal commerce of the
patioa during the past hall century.

The introduction of new machinery
into the cotton factories within less than
two score years has increased the product
of man’s labor more than five fold and
during the same time the improved ma-
chipery has probably increased quite as

' much the product of man's labor upon

the farm. Not lopg since an indus-
trious laborer made the remark that the
introduction of farm machinery had been
& great injury to the workman as he
could not earn nearly as much pow in
baying and harvest as he used to a few
years ago. The question immediately
arose were it not for the improved farm
machinery what would the laborer in
these Eastern States be obliged to pay
for & barrel of flour? If he is oot able to
earn quite as much it is several times

buys.

How different the farmer lives to-day
and how much more he expends in the
house, stable and ou his back than was
expended in his grandfather’s day. Some
look upon these changes as cause for re-

WHY SOME CREAMERIES FAIL.

All creameries are not an ungualified

in dairy matters, and are Iylug them-
selves to solviug the of dair
economics. When a creamery falls it
willbe found that the chief causes will
be narrowed down to these: A creamery
built *too soon,” bailt where it could
mﬁlﬂg support to keep it
in life, or else the patroas had so little
conveption of their obligations that the
scheme fell through for lack of con-
centrated action In suppl the raw
material in amount and uniformity that
would have made success possible. Then
followed the usual exhibition of jealousy,
mistrust, whisperings and iosinuations
which raised » ‘‘ferment”—not in the
cream—which put a speedy extinguisher
upon the entdrprise and sealed lts doom.

Even in the old settled dairy districts
where the keeping of cows s t uni-
versal, the creamery often falls to be a
success, and, while much iz charged
to the “‘creamery shark™ who promoted
the coocern, there is much which the
patroos could have done to promote it
and make a success where failure was
written all over the venture.

A case is now in mind. In the midst
ofa thickly settled dairy district the
patrons of two cheese factories became
disgusted with the ready-made prices
they were receiving for milk, and ic an
hour of great susceptibility ‘‘listened to
a Chicago feller” and a 4,600 creamery
was erected and opened for business.
Not three of the few who finally did
briog their milk to the creamery—Iless
than three hundred cows—had ever
thought that » cow could not change
from a cheese-factory cow, where milk
was sold by the hundred pounds, quality
pot examined, to a creamery cow, and
have the milk tested for butter fat, and
the value of the herd gaaged according-
ly. These farmers had not prepared for
the change. Their common cows, giving
somewhere about 3 to 3.3 cent milk,
and at the common rate of three thousand
pounds of milk a year, brought them lit-
tie income. Comparing receipts with
last year’s factory pricea they were to
the disadvantage of the creamery. There
was & row at ooce, and the charge was
made that the creamery msn was “‘skin-
piog"” them with the ilbmcl test, and
there should be no more testing, or they
would “pull out.” Some of the patrons
foally did.

The pooling plan proved no better, for,
to their surprise, the amount of butter
remaived the same, but some dairies,
which, under the test, were getting a
premium for having the best milk, were
scaled down, and fellow with the 3
per cent milk got a raise in butter credit.
The first man saw this was his “dona-
tion" to the other fellow's poor dairy,
and he left the creamery. Then the mat-
ter of uniform quality of milk became &
matter of disagreement. One part of
the patrons always taken any sort
of milk to the factory, at any time of
day or night they elected, and no one
objected, and now they were not goin,
to be dictated to, and strain their mil
and “‘arryeate” it: "twasn't worth much,
anyhow. Here a dissension arose that
caused more patrons to withdraw. Then
a patron would keep out his milk a day
or two and make a little butter at home,
sod by the usual summer methods of
combining lots of butter, salt and butter-
milk together, such ss is commonly
dipped with s spoon for softness, it
would be announced that they could
make more butter at home than they got
creamery credit for and another casus
belli was added. Later on the fellows
who led some grain to their cows and
solling crops, us well, snd maintained
their milk flow, were accused by the
others of—well, not exactly watering the
milk, but coming some sort of book-
farming trick oo the rest. Later on,
when some of the patrons opened their
silos and began feeding silage and *‘sec-
onds” for grain? and got summer messes
of milk, the bhay und cornstalk fellows
said that the silage milk was thio and
spoiled the butter by its bad taste, and
when the salesman settled up with the
good, and the “snide™ commission men,
sod struck a dividend, it struck all but
two or three of the patrons that it was s
swindle from end to end, and the ooly
salvation was to ship cream. So cream
was shipped for a whije; then the fac-
tory closed, and soon the sheriff"s ham-
mer fell on a $%00 bid, and $3.700 went
to the account of experience, and all
they have to “‘salve their wounds™ with
is the satisfaction of knowing that they
put over §4,000 loto active circulation.

What is true of them is true of many
others. They refuse to believe that
there is sn advance education in the
dairy. They refuse to believe that there
is any difference in the milking habit of
cows or such a thing as dsiry form snd
heredity. They contend that the breed
is all in the feed, but haven't time to
demonstrate it. They refuse to believe
that there is anything in the combiving
of feeds to create greater milk secretion,
or that care and warmth combined with
comfort make cheaper milk; and, last of
all, & fellow who is green enongh to put
up a lot of green corn ssuerkraut for his
cows to eat, and say it is a cheaper food,
is no pattern for them. At this cream-
ery the failure came about simply be-
cause the patrons could not run a cream-
ery on cheese-factory principles, with
cheese-factory cows, and on 1850 plans
of cow care and selection. This is why
this creamery failed, and, in the main, is
wh ;:lilhl!rl have failed and still continue
to fail.

There are a hundred reasons why
creameries fail, outside of the creamery
itself. No concern can run with cows
of low-producing power either in milk
or fats, or both, any more than they will
succeed with high-priced feeds and poor
care. There is a crudeness in our dairy-
ing that must give place to better orrn-
ized effort and a better understanding.
Cows are not all cows. Some are only
boarders. Some men are dairymen,
others are cow herders. The cow can-
not change or be changed. The man,
by study and intelligent effort, can do
better, and if he will msy rise to the
high attainments of dairying. When
this comes there can be no reason given
why the creamery should fall or burn u
by reasonof a bad fine.—New Yor

A NATIONAL VIEW.

Farmers at times talk erty, but
they produce in the Uuited States wealth
enough to pay the entire cost of the late
war and have spending money left, sald
assistant secretary of sgriculture Brig-
ham at a recent New Hampshire Pomona
meeting. In 1897 they produced in
round numbers $3,500,000,000, of which
#$1,100,000,000 was in the cereals. There
has not been mined in the United States
since 1834 gold and silver enough to buy
the crops of a single year, not half
enough to buy the eggs laid in s year by
the farmers’ hens. If we bhad all the
moaey in the United States treasury, in
circulation and in private bands in a
lump sum, we should still have to be
trusted to buy the crops of a single year.

DAIRYING IN THE WEST.

SNOW'S FALLS; ITS TRAGEDY AND
ITS NAME.

Fifty years ago! how unlike the pres-
ent were Spow's Falls. Then nature
almost primeval; now pature scarred
and torn by man's hand; then nature
wild, attractive; now pature overborne
by turbines, mill products, machinery,
refuse; then pature rude and pict-
uresque, shaped by nlglnr agencles, for
in uncounted ages glacial torrents had
torn and ground away the gnelss and
granite barrier between the hille, had
chiseled down the preciploe flinking the
gorge, cut the tortuous channel,
ceaseless whirl bored immense pot-holes,
and left to the modern age and its scantler
flood the foaming waterfsll. Then a
parrow road crawled along lheodT of
the precipice, and an infrequent carr
wheel drew back an echo from
mountain side; now the rushing loco-
motive's jar and scream along the steel
highway herald the immense trafic of
great pations. Ooce the hitherto quiet
river leaped down ledges scarred and
worn, to the pools below ; but man came
to tame it. and forced its waters loto
parrow flume cut deep by drill and
blast, and harnessed its strength to shafc
n:ﬂlmr and vexlng devices of human
| .

Man's enterprise through half a cent-
ury has robbed the scene of the wild
beauty of former days, though that eo-
terprise has so many times met with
wreck, or the constant, busy river
scoffed at idle wheels and the lnvestor's
vision of profits.

Forty-eight years ago with two com-
panions | took a Saturday’s stroll—In-
deed somewhat of & tramp—to Snow's
Falls. From that afternoon excursion
was evolved the demanded school theme
which erelong stared at me In type—a
maiden effort for the press—published
in the school paper. Does any one of
those who in recent years has studied
and enjoyed companionship in the pres-
ent successor of the Oxford Normal
Institute, know that once forty-five and
more years ago such a paper dared to
exist & while? With stirred memory
and gratification, I read my file of the
old **Esthetica.”

But to my story:—In that theme 1
alluded to—nay, told all I knew of the
matter—and to my discredit, I npeither
thought or tried to know more—the fact
that the waterfall galoed Its name from a
hunter Snow who became the Indian's
victim near that place. Not a thought
then had | that near a half century after
I should write more accurately and fully,
concerning that tragedy inthe wilder-
neas of “Old Oxford."

In some research in the Massachusetts
archives, [ discovered an original docu-
ment relating to that melancholy event.
It was & report transmitted to the gov-
ernment by companions of the murder-
ed man. It recited simply certaln facts
personally known to them because of
their relation to the occurreoce, and
limited to a part of it.  Yet their state-
ments supply defloiteness and detail to
what appears in Maxim and Lapham’s
History of Paris. That narration is bas-

ed upon the sketch written three-quar-|pe

ters of a century ago by Hon. Elijsh L.
Hamhn. It is gratifying to any inter-
ested in the history of Parls that now
important and elucidating materials and
finer lines can be added.

The document mentioned will In the
main futerpret itself.

“The Deposition of Jopathan Butter-
field & Oliver Blodgett both of Lawful
Age Testifie & aay that being In Com-
pany with Jooathan Snow & Samuell
Butterficld on the head Braoches of
Little Androscoggin River on Monday
Morning the Nineteenth of this Inst.
May we the Deponts parted with ye said
Jons. & Samll. & Agreed to meet Each
other at ve place of our departure on ye
Wednesday following if our business
would allow of it, if not to meet there
without fsil ir alive and well on ye Sat-
urday following. Accordiogly our busi-
ness not Allowing to go on Wednesdsy
we went on S.turday, but on our return
about three miles before we cime to the
place of Meeting on a Small Brook we
Trackt Seven Inlitns (a3 we then sup-
posed) and coming to the Camp we
found the caid Jonathan (as we Judged)
killed and Scalpt, lying out of the Camp
and Covered with » Bark.

“The Deponant Jonithan Salth as he
was viewing the Dead body which was
very much Cut & Stab'd the Depont.
Oliver told me he heard Some nolse &
desired I would draw of [off] that we
might make our Eicape which we did.
And upon our Returnto North Yar-
mouth when we had got about eight
wiles we Trackt about the same number,
which were travelling down towards the
Eoglish Settlements.

“The Deponts. further ray that they
Judge the Person was killed Some days
hefore they came to the Camp and that
they found the Shoes of the Said Snow
and the Bullet bag of the said Samuel
in the Camp and « Wooden Spit Stuck
in the ground with a Mogasin hung on
the end of it pointing towards the North-
west. And further Say not.

1. THg Date It was in 1755 and in
the month ot May, two or three days
before the 24th.

New Gloucester to bury the mangled
body. after being informed by the fugl-
tive hunters on their retreat.

4. ResipENCE [ have been unable
to trace these men's names or even the
family names In early records or in lists
of proprietors or settlers in New Glou-
cester, Gray or North Yarmouth. The
deposition ‘was Indeed signed in North
Yarmouth because doubtless there first
in the hasty journey they found a magis-
trate: It does not determine their resi-
dence. Still my search gained certain
fucts :—Thirty years later—1787—a
Samuel Butterfield with Leonard and
Ass,-1nd & William Blodgett were among
the purchasers and original proprietors
of the township named “Butterfield”—
now Sumper and Hartford. This Samuel
was then living on Sandy River, the
others belonged to Dunstable, Mass. A
look atthe early history of the Iatter
town has shown that then Butterfelds
were as plenty in it as butterflies ina
flower garden. Several were prominent
in town affairs: it was a leading name In
lists of soldiers of the Revolution, both
officers and privates. Blodgett was an-
other family name. Capt. Lovewell of
the noted Pequawket fight belonged
here ns did his lieutenant Farwell who
was wounded and died In the retreat.
Hence when 1 find that men of Dun-
stable were ploneers in & new planta-
tion in Oxford county (yetto be) and
also find that four family names of
that town, Butterfleld, Blodgett, Far-
well, Taylor, were borne by men who
fell into very undesirable relations to
some Indisns In the vicinity of Little
Androscoggin, then will arise n well-
supported guess that these men belonged
to that town. A Samuel and a Leonard
Butterfield are brothers; both names are
borne by Revolutionary soldlers, the lat-
ter a captain. Complete family records
might disclose Oliver Blodgett and com-
pavion. The facts obtained give not
proot but probabllity. But if Samuel
the brother of Leonard was the Samuel
of the hunting party at Snow's Falls,
then by the family record he was at the
time but seventeen years old.

Iu regard to the Indians’ victim, [ learn

that a Capt. Jonsthan Snow was In com-
mand of a company of scouts In the year
1750, for two muster rolls of his com-
pany of thirty men ranging the frontier
were presented In the New Hampshire
House of Representativea In 1733. |
must think this is the man whose des-
rate pu cost him his life.
It will be recalled that the deposi-
tion reads,—‘‘found the said Jonathan
(as we judged).” Why judged, as if un-
certain? Plainly because the dead man
had been so vindictively hacked and
mangled and probably stripped of cloth-
Ing, as to be unrecognizable, and the
deponents must speak cautiously and
exactly in a sworn statement,

5. Tue Exemy. Probably only four
Indians made this squad of the raiding
party. Their captives made up the
seven disclosed by the trall, The de-
ponents say, ‘‘Seven, as we then sup-
posed.” KEvidently before they reached
North Yarmouth they learned the capt-
ure of two men and so modify their con-
clusion. During a score of years pre-
vious to 1760, small roviog bands of
Indians, eager hunters of men, women
and children, prowled abouat the frontler
settlements of New England.

6. Tne Captives. There are lists in
the Massachusetts state papers showing
hundreds takeo in the Indian wars. In
one report are Joseph Taylor and Samuel
Butterfield ‘‘taken In New Gloucester,"
in May 1755. Jonathan Farwell was an-
other captive in the same month. This
record reveals the fate of the companion
of the murdered Snow. The sudden dis-
appearance of man or boy In these af-
frighting years hardly required explana-
tion. The narrative of qlmc Parsons,
Ezq., mentions: two men,—no names,—
taken in New Gloucester, “who belonged
to the fort.” Taylor and Farwell must
be the men, and were probably two of
the six whom the proprietors had hired
as private soldiers for the common de-
fence. Butterfield taken outside the
bounds of any town was assigned to the
nearest town in the brief inexsct record
and jolned with Taylor. He lacking
Snow’s deep antipathy, and resolution
to resist, indeed wister to save life at
such cost, ylelded to the Inevitable, and
followed the captors’ trall to Canada.

This tragic event in the wilderness of
the Little Androscoggiu Is narrated by
Willlamson in his History of Maloe. But
that valuable work pubilshed in 1832 is
beyond the reach of most readers of the
Democrat. [Its story however is needed
for comparison with that in the History
of Paris. In the attempt to copy from it
a0 unexpected path was opened to me.
A marginal note [Vol. 2, p. 271] shows
the historian derived his Information
from *-J. 5. Holmes, E:q."” It occurred
to me to examine some MSS. of historian
Willlamson now in custody of the Maine
Historical Society. [ found the very
letter of Mr. Holmes.

About the year 1740 (for we cannot
ascertain the date precisely) a party of
Indians from U. Canada went Into New
Gloucester and took Capt. Joseph Tay-
laylor & a Mr. Farwell at a small pond
between Sabbaday pond and Campbell’s
Mills.

Snow and a Mr. Batterfield. Capt.Snow

had formerly been In the Indian
wars & had acquired an antipathy to

oner by them. Mr. Butterfleld gave the
follo relation of what
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the fateol the hunters, went to their
camp, found and Interred the body as
decently as circumstances would ru-lt.
The Indians took the body of their
chief, carrled it to a point where the

turf apon g
down &‘u many Indlians as could stand
upon it t into the bog untll they
had sunk themselvea to their walsts.
After performing this last affice of friend-
ship, repaired to Lake Um
where they walted the arrival of another
of their party, that had been out ona
like expedition with themselves. It was
supposed they went to Kennebeck. Both
divisions having met, probably accord-
ing to previous ment, they cele-
brated the death of their chlef in a style
& manner they deemed suitable to his
worth and importance ; after which
united In their powow or triumph wit
as much spparent vivacity as it nothing
had Iugpened to mar the splendor of suc-
cess., From thia place y proceeded
with their prisonersto UU. Canada. Capt.
Taylor remained with them five yecars.

Thus we have two Independent nar-
ratives ;—this by Mr. Holmes, in 1821 ;—
snother by Mr. Hamlin In 1834 quoted
in Mr. Maxim's History of Paris.

Who was Mr. Holmes, and what the
worth ¢f his story? He was a native of
Oxford ln Oxlo lk}uulf and after pro-
fessional studies settled in Foxcroft and
has been styled In s biographical sketch,
“The Ploneer Lawyer of Piscataquis
County.” At the dste of the writing he
was 8 Iaw student on Paris Hill in the
office of Esoch Lincoln (Governor in
1827). In the absence of Mr. Lincoln he
replied to the circular of historian Wil
lismson, asking for details of the history
and conditions of the town.

In his sketch of the raid it should be
noticed—he retains the correct name
Butterdeld and gives very full details of
the event. But Mr. Hamlin brings in
the name Stinchfeld, which may indi-
cate & different line of tradition. Mr.
Holmes admits only sn approximate
date and is as much too early as the
other is too late. He locates quite pre-
cizely the place of ¢capture of the New
Gloncester men, but it may be impossible
now to determine where were Camp-
bell’s Mills. The name of the well known
pond, Mr. Willlamson wrote Seabody;
but Mr. Holmes has the name more near-
Iy correct, for the originsl native word
was, [ am quite confilent, Sabbada or
Sabads, upon which now the Eoglish
perversion, *‘Sabbathdsy” is secarely
grafted, everybody presuming it the
true and original atock.

Mr. Holmes had excellent sources of
information. The captive, Joseph
Taylor, when released after the fall of
Quebec, settled in Claremont, N. H., and
then made his home in Cornish, N. H.,
where he dled in 1513, aged eighty-four.
His daughter Elizibeth became the wife
of Ebenezer Rawson, an early settler in
Paris. Col. Rawson, a very famillar
name to the past generation, prominent
and honored 1o civil and military aflairs
in the town, was the uncle of Mr.
Holmes. The date of his removal to
Paris after brief residence in Cornish, N.
H . is uncertain, but is assigned to about
1790, though he had bought land In 1787,
Probably his marriage was in 1700 or
1701. [Io the last twenty years of the
lite of Capt. Taylor, one or more visits to
his daughter in Paris can be confidently
assumed. Then assuredly he would re-
fresh hisa own and the memory of his
son-in-law and family with the story of
his former anxions journey through the
town and the ghastly scene at the Falls
and the unseemly burial by Moose Pond.
Certainly Col. Rawson and wile were
thoroughly informed of the detsils of
that distressing experience.

When James Stewart Holmes zerving
In [Gov.] Lincoln’s office, came to write
& sketch of the town, his uncle's home
which he often would visit was but two
miles distant, [the late Peleg W. Ham-
mond farm,] and from him the young
lawyer could most satisfactorily obtain
not only & new recital of the tragic tsle
but other materiala best suited to his
use,

Capt. Taylor must be regarded as the
muin source of the nmrr of thiatragedy.
It Butterfield or Farwell after captivity
ever had relations with people of Paris
40 a8 to communicite directly the facta,
we do not know. Mr. Holmes refers to
Butterfield as telling what was occur-
ring when the [ndisns sppesred.  [e
wlone could know that, and Taylor would
learn it from him, while all else previ-
ous and subsequent Taylor could relate
even better than he. His narrative cer-
tainly by means of Col. Rawson and
wife came directly to our narrator Mr.
Holmes.

By the five yeara' captivity in Canada,
Joseph Taylor bec:me very thoroughly
versed in the Indian language, and also
in the prevailing French. Consequently
he was employed as a teacher in Durt-
mouth College, which was originally a
school for the instruction and training
of [ndisn youth., He went in 1772 Into
Canada as guide and interpreter with a
representative of the college to secure
lndian pupils, Againon a like journey
he spent five months in 1776 in endeavor
to enlist a company of Canadians for
service in the Revolutiopary War. At
this time his rank was lleutenant; his
later title, captain, I3 anticipated in the
parratives, but in 1778, Capt. Joseph
Taylor,—undoubtedly this map,—com-
manded ope compiny in Col. Bedell's
regiment ‘(N. H.) assigned to an ex-
pedition into Canada.

When the settlement of Paris began,
the Indisn wars were ended, yet one
spot had been moistened by blood in a
desperate conflict, when two victims,
one sn " Indlan chief, snd one an En-
glish captain, fell to lie almost side by
side on the high bank above the falls. It
{s gratifyiog that the memory of the
fateful encounter nnl the pame of »n
officer of the colonial wars are perpetu-
ated by our picturesque falls. Fancy
might draw the forms and faces of that
group of men,—the enraged Indians,
and especially their alirmed prisoners
whose conflicting emotions were reveal-
ed In their countenances as they walted
in those terrible moments or silently fell
into the trail towards the Umbux.

Of the three men whom veiled and
threatening fates then beckoned on into
the great wilderness, one who traversed
the town from south to north that day
snd witnessed the savagery, merits re-
membrance by its citizens, and by those
in it or scattered abroad who flnd his
daughter, Elizibeth Taylor, in their line
of honored ancestry.

bolling, ylelds jelly, is at ita best in
every when the frult is perfectly
ripe, but that time it commences to
deteriorate. As a cholce between two
evils, then, under-ripe fruit is preferable
to over-ripe, but the jelly produced from
the former will be neither as fine flavor-
e:lor colored as though the fruit were
ripe.

As a rule, large berries and currants
ield more julce than the smaller ones.
n fact, it is good economy to buy prime
truit of all Kinds for jelly.

The prevalent bellel that jelly must
be made on a clear day is utter nonsense.
At the same time many of
small fruit will abeorb molsture, and if
picked just after a heavy rain, the juice
will require longer bolling.

As with canning—so in all other meth-
ods of preparing fruit, neither tin vessels
or iron spoons must be used in any of
the various operations.  Granulated
sugar is the purest, most delicate flavor-
ed, and Inexpensive.

Have two bage, one made of coarse
linen crash, the other of cheese cloth,
with strong linen cord for suspending
the former.

None of the small fruits require any
water in cooking, If a quart of the fruit
is first put in the preserving kettle,
mashed and slowly cooked until the
juice flows freely. Then draw the kettle
to the back of the range; add the re-
malinder of the frult by degrees, wash-
ing occasionally ; draw to the front and
cook gently but steadily until soft.

Of the larger fruits, plums and
peaches require little water, while crab-
nE[\lc &, quinces and common spples
should bave epough to show through
from the top, after the mass has been
shaken down.

While the fruit i= cooking, soak the
linen drip-beg in hot water. As soon as
the fruit is soft enough to break easily,

earthen bow! or stonewsre crock, put in
the fruit, tie the top firmly and sus-
pend, 1o hang free, in a warm place
and away from draughts.  As it cools,
occasionally press against the sides of
the bsg with two wooden ladles, but
never tqueeze with the hands if vou
would mske first-class jelly. (A little
inferior jelly for cooking purposes can
afterward be made by squeezing and
wringiog, but the game is hardly worth
the candle.)

The exact amount of sugar required
by the different fruits will be specified
later.

Measure the juice, return to the fire
and boll steadily, uncovered, for twenty
minutes, skimmiog often. During this
time have the sugar beating In the oven;
when the julce s sufficiently cooked,
turn in the sugar carefully; stir gently
until it is dissolved, but no longer, and
as soon as the jelly bolls, draw the kettle
to the back of the range.  Ilave a hot,
deep bowl and dipper in readiness, and
st once strain t‘l:e jelly through the
cheese cloth hag (previously wrung out

as it sitz on the range.

Let the jelly stand uncovered several
bours before sealing ; then cover the top
with a thin layer of melted parsfline, or
with a paper soaked in brandy pressed
close to the jelly, and a larger cirele of
pl‘pﬂ' pasted over the top of the glass.
Telly will never keep perfectly ina damp
place, and one both dry and cool ia best.

GOOSEBERRY OR GRAPE JELLY.

The flavor of gooseberry and grape
jelly Is quite similar. Both are best
made when the fruit is about three-
fourths ripe, and sre only suitable for
mests. Gooseberries require more water
tor cooking, while for both a pound and
s half of sugar should be allowed for
every pint of juice.

PFLUM JELLY.

Red or blue plums are best. [alve,
stone and slowly cook ome quart of
fruit until the juice flows freely; fill the
kettle with cut fruit, boll slowly, stir-
ring often. Use equal weight of sugar
and fruit juice.

PEACH JELLY.

Yellow peaches make a deliclous jelly
for cakes, puddings and the like, and
while not solid enough to mold well the
consistency 1s perfect for the uses nam-
ed. Rub off the down and cut in quar-
ters; add the kermels from about one-
third the pits and stir almost constantly
to prevent their sdheriog to the kettle.
Add lemon juice in the proportion of
one lemon for every piot of mlt juice;
and one pound of sugar for the same.

CRAB APPLE JELLY.

If we could have but one kind of jelly
there would be no hesitancy in declding
upon crab apple. Properiy made It is
tempting to both the eye and the palate
in whatever way It is served. Wasb,
or rub the fruit; cut out the stem and
blossoms, black spots and knots,
cut in halves and cook. Allow one
pound of sugar to every pint of juice.

QUINCE JELLY.

Quinces that have been frosted will
pot make firm jelly, and hslf-grown
fruit gives little julce. Choose fine fruit;
rub off the down; cut out the blossom
ends and slice the fruit by cutting
around it. The seeds darken the jelly,
but are very gelatinous, and if removed
the juice must be bolled twenty-five in-
stesd of twenty mioutes. This fruit re-
quires one pound of sugar toa pinot of
juice.

JAMS AND MAHRMALADES.

From the standpoiot of wholesome-
pess, or popularity, fruit jams and mar-
malades d'l;br widely, but so far as mak-
ing ls concerned they are identical. Only
currants and berries can be used for jim
proper, while marmalade has the entire
range of larger fruits from plums to
quinces. The eubstitution of granulated
for coffee sugar, and the treating of both
the sugar and the fruit before they are
comblned has given both conserves a
finer color and flavor. But in spite of
this, jams—especlally currant and rasp-
berry —have lost their old time prestige.
Familiarity with the possible results of
eating fruit seeds was the ‘‘hand-writing
ou the wall” that sealed their doom. On
the other hand, marmalades were never
80 delicious, so varied or so popular as
now.

No other preparation of fruit requires
such close attention from first to last.
Constant and thorough stirring witha
wooden Iadle to prevent the mass from
adhering to the bottom of the kettle will
alone Insure success. A porcelain-lined
kettle is better than a granile-ware one,
because thicker.

For red currant or gooseberry jam,
pineapple, orange or grape (picked when
the fruit ll:illf ripe) marmalade nl;m;

sugar to every pound o
fruit; a quarter of a pound less sugar

is sufficient for the other varieties of
fruit.

QUINCE MARMALADE.

Pare, quarter and core the fruit, and
drop the latter into cold water. Cover
the parings and cores with cold water;
stew slowly for two hours, and then
strain through a jelly bag, extracting all
the gelatinous substance possible. Drain
the first on a cloth, and cook until ten-
der in the liquid strained from the corea
and parings. Mash the frult througha
coarse sleve, add the heated sugar and
cook fifteen minutes.

ORANGE MARMALADE.

If tour oranges cannot be obtained,
add two lemons to every ten oranges.
Pare thinly half the oranges to be made
Ioto marmalade, Cover the rind with
cold water, and when it s sealding hot,
drain off the water and ndd fresh ; change
three times; cook till tender, drain, and
shred the peel very fine. Grate the yel-
low rind carefully from the rest of the
fruit, and set it aside. Kemove the
white skin from all the oranges; weigh
the fruit, and cut in small pleces, remov-
ing the seeds and pressing slightly to
free the juice. Slowly bring Julee
to & boll; add the heated sugar by de-
grees; boll and skim. Add the grated

1 and boll ten minutes; put In the
ruit and shredded peel and cook fifteen
minutes longer.—Good Housekeeping.
