The annual report of Mr, C. P. Morton,
Commissioner of Navigation, shows that our
domestic tonnage is rapidly inereasing, and
on July 1, 1888, amounted to 4,191,915 tons;
our merchant marine being only second to
that of Great Britamm. The tonnage of the
United States in the foreign trade continues
to slowly decrease. In 1835 such tonnaﬂa
was 2,348,357; last year for the first time it
was reduced to six nfures. namely, 989,412
tons. The vessels built in the United States
last year amounted to 218,086 tons, this
amount representing 67,637 tons more than
the tonn constructed the previous year.

MRS. PREBLE’S BONDS.

A Suit to Recover the Fortune which

. Has Disappeared.

Bostox, Dee. 11.—~*Preble against Bates’
was the first case called in the United States
Circait Court this morning. There was
quite a large attendance. Justice Colt pre-
sided, and the counsel were Gen. Butler, for
the plaintiff, Sarah A. Preble, and Samuel
Hoar for the defendants, Ilenry M. Bates
and I, C. Bates Walley.

The plaintiff is the widow of Willlam Pitt
Preble, the son of the famous Commodore
Preble. William Pitt was a judge of the
Supreme Court of Maine, one of the United
States commissioners to settle the claims
with Canada, and the United States minis-
ter plenipotentiary to Holland. .

The action was a suitat law by the plain-
tiff, who now resides in Bostow, but who
formerly lived at Portland, Me., to recover
moneys, stocks and bonds to the value of
$60,000, alleged to have been wrongfully
converted by the defendants to their own
use,

A previous soit had been brought in the
Superior Court of Suffolk county. Thag
sult was continued along for some time, and
is till pendlng.

The count in contract by plaintiff says that
the defendants owe her $60,000 for money
received by tlie defendants,

Shortly his friend Walley induced him to
take fllers, and in a little time his stock
transactions became very treTuent. In all
his stock gambling up fo this time young
Preble paid cash, but now Walley came to
him offering to instruet him in the art of
buying stocks on margin. Young Preble

e thoroughlﬁ impregnated with the
g:glbling spirit. e had up to this time
n using property in Greenfield marked
with his name, being that which was left by
his father for his education. He was now
gg{owhed by Walley and asked to pay a

Preble told Walley that his prope had
all gone. Walley then suggested that Preble
should take an 8 per cent Minneapolis bond
for $1000 from his mother’s box. his was
done and the firm gave him credit for $1000,
ulthough the bond was of course worth a

reat deal more, From time to time now,
nd after bond was taken, until every serap
of security and all moneys has disa
in the vortex of s lation. Wee that
these stocks, bonds and moneys were ob-
tained by the defendants from yo Preble
unfairly, and that they were wron:!“ﬁly con-
verted to the use of the firm.

We are not concerned in Preble’s s;iecula-
tions; we den't care to inquire precisely into
his transactions with Walley, but we claim
that we have the right to a return of the
mMoney so conve by the firm of Bates &
Walley. Mrs. Preble never authorized any
sale of her securities. The facts stated, the
plaintiff was able to prove.

Sarah A. Preble was called to the stand.
In reply to eral Butler, witness said:

Was married in 1852, but have been a wid-
ow for several years. I have a ¥d-
ward Preble. 1 formerly resided in Port-
land, Maine, but now live in Boston. In the
year 1875 1 went to California and left my
securities in the care of Edward Richardson,
of Cambrldali;. He Cplwed them with the

nion Safe Deposit Company. Just before
Mr. Richardson's death he wrote to me ask-
ing me to make arrangements to have my se-
curities removed to another safe place. I re-
mained in California but sent my son to Bos-
ton to make proper disposition of my prop
erty. Edward returned to California and
informed me that the property was in safe
keeping. I do not know whether he brought
back the key of the box or not.

He told we that he had placed the box at
the Lee deposit vaults, and in care of the de-
fendants, Bates and Walley, a firm of stock
brokers. On hearing this I was very much
disgusted. I remained in California two
years. 1 had no securities with me there, [
saw my box In 1878, and then found my se-
curities all right. My son was away in Eu-
rope. 1 do not think I went to my box again
until 1882,

I afterwards received information from
Mr. Walley that my son was in trouble—
under arrest—and three days later I went to
my box, accompanied by a lady named Bak-
er, and I found nothing in it, ‘except a few
empty envelopes and family papers. That
was the first knowledge I had that any of my
securities were missing.

CHICACO'S DAILY CRASH.

A Meal Mill Demolished by a Tre-
mendous Explosion.

Cuicaco, Dee. 11.—Three men are known
to have been killed, one fatally injored and
a number of people badly bruised and shak-
en up this morning by an explosion of meal
dust which completely wrecked the three-
story brick building on North Halsted
street, occunied by David Oliver as an oat
meal mill. Several adjoining buildings were
also badly shattered. The explosion oc-
curred abount 2 o’clock and was teirifie, the
shock being felt a mile away. The build-
ings in the immediate vicinity were bom-
barded with flyiog bricks and timbers and
nearly every pane of windaw glass within
six blocks wus smashed.

Flames jmmediately sprang up from the
wrecked will and the whole place was
ablaze in a few minutes. The fire spread
with incredible rapidity. Sparks were car-
ried through the and ignited buildings
two plocks away. The streets were filled
with debris for a block on e side of the
burned patch and this seriously obstructed
the firemen.

The wildest rumors prevailed g
the loss of life. It was known that four
men had been at work in the mea! mill and
about 20 in the planing mill next door.
Besides those the neighbor! houses con-
tained many women and children.

Oune of the millers was found in an alley
across the street from the mill terribly
burned and lacerated. He was in the sec-
ond story and was hurled through a window
and across Lhe street. He canmnot live. No
trace could be found of the other three men
and it is believed thaﬁm buried in the de-
bris, People livin the vicinity of the
fxpl?lslun are sure that more bodies will be

onnd.

Miller Holmes, the only survivor of those
in the mill thinks that mill dust did not
cause the explosion. He has another theory
but declines to disclose it. The oatmeal
trust has many enemies among the firms not
in the combine, and it was insinvated that
these &utlea might have had something to
do with the explosion..

Another body, that of Ernest Caspard, has
been icund in the ruins.

Uncle Sam Does Not Provide for all
of.the President’s Household Ex-
penses.

Pephaps lady readers might like to know
something of the experiences which Mrs:
Harrison will have when she reaches Wash-
Ington as the wife of the President. Will
she pack her trunks with wearing apparel
and move into the house completely fur.

brought along or provided after she gets
here?

PROSPEROUS AND BUSY VILLAGES.

~The Mllis at Saccarappa and Cum-

berland Mills

Running to the Extent of Their Ca-
pacity.

News from Our Suburban Neigh-
bors.

In Maine there probably are no more pros-
perous villages than Cumberland Mills and
Saccarappa. Cumberland Mills is the third
station out of Portland on the Portland &
Rochester railroad, and Saccarapga is the
fourth, the distance between the railroad
stations of the two villages being aboutone
mile. There are some why remember when
Cumberland Mills was a wilderness, and
when Lewis’s saw mill made into timber the
primeval forest at this point on the Presump-
scot. Within the memory of the older in-
habitants the foundation for the paper mills
wits luid.  Gradually their walls rose, and
today where half a century ago reigned the
quiet of the wood, there ascends from the
many chimneys of the rumbling mill; the
smoke of one of the largest, if not the great-
est paper manufacturing establishment on
the face of the earth. A village of pretty
houses and happy homes has grown with
the miils, homes largely occupied by thrifty
Awericans who work at paper-making. Nor
has the growth of the mills, or the enlarge-
ment of the village ceased. The next hali
century promises more for both than the past
filty years has actually given. There are
now employed in the paper mill 650 men and
150 women, 500 in all, and the monthly pay-
roll amounts to §30,000, Within the next
ten years there probably will be a great
change in Cumberland Mills. It is said that
the Warrens will bulld another addition to
their already very extensive mills next sum-
mer, and moreover, it is understood by out-
siders in the village that they have made an
important land purchase on the river below
the mills. 1t is said that the company has
recently bought{the Zach Small farm, which
Jjoined property already owned by them, so
now they possess the land down the river
for about hﬂ!\amlle. Then a street will be
Mid cut from' Cumberland street, formerly
known as the Windham road, and at right
angles with it, to a point near the Benjamin
F. Woodman farm in the vicinity of the land
slide on the South side of the thoroughfare
now known as East Bridge street. This
will make a much shorter route to the vil-
lage for people living at Riverton, Pride’s
Corner and viemity. If this project is car-
ried out by the Warrens, and many believe
that it scon will be, Cumberland Mills will
be built down the river, and the area of the
village extended over a very beautiful and
valuable territory.

Farmers owning land a short distance
down the river were glad to hear the rumors
that the Warrens have purchased the Zach
Small farm and they are rejoicing over the
prospect of yet owning property quite with-
in the limits of the ecity of Cumberland
Mills.

The one enterprise of Cumberland Mills is
the manufacture of paper, but at Saccarap-

pa, which, owing to the growth of the viliage,

now makes with Cumberland Mills one
small eity, there is a diversity of industries,
Surely nowbere in Maine, and those who
should knuw say nowhere in New Eng-
land, is there a place where so much busi-
ness is done in proportion to the number of
Inhabitants as is done In Saccarappa and
Cumberland Mills. Business is booming in
both villages, there is rush and bustle
from merning till night, and also, it'may be
sald, from night until worning for the paper
mill and some of the others run night as
well as day. The growth of Saccarappa has
been very rapid, and is now Increasing In
population as fast, it is sald, if not -much
faster than any other village in the State.
Al indieations polnt to a brilliant future
for the place, and it I8 Dbe-
lieved that many now living will see a
city,formed by uniting Saccarappa and Cum-
berland Mills, that will rank among the first
manufacturing cities of Malne. Already there
is talk of applying to the next legislature for
a city charter for Westbrook, and in all
probability work will be begun on an electric
rallway between the two villages next spring.
Some of the leading eitizens of both villages
are interested In the project, and they will
ask the legislature to grant them a charter
for an electric or horse railroad between
Saccarappa and Portland. The railroad
will be extended as far gs Cumberland Mills
at first, and in the near future it is hoped to
carry it through to Portland. The influential
citizens of the villages expect to interest
Portland capitalists in the scheme, and thus
speedily carry it out.

All the mills and shops at Saccarappa are
running to the full extent of their eapacity.
The Westbrook Manufacturing Company
employ in the manufacture of ginghams and
wail duek between 600 and 700 men and wo-
men, to whom they pay every month the
sum of §20,000.

The Haskell Silk Company manufacture

dress silks and satins from raw stock, and n
this work they employ at present about 200
wen and women, mostly women., The com-

any’s mouthly pay roll amounts to $5,000

Vithin a year they have doubled the capae-
ity of their mill, put in much new machinery
and made other improvements that will en-
able thew to do a great business in the fu-

ture.

John W. Waurren, owner of the blanket
and fish line mavufacturing mill, employs
twenty men and women at grmut. a full
erew, and is doing a rushing business. The
mill ls run two bights in the week until 9
o'clock, extra time being reguired to manu-
facture sufficient goods to supply the market.

W. K. Dana & Co., mavulacturers of bag-
ging, dressed and colored warps, employ 110
men and wowen in their mill.

AMENDMENTS TO BE CONSIDERED.

The Tariff Bill Subject to All Proper
Modification.

Some Democratic Fictions Settied
by Mir. Allison.
Steel Beams Again the Toplc of Sen-
atorial Oratory.

WasmiNerox, Dee, 11.—When the Senate
resumed consideration of the tariff bill to-
day, Mr. Vest took the floor and econtra-
dicted the statement made yesterday by Mr.
Sherman that on the metals schedule there
was a reduction of 10 per cent duty.

Mr. Aldrich made an explanation declar-
ing Mr. Sherman’s statement correct.
Mr. Sherman said he was absolutely cor-
rect in his statement.
Mr. Vest continued to discuss the metals
schedule in detail. He spoke of the steel
beam trust and the immense profits made by
Carnegie amounting to over a milllon dol
lars on 36,000 tons of steel beams and read
editorial comments from the New York
Times in reference to Mr. Allison’s remark
that the amendment to redace the duty on
steel beams to 6-10ths cent per pound went to
the root of the whole metal schedule and In
reference to other poluts connected with the
bill.

Mr. Aldrich questioned the statement as
to Mr. Carnegle's profit and referred to in-

formation given him bz‘_um superintendent
of the Trenton Iron Works of Hewitt &
Cooper to the effect that the average cost of
making steel beams at those works from {uls
iron was more than $40 per ton, where the
cost um did not exceed half that
amount, $20 difference being almost
equal to the rate of duty pro in the
substitute. The difference in cost consisted
in the wages of labor.

Mr. Vest characterized the steel trust as
“the gigantic devil-fish of combination,
which puts an Immense amount of mopey
into the pockets of its members in the name
of American labor and of protecting infant
industries.” He quoted from the T Jour-
nal to show that American manufacturers
sent thelr produets to Canada to the amount
of §36,000,000 per year and were there able to
compete with the products of British manu-
facturers, paying the same rates and duties,
and he asked why, If they couid do that,they
needed such enormous protection at home,
He would be obliged to any Senator who
would answer that simple question.

Mr. Gorman sald he never had taken an
extreme view elther as to the reduction or
inerease of duties. The country had expeet-
ed, however, that there would have been a
moderate decrease of revenues so as to re-
move the inequalities in the present tariff
without Interfering with the capital lavested
or with the labor employed in manufactures.
But in the midst of & Presidential campaign
and for political pu the Senate substi-
tute had been f its purpose being a re-
duetion of taxation on two or three articles,
prinecipally su{u and tobacco, and an In-
crease on all other products for the purpose
of In ing unduly the profits of certain
manfacturing interests in the North, and
the Sénate was now met with the statement
that there could be no medification or reduc-
tion of the rates proposed and that the He-
publican side of the ehamber would vote sol-
idly to keep the substitute as it Is. As to tae
Item under conslderation he had no question
that one cent per pound would be ample di-
ty on steel beams. Probably that rate would
be more than was necessary Lo protect that
industry and all the labor ewmployed in is
His lmpression was, bowever, that the rate
proposed In the Harris amendutent would be
too great a reduction.

Mr. Aldriech—"As one member on this side
of the chamber, I disclalm entirely oecupy-
ing any such position as the Seoafur from
Maryland suggests,”

Mr. Gorman—"1 accept the statement of
the distinguished Senator from Oble [Mr.
Sherman] to the effect that the substitute
must be accepted i its details.”

Mr. Allison—*1 entirely agree with the
Senator from Indiana that this bill snould be
discussed in detail on the merits of each
item, and as far as I am coucerned asa
meémber of the finance eommiitee, | disclaln
any ldea that tbe bill is lwwaculate in its
detalls. I expect the finance committee fi-
sell will offer an amendwent to it. [ think
those steel pecple can get along with a
duty of one cent a pound on steel beams and

at some nrodpor time I shall be glad to offer
that amendmens. For wmyself, 1 disclaim
[.iteseutinx the bill to be rut through on party
ines. I shall listen with pleasure to an
eriticism on the details of the bill. The biil
io its general framework Is intended to pro-
tect Awerican labor, but as to the details, I
stand ready to listen to amendments und
vote for them if they convinee wmy judgment
that the rate is either too high or too low, 1
think some of the, rates proposed to low
and have no doubt 1 shall vote to raise
them. I think some too high and shall vote
to reduce them.”

Mr. Gorman—*"1 am very glad to bave that
stutement from the Senator from lowa. We
all understand why the Senate substitute
was framed. We all understand it was
framed for a politieal purpose. [ awn not
complaining of that. ou Treferring to the
Republicans] succeeded in the election. Yo
earrled the country. It was*well and maguﬂ
ficently done on your part, and I bave no
right to complain. But now the election is
over, now your party has succeeded and
Is soon to ecome Into possession
of every branch of the governmeut, it is the
height of nnwisdom to iusist upon these un-
duly high rates. Thers is no excuse f .r the
Senator from lowa voting his party, as he
has done the past three days, as a unit on
every item. If the Senator s convineed that
his bill is imperfect, If he belleves there are
items in it which ought to be amend=d, why
oot recommit the bill and bring in a
measure that Is somewhat perfect? Why
dovs he vote down every ameudument offered
by n Democrat whether it be righ® or wrong
and hold cut to us only the hove that here-
after the finance commlittee may offer
amendments covering these cases? [ do not
think any Interest of the country demands
that this bill be passed In & were fpartisan
spirit. I am ready to take vp every item in
the bill, consider it and vota for it. | cannot
vote for the amendment offered by the Sen-
ator from Tennessee for 1 concelve tnat
amendment too radical, but I do want a re-
duetion of duty on that particular article.
We will go to the country ﬁlﬂiﬂ on this subject
and I hope ourside will be able to show
that proteetion to American Industries to
the full extent of providing for the differenee
in the cost of labor here and elsewhers will
be made by this side, bat the nnar“ redue-
tions advocated by the Republicans here and
elsewhere would bulld up monopolies away
beyond anything ever dreawmed of even dur-
ing war times.”

Debate was continued at great length b
Messrs. McPherson, Allison, Vest, Aldric
and Gorman.

Mr. Allison disclaimed the idea that the
Senate substitute had been prepared for any
political purpose. Never had there been n
time when the flnance committee did not
know that the revision of the tarif and re-
duction of the revenue were absolutely neec-
essary. The bill had been prepured br Re-
publican members on their respousibility as
Senators, not for the base purpose of making
Lmrt}' capital. As to the [ramework of the

ill the tloance committee had started out
with the idea that it should be a bill looking
to the interests of our eltizens and not to the
interests of rsons of other countries.
Mr. Allison ridiculed Mr. Vest's statement
as to the lmmense profits of the steel asso-
clation and asked why, If it were true, com-

tition would not be set on foot in Alabama,
Missour: and other States.

Finally discussion was closed and u vote
taken on the Harris amendment to reduce
the duty on steel beams, ete., from one and
une-tenth cents per pound to six-tenths cent
per pound. The amendment was rejected ;
yeas, 20; nays, 20. All the votes ol the Re-
publican Senators were in the negative, and
with them voted Senators MePherson and
Payne. Mr. Gorman did not vote.

Mr. Vest then moved to fix the rate on
stel beams at ome cent a pound,
aud Mr. Alllson assented to that on the part
of the flnance committes and the amendment
was agreed to without division.

According to one of
its clergvman rum is as free as water there,
and according to the Lewiston Journal the
oplum habit has got a tremendous grip upon
the people. It is saddening to think of the
temptations that await the legislators who
assemble there next mounth,

Probably the sheriff who guarded the Bir-
mingham jail mistook the Intentions of the
people who insisted on entering that institu-
tion. He probably supposed that they meant
to kill the suspected murderer inside, but as
a matter of fact doubtless they had taken up
a subscription and wanted to present him
with the results to enable him to go North.
The sheriff had evidently not been furnished
with the official report @ the mayor and
commissioners of Durham in the case of
Jordan, suspected of saturating a house
filled with women and children, with kero-
sene and then setting it on fire.

Thecitizens of Boston have not in recent
years been famous for their faithfulness at
the polls. Ina large city thereis no public
duty attended with less trouble, and no duty
that can be less safely neglected than exer-
cise of the privilege of suffrage. Yet in Bos-
ton the percentage of voters who have not
taken the trouble to go to their ward rooms
has been large in each of the last five vears,
as these figures show :

The nature of yesterday’s contest and the
Imperative necessity of reform in the city
government ought to have brought out every
stay-at-home voter.

President Cleveland’s clvil service reform
commissioner, Mr. Edgerton, proclaims
through a Baltimore newspaper that civil
service reform Is a *hollow and extravagant
fraud,” that it is like “a potato vine growing
in a dark cellar—it comes up white and slen-
der and aftera few days droops and dies,”
As a description of the kind of civil service
reform Mr. Cleveland has been giving the
country this is very accurate. DBut Mr.
Edgerton was characterizing the clvil service
reform law, and it is scandalous thata man
who held and was known to hold this view
of it should ever have been appointed to see
that it was faithfully administered. 1t is
scarcely possible to conceive of anything bet-
ter caleulated to bring any law into contempt
than the appointment to administer it of a
man capable of characterizing it in a public
print as a fraud.

Itis acommon sayingthat Maina isno
longer the Pine Tree State. The pine tree is
8one say many people of Maine to whom a
pine tree grove, to say nothing of a pine tree
forest, Is a rare sight indeed. Yet the sta-
tisties of the amountof lumber surveyed
yearly in the port of Bangor show that the
product of the pine forests of the Penobscot
is large and quite constant. Last year over
twenty-nine million feet of pine lumber was
surveyed, and this is not far from the aver-
age yearly survey for the years since 1860,
In 1853;there were surveyed 123 million feet
of pine, but in 1857 the amount dropped to
about 76 million feet. In 1877 the survey fell
to less than 15 million feet. The whole
amount of pine surveyed since 1855 is 1,516,
200,885 feet, less than one half the amount of
the spruce and but little more thanma third
of the hemlock and other timber not includ-
ing spruce. Pine is not the great timber
product of Maine, but enough is still cut to
preserve the title of Pine Tree State.

The Bangor Board of Trade, of which the
president is Hon. Henry Lord, have just
issued a book devoted to the industries and
resources of Bangor. Farand wide Bangor
Is famous asa lumber city, so, among the
many interesting facts, which fill this book,
return with the greatest interest to the table
of statistics relating to the lumber prodacts
of the Penobscot. An accurate record has
been kept of the amounts of lumber surveyed
in Bangor since 1832; and these records are
printed. Prior to 1832 no records are given,
but estimates, probably not far from eorrect,
have been made, The totals are:

The square miles of stalwart Maine for-
ests that have been run through the saws of
Oldtown and Veazie and Orono and Bangor,
to be distributed throughout this and other
lands to rise up again in the habitations of
men! Within those figures there are stories
of wonderful interest of Maine enterprise
and Maine fortunes; stories of thousands of
logging camps and of the hardy men who cut
the timber and floated it down the river,—a
race of men typical of Maine and famous the
nation over. But these men are not gone
yet, nor are they likely to go for long years
to come. Last year there were surveyed in
Bangor nearly 150 million feet of lumber;
and in the last dozen years there have been
but three when the amount surveyed was
larger, though of the twenty-two preceding
years there were but three when the amount
was smaller than this, From 1865 to 1872 were
the days of great things among Penobscot
lumbermen. It 1872 there were surveyed at
the port of Bangorfover 246 million feet of
lumber, an amount greater than the product
of any other year since 1855, probably than
any other year whatever.

In 1876 the millers of Minneapolis were
grinding a million barrels of flour. This
was an Immense amount of flour, almost
enough to supply for a year the people of two
States like Maine. But in the last twelve
years the growth of the industry, keeping
pace with the magnificent growth of the
great Northwestern wheat region that is
tributary to Minneapolis, has resulted in an
increase of the flour trade of that city thatis
little less than marvellous. When last year
Minneapolis sent forth over six and a half
million barrels of flour, valued at more than
twenty-seven million dollars, it seemed that
the limit must have been nearly reached.
But this year, according to the most recent
estimates, the total product will be 7,130,135
barrels, valued at §35,649,371. Over two mil-
lion barrels of this went directly to foreign
market; the rest found a ready sale in our
large and increasing home market, The
rapid increase of the products of the Minne-
apolis mills—an Iincrease that has amounted
to about a million barrelsa year—may af-
ford some idea of the abilities of this coun-
try to maintain the population that is likely
to lie within its borders by the end of a cen-
tury. From the grist mills or even the mor-
tar and pestle of acentury ago to the estab-
lishments of Minneapolis is as great a stride
a8 the Imagination can well conceive of. It
Is a stride that has more than met the de-
mands of an increase of population from
thirteen to nearly seventy millions. In the
mere process of manufacturing itis hardly
probable that nearly so great advancement
may be made: but in the collection and dis-
tribution of breadstufls, in improvements in
cultivation and in the extension of the areas
devoted to it, lies the opportunity for changes
that will insure bread enough and to spare
for more than two hundred millions of people
who will be possessing this land within the
next century,

Hliteracy In the South,

The talk of applying an educational test in
the Southern States, for the purpese of course
of legally disfranchising the colored voters,
naturally directs attention to the educational
condition of that section. Should an educa-
tional qualification be set up undoubtedly
abllity to read or write, or to do both, would
be made the test. The census of 1880 Is
somewhat defective in its statistics of
persons not able to read. The races are
not classified as to such persons, neither
s there such classification by ages as
tomake it possible to ascertain how large
a per cent. of the voting population they
constitute, As regards ablilty to write how-
#ver these defects do not exist, and it is pos-

test than reading, and undoubtedly a larger
number would be disqualified by the former

than by the latter, but not very mueh larger.
Then too no doubt every man of voting age
who could not write, even though be could
read, would vote against any kind of edu-
cational qualification, so that the opposition
to such a qualification in every Southern

State would certainly be as numerous as the
voters unable to write.

The total voting population of Alabama by
the last census was 250,884, of whicn 141,461
were whites and 118,423 negroes. Of the
whole number 120,858 could not write.
96,408 of these illiterate persons were negroes
and 24,450 whites.- If therefore ability to
read and write had been a prerequisit. for
voting in Alabama in 1880 almost one half of
her population of voting age would have
been disfranchised. Had a constitutional
amendwent sefting up the smallest educ-
ational qualification—ability to read—been
submitted to the people that Year, as-
suming that all were permitted to vote as
they desired, the opposition would certainly
have numbered 120,858, less than 9,000 short
of the total voting population of the State.
But among the 120,000 voters who were able
to read, it is safe to assume that there werea
good many more than 0,000 of such limited
attainments that they would not have looked
with favor on any sortof an educational
test. It is clear enough therefore thats con-
stitutional amendment creating an education-
al test could not have been carried in Ala-
bama in 1880, without suppressing a goud
deal of the illiterate vote. Alabama has un-
doubtedly made some progress ln educating
her population since that time, but not sufi-
cient to materially change the situation.

In Georgia the proportion of illiteracy Is
not so great, but still it is large enough to
make the success of an educational amend-
ment very doubtful. Of a total veting popu-
lation of 321,438 in 1880, 145,047 (116,516 col-
ored and 28,671 white) could not write. That
is, the voters who could write exceeded the
voters who could not write by less than
20,000,

In South Carolina the illiterate voters had
a clear majority. The voting population
was 205,789, and 106,934 of it (98,020 colored
and 13,924 white) could not write.

In Mississippi the condition of things was
but little better. The total voting popula-
tion was 238,532, of which 111,541 (99,068 cul-
ored and 12,473 white) could not write. That
is the voters who could write outnumbered
the voters who could not by only 8,000. Itis
easy to imagine what sort of a chance an ed-
ucational amendment would stand among
such a population as that. The chanceof
getting through such an amendment in
Louisiana, where the voters who can’t write
number 102,932, as compared with 108,000
who can, would be poorer even than in Mis.
sissippi. In Texas perhaps such a measure
might be ratified, for there the voters who
cannot write number only 92,000 as against
380,376 who can. In North Carolina there
would be a bare possibility of such an
amendment suecceeding, for the illiterates
there are some 20,000 in the minority. But
there are even in that State 124,702 voters
who eannot write out of a total of 294,750,

In the States of South Carolina, Georgia,
Alabama, Mississippi and Loulisiana, there-
fore, assumaing that the proportion of illiter-
cy isas large asit was ten years ago, and
there is probably not much difference, an
educational constitutional amendment could
not possibly secure ratification by the peo-
ple unless a large per cent. of the illiterate
vote was suppressed, for it is not reasonable
to suppose that it would voluntarily consent
to its own disfranchisement. In other words
in all the States where the negro voteis
numersus enough to be troublesome tothe
whites, this method of disfranchisement
could not possibly succeed.

eld: That the facts stated do pot prove that
the passenger, while exercising cue care, was
killed in the manner alleged.

It is some evidence of negligence on the part ot
a passeuger that he undertakes to pass through a
train of cars while the train is moving rapidly in
the night time, unless 1t may be reasonavly in-
ferred that he has some excuse for so deing more
than mere restlessness or curlosity.
