WORSE THAN WAS EXPECTED.

Judge Cooley en Violations of the
Inter-State Law.

CricAGo, Dee, 13.—Interstate Commerce
Commissioners Cooley and Morrison left for
the East last evening. In. an interview»
printed this morning, Judge Cooley says that
the willful viclation of the law and the ille-
gul and illegitimate means resorted to by
railroad officials to secure advantages over
each other, revealed by the investigation by
himself and Mr. Morrison, were much worse
than any member of the zommission had sup-
posed. The reason the matter had not been
taken up before was that the commission did
not get any more knowledge of their doings
than was furnished them by aggrieved par-
ties. The railroads seemed to be governed
by the rule that pYevails among all lawbreak-
ers—not to tell tales on each other. The
large and prominent shippers and merchants
were benefitted by the violations of the law,
and consequently had no reason to complain,
and were uot likely to bring violations of the
law to the at p of the commission. Con
sequently only ¢ of minor Iimportance
were bronght™ bef commission, and

even in those it was of the greatest dlﬁeulty
to secure reliable evidence.

NO MORE RATE CUTTINGC.
Chairman Cooley's Address Works
an Immediate Change.

NEw YORK, Deec. 13 — A Tribune special
from Chicago says:

The days of cheap passenger rates are atan
end for the present. Today an official notice
was sent to all railroad companies in the
West and Northwest to restore all passenger
rates to the former basis. Tbe order will
take effect in ten days, and all companies
will respect it. This notice is the outcome of
Judge Cooley’s address before the associa-

tion yesterday afternoon, in which he scored
the general passenger agents for their deal.

The permission granted the schooner M.
A. Bastow to transship a cargo of fish from
Halifax to the United States is not to be
construed, it seems, as indicating any gen-

Canadian government. The Bastow put
into Halifax for repairs. Her cargo was
fresh halibut, a perishable article, and as an
act of courtesy the authorities allowed its
transshipment overland. The same thing
has been done in similar cases before. Per-
mission however even under these circum-
stances Indicates a considerable relaxation
on the part of the Canadian officials. Two
years ago they were digging up obsolete cus-
toms regulations in jorder that they might
harass our vessels.

We have looked upon the discussions that
have appeared from time to time in some
American newspapers in regard to the an-
nexation of Capada, as decidedly prema-
ture, and as having their inspiration chietly
in the necessity of providing something to
tide over a dull time. There had apparently
been no outward sign of the existence of any
anuexation sentiment among the Canadians
worth talking about. But the space the
Hallfax Herald gives to arguments to prove
that all the Nova Scotians are deeply in love
with their present political status and would
reject with scorn any proposition to become
closely identified either commereially or po-
litically with the United States leads us to
suspect that the American papers have not
been so “previous” as they seemed. In the
words of Benator Ingalls, to undertake to
disprove some things is to prove them, If
an American newspaper sLould day after
day devote its columns to proving that there
was no sentimnnt in this country In favor of
annexation to the Dominion, our neighbors
across the border, we imagine, would soon
begin to feel that there was a fair chance of
gobbling us up.

The big turnout . 7 the women of Boston to
vote for school committee is the most encour-
aging thing to the advocates of woman suf-
frage that has happeped for a long time,
The usual reply of the average legislator to
the female suffrage petition has been that
only a few women wanted the suffrage; that
the great mass would not vote. But the
Boston experience proves that women can
be depended on to vote when the ques-
tion at Issue Is one that appeals to them. At
the present time it would undoubtediy re-
quire s moral or religious question to call
them out inany considerable number, be
cause on these questions they feel strongly,
while on ordinary political questions, ques-
tions in which no moral element prominently
enters they take listle interest, It does not
follow however that they will always remain
indifferent on these matters, though the
other kind of questions will ever appeal to
them most strongly. Their indifference to tho
former way be due in a large measure to the
fact that they have never had a voice in set
tling them and so there bas been but little
inducement to give them sufficlent attention
to become interested inthem. But however
that may be it is pretty certain that the object
lesson furnished by the women of Boston will
do more to advance the cause of woman suff-
rage than anything that has happened in a
great many years, It was practically conced-
ed long ago even by the opponents of female
suffrage that women had as clear a title to the
ballot in eéquity as men. The fact that they
had not geverally exercised the privilege
when accorded them and the natural infer-
ence from that that they did not desire it have
been the chief obstacles In the way of the
women suffragists. The Boston election has
done much to remove them.

The Direct Tax.

Unless Cleveland should Interpose his
veto, an event which ought not to be probable
8 measure of tardy justice will be paid to
the loyal States by the restitution of the
direct tax. In August, 1861, when the nat-
fonal government was worrled and hamp-
ered by treason and beset by stupendous
difeulties it imposed a direct 1ax upon the
States and Territories for the purpose of
ralsing money of which it was sorely in need.
The loyal States paid their proportions;
some of the Southern States have pald a part
and the remainder is still charged against
them. The bill passed Wednesday will
refund to the States the amounnts paid in and
cancel the amounts not paid and still charged
agalnst certain States. The amount re-
turned to Maine will be $420,000, quite a
windfall. Some other States will receive
still larger sums as is shown by tbe follow-
ing table:

The Parnell Trial.

The hearipg befrre the Parnell commis-
sion promises, at the rate it is now spinning
out, to become one of the most famous trials
of history. For splendor of proceedings, for
the trenscendent abilities of prosecutors and
defendants, for dignity of the tribunal and
the Intensity of popular interest, it cannot
compare with the famous impeacLment of
Warren Hastings, which was so protracted
that someone has described it as beginning
in one generation and ending in the next.
But for the statesmen who are implicated,
for the cause thatis Involved, for the ex-
pense that is incurred, and for the motive
that seems to be the lmpelling force, this ex-
amination of the Parnell commission is cer-
fainly mere important and imteresting than

the famous impeachment which, after the
mannerof the fiy in the amber, ewes what-
ever remembrance there is of it at this day
to the splendid eloguence of Burke and the
wonderful description of Macaulay. Hast-
ings was the servant of acommercial com-
pany, who had become the ruler of a popu-
lous colony which he saved to England by
his brilliant administration. But his im-
peachment came only after his work was
done and he had retired. Mr. Parnell is the
patriotic leader of a great people stroggling
for relief from an oppressive form of govern-
ment. His work 1s not done; itis hanging
in the balapce. The blow at the cause is
directed as a personal blow at the ehampion.
A great cause as well as a great man is here
involved. Not only this, but the methods
of procedure indicate that the Tory aristoc-
racy of England is aiming to worry to politi-
cal death an innocent man that they may
ruin an obnoxious cause. The Lendon
Times is not proceeding asif anxious to
fasten upon Parnell the crime of instigating
assassination and lawlessness; but rather as
if bent upon wearing out his defenders In
order that he may finally be the helpless vie-
tim of whatever accusations they have
brought or may bring. As a high handed
persecution directed against a great leader
to undermine a great cause the present in-
quiry has rarely been equalled. The infa-
mous attempts, made by the corrupt in-
triguers of Europe in a former century to
assassinate Willlam the Silent, of the House
of Orange, were more brutal and therefore
more horrible., But, unless the Times can
very soon do something besides waste time
and harry the opposition, it must rest under
the imputation of an attempt to destroy the
moral character of a worthy foe, by a method
more refined, but scarcely less culpable than
that of the enemies of William the Silent.

Ib fact he practiced so hard he
ruptured the tendons of his wrist and was
foreed to abandon his idea of becoming the
succassor of Mozart and Reubenstein. This
made it necessary for Jackson to look arcund
for something else to devote himself to, and
he concluded to become a diplomate. He
cast about, and after ten years he succeeded
in 1emntﬁlarupolnted an extra clerk in the
United Shates Consulate at Stuttgart, where
he was very useful because of his know
of the German Janguage, This was when Mr.
Potter was the American Consul there. When
Potter was transferred to cons
Dusseldorf by President Arthur, and George
L. Catlin maxe his suceessor at Stuttgart,
Jackson was promoted to the Vice Consul-
ship. He was a quick witted, merry fellow
then, fond of jokes and amusement, and was
about 35 years of age. One day in the sum-
mer of 1882 Jackson was walking in front of
the palace on the street between the palace
and the royal gardens when the Klnj came
along, accompanied by some of the officers of
his suit. Jackson bowed very pollieﬁuw his
Mujesty, at the same time removing hat.
The sidewalk was very irregular at the s
and the polite American stumbled, and in his
effort to straighten himself up ran his head
lumb into the pit of the lnﬂn stomach.
hen they had recovered from the shock the
King sald, ““Ah, 15 this Herr Jackson?” Jack-
son sald it was, Excuses and apologies were
exchanged and the twe parted, That night
Jackson wrote out & very elnfmrnuk super-
cilious and flattering a to the King and
sent it to one of the officers, who read it to
King Charles. It tickled the King’s vantllhv
$0 thoroughly that he opened a correspond-
ence with Jackson, and for six months the
were in constant communieation with eac
other. Then the King offered to make him
bookkeeper to the Hoyal Chancellerie, and
Jackson resigned his Vice Consulship and -ac
cepted. After that his star rose steadily.
The King first appointed him Gesellschafter,
or companion, and then Hofrath, or Privy
Court Councilor, Then Jackson the
most potent tactor in the kingdom, and was
advanced to the rank of Chamberlain,

When Jackson oceupied his position as the
Kivg's companion his duties were to play
cards with the King and amuse him generally.
In short, he was the King’s jester. But he
was by no means his fool, for the King gave
him a bandsome house uf}olnln the pa
furnished him a splendid suit of servants in
livery and fixed him up generally in a thorough
ly r?l way. Jacksou’s servants also wore
whe King’s livery. Those of the Queen wear
red knickerbockers. Those of the King wear
blue. Jackson’s servants could only be ree-
ognized by those who knew them personally
50 like were they in dress unto the servants
of the King. Jackson’s appointment was for
life, and It 18 impossible to remove him. In
appearance tbe “Baron von Jackson,” who
has, of course renounced his allegiance to his
natlve land and become a citizen of Wurtem-
burg, Is a rather handsome man. He is a
large and well built man, weighing from 170
to 175 pounds, has blonde moustache and hair
and blue eyes. Jackson went around travel-
ing with the King, and whenever he was
away from howe he was allowed extra
money for his dress and that of his suit.
King Charles also has a summer abode on the
Lake of Constance at a place called Fried-
richhaven. Jackson always accompanied him
when he went there. Here they would shoot,
fish and make merry, There was great riv-
alry between themas do which should prove
the superior sportsman, and the King naver
became angry when Jackson ed the most

ame. Jackson was a great nobleman until

e Introduced Woodcock and Hendry into
the charmed circle. Then Woodcoek got the
upper hand, and Jackson had to take a back
seat. But Jackson has made no formidable
enemies among Klnf Charles’ subjects, and
Woodcock has, and it is safe to prediet that
his rule over the dissipated King of Wurtem-
burg will outlast that of all the others yet.

Hendry, the third of the Ameriean trio at
Stutt, is not a native of the United States.
He was born at Gagetown, in Queens County.
Province of New Brunswick, Cavada, where
his father is now living. Hendry is a rosy
cheeked, bright looking young man of about
32, He leit Gagetown when about 20 and
went to St.John, where he became a clerk in
the book store of J. A. McMillan, the second
largest book house in Cunada. fiendry left
the McMillans' employ to become a medical
student in the office of Dr. Morrison, who was
then located in Union street, in St. John.
The Cungreuﬁutional chureh in which *Baron’
Savage Woodcock, then known by plain title
of Rev. Dr. Woodeock, preached was in the
same street. Woodeock lived in the same
house in which Dr. Morrison had his offices.
This is where the intimacy between Wosd-
cock and Hendry sprang up, and when Parson
Woodeock started on a tour round the world
with Rev. Dr. Hepworth of the New York
Herald he took young Hendry with him.
