THE RAILROAD WORM. 

KEEP WINDFALL APPLES PICKED UP 

AS A PREVENTION. 

Tie railroad worm or apple maggot is 
the « a use of the pulpy, punky condition 
of tie apples, as we find them in stored 
fruit, in apples offered for sale, and in 
windfall apples left on the ground to 

waste and rot. Spraying in the spring 
does not destroy thia pest, for the reason 

that the eggs are laid by a small fly. 
This fly begins ber work in Jane and 
keep ι It up all summer or nearly so. The 
fly Is y» b**r eggs just aoder the skin of 
the apple where they batch and railroad 
the apple. We find railroad worms of 
all a|;e» in the apple·. As ipraying does 
no good, the best and only way to less- 
en the pest is to keep the windfall ap- 
ples ;>icked up.

THE HOME OF THE JEMSEY8. 
Lying In tbe Knglisb channel, thlrtj 

to fifty mile· from tbe «onthern extrem 
ity of Greet Britain, U en Interesting 
group of Island·, the lergeetof which 
but thirteen mile· from the ooeM ol 
France, U tbe IiUnd of Jerery, say· ι 
reporter of tbe Bareeu of Animal Hus- 
bandry. It U eleven mile· long and leei 
than six mllee wide, being en Irregelei 
rectangle In shape, «boat the slse ol 
Staten Ulend, in New York harbor 
High rooky cliff* bound It* coMt on the 
north and weet; thenoe the aarfac* 
•lope* gradually to the «oath, with val- 
leys and plain· of «orne extent. This t« 
the borne of one of the mo«t Important 
and widely distributed of the dairy 
breeds of cattle. The Island wis known 
by tbe Romans as Ceearea, and It U sap- 
posed that "Jersey" is a corruption 
that name. Although one of the old· 
aud most loyal parts of the British etu 

pire, this Island, with its 00,000 inhabit- 
ants, Is In appearance as much French -<■> 

KagiUb, the curious dialect used b} 
most of its people being old Norman. 
Tbe foundation of the race of cattle de- 
veloped here was probably the stock ol 

Normandy and Brittany. But earlv lu 
the eighteenth century steps were Uken 
to prevent outride cattle coming to Jer- 
sey, and in 1779 a law was nude, which 
has since beeo rigidly enforced, pro- 
hibiting under heavy pénalité· the land- 
ing upon the Island of any live animal of 
the bovine race. Jerseys have therefore 
been purely bred with certainty for a 

longer time than any other breed of the 
British origin. 

Tbe arable land of tbe Island le in the 
hands of about JUOO owuers. Tbe hold· 

I ings vary from three to twenty acres, 
! itud herds exceeding a doten cows are 

very rare. Tbe soli is extremely fertile 
and Its productiveness Is enhanced by 
mtldne»s of climste; the mean tempera- 
ture of the year Is 51 decrees F. and tbe 
average rainfall is 30 inches. The 
ordinary yearly rental of land is •«V) to 

$10U p«r acre. Extensive pastures, 
therefore, can not exist, and land ami 

grass are so valuable that cattle are 
uevrr permitted to roam at large. From 
time Immemorial the custom has been to 
tether all anituah and tbey are moved 
several times a day. Tbey are always 
led instead of being driven, and tbe 
baudliug is largely done by women. The 
cows r« main out of doors the greater 
part of the year and are often milked in 
the field». Very little grain Is fed, but 
in addition to grass and hay tbe cattle 
are liberally supplied with root·, chiefly 
pannlps, which are ahundautly grown 
tor this purpose. Under these condi- 
tions a r«ce of highly organized, delicate 
and gentle cattle has been developed. It 
is at tbe same time · race of inhereut, 
constitutional vigor and peculiarly fret- 
in its Wland home from contagious, con- 

sultai and other diseases.—Mirror and 
Farmer. 

BUREAU'S WEEKLY CROP REPORT. 

corn croi· kkakly sakk am» a 
LAUOE TIKLD ASSl'KKt» 

Washington. Sept. 11 —Following I· 
the Weather Bureau's weekly summary 
of crop conditions : 

Hot and dry weather bss been a tnsrk- 
ed feature of the reports from the great- 
er number of State· east of the Hock y 
Mountain Slope, excepting tbe North- 
west and 1'pper Peninsula of Michigan, 
where rain* have retarded work and 
caused some damage to outstanding 
crop*. Beneflclal rain· occurred In 
Florida, New Mexico and portions of 
Alibams, Louisiana, Illinois, Ohio, New 
York and I'enutylvanla. Prouthy con- 

ditions, -however, prevail In New Eng- 
land, the Atlantic Coast State·, the cen- 
tr.«l valleys, northern portion υϊ the «iuir 
State· and the Southern plateau region. 
Generally favorable weather condition* 
prevailed on the Paelrtc Coast, although 
rtins ciuoed »otn-· delay to farm work in 
Oregon and slightly dam«ged late fruit 
In California. The hot, dry weather has 
rapidly matured corn, and under exist- 
ing conditions the crop should be practi- 
cally safe from frost by September 15. 
Cutting la in progress In all sections, 
and an excellent crop is assured In the 
principal corn producing states. Late 
i-orn is drying In Central Kansas. Is 
seriously Injured by drouth in portions 
of Kentucky, and will be short In West 
Virginia, Virginia, portions of Pennsyl- 
vania and the South Atlantic States. 

In the eastern part of the cotton belt 
the greater part of the crop I· now open, 
• nd picking is progressing rapidly, but 
has been delayed by showers In Florida. 
Complaint* of rust, sheddfcig and pre· 
mature opening continue, and some 

damage from rain has resulted to the 
open staple in Georgia, while the bolls 
are email and difficult to pick. 

No serious Injury to cotton from the 
recent tropical storm is reported from 
the central section; in Louisiana the 
tiret picking is yielding fairly well, but 
the prospect* for a top crop in that state, 
as weil as in Mississippi and North 
Carolina, are unfavorable. Slow prog- 
ress was made in picking in Arkansas 
and Mississippi, due to hot weather and 
scarcity of pickers in the first named 
state. Owing to the prostration of 
wires by the storm which devastated 
Texas, no reports concerning cotton 
have been received from that state. 

The greater part of the tobacco crop 
has been boused, and curing Is progress- 
ing. Generally good crops are reported 
from Indiana, Ohio, Pennsylvania and 
New York. The late crop wu seriously 
Injured by drouth in portions of Ken- 
tucky, and an inferior yield la Indicated 
In North Carolina. A light yield U also 
reported from Maryland and Virginia. 

While the apple crop at a whole, Is 
generally promising, reports during the 
week as to rotting and dropping are 
numerous In all sections, excepting New 
Y ork. 

Drouthy conditions have retarded and 
in some states caused the suspension of 
ploughing for fall seeding in the Middle 
and South Atlantic States, Ohio Vallev 
and Tennessee. In Illinois and Michi- 
gan, and west of the Mississippi River 
seeding it In progrett, the toil being in 
fair condition, although too dry In 
portiont of Missouri. Early town grain 
In Nebraska is up and looking nicely. 

RAISING CALVES ON SKIM MILK. 
Almost any stock can be raited with- 

out tweet milk better than calve·. Hogs 
may be tncoettfnlly grown on suitable 
gralnt, ground and cooked, bot not to 
with cal vet; they mutt have tweet milk 
or el te their appetite· fail and they do 
no good. It .It often the cate where 
cowt are kept tor dairy purposes that the 
calves are failures. If they can hive the 
tkim milk before It sours they will do 
well, for the oil which Is removed In 
the cream can be replaoed by adding a 

little oU meal or oil cake. It should be 
scalded before mixing with the milk to 
render the oil more soluble. 

One of the commonest errors In feed- 
ing calves U that of thickening the skim 
milk with corn meal snd wheat bran. 
Our experience has been that the calves, 
after partaking of a few meals of that 
bill of fare, lose their appetites and have 
indigestion and kindred disorders. Oati 
and bran are good for calve·, but wc 

have had the beet success feeding It In s 

trough, In dry condition. Thev eal 
slowly at first, but at they grow largei 
and the system demandt mora nourlsb- 
ment they eat mora. Katlng such food 
In a dry state causes (hen to Med mow 
water, «specialty If In warm weather: 
bat they can toon be trained to drink 
water by offering them clean, pure watei 
when thlrity, before feeding the milk 
Calve· fed this way should do well If of 
good, well brad, healthy stock.—Ohio 
Farmer.

COURTS RULED BY SUN TIME 

If you ever expect to go to law over 

a «joestloii lu which time la Involved, 
however slightly, doo't monkey with 
standard time. It won't go In the 
court*. To be sure. you can't catch 
train» If yr>u don't use stamlard time 
to do It, hut you will ml** the verdict 
if you «Ιο. In <i«-orgla the court of ap- 
peal* decided that the use of ntandard 
time inntead of sun time In regulating 
a trial waa an error. In the particular 
cas»· In question the mm time wait fast- 
er than the railroad time, aud a ver- 

dict was received after 12 o'clock on 

Haturday night by the sun tlrau. though 
before 12 by standard time. It waa 

decide»] that sun time should have been 

followed. 
In Nebraska a certain lammoni waa 

returnable before a JustW at 10 o'clock 
a. m. The defendant fail··»! to appear. 
The Justice waited until 11 o'clock 
standard time, which wan about half 
an hour faster than commun time, and 
then gave Judgment by default The 
defendant appeared before 11 o'clock 
common time, and It waa held that the 

judgment by default was prematura 
and Invalid. 

In Iowa there wax a question as 

to the expiration of aa Insurance 

policy, which by Its terms extended 
until 12 o'clock at noon of a certain 

day. Fire broke out at about 11.40 
o'clock a. m. ôf that day by common 

time and al*>ut two and a half minutes 
after 12 o'clock by standard time. The 
court held that the Insurance was still 
In force. It did not appear that any 
statute had enacted any change In the 

ordinary rule which regards noon as 

the time when the sun « route· the 
m«>ti«lian. There was evidence of the 

customary use of stamlard time at 
that place, but this was held not suf- 
ficient. The court says: »"It was not 

only necessary to show the customary 
use of standard time, but that by cus- 

tom of the place at 12 o'clock at noon 

meant at 11! o'cltx-k standard time."—

THB HALL. 

The α ρ per hall was well filled as 

ueoal. The lower hall contained a 
somewhat surprising display of. bare 
walla, ·helve* and floor. Not that there 
were no exhibits, but that they were 

considerably less In quantity than usual. 
For instance, there were just four cans 
of canned goods, Instead of three or four 
pyramids. George H. Davis of South 
Paris made an extensive display of comb 
and extracted honey, and there were a 
few sample· of maple syrup and sugar. 
These and a few cheeses were all that 
relieved the monotony of the shelf on the 
east side ot the hall, which is generally 
well filled. 

The vegetable shelf on the other side 
was less bare, but did not have that 
overflowing look which Is good to see. 

B. S. Wolcott, Oxford, showed some 
handsome peppers and a number of 
varieties of tomatoes. 

Ο. K. Cliff >1 d. South Paris, a well 
assorted collection of farm crops and 
vegetables. 

S. U. Kllgore, Norway Lake, an ap- 
petising lot of melons, cantaloupes, 
cucumbers and tomatoes, and an assort- 
ment of seeds and grains. 

Cases containing ISO compartments, 
each with a variety of beans, were 

shown by F. M. Edwards of South Paris. 
W. H. Porter, Norway, showed an ex· 

tensive variety of field and garden crops, 
the most striking feature of which was 
a trace of immense southern corn, and 
some twelve-foot corn stalk*. 

John Martin of South Pari* showed an 
enormous Habbard squash, and a num- 
ber of watermelons of such *lz«? as Is 
rarelv seen in this climate. It's lucky 
for I'ncie John that his garden isn't too 
near the middle of the village. 

Thirty-nine varieties of potatoes were 
shown by John P. Pen ley. South Paris. 

Herbert M. Tucker of South Paris 
made a good and well arranged display 
of vegetables and field crops. 

The astonishing display of potatoes 
«ras made bv L. Kimball Stone of Pari», 
comprising Ml varieties. Mr. Stone has 
gone Into seedlings to quite an extent, 
and his collection includes 28 first year 
«eedllngs, or potatoes raised this year 
from seed balls, and .13 second year 
seedlings raised from last year's seed- 
lings. The first year seedlings average 
from the size of currants to the slz* of 
marbles; the second rear seedlings take 
a big jump in size. Mr. Stone raised a 

half bushel this year of one variety of 
second year seedlings, the produce of 
one potato ball planted last year. He 
also showed a large assortment of tom«- 
toes, several of which are hybrids of his 
own production. 

Three Immense Marblehead squashes, 
two of them on one vine, were exhibited 
by Hiram Pulslfer of South Paris. 

One department in the hall was very 
well fllied—the butter, the refrigerator 
having a full supply of tlrst-class butter. 
The Waterford Creamery was the larg- 
est single exhibitor. The bread case 
was also well filled, so that we may rest 
assured that our staples ot life—bread 
and butter—are well looked after in this 
section of the world. 

Few exhibit* attracted more attention 
than the collection of plant* shown by 
Albert D. Park. It comprised over a 
hundred specimens. Kvery one knows 
that Mr. Park is a lover of plants, and 
everybody who has ever seen his grounds 
knows what success he has with them. 
He also had two large and handsome 
displays of cut flowers. 

The exhibition space in the upper hall 
was fairly well tilled. If it had been 
tilled In proportion to this year's crop, 

ι the ball would have been two-thirds full 
of apples, and the whole lot, at market 
price·, nnt-cifttt iruit tnougn it »», 
would hardly have been worth the ex- 

pen»e of barreling. The bulk of Ihf 
fruit came from a number of well known 
extensive fruit grower» of Pari·, Nor- 
way, Hebron and Oxford. The depart- 
ment· of houaehold and fancy work bad 
a good showing. 

Attractive mineral collections were 
exhibited as usual by L. K. Stone of 
Paris and Mrs. E. R. l>avU of South 
Paris, and this vear there was a third 
co.lection, bv Vivian Aker· of Norway. 
He also exhibited a case of moths and 
butterflies, and three pencil drawings. 

A case of moths was exhibited by 
Clara M. L>eCo»ter. aged nine year·. 

A showcase of considerable Interest 
was that containing the curio* collected 
in his travel· around the world by H. 
Denlson Cole of Norway, a veteran of 
the SpanUh and Philippine war·, 
(^urlosltles from Cuba. Hawaii, the 
Philippine·, Japan and other countries. 

At the «oath end of the hall Miss Llb- 
bv, the Norway photographer, had a 
well arranged display of photographic 
work of all kind·, which showed at a 
glance how much the popular taete of 
the day run· to a black toned print on a 
dark gray mount, though other styles 
are used and ehown The artletlc quality 
of all Mis· Llbby'· work I· well known, 
and thl» exhibit wa· an attractive corner. 
Beaidea portrait and landscape work, 
souvenir views and noveltle·. Ml*» Llb- 
by alto »howed a large a»»ortment of 
«undrle· and supplie· for the amateur, 
that would severely tempt the pocket- 
book of the lover of the work. 

THE GRANGES. 

Tlte remainder of the Interior «pace on 
the upper floor wa· divided equally 
among the four grange· which competed 
for the prlie· offered by the ioclety, and, 
a· In prevlou· vear·, no one thing did ·ο 
much to help out the Interest of the hall 
display. The several committee· began 
early in their work of arranging. They 
worked from early morn till noon, from 
noon till dewy eve. an autumn dav; then 
they worked the next day, and finished 
up Wednesday morning. To attempt to 
enumerate the kind· of articles In the 
exhibit of a «Ingle grange would be very 
nearly the same as giving a llet of all 
thing· except live »tock that are exhib- 
ited at a fair. 

West Pari· Orange marked it* exhibit 
by a nhleld bearing lu name and number 
on th* front. Ceiling, eldes and back of 
the ipace were tastefully draped In 
green and white. A cone of canned 
goods occupied the centre of the epace, 
and the other article· were arranged on 
shelves below. 

Bear Mountain Grange of South 
Waterford announced Iteelf by letter· of 
cedar on a white ground. The draperie· 
were of variegated color·, and the wall· 
were almost entirely covered with quilt* 
and rug· of domestic manufacture. A

One of the Interested spectators st the 
fair Is Ex-Governor Perham, who 1· si 
bile end hearty an manv men of twenty 
years less then his eighty-one; and few 
meet more sincere friend# on the 
ground· than he. 

The merry-go-round, which Is the 
same one thst has been here in previous 
years, owned by Archie T. Heath of 
Gllead, was the u*ual money coiner. 
Nothing el»e equal to It, not even the 
ring-throwing csne boards, which were 
well patronized. 

"Now I'll go to the fair, what little 
time there li left," remarked · commit- 
tee msn who hftd spent the principal ρ·Π 
of the day Wednesday In examining a 

long lilt of entries and making out a 
like long list of awards. It's easy to 
kick at the awarding committees, and 
sometimes, very likely, it Is justlfled ; 
but the amount of hard work that is 
done by the committees, practically without compensation, Is large, in- 
dividually and in the aggregate, and 
those who render this service deserve 
the thanks of all who take an interest in 
the prosperity of the fair. 

People don't come to the fair much 
the flret day. Indeed, except for those 
who have business, and a «mail number 
who want to »ee the races, they don't 
come at all. And It'a not strange, for 
there Itn't much fair the flret day. Kven 
the faker· don't all get Into fear. There 
I· a sprinkling of cattle on the ground·, 
and a few good horses (hut up to their 
•tall·. A few etray lota of vegetable· 
are arranged In the lower hall, a little 
fruit in the upper hall, a few rugs and 
fancy articles where they belong. For 
'he reat of It, it la order alowly emerg- 
ing from chaos In some places, and 
cbaoa decidedly chaotic in others. It'· 
too much like the opening of the Paris 
exposition. 

It is worthy of note that the best of 
trood order prevailed throughout the 
three days. There waa never a cleaner 
fair run. Nothing nearer gambling than 
the common ball-throwing gallery was 
seen on the grounds, and the long-neck- 
er, the pocket peddler, and the vender of 
doubtful beer were wholly out of eight. 
Sheriff Tucker and some of his deputies 
were keeping careful but quiet watch of 
things, but they had no active duties to 
perform. Not an arrest was made nor a 

drop of liquor seized, nor was there a 

quarrel of any sort or a person offensive- 
ly under the influence of liquor on the 
ground·. One man who wanted to aell 
«orne doubtful beer wai warned that 
there might be trouble for him If be did 
•o, and he Immediately packed up and 
left—and that was the nearest to a 4,rum 
scrape" that there was. In this connec- 
tion a large county fair In New York 
•tate the preceding week may be far 
enough away ·ο that a comparison will 
not be odious. The fair referred to was 
a four dav· fair, with a reported attend- 
ance of 10,000 on the largest day. The 
local paper, In reporting the event, gives 
a list of eighteen special policemen who 
were on duty on the grounds, and makes 
this congratulatory remark: "During 
the week seven arrests only were made, 
and these were for drunkenness. No 
arrests were made for fighting or mis- 
behavior, a circumstance which has not 
occurred at our fairs for several years 
previous. The police report a very quiet 
time."

Ια indigestion, conatipatioa, bemmo- 
rbokto, ud klndrsd dlaoaMS, a fralt diet 
will frequently work wonder·. And by 
adopting neb a realm·· for «dayor 
two, Mrmi or aiok beadacbe may 
be effectually relieved. Periodical at- 
tacka of bllioaaneaa may be avoided, if 
nothing la eaten but trait tor · day or 

two prior to tbe time of tbe expected 
attack. 

Maay peraont complain that the acid- 
ity of aome traita makta tbem Impoaalble 
aa food for eonr atomaeba, bat ecienoe 
aiaerts tbat the apple, tbe pear, and tbe 
plam, taboo when ripe, without aagar, 
diminish ratber tban provoke tbe acidity 
of the a to mac b. 

Of all traita tbe apple la tbe moat 
generally useful. A German physician 
aaacrta tbat an apple eaten Immediately 
before bedtime will promote general 
bealtb. Ita dletetical μ well aa allmentr 
ary substance la of the highest order. It 
contalna more phosphoric add in an 

eaally digested combination tban any 
other vegetable product. It la a good 
brain food, a liver stimulant and regu- 
lator, promotes sound and refreshing 
sleep, dtslnfecta the mouth, sestets ia 
removing tartar from the teeth, obviates 
Indigestion, Is valuable In rheumatism, 
clears the voice, and la a good preventive 
agalnat throat diseases. With such a 

long llat of vlrtuea it would seem unnec- 

essary for It to possess more, yet It Is 
likewise said to assist the kidneys In 
their work, and prevent calculous con- 
cretions. 

For persons who are In the habit of 
taking purgatives, an apple eaten everv 

night just before retiring, and Immedi- 
ately upon rialng In the morning, will 
be found a most valuable remedy. 

In long age· past Instinct taught men 
to eat apple aauce with pork and roaat 
goose, and science baa explained tbia, 
by revealing the fact tbat the acids and 
peptones in the fralt aaalat la dlgeatlng 
the fata so abandant in these foods. 

An apple poultice Is held In high es- 
teem in French hospitals for Inflamed 
eyes. The fruit Is also highly recom- 
mended In obesity, and la useful in sea- 
sickness, vomiting, and all forma of 
nauaea. it should be eaten baked If not 
well dlgeated when eaten raw. 

So much for the well-beloved apple; in 
general usefulness no other fruit can 

compare with It. 
The lemon Is next esteemed for med- 

icinal value. Six to nine a day are ex- 
cellent in Inng troubles, and the juice of 
one or two in a goblet of water just be- 
fore retiring, and In the morning before 
rlaing, will toon overcome a billons at- 
tack. I*mon juice, sweetened with 
*ugar or honey, la very good for a cough 
or hoarseness. 

For feverlshness. roll a lemon until 
soft, cut off the top, add sugar, work- 
ing It down into the lemon with a fork, 
and suck It slowly. Ilot lemonade will 
break up a cold If taken at the start, and 
a piece of lemon bound on a corn will 
cure it. Renew the piece every night 
and morning. To cure chilblains 
sprinkle line salt over · cut lemon, and 
rub tbe feet well with it. Almost every 
one knows the value of lemons In rheu- 
matism. gout and obesity. Garrod, the 
creat I.ondon authority on gout, atrong- 
ly advises his patients to eat tbem with 
great liberality. He also advises the 
use of strawberries, orangea, grapes and 
(tears, for gout and kindred diseases. 

Orsnges are Invaluable as complexion 
beautlflers ; no cosmetics will be requir- 
ed by the wise matron or maiden who 
makes free use of this delightful fruit. 

1'escbes are a tonic, an aperient, a 

food and drink combined; In other 
words, they are both meat and medi- 
cine. They are good for tbe digestion, 
and tbe blood, aod are almost aa good 
ss the orange for beautifying the com- 

plexion. Redness of the nose. Inflamed 
skin, spots, scrofulous and bilious tend- 
encies, are said to be naturally in- 
fluenced by a liberal coosumptioo of thla 
m Of aeuciuu» iruii. nicu rrsunri) it | 
will vanquish «Il enemies of the com- 

plexion. and Improve lu texture and 
tint marvelously. 

Grape fruit U an admirable took, aod 
η most appetizing breakfast or laocheoo 
relish. lu médicinal value Is better 
obtained without much sugar. 

Watermelons are useful In epilepsy,] 
and In yellow fever. 

Cranberries are an excellent cure for | 
scurvv, and used externally and Inter- 
nally for erysipelas, they are very valu· I 
able. 

Blackberries poucsi tonic properties, 
and are useful in dlarrb<ea. 

Figs are aperient and wholesome, and 
are said to be valuable food for those I 
suffering with cancer. Hplit open they [ 
make excellent poultice* for bolls and 
small abscesses, and for this purpose are 

much esteemed now as they were in the 
davs of King Hezekiah. 

Grapes dilute thick blood, and seod| 
the circulation to the surface, remove 

obstructions from the liver and lungs, 
tone up stomach and bowels, and dis- 
lodge calculi and gravel. Iu obesity 
they are also valuable. 

Raislas are nutritive and demulcent. 
gulnce seeds boiled in water make an 

excellent soothing and sedative lotion in 
inflammatory diseases of the eye and 

eyelhl. 
Tomatoes aie a liver stimulant, and 

good for Indigestion and dyspepsia 
They are invaluable in all conditions of I 
tbe system where the use of calomel Is | 
indicated. They also possess the prop· 
ertv of emulsifying fats. 

The banana Is one of the most nour- 

ishing of all fruit*, and 1* recommended 
as a useful food for typhoid fever pa- 
tients, inasmuch as, though a solid food 
for all practical purposes, containing, as 

it does, some 'J5 per cent of nutritive

pumpkin seeds is an almost certain 
remwly. 

Strawberries and lemon* looally ap- 
plied will remove tartar from the teeth, 
and both are excellent for the complex- 
ion. It applied before retiring sod left 
on all night, they will remove tan and 
sunburn, and whiten the skin noticeably. 

In fevers, strawberries, lemons and 
grapes are highly recommended, and the 
tree use of fruit juices is strongly ad- 
vised even In typhoid fever. Great care 

most be observed thst no seeds are given 
-with the juice to an Invalid. A well per- 
rod should slso svold them as much as 

possible. The skin of most fruit* Is in- 
digestible, and should not be eaten. 

Anamic, rheumatic, dyspeptic, and| 
consumptive persons are recommended 

g^ve the grape cure a fair trial, as In 
r Jbese diseases it is especially valuable. 
rUs cure provides that for several days 
the patient eats nothing bat grapes, con- 

cussing from one to two pounds daily, 
irftfc a gradual Increase to ten pounds, 
filter a few days of this diet, the appo- 
rte Improves, and an Increasing ability 
to endure fatigue Is noticed. 

Use dried fruits for diet when green 
ones are unobtainable, allowing them to 
soak for several hours or over night bo- 
fore cooking, then simmering them very 
slowly until done. Add very little 
sugar. Stewed fruits may always be 
substituted for raw ones, If for any rea- 

son It seems advisable.—Good House- 
keeping.
