Farm Thanksgiving.

The old suggestion that it is well to
look over the bill of fare befure saying
grace, if followed, will only add to the
Awmerican farmer's enjoyment of the
Thanksgiviog season this year. Thanks-
giving, based upon an actual iuventory

| of results, is more satisfactory than sea-

sonable platitudes. Our farming popu-
lation have always abundant ground for
thanksgiving, and it requires no official
proclamation to remind them that their
lines are cast in pleasant places. As
citizens of a country where azricultural
occupation is regarded as the noblest
vocation of man, and of an age in which
every mechanical and social convenience
of civilization is within reach of the
rural dweller, the American farmer rec-
ognizes that he is blessed above his fel-
low worker of any other land or age.

Aside from his permanent reason for
thankfulness, he has this year especial
grounds for gratitude, for the earth has
yielded to him in fatness, and his labor
is rewarded many fold. In spite of a
season marked by contradictory ex-
tremes, a vear in which nature has not
been especially kind in ber meteorologi-
cal moods, by intelligent labor and
scientific utilization of cpportunity
more than average crop results have
been secured. In many respects the
showing at harvest bears strong testi-
mony to the advancement in agricul-
tural skill and knowledge which has
marked the past few years, because it
emphasizes the possibility of wringing
success even though npature be niggard-
ly inclined.

Grass, the most valuable crop in all
agriculture when its importance as
pasturage as well as forageis considered,
has given an abundant yield. In the
shape of hay the government bureau
shows an average yield of 1.52 tons per
acre, againsta ten-year average of 1.35
tons, making a larger crop than in re-
cent years, and so evenly distributed as
to insure an ample fo-age supply in
every sect'on. In the matter of pastur-
age the season was equally satisfactory,
there being abundant grass from early
spring until late fall, sending all classes
of farm stock into winter quarters in ex-
cellent physical condition.

Co-n, the greatest of arable crops,
with an acreage equal to the total land
surface of European principalities, after
a season of doubt, makes a crop the
second largest ever grown, and of a
quality rarely equaled. The season was
cool and backward, and the final crop
result was long in doubt, but absence of
killing frost over practically the whole
commercial belt until the last week of
QOctober, permitted the ripening up of
even the latest planting, and the linal re-
sult was an average yield of 26.8 bushels
per acre against a ten-year average of
24.2 bushels. o

The only serious crop shortage of the
year developed in wheat, and was the
inevitable result of a cumulative series
of unfavorable conditions extending
from the beginning of fall plowing to
the end of threshing. Drouth, severe
winter conditions, excessive spring and
early summer reinfall, blight, rust and
insect enemies combined to shorten the
crop. In spite, however, of such a com-
bination as was perhaps never before
experienced, the failure was less acute
than was feared, aund it is now apparent
that we have sufficient for all domestic
wants, and some grain to spare, if the
world is willing to pay the handsome
price now ruling. Careful estimates
make our export surplus at least
100,000,000 bushels, which, at ruling
values, would give a larger national in-
come than has been received in other
years from a much larger volume of
shipment,

The oat crop in actual vo'ume is the
second largest on record, and in rate of
yield exceeds all previous showings,
with a quality the best for a series of
years. As was the case with other
crops, only moderate results were ex-
pected during the growing season; but
the final test of the thresher showed an
average of 32.1 bushels per acre, against
an average for ten years of 28,3 bushels.
Other cereals make a similar showing of
abundance.

The potato crop breaks all record both
in volume and productivity, with an
average yield of 110.4 bushels, against a
ten-year average of 81 bushels. The
apple crop is abundant, though ill dis-
tributed, the eastern districts having
heavy yields and the western districts
but scant. The cotton crop is of large
proportions, and bearing - price so at-
tractive as to place southern farmers in
a more independent position than they
have occupied for many years.

Taking it as a whole the year has

proved one of especial abundance, and
in addition industrial conditions are such
that practically every product of the
farmer’s labor is selling at a figure which
insures a fair profit for the season's
effort.
Complete official figures of this year's
results are not yet available, but the
following tabulation, in the main drawn
fiom official sources, may be studied as
a ledger balance accounting for special
thankfulness upon American farms:

To Avoid Fires on Farms.

Some excellent suggestions on the
above subject are given in the Farmers'
Voice of recent date:

Whenever a farmer has not a ;giood
big bank account ahead, itis his duty
to keep his buildings and contents in-
sured, as a fire miim bankrupt him.
We do not advise heavy insurance, as
the insured ought to carry enough of
his own risk to make him very careful
and watchful over his own property.
Matches should be kep:in metal or
earthenware receptacles, and those car-
carried away from the house be kept in
small metal boxes, never loose in pockets,
as many farmers do.

A good, strong ladder. long enou h
to reach the eaves of the highest build-
ing on the farm, should be kept where
it can be had the darkest of nights, and
if roofs are of shingles and very steep, a
light scaling ladder such as metal roof
roof painters use, is needed. One hun-
dred feet of light “‘picket chaia™ costs
but $2, and can be used to throw over
buildings with roofs too steep to scale,
and a fire fighter can use this to help
himself up.

Where Silence is Golden.

BETTER WHEN WORKING HORSES ON A
FARM THAN CONBTANT CALLING.

1 used todepend largely on my voice
in working horses on the farm. In
ploughing, for ‘example, [ would start
my team, or fry to, by telling them to
“Get up! “Get up!” I would stop them
by yelling “Whoa!" two or three times.
Atthe corner I would supplement the
pulling on the line by repeated ‘‘Haws!"’
or ‘Gees!" Finally, I came to realize
that so much speaking was_of no advan-
tage, and I tried to reduce’the number
of my words. But [ bad become so
accustomed to usiog them incessantly
that I found that if I spoke to my horses
at all I .would still speak to them too
frequently.

So oue spring—it was after I had dis-
continued regular work in the fields,
leaving it for younger hands—my son
being away for a time, I undertook to
hold the plough again. Enowing that
under the most favorable circumstances
1 should not get a great deal of plough-
ing done in a day, I resolved to make an
experiment—I would use no words.
When I was ready I started my team by
a certain twist of the lines which they
seemed to understand at once. I stop-
ped them bya gentle pull. I turned
them altogether with the lines. From
morning till night, day after day, nota
word passed between us. And they
started more promptly, stopped more
promptly, turned more satisfactorily,
walked more steadily than my horses
had ever before done. In every respect
the ploughing was more satisfactory
than my ploughing had been, even when
1 was much stronger than [ was then.

This was some years ago, aod I had

hardly touched a plough handle since
then until a few days ago. One day at
noon my son said to me thatif I would
plough a round or two he would go for
the mail in my place. Now, he is noisy,
as I used to be, but the horses, which
he had been ‘“‘bossing” with his voice,
seemed to know just what was expected
of them, though no word was spoken.
They walked steadily along, turned
promptly at the corners, and bebaved in
all respects as plough horses should be-
have.
I suppose that if one has a gentle
voice and can use words sparingly it may
be well to speak to one's horses occa-
sionally, but if he cannot speak without
yelling, or if one word calls for another,
and another, and another, I think he
would better altogether hold his peace.
—Cor. in Tribune er.

Heavy Cattle Not Best.

Nothing is better settled in stock hus-
bandry than that thelarge, heavy-weight
animals of any kind are not the most
profitable to raise and feed. This
especially applies to cattle bred, raised
and fed expressly for beef. There isa
wide difference in the capacity for gain
between animals of differing propor-
tions. There is also a distinction in the
demands of the market along the same
line. Inthe first placea well bred ani-
mal responds most generously to the
feed, care and attention bestowed.
Then, further, the general makeup of
the animal bas an important bearing in
the same direction. Add to these the
fact that the market, the ultimate ob-
tand end of the stockman’'s efforts,
s exacting as to the quality of its high-
est preferences, and is ready to pay for
animals in proportion as they meet Their
demands, and the greater profit to the
grower of animals meeLing these require-
ments at once appears.
Weight was once a merit. Now qual-
ity is the controlling factor. The high-
est quality is found in the medium
weight, plump build, meaty animal,
and still carrying the calf fat to be built
upon and increased in weight so long as
kept. No other than young cattle meet
these conditions. No animal is too
young for a premium price provided the
condition is there.

These regnirement.l are all in line of
greater profits from rearing and feeding
animals. It is an established fact that
the younger the animal fed the less the
feed required per day, and the greater
the growth per day. Asthe animal in-
creases in age and weight the amount of
feed increases in like ratio, while the
gain per day in weight goes down ina
steady proportion. There is every rea-
son, therefore, for the stockman to look
well after the breeding and the makeup
of the stock he would feed, and then fit
them for the market at the earliest age
practicable.—Maine Farmer.

Hogs on a Dairy Farm.

It has been considered for scores of
years a branch of the dairyman’s busi-
ness to keep swine to consume the refuse
in butter and cheese making. Years
ago a farmer who kept twenty cows to
supply as many private customers with
their products, also kept at least half as
many hogs. The cows were confined
in a dark, parrow leanto, without bed-
ding. The solid manure was thrown
out of a board slide window under the
eaves to leach in the rains and dry in
the sun, the liquid running through
cracks in the floor to be lost forever.
The swine were kept in open pens near
the house, with yards to root in, and
wallowed in the mire for lack of absorb-
ents to save the liguid. Then prime
butter sold for 25 cents per pound, and
cheese for 15 cents; pork from ten to
twelve dollars per hundred. Butter was
then packed to keep from June to the
next April, without cold storage, and
pork would keep indefinitely if salt was
always to be found in the barrel. Now
the contrast: A warm and well lighted
barn, a wide leanto, and especially a
barn cellar for the saving of the entire
droppings, the stock being housed in
summer as well as winter while not at
pasture, well bedded with absorbents,
and the swine ready to work their

in labor on the manure pile and adding
to its value a hundred fold. Owing to
the high price of feed it hardly pays to
keep more swine than can be fed on'the
waste products of the farm and dairy.
Jaranese barnyard millet is proving
to be a very satisfactory lome crop for
cows and swine. We are feeding it the
second season. That cut the first of
August is now ready to cut the second
time. We are st!ll feeding the first
planting, which is seven feet tall and
stands almost solid. It is eaten clean
and equals oats and peas, and, in fact,
anything we have tried for the purpose,
and Isee moreason why it would not
make first-class ensilage.—Cor. in New

England Farmer.

Fertility Cost of a Ton of Apples.

A ton of butter is eaid by the Farm-
ers' Voice to be worth about $500 at
average prices and it reduces the value
of the farm by less than $1. A ton of
corn takes from the soil 36 pounds of
nitrogen, elght pounds of potash and
sixteen nds of phosphoric acid., If
it is sold these absolutely necessary ele-
ments of fertility are lost to the farm
and must soomer or later be replaced,
and at present prices ata cost of about

$6. Aton of wheat takes from the
soil 47 ponnds of nit eleven
pounds of potash and 6-10 of a pound of

phosphoric acid, worth about $7.50. A
ton of apples from the soi 1 2-10
pounds of nitrogen, 1 6-10 pounds of
potash and 6-10 ofa pound of phos-
phoric acid. The total value of these
amounts to less than 30 cents, and
this represents absolutely all the loss
to the soil of the farm. About 3 1-2
mnndl of every ton of apples sold off
farm comes from the soil. The re-
mainder Is sunshine and water.

Good-bye to the World’s Fair.

With the striking of the hour of mid-
night Thursday night the world's fair
at St. Louis closed, the Nights went out
for the last time, and the work of dis-
mantling the stupendous creation at
once began. As soon as the exhibits
can be removed, the work of taking the
buildings down will begin.

While an exact financial statement of
the fair is not yet available, enough is
known to make it appear that above the
amount received from admissions and
other sources of revenue there has been
expended for the fair about $22,000,000,
this amount being made up of appro-
priations by the pational and state gov-
ernments and foreign governments, and
subscriptions to the stock of the expo-
sition company, largely by citizens of
St. Louis who had little expectation of
ever receiving back any copsiderable
amount of what they paid in.

Against this expenditure of about
twenty-two millions there is to be offset
from a local standpoint the advantages
accruing to Missouri and St. Louis be-
cause of the fair, and from a general
standpoint the commercial and educa-
tional results of the exhibition to the
country and the world. These results
it is of course absolutely impossible to
calculate. We know they are great, but
whether the fair has *“paid” depends
very largely upon the point of view.
Certainly those who have been privileged
to attend it have noregret at the expend-
iture of the millions which made it.

There is something sad about the
thought of this great production, con-
structed and assembled at a cost of
years of time and millions of money,
serving its purpose for seven short
months, and then going to destruction.
The marvelous exhibits, so well illus-
trating the progress of the world, scat-
tered in all directions: the strange peo-
ples, bringing from all quarters of the
globe each a little section of his countr
and setting it down here, now gone bac!
to their homes; the beautiful gardens,
torn up by the feet of the destroyers;
The Pike, once ablaze with light and
merriment, now resounding only with
the sounds made by the wreckers; the
magnificent classic structures, “palaces”
as they are in all outward seeming, re-
duced to rnins and crumbled to dust
almost in an “hour.

Many times has the wish been express-
ed that the money expended for these
fairs could be used in some way so that
its results might be permanent; that in-
stead of agreat amount of flimsy con-
struction in wood and staff, a smaller
number of enduring structures in metal
and stone might be erected, wherein
should be continuously illustrated the
progress of the world. Whether such a

lan could be made practicable is debata-

le. Certainly nothing anywhere near
the scale of the St. Louis fair could be
made permanent. In no other way than
by one of these fairs like that just closed
can so much that is educational be
brought together in one place; nowhere
else can one see so much of the world in
so small a space and time. If a plan of
a permanent fair can be carried out, it
might be @ good investment; but possi-
bly a more extensive exhibit open for a
few months, at intervals of half a genera-
tion, may be the more valuable edu-
cational institutioun.

Here and There.

As was to be expected, the New York
subway fails to come up to the expecta-
tions in some respects. For one thiog,
it was announced a long time ago thata
distinctive tint would be used on the
walls of each station, so that after a
traveler got familiar with the route he
would only need to glance out of the
window to tell what station he was
approaching.  Furthermore, at each
station a distinctive type of mural decor-
ation (not by Puis de Chavannes, but
by other artists of more or less ability)
was to be used. Now the complaint
comes that not only the distinctive
decorations, but the names of the sta-
tions, are placed so high that they can
not be seen from the interior of the cars,
and in fact, about all that is visible to
the passengers is the advertising signs
which have roused so furious a discssion.

The Lewiston Sun would do away
with committee hearings in the Maine
legislature, and have everything done on
the floor of the two houses. There is no
doubt that in some matters the report of
a committee is accepted without ques-
tion by the legislature when if the mat-
ter was fully threshed outon the floor
of the house much needed public enlight-
enment would be afforded, and different
action might result; but the scheme of
having all hearings on the floor is so
clumsy it can not receive sericus con-
sideration.

Statistics of the number of people 100
years old or over in different countries
show that they are least numerous in
proportion to the population in the cold-
est and harshest climates, and most nu-
merous in those countries where the cli-
mate is mildest and sunniest. Such
facts are easily credible. The rugged
climate of the North produces men of
vigor and strength of mind—men who do
things—but its rigors are not conducive
to long life.

Oregon seems about to take the place
of Kansas with regard to political freaks.
The latest situation developed there is a
result of the presidential election. It
appears that one of the four Republican
candidates for elector had failed to regis-
ter as a voter—whether because he mod-
estly did not wish to vote for himself,
or from gross negl is not stated,
but probably the latter. The secretary
of state therefore declines to issue a
certificate of election to him, and in-
stead gives it to the Democrat who had
the largest vote. The governor of the
state, a Democrat, has written to this
Democratic elector, advising him to vote
for Roosevelt. By what authority the
secretary of state of Oregon adds other
qualifications for an elector to those

Maine News Notes.

Booker T. Washington addressed large
audiences in Portland and Bangor last
week.

The Maine log cabin at the world's
fair has been sold for $2000, to be taken
to Atlantic city.

Everett Carr of Palmyra committed
suicide Wednesday by shooting with a
revolver. The young man was in poor
health and despondent.

Ten American fishing craft were re-
cently seized by Canadian officials for
illegal fishing in a tributary of Passa.
maquoddy Bay. Each boat was fined a
total of $400. The fines will be paid,
and there will be no international dis-
turbance—indeed, there is no occasion
for any.

John Harjula, a young Finn of about
19 years, is in a serious condition at
Rockland as the result of a revolver shot
through his lungs, which he reports was
fired by highwaymen who held him up.
The police think he fired the shot him-
self, but the physicians say he could not
have done it.

The inhabitants of Trenton are spend-
ing all their spare moments in wait for
a shot at the black fox which has been
several times seen in their vicinity.
Though bold and not averse to anlng
visits to door yards and ben houses
Reynard bas thus far not belied his
name and escaped all snares. Those
who bhave seen him describe him as hav-
ing a beautiful coat of black with a lon
bushy tail, adding that his skin woul
be worth at least a hundred dollars,

Levi M. Poor of Augusta, who as a
mgmber of the Andersonville monu-
ment commission has but recently re-
torned from Georgia, where Maine's
tribute to her brave sons was dedicated
with appropriate ceremonies, was in
command of the smallest company for
the longest time of any officer in the
Civil War. He was in Co. D of the 19th
Maine, and for 43 days bad only one
man—John White of Belfast—all the
others being absent by siokness, death,
wounds or removals. Ex-Gov. Connor
of Maine, who was then in command of
the regiment, made him acting lieuten-
ant of the company.

The railroad commissioners have
d their decision on the Maine
Central railroad wreck near the State
fair grounds in Lewiston Sept. 20th,
where five people lost their lives. The
commissioners attached the blame large-
ly to Thomas L. Breckinridge, a yard-
man, who left the switch open, as they
believe. Although he testifies to the
contrary the commissioners think he was
mistaken. Fred M.Crockett, who was
in charge of the shifting train, is also
held partly to blame for violating rule
No. 100 of the railroad, which stipulates
that he should have known the condition
of theswitch. Thecommissioners quote
three riles which were more or less
violated. No direct blame was attached
to the railroad company.

Chance Comment.

Peru and Brazil have sighed a treaty
looking to the peaceful settlement of the
boundary line dispute between the two
countries. It is good to see the cause
of arbitration thus making progrees, but
what is needed in South America is
arbitration treaties between the citizens
of the same country which will puta
stop to the o'er-frequent revolutions.

President Francis of the world's fair

How Christmas Candles Can be
Made at Home.

At Christmas time one can take more
liberty with the digestion, and our young
folks es y feel that at this ve
seascn they induige their tastes for
sweets to their hearts' content. For the
benefit of those who like to make their
own candy we give some very good
recipes of various kinds to suit all tastea.

The foundation of almost all con-
fectionery is what we call fondant, and
here are two good rules for it:

WHITE FONDANT.

Two cups of granulated sugar, omne-
half cup of water and = pinch of cream
of tartar.

MAPLE FONDANT. N

Two cups of brown mE:r, one cup of
maple syrup, one cup of hot water and a
pinch of cream of tartar.

Put the sugar and cream of tartar into
a kettle which cooks evenly all over the
bottom; pour in the water, and when all
the sugar is wet place over the fire and
boil. The best test of knowing when
the fondant is cooked enough is the fol-

‘lowing; hold the forefinger in a cupful

of cold water fora few seconds, sli
quickly into the boiling syrup, then bac
into the water. If the syrup can be
rubbed off the finger and rolled into a
soft ball, it is ready to take off the fire.
Let it get cold, then stir until it creams,
and turn out on waxed paper. Take
the lump of fondant up in the hands
and work thoroughly until it contains
no lumps and is in good condition for
molding into different shapes. The
maple fondant usually requires longer
beatiog to make it cream. To flavor it,
take a piece in the hand, work until soft,
then form a small hollow in the top,

ur a few drops of vanilla in this hol-
ow, fold over and work the flavorin
into the sugar. Continue to do this untﬁ
by tasting you find enough extract bas
been added. Use different kinds of ex-
tract and mold the pieces into different
shapes—diamonds, hearts, three-corner-
od pieces and squares.

CHERRY DROPS.

Roll vanilla fondant into small balls,
place on paper and press down a little
with the tip of finger. When dry dip in
chocolate and press a candied cherry
lightly on top of each piece.

CHOCOLATE ALMOND CREAMS,

Roll a small piece of the fondant into a
ball. Press into this either a half or
whole almond and rub between the
hands until it is oblong in shape. Dry
on paper and dip in chocolate.

MAPLE DATES.
Muld a bit of maple fondant into a ball
and roll until about the length of a date.
Take the stone from the dateand press
the fondant in its place, drawing the
edges of the date together, nllnwing
about a quarter of an inch of the doug
to show the length of the date. Roll in
granulated sugar.

CHOCOLATE WALNUT PEPPERMINTS.

Into a saucepan put one-half pound of
granulated sugar and four tablespoon-
fuls of milk; boil together for five
minutes and be careful not to stir after
the sugar is melted. Take from the
stove, add six drops of the oil of pepper-
mint or a teaspoonful of the essence and
beat vigorously until it begins to thicken,
then drop in rounds about the size of a
quarter on a greased platter or oiled
paper. When hard, heat some unsweet-
ened chocolate and holding each pepper-
mint on a hatpin pour the chocolate over
it and slip it off on to waxed paper. If
desired a second coating of chocolate
can be given when the first is dry. While
the chocolate is still warm press half an
English walnut on the top of each pep-
permint,

SUGAR DATES.

Make a slit in the side of each date and
remove the stone, replacing this witha
little roll of fondant about the same
shape and size with a blanched almond
pressed into the fondant. The fondant
can be made by the recipe for ‘‘white
fondant” given above. Another sort of
confection is made by pressing a guarter
of a walnut into each date in place of
the stone.

STUFFED FRENCH PRUNES.
For these you require some fine French
dessert prunes. Cut a slit in the side of
each prune and remove the stone and in
its place insert aroll of almond paste and
set aside an hdur or two for the paste to
harden a little on the surface. For the
paste take four ounces of sweet almonds,
mixing in with them three or four bitter
almonds and six ounces of powdered
sugar. Blanch the almonds in boilin
water and rub the skins off, then soa
for two or three hours in cold water,
after which pound them to a paste ina
mortar, adding now anmd then a few
drops of white of egg, making a small
hole in the end of an egg for the pur-
pose. After the almonds are ground to
apaste add the sugar little: by little.
Knead well with the hands, and set aside
for a short time. Itis then ready for
shaping into small balls to be pressed
into the slits in the prunes. If pre-
ferred, fondant may be used in place of
almond paste for “stuffing’’ the prunes.

NUT FUDGE.
Put into a graniteware or enameled
saucepan one pound of granulated sugar,
and omne cupful of rich milk or cream.
When this is hot add two ounces of
grated unsweetened chocolate. Stir
constantly to prevent burning. When
boiling add an ounce of butter. Coutinue
cooking until a small portion, if put into
a saucer, becomes sugary on being
rubbed with a teaspoon. When suffi-
ciently cooked remove from the fire and
beat until the mixture begins to thicken,
then quickly stir in chopped walouts
and almonds. Then poyr into a butter-
ed tin and set aside to harden. When
still soft mark into squares.

CHOCOLATE CARAMELS,

Four cupfuls of granulated sugar, one
cupful of molasses, one-half cupful of
water and one-half cake of chocolate

rated. Boil these until the mixture

ens ona spoon in cold water and
then add one cupful of milk, a piece of
butter the size of an eg%,omd three tea-
spoonfuls of vanilla. il again until
this hardens and them pour into tins,
making it about an inch thick.

FRENCH CANDIES.

Get A No. 1 confectioner's s if
possible, about two pounds. B the
whites of two eggs in a tumbler, take
the same measure of cold water; then
turn both together into a deep dish and
add a scant tablespoonful of vanilla,
then stir in the sugar, after sifting it
until it forms a thick dough. Have
ready English walnuts in balves, al-
monds, dates, or pieces of figs, as you
like. Take piecesof the sugar dough
and put half a walnut on each side. Roll
some of the dough into balls and when
hardened drop into melted chocolate
and roll about until covered, then re-
move (using hrc;d silver !o‘l;l'&l for tl:e

urpose) to a wax per stand in
2 cool place to hsrdel: Cover almonds
or bits of figs with the dough and roll in
granulated sugar. Chop up any kind of
nuts, mix with some of the dough, roll
out and cut in squares, Cocoanut may
be used in the same way.

NOUGAT.

Boil together one pound of sugar and
one-half a cupful of cold water until a
little of it becomes brittle when dropped
in cold water. Do not stir after the
sugar melts. Butter a shallow tinand
cover the bottom closely with blanched
almonds, the kernels of hickory, pecan
and hazel nuts, thin strips of cocoanut
split and stoned bits of figs, eto.

The First Atlantie Cable.

The original 1858 cable welghed nine-
ty-three pounds per mile and had a con-
ductor of seven copper wires of twen-
ty-two and a half gauge; price of deep
sea wire per mile, $200; price of spun
yern and fron wire per mile, $265; cost
of outside coating of tar and gutta
percha, $26 per mlle; total cost per
mile, $485. At $485 per mile the total
cost of the 2,500 miles of deep sea wire
was $1,212500. To this add twenty-
five miles of “shore end” wire, costing
§1,450 per mile, and we find that the
first ocean eable, exclusive of instru-
ments, cost §1,250,000.
