Give young pigs a good start It will 

be t»> your interest to do so. A young 
fig th .1 has once been -tunted will uever 

«holly outgrow it, no matter bow good 
rbe subs» quest c.u"e may be. Any ani- 

mai being grown for meat should bave 

feed enough to tuake a good gain «very 

day from birth U* slaughter. If there is 

ever » time to that nnimiTs life when no 

gain is being made in weight, all feed 
consumed during that tiae l« practically 
lost, for the profit all oomes from the 

feed thai makes the gain above the 

amount required to maintain the animal's 

needs. In other words, a certain amount 

of feed is neves<*ary to keep the animal 
alive, and the prod: mast all come from 

the little extra feed that makes tbe gain 
in flesh. A young animal wilt gate 
more oo a given quantity of feed than an 

older animal oa tbe same feed. I think 
we might safely say the yoooger the 

animal the greater the gaiu for tbe feed 

consumed. That is why it pavs better 

to feed youog stock.—siwloe Advocate 

We notice that Professor Robertsoo ol 

Can ad*, says that a cow requires aboul 
one-fourth pound of salt par day to <k 

her best.

COMFORT FOR THE PlGS. 
Pleasant days this time of tbe year tbe 

pigs can be seen lying on the grass en- 

joying the sunshine. I'nder these condi- 
tions, a full stomach, a soft grass sward 
tnd the sun's ray·, he does not cire for 
the near companionship of his fellows. 
He is content without crowding. Don't 
care to waste any animal beat keeping 
any of his companions warm, nor does 
be care for any of their companionship 
or the warmth of their bodies. The 
wise feeder will add to this comfort ail 
he can by feeding, for when comfort is 
the greatest pounds can be put on tbe I 
easiest and at the least cost. 

In tbe fall these conditions do not 

continue naturally very long. It is to 
the advantage of the farmer to continue 
them artificially as long a· possible. 
Study the pig s habits and know under 
«hat condition· he is tbe most comfort- 
able with the akl of nature'· surround- 

ings. Then try to make tbe surround- 
ings continuous. It is easier done than 
most farmers think if they will only put 
their minds to It. Every time a pig 
squeals for want of comfort or tbe need 
of shelter he U losing hi· owner money. 
When he lie· and steams in a wet neet, 
when he huddle· and crowds for tbe 
under wannest place in tbe nest, be Is 
losing money for hi· owner. Tbe pig 
lose· many dollars for his owner and 
never without a protest of some kind. 

He will call his attention to what he 1· 
doing by hU cries, by hie · ta ring coat 

and humped back. I am safe In saying 
that on every corn and hog farm in the 
corn belt there la enough fodder (stover) 
going to waste each year feo give the 
bogs all comfortable and needed shelter. 
And mora than this on nearly every (arm 
there are rails and lumber enough lying 
around loose to make the needed frame 
for such shelter. Tbe trouble Is usually

FARMERS' INSTITUTE. 

AV OTKRESTUCe mketino WITH A I 
t AIR ATTENDANCE AT SOI" Τ Η PARI·. 

A fair audience. considering tk stormy 
weather and ditîicuic traveling. as- 

sembled at l»range Hall last Tuesday for 
the farmer#' institute under the auspice· 
of tbe Board of Agriculture. The meet- 

ing was called to order at 10:30 bv Hon. 
J. A- Robert· of Norway, the t>xford 
t'ountv memN»r of tbe board. After 
singing by the g-ange choir and a brief 
addrr^ t>v Mr Kobert* ^ecretarv Mc- 
Kttti «at introduced to «peak on "The I 
Fertility of the Soil." 

Mr McKeen referred to the great im- 

provements la agriculture within the I 

put few vears. Me «poke of the some- 

what exhausted condition of tbe soil, 
and of tbe measure* we should take to 

restore it to lta former fertility. The 
soil Is not worn out. but must be handled 
in such a manner as to bring out the 

properties locked up in it to (et it back 
to it· original condition of fertility. He 
would till tbe land frequently, and make I 
a short rotation of crops. Commercial 
fertilizer works quickly in forwarding 
tbe crop, but leaves the land poorer for I 
its use. We must rely upon the manures | 
made upon thf farm, with the Intelligent 
use of the commercial fertilizers which j 
we buy. 

In answer to questions. Mr. McKeen 
recommended lime for some soils, not 
a· a fertilizer strictly, but to correct the 
properties of the soil, and spoke of 
ashes as a valuable fertiliser for grass, 
grain and fruit. 

A good dinner was furnished at noon | 
by tbe ladies of Paris <«range. 

After the afternoon tesslon opened by 
singing. Henry Van lireeer of Cobleskili. j 
Ν. Y., was Introduced to give the ad- 
dress. His theme was the dairy and Its 
interests. The dairy cow Is the foster 
mother of the human race, and cannot 
be neglected except at a loss. He Il- 
lustrated his lecture with pictures of the 
different breeds of dairy cc^ws. and 
pointed out their good qualities in a 
forcible and able manner. His prefer- 
ence w*« for the HoUteins. 

Mr. Van I>reser closed hi· lecture by I 
urging the farmers to improve their | 
herds In every way they can. and elo- 
quently counseled them to train their I 
boys to m*ke better farmers thau their 
fathers. H»me is what we make It, and 
the bome of the farmer Is the hapriest | 
place on earth if we make it so. Then | 
by all means make it so. 

Mr. Van l>re*er is a very ready and 
entertaining «peaker. with a strong in- j 
dividuality and a whole-hearted faith In 
tbe farmer's calling. To miss hearing I 
him speak if the opportunity Is afforded 
is a loss to any one. 

A very good audience was present ic 
the afternoon, composed of th· best and 
most intelligent farmers in this section 
of the county. They went to learn, and 
went home wiser and better for the time 
•pent. The fellow who knows i'. all was 
not there, nor will he be next vear. 

In the eveniog an instructive talk on 

Progressive Agriculture" was given by 
Secretary McKeen. followed by a char- 
acteristic and earnest talk to young peo- 
ple by Mr. Van I>rcMr.

tlon bv the many country roads, glvinj II beautiful views of land and oceai 

f I scenerv. Green hills and valleys, crvsta 
lake· and ponds, dot the Island here an< 
there, until the green slope· are lo»t li 

I the ocean beyond. In the dUtance I beautiful acenery of mainland and ocean 
bound the boriion as far a· the eye cat 
reach, w hile to tbe east the expanse oi 
the ocean stretches away unbroken untl 
it meets the sky. 

Pleasure yachts and fishing boats ll< 
in the quiet harbor. Many guests com» I to this place solely for the pleasure I offered bv the fishing. Bluefieh. mack- 
erel. cod," s**a bass, lobsters and othen 
abound. Fishing is one of the lending 
industries of the place. A great philos- 
opher has said "Life Is neither pain not 
pleasure, It is serious business." Too 
many go out In the morning who "g« I down to the sea In ships," but alas! 

I some never come back. 
There are Jlve churches on the island. 

The largest and strongest is the Harbor 
I Chapel. This has a membership of 
I nearly live hundred. Rev. H. A. 

Roberts, the former pastor of the Bsptist 
church ou Paris Hill, is now the psstor 
of the Harbor Chapel, the tirst Baptist 
ohurch on Block Island. The relation 
between pastor and people is verv 

pleasant. Both he and Mrs. Roberts 
have the rare power to win and hold the 
affections of the people. Mr. Roberts 

I i· Actively InterMtwl in the mornl unci 
political welfare of the people. He very 
tenderlv remembers "The Old Church 
on the Hill" and th·» academy children. 

On the island. I think every man, 
woman and child looks to the minitUr 
as the leading man. The parsonage Is 
a very pretty white house with green 
blinds, and a French roof. It has a big 
window and two broad plaxia». It Is 
beautifully situated on a hill surrounded 
by green fields, and overlooking the bay, 
while just beyond Is the ocean. 

Near the personage is the old wind- 
mill, used in days gone by to grind corn. 
The huge stone grinders and the long 

I irm* were, to me, a great curiosity. It 
I is very picturesque and one of the 
I"show places" of the Island. West of 
this l« the building used for the high 
school, public library and town hall, 
'Phis coming winter Block Island sends 
to l*rovidence a representative to the 
legislature. 

There are two doctors on the island. 
One is the proprietor of the bountiful 
sanitarium known as The Hvgiea. There 
are about thirty hotels, accommodating a 

I large number of people. The largest is 
I the Ocean View, and will accommodate 
five hundred guests. It Is said that 
during the past season some six thousand 
guest* were on the island. There Is a 
fine bathing beach nearly three miles 

,ag. fr.v from undertow and currents. 
The harbor has been protected bv the 
government breakwater, costing #*>·*>,- 
(SO. It stretches its huge arm fifteen 
hundred feet into the ocean, as if in dé- 
fi λ nee of the breakers which dash against 
its base. 

Everything 1» done to protect life and 
property. There are two life saving 
stations, one on the beach and one on 
the west side. At the mouth of the 
htrbor the beil-buov swings to and fro, 
keeping time with the waves. On the 
west side la the whistllng-buov. The 
South Light, on the edge of the cliffs. Is 
vUible to incoming vessels manv miles 
out to *ea. Here are the Mohegan 
Bluff", rising over two hundred feet 
above the sea. It is said that in the 
long ago. when the Island was Inhabited 
bv Indians, one tribe rushed another 
tribe over the<>e dark cliff* into the sea. j 

At the north, on Sandy Point, the 
North l ight illumines the deep waters 
bevond. Near here I saw, lying at the 
base of the cliffs, the wreck of a large 
schooner, named "The Ν amoose. Tt1'* 
was driven ashore one stormy night 
four vears ago. The captain and others 
wen· drowned. I think eight were 
saved. 

,. 
On the island there are no jail·, no 

tramp·, no policemen, no lawyer· and 
no foreigner·. All are American born ; 
and a large per cent, were born on the 
the Island. They are a refined, intelli- 
gent people, and the eoclal life is very 
pleasant. A· a summer resort It brings 
to this people the very best American 
society There are no wild animals, not 

even "a rabbit or a friendly squirrel. 
There ar* many dotnwtic animal*· and 
their kind face's remind one of home. 

If νου have never visited this lovely 
island let me assure you. you will have 
manv of the advantages, and some of 
the disadvantages, of an extended sea 

«ovaire. Among them may be a whole- 
some dread of the twrlble eea-sickness 
which attack· a large majority of those 
who go around Point Judith. And yet 
to me. the n»me of Block Island will 
awaken pleasant remembrance· of a 

v-rdant islaud, surrounded by the deep 
b ue sea, and beautiful in all It· varied 

m<Thls is the Block Ieland of to-day, and 
I saw it during my vieil with Rev. 

and Mrs. H. A. Robert· in the early 
autumn of 1900.

CAPT. BROWN'S MEOAL. 
The full story of the cl rou m «tancée of 

Cfcpt. E. T. Brown earning the life-sav- 

ing medml a* mentioned last week, was 

not told at the time, and ha* never ap- 
peared in the Democrat. On the night 
of Jan. ltd. 1900, the government tag 
K*«olate was sunk in Boston harbor bv 

the steel tug Swatara. There were 25 
people aboard the Resolute, and it was 

owing to the presence of mind of Capt. 
Brown that they escaped a watery grave. 

When the Swatara. which is a*large 
sU«l ocean tug, struck the Resolute, 
which was constructed of wood, a large 
hole was stove in her side. Capt. Brown 

gave orders to keep the Resolute pressed 
agiinst the prow of the Swatara to pre- 
vent the water from rushing in the bole 
ani sinking the ship. 

This was done and nearly all of those 
on board the Resolute were safely trans- 

feired to the Swatara. 
The efforts to transfer everybody to 

'h«· Swatara, however, were not ac- 

complished when the tug sank. As the 

tuif sank and Capt. Brown felt the water 

rushing over his head, a pair of arms 

clssped him around the neck. When he 
came to the surface be grasped a piece 
•»f wreckage and found that be bad 
drifted some distance away from tbe 
ve« sel and that a woman was holding 
tightly to him. 

Brown reassured the woman, who 

acted very brnvely in such an emergency, 
a α· I bectuse of her coolness be was able 
to ie<ip himself and ber afloat.

Such being the facte, we hevee right 
to demand such public tow· end require- 
ment· m shell protect tboee who have 
oot the disease from those who hsve It. 

Whooping-cough to e contagion· dto- 
eese demanding the Mine sanitary meas- 

urea ceiled tor in diphtheria, scarlet 
fever, etc. Patienta ·υ (ftring from 
whooping-cough should not only be 
forced to keep away from public places, 
like schools, churches, etc., but should 
be quarantined in their own bomee. 

To Illustrate the popular error con- 

cerning whooping-cough : Some veers 

ago the writer, upon returning home 
one day, found a neighbor's boy suffer- 
ing from unmistakable symptom· of 
whooping-cough, playing with hia own 

child. The uninvited gueat was prompt- 
ly returned to his own family. 

Shortly afterwards the father of the 
sick child met the writer, and condemned 
what he considered an act of discourtesy 
In sending his child home. 

He claimed that, the case being a light 
one, and tfte season of the year propi- 
tious, he thought his action one to be 
commended and not found fault with. 
It was u m lees to explain that we did not 
wish whooping-cough, and that there 
was no reason why we should be ex- 

posed to carry oot his ridiculous the- 
ories. 

It Is not the purpose of this paper to 

attempt to teach people the treetmeot of 
dlaeese. When Illness appears, the serv- 

ices of sn Intelligent physician should 
be obtained as quickly u possible. But 
oftentimes It nappens that domestic 
treatment Is required, and the following 
suggestions are therefore offered : 

The Importance of the Isolation of all 
diseases, of course, should not be over- 

looked. We are all dependent upon 
eecb other, and It behooves all good clt- 
Irene to ala In the suppression of disease. 

Admitting the fact that whooping- 
cough In Itself Is "rarely fatal,'* the com- 

plications are very numerous, and there- 
by death results frequently. There are 

other complications which very much 
Injure and weaken the patient In after 
life. 

When we consider the Indnlte number 
of remedies, msny of which are con- 

sidered by their exponents to possess 
well-nigh specific powers, we would hes- 
itate to sdd one more to the list ; but a 

most valuable remedy In whooping- 
cough Is sulphate of quinine, In small 
and repeated doses. 

I>r. Dawson Introduced this treatment 
from Germany, and first used It In the 
ward* of the 'Hospital for Children, in 
New York City, then under bis care. He 
met with great success. 

The writer, also, has employed thla 
treatment with marked success in many 
cases. In private practice, since 1871». 

The treatment Is to expose the patient 
as much as possible to the open air, and. 
If practicable, at our mountain and ocean 

retorts, paying particular attention to 
food, clothing and general hygienic con- 

ditions. 
Κ very two hours, I give a teaspoonful 

of a solution of sulphate of quinine, 
four, six, eight or even ten grain· to the 

ounce, according to the age of the pa- 
tient and the severity of the case. 

This remedy does not disappoint In 

many cases, in controlling the disease, 
and if properly used, and with persever- 
ance, in shortening Its course very de- 

cidedly. 
It seems to act as a destroyer of the 

fuugi. It slso nauseates and loosens the 
mucus in which they exist, and also has 
the valuable properties of a tonic. 

Although this Is a simple remedy, 
your physkton should first be consulted 
In regard to Its use, as be alone Is the 
one to determine the strength aud dose 
needed.—W. Thornton Parker, M. D., 
Id The Household. 

RECIPES. 

HOILEP FISH. 

Dredge the prepared fish with flour. 

H'rtp Id a cloth and put in a steamer. 
When done, take from the kettle, drain, 
place upon a bot platter, remove the 
cloth, garnish with lemon pointa and 
«prig· of parsley, and serve with drawn 
butter egg sauce. A medium-sized flsh 
will boll in half an bour, and wben suf- 

ficiently cooked will flake and separate 
easily. 

DRAWN BITTER EO« SAl'CE. 

Cook together, until well mixed, a 

tablespoonful each of butter and flour. 
Add a cup of the water In which the flsh 
boiled. Simmer live minutes, season 

highly with salt and mildly with pep- 
per, and serve In a tureen In which have 
been placed half a dozen slice· of bard- 
boiled eg g. 

ΟΠΙΟΚΛ WAFERS. 

Stir half a cup of butter to a cream. 

Add gradually one cup of pulverized 
sugar and one tablespoonful of ginger. 
Add half a cup of cold water and two 

cups of sifted flour. Spread thin on a 

baking sheet and bake in a cool oven., 
Cut into squares, triangle· or cube· 
with a sharp knife, and remove from the 
baking sheet by slipping a limber knife 
under them. The baking aheet should 
be well greased and quite cold when the 
dough Is spread on It. 

SALTED 1>ΕΑΝΓΤ8. 

Take the raw nuts and remove the 
shells and brown Inner coverings. Melt 
a tablespoonful of good butter in an 

agateware pan or pie-plate. The nuto 
should just cover the bottom of the 
plate. Sprinkle with salt, and place In 
a moderate oven. Watch carefully, 
stirring the nuts from time to time, to 

that all parts of them will come In con- 

tact with the butter and salt. Wben 

lightly browned and crisped on the out- 
side tbey are done. The nuts should be 

prepared as they are needed, as they 
soon spoil and soften If kept on hand. 

SALTED ALMONDS. 

Prepare In the same way a· salted 
peanuts, the almonds being flrst blanch- 
ed by pouring boiling water over them, 
wben tbe brown skins will easily slip 
off.—Good Housekeeping.
