It takes a
long look ahead in these days to see the
probable course of prices. Should ru-
mors of war intervene, or sensational
fears of reduced supply or enlarged de-
mand arize, we might expect a panic and
1 boom in the wheat market.

The price of corn is low. The recar-
rence of two large crops, to say nothing
of & low level of prices and its influence,
makes that fact inevitable. Yet corn is
good property st present values. Feed-
tug is protuse if not wssteful; it is not
necessary to seek cheaper substitutes:
much of the last crop is soft and will
not spend so well as usual, the exporta-
tion of fat stock and products is deplet-
ing the supply, and the country is grow-
ing and requiring more for home con-
sumption. All this tends to reduction of
stocks and enhancement of values. It
its cheapuess leads to greater use for
human food, as to adulterations of flour
by wicked millers, enhancement will
come all the faster. Then prices will
gradually stiffen till plasting time, and
in the event of & poor crop prospect next
summer, they will rise materially: but
with another big crop. low prices will be
surely continued. :

As to oats, an increase in exportation
from 1,502,134 bushels in ten months of
1 st vear to I3, 12,7 in the same period
and great activity of movemeot in the
| other two mounths tend to reduce stocks.
Ihere is so large a proportion of inferior
Guality that spparent abundance is de-
ceptive, and & gradual incresse of value
should be expected, and certalnly will
ensue if corn should advance.

A rise in corn will be followed by ad-
vance In prices of hogs and pork prod-
ucts. In vears of abundant crops, the
later winter and spriog values are almost
invariably higher, often decidedly ad-
vanced, as compared with fall or Decem-
| ber prices. The chances are therefore
fsvorable for higher prices of cereals
and the products which they represeat.
The ravages of hog cholera, which are
estimated for the single state of lowa at
| millions of dollars, and the heavy ship-
| ments to the summer markets from fear
of loss by waiting, have depleted the
stock, and will tend to advance of prices.
We know that the increase of the hog is
rapid, and that s great crop of pigs for
the number of mothers available may be

that farm had better go on in the ordin-
ary way—keep a few hens and let them
take care of themselves; but there are
many farms where there is some one who
can devote more or less time to heus, tur-
keys, ducks and geese, to say nothiog
of pigeons, ete.

hlﬂenlly a good home mar-
ket for strictly fresh eggs, especially
where the summer visitor from the city
finds a home. Every family or person
who uses eggs wants them strictly
fresh. A bad e¢1 is about the greatest
naisance that gets into the kitchen, and
when any one can deliver eggs oncea
week or so, which are guaranteed to be
strictly fresh, he can generally secure
the very best price. Now there are prob-
ably hundreds of families in towns, vil-
lages and cities in the state that would
be very glad to arrange for fresh eggs:
and there are other hundreds of farmers’
wives and children who might meet this
demand. It may oot be always possible
to supply a given number ol eggs every
week io the year, but the effort to do
this will lead to study and improvement.
Ounce awaken an interest in the egg busl-
ness, or any other branch of poultry
keeping, and better ways will be sought
out and adopted. Many young people
on the farms would be greatly helped in
various ways by getting interested In
poultry. They would e:‘l}:{ the care and
work, take pleasare in ng the fowls
grow, and would be able to earn money
to use, We advise farmers to encourage
their children and do all they can to help
them In this work. It takes only a little
lumber to build a house for poultry, and
most of the sagricultural papers print
directions for caring for different Kinds
of poultry.—Vermont Watchman.

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LONDON TOWE™.

We feel sure you will quite agree
with us lo the oplalon that grim, cruel,
old London Tower ls the moat impress-
ive thing in London, as well ash -
cally the most interesting spot In all
Eogland. With all that we have read of
this place of sa and torture, when

wemummll all its majestic and
overpow gloom, and almoat hear ita
walls tell of the tragedies, cruel tor-

ment, misery and woe enacted within Its
confines, :ill‘;:.lmll momd helming ; .t;d
A we g0 ungeons, see the
narrow, cold, dark, damp cells, where
for years lnnocent victims were confined
and tortured till death ended their sul-
ferings, we marvel that such things
could ever have been permitted, even in
the dark ages of barbarism, instead of
in a nation and century of pretended
civilization.

As you no doubt are aware, this
gloomy prison originated with Willlam
the Conqueror, couml::enuy Is more
than 800 years old. It is no longer used
as a prison, but a government arsenal,
and is kept in repair as a fortress. It
now covers thirteen acres of ground, and
has four entrances—the Iron Gate, the
Water Gate, the Traitor's Gate, through
which all the prisoners were conducted,
and the Lion's Gate, so called from the
royal menagerie formerly kept there. It
is surrounded by battlemented walls, and
A dce‘p moat. square White Tower
rises in the centre—though by no means
white at this remote period—and is the
oldest part of the aocient structure, hav-
lng been bailt in 1078, The walls are 15
teet thick.

All about the entrances and enclosures
you see the fantastically attired guards,
or warders, sometimes called Beef-eaters
from the fact that anciently they were
served with rations of beef while on
duty. They are all old soldiers of valor
and merit, belonging to the military or-
der of Yeomen of the Guard. It wounld
require a pen as vivid as their costume
to describe its quaintness and unlque-
ness, it I may coin the word. The hat
might be called & dream of the milliner’s
art, with its lounces and plaits of red
and black; and then there are llttle
uru and big capes, and frills and fur-
belows galore, of red and black trim-
ming.

There are twelve towers, once all used
as prisons, and some of them recall as-
soclations of many dark and dreadful
deeds. We will take you first into what
is called the Bloody Tower, where the
two beautiful little princes were mur-
dered by order of thelr uncle, so he
could succeed to the throne. They show
you the staircase under which their
bones were found in a chest long after,
and also a stain on the stone floor, sald
to be their blood. The cruel uncle had
them confined there under pretence of
getting them away from danger, so solic-
itous was he of thelr safety and wel-
fare, and had their luxurious bed remoy-
ed there, with all its sumptuous appoint-
ments, and then hired some villaln to
slay them in their sleeping innocence.

In the Bell Tower, Princess Eliza-
beth was confloed by her sister Mary,
who had her persecuted and excluded
from the throne.

terranean caverns, in one of which are
still left remnants of the racks ,and in-
struments of torture, and at the side of
the wall, are the bars behind which were
huddled the prisoners, where they were
obliged to watch the agonies of their fel-
lows on the torture rack, till death re-
leased them, and then another was
brought in, and soother, till their own
turn came; and we turn away sick with
horror. Inthe pext compartment isa
small, dark cell, so parrow and so low
that & man cannot stand up or sit down
or lie down in it, but must remain ina
stooping position, and here Guy Fawkes
was kept eight davs.

As we pass from these scenes of hor-
ror, we come to the collection of old
armor exhibited here, which Includes
figures on horseback and otherwise, clad
in the armor and caparison used in dif-
ferent ages. Some of the earlier ones
were made of leather cut in pieces like
the scales of a fish, or of flat pleces of
steel sewn on to lesther, and some of the
suits for the head and arms, legs and
tody are so heavy that one must think
the warriors in those days were like
iants in strength, for certainly no man
n this age would be able to carry one
of them around.

And here we see the block on which
the heads of many victims were severed,
and the ax that the deadly work;
and we can bear no more horrors, so we
pass to the Record Tower, where are kept
the crown jewels, in a glass case, inside
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little chapel erected in 1200, and adjoin’
itisa small buryin nd where &'
bodies of the lnmates of that burlal plice
of death in life, at last found a resting
place; and we huve no words to expreas
the sadness and unuttarable melancholy
of Its atmosphere. Macaulay says of it:
“In truth, is no sadder spot on
earth than this little cemetery. Death
is there assoclated, not, as In West-
mioster Abbey and St. Paul's, with
genlus and virtue, with public venera-
tion and with imperishable renown ; not,
as in our humblest churches and church-
ards, with enrythln& that Is most en-
ring In soclal and domestie charities;
but with whatever is darkest In human
pature, and In human destiny ; with the
savage triumph of implacable enemlies;
with the inconstancy, the logratitude,
the cowardice of friends; with all the
miseries of fallen greatness and of
blighted fame.”

But come away and leave the inhabit-
ants of this melancholy spot, and their
ghoats that haunt yonder subterranean
chambers of horror, and let us seek the
more cheerful surroundings, If scarcely
less forbidding exterior, of Buckingham
palace, the winter residence of the pre:-
ent queen of England, whose private
lite | think we can all assume, Is not
R:rrtlcularly cheerful, though if we had

money and propensity for accumu-
Iating more, we think we could have a
pretty good time, and iosure the same
fate for a few more we might name. [n
these great and imposing palaces which
she owns In several places, we can't help
but wonder what she does with all the
space therein, for her own apartments
here, to use an expression of more force
than elegance, are scarcely large enough
to “swing a cat in."

She takes nearly all her meals alone,
only occasionally having a dinner party,
of which the hour 18 exactly 9 o'clock,
when she enters the room at precisely
8:53 and walts till the hour has struck,
and then proceeds to the banquet table
with her guests, who are all more or less
distingul people of course, for no
one else could get invited to the queen’s
table. These affsirs are not very long,
for it s all over by 10 o'clock, and each
guest then has the extreme hopor and
privilege of a few words of royal conver-
sation with the queen, which is looked
forward to with intense eagerness.

They say Her Majesty can talk If she
tries, and is not the piece of royal mech-
anism she is made to appear by the Eng-
lish politician—and also that that she is
extremely human, and likes beer! She
has a good many court ladies, a sort of
titled chambermald, and they don't have
such a jolly time either as some people
might think, for their gqueen s very
capricious, and they must be ready to
sttend her slightest want. She very fre-
quently gets tired of some of them, from
haviog them around so much, doubtless.
She seldom reads a newspaper, and that
is the duty of one of her numerous ladies
in waiting.

Americans generally look with won-
dering eyes on that peculiar shect of
London journalism called the Court Cir-
cular, for in it, as all are aware, the do-
iogs of the royal family are chronicled
from day to day. The queen walks out
one day accompanied by the melancholy
Beatrice—drives out In the afternoon
with some one else—and travels between
London and Balmoral, where she has
another royal residence—and the English
readers love this sort of thing, which
strikes American readers as exceedingly
aboormal, for in their own country they
do not care whether the President of the
United States walks, or rides, or goes

JMighing.

I have been shocked on several occa-
slons to see pictured in the American
papers, Her Majesty breakfasting on her
throne, and calling to her mald to let no
cne In till she has ber crown op, and
other similar caricatures, which maoy
eople belleve are true, even in England,
which shows how little they really know
of the private lite of their sovereign.

She takes little part in public affalrs,
as her son, the Prince of Wales, whose
winter residence, Marlborough House, is
pear by, does all that for her, and he
does it well.

With the exterior of Buckingham
Palace we are not specially over-awed,
for it givea one the impression of beiog
¢old and dark and unioviting, and the
Impulse is to say we would not live In it
if we were two queens, but the surround-
Ings are extensive and magnificent, with
their gardens, parks, trees, ponds, rastie
bridges and fountaing, and by the time
we had succeeded in walking the entire
distance around them, whlt:ﬁ took three
bours, we were ready to agree that they
were entirely too extensive,

At each slde of every entrance gate ls
stationed a red-coated soldier, armed,
and in the top-heavy heid-gear of »
drum-major, and right beside him is the
lictle house, which if laid down on the
ground, would make you think it was
meant for his last narrow bed, but it Is
for the purpose of shelter from inclem-
ent weather, providing he “knows
enough to go In when it rains.”

The interior of the'rlnee is sumptuous
and luxurious in the extreme. The
sculpture gallery is the first room, lead-
ing from the portico, with its great
marble columng, ani it contains statues
of all the nobility of this and former
ages. On the firat floor, are the green
drawing room, 50 feet long and 35 feet
high, throne room, 66 feet in length and
sumptuously fitted up, grand saloon,
state ball room, 110 feet long, and the
picture gal'ery, 150 fext long, ¢ ntaining
hund of paintiogs done by all the
celebrated old masters. There are many
other royal residences here, which con-
tain picture galleries even more valuable
than this.

Another one of the queen’s residences
is Kensington Palace, where she was
born, hut which Is now used for royal
pensioners who are not able to haye
palaces of their own, and thls, from ls
simplicity and rural surroundings, 1a the
most homelike of all. It coversa food
nd, but is a low, rambling,
ned, equare brick stracture,
ny low archways and vine-cov-
ered . Itisw the enclosure
of Kensington Girdens and Hyde Park,

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CHAPTER IV,
THE COXVICT SHIP.

An unpleasant surprise uwaited me
on my arrival at Liverpool. The Hindu
had been thoroughly refitted for sca, but
was in the bands of a gang of carpen-
ters and blackemiths as she lay in her
berth. ;

““What's the meaning of all thist"
repeated Cuptain Clark s 1 found him
overseeing the wgrkmen in the hold.

““What! The Hindu to goout to Aus-

“Exactly, Don't fire up about it
man, until you learn full particulam,
Things are very dull just now in the
carrying trade, and if we hadn't made
this charter we might have been forced
to lie bere for weeks, We didn’t jump
at it, 1 assure you, but yet we look upon
ft as a lucky stroke, and there are a
score of orafts in port which would be
willing to pay us a premiam. "’

““But it will give the shipa bad
name, "’ I protested.

**Not in this case, I hope, though we
must take our chances. You see, the
government has been in the habit of
chartering any old tub which could be
got hold of cheap. There's a public ont-
cry against sending out convict ships
which are so unseaworthy that a top-
sail breeze is bound to do for them.
There's also a great ado about crowd-
ing the men as if they were blacks from
the African coast. Certain papers and
public men have been raising a great
row an this subject while you've been
in drydock at Dudley, and the upshot
of the matter is that the government is
going to try an experiment.

**At the loss of our reputation. Why,
gir, a craft which has ever made the
trip to Botany Bay goes to the boneyard
or into the coal trade on herreturn. All
shippera seem to look upon her with
distrust and disgust after that,"

However, I came to look upon the
charter with more favor after a bit
The price paid us was very high, and
we had the priviloge of fitting up ac-
commodations to carry 20 passengers as
well. You will understand that 1 am
now writing of a matter really belong-
ing to the last generation. It is a good
many years since the penal colony at
Botany Bay was abolished and since
England ceased to send her conviets out
of the country. The idea of transporta-
tion was, first, to remove bad men a8
far away na possible, and, second, to
make couvicts the nuclens of new col-
onies. After two or three years of prop-
er behavior o convict got a ticket of
leave and conld settle cutside the camp.
If his record continued good for two or
three years more, he wag discharged and
could settle anywhere fu Australia. It
is & matter of history that three-foarths
of the sheep growers and a good share
of the business men of the big island
today can trace their ancestry back to
the convict camp at Botany Bay.

There wete no steamers running to
Australia in those days Aside from

‘the regular packet ships, there were

craft fitted out to carry emigrants, a
thousand at a time, but there was o
class of people which preferred to go by
convict ship. The fare was about half
what the packets charged, and yet high-
er than by an emigrant craft, but only
a few were taken, and the accommoda-
tions were very good. The Hindu had
only a main bold, which had a depth
of about nine feet. Our contract called
for the carrying of 60 riale convieta
To keep these men secure the hold of
the ship was converted into three cages,
as it were, ench cage to hold 20 men.
The entrance to them was by way of
the hatches. The cages were of iron, of
course, and made us strong s in a pris-
on. There were bunks for the prison-
ers, and portholes gave them light and
ventilation, In the rear of the thixd
cage was fitted up what is known as a
“‘brig, '’ or dark cell, for the confinement
of refractory prisoners, The remainder
of the hold was taken up by storage
rooms, stateroomns and cabing

In the days of which I write a ocon-
vict ship sometimes carried out as
many as 850 men and women. The
law laid its hand heavily upon every
wrongdoer. Offenders who would not
get more than three months in jail to-
day were then sent away for five or ten
years. The embezzler and the murderer
were treated alike until they arrived at
the Bay. Then some little difference
was made in the favor of the former,
though the place was a hell on earth
for all, according to every man's testi-
mony. Where a big batch was taken,
the government sent along from 8 to 12
marines and an officer to take entire
charge of the prisoners. In our case the
contract ouly bound the goveinment to
furnish o dootor. We must ship hands
enough to guard the convicts and land
them safely at Botany Bay, and the
ghip must provide ita own outfit of fire-
arms,

We went about these things in good
faith and with an eye as to what might
happen on the voyage unless we were
fully prepared for trounble. There were
hundreds of men looking for an oppor-
tunity to work their passage out. We
bargained with seven very decent look-
ing fellows to pay their way by acting
as guards. The odd man had been a
sergeant of infantry and was to com-
mand the guard. We bought a dozen
muskets and plenty of ammunition, and
qne day, when almost ready to receive
the prisoners aboard, the captain said to
me:

".Balph, there's no knowing what | guards

may happen to us with 60 desperate vil-
lains aboard. iot;ndemmd that all our
prisonera are g termers and over
half of them are going for life. I am
going to the main cabin so that
we can tarn it into a fort if necessary.’

There was nothing to find fanlt with,
and he named the date when the gang
would be sent aboard. Our passengers
came first—exactly 20 of them. Whom
do you suppose the first three were?
When 1 first clapped eyes on them, I
was so taken aback that I stood open
mouthed and oould not utter a word
They were Mr. and Mra. Williams and
the doughter, Mary. It had been six
weeks ginece I left Dodley, and I had re-
ceived no mews of them whatever,
though I was every day trying to pluck
up the courage to write direct to Mary
herself,

““Well, Ra'ph, it's this way,' said
the father as [ expressed my astonish-
ment. **Everybody knows the gal is in-
nooent as a babe, but she can't abide
notoriety. We'll go out to Australia
and have a look around, and if things
don't suit we can return after a couple
of years. 1'd forgotten the name of your
craft, and it's pleased [ am to find that
we are to sail with you.'

I can't say that Mary seemed over-
plensed fo find me there. Indeed, she
acted as if considerably put out about
it. While I may not have been distaste-
ful to her personally, yet the sight of
me kept all the past in mind, and she
had taken her troubles very much to
heart. Bhe shook hands and made an
effort to be friendly, however, and that
was all I could expect. Of the other 17
passengers there were four married cou-
ples, two yonng women servants, ono
gingle man und gix children. They were
all middle class people, tidy and re-
spectable, and we could not have asked
for o better ot

The passengers came aboard in the
morning. At 2 o'clock in the after-
noon our prisoners came alongside un-
der n beavy guard, and I received an-
other shock, and a far more disagrecable
one. The first convict to step sboard
wus Ben Johnson, the villain who waa
to blame for what I had gone through.
We were face to face before we recog-
nized each other. He was handcuffed
and also had on leg chains, for he had
become so desperate that everybody
feared him. His face was full of curi-
osity as he stepped on deck, but the in-
stant his eyes lighted on me he raised
his mauacled hands to strike and shout-
ed at the top of his voice:

“You here, Ralph Tompkins! Ab,
you cowardly cur, but [ could ask for
po better lnck! When we take the ship,
it will be my pleasure to flay you alive."

I knew, of course, that he had been
sentenced to transportation for life, but
it had never vcourred to me that he
might be among the gang of 60. The
guards seiged him and were hustling
him along when he caunght sight of
Mary and her parents. He realized in
ab instant that they were passengers,
and thore was a Jook of devilish ferocity
on his face as he eried out:

“What! And Mary too! Why, satan
himself seems bound to play into my
hands on this trip. Threecheers for Ben
Johnson's luck!""

The girl and her people were as badly
knocked out as I was, and bad we not
been all ready to weigh anchor they
would have quit the brig and forfeited
their passage money. Mary had to be
led below, while the father declared to
mo that nothing on earth counld bave
indoced him to go with the Hindn had
he known that Ben Johnson was to be
one of the gang. The situation was a
bad one for all four of us, but the only
way left us was to put on a bold face
and make the best of it. Ben Johnson
was perhaps the most desperate man in
the lot, but the gang ns » whole was
one of the worst ever embarked. When
they had been divided and caged, the
officer of the guard felt it his duty to

I have handled at Jeast 50 gangs of
convicts in my time, and [ tell you that
no ship ever bad a worse one under
hatehes, There are plenty of men afloat
and shore who are willing to bet two to
oue that you never get ns far as the

“You here, Ralph Tompkins!
cape of Good Hope. You must watch
these fellows day and night. If yon get
careless for a day, they'll capture the
ship and cut the throats of officers, pas-
sengers and crew at the first rush,*

We had a sailing crew of 14 men.
Each bad signed for the round trip and
knew what the cargo would be, and yet
when they saw what a villainons gang
had come aboard at least half the sailors
would have deserted if there had been
opportunity. If there was one single
person above decks who was satisfied
with the situation, he must bhave kept
his thoughts to himself. We were off,
however, and it was useless to growl or
lament. Just as the towboat had got
our cable a wherry dropped alongside,
and a letter was handed up for the cap-
tain. It was badly written and spelled,
and ita contents were another dose for
us, It read:

“[ think it my duty as an honest man

the captain, who had pretty thoroughly

himself as to matters aboard of &
convict ship while we were fitting out.
“I'm a good mind to cast off, come to
anchor and demand that he be replaced
by an old haod.'’

I protested against such & step, argu-
ing that the authoritics knew their busi-
ness and must bave confidence in the
man they had put aboard; but, to tell
you the truth, I bad little faith in my
own words. Supper was the first meal
to be served to the convicts. We bhad a
double galley on deck, with two cooks,
and the convicts were to be supplied
with gbvernment provisions. It was for
the doctor to see that things were prop-
erly cooked, to set the hours for the
meals and to take general charge of the
P-mi-imc while on deck. The cages, as

have told you, were built one in rear
of the other, beginning at the fo'castle
balkhead., The gangs of convicts were
numbered 1, 2 and 3, and cach had its
captain or boss. Every man was sup-
plicd with a tin *plate and cup. The
first gang to come up was No. 1. A lad-
der which was kept on deck when not
in nse was let down through the fore-
batch into a space between tifh first two
cages. Two men stood there with mus-
kets, and the doctor unlocked the door
and called to the men to come out in
line, headed by their captain. As they
passed up they morched to the galley,
placed cop and plate on a shelf outside
of a sliding window, and the cook gave
them their food and drink. Then the
line marched around the galley and de-
soended to its eage to eat the L 4!
Thus only one gang was on deck
time.

I am telling yon how things went
with a doctor who knew his busincss
and how they did go with us after a
time, but that first meal settled all
doubts us to what sort of a man our doc-
tor was. He had to call upon the cap-
tain to post him, and when he learned
that he must go down and unlock the
iron doors it was plain to see that he
had no more nerve than a woman, I
very much doubt if he would have put
foot on the ladder if the second mate
badn’t shown him the way and the eap-
tain given him a hard rab about his
cowardice. As I told yoa, we had seven
regular gnards. Had the doctor been
the right sort of a man this force woald
have been sufficient.  Knowing that the
convicts would size him up for a cow-
ard, the captain ordered twoof the crew
below with the goards and armed two
more for the deck.

Things passed off all right, =o far as
having the convicts up and down again,
but such of us as were closely watching
the fellows made sure that they had tak-
en the doctor's dimensions. [ looked
every one of the 60 full in the face, and,
though 1 laid no elaim to being a physi-
oguomist, I decided for myself that we
might as well have had 680 red handed
pirates aboard. The idea of a boy at-
tempting to govern such a gang would
have brought a smile had I been ashore
and clear of consequences.

The passcngers had a table to them-
selves, while the three officers of the
ship and the doctor ate at a smaller
one, We did not have our sapper until
after the convicts had been served.
Captain Clark was not a man to minee
words with any man living, though he
wad neither brutal nor Jackiug in good
manners, He had seen enough to war-
rant him in opening the subject with
the doctor, and they were scarcely seat-
ed at the table when he led off with:

““Now, then, I suppose this is your
first voyuge ns a doctor?"’

“Yes, wir."’

**And I suppose yon have had no ex-
perience  whatever  with convicts
ashore?"

“'Not the slightest. "'

“And yet you are gxpected to have
the government of t0 as desperate vil-
lains as ever wore chains—see through
all their schemes and plans, thwart any
attempt at mutiny, find work for them
every day for four or five months, pan-
ish the refractory, look out for sickness
and land the gang safe at Botany Bay.''

“Why, I didn't know that all that
was expected of me!"" exclaimed the
young man in tones of surprise and
fright. *‘I didn't know that I would
ever come in contact with a conviet ex-
cept he needed medical services, "'

“I believe your name is Haxton?®'
coldly queried the captain.

“Yes, sir—Colchester Haxton. "'

*“Well, Mr. Haxton, you are not only
the biggest fool it has been my misfor-
tune to encounter, but whoever helped
you to this appointment ought to be
down smong the convicts. I shall come
to anchor and refuse to sail until yon
are replaced by a man of experience, "’

*‘Bat, sir, my appointment was regu-
larly made after passing the examina-
tion, and I have behind me such men as
the Hon. James Bolingbroke, the Hon.
George Furleigh, the Hon, '"—

‘“‘Blast your honorables!"" interrupted
the captain. ‘*The question is, Are you
fit or unfit? If unfit, and everything thus
far points that way, then it's my duty
to my ship and passengers to come to
anchor at once and enter complaint. '

The captain was sc savage that Mr.
Haxton left the table and sought his
stateroom just as I came down. The
jdea waa to come to anchor at once, but
when I had put the other side of the
case to the eaptain it was all aAbandoned.
Though I was in a sense to blame for
all the misfortunes which thereafter oc-
ourred, I argued with the captain for
what I believed to be the best interests
of all conoerned. If we came to anchor
and raised a row, it wonld get into the
pewspapers. The men who had secured
the appointment for the doctor were
people of great influence. In defending
themselves they would attack us, and
nstead of our dootor being replaced our
profitable charter- would doubtless be
oanceled, and we would be put to a con-
siderable loss. We could only sy of the

——
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s responxible position, it is just possi-
ble that you may turn out all right. I
have decided to continue the voyage,
and if yon bestir yourself and take hold
with spirit I am bound to give you all
assistance asked for.”'

Haxton's mind was greatly relieved,
and he at onco set about it to post him-
self ns to what his duties were. Things
looked much brighter after that talk,
though it did not banish our double
and fears. Next day, when we were
fairly at sea, Dr. Haxton appointed oap-
tains for the gangs, began to plan work
for them en voyage and bustle about in
such a business way that he made »
more favorable impression on erew and
passengers. My curioeity as to what the
convicts thought of him was soon satis-
fll, The bo'sun, whose pame was
Smith, was one of the crew snt below
with the guards at noontime of our seo-
ond day out. He overheard enough to
convines bim that the conviets had
miged the dootor up for a “'soft mark,'
and that they were counting on having
an easy time during the voyage. One
could find proof in their demeancr as
they came on deck. Each man bad an
impudent, deflant swagger as bo walked,
and cach seemed anxious to be guilty of
some infraction of discipline. I bad my
eye out for Ben Jobnson, and at the end
of a couple of days I picked him for s
ringleader, The deference shown him
by the oth.er convicts satisfied me that
he had peen selected as the ruler over
all. Each captain of a gang had been
solected by the doctor becanse of his

.1 short term and his demeanor as a steady

man, but the convicts had elected Ben
Johnson to rule them because of his
being the most fearless and desperate
character among them.,

It was the rule of all convict ships
that the men should be employed dur-
ing the voyage, It wasn't for the cap-
tain to say what they should do, but
the matter was left entirely in the
hands of the doctor., Dr. Haxton
was not even posted as to this rule, but
when the captain ealled his attention
to it he went below to consalt the con-
viets as to their avocations. A few of
them had given these when convieted,
and they were so marked on the list
furnished by the prison authorities, but
the greater number had claimed to bave
no trade whatever. The doctor could not
fail to sco the contempt in which he
was held when he ealled the roll of dif-
ferent gangs and demanded individual
occupations.

The doctor was in de-
spair when he returned and reported to
the captain, and the latter threatened
to transfer him to the first homeward
bound ship we met. There were valid
objections to such a course, however.
At the risk of being thought tedioas, I
will explain to you that anything out
of the routine would cancel both the
charter and insurance. The charter
stated that a doctor employed by the
government was to have charge of the
gonvicts, The insurance policy provided
for the same thing. To force the doctor
out of the ship would have mixed up
affairs in a bad way even had we safely
landed every conviet st Botany Bay.
No, we couldn't do that, but we could
make him sign & paper confessing his
incompetency and asking our aid and
advice, and thet was the course pursaed.
If everything went woll, the paper
would not be used against him. If we
bad trouble, it would be brought for-
ward to protect our interests.

As soon as the document was signed,
sealed and delivered Captain Clark be-
gan to look after the convicts, He had
them on deck, opne by one, and as they
stood before him he gaid to each in turn :
““Now, then, what do you wish to
%urn your hand to? We shall have tailor-
ing, shoemaking, cutting, knitting, car-
pentering, blacksmithing and sail mend-

The first man impudently replied
that he would prefer to drive an omni-
bus, but he was off for the “*brig,”’ or
dark hole, before he had finished the
sentence, The second was sent to keep
him company, while the third, who re-
plied that he wonld like to sail the Hin-
du out and back, was tied up to the
gratings and given ten lashes on his
bare back. The remainder of the gang
made the discovery that Captain Clark
was » man who would stand no nom-
sense, aud cach made his choice of oo-
cupation. The government gent cloth
and leather with each ship to be worked
up, and the carpenter work, black-
smithing, ete., were for the benefis of
the craft herself.

DINNER INVITATIONS.

The Invitation to a dinner should be
issued far enough in advance of the date
selected to give all parties the oppor
tunity for mlhf ample ts—
the time depending somewhat upon the
importance of the event. 1f the gather-
ing is to be a large and ceremonious ope,
not less than two weeks’ notice should
be given, and three or even four weeks
is not too much. This ia likely to anti-
cipate other ts, while it gives
ample time for any preparations which
may be necessary. For small
informal dioners from five to ten
days’ notlce is considered sufficient.
nted cards may be used, on which are
left blanks for the names of the host,
hostess and guests; date, address, and
hour. These cards, asa rule, are only
dsed when the dinner Is one of cere-
mony. lovitations to small dinner par-
tles are generally written, and the
friendliness of thelr exprou'!on is lo ln-
verse ratio to the formality of the enter-
taloment. They are in all cases written
in the third person. In any case, wheth-
er friendly or formal, the lnvitation
should be answered within twenty-four
hours after its receipt.

Dinners are unlike any other form of
entertainment, in that it is of prime im-
portance to have just the right number
of guests, and to have them selected
with discretion. For this reason it Is
important that the hostess should have
time to select others to take the places
intended for any who may be unable to
aceept.

While the invitations are issued in the
jolot names of host and hostess, the lat-
ter writes the note, provided the lnvita-
tion is a writien one, and the answer |s
addressed to her, though the host's name
must be mentioned in accepting or de-
cliniog. The invitation may be sent by
post, or by the hand of a servant.

ATTEXDING A DINNER.

Haviog accepred the invitation, be
punctual at the hour named, and never
under any circumstances, if it can possi-
bly be avoided, arrive more than five or
ten minutes behind the hour indicated io
the invitation. Nothiog is so exasperat-
ing to an assembled company as to be
kept waitiog for some delinquent. As
soon as all the members of the party
have assembled the way Is led to the
dining room, and It I3 a question to be
decided by the host whether and to what
limit there may be a wait for one who s
tardy.

The hostess gives the signal for leav-
ing the drawing room, when each gen-
tleman will escort the lady to whom he
bas been assigned, either by host or
hostess. He may offer to her whichever
arm will make the position of the lady
most convenlent, having reference to the
arrangement of the apartment,  If stairs
are to be descended, it Is better that, in
case the two cannot copveniently go side
by side, the gentleman should go a step
or two in advance, as it puts him ina
wer{‘;whrd position to follow her—es-
peclally shouid she wear a trailing dress.

IN THE DINING ROOM.

On reaching the dining room, the lady
should enter first; the escort should see
her comfortably seated, and himself re-
main standing till all the ladies of the
party have been seated. The host stands
until all of his guests are seated. In this
matter of being seated it s in order to
give a word of cautlon in regard to the
distance from the table at which the
chair should be placed. Very many per-
sons make the mistake of sitting too far
from the board, and find their position
decidedly awkward, though perhaps
they cannoot tell just why: ‘ME their
chair is frequently in the way of serv-
ants or others who have occasion behind
them. Ouae should sit close to the table,
and sit erect.

SOME BITS OF DINNER ETIQUETTE.

It is scarcely necessary to go over the
stereotvped list of prohibited actions;
yet there are some few violations of
good manners that may be specified,
since their occurrence is so common a
matter. In the first place, previous to
being served, and in the walts between
courses, one should sit entirely at ease,
not playing with napkin, watch charm,
or any of the table fittings or utensils.
It conversation is In progress, good
breeding is best served by an loterested
attitude, but not by & strained attention
as though fearful of missing a word.
Unless the conversation is strictly a
dialogue, uny one may join, but should
do so without an appearance of egotizm.
If there is an awkward silence, & casual,
pleasant remark upon some topic of
common Interest may often serve to
break the ice.

As 00D as & Yemn is served with any
course, he should devote his attention to
the food placed before him, but above
all should avoid the appearance of
ravenous haste—no matter what may be
the condition of his appetite. It is not
required that any plate to which one has
been belped should be sent to another,
It is the privilege of the host or hostess
to choose the portions which are to be
given to each guest, and the servant is
employed for the delivery of the viands
according to their judgment and wishes.
Of course these rules do not apply to
those extremely Informal occaslons
where all present are exrected inalar
degree to help themselves, for byt
same rule that one looks out for his own
interests, or would save pains on the
part of his entertainers, he would
prove mindful of the comfort and con-
:;nience of all with whom he was asso-

THE KNIPE, FORK AND SPOON.

The proper use of the knife, fork and
spoou Is a matter still receiving much
discussion. As to the article which the
guest is expected to use, that will usual-
ly be sufficiently-indicated by the hostess
in supplyiog ests, but thereis a
safe old rule, which may be followed on
any occasion: If In doubt, delay fora
little if necessary, and follow the ex-
ample of a trustworthy neighbor. It
may be suggested, however, that there
Is one extrnngnce in the use of a fork
which should be frowned down, whether
fashion decrees it or not; that very use-
ful implement was not for cat-

ting purposes, and to use it for tearin
apart fibres which should be divided by
a knife is a decided misuse.

LEARN TO SAY NO.
In a course dinner, no one is

to be helped a second time to any course,
though from courtesy the request to
a second belping may be made. It
should be ref with thanks, no mat-
ter how fond the guest may be of that
rticular delicacy. To accept a second
ping would doubtless the entire

company mnnﬁm it was finished.
On those occasions where it Is proper
a second portion, the knife or
uld not be left on the plate
