for growing all the grain practicable the
&mnt year, it follows wow to re
r the corn crop. Considered in all its
bearings there Is no one crop so impor-
tant to the dairyman, or to any stock
grower as well, as is this one of corn.
Rightly managed it s both fodder and
rain. With pln:{!of this crop on hand
re i but little other graio feed
called for in order for the cows to do
good work. The aceepted kind of corn
to plant is that which will mature &
good growth of ears ss well as stalk.
Whether this be fed all together o the
form of ensilage or lo drv form with the
ears ground it will supply sll the ma-
terial, both grain and fodder, the earbo-
hydrste side of the ration calls for.
Hence, only protein material is needed
to go with it.  This is easily supplied
from the oats and peas grown on the
tarm. Even oats alone fed with the corn
will give excellent results though the
ration would not be quite scientifically
balanced. Such a grain ration, though,
would all come from the farm and would
leave the farmer's pockethook well bal-
Iasted though the ration be slightly one-
sided. If it were necessary to go into
the market for protein material s small
quantity ounly of bran, cottonseed or
gluten would flll the bill, and at small
cost. With plenty of corn, therefore,
and the acres of grain that mav easlly go
with it, sany dairyman mav, it he will,
feed his herd substantially from his own
farm. Thils course is entirely feasible if
one wili go to work to that end: Farm-
ers have too much got 1o the way of de-
pending upon the market for their
needed grain supply. They are not re-
stricted in lsnd, and both the fodder and
grain can be produced on their farms
just x5 well a8 now only the fodder, and
velther will displace the other.

POTATO DIFFICULTIES.
“It is becoming more and more dif-
cult to raise good potatoes,” says s
correspondent of the Country Gentle
msn. It is hardly too much to say
that no really fine potatoes can be ob-
tajped In our markets at presenl at

To meet these conditions it has been
neceasary to keep what has been termed
the ‘‘general purpose cow,” an animal of
form and medium size that wili
produce s calf that will be a good beet
steer or sxlable heifer, and that will give
at least 6,000 poands of 4 per cent milk
in a year, and make a good plece of beef
when her best years of usefulpess have
passed. The special purpose breeder
will call such an animal a *‘serub cow,™
and her owner is likely to be termed a
“serub farmer.”

Sometimes it has taken no small
amount of moral courage for & man to
refuse to invest in fancy bred Jersey
stock, and to continge to keep his general
purpose stock. But these furmers have
more courage than a few years ago
People are beginning to realize that the
genera] purpose cow, like the geperal
urpose horse, has had and will have a
egitimate place on many farms, and
they are not ‘“‘scrub stock™ either. In
many lostances these cattle have been
bred with as much care as has been be-
stowed upon the saverage herd of Jer-
seys, and with gratifying results to the
owners. Some farmers prefer thé Short-
horn cross for this kind of breeding,
others prefer the solld color Devon type,
while others are partial to the Holstelos.
At a farmers’ institute io a certain town
in this state, where Jersey cows largely
predominate, it was stated during the
discussion that the herd of cows which
gave the owner the largest returns
cow from the creamery were grade Hol-
ateine, whose average amount of butter
fat was less than that of any other herd.
But no figures were obtalnable to show
the relative cost of the feed of the differ-
ent herds.

The special purpose cow ls for the man
whose sole ohject in keeplog cows is to
make butter, whether it be from one cow
or from fifty or more, and there are most
excellent reasons why a certaln type of
cows should be kept for this purpose.
Other conditions prevall on other farms,
and the general purpose cow will meet
these conditions better than any other
animal.

Most crities In this direction make no
distinction between the real general pur-
pose cow that has been carefully bred,
and the haphazard bred serub stock that
is found in the yards of too many farm-
ers at the preseot time. There is, how-
ever, s wide distinction between these
two classes of eattle, and while the scrub
cow has no legitimate place on any farm,
on many farms the genersl purpose cow
fi!ls the bill better than apy other anl-
msl.—Alphs Messer, Lecturer National

lmper:ncn legislation and reform move-

In view of these and other facts showing
unquestioned progress, she felt that in
spite of all seemingly adverse conditions,
temperance workers should feel that
they have many encouragements.

Miss Dow presented a resolution pre-

until the opinion of the attornéy-general
shall be fully tested in the courts. In
presenting this resolution Miss Dow ex-
pialoed the circumstances, reading the
antl-canteen section of the law as passed
by congress, and stating thst this law
had been practieally nullifled by s pecu-
lisr opinion repdered by the ul.l.ornef-
general. This opinion seemed to be in
substance, that If sobody could sell
liquor, somebody eould. After some
vigorous remarks by seversl present in
support of the resolution, it was passed
by a unanimous risiog vote. Miss Dow
urged that the local unions and churches
should pass s similar resolution, and let
the president know the sentiment of the
people.

CHARLES E. LITTLEFIELD.

BEIEF SKETCH OF THE LIFE OF OUR NEXT
CUNGRESSMAN.

Charles E. Littlefield was born io
Lebanon, York County, on Jupe 21, 1851,
the son of Rev. W. H. snd Mary (Ste
vens) Littlefield, his ancestors belng York
County people. Rev. Mr. Littlefield was

r of the Free Baptist church in
mon st the time of Charles’ birth, but
when the latter was ope year old the
family moved to Rockland, where for
six years the father preached at the Free
Baptist church on Camden Street, while
the son became initisted into the per-
plexities and fascinations of juvenile

school life.
of 16 Mr. Littlefield stood

six feet n:'t:um. with & slender though
powerful frame, and st the carpenter’s
bench did s man’s work st a bov’s pay.
At 15 he had charge of & crew of 20 men,
and with wages averaging #4 s day, he
worked tor five years layving by s
pest egg which stood him in good stead
when he went to Rockland in 1574 to
study law.

From Rocklsnd the family moved to
Foxcroft, Mr. Littlefield preaching in
Dover, while Charles sitended Foxcroft
Academy. They resided there four

rs after which Rev. Mr. Littledeld

Jd successive charges of four years
each st Vinalhaven snd Weeks' Mills,
Chins. In the latter town young Lit-
tieield completed his public school edu-
cation—the same town curiously enough.
where Congressman Dingley had taught
school seversl years before. A. I
Brown, who has recently been appointed

tmaster of Belfust to succeed the late
E)r.. Kilgore, was principal of the Weeks’
Mills High School at the time young Lit-
tlefield atrended It.

The young man's school life was un-
eventful. He was devoted to his studies
and made progress in them which was
extremely satisfactory to the principal
and assistants. In sddition to the regu-
lar course, which most high school pupllz
copsider sufficient, the young man was
obliged by his father to undertake other
acd deeper studies, s wise precaution on
the part of the parent which is now duly
appreciated by the subject of this sketch

Littlefield tamilv left Weeks' Mills
when Charles was 18 and returned to
Vinalhaves where Mr. Littlefield has
since resided. although he retired from
the pulpit some years ago. The granite
industry of Vinalhaven was then at its
height.” Construction stone was belng
furpished for the war .and pavy depart-
ments. Mr. Littlefield, the subject of
this sketch, worked here until 1574 as
boss of & crew, and in that yesr entered
the study of law with Rice & Hall, be-
ing admitted to the bar in Koox County
in 1878. He at once entered practice
with Gen. J. P. Cilley, retiring from his
partnership to practice slone until the
entrance of his brother, Arthur S. Little-
deid, to the firm.

Mr. Littlefleld’s career at the bar has
been very successful. He tried maoy
important cases sod became noted for
his skill and eloquence.

In 1885 he was nomioated for repre-
sentative to the Legislature and was
elected. serving on the judiciary com-
mittee. It was while acting in this ca-
pacity that his efforts obtained a charter
for the water company, which now sup-
plies that section of Knox County. _

He was re-elected to the House in 1387
and was chosen Spesker of that body by
scclamation. A unanimous nomination
at that time was an especial honor and
reflected credit upon the popularity and
ability of the idate. Mr. Littlefield’s
splendid record as Speaker is a matter
of history. It laid the foundation of his
election as attorney-general two years
later snd it made the name of Littlefield
a household term in Maine political cir-
cles from that time.

Antldoie Against Stings.

Accordiug to Dr. Friedlander of
Wieshaden, electricity is an antidote
agninst stings of insects  His plan in
aych cuses is to apply a constant cnr

rent and to place a negative cathode on
the spot stung by the iusect. Galvani-
gation prodnces a rather strong sensa
tion of burning, but at the same time
the pain {rom the sting disappears, and
if the eleetricity is applied very soon
after the wonnd bas been inflicted there
is little or no swelling. The cnrrent,
however, does excellent service even if
it be not applied nntil after some time
has elapsed, for it removes the pain and
also qnickly reduces the swelling. The
supposition is thet the poi-on whica
the insect has injected through the skio
ie neutralized and rendered innocuous
w the corrent.

Dr. Friedlander bas repeatedly miade
experiments of this kind on persons
who have been stung by bees and wasps
and bas invariably found them success-
ful. He paturally believes that a shw-
ilar result would be obtained in the
cases of persons stung by other insecta

Speechlcss Wilth Rage.

“Strong emotion,”’ says Darwin, “in-
terrupts the steady flow of merve force
to the musgles.’" This prevents the
proper working of those muscles which
are used in speaking; bence the stum-
bling and incoherence of the speech.
“The voice sticks in the throat,’’ to use
the words of Virgil In some cuses
speech is for u short time impossible, as
is seen where a person is said to be
*'spevehless with rage.'' The bhoarseness
of the voice is due partly to the fact
that passion causes am overaction of
all the organs, partly by the fact that
for generations barsh and fierce sonnds
have been made nse of to terrify oppe-
nents in qnarrels, and so bave come to
be associated instinctively with anger.
Possibly the fact also bas its influence
that the utterance of sounds such as
those referfed to is in some way cr the
other a relief to the feelings.

Heat one pint of water in a n;
when boiling stir quickly ioto It two
tablespoounfuls of corpstarch mixed to a
paste with a little cold water.

Add one-eighth
of a teaspoonful of salt and one-halt.of &
cupful of sugar, stir until the latter ls
dissolved and take from the fire. Add
the juice and pulp of ope large lemon.

Serve cold with cream and sugsr,

EGG MUFFINS.
Separate the yolks and whites of three
eggs and beat until light. To the yolks
add one pint of milk. Mixio a bowl
three capfuls of flour, one-balf of a tea-
apeonful of salt and one teaspoonful of
sugar; add gradually the milk and eggs
and beat untll smooth. Add one table-
spoonful of butter, melted, snd beat
agaln; add the whites of the eggs whip-
ped to a stiffdry froth and two thaspoon-
fuls of baking powder; mix carefully
and quickly, fill greased muffin-pans
two-thirds full ana bake twenty-five
minutes in a quick oven.

FLAIN FRITTERS.

Beat together three eggs untll light.
Add to them one cupful of milk, one-half
of a teaspoonful of salt, one tesspoontul
of sugar, two teaspoonfuls of baking
powder and suflicient sifted flour to mix
to s drop batter. Have ready s kettle
partly filled with smoking bot fat; drop
into it & few spoonfuls of the batter and
as they rise turn them that they may
brown evenly. As soon as well swollen
and brown take out with a skimmer and
drain on soft paper.

CORN FRITTERS.

Beat together two eggs until light.
Add ope cupful of milk, one-half of a
teaspoonful of salt, one-quarter of s tea-
apoonful of pepper and one can of corn
chopped five. Stir in sufficient sifted
flour to make a drop batter, one Lable-
spoonful of melted butter snd one beap-
ing tesspoontul of bakiog powder. Drop
by spoonfuls into smoking hot fsat and
fry as directed for plain fristers or saute
in a little fat in s pan.

FRUIT FRITTERS.
Beat together the yolks of two eggs,
add one-halt of a cupful of cold water,
and one cupful of sifted flour and beat
until smooth. Add one tablespoontul of
melted butter or olive oll and one-half of
a teaspoonful of salt and beat agsin.
Cut in lightly the stifly whipped whites
of the eggs and set aside io a cold place
tor & couple of hours. Drop lnto this
batter slicea of apple, bapana or any
whole or cut frult, turn each plece until
completely coated and drop into smoking
hot fst, cooking as directed for plain
fritters. Drain on paper and serve at
once with or without sauce.

KUCHEN.

Onpe-half of a pound of sugar, one-
quarter of & pound of butter, one piot o
molasses, one-eighth of a teaspoonful of
salt, two tesspoonfuls of baking sods
dissolved in s little boiling water, one
scant tablespoontul of any mixed ground
spices preferred, flour to make » stiff
dough. Mix thoroughiy together, cover
and set aside for two or three hours, then
roll out, cut into caked and bake loa
moderate oven. If desired they may be
glazed with & water leing.

FRENCH TEA CREAM.

Scald one quart of cream, take from
the fire, add one tablespoontul of any
preferred kind of tea, stir for an Instant,
cover closely for six minutes, then strain.
Return to the fire in s double boller with
five eggs and five tablespoonfula of
sugar beaten together and added to It,
snd etir untll as thick as custard. Take
from the fire, add one box of gelatine
which has been soaked in one cupful of
cold water and stir untill dissolved.
Strain into a wetted mold aond set away
until firm. Serve with whipped cream.

CHOCOLATE CREAM,

Grate and melt over hot water four
ounces of bitter chocolste, add to It
three-gquarters of a cupful of sugur, and
when dissolved one guart of scalded
cream. BStir for five mioutes over the
fire, then set aside untll cold. Add
elght well beaten eggs and one Leaspoon-
ful of vanills, pour into s buttered mold,
set in & pau of hot water, cover and cook
slowly over the fire until a skewer or
knife blade will come out clean; this
will take about an hour. Set aside until
very cold, turn out carefully and garnish
with cream sweetened, flavored and

whipped.

A SIMPLE CREAM WHIP.
Whip one pint of thick cream toa

solid troth. Cut into It very caretally
three tableapoonfuls of apricot or other
marmalude; spread It io layers in a glass
dish with macaroons dipped in fruit juice
or syrup between each layer. Garnish
with & few bits of candled or preserved
fruit and serve at once.

Scald onpe pint of milk in a double

Each morning for more than thirty
years revellle has sounded shrilly over
the parade ground of the Forgotten
Army.

To the army call the 6,000 soldiers an-
swer, put on their uniforms—except
here and there a mun taken care of later
by the dead squad—and hurry to bresk-
fast In the mess halls. There is always
a hurry at breakfsst, for the stern busl-
ness of the day lles before, and who knows
what may depend on a soldier’s :relnpl-
ness?

Here and there lo the oak woods be-
hind the officers’ quarters a soldler lies
asleep on the grass. His nose is barled
iu the clover, which s sweet with memo-
ries of the old farm and of the girl he
kissed good-by the day after Sumter
was fired on.

S0 the Forgotten Army fights its way
through to the dinner hour, and then, re-
freshed, takes up fo Its upequal
struggle. Its enemy is armed only with
a scythe and an hour glass, but victory
for its soldiers lies nowhere this side the
grave.

In the evening, when cool shadows be-
gln to fall over the great camp, young
men and women come out from the town
to show the army that it is not altogether
lm;fotun. A young girl In white looks
curiously yet with a touch of softness in
her face st & gray-haired warrlor, who
leans upon a crutch.

Day, do all the soldiers of tbe Forgotten
Army come together for review. This
side the day of resurrection there can be
no sight more pathetlc. Hardly a man
in the long broken ranks Is less than 60,
One out of every three Is crippled. Men
blind of sn eye, lsme men, men with
long, white patriarchal beards, meon
lesniog hard upon beavy canes, each
with a tioy flag In his button hole,
straighten up sod come to a pitiful at-
tention as the old order rattles down the
line.

Soldiers from the Rhine, who “‘fit mit
Sigel,” soldlers from Meagher's Irish
brigade, soldiers from the vineyards of
France, and tall Yankees from rocky
New Eongland farms touch elbows In the
ranks—akin in that they woré¢ and stili
wear, the blue, faded now snd stalned;

Within the mext twenty-five years the
last soldler of the Forgotten Army will
have surrended. But not one of them
will ever be really forgotten. Though
reveille calls them oo longer to fght the
old battles over and over again; though
the bagle sounding taps echoes through
a deserted camp, their place Is still se-
cure.

Your ship dances
up and down past tremendons, barren
bluffs so steep and awfol that yon
shndder and wonder what would be-
come of you if you were to fall down
there. Lines of white water tumble
down their sides a thonsand feet, send-
ing up showers of spray and disappear-
ing in the sea. Not a rowboat is along
the shore, not the white sail of a fisher-
man’s craft is visible on the face of the
blne water

Somewhere in the mountains or npon
the sea it is always raining here at this
time of year, and by sunlight or moon-
light there are perpetual gorgeons rain-
bows. So near you they are that it
seems, if you could just stepont a little
way, you could lay your hand upon the
pot of money they told ns when we
were children was buried at the end of
the rainbow. 1 remember starting in
pursuit of it once. The rainbows that
play over the black crater of Kilanea
are especially brilliant dazzling in
their vivid beanty.

Sugar plantations with millions in
them are pointed out to us as we skirt
the coast of Hawaii. They are back of
the voicanic bluffs. Here and there is a
tiny break in the blnffs and a fertile
patch of ground close by thesea. As we
enter the little harbor of Hilo, Cocuannt
island, covered with the trees that give
it its name, is pointed out tons I never
see a cocoannt tree that I do not think
of Mark Twain's description of it—*'a
feather duster struck by lightning. "’

We are rowed ashore at beantiful
Hilo, pearl upon the brow of Hawaii
Outside of Honolulu there is not o pier
or dock on the Hawaiian Islands at
which a steamer can land. The harbors
are shallow, the coast is rough and the
surf high. Steamers anchor half a mile
offshore, and freight and passengers are
transferred to and from them in row-
boats manned by finely built, brown
skinned natives. This adds to the pic-
turesqueness of travel in Hawaii.

Hilo is the largest town in Hawaii,
and, next to Honoluln, the largest upon
the islands. It contains between 8,000
and 4,000 inhabitants. It is a ministure
tropical paradise, with a bit of Punch
and Judy thrown in. The Punch and
Judy part is the half naked Japanese
babies that swarm and squeak and
tamble over one another in the streeta
For weary folk, like the rarmers wife
on her deathbed, so tired that they de-
sire only *‘‘just to do mothing for ever
and ever,'" the place is & heaven. It is
cooler there than at Honoluln, and there
are not 5o many mosquitoes. Neither is
there that too muchness of tree and
foliage which is a drawback to Hono-
Inlu. At Hilo you can see the stars at
night, and the streets are not overshad-
owed to the point of dense. damp dark-
ness.

Guavas, from which is
made the jelly we pay so mnch for at
home, gleam ripe and yellow along the
roadside  Here, too, are great quanti-
ties of wild raspberries of delicions fla-
vor and dazzling scarlet color, far too
pretty to eat We eat them all the
same, however. We stop at & Hawai-
Jan’'s honse and get an armful of oranges
for a quarter. He plocks them from
the tree for na, and they are ripe and
sweet .

We come at length to fields where the
forest has been cleared away and the
ground planted, orchard fashion. with
small trees that have notched green
leaves, stiff and shining, and pretty
crimson berries.  Are they Christmas
holly ¥ No, they are coffee trees, and we
have reached the altitnde of the great
Hawaiian coffee beit.

At length, as we rise, vegetation be-
comes scantier and scrubbier, and bare,
desolate spots appear  So lavish is na-
ture in some places and 80 stingy in
others. Upward still, and a motionless
lake of blackness bursts upoi our view
We are at the top of Kilauea
