Sweet Corn for Canneries. 

HOW TO Μ Λ Κ Κ IT A PROFITABLE CROI\ 

The raising of sweet corn fur the cau- 

uiug factory is no old an industry that 
nearly every farmer has become a past 
master at the business, or at least has 
Itis own ideas how to raise the best crop 
on his farm. Yet judgiug from t he 
questions I have received regarding the 
sweet corn crop on Morey Farm last 
year, since the article of Hon. Β. M 
Fernald appeared in the Farmer. 1 judge 
there are beginners at the business and 
perhaps others who are looking for bet- 
ter ineth-'ds. 

There are certain things that each 
farmer has to learn for himself, because 
farms vary in the elements of plaut food 
and in moisture, so what might be the 
best method on our farm might not 

prove at all satisfactory to some other 
farmer. The matter of deep or shallow 
plowing, plowing under dressing or har- 
rowing in after plowing, fall or spring 
plowing, etc.. depends so much on the 
farm and the season that it is impossible 
to lay down any rigid rule. If land is 
not too wet and has a hard subsoil to 

prevent leaching, I think it a good plan 
to plow under a moderate amount of 
dressing, then apply another coat on top 
md work iu with the harrow. 1 would 
not do this, however, if 1 were fall plow- 
ing. In such case it is better to plow, 
apply the dressing and work in with the 
harrow, or the ground may be plowed 
and the dressing spread on after the 
ground is frozen or even after snow has 
come. So much for the flexible rules. 

Now there art» a few iron rules that 
ought to be considered as such by every 
sweet corn grower. First, see that 
every foot of grouud is properly plowed; 
the old atlage of "haste makes waste," 
is especially true of the preparation of 
the land for a crop of corn. After plow- 
ing and applying your dressing harrow- 
it thoroughly, lengthways, croeswa\sand 
diagonally; then, for fear there is a spot 
not quite mellow enough, harrow again. 
The more it is harrowed the richer be- 
comes the sod. for it liberates so much 
more plant food from old Mother Earth 
who is rich iu these properties but stub- 
born in giving thetn up. The young 
corn roots, also, appreciate a mellow 
seed bed by pushing out rapidly in 
every direction. The time was when 
farmers harrowed simply to make it 
easier hoeing, but we have learned that 
that is the last argument to us for good 
harrowing. 

The land is now ready for the seed. 
He sure you know beforehand whether 
your seed is good. Much valuable time 
and money has beeu lost by planting 
poor seed. If you are sure of your seed 
and the weather is right much time can 
he saved in thinning the corn, if the 
plauter can be K(,verned to drop about 
the number of kernels you wish to grow. 
This, however, we tlnd hard to do and 
often have to put in more seed in some 
hills to get enough in others; for, of 1 

course, we want to be sure of a full ; 

stand. We have our rows three feet 
apart aud hills eighteen inches apart in i 

the row, and 1 believe three spears of 
corn to each hill sufficient. Too much · 

attention caunot be paid to this thin- 
ning. if it is corn and money you are ] 
after, ;is too thick a stand makes small, 
unsatisfactory ears. 

The next important thing is cultiva- I 

tion, ami it is perhaps the most impor- 
tant of all. 1 recently saw au article 
written by a friend of mine recornmeud- 
ing tin· use of the band hoe as a means ι 

«^cultivation. That is all ri^bt if un- 
friend is in love with the hoe. I am 

not. and if 1 should give a piece of corn 

anything like the amount of cultivation 
I think necessary with a hoe or even 

attempt to «ο over the piece with a 

hoe every time it was cultivated lam 
utraul the protlt on the com and my 
disposition would suffer alike. 

We go over the corn to thin it, that is 
all: the rest is done by the horses and 
teamsters. When the corn first pricks 
tlirough the grouud we go over it with 
the weeder. If free from stones aud 
stubbles we go over again a few days 
later. After that we put the two-horse I, 
cultivator into it. We use a Kraus I 
pivot-axle cultivator and with the 
shields we can cultivate close to small 
corn without covering it. I have nol, 
iuterest in selliug the Kraus cultivator, I 
but will say to my brother farmers right I 
here that it is the most perfect working I 
cultivator 1 have ever seen. I 

W e keep the cultivator running most I 
■ Ί the time until the corn in over a foot 
tall Lkt not ruu it deep but keep 2 or31| 
Inches of the top light aud mellow. I, 
I his acts as a mulch or blanket to draw I 
up moisture from below to the corn I 
roots for there is not half rain fall , 

«•nough in a season to furnish the corn I, 
plant what it has to have to drink. If Γ 
the cultivator is run too deep it will in-1 
jure the corn roots and hurt the crop. I ( 

At picking time employ careful pick-11 
er> who will not leave their wages be-1< 
bind them and do not let the factory | 
order in your corn until it is ready to j 
pick. It should be full aud plump and 11 
"f sufficient substance to show full l· 
plump kernels after an ear bas been 
boiled.

One inquirer asked if a profitable crop J 
of sweet corn could be raised on phot*-li 
phate alone. With good soil, good seed I, 
rind good cultivation, I would say yes, 11 
but of course to properly fertilize a piece j 
of land with commercial fertilizer re- 

quires quite an outlay in money and if I 
anything happens to the crop it leaves 
the farmer considerably out of pocket. 
We are using only about .it*) lbs. of 
chemicals of our own mixing per acre as I 
a starter and rely on our stable dressing 
to carry the crop to maturity.—Herbert 
M. Tucker in Maine Farmer. 

Mow to Unit Saddle Horses. 

Always select the gait you wish to go 
and make the horse take it; don't allow 
the horse to decide. Always go into the 
other gaits from the Hat foot walk. I 
Never let your horse rush away when I 
first mounted, but iustead start in a walk 
says the Horse Breeder. Do not keep I 
him constantly at one gait, but change I 
quite ofteu, otherwise he will soon be- 
come adapted to the one gait in which 
you ride, and practically lose the other 
gaits. 

For a trot slacken the reins a trifi··, 
and steadily take hold of the mane or ! 
touch the neck with the right hand, and 
at the same time rise slightly from the 
saddle, urging on the horse gently. If 
he makes a mistake, and mixes, pull 
him back to a walk at once, and repeat I 
the maneuver. For the canter, slacken 
the reins, incline your body forward 
raise your right hand as if to salute, aad 
clrck to the horse. When he starts take 
sufficient hold of the rein* to pull jn h in I 
nose and make hi.η arch his neck. 

Many highly trained horses will go 
into the canter at the mere inclination 
of the body. For the rack, or single 
foot, tighten the reins and give the bit 
a number of almost imperceptible jerks 
at the same time urge him on with voice 
or whip, as be requires. If you feel 
him falter, or as if he was going to 
change into another gait, slightly shake 
the bit and urge him on. It is well to 
remember that this last gait is the hard- 
est of all on the horse; for this reason 
lie should not ordinarily be asked to go 
at this gait for more than a mile without 
change. 

To sit down and bemoan one's con- 
dition because there are no blooded 
cows on the farm, is nonsense. 

The main tilled crop should be corn 
for ensilage, witb a générons supply for 
soiling during the summer. 

Weekly Crop Report. 

CORN PLANTING 8LOW—WHEAT CON- 

DITION PROMISING. 

Washington, May 2.—The Weather 
Bureau's weekly eummary of crop con- 

ditions is as follows: 
While the temperature conditions of 

the week ending May 1 were much more 

favorable than in the previous week, 
complaints of slow germination _ 

and 

growth are very general in Missouri and 
Red River of the North valleys, middle 
Rocky Mountain slope, lake region, and 
New England. In the Middle and South 
Atlantic and Gulf States and in the Ohio 

Valley very favorable temperatures pre- 
vailed, but the Central and West Gulf 
States and portions of the South Atlan- 
tic States and Ohio and Central Missis- 

sippi valleys suffered from excessive 
rains, hindering farming operations ma- 

terially. New England, North Dakota, 
Montana and Florida continue to need 
rain, but the portions of the lower 
Missouri and Ohio valleys needing moist- 
ure in the previous week received 
ample rainfall. Ou the Pacific Coast 
the week was too cool for favorable 
growth, with frequent frosts in Wash- 

ington. 
In most of the principal corn states 

corn planting has made slow progress, 
but extensive preparations for this work 
have been made, and, with favorable 
weather, much will be planted during 
the first week in May. Planting is 

generally finished in the southern por- 
tions of Kansas and Missouri. In the 
southern portion of the Middle Atlantic 
States planting has been actively carried 
on and has begun as far north as Penn- 

sylvania. 
Practically all reports indicate that 

winter wheat continues in unusually 
promising condition, the temperature of 
the past week having been more favor- 
ible for the advance of this crop 

l)ry weather has been unfavorable for 
the germination and growth of spring 
wheat in the Dakotas. The early sown 

in South Dakota, however, and in Min- 
nesota is doing well. The outlook for 

«pting wheat in Iowa, Oregon and 
Washington is very promising. 

The general outlook for oats continues 
favorable in the most important oat 
<Ute«. In Kausas and Nebraska the 
:rop is recovering from the effects of 

previous cold. In the Dakotas and por- 
tons of the lake region germination has 
aot been satisfactory. Seeding is well 
idvanced in the more northerly sections 
>f the central part of the country, and 
tias begun in the northern part of the 
Middle Atlantic States. 

Over the eastern portion of the cotton 
jelt the weather conditions have been 
favorable for cotton planting, which is 
tearing completion In the more souther- 
y districts, good stands being generally 
ndicated. In the Central and Western 
listricts planting is much delayed, lees 
han half of the area having been plant- 
id in Louisiana and Oklahoma and In- 
lian Territories, only about one-half in 
Northern Mississippi and very little in 
Vrkansas, practically none being up in 
;he last mentioned state. 

In northern, central and eastern coun- 

ies of Texas much of the cotton area 
'emains implanted, and much cotton 
and in both Texas and Louisiana has 
>een badly washed out by rains, and ex- 

ensive replanting will be necessary. 
)ver the southwestern part of the ootton 
i*-ea in Texas cotton is generally doing 
well, and chopping and cultivation are 

η progress. 
Transplanting tobacco is nearly finieh- 

>d in South Carolina and has begun in 
s'orth Carolina. Plants are generally 
)lentiful, but are backward in Ohio, 
ind are being damaged somewhat by in- 
iects in Kentucky, where preparations 
or planting are m progress. 

While the reporte respecting fruit are 
nore favorable, they indicate that 
teaches have been extensively killed, 
ilthough an excellent crop is promised 
η Southern Georgia, and in a few other 
lections the outlook for peaches is some- 

what improved. 
Winter Butter and its High Price. 

Winter butter making in warm Maine 
jams has received special encourage- 
nent from the ruling high price it has 
:ommanded the past winter, and which 
:o the surprise of producer as well as 

iealer it still holds with only slightly 
reduced measure up to this mid-spring 
:ime. Since the perfection of the cold 
itorage system in these later years, by 
which the choice grass butter of the 

>:iry summer is now held in the freezers 
ind carried forward, almost without 
narring the gilt edge of its perfection, 
;o the shortage of winter and the early 
•pring, the premium to the maker of 
lutter in winter has been small and un- 

emunerative. Meanwhile to add to this 
evelling down of the price of winter 
jutter on account of the held summer 

nake, the ruling high cost of the grain 
reed which must be liberally fed in win- 
«r dairying has for several winters 
:rowded the profite of winter butter 
naking to a narrow margin. As a con- 

tinence many dairymen who have been 
'unning cows fresh in winter discontinu- 
κΐ the practice. Just to what extent 
bis change has reduced the measure of 
winter made butter, of course no one 
:an tell. Certain it is, however, the 
resh make has been unusually and 
lurprisingly short for several months 
iast. This has been sufficient reason 

ο account for the higher prices which 
lave characterized the passing season. 

Vhether present conditions will be re- 
>eated another winter cannot be de- 
trained in advance, though it is well 
mown that any marked change iu this 
>usiness cannot bo brought about sud- 
ienly. Time is required. It is even 
low too late to effect any marked obange 
η the number of fresh cows for next 
winter's supply of fresh make of butter. 
-Maine Farmer. 

Salt for Sheep. 
After all the emphasis that has been 

put upon the importance of supplying 
plenty of salt to the sheep flock, some 

i-ckraasters still fail to appreciate its 
ralue, says Leo C. Reynolds in Michigan 
Farmer. Just yesterday a man asked 
rne the question, "what do you think is 
Che cause of my lambs coming weak? I 
have been giving them the best of atten- 
tion, feeding plenty of bright clover hay 
ind oats ami middlings for grain, yet 
my lambs at birth are weak and puny.'1 
"Have you salted your flock regularly?" 
I inquired. "Well, pretty regularly, 
possibly three or four times since fall," 
was the reply. The trouble in this case 

uiswers itself. There is no use talking, 
«alt is an absolute essential in the suc- 

cessful rearing of lambs and the quicker 
we flockmasters fully comprehend this 
Fact the better it will be for our pocket- 
book. The lack of salt is not always to 

blame but when other things have been 
properly looked after and this one 

neglected it is a pretty good evidence. 
If you want healthy, vigorous lambs 
Jon't fail to salt the flock regularly. 

When the farmer reaches a condition 
of financial independence the tendency 
is that he turns h'«s face from all that 
has given him wealth and standing and 
moves to the city. When the business 
man of the city acquires independence 
he resorts to the country for a life of 
comfort and pleasure.—Mai ie Farmer. 

It is impossible to tell what ptr cent 
of fat the milk from a cow contains 
without testing it. The value of the 
cow depends on the amount of butter- 
fat she produces. The milk can be 
weighed, but the butterfat cannot be 
weighed ; it must be determined by test- 
ing, and so why not test and know if 
the cow is paying for herself?

Ida M. Tarbell. 
Few women have ever attained such 

authority and eminence in letters as Miss 
Tarbell, whose history of the Standard 
Oil Company, after running about two 

years in M cC lu re's Magazine, has been 
published in revised form by McClure 
Phillips. She has to her credit three 
important historical volumes besides the 
one mentioned—a life of Lincoln, a life 
of Napoleon, and a life of Madame Ro- 
land. Her opinion carries, probably 
more weight, because of her reputation 
for temperance and solid acquirements, 
than that of any American woman to- 

day, yet having accomplished all this 
Miss Tarbell is still a very young woman. 
She took up the writing of history as a 

specialty, after serving for some time as 

the editor of the Chautauquan to which 
she weut after two years of teaching 
which followed her graduation from 
Alleghany College. She began her 
studies in Paris, all the time working 
with her pen to support herself, and 
contributing to the leading American 
monthlies. The history of Napoleon, 
which she undertook first for McClure's 
Magazine, was the most important 
magazine feature ever brought out up 
to that time, and did much to insure the 
success of the newly founded magazine. 
It was followed later by a life of Lin- 
coln, which had an even more extraordi- 
nary popularity. Then, at MissTarbell's 
suggestion that McClure's Magazine 
should treat the trust question concrete- 

ly by choosing a definite industry as an 

example "The History of the Standard 
Oil Company" was begun. Miss Tarbell 
was especially titted to write this his- 
tory, for she lived a larger part of her 
girlhood in the oil regions. Her family 
were all closely connected with the oil 
industry, and she knew intimately all 
the big ligures notable iu the discovery 
of oil and its exploitation. 

Miss Tarbell is one of the editors of 
McClure's Magazine, with which she has 
been connected ever since its inception. 

She lives very quietly in New York in 
an a)>artment near the historic Washing- 
ton Square. Notwithstanding all her 
acchievement. Miss Tarbell is not the 
slightest bit a new woman; and all the 
contact with the business world and the 
roughest kind of men, which her infinite 
researches connected with Standard Oil 
history have entailed, have not iu the 
least robbed from her the sweetness, the 
kindliuess and goutlencss that are 
associated with the ideal type of woman- 
hood.

i action. The only proprietorship in a I 
erry in Maine is the franchise con-r 

eyed by statute, and the party holding I 
t nas no common law remedy against I 
hose who without right interfere with 
lis profits, but the statute affords pro-1 
ection. It is not necessary in a civil I 
iction to set out the statute or to make I 
iny reference to it, but tbe case must be I 
>rought within its provisions by alleging I 
he requisite facts. The plaintiffs' 
leclaration is sufficient to present a case I 
ly statute. I 

While the obligation rested upon the I 
>laintiffs by law to maintain the ferry so I 
is to make it convenient for the public I 
;hey were only required to act when nol 
person was found to keep the ferry for I 
;he established tolls. In such case tliey I 
nuet provide a person to be licensed to I 
<eep it and were obliged to pay the ex-1 
penses beyond the tolls received for 

maintaining it. 
When towns so provide a person to I 

keep the ferry they are entitled to the 
tolls and profits of the ferriage and have I 
ι right of action against those interfering 
with them. ! 

It was not necessary to allege in the I 
leclaration the action of the town in 

providing a ferry keeper or that the 
keeper was licensed and gave bond; it is I 
presumed that all things were correctly I 
done by the plaintiffs to entitle them to 
the right of action. 

If any prequisites have been omitted 
tbe question maybe raised by the de- 
fendants in defense. The defendants, I 
prior to May, Î002, were operating the 

ferry under an arrangement made with 
the selectmen of tbe two towns, but since 
that arrangement ceased the ferry has 
been operated under the direction of the 

municipal officers. 
Tbe liability of the defendants de-1 

pends upon the character of their acts in 

respect to the plaintiffs1 feriy. They 
deny that they keep a ferry contrary to 
the statute or transport passengers or 

property across any established ferry for 

hire, or furnish for hire any boat or craft 
for such purposes. They were mer- 

chants and kept a country store near the 

ferry in question and had a storehouse 
on the opposite side of the river. In 
the storehouse they deposited grain and 
merchandise for their customers. A 
short distance below the ferry approach- 
es they controlled land on each shore of 
the river. They had one or two small 
rowboats and they gave their customers 
free use of the boats in crossing the 
river to trade at their store. This privi- 
lege was well known to those trading 
with the defendants, and it was an in- 
ducement intended to increase and did 
increase their business and diminished 
the tolls of the ferry.

AS AN NI VERS AU Y WHICH HAS PASSED 
1 

WITHOUT OBSERVANCE. 

J Probably few people thefact 
that Oxford County recently pawed, 1its 
one huudredth anniversary. It might 
bave been appropriate, if attention bad 
(pen directed to the matter, to w» 

hour in the afternoon of the «P«n'DP 
day of the March court in an inform^ observance of the centennial. cfrta'n'y the history of the county for its first 
hundred years is one in which e y 
citizen may feel a just pride. 

Oxford County was incorporated 
» March 4, 1S05, as the County of Oxford 

in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, 
with Paris as shire town. It did not be- 

; come Oxford County, Maine, until fifteen 
! vears later when Maine became a state. 

The territory erected into Oxford Goun- 
tv was formerly the northern part of 
York and Cumberland Counties. It in- 

cluded the two towns ofTurner^and Livermore, which were taken off when 
Androscoggin County was formed in 

1854, and a large part of Franklin Coun 
tv, which was incorporated in IN». 

The first county road located in the new 

county was one from Pans to 
1 'officially the record of the county be- 
gins with the first term of the Court of 
Session», which met at Pans June 11, 
1803. This Court of Sessions was the 
bod ν which at that time had Κ®06"» 
charge of the county business, as the 

Court of County Commissioners does 
now. It may be of sorae interest to 
glance at the doings of this court during 
its first year, and note some things re- 

garding" the beginnings of our history: 
There are recorded as present at the 

June term of the court "the Honour- 
able":

Cyrus Hamlin was chosen clerk of the 
court, and held the office for a number 
of vears. 

Moses Ames, William Livermore. 
Ichabod Bonney, Francis Keyes and 
Timothy Osgood were chosen a com- 
mittee "to examine the diferant situa- 
tions in the town of Paris to* set the 
countv buildings on." Subsequently 
Moses Ames and Timothy Osgood were 

dismissed from this committee and 
Uriah Holt and John Thompson were 

appointed in their places. By what 
means John Thompson, who was not re- 

corded as present, became a member ot 

the court, the record fails to state. 
This committee was chosen on tue 

12th of June, and offered its report on 

the 15th of the same month, but accept- 
ance of the report was postponed to the 

second Tuesday of August, to which 
time the court adjourned. 

\t the August term the committee 
reported that "in their opinion the most 

disable situation to set said buildings, 
is on Jackson's Hill (so called) in I aris 

afornaid." The report was accepted, 
and a committee chosen to lay out tlie 
land, and another "to make a 1 Ian of 
the Caol House and prison," to estimate 
the expense and receive proposals for 
building· 

\t the October term the same year 
David Learned was appointed agent to 

remonstrate to the General 
against the petition of Fryeburg, 1 orter- 
field, Brownfield and Lovell, who had 
petitioned that Fryeburg might be made 
a half shire town. This Fryeburg mat- 
ter seems to have been somewh.it per- 
sistent. as an occasional reference to it 
in the form of a postponement appears, 
aud in 1S14 Albion K. Parris was ap- 
pointed agent to oppose another similar 
petition before the legislature. 

The deed from Jesse Cumminge of 
the land on Paris Hill so long occupied 
bv the county buildings was accepted 
aiid recorded at the October term, 18tt>.

Tim present tax is -WO,000. 
No provision was made for a court I 

house or county offices for several years. ! 
The olti Baptist meeting house on Paris 
Hill evidently served for the court*, and | 
the officers apparently provided them-, 
i-elves with offices. The one immediate 
need of the county was a "gaol." The 
committee on this reported at the 
October term, submitting plans for a 

building constructed of hewed timber 
twelve inches square and oak plank, 
20x:iU feet, two stories high, with three I 

rooms on each door; also a gaol house of ! 
the same outside dimensions; the total 
estimated cost being two thousand 
dollars. 

The report was accepted and the 

necessary prison was evidently built. 
It appears not to have been entirely 
satisfactory, as at the terra the following 
September it was voted to accept it un- 

til the next terra, and a similar vote was 

passed at several later terms. About 
fifteen years later the stone jail was 

built which was used for over seventy 
years, and has been converted into the 
Hamliu Memorial Library. 

This article ie not a history of jails, 
but is simply designed to call attention 
to the centennial, and note the small 
beginnings of our existence as a county. 
A history of the county for the century 
would be that of the nursery of many 
distinguished men. and the home of a

comfortable, intelligent and progressive 
people.

Mrs. Paige and her husband were so 
much interested in the success of the 
Home that they gave their services for 
one year and later worked for a very 
small remuneration. 

The managers regret exceedingly that 
an institution which would prove of bo 

great benefit to Oxford County, must of 
necessity be closed, even temporarily, 
because of the lack of money to carry it 

along. 
That it is needed is evident from the 

fact tbatit was filled to its full capacity 
within a short time after it was opened, 
and by the large number of applications 
for admittance which have been present 
ed since. 

Tlie managers also trust that ero long 
its doors can again be opened to the 
aged women who are eligible to find 
thereiu a haven for their last years.

The Call to Action Among Birds. 

Mr. Craig S. Thome tells a number of 
interesting things about young birds in 
the New Idea Woman's Magazine for 
June, and speaks of the significant in- 
tonations of a bird's voice as follows:

the parent birds are alarmed for thn 
safety of their nestlings, they call their 
young to leave the nest with a note I 
have never heard tinder any other cir- 
cumstances. It is nota note of alarm, 
scolding or pleading, as when the young 
are helpless, but one of command, and 
command that has in it a note of en- 

couragement, and also the assurance of 
being obeyed. This command the nest- 

lings recognize instantly, and they know 
its meaning; they also obey it, i^ossi- 
ble. I have seen a brood of sparrows 
transformed in a moment by it from 
contented nestlings to animated, restless, 
hounding spirits that one could not koe|> 
in the nest except by main force."

Proper Care of the Feet. 
If one can afford but one pair of shoe· 

it a time, have them "sensible." If you 
san afford several pain, choose the 
ïthers with a regard to daintiness as well 
is comfort. 

The young woman who attempts to I 
srowd a number six foot into a number 
four shoe is taking the surest method of 
lisfiguring her pedal extremities. 

Shoes which are too small deform the 
toot, change its natural shape and make 

'*· a thing to be hidden under long 
skirts. Bulging sides of a shoe do not 
make up for an inch of length done away I 
with, and the girl who wishes to have I 
pretty feet must judge of their symmetry I 
unstockinged. How many young women 

could stand the test? More I believe ] 
than in days gone by, for we are becom- 
ing more sensible and no longer regard 
silly fashion to interfere with the rules 
"hyg'en®, which make for real beauty. I 

Γη· young woman whose employment I,

Of course they are preposterous for I 
wear during business hours.

a, Pa,f of dress shoes, and only then 
should it be worn by the girl whose in-1 
step is high enough to warrant it. 

High heels are worn upon the stage 
because they give a dainty appearance 
to the feet and cause them to appear I 
8IIîf.l ^hen seen from a distance. 

W hen it is a question of being worn I 
only for an hour or two, the French heel

wear it is frivolous and foolish, and in 

very bad taete indeed. 
One's general health depends largely 

upon the comfort of one's footwear and I 
the judgment used in its selection. Ifl

house shoes. 

Have some pretty slippers if you can 

afford them. Have one pair if no more, 
and see that they are discarded when 
they take on the first ehabbineee. 

The young woman who is employed 
all day will take much pleasure in pretty 
slippers with which to replace her shoes 
when she comes home in the evening 
It is well to make a shoe bag for one's 
room and have the slippers where they 
are easily at hand.

If they are worn, see that they are 

blackened. Wear the best shoes that 

you can afford. Tbey will last longer 
aud hold their shape. 

To go back to house slippers, a much 
daintier subject, be sure to discard them 
when they show a tendency to become 
worn. It is a temptation to wear old 
slippers when they have grown comr 

fortable. 
Have them comfortable in the begin- 

ning and avoid the untidiness of down- 
at-the-heel footwear. 

A woman's foot is almost always at- 

tractive when daintily dressed, and never 

more so than at home, a hint which she 
should remember and take advantage of. 

The feet should always be bathed at 
night, and by removing any weariness 
this treatment is an excellent sleep 
producer. 

The water should be salted, allowing 
a quart of brine to a quart of water, and 
be hot or cold, according to individual 
constitution. 

The feet should be scrubbed all over 

with a nail brush, which will often pre- 
vent the formation of corns, and hard 
spots on the eoles may be reduced with a 

piece of fine emery paper or fine file be- 
fore the feet are placed in water. 

The brine may be made by dissolving 
a pint of sea salt in two quarts of water, 
pouring it into a covered jar or bottle, 
and allowing it to stand for twenty-four 
hours. 

As the brine is used the bottle may be 
filled with clear water, repeating the 

process till all salt is gone. 
A powder used in the German army 

for sifting into the shoes and stockings 
of foot soldiers is called "Fusetreu- 
pulver," and consists of three parts of 

salicylic acid, ten parts of starch and 
eighty-seven parts pulverized soap stone. 
It prevents chafing.—Lillian Russell in 
McCall'e.

It has been found by conclusive tests 

that a room with a humidity of OU 

degrees and a temperature of 05 de- 

grees seems warmer and more com- 

fortable than a room of 72 degrees of 
heat and humidity of 30 degrees. Dr.

ity Is too low, and »vater should be 

evaporated to bring the moisture up to 

the right degree. Iu other words, wa- 

ter intend of coal chould be used to 
make rooms comfortable when the 

temperature has reached (>8 degrees.
