As proof of
the position that lack of working the
isoll is » esuse of It2 unproductiveness
j we have but to direct sttention to the
meagre crops of the unworked flelds

Of course piant food must be spplied
to the lands in connection with thorough
cultivation, to make them yield maxi-
mum crops. But there is much material
in an unavailable condition in, the soil,
and it is unsvaliable to the plants simply
because the lsnd is s0 solid that the alr
cannot circulste through it anad by con-
tact change it to such & condition that it
may become avallable tood for piants

Ooe thing is certsin; unle«s the land
Is cultivated, the materinls it contains
| will be very slow in yielding voarish-
| ment to plants. There are quite s num-
ber of instances within our knowledge
where flelds in 2 low state of production
have twen plowed, thoroughly tilled,
and fertllizod with hree or four huodred
pounds of fertilizor per acre, and seeded
to clover and grass, and the crops that
have grown the first year or two have
been wery satisfactory. The trouble
with work of this kind, as undertaken
by many, has been that they have ex-
pected lands treated in this way to yield
& half dozen or more satisfactory crops,
and becsuse they did not, the practice
was regarded by the operators as not
worth repeating. If they could have
realized that the soil when first cleated
of its forest growth was well filled with

WARM POULTRY HOUSES.

Several people who last summer
thought they hind a poultry house wurm
enough for noy weather now have ampl-
proot in the frozen combs of their flock
that they were mistaken. These people
would better go into the pouitry houss
some cold day (the colder the better)
and decide what chaoges and additions
wre Decessary in order to make It as
warm xs it peeds to be. They will there-
by be better prepared to fit It up in
proper shape for snother winter. hvn
% an is xt work st a poultry house in
his shirt sleeves on & balmy fall day and
views the winter blizzard from that
standpoiot, it loses » good deal of its
power snd livelloess.

There is one thing which the owner of
the house will find out while sested
smong his flock of shivering heos aud
nxi‘:t in bhis memory the bDetterments
wh are to be s part of the dutles of
the future. He wlil not discover that
anythiog which wus done ln the house
with & view to making it s comfortable
winter home for the hens was wasted
time or lador. When bullding It he may
have been undecided about some work
or expense which went ioto it. He may
have been tempted to save a little on
some of the items, but he will not be
glad that be didn’t do it. He will know
that there is not & board or a sash or »
pound of paper in the building which
should have been left out of it. He hag
finished & term in the school of ex-
perience and paid his taition.

Whoever provides himself with a well-
buiit poultry house will fully appreciate
the luxury of it when the mercury drops
to 20 degrees below zero, To go ioto
the pouitry house at such a time and
find the nesting boxes full of layiog
h~ns gives one something of the feeling
of x conqueror. He has fought o win-
ning fight with the forces of winter and
h+s his foot on the neck of Jack Frost.
He feels that he bas accomplished some-
thing worth bragging sbout and bis se-
gualntances have oceasion to konow that
b feels that way.

Ot course, money can be wasted on
the poultry house, but no sitempt
shoald be mude to escape any reasonable
expense which will contribute to its
warmth. In this northern climate
house which is walled in with bat one
thickness of boards, however close-fii-
ting they may be, is not warm enough
for laying hens. If lined or covered on
the outside with building paper it will
answer for moderate winter weather,

rotten leaves, mold and vegetable mat-
ter, and that the presence of organic|

Poultry
closely confined in small yurds will pick
every green thing so closely as soon to
kill them all out root and branoch. There
are some kinds of swine which like the
roots so well that they will IMF them
well eaten out so that but few will ever
start sgain. The roots of the blind weed
and some others, are not only eageriy
eaten by swioe, but they will fatten on
them snd on some of the varleties of the
common brakes or ferns, if not oo all of
them.

It is true there are places, like the
lawn, where one does Dot care to pen up
poultry or swine, or even to feed sheep
and goats for the sake of destroying the
weeds. Then frequent cutting of the
leaves and the digging of roots must be
depended upon, particulsrly for such
plants as the docks, netties and plantain.
All will yield to persistent effort, and if
some less careful neighbor does not
grow plants to reseed your ground a
few years will clear ap pests, bat
4 little neglect may give them new vigor
after they are almost dead.

Much, too, may be done, it not to kill
out weeds, to discourage their growth,
by such rapid growing plsats on land
msde very rich us to fairly crowd out or
smother down the weed growth to dwart
specimens which may serve to te
themselves by seed, but which do bat
little damsge of themselves. Clover on
rich soils is such & erop, and so sre some
of our garden vegetsbles.—Massachu-
setts Ploughman. v

The Black sea has peculiarities
which distinguish It from the Mediter
ranean, Atlantie or Puclfie. The great
est ascertained depth {s 1,200 fathoms
X surface current tlows continually
from the Black sca into the Mediter
ranean through the Bosporus and
Dardanelles and an undercurrent of
salt water from the Mediterranean
into the Black sea. This undercurrent
of water Is warm and sinks to the
be ttom and in consequenee of Its great
density prevents vertical elreulation.
Ti e result is that these deeper waters
ar: rendercd stagnant. They are satu-
ra ed with sulphuoreted hydeogen, and
coasequently life is impossible. In an
exnedition In which Sir John Murray
tok part the water brought up by
means of a water bottle from a depth
of 300 fathoms smelled exactly like rot-
ten eggs. No life therefore Is possible
In, the Black sea beyond a depth of
100 fathoms, which Is a striking con-
tragt to what happens in the opep
ocenn, where there Is an abundance of
animal life at that depth. This brings
about apother extraordinary condition
with reference to the deposits—that [n
all the deeper deposits there Is an
abundant chemieal precipitate of car-
bonate of lime, a cbndition not obtain
Ing as far as is known in any othor
ocean. ’

The Mystery of Radium,

The substance called radium emits
radiations resembling the X rays with-
out the applicarion of work or energy
from external sources and without ap-
preciable loss of weight. This seems
to be Inconsistent with the law of the
conservation of energy, but the mys-
tery s explained by the calculations
of M. Becquerel, which show that a
loss of weight so Infinitesimal that in
s thousand million years it wonld
amount to no more than a milligram
would suffice to account for the ob-
served effects.

There Is a common belief
that blsckheads occur only upon fuces
of persons who do not use sufficlent soap
and water, but this is & wrong conclu-
sion.  There is no doubt that the color-
ing of the bluckhead Is neither dirt nor is
it due to dirt, but to the growth of cer-
tain organisms.

Like the first stage of ecne—white-
hends—this stage may be cured in »
similar manner—by csusing the glands
1o discharge the foreign matter, and thus
sllowing them to return to their normal
condition. 1f this is not done the blsck-
heads continue to grow slowly saod ln-
definitely and finally become small
abicusses or pustules.

Tihee abscesess or pustules invarlably
leave sears wherever they sppear.

The cure for sene is simple and satis-
tactory if properly curried out.  Abso-
lute cleanliness Is the starting point. The
matter from uny pustules is of a highly
infective character, snd the contents of
one pustule is sufficient to inoculate
every gland in the body, snd since these
sbEcvases open themselves i not prop
erly attended to, this is the explanation
why wheo one pustule appears upon the
face 80 many others are apt to follow.

Soap and water figure largely o the
cure.

Persons liable to scne should wssh

thelr faces frequently with warm water
and the best soap. It la exceediogly
important to use the very beat of
soap. Good soaps are sntiseptie, ordi-
nery soapa are not: besides they are an
irritant. A good sulphur soap is best,
tutbing the face gently with a moder-
ately rough towel sfter it has been well
wnshed with plenty of warm water and
sulphur sosp will remove the dried se-
cretions from the glands; when there
are pustules upon the face the rubbiog
must be done very carefully, #0 as not
to diffuse their contents elsewhere upon
the face.

Acoe usunlly nﬁ-peara upon the faces
of those who are absolutely healthy, snd
even If it be otherwlse internsl treat-
ment has no beneficial effect.  However,
there is ope geperal treatment that is of
great value because it has s distinet local
action. This is fresh alr—sslt air prefer-
sbly—nnd sunshine. Fresh alr and sun-
shine are invalusble In the treatment of
scne because they kill the various mi-
crobes which lurk sbout the face.

With the exception of the following
olptment—sulphur ointment, one part
and lanoline, two parts—no cosmetics
should be used while the cure is pro-
gressing.  The above olntment should
be applied every night snd washed off in
the morning. The cure should be effected
in sbout three or four weeks —Dally
Eastern Argus.

WRINKLES.

“TAKE CARE OF THE WRINKLES AND
YOUTH WILL TAKE CARE OF ITSELF."

The littie lines about eyes and mouth
do not always mean sge, but they sug-
gest it, snd po one stops to ask whether
they come from yesrs or weariness,
They are there. They are unsightly.
That is sufficient. Fortunstely, they
way be removed unless they have been
ueglected too long, or one ls well past
her 48th birthdsy, snd even then they
may be modified. The tissues must he
huiit up and the muscles strengthened.
Every night the sigus of the dsy's cares
wust be remeved a8 religiously as the
day's dust. The lives of the face all
tend downward, and the pleasant up-
ward curve of the child’s mouth is cer-
txin to become the mournful droop of
the woman's unless the tendency ia
counteracted by judicious trestment.
One of the most successful face special-
ista In New York sdvises us follows;

“Remove all dust and powder from
the face by & bath of warm water. Then
dip the fingers of both hands into & pure
cold creasm and apply to the face by a
gentle movement, always upward and
outward. That is, turn the hands palms
up, with finger tips touching under the
chin, and stroke up to the ears. Do this
& number of times—at least twenty-five—
and renew the cresm often. Then gently
inch the flesh, not the skin merely, but
tuking hold deeply enough to eatch the
muscles snd manipulste them. Never
forget for &n instant that the motion
must be upward slways.

“To remove or prevent wrinkles from
forming about the eyes dip the first snd
second fingers of each hand io the cream,
and, teginning at the inner polot of the
eyes, close to the nose, smooth the flesh
sround them up to the forebead ns if
yvou were lroping it. That s just what
you want to do, you knowy— to iron the
wrinkles out.

“Then there are the perpendicalar
lines, above the nose. With well anoint-
ed flogers smooth them out by = firm
upward snd outward pressure, occasion-
ally catching the flesh where the lines
are in a horizontal fold and kneading It
gently. The sume trestment should be
applied to the iines that are so !lkely to
settle from weariness or worry at the
corners of the mouth, Lift the flesh,
and by kneading it strengthen the under-
Iying muscles until the lines ahall finslly
disappear.

“ln all these manipulations be sure
that the skin alone iz not rubbed or
kneaded. Such a process would only add
to the trouble. It Is the muscular strue'-
ure underpeath that needs treatment.
Make the muscles tense and the flesh
ﬂhrm. and there will be no wrinkles lo the
skin.

*A good lotion for a wriokling skin is
made by & mixture of one dram of alum
and ooe ounce of refined glycerine in a
pint of water. The astringent properties
of the slum tend to contrsct the skin,
but this Iz of no permanent avail unlvas
asccompanied by the massage and fee-d-
ing process described.”—New York
Tribune.
