tion includes clover, for the purpose of
counteracting the bad effects of the other
crop of the rotation. In many cases Do
rotation is practised, and year after year
some crop does all it can to exhanst the
fertility, and practically nothing is done
to correct the evil. The ultimate out-
come is abandonment. But so long as
the soil will produce clover there is bope.
By a free use of clover, cutting and feed-
ing the first crop, returning the manure
to the land and turning under the second
one, allowing no gwin or timothy to
grow uotil considerable improvement is
poted, a rich farm will result. Thou-
sands of farms are in bad condition, pro-
ducing very scantily, that clover proper-
Iy bandled will soon convert into payiog
investments. Clover wiil not restore all
elements of fertility, but will restore
pitrogen, the most important and most
expensive, while the others, potash and
phosphate, can be bought and added as
needed. Some farmers are getting rich
where others have failed, using for that
purpose red clover.

The farmer who practises the ruination
policy usually gets sick of his job, be-
canse the farm produces so little, and
sells it at a sacrifice. Then the clover
advocate huys it and it at once begins to
improve.

Only the highest grade of seed should
be sown, for the difference in price is off-
set by the advantage from the difference
in quality. The best grade, recleaned
seed, is practically free from obnoxious
weed seeds, and is nearly sure to germi-
nate, while low grade seed contains dod-
der, plantain and the like to an astonish-

ing degree, often the result of adultera-

tion, and the clover is of a low degree of
vitality. A field I saw recently had a
fine stand of plantain, while clover and
timothy were very little in evidence.

Another cause of failure to get a good set
of clover is not seeding heavily enough,

and also leaving the seeding too late in the
season. Alone, a bushel to five acres is
none too heavy, and is more evenly sown
by two seedings, one crosswise of the
other. The wheelbarrow seeder is by

far the best for grass and clover. Cover
lightly with & barrow or weeder. One
of the most important properties of red

clover is its power to gather nitrogen

from the air and store it in the soil,

where subsequent crops may derive
benefit. Thus it is a soil renovator and

quite the orop for worn out land. Be-

sides its work in storing nitrogen, it
makes more available lime and potash

aod improves the mechanical condition

of the soil. A further advantage is gain-

ed by turning under the second crop, for
this green manuring adds much bumus
to and improves the physical condition

of the soil. All crops grow well after
clover, so it should figure largely in every

system of rotation, for if properly fed it

is quite as valuable as auny other feed,

besides renovating the soil.

Clover bay properly cut and cured is

very rich, succulent and palatable. All

stock like it and do well on it, for it is

very nearly a balanced ration, being very

rich in protein, containing more nitrogen

than timothy hay and almost as much as

the grains. Cattle and mules may be

wintered in fine condition onm it. The

same is true of sheep, but for work

horses mixed hay is best. When fatten-

ing cattle, mules or sheep very much less

grain is required. For these reasons the

farmer who has a large supply of fine

clover hay is in position to winter his stock

in good condition and cheaply. The

feeder so provided grows mutton and

beef for less a pound than when usiog

largely of concentrates. Clover will

pasture more stock an acre than blue

grass or timothy, on account of its height

and rapid growth. All kinds of stock

are fond of clover and fine gains are made

on it. When once the pasture is sbhort

only a few days of rest are required to be

ready for the stock again. A mistake is

often found in letting the clover get too

rank before turning in on it. Stock do

oot like stalky, seedy clover, and wastea

large part by trampling uoder foot.

Cheap pork is produced om oclover,

and it is the best substitute for corn.

On the process of catting and curing

depends the value of clover hay. We

may get a choice article or almost a

worthiess one. Cutting, cuaring and

shocking or hauling in should be done

tbe same day, for dew, overcuring, raio

and the like contribute to lessen its

value. Cut down early in the moroing

enough to shock or haul in in the even-

ing, and very little risk will be run and

a sweet, nutritious feed obtained.

Uround Oats Best.

Some poultrymen feed ground corn and
oats and, together with vegetables, make
a mash for the poultry. Whenever
ground oats can be procured without the
corn being mixed with it, the feed will
be much better than when the corn isin
excess, says a successful poultryman in
Wisconsin Agriculturalist. Some mill-
ors in grinding corn and oats add more
corn than oats, depending upon the com-
parative price of the two. For other
stock, or for milch cows, such a food
may be better, but vot for fowls. If it
can be done it is always better to have
the oats and corn ground separately and
mix the two in quantities and propor-
tions to suit the requirements of the
particular flock, as fowls should not all
be fed alike. Oats consist of a hard husk
which fowls dislike, and much more good
will be obtained from them if the ocats
are ground In all events, pleaty of grit
should be supplied.

baby. They give you no rest from start
to finish. My objection to tatoes
would not be a financial onme, but the
great amount of hard laborious work in-
volved. There is no pleasure in raisin
a crop nowadays that calls for a lot o
bard bone labor from the time you be-
gin to plow the sod till the last barrel
has been hauled to the depot. I have
studied the problem at first hand and
can see no way to successfully avoid the
hard long season of drudgery if you
would get results.”

We then asked him what branch of
agriculture he would engage in aud con-
fidently expect both pleasure and profit.
“Grass,” was the prompt reply. “‘There
is no spot on the face of the earth that I
have ever visited where such magnificent
grass is grown as in Aroostook, both
clover and timothy, and it can be grown
and put into the barn for less than $4a
ton and is worth $12 on any market in
the world the moment it is pressed. I
would break up a sward, dress it with
barn dressing if I could get it, and if not
use a high grade fertilizer. 1 would
then mow it as long as it cut two tons to
the acre or thereabouts. When it began
to fall off in yield I would plow it right
after hayiog in July or August, and seed
it right down, 80 as to get another crop
pext year. On that new scil an applica-
tion of fertilizer, when it was turned up
every two or three years would be all
that would be needed for a good many
years. I might occasionally raise a few
potatoes, but only as a diversion. A
crew a few days in haying is all the hel
I should need except the years when
broke up and reseeded and that would
be only a few additional days. I would
not have four or six horses and as thany
men plowing, planting and cultivating,
weeding, hoeing and spraying, not to
say digging, picking up, sorting and
barvesting from early in the spring until
almost planting time again. Not much.
Not that it is not profitable, but it is too
much like a continuous performance to
suit me. I want even a good thing to
v.;._lome to an end.” — Turf, Farm and

omae.

Winter Hints.

Don't forget to keep the hens buasy, if
you would bave eggs in winter. Begin
right by providing a good deep litter,
and accustom them to industry from the
start. After a hen has once formed the
lazy habit she will, like many a man, get
along in sunny content on half fare
rather than ‘“get on a hustle.” While
the inexperienced might consider this an
economical sort of hem, the practical
poultryman knows to the contrary, for
the half-fed hen will not produce eggs,
hence what she does eat must be set
down as dead loss.
_One of the objects of making fowls
work for their feed, as every one knows,
ia to prevent them from getting too fat.
(Fat hens are another class that are in-
variably shy on .) The older birds
in particular should be carefully watch-
ed with reference to this. Do not feed
these too heavily on the moist mash—
just what they will eat up clean once a
day and no more., And be careful as to
the proportion of corn meal, feed flour,
middlings or other heavy substance.
Whole corn should be fed but once a day
—at night.
The pullets from their, naturally great-
er activity and other causes, will stand
much beavier feeding than the ‘‘year-
lihnga,‘l; without becom ||1’g over fat. Even
then, however, especislly in the larger
breeds, they may be quite easily driven
out of condition for their very best work,
and one can make no mistake by keep-
ing them stirring, as with the older
birds, and aiming to include the greatest
possible amount of egg-forming materi-
ial in their ration.
Many reason that because their fowls
are now laying well uoder a certain
system of care and feed, they must
be handling them properly. This, how-
ever, is not always the case. It is of
course all very fine to have fowls doing
well now, but another im t con-
sideration Is, how long will they continue
to do as well as at present? Fowls
(especially farmers' fowls) usually come
into winter quarters fit as race horses, so
to speak, from the exercise natural ina
considerable period of free range, and
with their systems invigorated to the last
degree from consuming an abundance of
vegetable and insect life. The founda-
tion for the eggs they are now produc-
ing was laid duriog that period of activ-
ity and privilege, but with the closing-in
of the birds and the consequent loss of
opportunities for natural exercise and
picking up of choice bits of food, this
store must soon be exhausted, unlesa
conditions are made favorable for re-
pnewing it, which can best be done b,
following the methods of care and hod’-
ing that successful poultrymen prescribe,
the egg production will fall off later.
When you are laying in a wide variety
of the beat of grains, remember that
hens will not produce eggs for any great
length of time without green stuff or
some form of animal food. Also that an
idle hen is not profitable, no matter
what her dlet, only by way of the block.

How Far Tree Roots Feed.

A ent asks whether it is
necessary to mulch an orchard between
the rows. He seems to consider that the
area within two or three feet of the trunk
of the trees is all that ia necessary. This
is a mistake. The materials needed for
the growth of the tree or plant are taken
in through the root hairs, and these ex-
tead to the ends of the smaller roots.
These fine root hairs work their way
into the spaces between the particles of
soil, and are constantly hing out for
fresh supplies of food. The manure may
applied profitably even beyond the
feeding ground of these roots, becauss,
as the water is absorbed from the soil,

It 18 an acknowledged fact that al-
most every soul of us eats too much.
The dizestive crgans are constantly
pvertrinined  and  finally  woakened.
When wisely followed, the practice of
fusting can be mdst beneficlal. An ex-
pert on the food (uestion has sald that
one should rise from the table with
the feeiing of huuger, which Is an ex-
pericnce known to very few of us
On the contrary, the mujority of peo-
ple leave the board with n sense of
burden which ouly an hour's slesta
ean alleviate. This Is not so wmuch
ewing to the fact that the food I+ une-
commonly rich, for the rule of the
slmple life obtains now lu the fish-
lonable cuisine, but it Is the quaniily
taken. There Is n large community at
the present mument which fasts from
breakfast time ti)l dinner at night. It
Is a question If It Is wise to leave the
stomach entirely without food during
all those hours, but there Is no ques-
tion that the lighter the lunch taken
the better will be the health of the
individual. By a “light lunch” In this
Instance I8 meant what most people
would not call a lunch at all—that is
to say, a few crackers with cheese
(& much maligned article of diet), &
few nuts and a bit of frult or a cup
of cocoa with dry toast. Buch a
“feast” prevents the craving for food
and In no way taxes the digestive or-
gans, Overnutrition i1s just as barm-
ful as malputrition and I8 far more
frequently the cause of maladies.
With judiclous fasting the system re-
covers its lost tone, and mental work-
ers would find that the braln worked
with surprizing lightuess, for the brain
is one of the chief sufferers from over-
eating.—New York American.

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The Holmes Note Again.

A contribution to the history of the
Holmes note was made in the Lewiston
Journal some time since by W. A
Pidgin of that paper. This had not been
observed by the Democrat before the
short article relative to the matter given
in the last issue was prepared. Mr.
Pidgin’s statement is as follows:

"%hia is the story as given a Journal
man, by the late Ebenezer Rawson
Holmes, at his residence, several years
before his decease.

“iMy father settled this farm, which
was then a part of the town of Hebron.
He had a large family, was a good farmer
and accumulated a good property. In
the days when what is now Oxford
County was beiog cleared, the settlers
were not the forehanded people we see
about us now. Few had the means to
stock their places, and my father among
others used to let out to farmers needing
stock such as oxen, cows, sheep, etc.

“‘On the death of my father; [ bought
out the interest of the other heirs in the
estate and so these leases came into my
hands. As fast as possible I cancelled
the leases by selling to the parties, tak-
ing notes in many cases. In doing this I
adopted the practice of writing in the
note, the proviso that the property re-
mained mine until the note was satisfied.
Others adopted the form until the notes
became known as ‘Holmes Notes' and in
passing through the courts were recog-
pized as valid mortgages of personal
property. Later, purchasers of property
so often found it covered by a Holmes
Note that a law was enacted requiring
them to be recorded as mortgages. The
form is still in general use.” ™

Mr. Pidgin is a nephew of the two
brothers, and tells the story as it was
told him by his uncle.

The Democrat in investigating this
matter made inquiries of some of the
older residents of the vicinity, who all
agreed that the note originated with
Eleazer Austin Holmes. The special
statement on which the conclusion was
based was made by Silas P. Maxim of
South Paris. In the early fifties—accord-
ing to his recollection in 1853—Mr
Maxim taught school in the district in
Oxford where Ebenezer Rawson Holmes
lived, and boarded a portion of the time
at Mr. Holmes’, Mr. Holmes at that
time told Mr. Maxim that the Holmes
note was first used by his brother
Austin.

It had been suggested to the Democrat
that perhaps Hon. A. S. Kimball of Nor-
way might have some information re-
garding the Holmes note. After the
death of Eleazer Austin Holmes, his son,
James A. Holmes, partially administered
on his estate, but died before it was
finally settled. Mr. Kimball administer-
ed upon the estate of Mrs. James A.
Holmes, and was also appointed ad-
ministrator de bonis non upou the estate
of Eleazer Austio Holmes, and completed
the settling of the estate. In answer to
a gueation by the Democrat as to what
be knew of the origin of the Holmes
note, Mr. Kimball replied:

“All I know about it is what Austin
Holmes bimself told me. In 1808 some
of the boys in Waterford, where [ then
lived, went blueberrying in Stonebam.
Perbaps they were a little saucy, atany
rate they got into a row with the Stone-
ham boys, and got pretty badly used up.
Tha Stoneham boys were arrested and
brought down to Waterford for trial, and
I appeared for the state. Austin Holmes
went over and paid the boys’ fines. As
1 was talking with him on that occasion
—and | remember just how the scene
looked, the sun shining brightly and he
and [ leaning against the fence — I re-
marked,

“‘Well, you can afford to settle for
these fellows. You own evergbody in
that section.’

“¢[ never should have dared to deal
with all these people I have,’ was his
reply, ‘if | hadn't devised that form of
note to protect myself.” ™

Then Mr. Kimball took down a box
which contained some papers connected
with the Holmes estate, among them
quite a number of the earliest **Holmes
notes,” dated fifty years and more
They are mostly in the handwriting of
Eleazer Austin Holmes, and on parrow
strips of paper of various sizes. Some
are plain notes of hand, without security.
Some are Holmes notes in substantially
the form now used. One is differeat, and
seems to bo a variation of the form, or

rhaps a step in the evolution of the

rm. The filing on the back of it is,
“Downing, for cow,” and the face of the
pote is as follows:

She married Nathao
Chase, and the most of her life was spent
in Paris, on the farm about three miles
east of Sonth Paris village. They had
three children, Charles Freeman Chase,
who died at his home in South Paris a few
months since, and Mrs. Augusta, wife of
Amos B. Chase, and Henry Edward
Chase, both now of Lyon, Mass. Nathan
Chase died a number of years ago. The
funeral of Mrs. Chase was held at Lyon
Sunday afternoon. The remaios will ar-
rive bere on the afternoon train Monday,
and a prayer service will be held at Mrs.
C. F. Chase’s on Western Avenue at 3:45,
after which the remains will be placed in
the receiving tomb at Riverside Ceme-
tery.

Hon. James S. Wright was in Portland
last week four days engaged in the trial
of a suit in the United States Circnit
Court bronght by the Cummings- Dresser
Co. of Portland against the Conrad-
Schoop Fruit Co. of St. Louis. Mr.
Wright was attorney for R. L. Com-
mings, representative of the Cummiogs-
Dresser Co. in this vicinity, and the suit
grew out of the sale of apples in Oxford
County in the fall of 1807. The Cum-
mings-Dresser Co. contracted to furnish
7000 barrels of apples for the Conrad-
Schoop Co., and an inspector for the lat-
ter company, Mr. Gerbardt of St. Louis,
was here for some time, making hia
headquarters at Hotel Andrews. For
some time everything went well, but
later in the season Mr. Gerhardt rejected
a number of lots. It was alleged on the
part of the St. Louls concern that the
apples were affected with black fungus,
and that some of them were frozen. On
the part of the Commings-Dresser Co.
it is alleged that the apples were not
defective, and it is pointed out that
the alleged defects did not begin to
be discovered until the apple market
bad brokem and the defendants were
losing money on their contract. A verdict
of $2411 16 for the Cummings-Dreaser
Co. was returned, being the full amount
of the claim, with interest.

A partition fire around the chimney did
damage Friday afterncon in the house on
Church Street owned by E. 1. Spofford
and occupied by Mr, and Mrs. Charles F.
Ware., The alarm was given by the
Methodist bell about 4:30 p. m. There
was no one in the house just at that
time, but the trouble was discovered
from the street by the smoke which was
tcoming throughb the roof in considerable
quantity. Apparently the fire caught
around the funnel hole in the sitting
room down stairs, and smouldered for
some time, burning up through to the
blind attic in the roof. When the fire-
men arrived the fire was breaking
through the partition in the sitting room.
Ladders were put up and two holes were
broken th the roof, and holes were
also broken ioto the partition up stairs
and down, and the fire was attacked with
chemical extinguishers at all points. A
hose was laid ready for use, but the
hydrant was not opened. Six or eight ex-
tinguishers were emptied, and at the end
of half an hour or so the fire was declar-
od out, though a watch was maintained
for the night. The damage to the house
is estimated at fifty dollars. The aitting
room carpet of the Wares was badly
damaged, snd some damage was done to

lage Corporation. The meeting was
called to order on time by Clerk E. N,
Haskell, and Walter L. Gray was elected
moderator.

The next article related tqy the ques-
tion of settlement with the Norway
Water Co. for the year ending Dec. lst.
When this was taken up, a statement
from the assessors was asked for, and
Chairman George H. Davis of the assess-
ors explained the status. He said'that
in June the corporation voted to pay
filty cents on a dollar of the contract
price. An order for one-half the amount
then due was accordingly drawn, but was
refused and returned by the Norway
Water Co. Mr. Davis had had two let-
ters from Hon. A. S, Kimball, one of the
directors and counsel Tor the Norway
Co., and had replied to the first of them.
He read the correspondence, in which
Mr. Kimball explained that the matter of
the adjustment of the claim bad been
left with him. It was also stated in
Mr. Kimball's letters that some discount
might be made for the time before the
service was improved, but that the com-
pany could not agree to a discount of
fifty per gent. Mr. Davis had replied
that the assessors had no authority to do
otherwise than as instructed by the cor-
poration. This correspondence all
related to the bill for the six months
ending June lst. _
Folluwing Mr. Davis’ statement there
was more or less discussion regarding the
condition of the hydrant service both be-
fore and after ite improvement, the in-
terruption of the service for six weeks,
and other features of the situation. It
was some little time before any activn
was proposed, but finally A. E. Shurtleff
moved that we pay the Norway Water
Co. fifty cents on a dollar of the contract
price for the year ending Dec. 1st. The
motion was carried without opposition.
The other article in the warrant was
to raise a sum of money for the use of
the water committee in securing an
amendment to its charter. Chairman
George R. Morton of the committee
stated that he bad very little idea what
the necessary expense would be. N.D.
Bolster moved that the sum of $300 be
raised, and the treasurer authorized to
borrow the amount. Others expressed
the opioion that the amount should be
larger, but no one made a motion to
amend, and Mr. Bolster's motion was
passed. An informal vote was taken
showing that as far as those present were
concerned, the committee could have
more if necessary.

The whole session occupied about
forty minutes.

Born in Paris, Jan. 9, 1848, he attained
fleet command at the age of rixty, but is
still active and energetic. He entered
the Naval Academy in 1805, and soon
after receiving his commission as ensign
in 1870 he made a specialty of torpesin
boat service. Just before the war with
Spain bagan he was placed In command
of the first torpedo boat flotilla organized
by the United States, and his little ships
did wooderfully daring duty in that
epirode,

In earlier days Admiral Kimball bhad
much exciting work. Back in the early
eighties, when thie government occupied
the Isthmus of Panama for a time, be
fitted up an armored train on the rail-
way and kept the line open. He was in
the bay of Rio de Janeiro in 1804 when
the Detroit, with guns shotted and train-
ed, broke the back of the rebellion there.
In recent years Kimball bas alternately
been commanding battleships, his latest
being the New Jersey, and serving as
member of important administration
boards. John P. Holland wrote of him:
“Submarining o more to bim than
to any otber living man, and I trust that
later on the same cad be said of flying.”

can of baked beans, one bunch of cel
chopped fine and one large

MARYLAND OYSTER BSOUP.

Take four dozen u'fuql. and, with
their liquor parboil them. Drain the
oysters, saving the liquor, Melt one
tablespoonful of butter, add two table-
spoonfuls of flour and one pint of milk.
Cook until it thickens, then add the oys-
ter liquor and two cupfuls of fish or veal
stock, Season with salt, red pepper,
Worcestershire sance and a drop or two
of tabagpo. Now thicken with the yolks
of four eggs beaten smooth with balf a
cupful of cream; add the oysters, alter
you have chopped them fine, and half a
cupful of cracker crumbs. Add one
tablespoonful of minced parsley and
serve.

IRISH MUTTON BOUP.
Chop two pounds of mutton and put
it into two quarts of cold water with half
a sliced onion. Bring to a boil and skim,
adding one teaspoonful of salt; cool and
strain. Reheat, and then add half acn
ful of rice which has been soaked in cold
water for three hours. Simmer half an
hour and add one cupful of boiling milk.

TURKEY SOUP.

Break the bones of your left-over
torkey into as small pieces as possible,
and add all ‘the pleces of dressing apd
meat that are good enough to be served
cold. Chop one carrot, one parsnip and
onion and add it, with the torkey, to
two quarts of cold water. Add also two
bay leaves, four sprigs of Pul::f, six
cloves, and one teaspoonful of salt.

Pour this through a strainer and set
away over night to cool. Take off the
fat and reheat it.

CLAM BOUILLON.

Clop two cupfuls of clama fine and put
in a saucepan in their own liquor. Scald
them and skim, then add two cupfuls of
water, one tablespoonful of chopped
celery, a bay leaf, a sprig of nrlloy and
a litt oﬁo per. Bring to a boil, strain
through cheesecloth and serve in cups
with whipped cream on top.

CREAM OF ONION 80UP.

Peel and cut into thin slices a dozen
small white onions and fry them a light
brown in a tablespoonfal of butter. Add
to the onions one pint of sweet milk,
one quart of boiling water, a saltspoon-
ful of salt, the same amount of white
pepper, balf a teaspoonful of sugar and a
pinch of ground mace. Cook half an
bour very slowly and strain througha
fine sieve. Add the yolks of three eggs
well beaten and a cupful of cream. Serve
at once.

NOODLES FOR SOUP.
Beat one egg light and stir in half &
cupful of flour and a saltspoonful of salt.
Knead an roll as thin as possible on s
molding board dusted with flour. Let
this stand for five minates, then roll up
loosely. With a sharp knife ocut thin
slices from one end, and let these curls
of dongh lie on the board for half an
hour. Have some boiling, slightly salt-
ed water; drop in the noodles and cook
twenty-five minutes. Drain well add
add to hot soup or beef broth.

LEFT-OVER VEGETABLES.

Cut whatever you have cold into dice,
warm them over in butter and a little
stock or hot water, with salt and pepper,
and turn them over your omelet before
folding it or put them aronnd the omelet
on the serving dish.

ESCALLOPED ROAST BEEF.

On the bottom of your baking dish put
a layer of sliced xaw onions, then a layer
of sliced l.omnoo? or the pulp of canned
tomatoes, then a layer of cold roast beef
cut into very small pieces. Fill the dish
in this order, seasoning the layers of
roast beef with salt and pepper and
moisten with a little stock or thin &nvy.
On the top place alayer of cracker or
bread crumbs. Bake about an hour.

SUNDAY NIGHT TONGUE.

Grate the remains of your cold tongue
very fine and mix it with the yolk of an
egg, a spoonful of cream and finely
chopped parsley, some pepper and salt.
Heat it thoroughly and pour over narrow
slices of well-buttered toast. Sprinkle
over it very thickly some fine bread
crumbs stirred in melted butter. Shake
