In ordinary years when we bave onl
the common tent caterpillar to con
with, the work is comparatively |
but in & season like the present, w
two tribes are out in extraordinary num-
bers the case ja different. It is no
boy's play but hard and tiresome work.
It has cost me a good deal of time and
money to do what [ have dooe bat [ am
thankful to say that we have sccomplish-
ed something ; destroyed thousands of
eggs and wlso thousands of esterpillars
sivce being hatched. Early in March we
commenced gathering the clusters of
eggs and went over some 600 trees large
and smsll, pretty thoroughly. [t was
trying to the eves and painful to the
back of the peck but we had the satis-
faction of knowing when we came to
spray these same trves later on that the
forces of the enemy had been grestly re-
duced.

When we first commenced to spray we
used but 4 ounces of Puris green to
gallons of water, but soon increased the
amount to S ounces, finding that amount
much more effective in destroving them
and not injurious to the folige as we
used the same amount of lime; five
pounds to each 50 gullon cask of water
We also used at the same time the regu-
lar Bordesux mixture for the fungous
disease called apple scab. After we
commenced spraying we kept at it for
nearly s week, using 200 gallons of
water on nearly 1000 trees.

We had to do this work just when we
wanted to be planting and sowing but it
was “‘up and at ‘em” as the editor said.

looks much better than those not spray-
ed. | understood Mr. Chas. Pope to
say that after spraving abhout 400 trees

| he stopped because the trees were hlos-

soming. At first we hesitated about
sprayving sfrer the trees were in partial
bloom. Greenipgs, bel'flowers and early
varieties were mach more forward than
other sorts, but we kept right on and |
have seen no injury therefrom, either to
the fruit trees or to my bees. | noticed
that mv bees—six colonles—were gather-
lng thelir honey from other sources; the
pollen of apple tree blossoms not being
forward enough for them st that time
Had we commenced spraying three to
four davs earlier than we did, it would
have been better. We could then have
snoihilated the whole tribe in u very
The factis our spraviog ap-
paratus was oot in resdiness as soon as
it should have been and we did some
planting when we ought to have been
spraving. There is nothing better than
experience to teach 1 person just what to
do and when to do it.—W. P. A. In Maine
Farmer.

If a man had the yellow
fever for nineteen months it wouid be
apt to be called chronic, eh? It he had
the jumping toothache for 604 days and

wouldo't they ?

| am ot a meteorologist—just a plain
farmer man, working the soll for what |
can get out of it. In this part of the
community we farmer men have to work
out doors. This pecessitates at least
tolerable weather. It also léads usto
notice when it raios or snows or hails or
otherwise elementally disgorges damp-
Dess upon us.

And right here let me say, parentheti-
cally, that a too close addiction to barom-
eters and thermometers and anemometers
and other thingometers tends to an ap-
parent dulling of the faculty of personal
and practical observation of the real
weather—the thing that wets you or
blows through you. I've known highly
scientific meteorologists, sitting sur-
rounded with xll sorts of maups and
ometers, satisfledly reckon up that they
had correctly toretold the weather of the
last mouth in the proportion of 86 7-10
r cent of success to 13 3-10 per cent of
failure, when, as a matter of simple, out
door fact, thev had *“*hit It ahout half
;M time, und “‘missed ili." the other half,
ust a8 any gueaser might be ex to
under the the laws of chance. e
Not belog s meteorologist and not
possessing an spemometer or a rain-
meter or any other paraphernalia of that
sort, I simply know when it rains or
when it is fair. When it rains I can't
work out doors: when it is fair [ can—
usually. For some little time I have
kept & dsily record of the westher on
this unbecomingly crude and unscienti-
feally practical plan.

And | koow, not only from my own
memory, but from the dally jottings of
this record—put down every night at the
close of the day’s work—that a sudden
and marked change came over the mani-
festations of the weather, with the open-
ing of October, 1596, which change has
now become chronic, after nineteen
months—604 days, to be exact—of
pluvial and pestiferous persistence.

My record tells me whether each day
was fair or cloudy or foul with rain or
snow.

I find that of the 604 days between
October 1, 1896, and the writing of this,
233 have been fuir, 271 have been stormy
and 100 have been cloudy all the day,
but without rain or snow—just dark,
gloomy, disagreeable, depressing, dump-
ish days. That is, ignoring the merely
cloudy days of the last 604 days, 3% per
cent have been fair and 45 per cent have
been actually stormy.

Mv record enables me to know that of
the 604 days which immediately preced-
ed this period ending where it began,
with October 1. 1566, 341 were fair, 173
stormy and 90 cloudy. That is, again
ignoring the merely cloudy davs, 58 per
cent of the time was falr and 28 per cent
was stormy. Put the record in a tabu-
lar form, if you please, just to let the
items sit beside each other for compari-
son

Last season | could
see from my windows several hundred
acres of grass unmown mber 13,
because at no time between July 10 and
that date had the freshet- soll
been capable of besaring up a mowing
machine. That is one fact. The second
ia this : Since the thawing of the ground,
about April 10, this spring, sufficiently
to admit cultivation, there have been up
to this 27th day of May just eight days
on which it was fair enough to plow or
harrow, plant or ‘‘seed down.”

The Speed, Armament and Han-
dling of Sea Fighters.

GRIM, PONDEROUS BATTLESHIPS

Guift Armored Cruleers sad Low Swim-
ming Monjtors Which, With Full Mag-
ssines and Shotted Guas, Watch the
Cuban Ports or fesk Spasish Squadroms.

The marines in the navy use the Lee
rifle, which has a magazine bolding five
cartridges. This arm is of .23 caliber.

In naval warfare the shell has re-
placed the solid shot in all calibers down
to the | pounder gum, adding vastly
to the destruotive effect of a cannonade.

All modern guns on ships of war aro
breechloading and rifled.

From the highest calibers down to
a8 4 inch diameter of bore guns are
designated by theircaliber. From a 4

inch callber down to the 1 pounder
they take their name from the weight

of the shot they throw. Everything be-
low the 1 pounder is in ths machine
gun class.

Male applicanta may enter the navy
between the sges of 14 and 85 years.
Boys between 14 and 17 years old can
enlist only as apprentices,

While in the army the private soldier
may rise to a major generalship, in the
pavy the limit of the bluejacket’s possi-
ble promotion is the positico of warktant
officer, as gunner, boatswain, carpenter.
The highest pay of a warrant officer is
$1.500 a year.

Bluejuckets are better pald than sol-
diers in tbe United States service, and
when in active service have what the
soldier is seldom sure of, the assurance
of good food and comfortable quarters.
A landsman in the navy receives in the
beginning $16 a montb, aud bis pay in-
creases at each step of his promotion to
the rank of ordinary and of able seamuan,

From Key West to Havana is a dis-
tance of 90 miles weasured in a direc-
tion almost doe south.

To cruise on a warship in the Carib-
bean sea is a far more healthfuol and
pleasant business than to campaign on
land. It is cooler npon the water, there
are no vepomous reptiles or insects to
make life a buorden and but little lia-
bility of malarial or epidemio disense.

For fighting in warm climates the
United States seaman wears s uniform
of white—canvas jumper, canvas troo-
sers, knitted watch cap or white canvas
hat, black necktie and lanyard with
knife. .

For boarding or repelling boarders in
a paval engagement the United States
sailor 1# provided with a sevolver and
cotlsss  When landed as infantry, he
carries n Lee magazine rifle.

There is nothing cleaner than the
decks mud equipment of a warship. All
woodwork is scrubbed and brass work
polished daily, and there is no end to
painting and scraping and to the chip-
ping of rust from anchors and cables.

Every man-of-war's man kuows how
to sew and does his own mending
Many of the old bhands would rather
buy the materials and make their own
clothes than draw a ready made uui-
form svit from the goverument.

On warships to which a chaplain is
assigned s small white pennant with a
blue cross Hying from the gaff gives no-
tice that divine service is being held on
board.

No punishment involving bodily suf.
fering, sueh as the old time flogging,
branding, tattoving of offenders, can be
adjudged by any coonrt martial or in-
flicted upon any person in the navy.

In modern naval fightsthe battleships
are ranged in the first line and beur the
bruut of attack. With them are the
monitors and armored cruisers which
protect the flanks aud rear of the line
of battle. Protected cruisers, torpedo
boats, dispatch boats, bospital ships and
torpedo boat destroyers form the second
line.

Torpedo boat destroyers are large tor-
pedo boats which are equipped so that
they way launch torpedoes at the en-
emy or with guns and raws sink his
torpedo boats.

The cost per day of maintaining in
commission an ordinary warship is
$1,3500.

The present outlay for the United
Btates navy is $50,000 per day.

A single charge of ammunition for a
large caliber gun costs $5600.

It costs from $7,000 to $10,000 to fill
the bunkers of A man of-war with coal.

Until the recent naval fight off Ma-
pilla only one sea fight had occurred
to put modern war vessels and arma.
ments to the test—the battle of Yalu,
in 1595, between the Chinese and Jap-
anese fleets.

Our modern steel built, armorclad
pavy had no existence, ¢ven on paper,
16 years ago. At that time the United
States had but 37 war vessels available
for cruising, of which only one, the
Tennessce, was a first rate ship. The
smootbbore muzzle loader was the pre-
vailing gun in the service then. Many
of the war craft of that period have
been since laid up as superannuated.

The first clacs battleship Iowa is the
most powerful open sea fighter, and the
cruiser Minpeapolis, which
bas reached a speed of 28.7 knots, is
the swiftest ship in the vavy.

Thers are more than 1,200 islands

in the Philippius archipelago, bat ouly

pine of ther: sro of any considerable
size, the othcrs being little more than
pare voleanic rocks, They have a popu-

lation of between 7,000,000 and 8,000,-

000 inbabitants
Luzon, the largest of the Philippine

group, bus an area of 41,121 square

miles, being about ns large as Cuba, and

it bas a populntion of over 4,500,000,
Manilla, the capital of Lozon and of

the whole Philippine archipelago, is

sitosted at the mouth of the river Pasig,
which empties into the bay of Manills,

Ineluding ats suburbs it bas a popula-

ticu of 175,000, of which about 5,000

are Spaniards 12,000 are creoles, or

Spanish of mi.xed caste, and the re-

mainder are wainly Tagal Malays,

mestizos, Chipese and Mobammedans
from India, with a fuw Eoropean for-
eigners.

The Philippines arc the most norther-
ly division of the great Indiap archi-
pelago.

The bay of Manilla has been called
the finest commercial hacbor in the
world. It is 120 miles aroond if, and
the water over much of its inclosed
area i 300 feet deep. All the navies in
the world might apchor in the bay at
the same tim~ and bave room to spare,

After entering Mauilla bay a vessel
still bas 25 miles to sail to reach the
city.

In the Philippines the rainy season
lasts from May to November. The beavi-
ost rains fall in July.

During the wet monsgoons—the rainy
season—the island of Luzon is subject
to typhooms which often csuse great
destruction to the shipping and to prop-
erty inshore.

Like Havana, the Philippines' capital
oity is famous for its cigars. The Ma-
nillsa cheroot, highly appreciated in
the East Iudies and in Europe, is far
milder than the heavy Cuban cigars.

Malays of the Tagal and the Bisayan
tribes form the bulk of the population
of the Philippines.

The aborigiual inbabitapts, a dark
people, called by the Spaniards Negri-
tos, live in the wovsntainous parts of
the islands,

The Philippines were discovered by
Ferpando Magalbsens («Muagellan) o
1521. He was killld on one of the
islands.

Up to 1551 pirates infested the Phil
ippine w.tois At that date s Spanish
expedition against the island of Sulo
put an end to their doprodations

The Spanish laws for the Indion are

gimple—and Spapish.  Every wale iu-
babitaut wost pay a personal tax and
give 40 day: " labor apnuaslily to the nab-
lic works department.  Bestdes this, in
Luzon the coolies must cultivate tobac-

co for the governmment or pay a mouey
equivalent.

A leading production in the Philip-
pines is hemp. Manills, as u term for
rope, is in use the world over whorever
vessels suil.

PRIZES AND PRIZE COURTS.

How the sooils of & Captured Enemy's
8Lt Are Apportioned,

Any ship of the enemy may be mnde
a prize on the bigh seas, even thoogh
it belongs t- private citizens

The quescon of the legality of prizes
taken is settled by n specially organized
prize court,

The prize court now in session ot Key
West is composed of three judges ap-
puinted by the president.

The sentence of the prize coort is
conclusive upon all toe world. The
original owoers of a prize scized and
condemned have no appeal from its de-
cisions.

One-half of the valoe of all prizes
captured by the wavy goes to the gov-
erntuent.

One-twentieth of one-half the valoe
of all prizes captured goes to the com-
mander of the fleet to which the captors
belong

After dedueting the fleet command-
er'stwenticth and the fleet captuin's ope-
hundredth sbare from the Lalf of the
prize reserved to the captors the remain-
der goes to the men and officers of the
capturing ships, being divided among
them in proportion to the amount of
their regular pay.

All vessels of the navy within signal-
ing distance of the vessel or vessels
making a capture and ready to render
afficient aid it required, sbare in the
prize

Wheo o vessel is captored, the com-
manding officer of the vessel mwaking the
capture is required to put ber in charge
of a prize officer and crew to take ber
into port.

If & captured vessel and cargo are not
taken for the use of the government, in
which case the captors are paid their
due share by the government, the prize
is sold at aoction.

The 5 inch gun is the largest to
which rupid fire action bas been applied
in the United States navy. With a gun
of greater caliber oue man could not
easily haudle the cartridge

Some housekeepers pride themselves
on never serving can foods, consider-

ing thelr use an indication of inefficlency.
Others are not yet convioced of the

therefore decry their continual use. The
cost of such food of the best chIity re-
vents thelr use in other households. But
none of these objections are valld In the
case of emergencies.

No person would claim that caoned
foods are to be chosen when fresh onea
are available, but the ease in keeping
them and quickuess of preparation are
great advantages at times.

Among the most useful canned foods
are the salmon, shrimp and chicken ; the
corn, peas, tomatoes and celery for veg-
etables; peaches, apricots and grated
ploeapple for fruit. Our shelf should
be supplied with one or two caps of each
class. Where milk is not easily procured
a few cans of evaporated cream are de-
sirable. This s unaweetened, and there-
fore can be used for soups. Other things
convenient In the household at any time,
and which should be kept on hand, are
prepared flour, gelatine, beef extract,
dried herbs, mushroom ketchup, or some
good table sauce. A cooked salad dress-
iog can be kept indefinitely, while a
mayounaise is quickly prepared when
eges, oil and vinegar are avallable.

Butter, sugar, eggs, potatoes, crack-
ers, stale bread, rice and macaronl usu-
ally are to be found in a store closet
otherwise bare.

Canned chicken will give us croquettes
or a casserole with rice, or It may be
served with a curry sauce in a border of
rice, or with & cream sauce on toast.
With a can of celery and one of chicken
an excellent sslad may be served.

Canned chicken soup can be served as
it comes, or used like stock In more
elaborate soups.

Peas may be served plain, or sifted
and made into a chartreuse or timbal, or
into a cream soup. Asparagus can be
used In the same ways.

The tomato can is one of our faith-
ful allies. It may give us a plain tomato
soup, or the mock bisque, or a sauce to
serve with rice, macaroni, or meat, or
combined with gelatine we have the
tomato jelly salad, available when green
salads are not.

The country houuku-rnr can have
lettuce at hand, it she will, for nearly
half & year.

With a supply of canned fruit and pre-
pared flour 8 wide mnge of desserts la
possible. The prepared flour can be ob-
talned In small packages, or may be
msade at home by mixing the usual pro-
portions of flour and baking powder.
Then it is easy to have steamed roly
poly pudding, fruit dumplings and
shortcakes.

By the substitution of the strained
fruit pulp and juice, or the grated pine-
apple for orange juice in an orange jelly
or charlotte, we may obtain several
varities of fruit sponges or jellied fruita.

Thus it iz easy to see how our emer-
gency shelf may provide several different
menus—as below. The last probably
requires more time for preparation than
is usually at our command in most emer-
gencies, but serves to show the possi-
bilities of our dozen cans.

QUICK CONSOMME ROYAL.
Tie In a piece of cheese cloth any or
all of these flavorers: a small onlon cut
fine, s half bay leaf, a blade of mace,
two or three cloves and pep corns,
and cook this in three pinta of water for
half an hour, or till reduced to one
quart. Then add one teaspoonful of
beef extract, season with salt and pour
over the custard placed in the tureen.

CUSTARD.

Beat one egg smooth, add two table-
spoonfuls of milk, water, or stock, sea-
son with salt and pepper and strain into
a cnr. Set in water and steam or bake
until firm. Cool and cut in slices and
then into fancy shapes.

CASSEROLE OF RICE AND MEAT.

Boll one cupful of rice In two quarts
of boiling water till tender, drain and
line a mold. Fill with one pint of cold
meat well seasoned and molstened with
one cupful tomsto sauce, or with one
cuptul stock mixed with one beaten egg.
Cover with the rice and steam or bake In
a pan of water for about forty minutes.
Turn from the mold and serve with to-
mato sauce.

SALMON LOAF.

Mince one can salmon, add one cupful
stale bread crumbs (the white, without
crust), two beaten eggs, one-balf cupful
milk. Season to taste with salt, pepper,

and lemon juice. Put In & mold
and steam or bake for thirty minutes.
Turn from the mold and serve hot with
white or Hollandalse sauce.

*We happen to have a German quarter-
master,” the young man writes, “and
g0 nrriving here we atood all the first day
in a drizzling ralu, without tenta, blank-
ots or rstions, on & bill overlooking the
river and valley in the distance—a plet-
uresque and lospiring view that would
ordinarily draw admiration from the
most unspprecistive natures, but under
existing circamstances Sunday School
words were not profuse. A« night was
drawing near, and blankets and straw
were conspicuously absent, the writer,
with several other officers, approached
our qusrtermaster with the question,
‘What of the night” We were greeted
with, ‘Vat is it you vant? We gulitily
murmured, ‘Blankets, *Dis is var," he re-

lled. ‘Ve vould have cried like babies
t ve could not come. 1 vould have cried
myself. Now ve are here. Dia la var.”

There is leas complaint about the food
at Camp Alger now than there was u fow
weeks ago.  The boys are learning that
camp life ia not one of luxufy, sod that
they must expect to endure hardness. |
overheard a good patured ‘‘dressing
down"” which a veteran of the civil war

gave A Eronp of boys of the 65th
New York the other day, who were com-

menting on their privations: ‘‘No sugar
and milk for your coffee,” repeated the
veteran in disgust. *‘I never heard of
such & thing a8 having sagar and milk
io coffee.  Preposterous to thiok of it!
Do you want to be rolled up in cotton
batting? The trouble with you boys Is
that you are belng fed altogether too well
and have never been allowed to get real
hungry yet. The time will come It you
see much actunl service when raw pork
will be a treat, and a thin strip placed
between two pleces of hard-tack will be
eaten with great relish. Of course it is
much better to have pork cooked, but
when you cannot get it that way you will
take it in almost unly shape. The time
will come when this food would taste
mighty good, | tell you.” This sort of
Job's comfort is not without a certain
good effect, and still the boys oceasional-
Iy suggest that the food s pot just what
they have been used to at home. The
Oth Massachusetts, which arrived at
Camp Alger last Wedneaday, had its first
fresh meat on Monday, eating In the
meantime bacon, canned corn beef,
tatoes, beans, bread, hard-tack, coffee.
There Is an agreeable regularity In the
appearance of these staples, and the
problem of what to get for breakfast does
not disturb Camp Alger housekeepers.
There Is no scanning the bill of fare;
every meal Is very much like the last.
Michigan men who came in Iast week
were for five days kept upon a steady diet
of one sandwich and one mug of coffee
for each meal, and the sandwich was
made of canned corn beef. Hard-tack, ac-
cording to the boys, Is & much maligned
food staple, and if it could be had when
tresh and crisp, they say it would not be
bad since it is really a cracker made of
flour and water.

But besides the recoguition of the fact
that this ia what army life means and a
settling down to the consequences, re-
porta from other flelds have a quieting
effect. One of the local newspapers priat-
ed on Sunday a private letter from one
of the Diatrict boys at Chickamaugua
in which he said that all of his company
were hoping to be forwarded to Tampa,
because they had implicit confidence that
it could not be worse than where they
were. But the Bigelow-Davis debate has
20 affected the reputation of Tampa here
as a comfortable and commodious hostel-
ry that most of the Camp Alger boys are
willing to stay where they are unless they
can go Into nctual field service. [n fact,
conditions at the camp are improving
rapidly, due to the agitation of the news-
papers and the efforts of some active con-
gressmen. The commission that Secre-
retary Alger sent to luvestigate things
brought in & verdict of **Not guilty, but
don't do it aguin.” They found water,
sanitation and everything in excellent
conditlon, but recommended that no more
troops be sent there. And yet In spite of
this recommendstion and report that
l.‘lms Alger was to be abandoned, the
Third Virginia Regiment came in on
Sunday, and I happened to be at Duno-
Loring etation on its arrival.  The two
striking features of s fresh regiment are
the extreme youthfulness of the men and
the immense amount of luggage which
they have to carry. Besides the rubber
and woolen blankets, koapsack, rifle,
canteen and ordinary equipment, many
of the boys were carrying boxes snd hand
satchels, evidently bringing into camp a
few extras from their friends at home.
But it would have to be & very viluable
article to be worth carrying on foot long
over the dusty roads at the south. When
the Virgioia bof! got of the trains
and formed Into lines they immediately
started for camp. It was about midday,
the sun was beating down hard, and the
pros of a three-mile walk, at the end
of which tent-making and housekeeping
would have to be done, was not enviable.
Some of the boys had got hold of big
pleces of bread, and could be seen eatlng
away at them while waiting for the
marching orders to be given.—Corre-
spondence of the Boston Transcript.

GARFIELD'S STRUGGLES.

How He Burnped the Midnight Oll When at
Williams College.

Garfleld was said to be only cne of a
very few who kept up their literary
studies whils in Washington, He never
did so well but it seemed he could east-
ly do better He always gave the im.
pression that be bad much more power
than he nsed As Trevelyan said of his
parliamentary hero, Garfield succeeded
because all the world could not have
kept him in the background, and be-
cause, once in front, be played his part
with an intrepidity and a commanding
ease that were but the outward symp-
toms of the immense reserve of energy
on which it was in his power to draw.

“When 1 was a freshman in Wil-
liams college,"’ said Garfield, *'I looked
out one night and saw in the window
of my only competitor for first place in
mathematics a light twinkling a few
minutes longer than I was wout to keep
mine burning. 1 then and there deter-
mined to invest a little more time in
preparation for the next day's recita-
tion. I did soand pasecd above my rival,
I smile today at the old rivalry, but I
am thankfol for the way my attention
was called to the value of a little mar-
gin of time well employed.
