OLD HOME WEhK. 
When the Old Home Week idea was 

promulgated by Governor Kollius in 1S99 
very few people expected to see it ex- 

tend so far or become so tiriuly establish- 
ed in so short time as recent events indi- 
cate. We all recognized the fact that 
there was merit in the suggestion, but 
very few supposed it would become the 
subject of legislative action by towu aud 
state and call people year after year half 
way across the country to visit the old 
aucestral home time and again, aud in 
some instances resulting in their perma- 
nent settlement upon it or in the im- 
mediate vicinity. 

That Old Home Week observance lias 
assumed a more permanent form than 
was supposed possible at the time of its 
titst mention is indicated in various 
ways. The states of Vermont and 
Massachusetts have provided for its an- 
nual observance by legislative action, 
having fixed certain days to be known 
as Old Home Week each year. The 
state of New Hampshire, through its 
Old Home Week association, has made 
the third Saturday iu August the first 
«lay of Old Home Week each year. 
Maine has also established a permanent 
week aud Khode Island and Connecticut 
are about to adopt a similar course. At 
the recent towu meetings in many Xew 
Hampshire towns money was appro- 
priated from the treasury to defray ex- 

penses of printing and other small items 
of expense, as allowed to do by the last 
legislature. These various public acts 
and discissions attending the passage of 
the same will tend to more widely 
advertise the project and greatly extend 
its field of operations. It has been 
demonstrated that an expensive meeting 
is unnecessary, for some of the most en- 

joyable au«l the most useful have been 
those where but little money was ex- 

pended. bending an invitation to every 
absent son and daughter of the town to 
come home to the celebration is as im- 
portant a matter as there is couuected 
with it. 

It seems to be about time to make 
preparations for the gathering of this 
year aud there should be at least one 

hundred such meetings iu each Xew 
England state. New Hampshire held £> 
the first year, 70 the second aud over 100 
last year, which number will probably 
be increased this year. The beacon 
lights on the hills, the Sunday service in 
the old church and the picnic dinner 
and speaking in the grove are the leading 
features of a successful Old Home Week 
observance. The social greetings of the 
occasion are the most enjoyable of all, 
both to the resident of the old town and 
to the home-comer. However far away 
from the place of his birth and boyhood 
experiences a person may have remained 
during a long life, he never loses his at- 

tachment for the old home and the 
scenes of childhood. We recently met a 

very intelligent lady, born in Germany, 
who had not seen her native country for 
£> years, but had just returned from a 

visit of but a few days in that faraway 
land for the sight of which she had 
yearned for many years. Although 
prosperous and coutcnted here, she said 
the little visit to her native town, to the 

village church where she sat as a child, 
to the schoolhouse autl to the homes of 
childhood frieuds almost forgotten, was 

the happiest experience of her life aud 
well repaid the expense and fatigue of 
the long journey. 

The same will be true of thousands of 
New En^laud born boys aud girls if we 1 

but give them au invitation to come ι

It is impossible fur those who have 
never lived away from their native towu 
tu comprehend how much this movement 1 

means tu those who have wandered 1 

away. It is even mure tu them than tu 
those whu extend the invitatiun tu come 
hack. Many business and professional 
men are su absurbed in their affairs that 
λ trip tu their uld hume seems impossible, 
however much they might want to take 
it, but the Old ilome Week invitatiun 
comes signed perhaps by an associate in 
buyhuud days and they declare they will 
find some way to leave business matters 

and accept. They lind so much pleasure 
in visiting the hauuts of childhood and 
in renewing acquaintances formed mauy 
years previuus that they return tu their 
business refreshed in body and mind 
«nd promise themselves they will take 
the trip every year. The pleasure is not 

confined to the person who visits or the 
person who is visited upon Old Home 
Week, but extends to about every per- 
son in the towu if he will put himself iu 
proper frame of mind to enjoy anything. 
We are pleased that the Old Home Week 
movement is extending iu all direction» 
tnd hope every one will aid it in every 
possible way.—Mirror and Farmer. 

MR. THING ANSWERS. 
Y our correspondent asks a question 

ind proceeds to answer it himself. He 
answers as well as 1 am able to do in the 
main.

But the advantage 
is uot all with the horses. It costs a 

great deal more to hitch a pair of horses 
than a pair of oxen and it takes more 
time to do it; and we can get into the 
Held as quickly with the oxen as the 
horses. 

If a man is snug enough and saves 

every cent, both time and money, he 
may use a pair of horses uutil he uses 
them up and come out square, but the 
ordinary man will use the horses up iu 
tive to twelve years and unless he is a 

good calculator he will not be able to 
tell where they have gone to, while the 
oxen if they have eaten as much pro- 
vision as the horses, will sell fur enough 
to pay for anuther yoke anil have enough 
left to pay his taxes. It makes all the 
difference in the wurld who owns the 
teams, sume men always have a pair uf 
fat cattle and others always fat horses. 

1 have no quarrel with either of them, 
but 1 admire a good team of white faces. 
There is a youug man drives by my 
house occasionally with a team of six 
white-faced steers, 2 ami 3 years old, 
and I never see him or his steers but 
I think of the money he will make if he 
keeps on in the way he has started. 

1 like a good colt or a good hurse, but 
I had rather have a buy with a yuke uf 
steers by far. There is nu questiuning 
with oxen but they staud for just what 
is in them and will sell any time for what 
they are worth.—L). 11. Thing in Journal.

THE FARMER AND FARM LIFE. 

DON'T SELL THE OLD FARM. 

There is something sad in contemplat- 
ing the sale of an old farm upon which 
several generations have toiled, raised 
families of children and had a home. Λ 
writer in the Indiana Farmer says: 

God speed the day when home will be 
too dear and sacred to be considered as 

mere merchandise. A man who is con- 

tinually selliug, buying and moving is 

teaching his children to be as restless as 

himself. What does this all tend to? To 
dissolution of statehood; to dissolution 
of home ties; the banishment of all the 
beauty of home life; the breaking up of 
Americanism; the dissolution of energy 
and the robbing life of its aims. 

Life without an object is life that fails. 

Every young tuau should have in his 
mind's eye an ideal home; let him think, 
plan ami toil day by day to build it, to 

perfect its loveliness aud enhance its 
usefulness. What matter bow or 

low the price of the land, somewhere he 
must have a home; "not merely four 

square walls;" but a place beautiful; a 

place where his children will gladly turn 

iu from the weary town; always per- 
manent where they will always know 
the road home; where his own tired self 
can recuperate and feel that 'tis good to 

live. 
What is more pitiable than rolling 

along the highway in muddy March the 

congested pile of some farmer's home? 

Why sell? If the purchaser can profit by 
his investment, so can you. I know 
men three score years of age selling what 
has taken all those years to procure, and 

going where land was cheaper to build 
and climb again, as if they had time 
leased forever. One hundred dollars an 

acre is not too high for land to return a 

fair profit, but it is to»» high to farm the 
old way; so men, by selling seem to run 

away from progress. A few miles north 
of France are the Jersey islands, home 
of the Jersey cattle; land rents there 
at from $50 to $100 per acre. How can 

they pay that price? By judicious and 
scientific breeding, feeding and hus- 

bandry, nothing more. We must wake 

up to the now era of agriculture, we 

must take science with one hand and the 

plow with the other. We cannot ignore 
scieuce, which is only truth explained. 
We must read, think, read. We must 
consider opinions of men who have made 
a success behind the basket, behind the 

plow, or we cannot keep abreast with 

progress. Derision of book farming 
must pass. 

The farmer who has money idle about 
him while his stock goes shelterless 
through the winter is a failure. I know 
of several of that class, it is moro 

profitable to be in debt in the right way 
than to have a few huudred idle about 
you when its use is needed. 

There are hundreds of farmers who do 
not know our government expends 
thousauds annually to help them, yet 
they read little and care little. The 

?oing up in price of land will certainly 
be an incentive to better methods. The 
>ld-time farmer will have to turn a new 

leaf or go out of business. The former 
would be wise. No, don't sell the old 
liome. Stand by your fireside, old mau, 
in the evening of your life; earth offers 

nothing better than what you have. 
Stand by the homestead, young man; 
the possibilities of earth are with you; 
;o straight on with progress and when 
the years have rolled by the cock in your 
Jarnyard will crow a triumphant success.

Trenton, N. J., last season, much good 
.vould have resulted to every close ob- 

serving farmer. 
Throughout New England to-day per- 

iaps no breed of cattle for all purposes 
s attracting more attention than the 
Uolsteins. 80 rapidly are these cattle 

>eiug improved that great results are 

reached by many individuals in the 

production of large quantities of milk 
ind butter by great specimens of the 

breed, both cows and heifers and both 
publicly and officially tested. Yet the 

increasing demand is beyond the supply 
tor the best specimens of this beautiful 
breed. The homesteads of New Eng- 
land are already blessed by peace aud 

plenty because of the Holstein cattle. 
The 20th century will see greater ad- 

vancements in the science of agriculture 
ind the improvement in the breeding of 
live stock than the world has yet seen. 

Farmers are fast learning that more de- 

pends on the sire than on the dam in 

breeding stock. The best bred Holstein 
iires are greatly sought after. The value 
>f a good sire can hardly be estimated, 
is future results must be taken into con- 

sideration; $50 or even §100 extra, may 
jftcn be returned by a single heifer from 
the time she becomes a milker until she 
is a matron of 12 years. Uer extra 

production would more than pay the 

purchase price of a line sire. Farmers 
jften fail to see this point, and so reason 

badly. Aud then, too, she becomes the 
foundation for still greater improvement. 

Our farms should be stocked with the 

thoroughbred cattle of whatever breed 
they are best adapted to keep. Thor- 
oughbreds breed truer and are usually 
jeiter producers than grades. They 
jften produce more than the difference 
η purchase price of a heifer or cow be- 
fore they reach the middle of their use- 

fulness, to say nothing of the increased 
income in the value of their calves, and 

the great pleasure derived from having 
»nd caring for them.—NT. E. Homestead. 

ABOUT GREEN BONE. 

The advocates of green bone for poul-· 
try often, and indeed usually fail to give 
in ideaof what greeocut bone is or should 
l>e. We remember only one who was 

L-areful to state that it should be bone 
ju which there was not any tainted 
meat. Better have no meat on it at all 
than meat that has begun to decay, as 

tainted meat not ouly imparts its un- 

pleasant riavor to the eggs if fed regular- 
ly, but it conveys the germs of decay so 

that the eggs grow stale and rot more 

quickly, but the dressed chickens thac 
have been fed on it will not keep even in 
cold storage, and out of it they spoil al- 
most before they can be fitted for the 
table. We do not approve of its use 

even when it is the best that can be pro- 
cured, but the stale bones with rotten 

meat on thwm, that are usually offered at 

the country markets after they have 
been under the beuch a day or two, are 

too much like the offence of the King of 
Denmark, so "rank, it smells to 

Heaven."

A REBEL WIFE.

PART FIRST. 

Somewhere in Northeast Missouri on 

one of the tributaries of the Mississippi, 
there is a little town that, before the 
war, was a place of considerable impor- 
tance—a county seat and the principal res- 
idence of the aristocracy of that region. 
The town was built on a picturesque 
bend of the little river that in a dry 
season was merely a chain of mud 
puddles, but when swollen by heavy 
rains, a raging flood that tore away 
bridges and laid waste acres of the rich 
bottom lands along its course. Although 
beautiful for situation and bearing the 
high sounding historic name of Water- 
loo, the little towu itself was never in 
its most palmy days distinguished for 
fine buildings or handsome streets. 
Having been settled almost exclusively 
by immigrants from the older Southern 
states, it resembled many of the small 
towns one might have seen thirty or 

forty years ago in various parts of the 
South and Southwest—perhaps may be 
seen there still In some localities. Many 
of the houses were low one story 
sructures with a rough stone chimney 
built up on the outside at one of the 
gable ends, sometimes at both; few had 
ever boasted a coat of paint, though here 
and there a whitewashed log house re- 

lieved the general dinginess. It was no 

uncommon thing to see, even in the 
business part of the town, swine roving 
about at their own sweet will, or taking 
a bath in the sticky red mud that after 

every rain made the unpaved streets a 

terror to inexperienced pedestrians. 
The number of dogs one saw at every 
turn might have raised the query if every 
man and boy in the place had not a 

canine following of two or three. As to 
the people one saw walking in the 
streets or gathered about the shops and 
stores, a New Englander's first impres- 
sion would probably have been that 

nobody there was ever in a hurry. If 
some had not attained to ease with dig- 
nity, they seemed to enjoy a comfortable 
share of ease without it. 

The wealthier and more aristocratic 

portion of the community—families who 
claimed that the blue blood of old 
Virginia or Kentucky ran in their veins- 

occupied residences on the sloping 
''bluffs" that overlooked the town. 
These were generally wide roomy houses, 
plain in exterior, but with an air of 
substantial comfort about them and 

perhaps not without luxurious furnish- 
iugs within. The finest of these, a 

mansion shaded by stately oaks and 
set in the midst of thickets of rose- 

bushes and ornamental shrubbery, was 

the home of Judge Harwood, a promi- 
nent social and political leader in the 
county. The Judge was a fine specimen 
of the Southern gentleman, affable, 
courteous, a generous neighbor and a 

genial host, delighting in a large hospi- 
tality. Although a native of Virginia, 
ro ighing it for a dozen years or more in 
the West, whither lie had come to repair 
a dilapidated fortune, had worn off 
somewhat of the old Virginia stateliness.

extremely proud, his birth in the Old 
Dominion and the "sole daughter of his 
house and heart," whom he had named 
for his beloved native state.

such an idiot,—bow can you have 
patience with me?" It is needless to 
say that the young tutor found the 

practice of that difficult virtue surpris- 
ingly easy in dealing with any mental 
obtueenees in his fair pupil.

enter into the details of the wooing and 

winning that followed in due time and

tion, called in the winter by the disloyal 
Governor Jackson for the express pur-

overwhelming majority, his disappoint- 
ment and disgust were so great, he be- 

came a fiercer dieunionist than ever. 

Colton, in order to maintain pleasant 
relations with the patrons of his school 
and especially with his father-in-law, 
had hitherto avoided controversy with 
them in regard to the issues then before 
the nation.

Colton found himself in a painful 
position. The President's call for 

seventy-five thousand men—a call that 
some one has said showed us how many 
heroes we had—thrilled every patriotic 
nerve within him.

HERE AND THERE. 

Marvoni Ik saying now that by June 
]at hi* system of wireless telegraphy 
will be iu opération between England 
ami Λ men ta *» a commercial enterprise, 
with rates much below those charged by 
the cable companies. Which looks like 
a sanguine twentieth century prediction, 
but we have the satisfaction of knowing 
that he has in every instance at least 
made good his promises, if not more. 

A young scion of the Vanderbilt fam- 
ily. who has just come of age, has sur- 

prised (we had almost said shocked) the 
country by declaring himself possessed 
of ho much larger an amount of personal 
property than the assessors had charged 
him with that his tax was iucreased from 
$!1,UX> to tSMtMfc The act has been 
the subject of much comment, but per- 
haps the most important result of it is 
to call attention to the absurdity and 
inequity of present methods of taxation. 
It lias been remarked that a number of 
the multi-millionaires who reside in 
New York pay a tax on ouly $1,000,000 
eac h of persoual property, including Mr. 
Carnegie, who is known to hold some 

two hundred millions in steel trust 
bonds. 

The fact is, we tackle the tax problem 
in a very awkward way. We think we 
are discarding the income tax idea en- 

tirely as impracticable, but in practice we 

mix the property tax idea and the in- 
come tax idea in a confused juuible. We 
tax all property where we find it—ex- 
cept that of railroads, telegraph com- 

panies, and a few other kintis of corpo- 
rations. But under the head of personal 
property we include not only movable 
property, but stocks, bonds, "money at 
interest," etc. These last named are 

property on the income tax basis, but on 

the basis of a property tax they are 

simply evidences of property which is 
taxed somewhere else. This fact is rec- 

ognized to a certain extent in our sys- 
tem, and in order to avoid palpabie 
double taxation we are obliged to hedge 
the taxation of this class of "prop- 
erty" about with a complicated mass of 
regulations. The outcome of it is that 
the bulk of this "property"—with the 
exception of bank stock, regarding which 
our Maine law is very strict—escapes 
taxation entirely. The taxation of rail- 
roads, telegraph coupaniee, and so on, 
has attracted much attention in this 
state and lias been the subject of consid- 
erable legislation in the past few years; 
but the old, simple question is still un- 
answered, why a corporation which 
owns a million dollars' worth of property 
in any form shouldn't pay a tax on a 
million dollars. 

Dr. Thomas Dunn English died a few 
days since at his home in New Jersey 
It is a little singular that his fame as an 

author, which Ttas gone well over the 
English-speaking world, was based al- 
most exclusively on one little song— 
"Ben Bolt"—which was written in his 
young manhood, and pleased him so 

little that he disliked to have it referred 
to in his presence.

TWO MEN FATALLY AND ONE 3ERIOUSL1 

INJURED BY BUKSTING OF STEAM 

PIPE. 

Two men were fatally injured and ; 

third may die as the result of a bursting 
steam pipe in the mill of the Interna 
tional Paper Co. at Rumford Palls Wed 
needay night. The night crew had jusl 
commenced their duties in one of the 
sulphite digester rooms where the papei 
stock is cooked, when a steam pipe in 
one of the digesters exploded, scattering 
the scalding stock to all parts of the 
room. Of the crew of live men two es- 

caped from the rpom. Of the other 
three, Horace Davis died instantly, Al- 
fred Christian died the next day, and 
Barney McDonald is in a precarious con- 

dition, though he may live. Davis was a 
resident of Gardiner, 35 years of age, 
and leaves a widow and one child. 
Christian was a Swede. 

One hundred and fifty laborers arrived 
at Thomaston Saturday, and Monday 
active work was begun on the Warren 
extension of the electric railway. The 
entire length of the extension will be 
between four and five miles, and the cost 
will be about $«35,000.

It would be a great saving of time and
