PLENTY OK ΚΑΙΝ IX MIDDLE WEST— 

CORN I BO»' SOMEWHAT KKTAKDED. 

Washing TOX, May '_'7.—The Weather 
Bureau's weekly summary of crop con- 
ditions is as follows: 

The week ended May 2ti was one of 
; highly favorable temperature condi- 
tions in all districts east of the Rocky 
Mountains, with abundant rainfall over 

! the greater portion of the central val- 
I leys, the lake region and the Middle 
Atlantic States. Drouth conditions in 

j the Ohio Valley have been effectually 
relieved, except in Southern Illinois, and 
while partially broken over the greater 
part of the Middle and South Atlantic 
States, more rain was needed at the 
close of the week in those districts. 
Kain is much needed in Tennessee, over 
the northern portions of Mississippi and 
Alabama, and in central and Southern 
Florida. Excessively heavy rains retard- 
ed work, and caused some damage by 
washing and overflows in the lake region 
and in the states of the Ohio and lower 
Missouri valleys. On the Pacific Coast 
the tirst part of the week was too cold 
in Washington and Oregon, but more 
favorable conditions prevailed during 
the latter part; in California, with the 
exception of drying winds, the week, 
though cooler than usual, was generally 
favorable. Heavy frosts occurred on the 
lUtli and 20th, in the middle and south- 
ern Kocky Mountain districts, causing 
considerable damage. 

Ifcavy rains have interrupted corn 

planting over extensive areas in the 
Missouri, upper Mississippi ami Ohio 
valleys and lake region, in portions of 
which districts much replanting will be 
necessary as a result of overflows and 
washed lands. The early planted has 
made good growth throughout the cen- 
tral valleys, but is suffering for cultiva- 
tion in the lower Missouri Valley. In 
the Southern States the crop has made 
good progress, and much of the early 
planted has been laid by. An improve- 
ment in the condition of winter wheat is 
reported from Nebraska, Kansas, por- 
tions of Illinois and in Indiana, Michigan 
and Wisconsin, and the crop continues 
in tiue condition in Missouri, except in a 

few southeastern counties. The reports 
from Tennessee, Kentucky, Ohio, the 
Middle, South Atlantic and East Gulf 
Stales show that the crop is headiug 
low, and indicate very light yields. Har- 
vesting continues iu Texas, and will 
soon begin in Arkansas, Oklahoma and 
Southern Kausas. Un the Pacific Coast 
the outlook continues favorable, except 
in Southern California; the crop is, how- 
ever, reported as unusually weedy in 
Oregon. In California winter wheat is 
ripening rapidly, and harvest will soon 

begin in the San Joaquin Valley. Early 
spring wheat has made vigorous growth, 
and that later sown is coming up well. 
Seeding is practically tiuished. In the 
Middle, South Atlantic and East Gulf 
States aud portions of the Ohio Valley 
the outlook for oats is not promising, 
but more favorable conditions are re- 

ported from the Missouri and upper 
Mississippi valleys and the lake regiou. 
Harvesting is in progress iu the Central 
and West Gulf States. But few adverse 
reports respecting cotton are received. 
In portions of Texas, Oklahoma ami 
Alabama, the crop is getting grassy, and 
boll weevil are increasing and lice ap- 
pearing in Southern Texas. General!} 
throughout the cottou belt, however, 
tields are clean and the crop has made 
good growth, aud squares are forming 
throughout the southern portion. He- 
cent rains in the Ohio Valley. Tennessee 
and the Middle Atlantic States have put 
the soil iu favorable condition for trans- 

planting tobacco, which work is well 
advanced iu these districts. lu the 
Carolinas stands are irregular aud in- 

sects destructive. Plants are generally 
plentiful, except in Central and Eastern 
Kentucky, but are overgrown in portions 

have sustained sumo damage by local 
storms in the Ohio Valley, ami on the 
whole the general fruit outlook is less 
encouraging than earlier in the seasou. 
Peaches are dropping extensively in the 
Middle and South Atlantic States. A 
very general improvement in grass is re- 

ported from the central valleys, but the 
condition of this crop in New England 
and the Middle Atlantic States continues 

backward. 

WHfcHE WILL ALSIKc CLOVcH GROW 
Alsike clover will grow reasonably 

well on almost any kind of clay land, 
even though it should be stiff clay. It 
wdl grow excellently well ou loam soils, 
moist aud deep, and more especially if 
they rest on a reasonably penetrable 
clay foundation. If they abound in 
lime, so much the better for the clover. 
This clover will also grow much better 
on the soils that characterize slough 
lands. If these are uuderlaid with clay 
not too far down, they furnish a para- 
dise for this plant. It seems to need 
more moisture than the other varieties 
of clover, and can also thrive better on 

black soil. Alsike can also stand water 
much better than other clovers. In cool 
weather it may be covered with a shal- 
low depth of water for two or three 
weeks at a time w ithout apparent injury. 
On the ordinary soils of the prairie this 
clover is much prone to grow short and 
weakly. On light sands it will not do 
very well; in fact, in a dry season, on 

such laud it cannot make headway. The 
same is true of gravelly lands. It is 
fortunate that this clover grows well in 
low lands. These are best adapted to 
the growth of timothy, hence, the two 

may be grown in tine form together. As 
they ripen together, both may be cut 

when at their best, and the alsike grow- 
ing among the timothy causes it to grow 
liner. The two make the best of fod- 
der.—Lewiston Journal. 

AGRICULTURAL HOME MARKET. 
With the steady and rapid congestion 

of the towns and cities, the food market 
is constantly expanding· There are 

over JiU municipalities in Massachusetts, 
and almost all of them are growing at a 

rate that has hardly ever beeu equalled 
in the past. Add to these the large 
towns where manufacturing is carried 
on, making communities that consume 

large quantities of food products, but 
produce practically noue, and it will be 
readily seeu that the home market is a 

very absorptive and exhaustive one. It 
seems as though it would keep the agri- 
cultural lands of the state in active culti- 
vation to meet this daily and growing 
need. It hardly seems possible that the 
farmers should be at a loss to know 
what to raise. Everything is grist for 
the metropolitan market, hay and grain, 
dairy products of all kinds, poultry, 
eggs, fruit, nuts and vegetables. 

The president of the American Pro- 
tective league says the home market is 
tho most splendid uarket in the world, 
and so it is. Moreover, the food market 
is the most splendid and reliable part of 
it, and when we hear the farmers com- 

plain that they cannot make decent liv- 

ings with this market within easy reach 
of all of them, in this section of the 

country, there is something inexplicable 
about it.—Boston Transcript. 

It is generally believed in the butter 
markets that the price through the sea- 

son of summer make will rule higher 
than last year. It is a significant fact in 
that connection ttiat up to last we«k the 

receipts of the frerfh make in Boston 
market have not exceeded current con- 

sumption, a condition rare at so late a 

date in the season for frail cows.—Maine 
Far mer. 

FERTILIZATION of the ORCHARD. 
Λ bulletin from the Cornell station, 

New York, baa some sensible remarks 
about the cultivation of the orchard 
through the application of manures, 
special fertilizers and the growing of 
cover crops. The purpose of the bulle- 
tiu is to record some experiments and 
draw deductions therefrom, which will 
help the modern scientific orchardist 
who believes in getting the best possible 
results from his fruit trees. The need 
of some system of fertilizing the orchard 
lands to make the trees produce large, 
handsome commercial fruits is universal- 
ly felt. Most of the progressive growers 
have reached the conclusion that green 
manure is more economical and as satis- 
factory as expensive fertilizers and barn- 
yard manures. The different climates 
and grass crops raised in an orchard 
should be for the double purpose of pro- 
tecting the tree roots in winter, and for 
fertilizing the soil by turning under 
early in spring. In the experiments 
made at the above station it was found 
that uf the various crops sown in mid- 
summer, after the sod of the winter 
crop had been plowed uuder and allowed 
to decompose, the alfalfa gave to the 
soil by the following spring 130 pounds 
of nitrogen to the acre, mammoth red 
clover 130 pounds, crimson clover 104 
pounds and common red clover 87 
pounds. Similarly the hairy vetch and 
soy bean planted, and on one acre the 
former from the heaviest yield produced 
2Ô0 pounds of nitrogen, and the cowpea 
52 pounds, both within three months 
after planting. According to these re- 

turns it was estimated that the hairy 
vetch added to the orchard soil in the 
form of nitrosjen, phosphoric acid and 
potash about $5$ worth of material to 
each acre. Added to this fertilizing 
value of the green crops there is the ad- 
vantage obtained by protecting the trees 
in winter. Another point to which at- 
tention is called is the good obtained in 
the use of these plants by preserving the 
moisture in the soil in hot weather, and 
in inducing the roots of the trees to 
penetrate far down into the subsoil. 
Such deep-rooted trees are always the 
sturdiest and best producers.—Prof. S. 
X. Doty in Journal of Agriculture. 

THE P3ULTRY YARD. 

CONDITIONS IN SIMMER. 

Where fowls are kept in confinement 
they should have plenty of shade. There 
are many poultrvmen, farmers especially, 
that believe they cannot afford to have 
their birds running all over the farm, for 
which they may have good reasons, 
but if they are kept in confinement they 
seem to forget the fact that the birds 
may die of heat and exhaustion if left in 
the sun all summer. It is very little 
trouble to place a few bushes of some 
kind in the poultry yard, and sow some 
kind of grass seed, for that also helps to 

keep the birds contented. A good plan 
is to have two yards, and while the 
fowls are using up the grass in one yard 
let some be growing in the next one dur- 
ing the summer. The birds will not 

only be a hundred times more comforta- 
ble, but will repay their owner by laying 
better. If fowls are suffering from heat 
they will not eat, nor will they scratch, 
and when they stop eating and scratch- 
ing there is certainly a loss in the num- 
ber of eggs. See to it that there is 
plenty of water in the yards for them, 
and it must be renewed several times a 

day during warm weather. There is no 
more pitiful sight in the poultry yard 
than to see a dock of fowls with their 
mouths open trying to get a little air, 
and seeking for a place of sliade when 
there is nothing but a stretch of wire 
around a hot, dry piece of land. On 
the contrary it is very pleasant to see a 

lot of birds under the bushes, or under 
the shade of a tree, resting and dusting 
themselves. By all means make the 
birds comfortable and they will repay it 
in their own way, which every one 

kuows is by laying well.—Mirror and 
Farmer. 

SEASONABLE. 
The early season for active operations 

on the farm was characterized by fre- 
quent rains which delayed in a measure 
the sowing of grain. The weather of 
the last half of the month just now 

closed, however, has been specially 
favorable for pushing aloug the work of 

planting. As a result the seed is now 

substantially all in the ground over the 
entire state, the exception being, chieliy, 
those crops where late seeding is prefer- 
able. With ample time for the work the 
land has been thoroughly prepared and 
put in unusually good condition for the

care of the crops. All over the state 
farmers are catching on to the advantage 
of so preparing the land before the seed 
is planted that the hoeing is largely 
done before it is in fact begun. This 
broadcast thorough preparation of the 
land by team work before the seed is 
put into the ground so commends itself 
to the good judgment of farmers that 
few are now found who are not prepared 
to take advantage of the practice. The 
tine weather of the past few weeks has 
been specially favorable for carrying 
out such work. 

Trices of stock of all kinds are high, 
and likely to remain so for some time 
to come, and farmers are hustling all 
around to take advantage of the situation. 
Animals of the best breeding, in cattle, 
sheep and swine, are being freely intro- 
duced, and with them increased efforts 
at growing the needed crops to feed 
them. Altogether farmers throughout 
the state are wide awake to the situation, 
and have started in to make this one of 
the profitable years of their experience. 
—Maine Farmer. 

PASSING OF THE PUBLIC RANGE. 

According to a telegram from Helena, 
Mont., the cattlemen of the Northwest 
are buying land rapidly and settling 
down with their herds. They have be- 

gun to realize that the public range will 
soon be a thing of the past, aud that the 
man who would continue in the business 
of raisiug cattle must have land of his 
own upon which to graze them. This 
is an encouraging feature of the live 
stock industry, for it means more cattle 
on the same number of acres and better 
cattle than have been produced by the 
ranges. At the same time, it makes the 
cattleman independent and no longer at 
the mercy of the seasons, compelled to 

move hither and thither with his herds 
in order to tind sustenance for them. 

As surely as the rolling stone gathers 
no moss the roving steer puts on no 

rtesh. While the ranges have produced 
magnificent animals and have contribut- 
ed largely to the country's beef supply, 
the best beef has been produced in the 
feed lots, where shelter, the proper food 
in proportions and freedom from an- 

noyances contributed to the development 
of the animal. In the delopment of 
the roving ranger into the gentle 
bovine of the feed lot, the introduction 
of better blood, the removal of the horns 
and the sheltered feed lqt have played 
an important part. The breeding up 
process is being continued, the wide 
spreading horns are growing scarce, and 
more and more feeders are beginning to 
realize that what the trade wants is a 

steer that is matured early in life, and 
to do this care and attention which can- 

not be bestowed on the range are 

necessary.—'vansas City Telegram.

will be planted in Maine this year than 
ever before. This is indeed welcome 
news, and yet it has come none too soon. 

The people are at last aroused to the 
fact that this crop has been neglected 
too long, aud that it is not the part of

the same awakening to the importance 
of raising steers, and by so doing free 
ourselves from the galling dependence 
upon the West.

Open boat voyaging lu the broad At- 

lantic may have its pleasures, but 

these, such as they were, did not appeal 
to either Kettle or his companions.

In this guise, then, they ended their 

voyage, which had spun out to nigh 
upon 1,000 miles, through contrary

the islands out of a twinkling turquoise 
sea. 

These appeared first as mere dusty 
black rocks sticking up out of the calm

And yet when all has been said for 
and against him there can be no doubt 
that he will remain the most notable 
Englishman of his generation—as much 
out of place among the Liberals as 

Disraeli was among the Conservatives, 
but, like him, a head and shoulders 
above all his rivals and as much su- 

perior to Disraeli himself in most of 
the higher arts of statesmanship as 

that immensely clever child of Israel 
was superior to him in all its secondary 
arts. 

THE CARNAHUBA PALM. 

It In Called the Mont Marvelous Tree 
In the World. 

Undoubtedly the most marvelons tree 

in the world grows in Itrazll. It is the 
carnahuba palm and can be employed 
for many useful purposes. Its roota 

produce the same medicinal effect aa 

sarsapariila. Its stems afford strong, 
Ugh fibers, which acquire a beautiful 
lnster and serve also for joists, rafters 
and other building materials as well as 

for stakes for fences. 
From parts of the tree wines and 

vinegar are made. It yields also a sac- 

cnarine suustance us wen ue u euircu 

fresembllrg sago. Its fruit is used for 
feeding cattle. The pulp lias an aHTee- 
able taste, and the nut, which Is ole- 

aginous and emulsive, Is sometimes 
used us a substitute for coffee. Of the 

wood of the stem musical instrumenta, 
water tuln-s and pumps are made. The 
pith is an excellent substitute for cork. 
From the stem a white liquid similar 
to the milk of the cocoanut and a tlour 
resembling muizena may be extracted. 

Of the straw, hats, baskets, brooms 
and mats arc made. A considérable 

quantity of this straw is shipped to Ell- 
rope, and a part of it returns to Brazil 
manufactured Into hats. The straw Is 
also used for thatching houses. More- 
over, salt is extracted from it and like- 
wise an alkali used in the manufacture 
of common soap.

In 
all 185 were ballots taken, the last one 

being the same as the tint, and no mate- 
rial change in any of the ballots, except 
an occasional change of one or two votes 
as a feeler. What this week will bring

by Elijah Kussoll that Paugus was slain 
m a duel which in the course of that 
famous battle he fought with John 
Chamberlain. The extract from the 
article in the Times is as follows:

There is conclusive histor- 
ical evidence that early in the fifteenth 
century thie volcano was situated in Frye- 
burg, Me. This fact was established by 
accurate drawings of it sketched upon a 

stone hatchet handed down for genera- 
tions in the tribe of Paugus, the celebrat- 
ed Indian chief. As is well known, Omo- 
pete has two great horns springing up 
from its slopes, giving it from a distance 
the appearance of a gigantic aurochs. 
This peculiarity is faithfully sketched 
upon the Paugus hatchet. There is no 

other horned volcano on the globe.

MAINE NEWS NOTES. 

The South Berwick Congregational 
church celebrated its two hundredth an- 

niversary last week. 
One hundred and fifty quarrymen are 

on strike at Stonington for an eight- 
hour day with nine hours' pay. 

All honor to the little 7-year-old 
daughter of A. D. McKinnon of Fort 
Fairfield, who rescued her 4-year-old 
brother from drowning. The local paper 
doesn't even give her name but she is a 

true heroine. 

Richard McCluskey, a man well known 
along the water front in Portland, who 
1 3 —1 1 

was instantly killed shortly after mid- 
night Wednesday morning by falling 
over the railing on the side piazza of the 
house into the side yard, a distance of 
about ten feet. 

Tristram Hooper, Jr., aged about 65, a 
well-known and highly respected farmer 
of Biddeford, committed suicide by 
hanging, early Monday morning. For 
several days he bad been acting strange- 
ly and was probably temporarily insane 
when he took his life. Worry about 
financial affairs κ assigned as the cause 
for his unbalanced mind. A widow, a 

eon and a daughter survive him. 

Joseph M. Goodwin, 58 years of age, a 

highly respected citizen of North Ber- 
wick, was run over Sunday evening, the 
1st inst., sustaining injuries from which 
he died later. Mr. Goodwin attempted 
to step from a moving train at North 
Berwick, but missing his footing went 
under the wheels. Both legs were terri- 
bly mangled and he also 'sustained a 
fracture of the skull. He was taken to 

the hospital in Portland, but died as he 
was being carried up stairs. 

Charles Priest of Winn was brought 
to Bangor on Monday morning to receive 
surgical treatment for a bullet wound 
which he received on Sunday through 
a sportsman's carelessness. The Burgeons 
probed for the bullet and located it in 
his chest but did not remove it. He was 

said to be in a comfortable coudition on 

Monday afternoon and no serious results 
are expected. Priest was out walking 
in the fields, Sunday afternoon, in com- 

pany with his small son. While stroll- 
ing about, picking early blossoms, Priest 
stooped over, presumably to pluck a 

flower, when a riflo ball came whizzing 
through the air. It struck Priest in the 
neck and passed down through his body, 
lodging in the chest. It was at first 

supposed that he had been mistaken for 
a deer, but later report says the hunter 
took him for a hedgehog. 

Burglars blew open the safe in the 
poet office at Lubec Wednesday morn- 

ing and escaped with 9500 in stamps and 
|800 in money, after an exciting street 
duel with the town's lone night watch- 
man. The break was made just after 1 
o'clock. The burglars forced an en- 
trance to the building with the aid of 
tools stolen from a near by blacksmith 
shop and timed the explosion to take 
place when the single night watchman 
the town employs was at the other end 
of the town. They had gathered up 
their plunder and were walking down 
the street when the night watchman 
came along. It was very dark and think- 
ing the burglars were belated townspeo- 
ple the night watchman accosted them. 
The reply was a revolver shot at close 
range. The night watchman answered 
in kind and the exchange was continued 
until both weapons were emptied. None 
of the shots took effect. The burglars 
then ran up the street and escaped. The 
next morning, the post office etrong box, 
empty, was found on Summer Street, 
and scattered about were $14 in silver 
coin, and empty revolver cartridges.

RURAL MAIL BOXES. 
For those living along the Rural Free 

Delivery routes the following clause 
which became a law with the latest post 
office appropriation act passed by con- 

gress. will be of much interest: 
"Whoever shall horeafter willfully or 

maliciously injure, tear down or dest roy 
any letter box or other receptacle estab- 
lished by order of the postmaster-gen- 
eral or approved or designated by him 
for the receipt or delivery of mail mat- 
ter on any rural free delivery route, or 

shall break open the same, or willfully 
or maliciously injure, deface or destroy 
any mail matter deposited therein, or 

shall willfully take or steal such matter 
from or out of such letter box, or other 
receptacle, or shall willfully aid or assist 
in any of the aforementioned offences, 
shall for every such offence be punished 
by a tine of not moro than $1,000, or by 
imprisonment for not more than three 
years." 

It will be noted that this law make.·* 
very clear the distinction between a 
letter box established or designated or 

approved by the postmaster-general, and 
any reccptacle which a patron of the 
mails chooses to set up on his premises. 
The approved box becomes a United 
States mail-box from the moment the 
postmaster-general puts his seal upon it. 
The thief who robs it, or the mischief- 
maker who breaks it, or the sportsman 
who wantonly makes a target of it, com- 
mits thereby an offence against the 
United States government, and makes 
himself amenable to federal law, en- 
forced by federal judges and juries ami 
district attorneys. The robber or de- 
stroyer of one of the soap or salt box 
letter receptacles set up by rural resi- 
dents for the receipt of their mall, with- 
out authority from the government, is 
answerable only to the state authorities, 
like any violator of the peace or of social 
good order. To shoot at such a box 
exposed by the side of the road is prob- 
ably, in most states, no more serious 
crime than breaking a fence-rail, or dam- 
aging a tree; the nearest justice of the 
peace would have jurisdiction of such a 

case, afino of $5 or $10 at the utmost 
would be imposed: and in most cases, if 
the wrong doing were only thoughtless, 
the culprit would get off with a good 
scolding on his promise to do better in 
future.

THE BACCALAUREATE. 

, KEV. A. W. POTTLE 9PEAK8 TO 1HK 

ΟΒΑΟΓΑΤΙΝβ CLASS OF THE HIGH 

SCHOOL. 

The baccalaureate sermon before the 
class of 1902 of the Parie High School 
was delivered at the Methodist church, 
Sunday afternoon, by Rev. A. W. Pottle. 
The singing was by the Parisian 
Quartette. The class marched in to the 
seats reserved for chem, marshaled by 
Harold Fletcher. The afternoon was 

very rainy, but a good congregation was 

present. 
Kev. Mr. Pottle spoke in part as fol- 

lows: 

Ueb.6:l. "Let us go on unto perfec- 
Perfection is so high an end to attain 

and so conscious are we of our weakness 
and failure, that we find ourselves in- 

stinctively shrinking from the thought 
of perfection as an attainment. 

And yet perfection is a goal that all 
well disposed minds admire, and to 
some extent may attain. We seek, and 
when we tind it. admire, the perfect leaf, 
the perfect tlower, the well-foruied. vig- 
orous child. The horseman seeks, and 
sometimes claims he has found a perfect 
horse, and so admires it. 

We greatly admire the person whose 
moral and personal attainments approx- 
imate our ideal of excellence. weare 
liable to tind fault with our imperfect 
neighbors because of their imperfections. 

Perfection is completeness. It is the 
fultillment of our ideal. It is the reali- 
zation of the aim and purpose of life. 
It is all-roundness of being and charac- 
ter It implies the absence of the ab- 
normal—the absence of that which does 
not contribute to the beauty, symmetrj 
and strength of true man—and woman- 
hood. 

Perfection, in the sense of our text, 
is the tinite one approximating the In- 
finite. It is rising higher and higher in 

the scale of being and character, accord- 
ing to the Divine will, improving pass- 
ing opportunity to accomplish the great 
mission of life. 

And here we remark that perfection, 
in the sense of our text, is not an im- 

practical aim. It is not some far-away 
state which will ever elude our grasp. 
Uod does not excite our interest and aim 
and then fail to reward our endeavor. 
In the realm of grace it is our exalted 
privilege to be perfect babes, and from 
this state go on unto the perfect, well- 
developed, full-grown man. «e ma) 
even here reach and realize to a good 
degree our high aim. and from this high 
vantage ground still go on to higher an 
fuller attainments. i 

If these persons whom I address at 
this hour have done their best these 
past vears. and so have attained the 
highest possible rank in their studies , and deportment, they are now in an atti- 
tude to go on in the future to make 
similar and greater achievements in life. 

I recognize the fact that I am called, , 
on this occasion, to address those who ] 
Lire in the morning of life. There is e- 
fore me a class of young men and j 
women who for these years have been 
pursuing their studies in our schools, , 
seeking in this way a preparation for the j 
responsible duties of life. 

They have now reached a milestone ( 
in their course and are about to gradu- , 
lte_sonie to pursue their studies and , 
trainin" in other institutions-some, it , 
mav be, to enter at once upon some ] 
business pursuit or avocation in life. , 

He this as it mav, we must remembei , 
that life is a school. Our education is , 
never finished. W hether we graduate or < 
lot our training, our education, our s 
progress or retrograde goes on. £ 

Properly understood, school life is not, t 
jo much for the purpose of 8J>r,nK 11 
nirnl with practical knowledge as toi 
train the powers of the mind to acquire j 
practical knowledge in the common 
affairs of life. In school the most that 
is gained is the power and habit of in- 
vestigation and application, which will 
enable the mind to solve the difficult J 
problems of life which, from time to 

time, are sure to occur. 
Now at this stage of your course we [ 

counsel you in the words of our text to 

'•go on unto perfection." 
You are doubtless aware that with all 

your acquisitions you have not reached 
the goal. You are not already perfect. 
There are conquests still to be made. 
True you have now gained the heights 
which years ago you espied and sought. 

But now, from the eminence which 
you have reached after years of patient 
toil, you discover still greater heights 
which invite you on. In fact the farther 
you go the higher you rise, the broader 
and better becomes your vision, and the 
more fully you realize that in knowledge, 
in skill and in powers of application there 1 

are still attainments to achieve. 
I warn you not to cherish the thought 

that you have gained the acme of life's 
attainment and equipment. You have 
only commenced a most arduous but 
laudable career. The prize is still in the 
future. The true ideal is not yet at- 
tained. Perfection is still in the distance. 
The "crown of life" is yet to be won. 

In order to respond to the injunction 
of our text several important particulars 
must he observed. 

Aud first of all there must be an high 
aim. This is absolutely necessary. We 
never rise higher than our aims in life. 
The stream never rises higher than its 
fountain. If we would succeed in laud- 
able pursuit there must be a worthy 
motive—an high aim must be cherished. 

To drift—to go with the current—to 
live without a worthy purpose—is to 
live a low, unworthy life. "But it takes 
a live, energetic, enthusiastic soul to 
stem the tide, and to ga η the heights 
we desire. 

Alas, that so many—and that too in 
the morning of life—are living aimless 
lives—or if they have any aim or pur- 
pose it is unworthy of them. Many are 

drifting to and fro, like the door on its 
hinges—just drifting with the current 
about them. Such accomplish nothing. 

In order to reach the true end of life 
an high aim must be supplemented with 
an indexible purpose—a steady faith— 
and invincible courage. Character must 
be prized above all other good. Integrity 
must be recognized as the corner stone 

to a truly successful life. The import- 
ance of toil—of service as the price of 
reward—must not be overlooked. In 
order to gain perfection's height the en- 

tire man must receive care. Man is a 

many sided being "fearfully and won- 

derfully made." In order to man's 
fullest and symmetrical development 
body, soul and spirit must each be the 
subject of care and training. The house 
we live in must be kept up. Temper- 
ance and regrrd to our physical well- 
being must be observed. The mind must 
be fed, exercised and trained, and the 
religious need and nature satisfied. No 
legitimate need of our nature can be 
ueglected if we would make the most of 
this life.

FATAL ACCIDENT. 

t MICHAEL 4. OLEASON OF ISLAND POND 

CASHED BETWEEN CABS AT 

SOCTI1 PABI8. 

About 2 o'clock Saturday afternoon 
I Michael J. Gleason of Island Pond, a 

Grand Trunk brakeman, was caught 
between the bumpers of two freight 
care near the upper end of the station 
platform at South Paris, and almost 
instantly killed. 

Gleason was a brakeman on train No. 
71, which is the west-bound local freight, 
in charge of Conductor Gibson. At 
South Paris this train had several cars 
to cut out and leave, and the switch 
near Gothic Street was being used, the 
cars to be set off being sent down the 
siding, the others down the main line. 
Gleason was attending to the shack- 
ling on the main line. A single 
car was standing on the main track 
near the upper end of the platform, 
and another section of the train was 

sent down against it. Gleason was 

alongside this section, and as it ap- 
proached the single car he stepped on to 
the brake beam on the end approaching 
the single car, holding on by his left 
hand to the "grab-iron" on the car. Just 
before the cars came together he was 

seen to swing forward toward the 
bumpers. Winslow C. Thayer, the 
freight clerk, who saw him from the 
freight house, shouted to him to look 
out, but he apparently did not hear, and 
was caught. 

Lewis E. Monk and Ernest C. Mason, 
who were at work on the court house 
grounds near the stable, saw the affair, 
and supposed the man was hurt, but he 
held on so long they thought he was all 
right after all, until he dropped to the 
ground about the time the car stopped 
on which he had been. lie breathed 
two or three timee after the men reached 
the place, but death must have been 
practically instantaneous. The marks 
of his clothing on the bumpers of both 
ears, as well as the manner in which his 
abdomen was crushed, showed that he 
must have been caught squarly between 
the bumpers. 

Why he should have been between the 
bumpers is not plainly apparent. The 
most likely explanation of it is that he 
was reaching across for the cock of the 
air pipe, in order to put the brakes on. 
This theory is supported by the fact that 
this cock was found about half turned. 
It was also shown during the investi- 
gation that a man of his size standing ai 
he was seen to be on the break beam and 
reaching across for the air cock would 
naturally swing his body in front of the 
coupling in a position to be struck just 
as he was. 

Coroner Albert Γ. bassett of Norway: 
was at once notified, as was Dr. Brad- 
bury of Norway, and both arrived J 
promptly. County Attorney Ellery C. 
Park of Bethel was also notified, and j 
came down on the 4:44 train. After his 
arrival a coroner's jury was empaneled, | 
consisting of Albert D. Park, Wm. 0. 
Frothingham, Frank A. Shurtleff, J. F. 
Plummer, J. P. Richardson, N. D. 
Bolster. They viewed the remains, I 
which were then taken in charge by I 
Undertaker Grace Thayer, and then ad-1 
journed until 7 o'clock :n the evening. 

The inquest in the evening in charge 
of Coroner Bassett was very short, only 
a few minutes being occupied with the 
taking of testimony. Miss M. A. Baker 
acted as stenographer. L. L. Hight of 
Portland, attorney for the Grand Trunk, 
was present, having come part of the 
way on a freight and the rest on the 
West Paris pilot engine, which was sent 
down after him. The eyewitnesses and 
a few others who were near at hand | 
at the time told their stories briefly, and 
the hearing was closed before the ar- 

rival of the 8 o'clock train. 
The jury returned a verdict reciting 

the essential facts as to the manner of I 
death, and finding the Grand Trunk not 
blamable for the accident. 

Michael J. Gleason was apparently 
between ·-'*> and 30 years of age. made his 
home at Island Pond, and was unmar- 
ried. He has been on this end of the 
mad about two years, having been pre- 
viously employed on another division of I 
the Grand Trunk. He is said to have [ 
had a narrow escape from a similar acci- 
dent at Oxford about a year ago. 

The remains were sent to Tingwick. 
Canada. Gleason's only remaining near | 
relative is a brother.

The next morning my goldfinch 
was not there, and some other boye told 
me that these two young malefactors had 
killed him and captured hie nest, which 
they showed to me juat as it had been 
taken from the tree, with three tiny eggs

ON WASHING SHIRT WAISTS. I 
The season of the thin ehlrt *β I 

again uporTus, and with it the Problem 
of the laundering of the shirt waist. I 
Those who send all their waists to the 1 
public laundry complain of the wear an 

tear, those who must do their own laun I 
derinz and do not know how to do it I 
in the best way gToan over the raa^r, I 
spoiled or the woful appearanee of he 
garment when it comes from the ironing 
board. Even the skilled bookkeeper » 
clad of anything that will make this 
hard work any easier. The beet p^c laundries have solved many of the most I 
perplexing of these problems, and every I SBrt is being made to spreadthe 
knowledge and use of these methods. 

At the Boston cooking rehool there I 
are laundry as well as cooking demon-1 straSoM, and Miss Marietta McPherson 
the assistant, has given much attention fn shirt waists. In washing, Miss mc ι 
Pherson urges the girle to ,a*5>ldJjjjjjl yellow soap, ammonia and 
nowders. "Use only a mild white soap, I 
she savs. "If the color does not run, 1 
soak the waist in tepid soapy water live I 
minutes. This looses the dirt and 
lessens the necessity for rubbmg. Do 
not boil. Kim* thoroughly in two or 

three clear waters, using bluing witn 
discretion. Laverder or green waists I 
should never be blued. 

In ironing her rule, as laid down η 

the cooking school magaz.ne is to begm 
with the cuffs, pressing first on the 

wrong side and then finishing °n the I 
right, until perfectly dry. Next iron*|\ collar band, and then the sleeves. The 
sleeves are the most difficult part of the 
waist to do well; and a sleeve hoard can 
be purchased for about 25 cents, which 
is considered by «any as a great help. 
These are commonly used in hand laun 
dries, and when used the sleeves are 

ΙΓTthe^eeve is to be ironed without a 

board, press it flat, ironing both sides 
Finish the top by putting a 
inside of the sleeve, through the arm s 

eye. and smoothing out the gathered I 
toD Many object to the fold in the 
slee/e when ironed flat, and this can be 
removed by rubbing with a damp cheese 
cloth and pressing out with a small. 

Pique waists should be ironed on the 
wrong side, excepting the sleeves, and 
on a well padded ironing tab e, soι that 
the cords will stand out well. If the 
Cliffs be desired very stiff, place them η 

clean board, and with one hand rub in 
thick-cooked starch, until the hn,"K" 
and outside of the cuffs are as one 

piece; then wipe superfluous starch 
from both sides of cuffs and dry. Let 
stand in the dampened body of: the 
waist under pressure for about half an 
hour before ironing. 

Wash silk waists should be washed as 
the colored shirt waists. Before they 
are wholly dry, iron on the wrong side. 
A little gum arabic water will give the 
waist a slight stiffness, if desired. 

Many find flannel waists hard to do 
For these Miss McPherson fills a tub 
full with warm (90 F.) soapy water, to 
which have been added two tablespoon- 
fuls of borax. Wash the waist up and 
down in the water with as little robing as possible, she says, as this mats the 
libre. Never rub soap directly on flan- 
nel Rinse well in two or three waters 
of the same temperature as the first, 
adding to the last water one tablespoon- 
ful of glycerine. This helps to keep 
the wool soft. Loosen the tension of 
the wrin"er, put the waist through, and £„g until mart, dry. WI,8n r«dy to 
iron place a slightly dampened cheese- 
cloth over the flannel on the right side, 
•ind press with a moderately hot iron. 
In removing the cheesecloth, the fibres 
clin<* to it and are drawn up, giving the 
flannel a soft finish much like the new 
material.—Boston Advertiser. 

SUMMER BREAKFASTS. 
The breakfast in midsummer is a seri- 

ous problem in many households, for 
appetites are very capricious on a sultry 
morning. 

Whenever it is possible, let the meal 
be served out-of-doors, on a piazza, or 
with dining room windows wide open 
and some fresh ferns or flowers near 
the table. 

Then by all means drop from the 
menu the grosser meats, for however 
suitable these were in December, they 
are out of place in June. Fruit, cereal 
with cream, eggs and muffins are enough 
to sustain any one through a summer 
forenoon. When eggs pall, as they will 
occasionally, a relish of ham, bacon, 
salt fish or herring may be substituted. 

A fish souttie can be made from a 

foundation of chopped fish and potato, 
or from the fish mixed with mashed po- 
tato, or with a thick cream sauce, 
or with a paste of bread-crumbs and 
milk. Which ever foundation is used, 
combine with each cup of the mixture 
one egg, yolk and white beaten sepa- 
rately. That is, for three cups of 
creamed fish well seasoned take three 
eggs, beat the yolks thoroughly and mix 
with the fish, then beat the whites stiff 
and fold into the mixture as eggs are 

folded into sponge cake. Bake in rather 
a moderate oven until puffy and brown, 
but do not let it get too dry. It may be 
baked in one dish, but can be done more 

quickly ard is rather more delicate 
cooked in individual portions in scallop 
shells, paper cases, or ramekins. 

A generous saucer of berries, some 

good muftins, and a glass of milk, or a 

cup of cotfee is a combination that 
would satisfy many persons at breakfast 
time better than chops or steak, fried 

potatoes and griddle cakes, and leave 
them in better condition for work. 

MUSU MUFFINS. 

One cup of milk scalded, one cup of 
oatmeal or other cooked cereal, one 

tablespoonful of sugar, one teaspoon 
of butter, one-half teaspoon of salt, 
one-quarter of a yeast cake, about one 

pint of flour. Mix thoroughly, let 
rise over night or till very light, then 
beat well and put in gem 'pans. Let 
them rise till double in bulk, and then 
bake for about half an hour. 

RICE MUFFINS. 

Ohe pint of flour, one-half teaspoon 
of salt, two teaspoons of baking pow- 
der, one-fourth cup each of sugar and 
butter rubbed into the flour, two eggs, 
yolks and whites beaten separately, and 
one cup of milk. 

If blueberries are added, use a trifle 
less liquid or a spoonful more flour, 
since the berries are mainly water. 

All flour and meal are measured after 
sifting, then sifted again with the salt, 
baking powder, or soda, etc. Old recipes 
often direct us to dissolve soda in the 
sour milk, but some of the gas is lost if 
that is done. 

RTE MUFFINS. 

One cup of rye meal, one cup of flour, 
one-half teaspoonful of salt, two tea- 
spoons of baking powder, one table- 

spoon of sugar, one beaten egg, one cup 
of sweet milk. 

CORN CAKE. 

Three-fourths of a cup each of corn 

meal and flour, one teaspoon each of 
salt and soda, one tablespoon of sugar, 
one beaten egg, one cup of sour milk. 

BROWN liREAD. 

Sift together one cup of corn meal, 
one cup of rye meal (or graham, whole 
wheat or white flour), one»-half teaspoon 
of salt, and one scant teaspoonful 
of soda: Mix with one-half cup of 
molasses, and one cup of thick, sour 

milk. If the meal is very coarse use a 

trifle lees or add a few spoonfuls of 
water. Put in a greased tin, with or 
without cover, and steam for three or 
four hours. When sour milk is not 
available use one-fourth teaspoon of 
soda to neutralize the acid of the 
molasses, and two teaspoonfuls of bak- 
ing powder. If more convenient to bake 
than to steam, the can containing the 
bread may be covered and put on a 

trivet in a larger can or pail, in which 
put a pint of boiling water and cover 

closely. With tight-fitting covers on 

both cans the bread Is in no danger of 
burning. The effect of the outside can 

of water is the same on the loaf of 
brown bread as the use of a steam- 
cooker. 

This is also an excellent way to re- 

heat brown bread. A quicker way is to 
slice it, spread on pans, and put it in a 

quick oven for a few minutes, piling the 
slices evenly together m soon as heated 
through.—Miss Anna Barrows in Ame» 
lean Kitchen Magasine.
