THE IMPORTANCE OF CLOVER.

The most important problems that
the agriculturalist in this country has
to face to-day are those of keeping up
the fertility of his land without pur-
chasing large quantities of commercial
fertilizers and chemicals, and to pro-
duce some crop that will largely
take the place of the high priced con-
centrated feeding stuffs.  Many of the
legumes are usetul for these purposes,
but the family of clovers seem espe-
cially titted to vccupy this position of
money saver in every system of agri-
culture. From the many varieties of
clover one or more can be found that
will thrive in whatever part of the
country they may be needed. Here in
the north the common red mammoth
or pea vine, the alsike and the honey-
suckle are profitable varieties. For
general use we prefer a mixture of pea
vine amd alsike, two pounds of the for-
mer to one of the latter; this will give
about an equal number of plants of the
two varieties, as the seeds of the alsike
are wuch hghter than those of the pea
vine. This mixture we sow with a nurse
crop, usually vats or Hungarian millet,
on land well plowed and barrowed until
The seed is raked in with a weed-
er.  With this treatment we rarcly fail
to geta good stand. Now the harvestiong.
When the clover is getting into blussom,
some Hine morning, after the dew is off
we start the mower and in the middle
of the afternoon we pitch the clover in-
to small cocks. Here it remains the
next day without being touched, and if
covered with hay caps or covers, will
take very little harm whatever the weath-
er may be. The next day it is opened
thoroughly and early in the afternoon is
carted to the barn. The leaves look
nearly as green as though the clover was
standing in the field and we have a
mow that, pound for pound, is worth
nearly as much as wheat bran for feed-
ing. Unless the season is very dry we
get a large second cropabout two months
later. 1n our system of dairy farming
this second crop is of much more value
to feed then to turn under as a green
manure, If 1 was engaged in truck
farming or potato growing [ would plow
this second crop under to furnish nitro-
gen and humus to the soil. If the sys-
tem included both dairying and truck
farming I would cut the second crop and
feed it to my cows and then apply the
manure to the land. In this way from
60 to SO per cent of the manurial value
of the crop depending on how well the
manure was cared for, would be re-
turued to the land. It is of the utmost
importance that land which is to be
seeded to clover should be made fine
and mellow before the seed is sown, If
the soil is full of lumps and clods only a
small part of the seed will start unless
the season is very wet, and if the weather
is favorable for the first two or three
weeks a few days of drying wind will
scorch many of the plants. On the
other hand, if the soil is mellow, the
loose dust mulch on the surface will re-
tain the moisture and the clover roots
will force their way between the loose
particles of the soil and find llll.'nl'\' of
plant food, and a good stand is the re-
sult. If a nurse crop is sown with clo-
ver it is usually best to cut it for fodder
before it is fully ripe, for if leit to ripen
it will rob the clover of too much moist-
ure. By cutting the clover as soon as
it is fairly in blossom the plants are
given a better chance of producing a sec-
ond crop and the feeding value of the
tirst crop is increased. What it may
lack in weight of crop is more than made
up by an increased digestibility of the
hay. Here in Maine alsike clover does
not receive the attention that its value
would seem to warrant. On all of our
moist lands, when red clover will winter
kill alsike will produce large crops. It
is especially valuable to lighten heavy
clay lands. We sow seed at the rate of
16 to 20 pounds to the acre. As alsike
is a biennial, it cannot be depended upon
for more than one crop. The roots will
penetrate the clay to the depth of more
than a foot; this loosens the soil and

line.

‘| when the roots decay they leave con-

siderable plant food in the soil. The
white Dutch or honeysuckle clover, is
mainly useful as a pasture plaut. In the
Middle and Southern States crimson
clover will largely take the place of
other varieties, For hay it is important
that it be cut while in blossom, for if
left until the seeds get formed, the
bristly points around the head get hard-
ened so that they sometimes irrtate the
stomach and intestines of the stock to
which it is fed, causing inflammation and
occasionally serious trouble, It is also
valuable as a winter clover crop for or-
chards or corn land, being sown at the
last cultivation of the corn and cotton
tields, The king of clovers, alfalia, is
being sown in the North and East in
large quantities each year. While it
does not thrive in the North as well as
it does in the central and southwestern
part of the country, yet in many locali-
ties it is better than any other variety
for permanent seeding. With this clovera
mellow seed bed is of unusual impor-
tance, for if the soil is lumpy and hard
the stand will be uneven with many
bare patches. 1t is best not to sow al-
falfa with a nurse crop, but give it the
whole of the ground and let it develop
as well as possible the tirst year. When
it gets to be eight or ten inches high it
is well to run the mower over it and
leave what is cut on the ground for a
muleh. If it produces another heavy
crop the first year, it may be cut for
hay, but it will winter better if the scil
is covered. After the first winter it is
well established and may be cut two or
three times a year. 1t should always be
cut before it is fairly in bloom, for cut-
ting at this stage seems to strengthen
the plants, while if the cutting is delayed
until the blossoms are past the plants
are weakened. A stand of alfalfa, if
properly cared for, will give good crops
for four or five years. (For 20 if cared
for.—Ed.) Thé hay has the greatest
feeding value of any of the clovers. If
we farmers would give a little more at-
tention to the care and requirements ol
clover on our farms and grow more of it
we could put into our own pockets three-
fourths of the money usually expended
for fertilizers and a large part of the
money that we now pay for concentrated
feed stufs.—H. L. Smith in Practical
Farmer.

Three million acres less of land devot-

ed to agriculture in England now than

there was a quarter of a century ago, fifty
thousand less cattle than there were a
year ago, and a falling off of two and a
half per cent in the number of sheep in

the last twelve months, These are the
figures which must worry our friends
across the water. But is not here the
opportunity of the farmer of the United
States? And we should be quick &
seize it. It is nothing to be ashamed of
if we are a raw material producing
country, a4s some say we are, speaking
with something of a sting in the words.
We are all the time gaining a better hold
upon the manufaciories of the world. In
the mean time, let us put our beef and our
grain and our fruits into every spot and
place that is left vacant anywhere. This
is business, and it is business that will

pay.

A good many farmers of late years
have been setting away the old wood

HAYING.

The season for haying is close at hand.
While there has been too much rain and
too little warm weather for the greatest
growth of grass, yet on the whole there
is a fairly good stand of this greatest of
all Maine crops now awaiting the hay-
makers. In a discussion on the propeér
time to cut grass, listened to a few days
ago, all the farmers were agreed that
the proper time to harvest this crop was
at the blossom stage or immediately
following it, and before the seed has
formed. No doubt when the character,
kind and quantity of the food nutrients
contained in the hay are taken into ac-
count this conclusion of the farmers is
correct, In fact, the combined judg-
ment of intelligent farmers on matters
of practice in this and other directions
will generally be found the best known up
to date.

If the limited time named is the best
for secnring the hay crop, then the effort
should be to secure it in the shorte-t
time possible. It is not that we should
begin the cutting earlier, but that it
should be done more quickly.

In the same discussion it came out
that the earlier cut hay and the later
each had its most profitable place for
use. The earlier was best for cows in
milk and for growing calves and lambs,
while the later cut was a better material
for feeding horses and working teams.
This gives a chance for selection of hay
best suited to the purpose wanted, and
should be borne in mind when storing
in the barn, that each kind may be avail-
able when wanted for its special use.

There is no doubt but that fodder

plants, grass and clover with the rest,
contain their greatest content of nutrition
at the time of the completion of their
growth. White there has been found a
further increase in total nutrients from
allowing the crop to stand uncut until a
somewhat later time, yet without doubt
that increase comes from an additional
growth of gruss, rather than an increase
in the contents of that grass whose
growth was alreay completed.
Grass cut before the growth is com-
pleted feeders say *does not spend well.”
That is, it contains less of nutritive ma-
terial than that left to complete its
growth. Thus the conclusions of feed-
ers and scientific investigations agree in
the conclusion that the time to harvest
the grass is at and immediately follow-
ing the blossom stage.

GOOD DAIRY PROSPECTS.

There is going to be a better demand
for a good guality of farm dairy butter
from this time foward, oleo or no oleo.
The legitimate dairy business, under
the supervision and management of skill-
ed and well trained labor, offers excel-
lent advantages for good, substantial re-
muneration for the labor put into the
work. The limit of the profit will de-
pend more on how skillfully and econom-
ically the business is conducted than
upon oleo legislation or local intluences
in high prices or low prices of the prod-
uct. It is a permanency, a fixture in
the food products of the country. Its
changes will come by improvements in
methods of manufacture and handling,
but not in substitutes which will displace
it in consumptive demand.

Now is the time to look well after the
dairy cows, because it pays to have the
very best machines at work manufactur-
this high priced butter. The short
milker and low quality cow should be
replaced at once by a good one. There
is now a large prospective crop growing.
It may mature into all that could be de-
sired, yet it will not furnish cheap feed
when compared with old time prices.
‘The corn crop, no matter how abundant
the yield throughout the entire corn
belt, will not be the cheap feed it used
to be. It will require a big yield to fill
up the empty cribs, the empty elevators,
the depleted stocks throughout the mar-
kets of the world, and then have sufli-
cient for the feeding industries that will
revive with the influences of a big corn
\‘.]‘np‘

The silo has been revived under the in-
fluence of high priced feeds during the
last year. Silo crops are being raised
and silos will be built in view of better
and cheaper dairy cow feed. This is the
time for the dairyman to be exerting his
efforts for a profitable year in the dairy
business.—Nebraska Farmer.

Can a man be too lavish in his ex-
penditures for farm machinery? This
is the day of the mower, the reaper and
the horse and the steam machine on the
farm. So many of us find it difficult to
get reliable hands to do our work that
we feel compelled to buy machinery to
just the greatest extent possible. Prob-
ably not many of us make the mistake
of spending more than we should inthat
way, but now and then possibly one
does invest more in a given year then he
can well afford.  The better way would
be to set apart some definite sum each
year and not go beyond that figure. A
few new tools every year will soon equip
the best farms with machinery enough
for all practical purposes. It is a fine
thing to know when to say**No" to the
persistent salesmen of the various agri-
cultural manufactories which worry us
s0 much.

Waiting at a blacksmith shop yester-
day for my horses to be shod I heard a
man talking down the Guernseys at a
great rate. He did not think much of
them. They have nothing to them, and
so on at considerable length., And all
in the face of the fine record made by
the cows on exhibition at Buffalo last
year, too. The fact is, a man's prej-
udice goes a great way in this as in
other matters. The cows we like best
are the cows we should keep. Holstein,
Guernsey, Durham—whatever may be
the name or the nature—that is the stock
forus. We will take better care of them,
feed them better, pet them more—and,
by the way, that counts for more than
the most of us are willing to admit—and
s0 will get better returns from them
than any other breed.

The farmer seems to be the last of all
to get any benefit from the rise in the
price of beef. It is interesting some-
times, and would be more so if it were
not so provoking, to note the rapidity
with which an animal sold for beef will
advance in value between the farm and
the butcher shop. But at present prices
there is money to the Eastern farmer in
raising cattle for beef. Even if he does
not make it a specialty, if he has now
and then a steer or a dry cow to turn oft
it will add to his exchequer, and at the
s‘m}e time keep the farm in good con-
ition.

It is not profitable te keep lambs after
they have reached a marketable size.
The latter part of August, at the latest,
should see all the lambs that are fit for
use out of the flock and away to market.
If kept after about that time the market
is apt to drop off materially, and no sub-
sequent gain in weight is likely to make
up for the diminished price. Then, too,
if these lambs be taken out it gives the
other sheep and the lambs that are to be
retained for home use a much better
chance.

It is a thing to be proud of that we
have now reached a point in our stock
breeding where we can clallenge the
world. No country on the face of the
earth, at the present time, comes up to
the United States in vhis respect. And
yet we are not satisfied to sit down and
rest on our laurels. Still better results
are possible, and it should be the Ameri-
can farmer who realizes them.

Tbe
froth Lolds the gold leaf with perfect
success and does not stain the sllk.
Many of the old expert bookbinders
have little secret methods of their own
by which to produce peculiarly fine re-
sults, and these secrets they guard oy
jealously as the housewife does her fi-
vorite family recipes. — Pearson's
Weekly.

fn a primitive contrivance.

Lasting Superstitions That Haag
About the Arch of Promise,

“Rainbow gold” used to be the warp
and woof of many a childish dream.
The pot of treasure burled “where the
end of the bow touches the ground”
has been searched for by trusting chil-
dren again and again. The present
generation of childbood is so blase,
bowever, that such gentle fantasies are

There are many lasting superstitions
connected with the arch of promise,
however.

WOODSTOCK.
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Time the Fish Are Caught.

The salmon caught in the seines and
glll pets ure brought to the cannery
wharf, counted and thrown into heaps.
Chinamen are mostly employed for
subsequent operations. They take each
fish, cut off the head, tall and fins, re-
move the entrails and throw the rest
of the animal into a big tub, Next tbe
fish is wasbed and placed in a trough,
where several knives, acting after the
manner of a feed cutter, slice it Into
gections exactly as long as the height
of a can. These sections are set on
end and split into three pleces, one
plece lapge enough to fill the can, while
the others are smaller. The fragments
are then placed on tables, and the Chi-
pamen fit them into the cans. Next the
covers are put on the cans and sol-
dered.

After being soldered the cans are put
into hot water and watched In order to
see If any bubbles rise, Indicating
leaks. Those which endure this test
successfully are placed in an iron tank
and bolled In salt water. Salt water Is
used In preference to fresh because It
ean be ralsed to a higher temperature.
After bolling for an hour and a quarter
ench can I8 “vented.”” This means that
a hole is punched in its top to permit
the expanded air to escape. Then the
hole 18 soldered up, and the cooking is
finished by further boiling In salt wa-
ter for an hour and n half. If they
were not “vented,” this second cooking
would burst the cans. Finally each can
{8 tested Ly tapping it on the hend
with a big nail, If leaky. It will usual-
ly glve back a “tinny” sound.

Owing to an accident on
the road, the train did not pull ip until
about 7 o'clock in the morning, when it
found a good delegation of the inhabit-
ants on hand to give it a reception.
The street parade was likewise de-
layed, not reaching the square until
noon, but it was all right when it did
come, and only intensified the desire of
the spectators to see the show.
The day’s program having been some-
what displaced by the morning’s delay,
it was 2:90 or later when the afternoon
performance began, in the enclosure at
the fair grounds. If the advertised ca-
pacity of seats for 10,000 is correct, there
must have been 11,000 or 12,000 people
on the grounds, but advertising is ad-
vertising, and putting 10,000 people on
those seats would be some like putting
seven quarts of water in a gallon jug.
But the show is all right, and if any-
body tells you, in the chaste and elegant
literary style of the day, that it is “‘bum,"
go to see before you endorse his opinion.
It isn't so large by some degrees as the
famous Buffalo Bill's, but itis all ap-
parently genuine, and besides its enter-
taining quality, has more or less educa-
tional value for everybody, particularly
for the young. The exhibitions of dar-
ing riding and feats on horseback by
cowhoys, Cossacks, Indians, cavalry-
men, and men of other nations: the illus-
tration of the physical characteristics,
attire, and customs of people of other
lands and even of portions of our own
land, give the spectator a more vivid
idea of what these things really are than
he could get by reading a week.

Its
east end is a perpendicular bluff, the
edge of which must be approached with
caution, and the water at the foot of the
bluff has been sounded to a depth of 800
feet without touching bottom.

PRESERVES, JELLIES AND JAMS.

Most housekeepers regard it as one of
the disciplinary arrangements of Prov-
idence that preserving-time should come
in the extreme heat of summer. How
annoying to have to don a gingham apron
instead of a white gown, and exchange
the cool piazza for the hot kitchen!
Many & woman has cut the Gordian knot
of the disagreeable by abandoning all
home preserves and jellies, and buying
what she needs at a startlingly high price.
But really these things are not so much
trouble to make, after all, provided one
is willing to learn new methods. ere
are several short-cuts across this Sahara

First of all, the range fire must be per-
mitted to go out, and a gas-stove, or one
for gasoline, or even kerosenme, substi-
tuted. The expenseof one of theseis
small, and it will be saved in the cost of
coal and wood in a few days’ time, while
the saving of exhaustion from heat is in-
calculable. Then, if you have old-fash-
ioned cans with metal tops you will do
well to lay in a supply of the newer ones
which have the glass covers and the
tighter and simpler fastenings; the old
ones need not be thrown away, but kept
for the richest of the preserved fruit,
which is not hurt by a possible admis-
sion of air. Next, see to your rubbers,
for once used, every rubber loses its
elasticity and becomes untrustworthy;
have a new band for every can.
The preserving-kettle should be of
iron, porcelain lined; the agate omnes
sometimes used are better than tin, cer-
tainly, but they too may burn, while the
iron will not. Have a wooden spoon, a
wooden pestle,—a potato masher will do
—a cup with an easy handle, pans for
holding sugar, and a simple and accurate
scale for weighing, and your utensils
are ready.
The question of covering jellies is one
to be considered. The old way was to
use a layer of thin paper dipped in
brandy, and then a cover of thicker
paper, pasted down. Of course this was
troublesome, and we gladly learned the
newer method of pouring melted paraffin
over the jellies without any paper what-
ever. But while paraffin prevents the
admission of air if it is perfect, it will
slip up the side of the glassif that is
tipped, and it is quite sure to be in put-
ting it on the closet shelf; then, too,
mice are especially fond of paraffin, and
one nibble destroys the entire cover. The
best plan is to combine the two ways.
Cover the jelly or jam with paraffin first,
and then paste paper over the top, and
you may feel secure that your jelly will
not shrink or lose its freshness from first
to last.
The first fruit of the summer is the
strawberry, and that has always been
the housekeeper's bane. Canned, even
with plenty of sugar, it would turn out
flabby, seedy, and colorless. There is
only one way to produce the perfect re-
sult seen in the Gerinan bottled straw-
berries which are brilliant, rich, and
high flavored, and which keep perfectly;
they are made by this rule:
PRESERVED STRAWBERRIES.

Select large but firm berries, hull and
wash them, and measure two pounds of
fruit and two of sugar. Put half acup
of hot water in your kettle, add the
sugar, stir till hot, and then put in the
two pounds of fruit and slowly simmer
for five minutes. The berries will cer-
tainly lose their color and shrink; but
take the whole up and put in shallow
earthen or agate dishes, and stand in the
sun for three days, taking them in at
night, and if it is very hot, moving them
into the shade during the noon hour.
The third day the color will return, the
berries will grow plump and firm, and
the syrup will almost jelly., Only two
pounds must be put over at once, but
they do not take long to do, and a few
pounds may be put up on one day and a
few more a little later, and so on. Put
!hem in cans or glasses without reheat-
ing.

STRAWBERRY JAM,

For this a smaller berry will do, but
choose one that is sweet and firm. Hull,
wash, and measure the fruit. Take
pound for pound of sugar; crush the
berries till there is juice enough so that
they will not burn; boil them with one-
third of the sugar, and crush them as
they cook for fifteen minutes; add one-
third more sugar, and after fifteen
minutes the rest, and cook another fif-
teen minutes, making three-quarters of
an hour to every kettle of fruit. This
should be enough, but if the berries are
watery they may need longer., Try by
cooling a little in the air, and take up as
soon as the jam sets,

After strawberry-time is past the
housekeeper may draw a long breath,
for the hard work is over. There isa
new way of putting up the other small
frults which is simple enough for a child
to manage perfectly, yet the results are
better than have ever come from the
most elaborate methods. It is called
preserving them, but canning would do
as well, for the difference between the
two lies in the amount of sugar used.
Generally speaking, the sweeter they are,
the better, though pound for pound is
too much.

CHERRIES,

Get the large, dark ox-heartsif you
can, but if not the white ones will do, or
the small dark red ones. The lighter
colored they are the more sugar they
take. Stone them, and let them stand
all night. In the morning pour off the
juice, add sugar to taste, and water, if
there is not juice enough, and boil and
skim it till it is a richsyrup; if the cher-
ries are sweet, a pint of juice and three-
quarters of a pint of sugar will be about
right. Heat your cans and put in the
uncooked cherries till they are nearly
full, and then pour over them the syrup
and put on the covers; set the cans in
the wash-boiler and fill it with very hot
water and let it all stand all night. The
heat of the syrup and that of the water
will cook the fruit, but the flavor and
color will be those of the fresh and un-
cooked cherries. This is the way used
for all small fruits except strawberries,
and one who tries it will never, never go
back to the old method.

RED RASPBERRIES,

These delicious berries are especially
good done by the rule just given.
Formerly they would fall to pieces and
look gray when taken from the can;
this way they will do neither. They
will probably not need washing; just
put them in the cans and fill with rich
sugar-and-water syrup, and let them
stand over night in the hot water. They
will take less sugar than the cherries.

RABIBERRY JAM,

Measure three pounds of fruit and one

pound of sugar, and put all in the pre-
serving kettle, crushing thoroughly be-
fore putting on the fire, so they will be
jucy enough not to burn. Do not add
any water. Cook for half an hour, or a
little more, and try in the air.
Currants come at this time, and cur-
rant jelly has been the Waterloo of many
a housekeeper. There is a story of one
who coooked her jelly for two weeks,
day in and day out, and still it “would
not jell”! But there is a rule which is
warranted to produce delicious and cer-
tain results. Itis called

CURRANT JELLY THAT NEVER FAILS,
Select currants which are not fully
ripe; the ends of the bunches should be
rather Pick them over and wash
them, if necessary, but do not take them
off the stems. Put them in the kettle
without weighing, and stand it on the
back of the stove where the fruit will
heat but not cook, and crush with the
pestle ti’l all the juice is out. Then
strain it through two bags, one of loose
flannel, and measure it with a pint cup.
Take as many pints of sugar, but leave
out one-half pint; put the sugar in a hot
oven, stirring often. Boil the juice till
it clears, which willbe in five to ten
minutes, and skim it. When it becomes
trans t turn in the hot sugar and
let the whole boil up hard once, only
once, and it is done. Take it off and dip
it into the heated glasses and it will jelly
on the cup as you do s0. Let it stand in
the sunshine for a day or two, until it is
as firm as you wish. The secret of mak-
ing this jelly is in boiling it just the
single moment.
