lu spite of ;tll the progress that has 
been made sinee the old Philadelphia 
raspberry ami the Red Antwerp, we are 

still without a thoroughly reliable, haidv 
and prolific red raspberry that can he 
marketed without serious loss. The 
best market varieties are tin» dry and 
tasteless. The Turner is our best berry 
in flavor and one of the best in size, but 
it is very soft, and, unless grown in hills, 
will not give a profitable crop. The 
Cuthbert kills back more or less every 
winter, ami is not the highest flavored 
berry. It has this advantage, that it 
will grow in dose rows, and will do fair- 
ly well under difficulties. But the root 

gall has attacked the Cuthbert. and is 
bidding fair to destroy it. The gall 
spreads with considerable rapidity, ami 
I know no cure for it—except to dig up 
and burn. The Loudon is a grand berry, 
except that it has no keeping qualities. 
When picked, it must be rushed to a 

cool room an«l then hastened to market. 
It is liardly safe to store it overnight. 
In quality and appearance it is fine. 
The Miller I cannot speak so surely 
about, but I am testing it. The Colum- 
bian (iocs not satisfy me as well as the 
Shaffer. This last berry also kills back 
every winter, but invariably gives a good 
crop, in spite of the killing. I am satis- 
fied that we are deteriorating our rasp- 
berries by not cutting back sulliciently. 
Old gardens, where the ground is full 
of roots, cannot feed sulliciently and 
rapidly enough to fruit well canes that 
are five and six feet high. I his year I 
was compelled tocut down to three and 
four feet, on account of winter killing. 
The result was satisfactory. I have 
picked better berries than in previous 
years with canes at live and six feet. I 
have also been able to run my cultivator 
a good «leal later, not hindered by over- 

hanging branches I think it quite pos- 
sible to secure a great improvement on 

anything that we have, if our growers 
will unite in raising each a few seedilugs. 
1 have among my own seedlings some 

that are very promising, but nothing 
that I am quite sure should supersede 
Cuthbert. With me, Golden t^ueen. a 

sport of Cuthbert, is the better plant. 
It endures tlie winter a little better, and 
so far has not been attacked with root 

gall. v 
The red raspberry should not be plant- 

ed for shipping. The ideal berry will 
not be a shipping berry. Every degree 
of gain in the keeping quality of ihe 

raspberry is made at a loss of juiciness 
and flavor. Λ good shipping berry 
would be dry and hard and seedy. I lie 
ideal berry will be one with few- seeds 
and large drupes. Bear in mind that 
the strawberry is an expanded pulp, or 

end of the stalk; while the raspberry is 
the swelling out of the sack that incloses 
the seed. The two berries are very dif- 
ferent in structure. It is far easier to 

improve the strawberry than the rasp- 
berry. What we now want is a larger 
berry, with few seeds; and when we get 
it it will be a grand fruit for the home 
market and for home consumption— 
never for shipping. 

The hardest problem with the rasp- 
berry is getting it to market iu prime or- 

der. I "se new baskets, well ventilated. 
Have your store-room dry and well venti- 
lated «ell as cool. (Jet into market very- 
early in the morning; which means get 
out of bed early enough to get there. 
This is a crucial test of your success. 

Every other morning, for three weeks, 
you will have to be moving by daylight. 
New York law does not allow municipal 
ordinances to hinder you from reaching 
private customers, nor can the city au- 

thorities any longer make you stand 
with perishable fruit in central market 
stations until purchasers come to you. 
Your goods should have been engaged 
two or three weeks ahead, and you 
should know just where they are to go, 
each morning. They should reach your 
customers' hands by 0 o'clock, for imme- 
diate use. An experienced housekeeper 
understands the necessity there is that 
berries shall go at once into the cans. It 

they stand around and are heated there 
w ill be incipient decay, and in the cans 

there will be ferment. This makes the 
chief ditlerence between success and fail- 
ure in the canning of raspberries. Ber- 

ries, properly picked, properly handled 
without crushing, properly stored, and in 

market on time, need no handling over 

again in order to insure cleanliness auil 
fitness to be placed directly in the cans. 

Ik· sure that you do not allow the pick- 
ers to set their boxes on the ground for 

auy length of time, for auts will be sure 

to crawl in and make trouble for your 
customers. 

1 heartily reconq^ieud those people 
who have near-by markets where they 
can have private customers to do less 
with strawberries and more with rasp- 
berries. It is in every sense of the word 
a local fruit, that must always have a 

local market. It is just possible that 
we shall some time develop a raspberry 
with good shipping qualities, and at the 
same time of highest tlavor, but I do 
not look forward for it. For private 
customers you will litid the demand to 

be very largely for the red, but there 
will be some call for the yellow and the 
black and the purple. One crate of yel- 
low. or (tolden Queen, to ten crates of 

L'uthbert, will be quite sufficient. About 
the same proportion of .Shaffers will tiod 
a quick market.—Ε. 1'. I'owell, C'liutou,

DEVELOPING THE COLT. 
The future usefulness of the colt, says 

•I. II. (iriswold, of the Canadian Experi- 
ment Station, depends upon nothing so 

much as the feed during the tirst year of 

its life. To be useful in auy way a horse 
must have good bones, and, above all, 
good joints. Hones are built, like the 
rest of the body, from the feed consum- 

ed by the young animal, and if the food 
does not contain the elements essential 
to the growth of boue it is evidcut that 
there will be a weakness in this part of 

the organism. The milk from the dam 
contains a large proportion of the most 

necessary minerai substances, such as 

lime; but the colt seems to require much 

more in a short time and may be seen 

tryiug occasional mouthluls of soil. 

Probably no materials at the farmer's 

disposal contain more miueral or bone 

forming material than bran and oats, 
ami the colt should have plenty of these 
ami nood clover hay from the start. It 
is quite safe, .us n rule, to give as much 
as two quarts of these concentrates mix- 

ed per diem as soon as the colt can be 

taught to eat them, and this may be 

gradually increased. The colt's tempera- 
ment and character should be closely 
studied, however, and the ration gauged 
accordingly. These concentrates aud 

clover hay, being rich in proteine, or tlesb 

forming material, indi ce rapid develop- 
inentof muscle, sinew and tendon, as well 
as bone, aud the right kind of feed aud 
uature will do the rest, so far as bodily 
development is concerned.—Michigan 
Farmer.

FLOWER AND TREE. 

Fruit trees and fruit require potash 
for their best development. 

With house plants all extreme

the surface, and the food for them 
should not be placed at too great a 

depth.

very tall. The top limbs are apt to be- 
come slender and break If fruit is pro- 
duced on them.

Avoid straight lines as much as possi-

1 notice in the Oxford County 

Advertiser very serious allegations 
against the character of Edgar L. Flint, 
the Republican candidate for sheriff, to 
which I wish to reply.

It contemplates the 
building of railway lines through vari- 
ous towns in Oxford, Cumberland and 
York counties, the whole system to com- 

prise !»o miles of track. The enterprise 
is backed by George B. James of Boston, 
who is the principal promoter of the 
big paper and pulp mills now in process 
of construction at Portsmouth, Ν*. II. 
This company bas bought large tracts 
of valuable wood lands in the counties 
named above and in New Hampshire and 
the railroads are needed to haul the tim- 
ber to the mills where it will be manu- 

factured into pulp and paper. The mill 

company has a capital of 825,000,000 
ami it is proposed to have the largest 
plant in the world. 

In the articles of association of the 
Maine «.V New Hampshire Railway, which 
have just been approved by the railroad 
commissioners of Maine, George B. 
James of Boston, Mass., A. Crosby Ken-

ment and pledging the members to labor 
faithfully for its interest. The Lewiston 
Journal is responsible for the story that 
when votes were being cast in one of the 
Auburn wards one man put in a vote for 
Mr. Cummings saying it was the wish of 
his wife—and you and I think ho might 
have done worse.

ON LOOKING YOUR BEST. 

By tbis time many of you are away on 

your summer vacations, perhaps staying 
at some big hotel where there is a "hop" 
every night or so. 

Now how to keep from looking like a 

"house afire" as to complexion and all 
limp and disheveled as to hair is a prob- 
lem with most girls at these summer 

dances. 
To many people anxious to enjoy all, 

the consideration of the complexion is a 

very serious one. One naturally wishes 
to look one's best at night, yet in hot 
weather the face will burn in a way that 
is anything but becoming in the evening. 

When preparing for the dance take 
water that is pleasantly warm and put a 

spoonful of toilet oatmeal into it. 

Sponge the face carefully, and then wash 
it with a liquid paste of oatmeal and 
warm water, mixed in the palm of the 
hand. 

Sponge again and then dry with a soft 
towel. As soon as the skin is quite free 
from moisture, put a little dry oatmeal 
into the hand, rub it well over the face, 
and leave it on. 

This treatment will be found most 

cooling. 
Just before the toilet is complete, re- 

move any trace of oatmeal and rub a very 
little lanoline or cold cream over the 
face: then wipe it off with a fine hand- 
kerchief. Powder the face carefully 
with a reliable toilet powder, being 
careful not to apply too much, and re- 

move any superfluous powder or any that 
has rested on the eye brows or lashes 
with a piece of fine chamois leather. 

The application of lanoline or cold 
cream previous to the powder causes the 
latter to adhere, and keeps the com- 

plexion free from any appearance of 
shininess even after dancing in a hot 
room. 

When the hair is apt to become limp 
and out of curl in the evening, damp it 
slightly with cold sweetened tea (a lump 
of sugar in an egg cup of tea) previous 
to curling. This simple treatment in no 

way injures the hair and helps greatly to 
keep it curly. 

The days of heavy perfumes are long 
since past, but many ladies nowadays 
like to use one particular scent and that 
only when they make their own. Violet 
perfume is, perhaps, the most popular, 
and provided the best is used, and that 
not too abundantly, it is deliciously 
fragrant. Heliotrope and carnation 
pink are also fashionable. 

Spraying the perfume on the hair 
after it is dressed is a pleasing way of 
having it on one's person. Hair, we 

all know, retains a perfume of any kind, 
and if only just sprayed it will give a 

most desirable fragrance. 
Some people suffer greatly from tired, 

aching, and even sore feet. If they 
would rub the feet night and morning 
with alcohol for three or four days be- 
fore a dance they would be surprised 
how hard their feet would become, and 
blisters would be unknown. 

I hope these hints are not too simple 
to be noticed by the woman who studies 
appearance.—McCall's Magazine. 

CHILDREN WHO STUTTER 
Infantile stuttering is a condition 

which should be distinguished from the 

complaint which is known as stammer- 

ing. The terms "stammering" and 
"stuttering" are often used interchange- 
ably, but they do not represent exactly 
the same thing. 

In staintnering the affected child is 

hardly able to get words out at all; but 
in stuttering it appears to make involun- 
tary sounds, such as the rapid repetition 
of a consonant at the beginning of a 

word, as "w-w-w-what," "b-b-b-but." 
The habit is not common before six 
years of age, but is sometimes seen 

earlier, and it is said to be more common 
iu boys than girls. 

It generally appears to be caused by 
some slight defect in the general health, 
and especially seems to have relation 
with the constitutional irritability pro- 
duced by the appearance of the sixth 
year molars, and of the second dentition. 
It differs from what is ordinarily known 
as stammering by being a transient con- 
dition which usually disappears as the 
general health Improves without any 
special attention being directed to it. In 
fact it would sometimes seem that the 
more a child's attention is attracted to 
the defect the worse it becomes. As an 

illustration, I may quote the case of a 

lady frieud of mine, whose eldest child, 
when about six years old, began to stut- 
ter. The mother was much worried 
about this as there had been several 
cases of stammering in her family, and 
took the child to a very high authority 
on children's diseases. The physician 
prescribed various tonic remedies and 
treatment for the general health, but 
cautioned the mother on no account to 
lay stress upon the defect or mention it 
to the child. Ile said it would pass 
away very shortly. This child is now 

eight years old, and has no trace of the 
defect. Her younger sister, aged seven, 
has passed through exactly the same 

phase and now does not stammer in the 
least, and the third little girl of the same 

family is now stuttering; but the moth- 
er, of course, is not at all worried, as 

she feels sure that the trouble will pass 
away in due course. 

Children should be taught from the 
first to talk very slowly and deliberately, 
and pronounce every word distinctly. If 
this is done they will not find any words 
especially difficult. They should be 
kept from associating with teachers, 
friends, or servants, who have any defect 
in speech, as the influence of imagina- 
tion is so very strong. 

All nervous excitement should be 
avoided, especially during excitable 
periods like the second dentition, and 
they should never be allowed to talk 
when iu a hurry or over-excited. 

They should on no account be scolded 
for the defect, nor laughed at it for it, 
nor should it be mentioned to other peo- 
ple in their presence, as this will em- 

barrass them and make the trouble very 
much more marked. 

Exercises in breathing are very im- 
portant. The child should be taught to 
take long breathe standing in an up- 
right position, and a full breath should 
be taken before beginning each sentence. 
Singing is a valuable means of training, 
as it strengthens the lungs, and children 
who have defects of speech will often 
sing the words quite clearly which they 
could not pronounce in speaking. 

Outdoor exercise should be insisted 
upon and the diet should be plain and 
nutritious.—McCall's Magazine. 

BANANA CAKE. 
For this cake use an ordinary sponge 

cake recipe for the layer and prepare the 
tilling as follows: Mash two bananas, 
which have been thoroughly chilled, 
through a colander, and sprinkle the 
juice of one small lemon over the pulp. 
Add the white of oue egg and beat until 
white and foamy. Have ready one large 
cupful of granulated sugar boiled with 
half a cupful of water until it forms a 

soft ball when dropped in water. Pour 
this syrup slowly over the banana cream, 
beating briskly all the while. When all 
the syrup has been consumed add one 

teaepoonful of granulated gelatine which 
has been dissolved in a tablespoonful of 
water. Beat until the mixture becomes 
cool and begins to thicken, then epread 
it lightly between the layers of cake and 
over the top. 

FIG CAKE. 
Here is a novel recipe for a fig cake: 

Chop a pound of figs; add four ounces 
of sugar and a gill of water. Bring to 
the boil, and boil for a quarter of an 
hour. Beat up half a pound of butter 
to a cream ; add half a pound of powder- 
ed sugar, half a pound of flour, a tea- 
spoonful of baking powder, and a gill of 
milk. Beat the whites of six eggs to a 
stiff froth, and mix them in last. Bake 
in round tins—such as are used for jelly 
oake. When cold, put the cakes one on 

top of the other, with the flge between 
each layer of cake. The whole may be 
covered with lemon or water icing. This 
is a nice change from walnut or choco- 
late-layer cake. 

To stop new shoee from squeaking 
ta ke a small oil can and put a few drop 
of oil all round the shoe between the up 
pen and soles. This will be found to 
instantly stop the distressing noise new 
shoes frequently make.
