THE DOG QUESTION SETTLED. 

ON Ε SHEEP OWNER TOOK THE MATTER 

INTO HIS OWN HANDS—TWO HOUNDS 

THAT WILL WORRY SHEEP NO MORE. 

I read in the Tribune Farmer of 
August 7, on page !>, the remarks of 
"All Around Farmer"; also the com- 
ments of the editor. Perhaps a bit of 
personal experience may encourage 
some reader, and 1 may be excused for 
my egotism in relating it. 

From time to time in a sheep pasture 
about a mile from my home farm 1 have 
occasionally fouud a dead sheep, usu- 
ally one of the fattest anil best. An ex- 

amination. both external and internal, 
showed no injury, neither were there 
stomach worms nor disease of any in- 
ternal organ. I was unable to discover 
a cause for death; I simply said to my 
man, "Bob, there is a sheep to bury- 
over in the pasture." I knew that oc- 

casionally hounds would be seen roam- 

ing over the country, as many are owned 
in my township, but, as it is generally 
said that tiouuds will not bite a sheep, 
and as there were no marks on the dead 
ones, 1 had no fears of them. But 
about i> p. m. on July 12 two men living 
near this pasture heard the bells ringing 
on my sheep in the pasture. After it 
hail kept up for some time, they con- 
cluded to investigate, when two hounds 
were discovered chasing them. The 
next morning I was notified, and two 
fine ewes and one lamb were found, one 

ewe dead, another tired out and nearly 
dead and the lamb dying. 

To say 1 was mad feebly expresses it. 
These hounds had not bitten them at all. 
simply run them to death. True it is. 
then, that a hound will not bite a sheep, 
but they do worse; they worry anil run 

the whole Hock, anil create moredamage 
than if they singled out one or more and 
killed them. 1 gave public notice that 
all houud» seen on my premises would 
be shot. This caused smiles ou the 
faces of some, as 1 am not known as a 

marksman, and 1 am known as a lover 
of most domestic animals, and many a 

low remark was made concerning "Doc" 
Smead shooting dogs. Dog owners 
considered their dogs safe as far as 

Smead and his gun were concerned. 
But "old trusty," of the make of 177»», 

an old family piece that is not fired on 

an average twice a year, was duly loaded 
with Β Β shot, with plenty of powder 
behind it, ami kept iti a convenient place. 
Near my house is a pasture where a 

number of pure bred rams are kept. On 
Friday, August S, as I was in my office 
writing au article for The Tribune 
Farmer, my wife called me, saying the 
hounds were chasing tie rams. With 
slippers on my feet and "old trusty" in 
my hands, ί ventured forth. "Old 
trusty" spoke once, and a black and tau 
hound spoke his last. The BB's went 

straight to the heart. Hound No. 2, a 

black and white, started slowly across 
the fields, stopping occasionally to wait 
for the black anil tan. "Old trusty" 
was reloaded, and Bob was hitched up 
to the platform wagon. A drive was 
made around the road about one and a 

half miles, when the black and white 
was found at his owner's barn door. A 
minute's talk with his owner convinced 
him the better way was to turn the dog 
over to me. "Old trusty" was brought 
forth from the wagon bottom and spoke 
again, and one more hound went to a 

dog's hereafter. 
Now, my dear sheep owning friends, I 

fully believe the dog question can be 
just as easily settled in your section as 

in mine. The laws of most states pro- 
tect the sheep owners, aud all have the 
right to shoot dogs caught chasing 
sheep, anil in some states other animals. 
The courts have long since decided that, 
while all have a right to keep hunting 
dogs, it is the owner's duty to keep 
them on their own premises—not on 

yours or mine. Neither have they a 

legal rigltf to hunt on our premises to 

our detriment. They are trespasses 
when they do so. 

When sheep owners can work up 
spunk enough to avail themselves of the 
rights the law gives them, and have got 
uerve enough to fire a gun and shoot to 

kill, the dog aud sheep question will 
soon be settled. There are hundreds of 
farmers who would like to keep sheep, 
and the weeds on their farms show- 
plainly that they should keep sheep to 
exterminate them as well as to furnish 
manure, who are coming down and say- 
iug: "Yes; 1 would like to, but the dogs 
will kill them." What! Shall as great 
an industry as sheep husbandry be 
knocked about by dogs or by a few men 

who like to hunt? Wake up to your 
rights as A merican citizens aud farmers, 
and demand your rights, and when 

necessary use "old trusty" and the 
question will be settled. —Dr. C. D. 
Smead, Logan, Ν. V., in Tribune Farmer. 

CATTLE ANO SALT. 

Because animals arc dumb and cannot 
ask for what they need, it sometimes 
happens, through carelessness or for- 
getfulness, that they are deprived of 
that which is essential to their welfare. 
It is easy for a man to ask for salt if it 
is not on the table, but an animal can 

only long for it if it is not given; yet salt 
is about as necessary for one as the 
other. 

There is a large percentage of salt in 
the composition of the body, particularly 
in the blood and cartilages, and this is 
constantly being given off through per- 
spiration, the kidueys, etc., and the waste 
must be supplied or the body suffers. 

On the other hand, in the case of salt- 
ing cattle pastured in distant fields, 
where «pute a trip has to be made 
to reach them, this is sometimes done at 

long intervals, and a large quantity of 
salt is taken, seemiugly with the idea 
of making up for the lack of it in the 
mean time. The cattle, not having tiad 
any for so long, devour it eagerly, and in 
larger quantities than they should, and 
the effect is frequently harmful. It 
would be found more advantageous to 
make the trip oftener and with less salt at 
a time. 

Cattle thrive best on a variety of food, 
and in digesting this a certain amount 
of salt is necessary to obtain the best 
results. Should this be given, not only 
will the cattle be comfortable and not 

likely to net out of condition, but they 
will return a larger percentage of gain 
to their owner.—(H. E. Haydock, Locust 
Valley, X. Y., in Tribune Farmer. 

HOW TO INCREASE THE BEEF 
SUPPLY 

It is very plainly seen that in the 

rapid narrowing of the Western cattle 

ranges in public land by entry and settle- 
ment, that the increase of beef must 

come from some other source. What is 
it? As plainly it is a fact that this in- 
crease must come through pure bred 
cattle. The country can come to this as 

certainly as it did to pure bred swine, 
which is the rule now, and not the ex- 

ception, as in beef cattle. I'ure blood 
will increase the beef supply by making 
1,200 to 1,400 cattle in twenty-four 
months, whereas such beef now requires, 
as a rule, thirty-six months. That is,( 
the same acres which now produce 
feedstuffs for 1,000 pounds of beef will, 
with pure bred cattle, produce 1,500 
pounds of beef, though growing no more 

grain or forage. But another condition 
toward which we are moving rapidly, 
and which of course must add in a 

marked measure to the additional in- 

crease in beef production, is that of 

feeding a balanced ration.—Indiana 
Farmer. 

THE SECRET OF SUCCESS. 

POULTRY BUSINESS NOT FOR THE MANY 

TOO MUCH OCCUPIED WITH OTHER 

THINGS—ATTENTION TO DETAILS. 

Success with poultry is only obtained 
by the utmost care and watchfulness. 
A crop of wheat after the seed is sown 

requires no attention until harvest. 
Corn demands considerable cultivation, 
but there comes a time when that, too, 
can be laid by. But the cows aud the 
poultry must be cared for every day, 
from the beginning of the year until its 
end. And of the two I think the poultry 
require the more unremitting care. 

How foolish, then, for the man who 
has had little success in general farming 
to rush into poultry raising on a large 
scale because he reads in the poultry 
books or papers that there is money in 
it. Perhaps, too, his wife, by giving a 

small Hock the care it requires, has done 
well with a few hens. But let no man 

think he is going to get easy money out 
of hens. If given proper attention they 
will pay a profit, and so will most other 
farm animals and crops. Of course, 
there is not so much hard labor required 
as in some other branches of farm work, 
but it is work, nevertheless. A farmer 
who lias a liking for poultry will be 
more likely to give a flock the food ami 
care they need than another, and such 
a man during the winter months, when 
he has little else to do, might be able to 
make a good profit on his fowls. But 
it must be remembered that they will 
also require attention in the spring ^ml 
summer when other work presses. 

Spring, too, is the time when most 
of the hatching is done. To have good 
winter layers one must have early 
hatched chicks; to have these one must, 
in most cases, raise them himself. A 
farmer who is busy on the land is not 

likely to spend his noons and evenings 
looking for head lice or in taking pre- 
cautions against rats and other chicken 
enemies. Yet this must all be done or 

many of the chicks will never reach nia- 

tury. 
If a farmer has a family of daughters, 

or a son whose time is not fully occu- 

pied. and who will give the poultry due 
attention, it will be all right to increase 
the size of the flock. A large majority 
of men will not give poultry the care 

they should have. Most women will do 
so, and the attention in small details, 
the "fussing" which makes the differ- 
ence between success and failure in 

poultry raising, is far more character- 
istic of the average woman than the man. 
A woman will watch the little chicks 
more closely than will the mother hen; 
she will apply grease to their heads or 

change the feed at the first sign of 
drooping. If the fowls show symptoms 
of scaly leg, she will have them dipped 
in kerosene'at the first appearance of 
the disease—but the scaly leg is a 

filthy disease not likely to appear in a 

woman's flock, unless brought there by 
purchased fowls from some "mere man." 
If a fowl becomes cropbound she will 
have the crop opened, sewn up again, 
and the fowl will be well before the ordi- 
nary man would know there was any- 
thing the matter. 

So turn the flock over to the women 

folks, if they have not already all the 
work they should do. Let them have, 
of course, the gross receipts from the 

poultry, aud they will soon be buying 
incubators aud other up-to-date appli- 
ances, and thus the farm poultry busi- 
ness may increase in a natural and profit- 
able manner.—Β. II., in Tribune Farmer. 

TO THF BOYS ON THE FARM * 

On the farms all over the country 
there are thousands of farmers' boys 
who envy the lot of the well dressed 
fellows who have gone to the towns and 
cities, and they, too, are restive and 
want to leave the farm. Now there is 
no reason for a young man to stay on the 
farm unless ho means to be a real 
farmer and has a love for the farm. If 
his tastes are in a different direction and 
the farm is simply irksome to him he had 
better seek life his work elsewhere and 
the farm will be better without him. 
But whatever a man's work is to be in 
life, he should have an education to tit 
him for it. "The world is always on 

the hunt for young men with educated 
minds and trained hands." For such 
there is always an opening waiting him. 
We have noted class after class graduate 
after a four years course in agriculture, 
mechanical engineering and other special 
lines of work, and every man dropped at 

once into a position where he could not 

only make a living, but have a chance to 

advance as he earns advancement. We 
know a young man, in the South, too, 
who tramped without a cent 212 miles to 

college, entered and paid all his ex- 

penses of a four year course by the labor 
of his hands, and on graduation stepped 
into a big ship building concern at a 

good salary. The point we want to 
make plain is this, whatever pursuit you 
propose to make your life work, get an 

education for it. The man without a 

special training for his work is always at 
a disadvantage and must have great 
natural ability to succeed. The same is 
true of agriculture. Do not imagine 
that because you inteud to be a farmer 

you do not need an education. Men of 

special ability may succeed with only a 

common school education. But even 

they would do better for the special 
training in agriculture now to be had at 

the best State colleges. 
The time will soon be at hand when 

the young men on the farms must de- 
cide* for themselves in regard to tech- 
nical education. We hope the boys who 
are to stay on the farms will insist on 

having the education they need.—Practi- 
cal Farmer. 

PURPOSE OF THE EXPERIMENT 
STATION. 

The experiment stations area result of 
the growth of the "scientific spirit." 
They exist because of man's disposition 
to "find out." If they were not en- 

couraged by the state, private enter- 

prise would do much toward their es- 

tablishment. 
It was the spirit of investigation which 

prompted Sir John B. Law es to begin 
iiis notable work at "Rothamstead," 
England, in 18:J4. The same spirit 
pursued for so many years has made the 
work of Lawes and Gilbert, not only the 
most enduring monument to themselves, 
but a priceless service to the world at 

large. Thus it must be with every 
great experimenter; he must give his 
best time through long terms of years 
to the acquiring of results possessing a 

degree of accuracy. For the purpose of 
an experiment station is to determine, 
accurately, the most efficient methods in 
agricultural production and to dissemi- 
nate results. Note that the emphasis 
should be placed on the word accurately. 
Any man can have an opinion; it is easy 
enough to guess at things; but to weigh, 
measure, determine, kuow, is not thu 

process of guess work.—Albkkt M. 
Hume. 

200 ACRE VERMONT FARM. 
The Karrington farm is situated at 

West Danville, Vt. It consists of over 

200 acres, part of which lies on the shore 
of I.ake St. Joseph, a beautiful sheet of 
water, that is fast becoming a favorite 
resort for campers. Mr. Farrington for 

years wan hi the mercantile business, 
but gave it «ρ and now is an enthusias- 
tic farmer. A few years ago his barn 
was burned, but he has rebuilt, and has 
a model one. It is 50x7(1 feet and 58 feet 
from basement to the ridge pole. lie 
drives in on the third floor, so that all 
the hay goes down. lie has cut from 
100 to 125 tons of hay this year, and has 
a large acreage of crops. He is milking 
40 cows, the milk is taken to the Dan- 
ville creamery. 

Pig raising is quite a specialty iu 
which he is very successful. He has 14 

breeding sows, a cross of White îhester 
and Berkshire, beside three Berkshire 
sows and a boar from Hood farm stock. 
The last year he has sold nearly 200 pigs.

The Fire Active Group* of the 

ern llemiupbere. 
The active volcanic groups of the 

western hemisphere occur in Ave wide- 

ly separated regions: 
First.—The Andean group of volca- 

noes of the equatorial region of west- 
ern South America. 

Second.—The chain of some twenty· 
five great cinder cones which stretch 
east and west ucross the south end of 
the Mexican plateau. 

Third.—The Central American group, 
with its thirty-one active craters, ex- 

tending diagonally across the western 

ends of the east and west folds of the 
Caribbean corrugations, fringing the 

Pacific side of Guatemala, San Salva- 
dor and Costa Kicu. This is separated 
from the Mexican group on the north 

by a large nonvolcanic area, the isth- 
mus of Tehuantepec, und on tKfe south 
from the Andean volcanoes by the lsth-j 
mus of Panama, where no uctlve vol- 
canoes are found. 

Fourth.—The chain of volcanoes of 
the Windward islands, marking the 
eastern gate of the Caribbean sea, 

standing in a line directly across the 
eastern termini of the Caribbean moun- 

tains. trending east and west and paral- 
lel to the Central American group sim- 

ilarly situated at the western termini. 
Fifth.—The volcanoes of Alaska nfid 

the Aleutian islands.—Professor Rob- 
ert T. 11111 in Century.

The solid hoofed beg is not a freak 
of nature, as many suppose, but a g< n· 

ulne case of reversion to a primitive 
or ancestral type. It seems that, un- 

like the prehistoric ancestor of the 
modern horse, which has four toes or 

hoofs, the old clotherium, from which 
animal all members of the swine fam- 
ily are descended, hail a solid hoof, 
and In the course of ages, as the old 
parent form died out and the modern 
wild Ιημ'Γ. domestic hog. peccary, etc.. 
were evolved this solid hoof became 
through what Darwin calls "adapta- 
tion" and "natural selection" divided 
up Into two parts, so that all modern 
hogs are cloven hoofiil. Occasionally, 
however, a hog is horn with the old 
original solid hoof of the primitive hog 
ancestor, thus demonstrating the tend 
ency in all animals to revert now and 
then to the parent form.

We cannot light 
our streets by electricity or gas except 
we purchase of a chartered company with 
its "doubling or tripling of the nominal 
capital"—and now propose to increase 
their charges because it does not pay 
interest on the capitalized stock (watered). 1 

Now if our citizens will stop running 
after strange gods and use their efforts 
to secure some modification or regulation 
>>f our "vicious" laws it would subserve '■ 

a public interest.

MAKING USE OF SEPTEMBER'S 
BOUNTY. 

September is full of promise for those 
who would emulate the ant, and ehe is 
equally generous to those who believe 
that "sufficient unto the day is the evil 
thereof." Some of the lusciousness of 
this month can only be enjoyed while 
passing, but much of it can be caught 
and stored for future use. 

We will begin with the "love-apple" 
of a by-gone century, and in so doing 
will wonder if we are nowadays ignorant 
enough to let something equally aa good 
slip through our fingers, to the derision 
of the next generation. Of course, the 
tomato in its natural state is best—which 
is equally true of all fruits and many 
vegetables—but it is also very savory 
when cooked by a careful hand. 

A scooped-outrtomato-ehell filled with 
its own pulp mixed with the neceseary 
ingredients makes a delicious salad, 
while cooked it masquerades as an 
entree. For the salads there are many 
combinations, beginning with celery, or 

cabbage with chicken or lamb, or cucum- 
ber with shrimps or sweetbreads, or 
Rardines with chives and tarragon—the 
last should be mixed with French dress- 
ing—and also water-cress and boiled 
eggs, all of these going well with mayon- 
naise or boiled butter-and-egg dressing. 

The stuffing for hot tomatoes can be 
made of any kind of minced meat, moist- 
ened with stock or water, and seasoned 
with butter, or mixed with a cream or 

brown sauce. 

Broiled Tomatokh—Roll slices, cut 

fairly thick, in line corn meal, dust with 
salt, and cook until a light brown. 
Spread with bits of butter, and serve 
with beefsteak. 

Deviled Tomatoes—Saute them In 
the following mixture: Two tablespoon- 
fuls of butter, one teaspoonful of sugar, 
one-balf teaspoonful of salt, mustard, 
onion-juice and paprika. This <an be 
done easily and to better advantage in 
the chafing-dish. 

Tomato Fritters—Cook with a sea- 

soning of cloves, parsley, onion, celery 
and sugar, press through a sieve, and 
mix the pulp with butter and Hour 
cooked together. Simmer ten minutes, 
and add a slightly beaten egg. Pour out 
in a shallow tin to cool, then cut into 
fancy shapes, crumb, egg, and fry in hot 
lard. 

Tomato Soup—To a sauce made of 
butter and tlour and cocoanut-inilk add 
the juice and pulp of strained tomatoes; 
or use plain milk, and add a cucumber 
minced tine. 

What to no with Yellow Eoo-To- 
matoes—Preserve by scalding, removing 
tho skin and cooking in syrup. Use 
three-fourths of a pound of sugar and 
the grated rind and juice of one lemon 
for each pound of fruit. A bit of ginger 
and a few whole spices tied in a rag may 
be put in. Remove tlie tomatoes when 
transparent, and pack them in hot glass 
jars. Boil the sirup until thick, fill Jhe 
jars, and seal. 

Yei.low Tomatoes Candied—Boil 
two pounds of sugar with one pint of 
water, until brittle when dropped in ice 
water; add a few drops of lemon juice. 

1 Boil the fruit in this liquid ten minutes; 
skim it out, place on a sieve to drain, 
add more sugar to the sirup, and boil it 

ι down to about half its quantity. Pour 
this over the tomatoes, and dry them in 
the sun or in a moderate oven. It will 
require two or three days for them to 

candy. 
Yellow Tomatoes Canned for 

Winter Sal ad—Scald tomatoes quickly, 
dip them in cold water, and peel; till jars 
completely full, adjust tho rubbers and 

I lids, place the jars on a rack in a big 
wash-boiler, then pour in enough warm 

(not hot) water to reach within two 
inches of the top of the jars. Cover the 
boiler, and steam ten minutes, then 
ecrew the lids on perfectly tight, fill the 
boiler with enough water to cover the 
jars, and leave them in the boiling water 
fifteen or twenty minutes. Remove the 
jars, and when cool screw the lids as 

tight as possible. Wrap each jar in 
thick paper, and put them in a box, 
closely covered, in a cool, dry closet. 
These will keep, unless one overripe to- 
mato spoils a canful. 

Gheen Peppers—The sweet Spanish 
pepper is just in its glory now, and is 
wholesome used in a variety of ways. 
We are indebted to the Italians for this 
relish, but it is doubtful if the American 
mothod of stuffing them has ever found 
favor in Italy. A stuffing may be made 
of meats or vegetables, or a combination 
of both, with a sauce, or enough liquid 
to moisten. Corn, tomatoes, rice, chick- 
en, meat, oysters and cheese are all 
pressed into service for variety's sake. 

Broiled Peppers after the seeds and 
pith have been cast away are a good gar- 
nish to beefsteak. An omelet of peppers 
is an epicure's delight. The omelet is 
made with cream, and without separat- 
ing the eggs, which are but slightly 
beaten. A couple of finely minced pep- 
pers are concealed inside when about 
lialf done. A pepper sandwich is made 
by spreading toast with mayonnaise and 
minced peppers, and putting together 
with a thin slice of broiled ham or bacon. 

Ci crMJiKKs are still bore, and the 
large ones may bo turned into salads or 
else into a hot vegetable with sauce. To 
cook them, cut three into small pieces, 
cook in salted boiling water one-half 
hour, and serve with drawn-butter sauce, 
to which two egg yolks, parsley and 
lemou have^been added. 

Fob Putting Up—A new sweet pickle 
of peaches is made by cutting them in 
two, removing stones, and filling with 
horseradish mixed with vinegar. Tie 
the two halves together, pack in jars, and 
cover with the following liquid: To two 

pounds of sugar add one pint of vinegar; 
tie in a bag some whole cloves, cassia- 
buds, cinnamon and some tiny bits of 
ginger, allspice and nutmeg. Reheat 
three times, and seal the jars. Keep in 
a dark, dry place; when ready to use re- 

move the string, and serve with meat. 

Peaches and plums may be canned by 
the method given for yellow tomatoes, 
and good jam can be made of both, as 
well as of grapes. The first should 
cook one half hour; then add to eaeh 
pound of fruit, mashed through a colan- 
der, thretf-fourths of a pound of sugar; 
simmer twenty minutes, turn into 
tumblers, and when cold cover with 
melted paraffin. If a few clean pebbles 
are put in the kettle while jam is cook- 
ing they will prevent it burning at the 
bottom; but if the kettle should reveal a 
few patches of scorch, they may be re- 
moved by rubbing with crushed egg- 
shell and salt. Melons may be preserved 
by peeling the rind and cutting it into 
strips; then add gome clean melon 
leaves and a bit of powdered alum, 
cover with water, and cook until tender, 
closely covered. Drain, cover with cold 
water, and soak several hours, changing 
the water often. Then drain, mix with 
an equal amount of sugar, and cook un- 

til transparent. When done drain, pour 
over hot spiced vinegar and seal.— 
Woman's Home Companion.
