is in reality good, wholesome milk and |
a perfectly legitimate product when
sold at its proper price. But, what is
even worse, this system prevents the
wan who produces rich milk from get-
ting the price he should, according to |
its food value and cost of production. |
Milk containing a high per cent of fat |
is not only worth more for food, but it :
costs wmore to produce than milk con- |
taining a low per cent of fut, and the

price should be governed by its com- |
position and food value and not by its |
bulk.

Before there was a ready means of |
determining the compesition of milk !
these diticulties could not well be |
overcome, and providing city standards |
~us about all that could be done. But |
sluce the iuvention of the Bubeock
test by Dr, Babeock of the Wisconsin
station, by this test and lactometer
and at slight expense and trouble it is
pow a slmple matter to determine ac-
curately the amount of fat and solids
not fat in uny milk.

How to Standardize.

Since fat in milk is the most varia-
ble constituent, the other solids remain-
ing fairly constaut, standardizing milk
is & cowmparatively simple wmutter. Al
that Is necessary s to add or remove
a certaln amount of butter fat, which
is ensily done by means of the centrif-
ugal separator or by letting the cream
rise by gravity. While it is true that
milk from Individual cows varies
somewhat from day to day, the mixed
milk of a herd that is milked at regu-
lar times each day will be practically
constant for that herd, because all of
the cows will pot test high or low
on the same day. By testing the milk
of a herd occasionally the per cent of
fat in the milk may be known at all
times with reasouable accuracy, to-
gether with the amount of sKimmilk
that should be added or removed to
bring it to the proper standard. 1f
the separator does good work and the
amount of milk hundl=l is small so
that it does not warrant testing every
day, it may be run very close to the
desired per cent of fat by testing onuce
a week, so as to be sure that it s up
to the required standard. Where the
quantity of milk handled is larze It
is more econouiizil to run tests fre-
quently and keep the fat at exactly
the desired per cent. Even if the per
ecent of fut varies but slightly It makes

The only apparatus necessary to
stundardize wmilk Is a cream scparator
and a milk test. For dairymen han-
dling but a small amount of milk the
same results may be accomplisbed by
setting the milk for a time and skim-
ming off the cream. In this case all
that is necessury is a Bubeock test
In this work skimmilk coutalning
no fat must be added or removesl. 1If
the skimmilk used contains fat, prop-
er allowanee must be made according
to the amount of fat contained or the
results will obviously be different.
Water cannot be used to dilute the
milk or the per cent of solids not fat
will be reduced.

The Dalryrman's Interest.

A law compelling a man to stand-
ardize the milk and cream he sells
would result in justice to both pro-
ducer and consumer. All dairymen
would then recelve the legitimate price
for their produet according to its food
value and cost of production and
would not be selling 6 per cent milk
in competition with 3 per cent milk and
for the same price per quart.

SILAGE AND SHOCK CORN.

Which Is Best For Wintering Calves
Intended For Beef Proluction?
A test designed to develop the com-

parative merits of siluge und shock
corn for wintering calves intended for
beef production is believed by Profess-
or Mumford of the Illlinois stutlon to
indicate that there are at least nine
advantages of a system of silage feed-
ing over that of shock corn in the win-
tering of calves Intended for beef pro-
duction.

First.—The corn can be hauled from
the field and stored In the silo at a
time when little damage s done to the
soll by getting on the land when It 8
too wet.

Second.—The manure and litter incl-
dent to the feeding of steers where sl-
lage Is used are in much wore conven-
fent form to handle and probably more
readily available as plant food than
where shock corn is fed.

Third.—The guality of silage and the
cost and convenience of feeding is but
little, if any, afected by bad weather,
which In Illinois so frequently wmakes
it next to lmpossible to feed shock
corn to advantage.

Fourth.—The calves In the spring are
in better thrift and tlesh.

Fifth.—More rapid gulns can be se-
cured.

Sixth.—In case of an epldemliec of
cholera or other contagious swine dis-
order the pigs as a factor In econowm-
feal production of beef may be elim-
inated without any considerable loss,
which would be hupossible in case of
steers feeding on shock or whole corn.

Seventh.—More pounds of meat cam
be produced per acre where silage Is
ted to steers than where shock corn
is used, even though the greater
amount of pork prodnced In case of a
system of shock corn feeding is tuken
into account

Eighth.—A much larger proportiom
of the meat produced is beef.

Ninth.—~The corn may be harvested
earlier in the season, generally before
danger of frosts and at a season, in
Illinois at least, when other farm work
is not pressing. In speaking of the ad-
vantages of the silo It should not be
overlooked that silage may be stored
for late summer feeding when pas-
tures are often short and the new corn
crop is too immature to feed to good
advantage.

The Disadvantages of Silage.

The disadvantages of feeding silage
appear to be:

The report of the Grand Trunk shows
that the total mileage of the road in
Maine is 20.37 miles, of which %2.60 is the
Atlantic & St. Lawrence and 6.77 is the
Lewiston & Auburn branch.

" HERE AND THERE.

While the coal strike is not yet offi-
cially declared off, the arbitration com-
mission has been named, and seems to
be acceptable to the operators and to
the leaders of the miners, and there is
little doubt that within a few days the
men will again be at work. Strikes
there have been before, which caused
wide-spread trouble, but never one
which like this directly affected almost
every one in the country. Although'the
first conference at the White House
seemed to have been an utter failure, it
gave the country a remarkable illumina-
tion regarding the attitude of the parties,
and proved to be the beginning of the
end. Nothing that President Roosevelt
has done has won him more fame at
home and abroad than this sction in this
matter.

The crown prince of Siam, who is now
visiting this country, bears the simple
and euphonious name, Somdetch Chowfa
Maha Vajiravadg. Itshould be explain-
ed that Americans who have the pleasure
of meeting His Royal Highness are not
required to address him by his full name.

Several Indian tribes in the Southwest
have chosen a representative to go to
Washington and ask the government to
take all their lands in Oklahoma and
buy them in exchange a tract of 2,000,000
acres in Mexico, so they can get out of
the country. Evidently our twentieth
century civilization is crowding the red
man. The projected action might goa
little way toward disposing of one of the
several race problems which the country
has on hand.

CORN TWO CENTS PER POUNL.

The advance in the price paid the
farmers for their sweet corn, for which
the farmers have been working for some
years, has been ted. A conference
of the leading packers of the state was
held in Portland Thursday, when it was
unanimously that the price paid
in 1908 should 2 cents per pound.
The price previously paid was 1 1-2
cents.

HArTFORD, ME., Oct, 9th, 1002.
DEAR COMRADE:

Your esteemed favor duly at hand.
You are perfectly right. Jubal Early's
troops did get into Washington in July,
1864. When he made his raid down the
valley, his object was to capture Wash-
ington, it being the first time thatall the
Union troops had ever been sent to the
front and the capital left uncovered.
Our corps—the 6th—was hastily de-
tached from in front of Petersburg and
forwarded with all possible haste by
transports to Washington, We got there
not a minute too soon. We double-
quicked down the gang plank and up into
the city. We meta rebel column swarming
up Beech Street, and one of our division
batteries (the 5th Maine, I think,) un-
limbered under the personal direction of
Gen. Upton and raked that street with
grape and canister.

In the meantime another detachment
of Early's troops had got into Fort
Stevens, and had nearly turned two of
the heavy 100-pound guns around in an
effort to fire on the capitol building. Our
division, the 1st of the 6th corps, with
Upton leading, charged the fort and re-
covered it.

I simply know this, as 1 was one in-
significant unit in that charge. We fol-
lowed them out some miles, and at the
same time made a jupction with a corps

Ethan Willis, who had been seriously
ill for some time, died at his home on
Church Street last Monday afternoon,
aged nearly 73 years. The funeral Wed-
nesday afternson was attended by Rev.
A. W. Pottle of the Methodist church,
of which church Mr. Willis was a faith-
ful member and in which he was an
earnest worker. Mr. Willis had lived in
south Paris about twelve years, the
larger portion of his life previous to that
time having been spent in West Paris.
He was a carpenter and builder by trade,
and bad dope much work in Oxford
County and elsewhere. His last exten-
sive work in South Paris was on Billings
Block, which he and Franklin Maxim
took the contract to build. He built the
stations on the extension of the Portland
and Rumford Falls Railway from Canton
to Rumford Falls, and in 1901 superin-
tended the erection of a large number of
dwelling houses at Rumford Falls for
the Rumford Falla Power Co., which was
his last work. He was a man of sterling
honesty, universally respected, and his
death is a loss to the community. Dur-
ing the civil war Mr. Willis served in
the Eighteenth Massachusetts Regiment,
and was a member of Wm. K. Kimball
Post, G. A. R., which attended the
funeral in a body, as did the Relief
Corps. He was also a member of the
Odd Fellows lodge at West Paris. He is
survived by a widow and three children
by a former wife—Mrs. H. H. Houghton
of Auburn, William F. Willis of West
Paris, and C. H. Willis of Portland.
Burial was at West Paris.

“Twentieth Century’s Ideals.” The

ideals aimed at were in general terms a

more even division of the products of

labor and the improvement of the condi-

tion of the masses, especially the labor-

ing men. He showed quite a list of

views illustrating the work of co-opera-

tive labor in England and Scotland—
pictures of the factories and the homes,

all owned by the workmen, with de-

scription of the plan on which they are
conducted. It was probably a surprise
to many in the audience to learn that
co-operative labor was doing so much.

Coming to our own country, he showed
various scenes representing some of the
serious social problems which we are
now facing. The ultimate result of
present conditions which Mr. Lund sees,
and that which is to correct the ine-
qualities of the present system, is public
ownership. His idea is similar to
Edward Bellamy’s, and, like Bellamy, he
takes into account certain economic
truths which the writers of text books
have heretofore ignored. He differs from
Bellamy in one important respect. Bel-
lamy did away with human greed simply
by the mechanical process of recon-
structing our industrial system. Mr.
Lund, on the other hand, does not expect
to abolish all the wrong and evils of the
present, except by the inculcation of
the spirit of Christ and the establish-
ment of Christian fraternity among all
classes of men. The lecture is open to
criticism for assuming some things as
fact which are clearly debatable, and for
an oecasional bit of rhetoric which a lit-
tle examination of statistics might have
modified, but was nevertheless en
ing, instructive, and far-seeing.

HOUSEHOLD LINENS.
“White-work” is not 8o general a term
as one might suppose 1t to be. The
name has been, by centuries of use, con-
fined to embroidery done with cottons,
usually on white linen grounds and after
the method more correctly known as
satin stitch. Another proof of how lit-
tle there is ina name is evident in the
modifying “French,” for without excep-
tion this work is, of all kinds of em-
broidery, the most uulvaru}lge done
throughout all countries, To  be sure,
the French do it exclusively, but the
most beautiful specimens come from
Switzerland.

Its most practical application is in let-
tering. This is exceedingly satisfactory
embroidery for linens which are to be
washed. Manv of our silks are fast
colors, but even with that guarantee they
need to be laundered with care. This is
true to a certain extent of all embroid-
eries, but certainly this work is as near
to being altogether serviceable as itis
possible for embro’dery to be.

The work on hocsehold linens such as
table-cloths, napkir s, tray-cloths, towels,
ete., should be done in “French working
cotton,” and, by the way, the best quali-
ty is labelled “made in Germany."
Initialing is both ornamental and use-
ful, and is already widely done in Ameri-
can homes—too often very badly—but
not so universally as abroad; there one
sees it even in hotels and very humble
homes. Our ugly indelible ink-marking
is unknown; instead, bed and table
linens are marked with needle-work. No
doubt many women could find time to
so ornament their household linens, but
the right way to go about the work is
wanting. It is not difficult embroidery;
on the other hand, it is certainly not
sewing, and there is a proper way to do
it. The material should be stretched
either in a hoop or basted over stiff pa-
per so that the stitches can be placed
with perfect uniformity. When the
linen is heavy, such as table damask, the
hoop is better. One who learns to work
on it with both hands, sending the needle
up and down, will be repaid by the ease
which she will acquire. On light lawns
the stifl-paper method may be used, and
the work done in and out, the entire
stitch laid at a stroke, for the paper will
prevent the lawn from pulling. This is
the way in which the fine French hand-
kerchiefs are embroidered.

It is impossible to do good work with
the covering stitches unless the under
filling is carefully done. It should be
carried lengthwise of a form or with its
direction. The first set of stitches can
be long, and when these are evenly laid
they should be bound in with slanting
stitches from side to side. Great care
shoa'd be taken, in the first place, to lay
an equal quantity of cotton over the sur-
face, and in the second to keep all well
within the outline. One may raise the
work in this way just a little, or firm
and high. The form must be wide
enough to permit of th's raising, how-
ever. Stems or single lines can be most
satisfactorily worked over a single
thread.

The second step in this embroidery is
the over-work. These stitches are made
to cover the width of the letter or vines
or ornaments from side to side, entirely
without shading and with perfect regu-
larity. It is not always that such defi-
nite rules for embroidery can be laid
down as in this particular instance, but
as it is a kind of work chiefly dependent
upon accuracy for its beauty, it is there-
fore quite possible to state in what
respects it shall be accurate.

The first essential to the correctness
of all embroidery is the direction of the
stitches. This is the foundation of
technique in embroidery, and in some
kinds of work it is a very complicated
question but as applied te French white
work it is a very definite and unmistaka-
ble principle even to amateurs, Always
the stitches should be placed at right
angles to the direction of the form,
whether it be composed of straight or
curved lines. It is indeed an over and
over work, and to lay the stitch at right
angles will be to span the form by the
shortest possible distance. Look at the
sarap'er and note how the direction of
the stitches bears always the same rela-
tion to the direction of the curves of the
letters. 1f the form is wide it is neces-
sary to divide it into two or more bars or
sections. By embroidering these bars
separately the stitches are short, and the
work is consequently firm.

A very little practice enables one to
do this work evenly, and it, together
with hem-stitching, will give the every
day linens that very dainty touch which
makes a bit of art and beauty a part of
the home atmosphere. Initialing alone
is often sufficient. The proper size for
an initial or crest on a napkin is one to
two inches, on the corner of the table-
cloth four inches. This letter should be
placed on the cloth just where it turns
the corner of the table on top. On
sheets the initial should be placed in the
centre of the width and about one inch
from the bottom of the top hem. A lit-
tle color may be used in marking towels
if one wishes.

Hem-stitching and white work are al-
ways a pretty combination; they are
both pleasant leisure work, and the time
will be well spent in a very practical as
well as decorative needle-work.—Iar-
per's Bazar. .
