FALL PLOWING.

As Late In the Seasoun as Posalble Is
One Farmer's Preferred Time,

We like to defer our full plowing just
a6 late in the season us possible. Be-
tween the first freezings and thawings
is the best time. Then whatever vege-
tabile matter, stubble or refuse we turn
under begins to decay at once aund by
planting time will yield up such plant
food as may be contained therein, says
an Orunge Judd Farmer writer.

The ground is not so soft and wet in
fall as it is in spriug, and there is less
damage sustained by teams trumping
over it. When the team stops on wet
ground in spring, there s apt to be a
clod all through the summer. A ma-
jority of these clods may be pulverized,
it Is true, by rolling, barrowing and
dragging, but this is expeusive and
may be avoided by plowing in the fall
When we turn up and expose a bare
soil to sunshine in summer or frost in
winter, the availabue fertility 1s there-
by increased and ne mistake. And all
know that the more availuble fertility
we can get into the soll the larger will
be the crop yield.

The mechanical coudition of soils that
will admit of full plowing is always
better than it is on lands plowed in
spring. The freezing and thawing
break down every lump, aud we huve
that condition which seems to be the
most desirable, “us mellow us an ash
heap.”

By fall plowing we get rid of various
kinds of worms and iusects that are a
mennce to the crops and not infre-
quently destroy them, We have never
had corn injured by cutworms or any
other wortns on land that bad Leen fall
plowed,

Fall plowing enables us to start our
spring crops earlier in the season, and
one year with another it is the curly
sown ouats and the early planted corn
that give us the largest yield. Then it
is far eusier to cultivate land plowed in
fall. Weed seeds do not start so early
or grow off so vigorously for some rea-
son or other.

FERTILIZER FOR LETTUCE.

Manure Unnecessary In Growing
Vigorous, Quick Maturing Lettuce.
In intensive agriculture there is of-
ten a teudency to waste plant food. A
waste of stable manure in forcing let-
tuce seems to be proved by tests re
cently made at the Geneva (N. X.) ag-
ricultural stution.

In the feld culture tests except In &
very few lnstances no direct jnjury was
caused by supplring extra plunt food.
There was werely a loss of profit from
failure to obtain sufficlent crop In-
crease to pay for the additionul quant!-
ty of fertilizer. In lettuce growing un-
der glass, however, especlally on sandy
Joam soils, the use of more than an inch
and a half or two inches of manure on
the soil was not only wasteful of man-
ure, but lowered the yield of lettuce.
The manuer nevertheless is essentlal
to the production of vigorous, quick
maturing lettuce. Chemical fertilizers
cannot replace it even though used in
abundance.

The use of commercial fertilizers
without manure resulted in a decided
increase in yield over crops on un-
treated soil, but in every trial they
proved inadequate for bringing a crop
to maturity in sufficlently short time to
be profitable. “The best crops were
grown where the soll was fi

with stable manure.”

The use of 5 per cent of manure with

the fertilizers always resulted in a very
great iucrease in yield. With this
small amount of manure dried blood
mave better results as a source of nitro-
gon than either nitrate of soda or sul-
phate of annnonia,
Where larse amounts of manure were
incorporated in the soil for forcing let-
tuce the yleld was increased by com-
pacting the soll. This shows that un-
favorable effects which follow excess-
tve applications of manure may be
caused in purt at least by thereby loos-
ening the soil so much as to put it in
an unfavor:ble mechanical condition
for the lettuce plant

The clay loaum used in these experl-
ments hus always proved superior to
light sandy loum for forelug lettuce.

Now we know this
was simply the worst way Imaginable
to treat the hens. The world has
moved and taken the hen along with it.

Profit In Egus All Winter,

From present indications there will |
be profit in eggs all winter. It stands
us in hand to save all the young pullets |
out of lust spring’s hatch and push
them anhead as fast as possible. It Is
the pullet that lays during the cold
weather that pays best. The beef trust
has done one thing not down on the
programme. It has given the farmer
very much better prices for his eggs
than for several years past. No argu-
ment here for the trust, but a big one
for the old farm hen. Sell off all the
roosters except what you Intend to
winter now. It ls a waste of food ma-
terial to keep a lot of roosters just for
the sake of hearing them crow. The
pullets need the room they occupy.

in the Way of Diet.

The question s sometimes asked
whether or not oyster shells are essen-
tial to the production of eggs. Any-
body who has watched his hens very
much knows how almost wild they are
to get to the bag of shells, especially If
they have been deprived of them for a
time. The hen knows about as well as
any of us what she needs in the way
of diet.

Is milk any better for her than wa-
ter? Bggs are largely albumen. Milk
contains albumen; water does not. Put
the two together for yourself.

Nest Box and Mites.

No nest box ever patented could woe
from the biddies more eggs than an
old sonp box. They seem to feel as
much at home there as anywhere.

The smallest mite 18 big enough to
make a2 hen uncomfortable. and she
will not do her best If not comfortable. !
Our duty s plain.—Cor. Farm Journal. '

BLOWER OR CARRIER.

The Elevation of Sllage by Wind Is
Making Rapid Progress.

The blower Is fast taking the place
of the ordinary chain carrier so far as
feed and silage cutters are concerned.
A great many farmers and dairymen
are of course a little skeptical, und
they possibly have good reason for be-
Ing so, as a great many blower outfits
bave in the past failed to do their work
gatisfactorily. The elevation of sllage
by wind Is, practically speuking, In its
iufancy, but it has made rapid prog-
ress within the last few years. The
failure of some blower outlits to do
their work bas mot in all cases been '
the fault of the outfit, but the luck of |
sutlicient power and in many cuses the :
use of ordinary judgment I their oper-
ation.

There is no denylng the fact that a
blower outfit when working satisfucto-
rily is wuch better in every way than
an ordinary chain carrier. These out-
fits of course require couslderably
more power than an outfit with chain |
carrier, and we would advise no one
to attempt to operate such an outfit .
unless he has ample power. In elevat-
ing dry material the amount of power
required is not greatly In excess of that
required for an outfit with chain car-
rier. In elevating green silage to the
height of the average silo, which varles
from thirty to forty feet, the excess
power required will run from 50 to 73
per cent.

Another feature with reference to the
elevation of silage by wind is the fact
that the more perpendicular the pipe
cun be set the less llability there is of
clogging. Where the pipe is set at a
low angle particles of the silage will
drop to the low side of the pipe, and
the wind will pass over it until tinally
sufficient silage bas accumulated en-
tirely to clog the pipe. Where the lat-
ter is set at a steep angle or entirely
perpendicular the wind pressure is al-
ways directly underneath the silage,
apd it has no chance to clog.—Cor. Ru-
ral New Yorker.

FERTILIZER TESTS.

Surprising Effect of South Carolina
Rock mnd Slag.

There is no doubt that results re-
ported from fertilizer experiments with
phosphioric acid at the Maryland ex-
periment station, as shown by the total
products of the crops for five years, arc
at variance with the principles com-
monly taught and practice generally
followed in the matter of fertilization.

The average totul results are reported
as showing that Insoluble phosphoric
acid—that is, phosphates which have
not been treated or dissolved in sul-
phuric acid (oil of vitriol)—has more
pounds of crop, both straw aud market-
able grain, tbhan the phosphoric acid In
the soluble and reverted forms—that is,
in phosphates which bave been dis-
solved in sulphuric acid. Not only has
the yleld produced by the insoluble
phosphoric acid been greater than that
produced by the soluble phosphoric
acid, but the cost has been ouly about
one-half. In brief it is concluded, judg-
ing from results obtained, that—

Crops are able to use the insoluble
phosphoric of South Carolina rock.

Slag phosphate gives a greater total
yield than any of the other insoluble
phosphates, The yield of corn (grain)
was not quite as much with slag phos-
phate as with bonemeal, yet the yleld
of wheat and grass was greuter. All
ylelds were produced at less cost with
slag phosphates than with bonemenl,

Bonemeal was the best form of In-
goluble phosphate for corn, but its ac-
cumulative and supposed lasting ef-
fects did not show on ‘the wheat and
grass.

Bonemeal has also had an advantage
over the other phosphates in furnish-
ing organic matter in the soll in order
to procure the best results with the in-

soluble phosphates.

What Others Say.

The corn shredder has the name of
being the most dangerous piece of farm
machinery now in vogue. Use care
with it.

Not a few farmers think the right
place for the cornstalk {s where It
grew. Can facts, figures and sclence
show them in error?

WHAT IS ECONOMY?

There is an idea prevalent that econ-
omy and saving are allied terms, but the
idea is false. nomy and saving may
be, but are not necessarily one. Some-
times economy is spending and spending
with a liberal hand. Economw the
wise use of the material one To
save a dollar and waste one’s nervous
energy to the point of exhaustion is the
grossest extravagance. This Is one of
the lessons which is hardest for a woman
to learn. She can gauge the compara-
tive values, however, in this way if she
will. The essential things are those
which abide and which one has in him-
self, beyond all changes of fortune and
of time. Whatever improves these, adds
to them, enriches them, is something
worth gaining and to obtain itis wise
economy. Whatever weakens it or les-
sens it is false economy. 1t matters lit-
tlein the course of a life whether one
has a ruffle more or less or not; it mat-
ters much whether in seeking for that
adornment one has grown so weary that
cross words have come. Every strain of
that kind, if it comes as the result of
trying to save, has cost more than it
saved. Itis a wise economy, whatever
it costs, which saves one’s nature whole
and sweet, one's brain clear and keen,
one's body responsive to one's will and
one's entire being in perfect tune with
the Infinite. This is the only economy,
and to put one’s self in this condition is
the wise expenditure of time, strength,
will and money. One economizes too
rmuch in the essentials, Our eyes be-
come blinded until we lose just values
or we look at things from a wrong per-
spective, so that we do notsee What
is the essential.

GLOVE POINTERS.

HOW TO PUT THEM ON AND THE BEST
KIND TO BUY.

The way in which aglove is first drawn
on and shaped to the hands has much to
do with both its beauty and durability,
says the San Francisco Examiner. Un-
less you have ample time do not have
them fitted at the shop, but at leisure
draw them on as here recommended,
and if possible wear them half an hour
without closing the fingers.

When the hands are all moist, they
should be powdered. Insert all the
fingers and work them on evenly, leaving
the thumb loose until the fingers are
fully in place. Then insert the thumb
and work the glove down smoothly over
the hand.

In buttoning a glove the greatest strain
comes upon the first button so before at-
tempting to fasten this button the oth-
ers, commencing with the second one,
then the others, lastly the first.

Do not begin at the tips of the fingers
to pull them off. Turn back the wrists
and draw them off inside out, buton no
consideration leave them in this shape
or roll them. Turn them right side out,
smooth lengthwise and put away by
themselves, with a strip of flannel under
and between them.

In buying gloves there are more im-
portant questions than their color and
the number of buttons to be considered.
Black gloves are generally less elastic
than white or colored ones, and cheap
grades are dear at any price.

Dressed kid usually retains its fresh-
ness longer and is more durable than
suede. The best and most serviceable
kid is soft, yielding and elastic. A
slove so small that it cramps the bands
and prevents grace of motion gives poor
service, Short fingered gloves are ugly
and certain to break soon between the
tingers, if not at their tips.

WELL-KEPT HANDS.

Over my sink are two bottles and a
nail-cleaner. One bottle contains five
parts of lemon juice to one of alcohol,
which will keep indefinitely. The other
contains the following lotion: Cne-fourth
of an ounce of gum tragacanth added to
one pint of rain water, which has stood
three days, then one ounce each of alco-
hol, glycerine and witch hazel, also a
little good faint perfume. After wash-
ing dishes or preparing vegetables, I
apply a little of the lemon juice, then
the lotion, and in a moment my hands
are dry, soft, and very smooth, All
stains disappear as if by magic, and the
nails are cleaned easily, The time re-
quired is not over two minutes.

NOTES ABOUT SHOES.

Here are some hints on the buying of
.\himu that the average girl will find use-
ful:

: Nlmr wear a shoe that pinches the
eel.

Never wear a shoe or boot tight any-
where.

Never come from high heels to low
heels at one jump.

Never wear a shoe that presses up into
the hollow of the foot.

Never wear a shoe that will not allow
the great toe to lie in a straight line.

Never wear leather sole linings to
stand upon; white cotton drilling or
linen is healthier.

Never wear a shoe with a sole narrow-
er than the outline of the foot traced
with a pencil close under the rounding
edge,

Never wear a shoe with the sole turn-
ing up very muchat the toes, as this
causes the cords on the upper part of
the foot to contract.

Never have the top of the boots tight,
as it interfcres with the action of the
calf muscles, makes one walk badly and
spoils the shape of the ankle.

Never think that the feet will grow
large from wearing proper shoes; pinch-
ing and distorting makes them grow not
only large, but unsightly. A proper
patural use of all the muscles makes
them compact and attractive.—Modern
Women.

USEFUL HINTS,

Some French ladies always wash their
cashmere and merino materials in potato
water, and then rinse them in soft water,
hanging up immediately without wring-
ing them. It is not generally known,
that a slice of potato will clean woolen
materials of mud.

Blue flannel may be washed in bran
and water, in which salt is added to keep
the color.

Silk underclothing may also be washed
in potato water. Slice the potatoes,
wash them and put in clear cold water
to soak for forty-eight hours, then strain
off the water, and dip the silk garment
in it several times, then lay them on a
table and dry with a soft table napkin.
Iron on the wrong side,

There is nothing better for cleanin
black silks than beef gall. Mix the gaﬁ
with an equal quantity of boiling water,
and sponge the silk, Lying it smoothly
on a clean table, on both sides. After
this sponge it with clear rain water and
stretch on a white cloth to dry.

Never brush silk, only rub it with a
cloth, or better still a piece of velvet.

Spots on black or k colored silk
can be cleaned by rubbing them with
common brown packing paper.

Wax spots are taken off any material
by rubbing with eau-de-cologne.—Mc-
Call's Magazine.
