The husker is fastened on the front
part of the wagon, strips the bosks
fromn the ear, drops ear P WA
on and fogees the husks
into a huge pipe the length of the wi
on box and slightly elevated in the
rear, enabling the busks to full into
sacks on the platformn or broad end
gate of the wagon. The machiuery Is
light. One team uand driver ¢an work
and take charge of it. One farwer sug-
gests attuching a press to press husks
after the manner of baled hay.

Cover For Strawhberries.

“1 always use cornstalks as a winter
covering for strawberries, but In con-
nection with leaves. My struwberries
are on stiff land that heaves very bad-
Iy in winter, so plants have to be well
covered. 1 find the stulks keep the
leaves in rows from blowing away bet-
ter than such brush as 1 can get. The
stulks are put lengthwise of the rows,"”
says & writer la Rural New Yorker,
And another correspondent’s opinion
Is:

“I couslder evergreen boughs the
{deal strawberry covering, but quite an
expense to cover several acres and
eclear away the same. My secoud
choice is cornstalks. If the stalks are
very long. 1 should put lengthwise to
save material. If light, fine stalks, 1
should spread with a fork. 1 think a
light covering of corn fodder alone is
quite sutficient, as all that Is required
Is to shade the ground and have some
thing to hold the suwow from blowing
off.”

With

Storing Onlons,

With some precautions ouions may
be kept in good condition without seri-
ous loss, suys Rura! New Yorker. They
should entirely free from damp-
ness and never piled or stored together
in large quantities, especially in warm
weather. They should never be piled
under any couditions, but should be
stored in level condition and uot to ex-
ceed two feet in depth. Stored In level
heaps aud kept dry and cool as possi-
ble, they will keep fairly well. They
will keep well in frozen coudition pro-
vided they can be kept thus until re-
quired for use, but gradual thawing
s necessary, and they must not be al-
lowed to freeze the second time. 1f
freezing is attempted. ther must be al-
lowed to freeze clear througzh. then
cover with straw or other material
thickly enough so that weather
changes will not afect them.

Avoid
feeding excessive quantities of new
corn, provide pure water, clean up the
hog lots and houses and disinfect them
and give plenty of salt and ashes. Ina
word, keep the animals thrifty and re-
duce the loss to a minlmum.

LAST WEEK'S ELECTIONS.

Most of the states of the Union had
elections last Tuesday for representatives
to Congress and various state officers.
While there are some slight surprises in
the results, they are in general about
what was forecasted. The Republicans
retain controel of congress, the majority
in the house being between twenty-hve
and thirty, perhaps the last named num-
ber. While this is not an overwhelming
preponderance, it is a good working ma-
jority, and su mt for all practical
purposes. It would have been unfor
tunate if the hou: al gone into the
hands of the Democrats, with a Repub-
lican president and senate. The Repub
licans, reiaining fuli control of the gov-
ernment, must continue to bear the full
responsibility, and will not shirk it.

The Republicans have lost a few con-
gressmen in the East, particularly in
Massachusetts, Rhode Islund and New
York. and on the other hand they have
eained some in the West and Northwest,
" In New York, which was the state
arousing the most interest, Odell, Re-
publican, is re-elected governor by a
plurality of about 12,000 The note-
worthy features of the New York vote
are the large Democratic majority in
Greater New York—nearly 120,000—and
the large Republican majority in the rest
of the state, both of which exceed ex-
pectations. The result is evidently a
disappeintment to the Democratic man-
agers, as they are raising the old familiar
after-election cry of fraud.

While the general result is
strongly Republican as that of the elec-
tions of 1000, there is no reason why it
should nmot be considered satisfactory.
It is to be expected that in the “off year”
the administration party will show a
little less strength than in the presiden-
tial year. ‘There is one point, however,
that it is well to heed. It is unquestion-
able that the Democratic party is begin-
ning to recover from the damage done
by its lapse into Bryanism, and is get-
ting once more into its normal condition:
and provided the Democracy does not
again exercise its noted proclivity for
blundering, the Republican party must
take into account that it will now have
to meet a united opposition. This is the
situation, and it must be taken into ac-
count in future campaigns.

The success of the Republicans in this
election makes it morally certain that
unless something unforeseen occurs,
President Roosevelt will receive a unan-
imous nomination for president from the
Republican convention in 1904. No
president since Lincoln has got such a
hold upon the people as he has, and he
stands so high in their esteem that no
other candidate is likely to be seriously

onsidered.

—What Is a Tree?
REES in our country are for-
tunately so common as al-
most to pass without defini-
Hion. Bverybody knows a tree
and knows all about it too. At least
he thinks he does. He knows that a
tree has an erect persistent stem, wide-
spreading or deep descending roots,
waving, far extending branches and
abundant leaves, casting In summer a
gratetul shade, in autumn falling. He
knows that trees, some of them at
least, bear flowers and fruits and seed,
reproducing the specles “after thelr
kind.,” This much everybody knows,
and these indeed are some of the pa-
tent, obvious features of a tree. Nev-
ertheless, a8 may be suspected, this Is
only an outside or surface view of the
subject. When we come to inquire
how the tree comes to be what it Is,
how it does all the things that we see
it do, how it pushes the roots through
the hard ground where a plow can
hardly go, how the leaves elaborate its
food, how it builds stem and bark and
branch and carries pound after pound,
ton after ton, away up Into the alr,
how it endures while living summer’s
drought and winter’s cold, not for a few
years, but year after year, for centu-
rles and centuries—when we begin to

think of trees in this way, it is plain

that all our surface knowledge counts

but little. We are in the presence of

a mechanism of wonderful efficleney,

but also of great complexity, whose

delieate adjustments may tax the cun-
ning of the wisest.

Now, In a few short chapters which
constitute this course a complete an-
swer to the problem of the trec or
even a complete statement of it Is
certainly not to be expected. We may
perhaps study the problem {n some of
its simpler aspects, learn a little of
the structure of a tree, of its history.
and more of its utility and exceeding
vulue to enlightened men and nations.

Perhaps the most striking peculiarity
of the tree is its persistence. Other
plants grow, senc up stems and leaves
and flowers, begin many of the things
done by the tree, but these presently
perish, survive a few months or years
at most and are gone. Only plants of
the tree type seem able to accumulate,
to carry forward the work of life and
make each year contributory to life's
perennial u-iglmpb. Fortunately this
particular property of the tree, taking
things as they are, admits of compara-
tively simple explanation. We find the
explanation in so far In the tree's struc-
ture, just as in the case of any mech-
anlsm we may study the parts and find
out how they work and so understand
the machine. If we make a thin cross
gsection of the stem of a small tree and
lay the section under the lens of a mi-
croscope, we shall see something like
that shown in the accompanying illus-
tration, which is indeed from a photo-
graph of such a sectlon.

Here the whole section seems made
up of little rings. The early observers
thought +.#se rings looked like a sec-
tion of a aoneycomb and accordingly
called them cells. At a glance we per-
celve that the rings or cells are not
allke. They differ greatly in size and
shape. A second glance shows us that
the vells fall easily into groups which
form together a circle around within
the margin. The cells which make up
this band or circle are in the growing
tree, all living cells and all active, each
in its own way. Within the limits as-
pigned us here we may not consider
them all, but must pay attention to the
very smallest only, those that make ap

& narrow band, marked C in the flgure.
1t is to these tinlest but ever living celle
{hat the tree of the forest owes it
sharacter, its long enduring vigor. Be-
ing living cells, these can grow, and by
their pecullar way of growing they ac
somplish three things—they lie between
bark and wood, and all the time In the
zrowing season those on the outside be-
some transformed into cells that make
pp the cortex, ultimately the bark, and
pre added to Its inner surface; those on
the inside are In a eimilar way passing
pver Into the form of the cells of or-
finary wood. either to form wood de
novo or to be added to the wood al-
ready in position; the middle cells of
the bund simply divide and divide and
80 keep up a perennial supply of cells
of such plastic sort. Here is the secret
of the tree's endurance and of Its In-
crense in thickness, for we must re
member we are studying a cross sec-
tlon of the tree, taken anywhere, and
we must therefore concelve these tiny
cells to form a living sheath covering
the whole tree, lylng between bark and
wood. In spring we very easily pull
the bark frem a living tree—a willow,
for Instance—the separation occurring
in the plane of this living but propor-
tionately delicate cell layer. This lv-
ing, active layer has long been named
the camblum. We shall refer to it
agaln.

But let us look at our section again.
We may discover f*lll another pecul-
farity. The border cells arrange them.
selves In groups, with slight intervals
between. The cells of these Intervals
are continnous with the large cells of
the middle, with the pith, or medulla.
They may be regarded ns nt first part
of the medulla. They form the medul-
lary rays. They bulld as they grow
verticel plates radiating outwardly
from the center of the tree. At first
the plates are comparatively few, but
as growth proceeds the primary rays
are continually re-enforced by others,
originating indeed in the persistent
camblum and intercalated between
those already formed until their num-
ber, as may be seen In any bit of
wood, as oak, becomes very great.

Split a plece of such wood, and the

medullary plates appear and shine,
called by the artisan “silver grain.”

Let us now recapitulate the struc-
tures of the stem as we have studied
them. In the center of our section
les the medulla, or pith, bounded on
the outer side by a ring of forming
wood. Next to this outwardly lies the
eamblum, beyond which, again, Is the
coftex, the forming structures of the
bark. The elements of bark and wood
are gathered plainly Into groups, and
Intervening between these several
groups, Intercepting what would be
otherwise a continuous are, occur the

medullary roys.

Trees as Alr Purifiers.

F. Schuyler Mathews in a recently
{ssued work on “Familiar Trees and
Thelr Leaves” says: “The greatest
sphere of usefulness which a tree oc-
cuples Is connected with its life. Itis
a great air purifier. It absorbs from
the atmosphere the carbonle acld gas
which s poisonous to us, it holds and
slowly dispepses molsture which the
parched air needs, it gives out the ozone
(or oxygen In an active electro nega-
tive condition) which s particularly
conducive to our health and it modifies
heat which would otherwise be over
powering. Step Into the thick woods
from an open space on a very hot day,
and Immediately relief is experienced
from the intense heat. This Is nol
wholly the result of shade furnished
by the trees. Much of it proceeds from
the modificution of the alr through the
breathing of the tree leaves.

“1 have estimated that a certain sug
ar maple of large proportions which
grows near my cottage puts forth in
one season about 432,000 leaves. These
lenves combined present a surface to
sunlight of about 21,600 square feet,
or an area equal to pretty nearly half
an acre. Bvery Inch of this expunse
breathes in life for the tree and out
health for man, while it absorbs in
the aggregate an enormous amount of
heat and sunlight.”

Washington Beautified.

The eity of Washington has set ¢
good example to American municipal
fties in the matter of tree planting
Within 1ts limits there are now no less
thon 80,000 shade trees, and It is un
necessiry to dwell on the added beau
ty they lend to the place. Paris has
an even greater number, and it is said
that $60.000 {s expended annually by
the latter city in the care of them an
in the setting out of new ones. Every
street of a certain width is entitled to
a row of trees on either side and every
street of a certaln greater width to a
double row.

The Cause of Geyners,

Bunsen has explained the perlodical
eruption of geysers In such a satisfac-
tory manner that doubt is no longer
possible. A cavern filled with water lles
deep In the earth under the geyser, and
the water In this cavern is heated by
the earth’s internal heat far above 212
degrees, since there I8 a heavy hydro-
statle pressure upon it arising from the
welght of water in the passage or nat-
ural standpipe that leads from the sub-
terrancan chamber to the surface of
the earth.

After a time the temperature of the
water below rises, so that steam s giv-
en off In spite of the pressure, and the
column In the exit tube I8 gradually
forced upward. The relense of pressure
and the disturbance of the water then
cause the contents of the subterranefn
chamber to flash Iuto steam and expel
the contents of the exlt pipe violently.
These eruptlons may also be provoked
by throwing stones or clods of turf into
the basin of the geyser. The water In
the cavern below 1s disturbed by this
means.

A Love Potion.

One of the lending sources of income
to the old herballst was the compound-
fng of love puwders for despondent
gwains and heartsick maldens,  If a
powder would not bring the desired re-
lief, varfous Julces of roots and herbs
were mingled tn a potion and sold as
the love phial. Here is an old recipe:
“Mistletoe berrles (not exceeding nine
in number) are stecped fn an equal
mixtures of wine, bee, vinegar and
honey,

“This taken on an empty stomuch be-
tore going to bed will cause dreams of
your future destiny (provided you re-
tire before 12 o'clock) either on Christ-
mas eve or on the tirst and third of a
new moon.” Perhaps as a lingering
remuant of this absurdity there I8 n
current notlon In some puarts of the
world today that a whole wminee ple
caten at midnight will cause the reap-
pearance of long departed friemds, not
to mention the family physician and
the more Interested members of the
bousehold,

A Memorable Ride.

The most memarable ride In English
history was that of Sir Arthur Owen,
which pluced the Hanoverlan dynasty
on the throne of Great Britaln. The
act of settlement by which In 1701
parllament elected the house of Han-
over to the British throne was passed
by only one vote, and this easting vote
was glven by Sir Arthur Owen, the
member of parliament for P'embroke-
shire, He arrived at Woestminster,
dusty and travel worn, only just In
time to record his vote, having ridden
with furlous haste from Wales for the
purpose on relays of horses kept at all
the posting houses along the route. To
that ride Britain owes Its Georglan
era; hence its Queen Victorla and her
descendants.

“Tomnto." :

What s the earllest Instance of the
occurrence of the word tomato in any
European language? The first I have
in my notebook Is the reference to
“Americanorum tumatle,” made by
Gulllandinus in his “De Papyro,” a
commentary on parts of Pliny, 1572,
page 90. Later (page 91) he says, “De-
nique tumatle ex Themlstitan, recen-
tiores fere pomum aureum, et pomum
amoris nuncupant,” showlng that both
the Aztec name tomatl and the popular
“love apple” were already in use, “The-
mistitan,” 1 may add, Is probably a
misprint for 'Thenustitan—i. e, Te-
nochtitlan, a synonym for Mexico.—

CHICKEN AND FOWL
According to Brillat Savarin, “Ponultry
is for the cook what his canvas is to the
painter, or his wonderful hat to the con-
jurer."

Many housekeepers seem to think that
poultry is too costly for their tables,
and aliow it to appear only on holidays.
But much depends on conditions, and
when wisely chosen and served, this
meat i8 no more expensive than the
choice cuts of beef and mutton, and
should appear on our tables in some
form once a week. More labor and dis-
crotion seem to be required for its prep
aration, and that may be the reason for
its absence from the family menu, even
when prices are low.

In some markets little distinction is
made between ‘“‘chicken” and ‘“‘fowl,”
but usually the former is much higher
in price. Perhaps the average price in
Boston markets would be about fifteen
cents a pound for fowl and twenty cents
a pound for chicken. This, of course, is
subject to variation, depending on sea-
son, cold storage, etc. At that rate one
would obtain four poundsof fowl for
what three pounds of chicken would
cost. Moreover, there is an average of
over forty per cent waste in the chicken,
as purchased, and only about twenty-five
per cent waste in the fowl.
Three-quarters of the edible portion
of the average broiler is water, but less
than two-thirds of the fowl. The
amount of protein is about the same in
the young and the old birds, but fowls
contain much more fat, thus making the
fuel value of the fowl much higher than
the chicken.

For economical serving, we should
choose good fowls and cut them up be-
fore cooking. The breast-bone, neck,
and tips of the wings should be put in
cold water and slowly heated. When
the water boils, the other pieces are to
be put in the kettle. Then cook very
slowly until tender, which may require
one or three hours, according to the age
of the fowl.

For a family of two or three persons,
a fowl cooked in this way may be served
in several fashions. The two legs, two
thigh bones, and two wings may be
rolled in flour and browned in hot fat,
and served with brown gravy made from
part of the broth. The breast may be
served hot with white sauce, or cold as a
salad with celery and mayonnaise. If
any bits of meat are left, they may be
combined with the remains of the broth
as minced chicken on toast, or if there is
too little meat for that, a cream soup
may be made,

At this season poultry raisers sge to it
that all unprofitable birds, those that
cannot pay their way by producing eggs,
are dressed for the market. Sometimes
when it has not been convenient to
market dressed poultry, the thrifty
farmer's wife has cooked and canned the
old hens and surplus roosters, then they
were ready to serve at short notice, and
grain was not wasted in feeding them.
The best results were attained when the
cooked chicken was canned with little
broth, the liquid fat being used to fill up
the jars.

To cut up a fowl for stewing, first re-
move the pin-feathers with the point of
a knife and then singe off the hairs over
a flame of gas or burning paper. Re-
move feet and oil gland, At the neck
take out the crop and the windpipe.
The tlesh may be cut away from the
breast-bone in two large and two small
fillets. The gall bag must be detached
from the liver without breaking. If the
gizzard is cut carefully on the thicker
side, the inner portion may be removed
without seattering stones.

When we trust to the market men to
cut up fowls for us, it is frequently
difficult to recognize the different joints,
and there are many disagreeable splinters
of bone which appear only when the
meat is eaten,

The amount of bone and the shrinkage
in the process of cooking leaves only
about one-third of the original weight of
a fowl in meat. That is, when we buy
a fowl that weighs three pounds and
stew it, and then separate the meat from
the bones, gristle, and skin, as we do
for a salad or croquettes, we shall have
only one pound of clear meat, which has
cost us from forty-tive to sixty cents, ac-
cording to the price paid for the bird.
There will also be a small amount of
broth, but that hardly pays for the work
done. If our time is of no value, and we
are content to take cold storage orin-
ferior fowl, we may get one pound for
thirty to thirty-five cents. The busy
housekeeper will find it wiser many
times to depend upon a reliable brand of
canned chicken for made dishes, even if
a pound can does cost fifty cents.

No sensible person would claim that
canned chicken was to be chosen in
preference to that freshly killed and
cooked, to be served plain, but for cro-
quettes, and such dishes as the chartreuse
it is perfectly satisfactory. Moreover,
chicken canned by an honorable firm is
doubtless more wholesome than much of
that which has been kept in cold storage.
Every housekeeper should have a few of
the pound and half pound cans on band.

Broilers at this season are not beyond
the reach of moderate purses; in the
early spring they are luxuries.

For roasting we must either have
chickens, or steam the fowls after they
are cooked and before they are roasted.

Only young chickens are to be chosen
for broiling. "They are split down the
back, and frequently a portion of the
backbone and the ‘‘pope’s nose" is re-
moved; the breast-bone is flattened, and
to prevent contraction while cooking
and to keep the bird in good shape the
leg and wing joints may be partly divided.
Then the bird should be cleaned, dried,
and brushed over with melted butter
and broiled, inside first, rather slowly
that it may be cooked through without
scorching. Often it is wiser to finish the
process in the oven. After the bird is
well browned under the flame of the gas
stove, it can be put in the oven to finish,
and the gas turned out, since the oven
will be already heated by the broiling
done undernoath.

The birds to roast must be cleaned
inside, the same organs being removed
as when a fowl is cut up, before cooking.
If one has first divided a fowl for stew-
ing and noted the position of the inner
organs, it is a simple matter to dress a
bird for roasting.

STUFFING FOE ROAST FOWL.

For each cup of crumbs, either cracker
or bread, allow one ounce of butter, one
level teaspoon of mixed herbs, one-half
teaspoon of salt, and a little pepper.
Melt the butter, add the crumbs, and
mix thoroughly, Moisten slightly with
either milk or water. For a crumbly
stufling use twice as much butter and no
liquid,

CREAM OF CHICKEN BOUP.

In one pint of chicken stock cook one-
fourth cup of chopped celery and onion
for fifteen minutes, or season with celery
salt and onion juice. Mix the stock
with an equal quantity of hot white
sauce made in the usual way. Season,
strain, and serve.

For a garnish use fine chopped parsley
or yolks of eggs rubbed through a
strainer,

CHARTREUSE OF CHICKEN.

Line a buttered mold with a half-inch
layer of boiled rice. Fill with cooked
chicken chopped orcut in small pieces,
season well, and moisten with stock and
beaten egg, using one egg to every cup
of meat. Cover with the rice and steam
for half an hour, or longer if the mold is
large.

Turn out on a platter and around the
mold pour a tomato or curry sauce.—
American Kitchen Magazine.
