After -ui':cn;:;' tu the full all the 

woe# that beset the hog man who uses 

>ipeu troughs Mr. J. C. Norton of Kan- 

sas has invented a trough which, he 

says, fcr.s proved the joy of his life, 

and he tells in the Kansas Farmer how 

to ma^e :t. A few salient points from 

the minute working instructions given 
are hvre reproduced. together with a 

diagram, and it is hoped that the*e will 

elucidate Mr. Norton's plan sufficiently 
for any reader who désir» s to carry

you walk out on. 3 the side braces that

connected by rope to pulleys at y. 

\ Few Working Mot··. 

For sills eleven strips 1 by 4 or 2 by 4. 
six feet lonf. or. better still, eight feet 

long, are set up purallel about nineteen 
Inchee apart. Two planks 2 inches 
thick. 12 iuchee wld· and 1 <i feet loTg 
are spiked down to these «111*. placing 
th· plank crosswise of the sills and side 

by side n«ar the ceatar of the sills, thus 

forming the bottom wf a double trough, 
▲round these planks nail a 1 by 4 strip 
to form the edges of the trough, aad on 

each side of the** planks lay down 
boards and nail them to the sills, and 
we have the bottom of a trough and the 
board floor at each side of it that the 

hogs are to stand their front feet on 

while drinking. 
There are four inches of space be- 

tween the partitiou boards in the ceu- 

ter of the trough. 
There are eleven of the side braces 

on each side. Their top ends are bev- 
eled to h>*l the secoud story trough or 

hopper, and they keep the hogs out 

of the trough. At the top of the braces 
nail a board nine Inches wide ou each 
side of the trough. This leaves a space 
of twelve Inches to put u twelve iuch 
board In that is to be hung at the top 
edge with hinges, and these two 

hinged boards and α twelve iuch board 
on tup of the second story or hopper 
of the trough will exclude any storm; 

also the hogs when not wanted at the 

trough.

There will L·»· twenty stalls nineteen 
inches wide tor the ho;.", to driuk out 

of. and they will accomuiodate twenty 
of the very largest Logs. 

Λ lady in a silk drew can slop the 
most vicious hoi;s without getting a 

particle soiled, and not a pinch of l'eed 
Is wasted and no tilth cue possibly get 
Into the trough. 

What Mr. \ortou Think· of It. 

These troughs will last ten to twenty 
years aud will save enough feed in one 

year to pay for themselves, aud they 
are a genuine treasure to have. 

Skids cau be put under the troughs 
to move them around with, and shorter 

troughs cau be made for smaller num- 

bers of hogs. Forty young pigs cau 

easily use one trough. 
As a sanitary measure there is noth- 

ing to equal it. The hinged top and 
side boards need be used only iu winter 
time, as storm water can be drawn 
off through a hole bored In the bot- 
tom of the trough iu which a plug is in- 
serted. 

Build one trough and use it awhile, 
and theu you will be prepared to build 
some more. 

Late Seed rotator· lu Cold Storage. 

One Important factor when raising 
late potatoes Is to store the seed where 

they will uot sprout and exhaust tbolr 

strength. Early in the winter the po- 
tatoes wanted for late planting the fol- 

lowing season should be packed in new 

tlour barrels and headed, theu removed 
to cold storage aud kept there until 

planting tiuie. The seed potatoes will 
come out of the cold storage Just as 

fresh and nice in ap;>earaBce as when 

they were taken from the soil. Tlie 
tubers do not Rend out sprouts as cel- 
lar kept tubers da The strength of 
the potato Is retained. We had a good 
opportunity of making a very thorough 
test of this method for raising late po- 
tatoes. We had plauted out two tields 

alongside each other, using for one 

field cellar kept seed and for the other 
seed taken from cold storage. The 
field of cellar kept seed was a total 
failure, while the other field was satis- 

factory In every way.—A. (hardener.

FILLING THE ICEHOUSE. 

Cittlax tk« Ie«—Packing Material. 
Ventilation—Taking Oat. 

The following rules sum up the mat- 

ter of tilling the icehouse. as recom- 

meudtd by Ilenry Stewart in Country 
Gentleman: Cut the ice un a cold, dry 
day, in even shaped blocks, that will 

pack closely crosswise in the houee— 
16 or 12 by 24 inches makes a conven- 

ient size. Make the icehouse impene- 
trable by air below or under or around 
the ice. Thus the crevices between 
the blocks must be tilled with the small 
broken ice by sweeping every layer 
with a broom. This compact mass is 

then covered to protect it from contact 
with the air. It should rest on a bed 

of one foot of dry sawdust or other dry 
packing. No drains or other means of 

coutact with air must be permitted. 
If the house has double walls, with a 

foot of dry sawdust between, no cover- 

ing need be used on the sides of the 

Ice. but this is desirable under ordi- 
nary circumstances as extra rneaus of 

safety. The ice is covered with two 

feet of dry sawdust. The gable euds 

of the house should have slatted win- 

i dows, made to shed rain and exclude 
the sun. hut to admit air freely, so that 
the top covering of the ice may be kept 
dry and cool. A cupola at the top will 

still further assist ventilation Tbe 

I ice must be taken from the top. and as 

a block is taken out for use the cover- 

ing must be replaced. 
Result of Proper I'lickiiiu. 

Under these arrangements the ice 
will freeze together as the blocks lie in 

coutact and form one single mass. 

Each block thus keeps the next one 

cold This happens by reason of a 

process of regulation, which means 

"fn-ezlug again." It is a property of 
ice that if two pieces are brought into 
cl<*e coutact they will freeze together. 
This is how icebergs are formed, by 
masso of ice coming into contact aud 

uniting by this curious property; hence 
It is well to sweep the small dust made 
in the handling of the blocks in the 

ι house into cracks between the blocks, 
and sometimes water is poured over 

each layer of the ice to make the mass 

still more compact. For this reason 

also the blocks should be carefully 
marked out on the Ice and cut to ac- 

curate measure. 

Beat Time tu Cat and I'ni-k Ice. 

It Is desirable to cut and pack the ice 
In the coldest weather, for then ice is 
the most solid and hard To put up 
Ice iu warm or rainy weather is to be 
avoided, and it is well to «pen the house 
a few days before tbe iee is packed to 

cool it aud dry it thoroughly.

The figure 4 trigger shown may be 
aet under one edge of a box and the 
rabbits caught alive. The box is set 

with one edge on the trigger at C. the 
bait on the trigger at L>. At Ε is a 

notch in the upright, in which the bait 

stick rests. The trigger must be cnre- 

fully made, so that it will trip easily. 
The box trap may also be set in the 
same manner by placing the figure 4 

trigger at one side of the box under the 
fall door.

ORVILLE P. TUCKER. 
Mexico, M a ink, Dec. 20. 

The death of Orville P. Tucker, a 

former resident of Mexico, occurred at 
North Livermore Friday, the li'th inst. 
He had nut been well for some time, yet 
able to be out and do light work. He 
sat in the hind end of a farm wagon and 
was hauling another wagon by the shafts. 
By a sudden start of the horse attached 
to the farm wagon, lie was caused to fall 
to the ground and was considerably in- 
jured, his injuries apparently aggravating 
his other complaints. After a few days 
of severe suffering he diet! as above 
stated. I am unable to state w here he 
was born, but for many years he lived in 
Bucktield and for several years was an 

engineer on the Bucktield Branch H. K. 
Some thirty years ago lie came to Mexico 
and with a brother-in-law, Frank P. Par- 
sons', built and for several years used a 

steam mill, sawing shovel handle blot ks 
ami long lumber, shingles, etc. Later 
the mill became the property of Hon. 
Gilbert Barrett of Bucktield, who finally 
sold the mill and machinery. The ma- 

chinery was taken away, the mill torn 
down and on its site now stands the 
Union church and town ball. The town 
of Mexico purchased the lot of Mr. Bar- 
rett's executor or administrator. Mr. 
Tucker was a carpenter and builder and 
had charge of the erection of several 
buildings hereabouts. After he disposed 
of the mill here he became the owner of 
the Curtis P. Howe homestead. His 
wife was a daughter of Mr. Howe. In 
the early days of Rumford Fails' boom, 
having sold the Howe homestead to Mrs. 
Etta P. Richards, he moved to Rumford 
Falls, occupying the house now the resi- 
dence of Stanley Bisbee, in which he 
boarded a tpiite large number of those at 

work at the Falls. Later he spent a 

year or two on a farm on the Swain 
road and then moved to Livermore where 
he resided until his death. He ami his 
wife were prime movers iu th^ erection 
of the chapel at this place and in it were 

held his funeral services, Sunday after- 
noon, the 14th inst. He leaves a widow, 
two tlaughters. and one son. The widow 
and son with one daughter, Mrs. Charles 
Whitman of Ruiuford, were present at 

the funeral; the oldest daughter, Louise. 
(Mrs. Royal) being ill at her home in 

Portland, could not be present. A 

nephew and niece, Mr. and Mrs. Allen 
Flanders, (formerly Lula Newton,) from 
Boston, were also present, as were sev- 

eral comrades from the G. A. R., numer- 

ous more distant relatives and a goodly 
number of old neighbors and friends. 
Rev. Mr. Graham of Rumford Falls con- 

ducted the funeral services. Mr. Tucker 
was a member of the 20th Regiment 
Maine Volunteers, and was in the battle 
of Antietam and many of the later severe 

battles and helped to give the 20th 
Maine a record second to but few if any 
regiment in the service. 

MARSHALL Ν. RICH. 
In the death of Marshall X. Rich of 

Portland, which occurred very suddenly 
Thursday night. Maine loses a citizen 
whose sudden departure will cause a 

sense of personal loss to a great many 
people. Mr. Rich had been secretary of 
the Portland Board of Trade for many 
years, and had been secretary of the 
State Board of Trade since its organiza- 
tion. lie had been closely identified 
with every movement which has teuded 
to increase the material prosperity of 
1'ortland for a half century, lie was 

one of the original members of the Maine 
Press Association win» assisted in the 
organization of that body in 1S04. and 
his death leaves surviving only live of 
those original members, lie was a regu- 
lar attendant at the annual meetings of 
the association, and rarely missed one of 
the summer excursions. The writer of 
this paragraph has come to know him 
quite well, and has never found him 
under any circumstances otherwise than 
friendly and courteous. Surely his 
familiar face will be missed in the Press 
Association gatherings as well as else- 
where. 

FATAL ACCIDENT AT RUMFORD 
FALLS. 

SUPERINTENDENT ALBERT E. SAKDo 

KILLED BY SWITCHING Κ NO INK. 

Albert E. Sardo, superintendent of the 
press room of the postal card factory at 

Kumford Falls, was killed early Tues- 

day morning while crossing the railroad 
track on the way to his work at the 
factory, lie was struck by a sw itching 
engine and disemboweled. Mr. Sardo 
had been a superintendent in the gov- 
ernment printing oftice at Washington 
for about twenty-eight years, coming to 

Rumford Falls when the postal card 

factory was opeued last February. He 
leaves a widow and several children, all 
of mature years. He was OU years of 

age. 
An inquest was held by Coroner Fred 

A. Porter, and a verdict was returned 
exonerating the railroad from blame in 
connection with the affair.

Phil Miour of Auburn, about 20 years 
of ago, committed suicide by taking 
Paris green in Lewiston Wednesday. He 
had had some disagreement with his fa- 
ther. Πβ repented his act before the 
end, but it was too late for the physician 
to save him. 

Indications thus early point to a heavy 
lumber cut during the winter in the 
region beyond Moosehead Lake. The 
early spell of extremely cold weather 
froze thoroughly the swamps and soft 

places in the roads, making the founda- 
tion for the work one of the best for a 

number of years. Snow lies two feot 

deep on a level, a desirable depth for 
lumbering. Timber surveyors who 
have prospected the forest expect that 
something like 1:18,000,000 feet of lum- 
ber will be out before spring. 

Albion S. Richardson, a respected 
citizen of Standish, was instantly killed 
by being struck by a falling tree on the 
20th. Mr. Richardson and Horace G. 
Buzzell were working together and a 

tree which they cut fell on another tree 
which had lodged. The trunk of the 
falling tree slid down on the lodged tree 
with lightning like rapidity, and as Mr. 
Richardson saw it descending he pushed 
Buzzell out of the way, but could not 
save himself. The tree struck him with 
terrible force, crushing his skull. 

The last rail has been laid and the last 
spike driven on the new Fish River rail- 
road, aud the track from Ashland to Fort 
Kent is completed. Regular trains will 
he running in about two weeks. The 
Fish River road extends from Ashland, 
on the Bangor and Aroostook, to Fort 
Kent, a distance of 52 miles, and it is 
expected to be among the best paying 
roads in the state in proportion toits 
mileage. The line taps a rich section of 
the garden land of Maine, and vast tracts 
of valuable timber, which have hitherto 
been inaccessible to the lumbermen, are 

now thrown open. Until now Fort Kent 
was connected with Ashland only by 
means of a stage line. Fort Kent was 

first settled by Acadian and French refu- 
gees and was named for the fort erected 
there in 1841, which was christened in 
honor of Gov. Kent. The town was in- 
corporated on Feb. 23, 1869.

Prairie Flower* of Fancy. 
A brief for the state in an early Ne-

Yet if 1 do not very much 
mistake this court 'these wings' will 
unfeatlier lu their flight, and claimants 
against the state must fall to a common 

level with all other litigants and stand 
up to the rack where is fed that good 
old fodder of "justice and right' as ad 
ministered by our courts." 

On the Cnri«-t. 
The London Chronicle in an arti-

"On the carpet" again. Without any

the carpet" Is not. 

Tlie Donkhobor*. 
The Doukhobors, that queer Russian 

set lu Canada, are vegetarians of the 
first water. A writer in the Outlook 

says: "One of the few English words 
they know is 'grease,' and upon my of- 

fering them any food—bread, for in- 

stance—they would look at it suspi- 
ciously and inquire. 'Grease?' They 
were afraid that iard or tallow might 
have been used in making the bread, 

aud. if so. they would not eat It. Some 
of the Indians do not care to have the 
Doukhobors visit them, as they are re- 

garded as 'queer.' and I have seen a 

Cree Indian wave an approaching

with a deprecating gesture aud the 
word 'Grease!'"

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Vin.—Forestry and Reforesta- 
tion. 

THE 
value of the forest in itself 

and in its relation to the wel- 
fare of humanity in general 
has doubtless long attracted 

the attention of thoughtful men. Rec- 
ords of the fact are not wanting even 

in the ancient classics. It is even 

claimed for the old time Jews that they 
had forest regulations. In western 

Europe, however, for a long time men 

and trees seem to have stood in the 

position of natural rivals. In times of 

peace as the population waxed the for- 
est retreated. When by decimation and 
continuous war the people perished, the 
forests resumed their earlier eway and 
covered the abandoned fields and 
homes of men. Indeed, as affording 
opportunity for the chase forests were 

by the rulers of the earth sometimes 
more highly esteemed than peoples and 
towns. All earlier government regula- 
tions preserved or established forests 
simply as a covert for the wild beasts. 
For whatever of native forests exists 
in England and western Europe gener- 
ally we are doubtless indebted to the 

hunting instinct strongly developed in 
the hearts of the old time kings and 

princes. The Norman kings of Eng- 
land, as every schoolboy knows, were 

notorious for activity in this sport. 
Sherwcod forest Is probably part of the 

prehistoric woods of Britain preserved 
for purposes of the chase through all 
the centuries. New forest was new by 
order of William the Norman. A cul- 
tivate country became a royal hunting 
ground and. in fact, remained so down 

to the year 1S"7. The very royalty of 
the woods, however, operated at length 
to their disadvantage. They shared 

the fortunes of monarchy ami flourish- 
ed or decayed with the strength or 

feebleness of succeeding kings. A pow- 
erful monarch protected his property; 
a weaker sovereign lost it. Thus the 
celebrated ordinance of 1CS9, elaborat- 
ed by Colbert and Louis XIV., was ex- 

pected to correct abuses that during 
the supremacy of weaker sovereigns 
had clmost ruined the royal domain. 

Of course, the overthrow of monarchy 
under these conditions jeopardized the 

very exist en φ of the forest. According- 
ly we are not surprised that the Puri 
tan revolution in England left a groatlj 
reduced wooded area In that country, 

and r.cross the channel the notorious 
French revolution vented its rage cspe 
chilly on the royal forests, on groves, 
on parks of castles, chateaux, wher- 

ever a privileged class had up to that 
time been the conservators of large es- 

tates and widespreading wooded re- 

gions. 
However, all this is happily now Ion? 

past. All men are wiser. Not only are 

forests now preserved and cared for in 

nearly all the principal countries of Eu- 

rope. but their value is rightly esteemed 

by everybody. Whether the property 
of king or people, no one nowadays 
would think of their destruction or ob- 
literation. 

Forests in Europe, as of yore, are 

largely the property of the government, 
republic, kingdom or empire, but they 
are no longer regarded as instrument's 
of oppression. France has now one of 
the most complete systems of forest 

management in the world and has in 

later years accomplished wonders in 

restoring her provinces to the fortunate 
condition of earlier times. Since the 
establishment at Naples of a echool of 

forestry in 1S27 the application of gen- 
uine scientific treatment in the whole 
forest problem has been in France more 

varied and extensive than anything else 
in the world. Germany, as we shall 

see, has a much larger organization, 
but the problem in the fatherland was 

much less complex. In general we may 

say that in France the whole forest 

Question is in review. For instance, 
France has undertaken the reforesta- 
tion of her mountains. The movement 

began in 1SÛ2 by the passage of laws 

making large appropriations for this 

purpose. In the accomplishment of the 
work something like $10,000,000 has 
since been expended, and the task is 

only about half completed. Eight mil- 

lion acres of tillable land were threat- 
ened with destruction, and to avert the 

impending calamity it was necessary 
to plant with trees more than 800.000 
acres of mountain eide. In Gascony r. 

hundred years ago the whole region be- 
tween the Gironde and the Adore was 

swept by the west wind coming in from 
the Atlantic. Vast sand dunes extend- 
ed for miles and miles along the west- 
ern coast of France and were slowly 
buryiug the tillable and habitable land, 
moving inward at about the rate of 
sixteen feet per year. Those duues 
have been covered with a forest of 

pines and are today the seat of an in- 

dustry, a forest industry, giving em- 

ployment to thousands of people. One 

cannot but admire the energy with 

which such adverse conditions are over- 

come. The Frenchman is staggered by 
no difficulty. Nothing is impracticable 
with him. If by the blunders of the 

past the mountains are coming dowD 

upon him, he forthwith sets out to re 

habilitate the mountains and bind the 
sources of the river; if the sands tossed 
up by the waves threaten him with en- 

tombment, he plants the dunes with 

appropriate vegetation and makes of 

them not a windbreak only of Interior 

fields, but a breakwater to the en- 

croachments of the ocean. Does the 

mistral plague his southern provinces, 
vex his orchards and blight his olive 

yards, he plants forests across the path 
of the north wind and so restores the 

old time conditions of moisture and 

climate. If in all these matters men of 

the next century are wieer and more 

fortunate than we, It will in a large 
measure be owing to the farreaching 
experimentations now in progress on 

the mountains and in the river valleys 
of France. 

In Germany systematic investigation 
of some of these problems began a lit- 

tle earlier than in France, and to Ger- 

many, as it seems, belongs the credit 
of establishing the first schools of ar- 

boriculture in the world. Several such 

schools were set up in the Harz moun- 

tains in 1772. Today a chair of forest- 

ry is found in almost every university 
in the German empire, and more than 

4,500 men are engaged in the adminis- 
tration of the German forests. There 

were a few years since twenty German 

periodicals devoted to forestry inter- 

ests only. In addition to all this, there 

are separate schools for forestry where 

nothing else is attempted but the prep- 
aration of candidates for administra- 
tive work among the woods and trees. 

About ten years of such preparatory 
service are required, five in study, five 

in practice work. 
German foresters of course have theii 

own problems. Some are of great mo- 

ment, but the author knows of none ut 

present as farreaching as are some ol 

those cited in France. The Germant 

fead more to start with. Today It if 

the chief duty of the GerMO fore" 
administration to maintain the fowet· 
as they now stand. Nevertheless it 
the ultimate policy of the German gov- 
ernment to bring under other forme of 
culture all lands susceptible of such 

treatment, not reducing the ^oodejJ area indeed, but gradually shifting^it so that eventually only such lands will 
be occupied with trees as are practi- 
cally valuable for no other crop. Ana 

yet the extent of the forest Is not to De 

diminished. Of course in such manage- 
ment there will always be respect to 
climatic and eroslonal possibilities. Ev- 

ery forest in Germany is accurately 
mapped. In the working plans of those 
in charge of any wood 
noted and recorded. Think of 7,000,000 
acres of woodland cared for with ex- 

actitude such as that! Small wonder 
that the forests of Germany are a 

eource of constant and considerable 
revenue to the imperial government 
In 1S95 the cost of administration in 
the German forest is stated at Sim- 
per acre, the income at $2.63. On <.0°0.· 
000 acres this will be quite a consid- 
erable item in the kaiser's budget. 

No American who has not witnessed 
it can form any conception of what it 
Is to seé a forest in order. To vtelk in 
the shadow of great trees by self ap- 
pointed paths, to see beeches and oaks 
and firs and pines luxuriating at their 
best and yet all perfect, each support- 
ing but none destroying the other, none 

fallen, none distorted or dying and, 
best of all. none consumed with fire, is 
an experience like to that of an artist 
in a splendid painted hall. The writer 
once saw an oak two or three feet in 
diameter felled in the forest by the 
Rhine. The tree was taken down piece- 
meal. Not a sapling was injured in its 
fall. There was no stump. The saw- 

yers cut a little below the surface of 
the ground. From the scene of action 
a temporary iron tramway was laid to 
the regular avenue of exit, and so the 
logs were safely and quickly moved 
out of sight. When all was done, there 
was left on the ground not a chip, not 
so much as a twig. The stump itself, 
if such it may be called, was buried 
in the soil and so left to decay. 

The German method of treatment it 
different from that practiced in somi 
other countries-England, for instance. 
Iu England the natural forest is all cut 

at once the grounds then reset or re- 

planted with seed. In Germany the 
object seems to be to keep the forest 
as such always in practically the sarni 

condition. The removal and constant 
renewal of native trees are scarcely al 
all noticeable. 

The woods are mixed in character, 
and replanting goes on all the time, 
chiefly from nurseries. 

In Austria the forestry methods art 

largely those of Germany; in Switzer- 
land they are those of France. Forest 
denudation has already in many places 
almost ruined the Swiss mountains and 
has covered the fertile valleys wltb 

glacial debris. The French method ol 

experiment is exactly in line with tht 
Swiss necessity. Italy is attempt ng 
something of the saine sort. Her moun 
tains and streams everywhere show tht 
results of thousands of years of mis 

management. Her forestry school is al 
Milton's Vallombrosa, a locality u 

beautv fortunately still worthy of the 
poet's praise. But the progress of eco 

nomic reform in Italy is still dlscourag 
ingly slow. 

The illustrations we have cited bav« 

brought to us some cocception of mod 
ern forestry, may even enable us per 
chance to frame a definition of th< 
word. Forestry is really a branch ol 

agriculture, field culture in the broadei 

acceptation of the term. Yet forestrj 
is something more than a single croi 
of aboreous plants. Forestry, as we un 

derstand it, is a science which con 

cerns Itself with world culture, an art 

which teaches the proper use of tht 
earth as an abode for civilized and en 

lightened men. The forester is some 

thing more than woodman, and forestrj 
is something more thnn the care of the 
woods. Forestry is applied knowledge 
It is the practical application of a 

that ve know of botany, geology, me 

teorologv. Besides this, it is a brand 
of economics and concerns what wt 

call social science. It includes all thest 
things. No greater problem today ex 

ists In either philanthropy or science.

A Venerable Tree. 
There is Dot in Europe a more inter- 

esting tree for Americans to visit than 

the venerable locust in the garden of 

the museum of Taris. 
The first of its race to grow In the 

soil of Europe, it has survived for 

more than two centuries and a half 

the wars of the elements and the so- 

cial cyclones which have swept over it. 

The seed from which it sprang wai 

planted in 1033 by Vespasian Robinl 
gardener of Louis XII., in the Jardin 

du Roi, now called the Jardin des 

Plantée. 
Little is left of the old tree but the 

shell of the trunk and a few feeble 
branches which clothe themselves year 
after year with leaves and flowers, 

testifying to the wonderful vitality of 

the locust tree and to the care which 
has been bestowed upon this speci- 
men by the authorities of the garden, 
the most interesting in the world, per- 
haps, in its historical associations with 
men famous in the annals of botany. 

An Unpaid Debt. 

Apart from their humble office as 

fivers of shade and preservers of 

streams, trees minister more than we 

can guess to our hourly pleasure. Yet 

we are so thoughtless of them that we 

take ttieir benefits without a word of 

gratitude for the most part 

It is curious that grass will not grow 
under certain trees, notably the beech, 
fir. chestnut and aspen. This latter 

tree, bo the story goes, furnished the 

wood for our Saviour's cross, and its 

leaves were doomed to tremble till the 
end of the world. 

The Gnlllotlne and It· Inventor. 

One of the most widely disseminated 
of popular errors is that Dr. Guillotin 
Invented the grim machine which still 

bears the name. The real inventor of 

this sinister contrivance was Dr. 

Louis, a well known medical man and 

permanent secretary of the Parisian 

School of Medicine, or Academie de 
Medicine. 

Dr. Guillotin, who died in 1814, ener- 

getically but vainly protested against 
the use of his name in connection with 

this disagreeable subject—an evidence, 

if one were wanted, of the great diffi- 

culty there is of correcting a popular 
error. Needless to say that the legend 
that Dr. Guillotin was among the vic- 

tims of his friend's ingenious and mer- 

ciful instrument of destruction is 

wholly apocryphal. He died at a good 
old age and in his bed, surrounded by 
his children, who, however, obtained 
permission to change their name.

HINTS FOR THE LAUNDRY.
