Ves, there are several leaks; a leak b) 
the barn fertilizer, a leak of tiiue at tin 
grocery ami the saloon. Aud these art 
not all. There is a very obvious leak 
also iu the waste of horse tiesh by and 
through the culpable cruelty to these 
serviceable ami indispensable minoi 
friends and servante of farmers. There 
is ofteu a loss of many dollars in the 
value and duration of horse life. A 

horse, humanely used and fed, will con- 
tinue iu thriving condition aud last sev- 

eial years longer than one shabbily caret! 
for, and will do more work at less cost: 

besides, will retlect more credit on his 
owner. 

Do farmers realize the damage to rep- 
utation a dilapidated horse at the tiepoel 
of the grocery or postottice may inflict^ 
A horse in bad plight will always create 
an injurious popular verdict against his 
owner. If the owner of such an out- 

standing object could hear the adverse 
criticism the poor animal provokes we 

are quite confident the ''agent for the 
prevention of cruelty to animals" would 
have less to do. On the other hand, a 

sleek and prosperous horse at the post is 
a constant commendation, advertising 
the owner as a geutleman. We cannot 
but feel very differently toward these 
two neighbors, the merciful man and the 
cruel one. 1 almost envy President 
Abraham Lincoln as the author of the 
proclamation whereby he at one blow 
struck from the wrists and ankles of four 
millions of black men the emblems of 
slavery. But we would feel a just pride 
could we but release from the galling 
clasp of millions of our horses the sense- 

less check and blinders. They sorely op- 
press the poe>r animal, rentier him stupid 
in appearance, and, in fact, without pre- 
venting a single accident in a hundred 
years. 

A horse in check and blinds may 
becoine unmanageable, but is far less apt 
to be without them. He is a far safer 
agent when permitted to observe all 
objects in their due and true proportions 
than w hen compelled to see them broken 
and distorted. To see a whole bog pass- 
ing is less frightful to him thau a nimble 
half hog. The sight of a streetcar drawn 
ami restrained by a team never excited a 

horse on the street, but he becomes 
utterly demoralized on seeing a car pro- 
pelled by a concealed engine·, where he 
could discover no provision agaiust its 
suddenly lurching against him. Depend 
upon it, his horse sense renders him 

capable of tracing the relation of 3ause 

antl effect. Let us, then, rekindle aud 
foster this spark of waning intelligence, 
instead of combining to extinguish it. 
Let Sambo enjoy the freedom of the use 

of his limbs, and let us give bereft and 
groping Pegasus bis eyes again. Down 
with the leather-steel sandwich called 
blinds, and let the captive go free from 
cruel incumbrance.—J. A. Mowris, M.

.Manners on the Koad. 
Xo one should object to turning out 

for a loaded team if it is necessary, but 
when there are two tracks and one is as 

good as the other it is the proper tiling 
for the man with the load to keep to the 

right. About a dozen miles from here is 

a strip of sand road with two full width 
tracks. Driving over this one morning 
1 met seven teams strung out about ten 

rods apart and each one on the lefthauil 
side of the road. There were mam- 

people upon the road, some going one 

way aud some the other. I pulled my 
horse to one side and watched these out- 
tits out of sight. The gentleman who 
was with me counted twenty-seven vehi- 
cles of all kinds, and some loaded, whose 
u-cupauts had to turn out for these 
Irivers. Turning to me he said: "If those 
fellows had been upon their own side of 
the road not one of those twenty-seven 
teams would have been obliged to pull 
>ut. The road would uot have beeu so 

lusty, aud for one 1 should have a better 

jpiuiou of human nature." 
Another incorrect idea: Some people 

:hink a buggy or cutter can turn out 

more easily than a wagon or sled. Not 

ilways so. In many cases the weight of 
the heavier vehicle holds it down. It is 
lot so likely to tip over as is a lighter rig. 
It is stronger and not so easily broken, 
ind a light vehicle has the same rights 
ipou a road as has a lumber wagon. 
The same applies to foot passengers. In 

leep snows it is our duty to give them a 

.'hance at the road, and it is brutal to 

Irive a foot passenger out into the deep 
mow simply because we haveanadvau- 
age over him or her. Vicious or un- 

manageable horses should cot be driven 
ipon the road, but when we meet a colt 
η a horse that is frightened at some- 

thing, good manners will cause us to 

avor the driver, if possible, by keeping 
is far as we can oil of his road. We do 
lot owu the highway; it belongs to all 
dike.

Eggs During Cold Weather. 
If one wishes his hens to lay in the 

.vinter time, when the eggs bring twice 
he money that they do at other times, 
tee that they have a warm place to roost

day, in the early morning, a warm mash 
>f one part corn meal aud three parts 
vheat bran. And, furthermore, it will 

xiy on cold mornings to carry a tub of 
lot water and till their iron drinking 
ressels with it. Give them ground bone 
md meat aud keep some dry straw 

tpread on the dour of their house, that 

hey will find exercise in scratching.— 
Mirror and Farmer. 

Feed the Best Foods. 
If the hens are kept for profit it is not 

economical to feed them the mouldy 
jrain. Only the best to be had should 
>e given layiug hens. In proportion to 
1er weight the hen produces more than 
he cow, aud iu order to derive that prod- 
ict she must be treated liberally. If the 
lens are compelled to hunt their food 
entirely aud receive but little considera- 
tion from their owner, they will be unable 
ο give a satisfactory return on the farm. 
V hen can be made to lay throughout 
he winter season by good treatment.— 
klirrorand Farmer. 

The Night Meal. 
The heaviest feed for poultry or other 

mimais should be at night. Sleep favors 

ligestion and keeping the stomach full is 
:he best protection against cold. If any 
:orn be given it should be at night. It 
.vill be all the better if warmed and some 

if it is charred. A co' 1 grain of corn, 

tometimcs ice cold, lias to be warmed be- 
fore it can be digested. At night, when 
exercise is impossible, no unnecessary 
burden should be placed on the system. 
In the morning it is better to feed poultry 
with grain scattered among straw and let 
them scratch for it.—Mirror and Farmer. 

A writer on milk substitutes fur grow- 
ing calves, remarks: "Since we have 
Pound that hand-aeparator skim milk is 

juite as good for growing calves as whole 

milk," etc. Xo one has found that sep- 
arator skim milk or any other kind of 
*kim milk, is as good as whole milk for 

growing calves. Nothing will match the 
natural milk for that purpose. Fairly 
thrifty calves can be grown on skim 
milk, (with the addition of some 

good stuff to go with it,) but it is never a 

match for the whole article in ita natural 
state.—Maine Farmer.

in little piles when you draw it out upon 
your fields?" 

I can't 
afford to throw manuie away." 

"The best way is to broadcast it wheu 
drawing. Then all the ground gets its 
portion. The way you do only a small 
portion gets fertility, and that nets too 
much. What, don't sow oats? I'ray why 
not?" 

"Oh, I never hail any luck with them. 
They'd just be in spots here and there, 
and I've quit raisin' them." 

Then 1 explaiued how the rains had 
washed down the fertility in his little 
tlung pdes, making very rich spots where 
they stood, and leaving the rest of the 
tit-Id bare. He said any way, he didn't 
believe there was much in farmin'. 

"Why don't you curry your horse?" 
"Cause I never b'lieved it paid for the 

time it took. Some men'l 1 work an" 
worry currying their horses till they can 

noo themselves in 'em like you can in a 

lookenglass. It don't pay, an' I'm a 

no'ing it. 
"Where do you get the seeds you 

plant?" 
"I git 'etn where I can git 'em the 

cheapest." 
"Do they always prove to be good and 

true to name?" 
"No, not always; but I save a right 

smart money which other men throw 
away. Good seed costs money now-a- 

days." 
"What about your own house, its con- 

veniences, or the reverse, the way you 
keep it, etc.—I say, sir, how about it?" 

"Well, there ha'n't much to tell about 
it. I don't buy many household imple- 
ments for wife to do the kitchenwork 
with. She don't need a wash'-'shene any 
tnore'n 1 need three leys. She don't 
need a sink, or the water supply handy 
any more'u a toad needs a apron. There 
is only five of us. and my wife can do the 
work fur us and carry water from the 
spring to cook with an' drink.

John It Spears In Harper's demon- 
strates that General Wayne, commonly 
known as "Mad Anthony," was In 
reality the wariest, coolest soldier In 
Washington's army. 

"They called the hero of Stony Point 
and the Maum*· rapids Mad Anthony 
Wayne," says Mr. Spears. "The title 
was originated by an Irish soldier who 
had been confined In the guardhouse at 
the order of the general, and it was 

taken up by the people because of the 
wild enthusiasm and determination 
with which Wayne led his men when 
the supreme moment of battle came. 

But observe that when the war of the 
Revolution Impended he 'ransacked his- 
tory* for accounts of battles that he 
might learn military tactics, and he 
gave his days to the training of hla 
neighbors. At Stony Point he led his 
Inen in spite of his wound, but in pre- 
paring for the battle he appealed to 
the pride of his men by parading them 
'clean shaved and with hair well pow- 
dered,' while the prelaid plans Includ- 
ed even the slaughter of the docs, that 
no yelp should betray the approach of 
the assaulting host. When In Virginia, 
he charged the hosts of Cornwalll* 
with only 500 men to back him; when 
in Ohio, where the honor of the nation 
and the Integrity of its territory were 

committed to his care, he took a legion 
of 'boys and miscreants' gathered from 
the slums and trained them until their 
skill with the musket equaled, if It did 
not surpass, that of the most noted 
backwoods Indian fighter*. 

"Mad Anthony Wayne as a leader 
In battle was unsurpassed, but It 
should also be remembered that hie 
record as a drill master Is unequaled."

The legislature has passed a busy week, 
an<l its business is well forward for the 
thin! week of the session. 

Quite numerous petitions for the enact- 
ment of a hunters' tax law have been 
presented. 

Mr. Philbrook of Oxford presented pe- 
tition of T. F. Hastings anil six others 
of bethel and vicinity to close Songo 
pond. in Albany, to ice fishing. 

The bill to abolish Fast Day ami estab- 
lish Patriots' Day in its stead has made 
its appearance, ami it is said that it 
really looks as if the change stood a 

chance of enactment. 
It is intimated that Hates College may 

join in the call for state aid, and ask the 
legislature to build it a dormitory. 

A bill has been introduced increasing 
the salary of the Supreme Court justices 
to *0000." 

Mr. Peaslee of I'pton presented a pe- 
tition of II. K. Godwin and »!·*> others, 
citizens of the towns of Bethel, Newry, 
Hanover, (Jrafton and I'pton and Kiley 
Plantation iu tue county of Oxford that 
the bounty ou bears be restored; also 

petition of the selectmen of Byron, and 
others, citizens of Byron. Roxbury, 

Andover and other towns in Oxford 
county, that the bounty on bears ami 
wild cats be restored. 

Mr Mclntire of Waterford introduced 
an act amending the law regarding the 
transportation of animals. 

Mr. Furbush of Kangeley presented an 

act to prohibit bait tishing in a certain 
portion of Magalloway river and its 
tributaries and various ponds in Oxford 
county. These ponds are Sunday pond. 
Long pond, Partnacheene lake. Walls 

pond. Otter pond. Bump pond. Billings' 
pond. Barker's pond. M. T. Abby pond, 
Upper and Lower Black ponds, Cupsup- 
tic ponds and Lincoln pond. 

Mr. Hill of Browntield presented a bill 
in relation to hunting wild animals on 

cultivated land. The bill prohibits all 

persons fromentering upon any cultivated 
lands in this state for the purpose of hunt- 

ing moose, deer or other wild game with- 
out proper permission of the owner, under 
penalty of not less than $10 or more than 
5100 to be recovered by complaint or in- 
dictment in a court of competent jurisdic- 
tion, in addition to a suit for trepass and 
a suit for actual damages. The bill also 

provides that it shall be lawful for any 
person cultivating the soil and raising 
crops in this state to protect the same 

from the depredations of all wild animals 

by destroying or shooting them when 
caught in the actual act of feeding upon 
or destroying said crops and that said per- 
son or persons shall be entitled to the 
belies of all animals so slaiu for their 
personal use. 

Mr Pettengill<>ί Kumtoru lias present- 
ed a bill ti> increase the limits of the 
Rumford Falls Village Corporation by 
including the land which was formerly 
the Charles F. Ν heeler farm, above the 
falls. 

A resolve introduced last week appro- 
priates $75,000 for the use of the Maine 
Mate Sanatorium Association in the 
establishment of a sanatorium for con- 

sumptives in Hebron, half the sum to be 

given in 15HKJ anil the other half in 11Ό4. 
The resolve was accompanied by a state- 

ment of the need of such an institution, 
from the association, an organization of 
which Governor Hill is president. 

The Oxford County delegation has 

reported ought to pass on the bill in- 

creasing the compensation of the county 
commissioners from $-.00 to $2.50 per 
day. 

A very interesting measure was intro- 
duced in the house Friday by 1 horntou 
of Ashland. It provides fur the main- 
tenance of all bridges over 50 feet in 
length jointly by the state and the county, 
instead of by the towns as at present. 
The report of the state assessors from 
returns made to them in accordance with 
the act of the last legislature, shows that 
there are in the state such bridges. 
Of these 51» are in Oxford County, of 
which 39 aie of wood, 11» of iron, and 1 
of wood and concrete. This bill, while 
it will have vigorous support, will also 
have strong opp<»sition, as the etfect of 
it will be to benefit the rural sections at 

the expense to a certain extent of the 
cities. 

Francis Hamlin. 

Died in Yuba City, Calif., Dec. 14, 
1«J02, Francis Hamlin. 

He was born in Sweden, Oxford Coun- 

ty. Maine, iu 1M7, the son of Francis and 
Rebecca Parker Hamlin, was educated in 
the common schools and at Kent's Hill; 
moved to Ohio in 1841 and was engaged 
in teaching for several years. In 184!) 
with a company starting from Ohio he 
crossed the plains to California. After 
mining for a time he returned to Maine 

by way of the Isthmus of Panama in 
1S51; but in lSVi returned agaiu to Cali- 
fornia with a drove of cattle bought in 
Missouri. On arriving in California, he 
located at West Butte where was his 
home for many years. At first he en- 

gaged in raising cattle, but afterward in 
raisiug wheat, his ranch being in the 
best wheat growing section of the state. 
He always took an active interest in pub- 
lic affairs—served one term in the state 

legislature and acted for a time as coun- 

ty surveyor. 
Mr. Hamlin possessed all the sterling 

traits of the old New Englanders, in 
theory and in practice advocating tem- 

perance, and always opposed to the 
saloon. Being a good conversationalist, 
his descriptions of the fortunes and mis- 
fortunes of the miners, the conditions of 
life at that early day, and of incidents 
while crossing the plains and the 
isthmus, his experiences with the In- 
dians. &o., were deeply interesting. 

One daughter 
by his first marriage, and a widow, 
formerly Annie M. Stevens of Standish, 
Me., survive him.

Locomotive Boiler Exploded. 
An unusual accident occurred on th< 

Grand Trunk Tuesday morning neai 

Berlin, Χ. II., when a locomotive boilei 
burst, fatally injuring two men and in 
juring two others more or less. The en- 

gine was one of the ninety-ton ten-wheel 
ere, and was new, having been in use 

only about a year. It was attached to|a 
west-bound freight train, which was in 
motion at the time. The engine was 
lifted and thrown around by the explo- 
sion, and two or throe of the freight can 
were wrecked, so that the lino wa« 

blocked for some hours. 
At the time of the accident there were 

on the engine, besides thu engineer and 
fireman, the conductor and head brake- 
man. The fireman died in a few miu- 
utes after being taken out. His home 
was in Portland, and as nearly as can be 
made out from numerous mis-epellings 
in the newspapers, his name was Elmer 
C. Munch. The engineer, Harvey Cross 
of Portland, had his face badly burned 
and his collar bone broken, but his in- 
juries were not eerious and he was able 
to go home. The conductor, John Fitz- 
simmons of Portland, was taken to the 
hospital at Portland, where he died the 
next day. The brakeman's injuries 
were not severe enough to oblige him to 
suspend work. 

The boiler was not known to be in any 
way defective, and no definite cause for 
the accident can be assigned.

AT HABTFOBD.

Hon. James S. Wright has drafted a 

bill niakiug an amendment to the law re- 

garding telephone companies,which will 
be introduced in the legislature. As 
is generally understood, the law as it 

stands prohibits one company, except by 
act of the legislature, from building its 
lines over a route occupied or author- 
ized to be occupied by another company, 
without the permission of the company 
already using the route. The bill pre- 
pared by Mr. Wright adds an amend- 
ment to this section, making it unneces- 

sary to obtain this permission in order to 

construct lines which are not operated 
for profit or public service. During the 
past three years, a number of telephone 
companies have been organized and built 
lines in Oxford County, simply for the 
mutual benefit of their members. These 
companies have covered the towns of 
Woodstock and Sumner pretty well over 
with wires, and have built a good many 
miles of line in other towns. Mr. 
Wright's bill will give thein the right to 
build their lines alomj routes now used 
by other companies, provided the lines 
so constructed are operated siiuply foi 
mutual benefit, and not for profit or pub- 
lic service.

r church. It has had fifty years of useful 

existence. 
e From a material standpoint probably 
ii no church in Maine has suffered more in' 
ι- fifty years than this one. Twice its 
lj property has been completely destroyed 

by fire, and on a third occasion the build· 
t ing was badly damaged; yet every time 

U ready hands and purses have promptly 
y repaired the loss. To-day the church oc- 

cupies one of the finest buildings in Ox- 
ford County, with a debt not large, which 
is being steadily reduced.

HISTORY OF TUE CUUKCH IN 1JKIEF. I s 

Hie history of Congregationalism in I ' 
Norway extends over a period of a lain- 1 

dred years. About the year 1800 enough 0 

Congregationalists had settled in the Ie 
centre of the town to have occasional Is 
preaching, the meetings frequently being I(l 
he.d in the summer in a barn. A church E 

was organized there in 1S02, and the v 

church was built in 180S and 1809. 0 

By the year 1852 the number of people 
in Norway village had increased consid- 
erably, and the Congregational families I1 
there began to fee) the need of a church c 

organization. A church had been built 
in 18.57 on the site formerly occupied bv I 
the Congregational churches which were ι 

burned. This was occupied by the 
Methodists, with whom some Congrega-1 
tionalists joined, bi-monthly meetings 
being held. For various reasons the I 
Methodists became unable to maintain 
services, and in 1852, the house was sold 
to the Congregationalists. 

The preliminary meeting looking to- 
ward the organization of a church was 

held on the 10th of December, 1852, and 
the church was formally organized Jan. 
18th, 185.j, with twenty-live members, no I 
one of whom now survives. Rev. Α. Τ I 
Loring was the first pastor. The church 
was admitted to Oxford Conference the 
following June. The pastors from the 
organization to the present time have 
been Kev. Asa T. Loring, Rov. Ρ Β Ι 
Wilcox, Kev. A. H. Tyler, Kev. T. T. 
Merry, Kev. Geo. W. Kelley, Rev. N. s! 
Moore, Rev. Chas. L. Mills, Rev. Ε. Ε 
Bacon, Rev. Alex. Wiswall, Rev. B. S. I 
Rideout, the present pastor. Mr. Ridoout 
has been here since 1877. 

In 18(H) the church building was raised 
up to give room for a vestry. A belfry 
was built and a now bell was hung iu the I 
tower. A reed organ was purchased. I 
Aid was received from the society then 
known as the Congregational Union. 
Yearly aid was received from the Maine 
Missionary Society for the support ofl 
preaching till Rev. Charles L. Mills came 

and put now life into tho church and 
wonderfully encouraged and strengthen- 
ed it.

W|th all its misfortunes the churc 
organization has gone steadily §heat 
It is now stronger and larger than eve 
before in its history. There are no fa< 
tions to mar the work of the churcl 
The ladies have come most heroically an 

efficiently to the rescue and no body c 
women over worked harder than have th 
good women of this church and parie 
for its financial and spiritual welfare 

Since the organization of the churci 
in 1853 the total number of person 
received into membership is 420. Th 
present membership is 181. 

In the Christian Endeavor connecte< 
with the church are fifty members. Th 
men's meeting is a feature almost uniqui 
to this church. The meetings wer 
started soon after Evangelist Gale's stai 
in Norway. 

The Sunday echool, of which Eugem 
N. Swett is superintendent, has 1(W 
members. The average attendance ii 
109. This does not include the lionu 
department. 

One of the most vigorous in the stati 
is the Ladies' Circle. The president ii 
Mrs. Chester Home. Always ready tt 
work, the Circle puts a strong shoulder tt 
the wheel in every emergency. 

The deacons of the church are Messrs 
Osgood Perry, W. II. Porter, Irving Beat 
and H. L. Plu miner. 

Following the history, Rev. Smitli 
Baker, D. D., pastor of Williston Church, 
Portland, was introduced to give an ad- 
dress. I)r. Baker is well known as ont 
of the most eloquent and at the same 
time entertaining pulpit orators in tlit 
state, and his inspiring address was 

heard with the closest attention. 
Iu opening Dr. Baker called attention 

to the incalculable valuo of records such 
as are furnished by the day's proceed 
ings, and hoped that they would be care- 

fully preserved for the benefit of future 
generation*. Ile then announced his 
subject as one assigned him, "What the 
Church Stands For." 

The value of anything is in what it 
stands for.

So with 
books, organizations, men, buildings, 
jach is of value for what it represents, 
rhe barn, the house, the factory, the 
jank, the meeting house, represent each 
ts separate idea. 

I'nildings devoted to the uses of re-

The Catholic cathedral reprc- 
ienis one idea, the Quaker meetinghouse 
mother idea. 

Our forefathers, the Pilgrims, built 
irst the meeting house, then the school 
louse-but always the meeting house 
irst, and from them we have the heri- 
age of the churches of to-day. What 
loes the Pilgrim meeting house stand 
or? 

First, it stands for religious instruc- 
i >n—an intelligent community, an edu- 
ated ministry,an instructed laity.

The 

rospel is a message from the heart of 
rod to the heart of man, and is essen- 

ially a matter of affection and not of in- 
L'llect. The value of a home is its affec- 
lonal life. So it is with the church, 
lore the struggling man can come and 
nd sympathy and help from his fellow 
îen. Here is a home for the poorest man 

r woman who wants to lead a better life. 
Fclcome them, be cordial to them, 
[eep the atmosphere of your church

The Pilgrim meeting house also stands | 

ir the development of character and 
ifts. This follows from the nature of a 

emocracy, and is peculiarly character- 
itic of our denomination. The work 
one in this lino by the Christian En- 
eavor societies is of almost incalculable 
alue. In my own church, I learned 
liât during an interim between pasto- 
ites. there wero forty men, trained in 
l>e Christian Endeavor society, who 
ere ready and willing to take charge of !

These eimple remedies for all sorts of 
ills are only intended for slight attacks, 
and must not be employed when any- 
thing really serious is the matter in 
which case a doctor should at once be 
called in. 

WHEN TIIE NOSE BLEEDS. 

A surgeon advises that the patient 
should sit with his or her feet in very 
hot water. This plan he has found 
effective. In any case to lean with the 
head over a basin, in the very position to 
favor bleeding, is entirely wrong. Bet- 
ter far, make the patient lie down, with 
the head tlat, and plug the nostrils with 
cotton wool dipped in witch hazel, and 
pinch or exercise pressure on the nose, 
just at its root near the forehead. À 
cold sponge applied to the nape of the 
ueck is also a good remedy, supplanting 
the old-fashioned "door-key down the 
back." 

FOR A SEVERE COLD IN TDK HEAD. 

À simple plan of treatment is to plug 
the nostrils with cotton wool which has 
been dipped in glycerine. This relieves 
the irritation and congestion so dis- 
tressing in this ailment. 

BRONCHITIS IN INFANTS. 

Acute bronchitis in children is of 
much graver importance than in the 
adult, and a grave cause of mortality in 
childhood. The first symptoms are those 
of an ordinary cold, afterwards there is 
fever and restlessness, quick breathing 
and wheezing. Be sure and have medi- 
cal advice when these symptoms appear. 

TO CUKE BED HANDS. 

Redness of the hands may be cured by 
patient treatment. Take one ounce of 
clear honey, 1 ounce of almond oil, the 
juice of a lemon, and the yolk of a raw 

egg. Beat these ingredients together 
and apply the mixture to the hands at 
night, covering them with old gloves 
which have been slit across the back. 

FOR CHAPPED HANDS. 

A doctor has given me this recipe. 
Shake the bottle before using, and rub a 
little on the hands at night: Elder- 
flower water, one ounce; rose water, two 
ounces; glycerine two ounces)and a half; 
witch hazel, one ounce and a half; recti- 
fied spirits of wine, half an ounce. (Two 
tablespoonfule measured in a medicine 
glass is equal to an ounce.) 

FOR WARTS. 

Dampen the wart and rub it with a 
small piece of carbonate of soda or com- 
mon washing soda. Do this frequently 
during the day. and in the course of a 

month the wart will drop off. A little 
soreness may be felt at first, but this is 
soon forgotten injthe joy of the cure. 

FOR DRY TONGUE. 

In cases of fever, etc., paint the tongue 
with glycerine pure, or with glycerine 
and water. This has a most cooling 
effect, and promotes a flow of saliva, be- 
sides acting itself as a preventive of 
"cracks" on the tongue. 

FOR EARACUE. 

Try camphorated chloral, 2 1-2 parts; 
glycerine, 16 1-2 parts; and oil of sweet 
almonds, 10 parts. Mix, and put a little 
into the ear on cotton wool. Kub a lit- 
tle also behind the ear. 

HICCOUGH. 

Hiccough is a troublesome, even if a 

simple affection, although it may be a 

very bad sign indeed, in cases of actual 
disease. To prevent it, a good remedy 
is to close the ears with the index fin- 
gers, and then to swallow a small quan- 
tity of liquid presented by another per- 
son to the patient. Wetting the lobe of 
the ear is another remedy. 

TO CURE A BUNION. 

Bathe the affected part in hot water, 
to which a teaspoonful of salt, a table- 
spoonful of starch, and a few drops of 
arnica have been added; wipe dry with a 
soft linen towel, and apply iodine with 
a camel's hair brush. Wear a loose shoe 
out of doors, and while in the house a 

shoe which has the leather covering the 
bunion entirely cut away. Bunions are 

caused by undue pressure. 

TEETH. 

Cuttle-fish tooth powder is useful, and 
may be imed for a week or two at a 
time until the tartar has been removed. 
It may be made as follows: Powdered 
cuttle-fish, 1 oz.; precipitated chalk, 2 
ozs. ; powdered orris root, 1 oz. ; otto of 
lemon, 45 drops; otto of neroli, 20 drops. 
TO PREVENT THE SKIN FKOM DISCOL- 

ORING 

after a blow or fall, take a little starch 
or arrowroot, and merely moisten it 
with cold water and lay it on the injured 
part. This should be done immediately, 
but may be applied some time after- 
wards with effect. 

FOK HKAItACIIK. 

The juice of half a lemon in a cup of 
black coffee, without sugar or milk, sel- 
dom fails to cure a case of headache. 

TO IMPROVE THE EYEBROWS. 

When thin or scurfy, apply to them a 

little salad or castor oil on retiring to 
bed at night. Be careful tu smooth the 
brows the right way after applying the 
oil, or you will do more harm than good, 
and very likely produce a little crop of 
wrinkles above the nose. 

FOR COLDS IN THE CHEST. 

Hartshorn and oil is a good thing to 
rub into the chest for colds and hoarse- 
ness. Always place a piece of hot flan- 
nel over the chest after rubbing. 

TREATMENT FOR THE TIRED. 

If you are over-tired—"too tired to 
sleep," as we sometimes say—bathe the 
neck and temples with hot water. Bathe 
the back of the neck particularly. This 
seems to relax the muscles and the veins 
that supply the brain with blood. Lie 
down to sleep in peace, for sleep will 
come surely. The same treatment will 
wonderfully refresh during the day. A 
headache may often be relieved, fven 
cured, by hot applications to the back of 
the neck. 

IDEAL FOOD FOR THE NERVOUS. 

Baked bananas are the ideal food for 
nervous persons and brain workers. This 
food will unfailingly build up and 
strengthen lean, blood-poor persons. 
The banana should be baked in its skin 
in an oven for fifteen or twenty minutes 
until it is quite soft and bursts open. 

CURE FOR INDIGESTION. 

Indigostion is a breeder of disease, 
but has been known to be cured by the 
following simple prescription. Mix I 
dr. of powdered colomba root, 1 dr. of 
ground ginger, and 1-2 dr. of carbonate 
of soda. Divide this into twelve 
powders, and take one in a little milk 
three times a day. , 

FOOD FOR CONSUMPTIVE PEOPLE. 

People with consumption almost in- 
variably eat too little, even less than 
those in health, whereas they should eat 

vastly more than the well. Nature 2 

seems to be aware of this, for usually a ( 

tuberculous patient can assimilate a ] 
much larger quantity of food than a 

healthy person. The food should be ! 
taken in fairly large quantities and at 1 

frequent intervale. Not more than three 
or at most four hours should pass with- 
out the eating of something, if it is only ® 

a milk biscuit, a sandwich, or a banana. 
A pitcher containing two glassfula of ( 

milk should stand on a table near the λ 

bed, so that a glass may be taken in the 
night if the patient wakes, and again be- 
fore dressing in the morning. As much 1

Her Friday Excursion· on the lw«et 

Water· of Atla. 

Priday Is the only day on which 

Turkish women enjoy a little lllterty 
and release from the dreadful seclusion 

In which they are always kept, and 

they are not slow to avail themselves 
{of the chance. On Fridays every one 

goes to the Sweet Waters of Asia, 

|whlch consist of a small river runnier 
•about two miles Inland, with trees nnd 

meadows on each side. Hundreds of 

boats assemble and glide up and down 

the river. Every boat or caique has 

two or more Turkish ladies on board. 

The sight Is a very âne one, as each 
private caique is most carefully got 
up, and the boatmen wear brilliant liv- 

eries to match the cushions and the 

long embroidered clotli which hangs 
over the stern and trails In the water. 

The khedlvah of Egypt is one of the 

finest in crimson and gold, embroid- 
ered with crowns and ilshes. Resides 

the liveries the parasols make a won- 

derful show, and here may be seen all 

the latest Parisian creations. The la- 

dies must not speak to men, but the 

careful observer can frequently catch 

sight of veils lowered or other signal 
given when a particular boat is pass- 
ing, and habitual frequenters can point 
out boats which are sometimes close to 

each othei It is a very Innocent di- 
version and would not satisfy western 
ladies. An hour before sunset the po- 
lice boats appear and force all women

Scotland'· Honnil Tower·. 

Scotland Coasts of two round towers, 
said to be stragglers from the great 
typical group found in Ireland. The 

one Is attached to the handsome enthe- 

dral of Brechin and the other stands In 

the center of Abernethy, near the en- 

trance gate to the churchyard. The 
Brechin tower, built in six irregular 
courses and rising over 100 feet, is the 
more perfect of the two. It dates from 

Kenneth's reign, 971-95, and has a most 

graceful appearance. Pennant in his 

history speaks of having, in 1772, found 
handsome bells within its walls. These 
were afterward removed and now hang 
in a neighboring steeple. The origin of 

these towers is now somewhat doubt- 

ful, but archaeologists are generally 
agreed that they were built in connec- 

tion with churches "fer defense and 
faithfulness of watch" during the 
Norseman raids. They were afterward 
used as belfries, the Brechin tower hav- 

ing done duty as such for generations. 
The tower is now oue of the sights of 

the ancient town and is regarded as a 

memorial of its early collection with 

Ireland.— Scottish-American.

men, bpt nowadays the grizzly does not 
seek out his human victims, as there 
are credible statements that his fore- 
fathers used to do.
