lime 10 pounds, and arsenate of lead, 6
pounds; water, 100 gallons.

The last spray comes after the blos-
soms have fallen but before the small
apple changes from its npright position.
This is aimed directly at the codlin
moth but we at the same time getina
third blow at the fungus wbich should
leave the fruit practically clean, how-
ever, many find a fourth spray applied
two or three weeks later profitable.

In making these applications thor-
oughness is of the highest importance
and we should alm to cover the whole
tree with a fine mist rather than to drench
the lower limba. To obtain this fine
mist a high pressure is necessary and if
the work is done with a band pump an
energetic man at the bandle is indis-
pensable.

It will be found a great help in mix
ing the Bordesux if an arrangement
something like the following is used.
Make a platform that is higher than the
top of your spray barrel when it is on the
wagon and on this platform place four
barrels holding 50 gallons each. Num-
ber these 1,2, 3,4. In No. 1 place 50
gallons of water and io this suspend a
sack containing 50 pounds of copper sul-
phate. In No. 2 slack 65 pounds of
lime. Then when it is desired to mixa
tank of Bordeaux take from barrel No.
1, 8 gallons of the dissolved sulphate
and put into barrel No.3 and fill with
water. Then take the same amount
from barrel No. 2 and put into barrel
No. 4 and fill with water. These bar-
rels, 3 and 4, should be fitted with a
faucet and a short piece of hose so that
they can be drawn directly into the
spray tank. The arsenate of lead may
be mixed and added while the tank Is
filling. By making in this waya Bor-
deaux mixture is obtained whose me-
chanical condition is much better and
which stays in suspension much longer
than when made by turning the concen-
trated solutions directly into the large
volume of water. [f the lime is lumpy
it will be best to strain it when it is
transferred from barrel No. 2 to barrel
No. 4, and the whole may well be run
through a fine wire strainer while the
spray taok is filling. Care should be
taken that the solutions are well stirred
in barrels 1 and 2 before any is taken
out. If the pipes for drawing water and
emptying the barrels are reasonably
large little time will be necessary for re-
filling the spray tank.—W. J. Ricker in
Maine Farmer.

Sheep in the South.

The Tribune Farmer not loog ago
quoted H. B. Arbuckle, in “The Ameri-
can Sheep Grower”: ‘There seems to
be new interest taken in the develop-
ment of the sheep industry in the
south.” Itis true, and the wonder is
that greater interest was not taken in
sheep raising in the south long ago.
Unquestionably they can be raised there
more profitably than in any other part
of the union. Owing to the milder cli-
mate, shorter winters, less snow, and
consequently less requirement for sup-
plying winter fodder, the south has a
natural advantage over the north and
west. In fact, sheep can be kept in the
south without any fodder at all.

South of the Ohio River they will live
on grass alope. Anthony Kilgore of
Keotucky, says: “‘For thirteen years
my sheep have mever heen fed, either
winter or summer, but live bountifully
the year round on bluegrass alone.” Iun
Texar, where 1,799,000 sheep were re-
ported by the United States Department
of Agriculture as being on hand on Jan-
uary 1, 1008, no winter fodder is ever re-
quired. That the south has mnot taken
advantage of its opportunities is shown
by the small number of sheep kept there
in comparison to the number kept in the
states north of the Ohio River. On Jan-
uary 1, 1008, the twelve states of Mary-
land, Virginia, West Virginia, North
Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Flor-
ida, Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana,
Tennessee and Kentucky had within
their borders only 2,007,000 sheep, as
compared with 3,110,000 on farms the
same day in Ohio. In other words,
Ohio had 113,000 more sheep than the
twelve southern states mentioned.

The shrewd farmers of Ohio make
money raising sheep, else they would
pot raise so many, and continue todo
80 year alter year.—Tribune Farmer.

Right Feeding Essential.

Agricultural Epitomist makes some
convincing talk in a recent issue con-
cerning what can be accomplished by
proper feeding of pigs to obtain the max-
imum gain for the money expended in
feed. It says:

By an experiment with a certain ra-
tion it costs eight pounds of corn to
make one pound of pork. By changing
the ration it was found possible to pro-
duce two pounds of pork on four pounds
of corn. There is such a thing as over
feeding a plg. Besides the dwarfing
effect of an unbalaoced ration the ani-
mal is apt to eat so much of one par-
ticular kind of thing as to become stall-
ed on his feed.

Bone contains mineral matter and the
animal must have the proper elements
to build up a frame to support its weight
of muscle and fat.

Lean meat is protein. Corn contains
just about sufficient protein to keep a

ig alive without growiog a particle.
fl fed on corn alone it wouldn't gain
more than 20 pounds in six months but
if given a proper ration consisting of
corn, mineral matter and protein it will
grow into a 250 or 280-pound bog in six
montbs. But it must have the right
quantity of water as well as the right
propartion of fat forming food together
with sufficient protein and mineral mat-
ter.

At the sessions beld in Boston recently
the discussion centered about the pro-
posed fruit and corn exhibition to be
heild in October and to include ail of
New England. The fruit interests start-
ed their movement some months ago
and paturally were prepared to act while
the champions of the corn met without
any fixed plan. The Massachusetts
Horticultural Association tendered its
fine hall to the fruit men for a seven-day
exhibition, but unfortunately the space
is not large enough for a combined show
with the corn and, after a full discus-
sion, it was wisely decided to center all
interest on the fruit exhibit thia year
and next year give way to the corn.
This, in fact, seemed the only thing to
do in view of the lateness of the season,
the magnitude of the problem and the
lack of any concerted movement, in any
of the New England States, in corn
breeding or development.

Some of those most interested have
for some time been urgiog this or, at
best, only a very conservative attempt at
an exhibition, it being believed that the
first thing to do is to create a lively in-
terest in corn growing in every state, so
that the exhibition, whbeo held, may be
of snch magnitude and quality as to pro-
voke enthusiasm everywhere for this
staple New Eogland product.

This being settled the organization for
the fruit exhibit was completed by the
choice of Hon. J. L. Ellsworth, Secre
tary Massachusetts Board of Agricul-
ture, President and Wilfred Wheeler,
Concord, Mass., Secretary, with one
from each state as member of the execu-
tive committee,

A full canvass will be made of all in-
terests that the premium list may be
complete and generous. Here is anop-
portunity never before offered the fruit
growers of New Eopgland and it is now
up to the orchardists of the several
states to put up or shut up. We of
Maine have been claiming superiority in
quality of product from our trees, and
here will be a chance to prove good.
Failiog to do so, our mouths will be
closed for all time. Believing the fact,
we must meet the growers of other
states and hold our ground. It is our
opportunity and also our necessity.

The exhibition will be held from
October 10 to 24 in Bostun, the most
central city of New England for sucha
purpose and admission will be free.

The possibilities of such an exhibition
in establishing the quality of New Eng-
land fruit cannot be imagined to-day and
ot we must be searching for these if the
fact is to be recognized by the public.
Professor Sears of Massachusetts Agri-
cultural College discussed the plans for
a fruit show, as did Mr. Wheeler.
Professor Gardoer of Maine discussed
the student judging contest. Professor
Gulley of Connecticut the place of that
state in the show and Mr. French of
Massachusetts Agricultural College, the
benefits from the standpoiat of the agri-
cultural student.

Now the pext step with all interested
in promoting our fruit and corn interests
is to go to work to help build sentiment
for the perfecting of these two impor-
tant crops. 1f we want more life and
energy in New England we must inject
more into our individoal lines of work.
The sum total is but that of individual
effortc. Let us prepare to show apples
in October and corn next year and prove
that this little corner of this great coun-
try is the best, has the best, and can
produce the best, whether of apples,
corn, or boys and girls.—Geo. M. Twiteh-
ell in Maine Farmer.

Cement Floors in Stalls.

J. W., Middlebusb, N. J., writes: I
enclose you a clipping from a recent
copy of “The New Bruoswick (N. J.)
Home News.” I have no doubt you are
more or less familiar with the present
requirements of the board of heaith. 1Is
it mot true that the boards of health are
defeating the very purpose for which
they are working? Is it not true that
here is a big field for the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty of Animals? We
farmers give you credit for good, prac-
tical common sense, and it seems to us
that this is an article in which the dairy
inspectors (or at least those who framed
the laws they are pushing) are wellnigh
deficient in.

Yes, there isa whole lot of truth in
the article. There is no question that
boards of heaith sometimes send out in-
spectors who bave little knowledge of
cows sad dairy management, and they
make bad use of the power vested in
them. Yet in a general way health
boards are a public benefit. It is an un-
wise thing for them to say the cow sta-
ble fluor shall be constructed of cement.
There is no queation whatever that cows
made to stand day after day on an unp-
bedded cement floor suffer pain, and
sometimes actually founder in their feet,
and when they lie down on a cement
floor there is a cold in it that bodes no
good to their health. Any man knows
it is more comfortable for him to stretch
out on a plank or on the ground than on
the cellar bottom or astone floor. Yet
s cement floor is the easiest to keep
clean, and it is germ proof.

When cattle stand or lie oo it,- straw
or other bedding should always cover
the cement. Any board of heaith that
forbids tbat should hire out oo a dairy
farm and study cows for a year, when
they would know more than many men
on health boards do about what consti-
tutes a healtby cow. A fevered cow
can mever produce anythiog but fevered
milk, and no cow can stand day after
day on a stone and not become fevered
in the feet; her temperature also will
rise above the normal. To speak plainly
about it, I have been in palatial baros,
warmed and lighted to perfection, yet
they were not health maintainiog baroa
for the cows that were kept in them. A
cheap, cloth windowed shed, not costing
one-twentieth or one-fiftieth as much,
would have been far more conducive to
the health of the cows. Yet boards of
health (some of them) would condemn
the last named simply because they
don’t know what cow health means.

Babies In Norway are trussed up in
woolen wrappings till they look llke an
Indian papouse fn its birch bark cra-
dle. Iufants bave to be kept warm in
that eold land, but it does seem as If
the poor little things ought to bave
the free use of their arms and legs.

Only one-tenth of the land In Nor-
way can be used for farming, and the
people—boys and glrls, too, 8o soon as
they are old enough—have to work
buslly for a llviug. The cold and the
poverty together cause them to hustle
as hard as they can. The hustling,
the pure mountain and sea alr and the
stinple hablts of the Norweglans make
them a strong, brave race. They are
quick tempered too.

S0 soon as they are old enough
many of the Norweglan boys leave
thelr country and go to make thelr

On the ships of all

Iiving on the seu
patlons there are muny Norweglan
seamen, On our own ships there are
far more Norweglan and Swedish sall-
ors than American.

While the men are away nt sea the
women and children are left at home
to do the farming and tend the live
gtock. Conslderable of this lve stock
consists of herds of duiuesticated reln-

deer. There are not now many wiid
reindeer left In Norway. Ouals, hay,
rye, barley and potatoes are the chief
Crops.

All the world over where things are
difficult to do intelligent people think
hard to find out the best and easlest
way to do them. This Is the case
with Norweglan farming It 1s bhard
to make farming pay In Norway, so
the people studled the best way fo
till their litle flelds. They got agri-
eultural machinery, too, und o far as
thelr seanty soll products go they have
the name of being the most intelligent
farmers ln Europe. Women and chil-
dren tend the cows. To teach glrls to
make deliefous butter and cheese dalry
schools were establlshed. and there
thorouzhly selentifie Instruction is glv-
en.  Much butter and cheese are ex-
ported from Norway On account of
the extreme co¥ffl the houses for both
people and animals have to be warmly
bullt, with double walls.

The Last of March Court.

Monday was principally devoted to
various criminal matters none of which
took a great amount of time, and the
day's work was practically finished by
the middle of the afternoon.

J. Zadokis of Rumford pleaded not
guilty to an indictment for malicious
mischief, the charge being that he threw
a stone through the window of a Maine
Central car at one time during the In-
ternational Paper Co. strike last fall.
All business with Zadokis bad to be
done through an interpreter. He bad
no lawyer at the time of pleading, but
later Mr. Stevenson was assigned to de-
fend him. The jury found him guilty.

Thomas Thibault of Rumford pleaded
guilty to the charge of assault and bat-
tery. The assault was a part of the
affair at Rumford, during the Inter-
pational strike, when some strike break-
ers were taken out of the hands of the
officers, and there was serious appre-
hension felt by the ~itizens as to what
might be coming. Thibault was regard-
ed as the leader of the strikers on that
occasion. He was given a sentence of six-
ty days in jail.

William Lincoln of Boston, om an ap-
pealed case for illegal transportation of
liquors, pleaded nolo coutendere, and
paid a fine of 8100 and costs of $20.46.

Court adjourned early Monday after-

poon till 10 o'clock Tuesday, which was
the hour assigned for the Penley rape
case to begin.

At the end of the®session of Weadnes-
day afternoon, after work on the Pealey
trial had been closed for the day, some
other criminal matters were taken up.

Ed H. Peters of Rumford pleaded
guilty in four liquor cases. County At-
torney Parker stated that Peters was an
old and persistent offender. Mr. Blanch-
ard spoke briefly in Peters’ behalf, and
asked that any jail sentence imposed
might be in the Auburn jail. Judge
Cornish imposed sentences as follows:
Single sale, 350 and thirty days in jail;
depositing for unlawful sale, $100 and
costs of 23.05; nuisance, six months in
jail at Auburn. One other nuisance in-
dictment was placed ou file.

Ed Casey of Rumford pleaded guilty
to indictments for nuisance and common
seller, and an appealed case of single
sale. The puisance indictment was plac-
ed on file, and on the others he was
sentenced, on the single sale 30 fine
and $8.20 costs, on the common seller
£100 fine and 30 days in jail. This was
the respondent’s first appearance in this
court.

J. R. Barrett of Rumford pleaded
guilty to an indictment for forgery in
raising a pay check from %6 to 316
Barrett is a boy of 18 years, one of a
large family of children, who has had to
work in the mill for the past three
years. Judge Cornish questioned the
boy carefully, and ordered the case
filed and told the boy to go home and
behave himself. Mr. Blanchard appear-
ed for the boy.

In the case of J. Zadokis, who had
been convicted of malicious mischief, a
sentence of three months io jail was im-
posed.

Thursday noon during an interval,
Louis Cohen of Rumford was brought
into court to answer to an old com-
mon seller indictment. County Attor-
pey Parker stated that he had informa-
tion causing him to believe that Cohen
was still in the busicess. Mr. Steven-
son appeared for Cohen. Judge Cornish
fixed the penalty at 3100 fine and thirty
days.

After the close of the Penley trial
Friday, it did not take long to dispose of
such other business as remained, and
court adjourned finally early in the after-
noon. The court was in session ten days,
and one civil case was tried, resulting in
a verdict for defendant. Nearly all of
seven days of the term was occupied
with criminal business, over three days
of this time being required for the
Penley case. DBesides this case, one
other resulted in an acquittal. In the
other criminal trials, a verdict of guilty
was returned. A number of sentences
were imposed, mainly in liquor cases,
and in all cases of violation of the pro-
hibitory law Judge Cornish imposed the
statutory sentence of fine and imprison-
ment.

A permanent injunction was issued by
the court against Edmond Tardiff of
Rumford, restraining bim from maintain-
ing & liquor nuisance, a temporary in-
junction baving been previously issued
on complaint of Charles P. Barnes, then
county attorney.

A similar injunction was also issued
against Bertha Cohen and Daniel Me-
Cafferty of Rumford, one proprietor and
the other temant of a building, upon
same proceedings. This form of pro-
cedure was initiated by Mr. Barnes, and
has since been adopted in other counties
of the state,

Included in an autograph collection
which was dispersed at auction in Boston
recently was 3 manuscript of speciatio-
terest to the people of this town, Gilead
and Shelburne,  being a letter of three
closely written folio es, dated Sep-
tember 18, 1781, which was written by

David George of Conway, N. H., to Rev.
Benjamin Parker, of Haverhill, Mass.
and which gives an accountof the ralti

made by Indians upon the inhabitants of
Bethel, Gllead and S8helburne on August
3and 4, 1781. In this raid the Indians
killed James Pettengill of Gilead and
Peter Poor of Shelburne, and Nathaniel
Segar and Benjamin Clark of Bethel, to-
gether with a negro servant, Plato by
name, belonging to Jonathan Rindge of
Shelburne, were taken away with them
to Canada as prisoners. The only detail-
ed contemporary acconnt which ever
been published of this Indian foray is
one which was dictated by Mr. Segar
after bis release by the Indians and re-
turn to his home in this town, and which
was “‘Printed at the Observer Office, and
ublished at the Oxford Bookstore,’
Paris, in 1825. Copies of this pamphlet
are now quite rare, but the substance of
it s given in the 17th chapter of Benja-
min Glazier Willey’s ‘‘Incidents In
White Mountain History"” and on pages
40-51 of Willilam B. Lapham's ‘‘History
of Bethel.” (That history, by the way,
erroneously gives 1827 as the year'in
which Mr. Segar’s narrative was pub-
lished.) The catalogune of the auto-
Er:oph collection which included Mr.

rge's letter justly spoke of the letter
as “of superlative historical interest,"
and the bidding for it at the auction was
aglrlud. the person who secured it being
obliged to pay $9 for it. Mr. George's
acoount of this tragical episode in the
early history of Bethel, Gilead and Shel-
burne, will, it is to be hoped, find its
way into print and thus be made accessi-
ble to everybody. The library of Har-
vard University has a copy of Mr. Segar's
pamphlet, which, according to the entry
on the library's bookplate pasted into

the front part of the pamphlet, was given
to the library by *“‘Alvah Black of Parls,
20 Aug., 1859.”

Recipes.

FRUIT BRAN COOKIES.

My family did vot care for plain bran
cookies, The formula for- plain
cookles calls for one-half cup of butter
creamed with one cop of brown sugar,
two tablespoons of cream, (or milk), two
well beaten eggs, and two and one-half
cups of bran, two teaspoons of

wder sifted in flour enough to roll out.

‘o this mixtore add one cup or more of
mmlf chopped figs. Also, instead of
sprinkling the tops with nutmeg, add a
trifle of olonsmon and clove to the
cooky mixture, sprinkling the tops with
white sugar and adding a. raisin to make
them more sightly. Dried prooes,
soaked overnight, pitted and chopped,
are also ; while dates or ralsins
might be subatituted.

BTEAE EN CASSEROLE.

One pound of round steak (or more, if
family is large) cut up ioto pieces for
serving, ealted, peppered and rolled in
flour. Lay the pieces in an earthen bak-
ing dish or casserole and sprinkle light-
ly with flour between the layers. Peel
four small onions or two large ones and
stick eight to twelve cloves in them, di-
viding them up about evenly. Cover
with cold water or just warm and bake
two hours. The meat will be cooked 80
tender that it can be pulled apartby a
fork and the flour will make = gravy, 8o
that when the meat is done the gravy ia
ready to serve also. The baking dish
must be tightly covered.

KILLARNEY CAKE,

Cream half a cup of butter with one
cup of fine granulated sugar. Add one
cup of milk and two and one-balf cups
of pastry flour that has been sifted with
four level teaspoons of baking powder.
Add one teaspoon of vanilla and three
drups of almond. Beat thoroughly and
fold in the stifly beaten whites of three
eggs. Bake half an hour in 8 moderate-
ly hot oven. When the cake is cold,
cover it with white icing. When this is
dry, make more frosting, flavor it with
pistachio and color it pale green with the
vegetable coloring. Put this on the
cake, forming shamrocks. On the top
arrange chop pistachio puts and a
tiny pipe. The bowl of the pipe may be
stuffed with cotton wet with alcobol and
lighted when sent to the table.

SCALLOPED TOMATOES AND ONIONS.

Peel half a dozen small onlons, slice
them thin and saute in butter or oil
without browning them. Peel and slice
as many ripe tomatoes, butter an earth-
en or agateware dish, put in a layer of
the tomatoes, season with salt and pep-
per, cover with buttered bread crumbs,
then add a layer of onions; continue in
this order, haviog the last layer crumbs,
and bake forty-five minutes in a moder-
ateoven. Cold cooked onions and can-
ned tomatoes may be used for this dish.

TAPIOCA PUDDING.

One-half cup of pearl tapioca, one cup
of granulated sugar and two quarts of
milk (skim milk will do), add grated
nutmeg or vanillato taste. Put all to-
gether in a baking pan in the oven. Cook
slowly three or four hours, stirring fre-
quently. Let it brown nicely before tak-
ing from the oven. This is even more
delicious than the rice pudding made the
same way.

BHAKER DINNER,

Parboil a dozen potatoes, slice them
while hot and brown them lightly ina
large frying pan, together with as many
thin slices of bacon. Cook one-half cup)|
of shredded codfish in a very little water
until tender, drain if it is too salt, add
one cup of cream and a little pepper,
and pour it hot over the bacon and pota-
toes. Heap on a large platter and sur-
round with quartered, hard-cooked eggs,
allowing one eﬁg for each person. Gar-
nish with parsley and serve. Thisis a
genuine Shaker recipe.

SAVORY LIVER.

If you don't care to fry all the liver
you have on hand, put the bitsinto a
stew pan, pour over them boiling water
and boil until tender, perhaps half an
hour. Allow the liver to cool, and then
put it through the ‘“‘grinder,'" or mince
very fine, Cut a small onion in tiny
bits and fty brown in butter; add the
minced liver, salt and pepper, and a iit-
tle water, if it seems too dry. Cook two
minutes and serve on squares of toast.

APPLE TAPIOCA PUDDING.

Pour one pint of boiling water over
one-half cup of tapioca and cook ina
double boiler until transparent. Pare
and core seven sour apples and put into a
deep pudding dish; mix the cooked
tapioca, one-half cup of sugar, one table-
spoonful of molasses (more if you like),
and one-half teaspoon of salt and pour
over the apples. Bake an hour or until
the apples are red; serve with cream.

CORNSTARCH PUDDING.

Put one quart of milk intoa double
boiler, reserving only emough to soften
five tablespoons of corn starch. Add
the corn starch to the milk and cook in
the double boiler until the raw taste is
gone. A halfi hour will ususlly be re-
quired. Pour over the well-beaten yolks
of three eggs and cook two or three
minutes. Flavor with vanilla and fold
in the stiffly beaten whites of the eggs.
Cover the bottom of the dish in which
you are to serve it with a balf cup of
granulated sugar sprinkled evenly. Now
pour in the pudding and sprinkle over
the top another half cap of sugar. Cover
tightly and set away to cool. The sugar
telts and forme a syrup, which is the
sauce for the pudding.

Trial proved the rollowing variations
to be good: Use only two eggs, increas-
ing the corn starch to six tablespoons,
and use dark brown sugar instead of
gr{muluad, with one-half teaspoon of
salt,

BAKED BEAN SOUP.

Take one large can of baked beans,
(without the tomato sauce), add one
and one-half times the quantity of cold
water, and three or four slices of bacon
or two or three thick strips of ham. Let
them cook, or rather simmer, until the
beans are soft, then rub through a strain-
er. Place on the fire and add a little
more water as the soup must not be too
thick, Season with a large lump of but-
ter, one and one-half teaspoons of salt,
(or more, to snit the taste), a dash of
paprika, or one-quarter teaspoon of
pepper. Serve very hot with crisp
crackers. In place of the ham or bacon
one may use three small smoked san-
sages, skinned and out in slices, with
good effect.

BROWNED CARROTS,

~Whenever you have a roast of beef
put carrots, first boiled until tender and
then cot in slices, into the pan with the
meat, The oarrots brown, growing
crisp at the edges, and gain a deliclons
flavor.

LUNCHEON CHEESE AND EGGS.

For those who like cheese here is a
nice lunch or supper dish, Put one pint
of cream into a “spfder” and let heat to
the boiling point, then break in (very
carefully, so as to keep them whole) six
eggs. When they are set, the same as

hed eggs, put them on a hot platter.
Add to the cream left in the spider two
tablespoons of grated cheese and season,
then pour over the eggs. Serve very hot
with thin buttered toast.

After browning the butter for the
gravy for fried or stewed beef turn in
some coffee instead of the usual hot
water, and you will find it far superior.

MARSHMALLOW AND VIOLET CREAM.

Cut half a pound of marshmallows in
small pleces and soften them lr the
oven or in a double boiler. Whip one
and one-half cups of cream, add half a

blanched almonds, minced, a dash of salt,
the softened marshmallows, and two
tablespoons of cordial or fruit juice and
put this in a glass jar on the ice until
ready to serve. Serve In glagses and
garoish with tiny leaves of angelica or
any green candied fruit and cubes of
violet flavored jelly. The bonbons
should be candied violets, green fruit
mints and salted nuts.—Good House-
keeping. /#

Queer Results Produced by Twisting
and Cutting.

Try this trick with paper bands.
Take three strips of paper six inches
long and about an inch wide and mark
dotted lines lengthwise down the mid-
dle of each. Paste the two ends of the
first one straight and squarely, as
shown In Fig. 1. Before pasting the
second give the strip & twist, as shown
In Fig. 2 The third strip you twist
before pasting.

Now cut each band along the dotted
line, and you will have as a result two
geparate rings from No. 1, as in Fig.
4; from No. 2, one ring half as wide as
the original, but with twice the diam-
eter, as in Fig. 5, and from No. 8 two
rings linked together, as in Fig. 6.

If you have the zinc under the
tongue, instead of on top of it, and the
sllver on top, the taste will in each
case be different, being slightly acid In
one instance and alkaline in the other.
