There is more profit to be made from
ten good cows than from twenty poor
ones. A small farm well tilled is more
profitable than a large ome neglected.
Butter sold carries away no appreciable
amount of fertility from the land. A
well managed dairy should grow richer
and richer from year to year and give a
continuously fair profit on the invest-
ment. It is better to raise your *own
cows than to buy them, for home raised
cows are more contented and less likely
to become unruly at pasture. Animals
have a strong homwe feeling if well treated
from infanc® up. Cows and all other
farm animals should be so treated as to
make them feel that they are a part of the
family. Never strike a dairy cow nor
drive her fast to or from the pasture, A
mess of grain waiting in the manger is a

| A cow should be treated with the respect
due her as a mother, for she is the step-
mother to most of us.

There is nothing better for a cow than
the best of pasture feed, but who has
such for any length of time? We should
always be prepared for a dry time and
short feed in summer by raising special
forage crops, such as green rye, oats and
peas, barley, millet, corn or clover,
at the proper stage of
growth, will keep cows well fed. When
cows are allowed to shrink in their milk
during a season of dronth they seldom
get back to their full flow during the
vear. Try to raise all the roughage
needed, and if food must be purchased
let it be wheat bran, oatmeal, gluten or
other food rich in nitrogenous material.

Building up a Dairy Herd.

The improvement of the dairy herd is
the first step toward success in dairying.
First of all, the milk record shoultf re-
ceive our attention. DBy this [ mean we
should employ some system to record
the daily, weekly, mounthly and yearly
yield o each cow in our herd.

To illustrate how important this is:
In a herd of cows which [ was privileged
to control last year, one cow gave 13,420
pounds of milk, and she was the best in
the herd. The poorest cow gave us a re-
turn of but 2260 pounds.

Without the milk record we would
have never known which cow was pay-
ing us, and which one was not. Assoon
as we ob!ained this record, we sold the
unprofitable one and filled her place in
the herd by another.

A small pair of scales costs but little,
and the milk from each cow can be
weighed easily and quickly. If yon
think it is positively too much trouble
to weigh each milking, do it once o
week : you can Lhen estimate the relative
standing of your cows,

Then when you know the relative
standing of your cows, and a buyer
comes along, don't sell the best one be-
cause he will pay $10 or $20 more for
her. You have two cows; one will give
you 6000 pounds of milk and is a good
cow; the second gives but 2000 pounds.
For the first you are offered $60, for the
second 340, Twenty dollars looks like
a big difference between two cows.  And
on the surface perhaps it is, But we
must lovk down deep for the facts.

The G000-pound cow at prevailing
prices in many parts of the country
would realize in sale of milk 180 per
year; the 2000-pound cow but $60.
Where is the $20 difference now? Swelled
to £120. No, you cannot afford to sell
your best stock, if you mean to build up
your herd. It is a business suicide to do
s0. Make it a rule to sell only your
poor stock. Keep the best.

No farmer who produces milk and
butter can afford to sell the best.
Make use of the milk record, then, so as
to know positively what cows are prolit-
able and what are not.

Sell off the poor ones and feed the
remaining cows better with that which
would have gone to the unprofitable
ones. The first year's experience will
demonstrate the truth of this suggestion.
I believe if one-half the cows of any
state, the poor half, were sold for beef
or struck by lightning this coming
week, and the remaining balf were to
receive the attention and food that
would have gone to the whole number,
the profit during the coming year would
be greater than that which will result
from the total number, with the unprof-
itable cows included.

The dairyman who produces milk for
butter should go a step farther, and be-
sides keeping a milk record todetermine
the total quantity of milk a cow annual-
1y produces, should also test it with the
Babeock tester to determine its quality.
It will require nearly four gallons of
milk which tests 3 per cent butter fat to
produce one pound of butter; it will
require but a little over 2 gallons of milk
to make a pound of butter when the
milk testsis per cent butter fat. The
live dairyman will know these facts;

clean as can be. Churn often, salt the|
cream and stir well every time a fresh |
Never mix in sweet cream
with that which is ripened just before |
churning, for it is a wastetul process, as
sweet cream requires longer churning
than does that which is properly ripen-
ed. The result is that too much of the
sweel cream will be washed away in the
buttermilk. Always stop churning when
the butter is in small grains like wheat.
The buttermilk can then be washed out
easily, but when gathered in a mass the
buttermilk is shut in and much working
may be required for removing it. Under- |
working and overworking are both bad,
but it requires some judgment to know
just when to stop. The right temper-
ature from start to finish must be main- |
tained and controlled; or the best results
cannot be expected.

he knows how. Fine butter is always
the result of a high degree of skill, and
not every one is willing to give the busi-
pess that degree of attention that isre-
quired for success. This makes it all |
the better for those who are willing to
make the proper effort.—A. W. Cheever,
Dedham, Mass., in Tribune Farmer.

Starting Early Potatoes.

Our standard varieties of potatoes are
all the time changing. Varieties that
were leading market sorts twenty Years
ago are hardly kpown to the younger
generation of farmers to-day. Thus it
was with the Burbank, the White Star
and others. New sorts come to the top,
making it necessary forus to be on the
watch for the better, newer sorts all the
while, and to test many varieties. Usual-
ly seed of the promising new ones is
high for a number of years, yet we must
have them. It behooves us, however, to
make the best use of the high priced
seed, The Freeman, years ago, was
sold the first year at $3 per pound, and
the purchase, by one party, was restrict-
ed 10 three pounds, I believe. For Car-
man No. 3 I paid $10 for the first bushel
1 bought. In such cases I invariably
try to make seed reach as far as possible,
and I have usually resorted to thesprout-
ing method, planting halves of the tu-
bers in a hot-bed, or on the greenhouse
bench, much in the same fashionas
sweet potatoes are planted for “slips.
The sprouts when 4 or 5 inches lo
(from the seed potato) are pulled an
potted off, or planted in boxes or flats
like potato plants, and in due season
planted out.—Practical Farmer.

What Class of Stock Should a
Farmer Raise?

“Did we say raise stpck? Yes, emphat-
ically, yes! If we as’a people wish to
provide forour families; if we care to
leave them a country none the worse by
our having lived in it; if we love and
would retain the greatest temporal gift
God ever gave to man, then retain the
fertility in the corn belt by raising stock
instead of selling the crops off the farm.

| Then since we must keep stock, what

class shall it be? asks P. Clamson in
stockman and Farmer. Not what
kind of stock, but shall it be registered
grade, common or scrub?

Why, any editor will tell you to raise
the best, it is none too good and does
not cost any more to raise after you get
a start than scrubs. But let us see.
Webster says a farmer is one that tends
afarm. And we ask, should one that
tends a farm endeavor to market his
erops through or in registered stock?
Will this pay? Does it as a rule pay?
How many times do we return from our
county fair, or maybe some more favor-
ed from the state fair, promising our-
selves to reform. We look over our
stock and they look so shaggy and rough.
We have said this so often before and
now we will quit lying to ourselves any
longer amd start now.

That exhibitor at the fair seemed so
fair, his stock was far ahead, and he
said he could sell us some he had at
home, same pedigree as these but not
dressed up, for just a little more than
common stock, We purchase. The
stock louks rather serawny for register-
ed stock but the pedigrees are fine. The
It was
all 1 could afford to pay to start with.
They are turned out with the rest, as it
takes too much time to keep them sepa-
rate and there is so much to do. Maybe
a little roughing will develop better
bone. But alas! every day sees our
hopes grow less. The offspring are
feeble and few live. They are runty
and in disgust we neglect our register-
ing, and in fact are glad when the last

. of them is gone to the butchers.

This picture may not be true in all
cases, but it is true oftener than false.
Why? Because the farmer was not
thorough enough. He had worked too
hard to read up on these lines. He had
been too afraid to pay a price to get a
good start, e was pot aware that a
serub pure-bred is the meanest serub on
earth. The fact is, a farmer works too
hard to be up to date on these lines.

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THE STUDENT of

RAHAM WEST'S “John Smith”
has easily won first place
among the numerous romances
from the tencments that have

appeared during the lust three years.
The critics have treated the book better
than others of its class, and its sales
have far surpassed the record of any
rival. Why Las It achieved so great
success? [ am going to answer that
question by telling a story of the au-
thor.

A good many people told me when
the book first appeared that the title
would kill it. Tle title couldn't be
worse, I'll admit. Others said that the
plot was trite. So it is and distressing-
ly simple. A poor man marries within
his caste and then fights his way up
out of it, hwmpercd at every step by a
wife who will neither go with him nor
let him go alun]} The ordinary method
in such cases is to make the wife die
of some picturesque disorder, to the
accompaniment of slow musie, but Gra-
bam West simply wrenches the two
apart and leaves the reader to pity the
woman If he can.

Of course the book can't sell on the
strength of such a story as that. Its
popularity rests, as all agree, upon the
study of the character of John Smith.
The wife is drawn with equal distinet-
ness, but with a cold blooded condem-
nation that shocks a chivalrous reader.
It i3 easy to see that the author's sym-
pathies were entirely with the hus-
band. John Smith lives and breathes.
You cannot help feeling that the au-
thor must have known and loved the
man, must bave painted him just as he
found him, must have watched with
throbbing heart that struggle up the
rugged road of life,

I do not purpose to express nun opin-
fon upon the moral tone of the story or
to estimate its artistic value. I merely
wish to answer those who are saying
that Graham West stands for nothing
but good luck; that he found fame
ready made when he chanced to meet
the man who in the novel Is called
John Smith. Such persons do not know
what character study is or what it
costs. 1 faney they are of the sort that
gpend an evening with a ward de-
tective and pose forever afterward as
experts in eriminology. Graham West
{s different. When he makes up his
mind to study life in a certain locality,
he goes there to live, He was a regular
denizen of the east side of New York
in the days when he was fitting bimself
to write “Jolin Smith,” though Lis in-
come would have perwmitted him to live
on the avenue,

I first met the original of the now
famous character about two years ngo.
West was already deeply interested in
him and was hiding him from most of
the authors whom he knew, us n
schoolboy hides a cake. But he did not
fear we, for e knew that I regurded
the problem of human character as en-
tirely insoluble and the study of it as
absurdly unnecessary to a writer.

Of course the man's name Is not
Smith, but I shall follow my friend's
lead in that matter. West and I dined
together one evening, and then he pllot-
ed me to a saloon where, in a little
back room, we found seats at a table
and were presently joined by Smith.
West's description fits him to the life:

“He was a man Incapable of rest,
elther In body or mind. When he was
seated, he always advanced one foot,
which trembled on the floor as if he
longed to take another step forward.
His right hand quivered with eagerne’s
for the work that It would do. * * *
He had pale yellow bair that started up
in a little, overhanging wave from his
broad and high forebead, a wave that
shook along its curling crest when bhis
thought wus deepest, as If a spirit,
bending above him, breathed upon him.
Such restless energy should have worn
him thin, yet his well molded figure
showed no sign of exhaustion, and his
foce was full in the cheeks, though it
was always pale.”

I could see that Smith regarded his
fnterview with me as of conslderable
importance. I was the first of West's
friends whom be bad met, and he nat-
urally wished to make a good impres-
gion, It is hard for any one to do that
who has to talk about himself most of
the time, but there secmed to be no al-
ternative in this case. He was unde-
niably the principal object of Interest.

I
can't yet make a living by writing, or
at best 1 can't save a penny. [ can’t
leave her, I can't take her away with
me, and to stay here Is ruin. Who
knows how many years I may plod on
before another Inspiration comes to
me? Besides, as I've told Mr. West, [
have a few debts, contracted while I've
been out of work. I won't run away
and leave them unpaid."”

In the face of such a situation I was
powerless to advise. [ never could
guess a riddle or solve a single one of

the problems of existence. One by one
I had given them all up, either on my
own account or another's. However,
when we had parted from Smith in the
small hours of the morning I ventured
to ask why West did not lend Smith
enough money to keep him going while
he gave the invention a trial.

1 tell you he's a great
character, and I must know him
through and through before 1 lose sight
of him. Of course I know him weil
enough now to be sure that he is a man
of remarkable abllity and of the high-
est prineiple, but [ must wait to see
how he will meet the great question
which his nnfortunate marriage has
thrust into his life. Will he make
martyr of himself, or will he burst the
bond that helds him down to slavery *”

“In view of the unusual circum-
stances,” sal:l 1, “would it Le too great
an intrusion If you should go to her and
offer some advice?”

“I've been to see her,” he answereld,
“and it was utterly uscless. She has
that Instinetive vielent distrust which
characterizes the unedueated. Mentally
and morally she is a mere jellytish, hut
it 1s wonderful what a terrible bhurden
such an Inconsiderable creature can be
to the man who marries her.”

Smith had fascinated me scarcely less
than West, and I took advantage of ¢v-
ery opportunity of meeting him. We
three spent Lalf a dozen evenings in
the little back room of the s:ioon dur-
ing the next fortnight. Ou the last of
these occasions, just as we were brenk-
ing up the session, | observed that West
lent Smith 330. It was a considerable
sum, and | feared that Smith woull
pot be able to return it, us he had
agreed to do, on the following Satur
day.

A book of postal instructions recently
issued informs the public of the fact not
perhaps generally known that it is not

allowable to use “multilaied” postage
stamps. A stamp that has been acci-
dentully torn in two is spoiled and may
not legally be placed upon a letter to be

mailed, even though the two parts may
be so well ;lti_jll.\t.l:d that no one can dis-
cover the joining. Such a regulation
wav be good law, though in its iron-
clad application it lacks good busineis
sense to some degree; but if it is enfore-
ed, the goverament should at least use a
quality of paper for its stamps which is
not as likely, with ordinary care, to tear
across the middle of the stamp as though
the periorations. With .ome of the
staups that have bern issued during the
past few yvars, scissors have been
neces ary to cut them apart, if one would
be sure of damaging none of them.

Floral Notes for April.

If you have no hotbed, seeds of an-
nuals, such as asters, phlox, etc., may
be sown in the living-room this month.
If seed-pans are not available, use tin
basins or cigar boxes. Let the soil be
light, mellow and fairly rich. Do not
cover the seed too deep. Wet a blotter,
put over each box, and keep it well
moistened. Do not pour water on the
soil. If it becomes thoroughly dry, put
the box in a panful of water, and re-
move when moisture shows on top. Give
the seedlings a position next the glass,
but be sure to put a thickness of news-
paper behind them when the sun shines
brightest, or the plants may damp off.
ouse plants that are making a good
ﬁmwth should be given fertilizer now;
ut plants that are at a standstill
should not be given rich food, as it
do would more harm than good. Semi-
dormant plants do not need so much
water as those growing actively.

Don't be in too great a hurry to re-
move the covering of leaves from the
tulip and hyacinth beds. Itis a mistake
to expose the tender shoots to sudden
cold snaps. Wait until they are all well
above ground, and have been frosted
once or twice, then the protection may
be removed with safety.

Roses, especially the tea and hybrid-
tea varieties, should not be exposed to
inclement weather much before the mid-
dle of the month, unless the season is
forward. A good way is to remove the
protecting material a little at a time,
keeping it handy, so it may be replaced
if cold weather comes on again. Old
carpet or blankets may also be used if it
seems likely to freeze hard enough to do
harm. The same rule may be applied
to bulb beds and to the shrubs and
vines you protected last fall.

If you have time this spring, construct
a hotbed. Next to a green house, a
hotbed is the most cherished possession
of a wide-awake flower-grower. April
is usually the best month to start seed
in the hotbed. Keep a thermometer in
one corner of the bed, and see that the
temperature does not get above seventy
degrees. Give daily attention to water-
ing, ete,

1f you did not give a mulch of manure
last fall to the peonies, hardy phlox and
like plants, do so now. They will need
it in making new growth. Let all fer-
tilizers be old\and well decayed; fresh
compost is harmful. New flower beds
should be made this month, and old
ones worked over and enriched.

April is a good month to procure
native ferns from the woods. They will
do well in the average dooryard if a
large quantity of the rich, brown leai-
mold is lifted with them and placed
around the roots. They should prefer-
ably be planted in the shade, and will
require no extra attention other than a
thorough watering now and then, In
the fall it is a good plan to put around
them a quantity of rich, decayed stable
compost,

Sweet-pea  seed should be sown as
soon as the ground can be worked.
Usually the earlier they are sown, the
finer they will be. Dig the trench a foot
or ten inches deep, and fill a generous
layer of old manure in the bottom, Over
this fill in fine, mellow soil until it comes
to withina few inches of the top. Sow
the seed quite thick, so they will not fail
w come up well. If too thick, do not
hesitate to thin out to two inches apart
at least. Cover an inch deep, and have
the two rows in the trench about eight
inches apart. Fill in around the young
plantlets as they grow upward, and give
carly support. Wire netting is generally
best to use, although stout beech-
branches are also serviceable. Keep the
blossoms picked off, and see that no seed-
pods ripeu until such time as you care
to save the seed. Generally, however, it
is advisable not to bother with saving
one's own seed.

If you intend to raise cannas, castor-oil
beans and Japanese morning-glories this
year, try soaking the seed for a day or
s0 in lukewarm water. If thisis done
the seed will sprout much easier than
when planted in the usual way. Itisa
good plan to start the seed in the house
in boxes, and thus encourage a strong.
stocky growth. Set them out when
danger from frost is past. The morning
glories should not be set closer together
than two inches, and the soil should be
mellow and light. It need not necessarily
be rich, for morning-glories, as well as
nasturtiums, do not require a rich soil to
do well.

Get the spading-fork, hoe, weeder and
rake in good condition for future work.
All these are indispensable helps to the
successful gardener, and should be well
cared for. And don’t forget the lawn
mower while you are about it.

The usual rule for planting gladioli is
to set them out in corn-planting time;
but if you are anxious to get them start-
ed early, and care to risk it, they may
often be planted the last of April if the
ground is suitable and the weather per-
mits, Dahlia tubers and cannas should
be started in the house in April, and en-
couraged into stocky growth until well
into May.

On warm, sunny days set the house-
plants out on a sheltered porch for an
airing. It will do no harm to also set
out the seed-pans if they are taken in as
soon as it gets chilly. Do not place
them in the direct sunshine at first, and
do not put them out at all until they
have reached some size. As soon as the
weather is warm enough they should be
kept outdoors most of the time, to be-
come acclimated. DPalms, ferns and
ficuses should be watched at this season,
to see that the scale and mealy bug are
doing them no bharm. At the first ap-
pearance of either, apply an insecticide.
Fir-tree-oil soap is the best remedy. See
that the folinge is kept shining and
bright by washing and spraying each
week. Water thoroughly when soil ap-
pears dry.—Woman's Home Companion.

High Tempered Children.

High temper in a small child must be
promptly met by gentle firmness on the
mother's part. Loud outcries must be
hushed at once, not by angry words or
acts, but by grave quietness of speech,
which by mere contrast helps to subdue.
Kicking, stamping the feet, and thrash-
ing the arms may be repressed by physi-
cal force if necessary, but be calm and
do not show anger yourself. Above all,
do not even grant requests or favors that
the child thinks he can gain by having a
tantrum. Let him understand from his
birth that crying or making ‘‘a scene'
will never gain the indulgence, and he
will soon learn to abandon such un-
pleasant tactics. As he grows older and
can be reasoned with he should be taught
to overcome the beginnings of temper
and to struggle against hasty words and
anger.
