The Watering of Livestock.

J. B. R, Irving, N. Y., writes: Please
state when is the proper time to water
stock—before or after feeding grain—
and at what intervals, or does it make
no difference?

Answer: The very best short answer
that I could give to this question is, that
all stock should have water when their
thirst demands it. Some animals, like
some people, require water more fre-
quently than others. Some horses,
when idle, will drink twice the water
that others will when being fed the same
class of food. And so itis with cattle
and sheep. The natural animal as a rule
would first seek its food and then seek
a stream or pool to furnish water to aid
in its emulsification, so that the nutrients
in the food could be taken into the blood
through the lacteals. True, we have
changed the natural animal very much,
yet in the management of them first
principles, or laws which govern diges-
tion, must be kept in view all of the
time.

If we have animals with weak diges-
tion it sometimes is advisable to practice
the watering of them before taking food
into the stomach, and then defer giving
water until some time after—a suflicient-
Iy long time for the food to be partly
digested—or the water will carry it along
the digestive tract too quickly. But
these are the exceptions, not the rule.
Most animals will be fgund wanting drink
soon after eating, and therefore should
have it. Horses should be given wa-
-ter when being used in hot weather every
two or three hours; and when a horse
has been worked or driven all the fore-
noon on a hot day and brought in almost
famished for drink, it is cruelty not to
give him a few swallows before he is fed
hay or grain. Yet many a man is so
afraid of founder that he will not do it,
but ties him in the stable and feeds the
grain, and sits down to his own dinner;
then leads the horse to the trough and
allows him to fill himself with water,
and wonders why the horse has colie. 1
never saw the horse so hot or sweating
so freely that I would not give hima
few swallows of water. [t is needed to
prepare the stomach for food and to
cool down the fevered system. But that
is not saying that 1 would allow
him to fill himself with water. No; not

a bit of it. The facts are, no ironclad
rule can be laid down regarding the
watering of animals.

The cow that is in full flow of milk,
and being kept in a warm barn in win-

ter, will drink water every few hours if
she has access to it.  Yet it is oot always

convenient to have it before her; neither
is it always best, along lines of sanita-

tion. If fed at 7 a. m. and watered at 9

a. m. and fed again at noon, and given

water two hours later, and again after

the night feeding, she will not suffer for

drink. Water dry cows twice a day.

Sheep are the ones that will need water

by them the most of all animals, as they

drink in sips, now and then, more than

other animals: and they need it fully as

much as other animals. The watering

of animals, like a lot of other things, re-

quires more seose in the doing than is

peeded in carrying out a scientific theo-

retical principle.—C. D. Smead, V.S.

Raising More Calves, Pigs and Poul-
try.

The raising of young animals is one of
the most natural adjonets of dairy farm-
ing. In my observation there has been
adecided falling off in this respectin
the Atlantic states Jduring the last twen-
ty-five years. The cows have increased
but the raising of young cows and the
pork crop has decreased. This consti-
tutes one of the distinetive differences
between butter dairying in Wisconsin
and dairving for milk in the east. More
than twice the number of young heifers
are matured to cowhood, and four times
as many pigs are raised in proportion to
the number of cows kept. in my opinion,
as is the case in Massachusetts. The
feeding value of skim milk with us
varies from 27 cents per 100 pounds
when fed to young pigs, at present prices
of pork, live weight, to 35 cents when
fed to likely young grade Jersey, Guern-
sey or Holstein heifer calves. This
makes a handsome addition to the reve-
pue, per cow. Many of the eastern
farmers seem to have lost the art of
raising young stock, It is time it was
taken up again, and in creamery districts
and where private butter making is
carried on, it is just as practicable to do
this east as well as west. With plenty
of fresh skim milk. separated on the
farm by the aid of the farm separator,
and middlings, barley or cornmeal, itis
comparatively easy to make a good protit
on raising young calves to two-year-old
cows, and young pigs to 150-pound pork-
ers, and ponltry galore. ‘The fresh skim
milk unlocks all these possibilities.
The Lighest protit is found in tnrning
all these to market when young. The
pigs especially should not exceed 150
pounds weight, for after that the food
of daily support decreasés the ratio of
profit very rapidly. Then there remains
the importing of increased fertility to
the farm. The old cheese making dis-
tricts of New York show what it means
to send all the milk away from the farm.
The farms there do not raise half the
cow food they once did.—W. D. Hoard
in Prairie Farmer.

Horses Suffer for Water.

Allow me to call attention to a subject
of interest to horse owners—a practice
that, tomy mind, is decidedly wrong.
It relates to the watering of horses.
All dry feeds are absorbents of moisture
—and many of the ailments that the
horse is subject to, even when not show-
ing any definite symptoms, are owing to
the lack of tluid, and especially water.
If the nerves are dessicated from feeding
dry feeds through lack of fluids, then it
is certain that other tissues are suf-
fering from the same cause and the
wheels of the machinery are being clog-
ged by reason of waste matter which is

be | not properly carried away.

Water does a threefold service—it
feeds, it moistens, and carries away the
cinders of the body furnace. For the
want of it the animal is exposed to many
and various dangers. 1 want to empha-
size that the way the majority of peuvple
water their horses, or fail to water
them, is wrong. To illustrate: A farm
team comes from the field at night, ora
road team from the road, or is idle in
the stall. It is the usual practice to
water them before feeding; that is all
right. They drink or do not drink, just
as their systems demand for the time
being; and often they do not need water
until they have been replenished with
feed. The feeder gives them thenight's
feed, sufficient until morning.

‘The owner or driver or feeders con-
sole themselves their horses are well
cared for, not taking into consideration
that it takes feed and water both to make
a healthful digestion. Aftor the horse
has eaten a quantity of the night's feed
go to the stomach of the horse and find
the feed in its dry state, except the
saliva that was used to masticate t; and

Fertilizer for Potatoes.

S0IL CONDITIONS MUST BE THE BEST
GUIDE, BUT NOTHING WILL TAKE THE
PLACE OF TILLAGE.

Where a clover sod is ploughed for
potatoes, or where good manure that
has not been allowed to leach or heat is
applied liberally for farm growing po-
tatoes, an application of commercial
pitrogen is not generally considered
necessary. On the other hand, if the
potatves follow another crop, such as
corn, aud there is no vegetable snbstance
to plough under, and where the growth
of tops cannot be expected to be vigor-
ous, nitrogen will likely be founa a prof-
itable investment. Thus we find that
soil conditions must be our best guide
in determining whether we shall or shall
not invest in expensive nitrogen. But
it has been my experience and observa-
tion that in ordinary farm soils liberal
applications of phosphoric acid and
potash not only insurea guicker, more
vigorous growing crop, but add material-
ly to the yield and character of the tu-

rs.

For my land, where I try to follow as
closely as possible a three year rotat:on
of corn, wheat and clover, or for the
land put in potatoes, wheat, clover, corn
(with crimson clover sowed in the corn
to be plowed down for potatoes), I
have found I get good crops of potatoes
with manure and about 500 pounds per
acre of commercial phosphoric acid and
potash. This I secure by mixing 1,600

pounds of muriate of potash. 1f Ifelt I
needed bought nitrogen to insure a good
crop, 1 would add 300 pounds of nitrate
of soda to the mixture, and put half my
application in the row at time of plant-
ing, and the other half broadcast, just
as the first shoots were coming through
the ground, to be worked into the sur-
face by subsequent cultivation.

[ have noticed an inclination on the
part of many farmers who use com-
mercial manures too freely, but mnot
wisely, to shift on to the fertilizer a
lirge part of the responsibility for the
crop. Plonghing and cultivation are
often carelessly done and the crop after
planting is often neglected, with the ex-
pectation of the fertilizer making the
crop. Thisis a great mistake, for the
frequent stirring of the soil isno more
beneficial to crop growing than it is an
aid to securing the best results from the
commercial manure, The use of these
expensive manures is sure to carry more
or less disappointment, if, by reason of
their use, there is any relaxation in_the
operations of thorough tillage. They
must never be regarded as anything but
helpers.—Tribune Farmer.

Sod or Cultivation for the Orchard.

In horticultural journals and at fruit
conventions much bas been said the past
winter about the comparative advao-
tages of orchards in sod or under cluti-
vation. As an example of success with
the sod method of treatment the experi-
ence of Mr. G. G. Hitchings of New
York state has often been referred to.
At the recent meeting of the Mas-
sachusetts fruit growers at Worcester,
Mr. Hitchings was secured as vne of the
speakers. His lecture was in part as
follows:

“The mulch or sod me! hod that T prac-
tice dlffers very radically from the sod
method as usnally understood, and many
have drawn wrong conclusions from this
fact. In selecting a site for an orchard,
¢lhoose one with a northern exposure, if
possible, for the moisture will not evap-
orate so rapidly in summer, and the
changes in winter from cold to warmth
will not be extreme,

New ground recently eleared of timber
is best. 1f this is not available, choose
a soil that is well filled with humus. If
not already filled, make it so by using
stable manure, or establishing a good
sod. In selecting varieties choose those |
that do well in your locality, for the
same variety will vary in different places.
As to method of caring for the young
orchard. after filling the soil with hu-
mus endeavor to accumulate more while
trees are growing, and or be economical
in using that already supplied. The
point aimed at is to have the soil when the
trees come into bearing in thatsponge-
like consistency from abundance of hu-
mus, that is su_beneficial ip the produe-
tion of choice fruit. Many advise culti-
vation, but cultivation is a burning-out
process that destroys your accumulated
humus very rapidly. Itentails an extraor-
dinary expense in labor, fertilizer and in
sowing clovercrops to restore or keep up
the supply of needed vegetable mould.
Now this new or mulch method aims
to supply the needed humus by establish-
ing a good sod of clover. Blue grass
and orchard-grass, which is mowed each
year in July and August, are best. Sur-
face this with the aftermath, and the
aunual crop of leaves which is held by
the sod makes more than a sufficient
supply of vegetable matter for the best
resultsin fruits, and does it ata very
moderate cost. But little pruning was
done, but thorough spraying was prac-
ticed, also careful grading and packing
of the fruit. The specimens shown by
Mr. Hitchings were acknowledged to bo
of fine appearance and high quality.”—
Maine Farmer.

While at South Paris last week we took
advantage of the opportunity to run up
to Mountain View Farm and look over
the stock of horses to be found there, in
charge of T. A. Witmore, an experienced
trainer and driver whom Mr. Howland
has been fortunate enough to sceure to
handle his string.

Mr. Witmore has been looking over suie
of his get in that vicinity, and will ad-
vise their purchase in the near future.
He will train American Law a little later
in the season, and says that he hasalready
shown him a, 30 gait in the road cart.
He is also handlini the mare Viola
Wilkes, and is much pleased with the
progress he is making with her. The crop
of American Law yearlings at the farm
are a great credit to theirsire as well as
their dam. At another time when we
can lave a better opportunify to look
over the many good things that Mr. Wit-
more has in hand we shall take pleasure
in giving our readers a detailed descrip-
tion of some of the best of them. Out-
side of the horses the farm stock uunder
the superintendency of Mr. Andrews,
who came to the farm late last fall, is
all looking finely. Mr? Andrews is sow-
ing and planting a very wide area this
season, and will surely have something
to feed the critters on when harvest
time arrives. Mr. Andrewsisa practi-
cal farm superindént, who always had
thina‘:ooklng about right, and when he
has been at Mountain View ’ong envugh
to got things straightened round every-
thing thereabout will shine, or he won't
be there.—Turf, Farm and Home.

Law Court Decision.

INSURANCE COMPAXY OF
AWARDED TO DE-

MELCHER V5.
PEXNSYLVANIA

FENDANT.

A rescript was last week handed down
in the case of Richmond L. Melcher of
Andover vs. The Insurance Company of
Pennsylvania, which was reported to the
law court on gquestions of law. The full
text of the rescript follows:

The compromise of a doubtful claim is
sufticient and valid consideration for a
promise to pay money for the settlement
of such claim, and it is immaterial upon
which side the right ultimately proves
to be.

But in order for such a compromise to
constitute a suflicient consideration for
the promise to pay, it is necessary that
the parties should at least have supposed
at the time of the compromise, that the
validity of the claim made was doubtful,
either because of question as to what
facts might be susceptible of proof or
of a doubt as to the rules of law :l|}1r:':v
cable thereto. The claim must be one
that is made in good faith, with a belief
by the claimant that there
chance its snccessful enforcement,
The surrender of a mere groundless
claim, which is known by both parties
unenforcible, is not a sufficient

One Baker was insured by the defend-

ant company against loss by fire upon
a idwe wuse then owned by him.
The } contained a provision to the
effect it should become void if the

property insured be conveyed w ithont
the assent in writing of the in surer.
Subsequently, Baker conveved the real
estate to his wife who mortgaged it to
the plaintiff. The insurance policy was
never assigned to the grantee and no no-
tice was given to the insurance company
or its agent of the convevance to the wife
or of the mortgage by the latter to the
plaintiff. Still later, but during the
time covered by the policy, the dwelling
house was entirely destroyed by fire.

It is clear from the foregoing state-
ment that the policy of insurance, so far
as it covered the dwelling house, had be-
come void prior to the loss by the con-
veyance of the property without the
knowledge or consent of the insurer and
without the assignment of the policy.

But this action by the mortgagee is
not brought upon the contract of in-
surance but upon a promise alleged to
have been madde by the insurance com-
pany to pay the plaintiff the sum of $400
for the purpose of r.unprnn:isiu: his
claim against the company. It appears
that in the course of considerable cor-
respondence between the plaintiff and
the agent of the defendant, the latter,
although all the time denying the liabil-
ity of the company expressed a desire to
bring about a settlement of the loss, and
that he finally wrote the plaintiff offer-
ing, in behalf of the company, to pay
the actual cash value of the buildings at
the time of the loss, estimated to be S400.
This offer was later accepted but was
subsequently withdrawn by the com-
pany. The action isto recover upon
this promise.

Upon the undisputed facts, the case
coming to the law court upon report, it
is considered by the court that the offer
relied npon was not made for the pur-
pose of compromising a doubtful elaim.
That it can notbe believed that the
plaintif would have commenced any
action against the company upou the
contract of insurance if the offer had not
been made. Nor that the company
could have supposed in making this
offer, that it was attempting to settle a
doubtful claim. That the company and
its agent must have known that no claim
could be enforced against it, and that
there was no danger of its being involved
in litigation. 'That there is no sugges-
tion inany of the correspondence that
this was an offer of compromise. but
that the whole correspoundence shows
that the agent was endeavoring to get
the company to pay the loss, notwith-
standing there was no liability, and that
the offer made by the company was not
to pay a sum of money for the sake of
settling a claim about which there was
any question or doubt, but to pay the
full cash value of the property destroyed
according to its estimate of such value.

For these reasons the case does not
come within the limitation of the rule
above stated, that the parties must at
least have believed that there was some
doubt as to the validity of the claim and
the action can not be maintained because
there was no consideration for the prom-
ise sued.

Bishop Fallowsof Chicago says that
“Three-fourths of the marviages of to-
day are the outcome of introductions at
church socials.”” This will bea great
surprise to the managers of church
socials in general, who have never known
that half the people could even be induc-
ed to attend church socials, to say noth-
ing of tumbling into matrimony there.

Governor Pennypacker of Penvsylva-
nia did what was in one aspect a coura-
geous thing when he signed what is
variously termed the *“‘anti-cartoon bill”
and “‘press gag law,” but he utterly mis-
calculated the temper of the Pennsyl-
vania newspapers when hedid it. Hard-
ly a paper in the state pays any regard
to the law except to make fun of it and
its sponsors, and the governor is made
the butt of most of the ridicule. The
governor, if heis at all thin skinned,

ts out of it by asserting that he is so

usy he “has no time to look at the pa-
pers.”

Three Chicago ministers served as
arbitrators in a recent strike at the
stock yards, and put in a bill for $1000
each for their services. The labor union
which was respousible for the payment
promptly cut the bill down to 30 cents
an hour, and paid the arbitrators $14.40
each. While the original amount was
excessive, the action of the union is
equally unreasonable, The principle in-
voked, if carried to its logical conclu-
sion, would reduce all compensation for
labor or other services rendered to ome
lovel, without regard to the skill requir-
ed or the local conditions. The labor
unions would better be careful about get-
ting their fingers into that crack.

Omelets and Other Egg Daintles.
Not one woman in a thonsand knows
how to make an omelet. She may think
she d but the result is too often, alas!
of being the light and airy

nothing that is served in France—a sort
of solidified fried custard. All of which
is wrong and comes from not knowing
exactly how to do it. If
following recipes yon ought to turn out
an omelet that will make the family sit
up and smile when they see the®reakfast

table.

PLAIN OMELET,

Take six eggs well beaten. Add a
dessertspoonful of cold water, this will
render the omelet light. Put a piece of
butter half the size of an egg in your
pan, and heat well, then turn the eggs
into the pan and cook gently for a minute
or two; be careful not to have a very
hot fire. A good omelet should not be
cooked solid; the centre part should be
almost liquid; stir until the mixture
looks lumpy, then cease, but shake the
pan to prevent the omelet from sticking
or burning. Fold it over, and slide on a
very hot dish, the underneath parton
the pan, being the top on the dish.

OMELET OF FINE HERBS.

Prepare as above, but add a teaspoon-
ful of finely chopped parsley and a small
onion also chopped.

EGG CUTLET. B

Cook four eggsalong time to make
sure they are mealy. Chill them in cold
water, and remove the shells. Melt two
tablespoonfuls of butter in a sucepan;
when hot, stir in four tablespoonfuls of
flour and stir until smooth, then add
gradually one and one-half cupfuls of
milk and stir until thick. Season with
salt, pepper and onion juice. Add the
eggs coarsely chopped and alittle minced
parsley and set aside to cool. When
cold mould into cutlets, flouring the
hands. Rub in egg and bread crumbs
and fry in hot fat.

CAPE TOWN OMELET.

Four eggs well beaten; soak a slicetof
stale white bread in half a pint of milk
and mash to pulp, and mix with the
eggs, add pepperand salt, Fry in butter;
serve hot.

MUSHROOM OMELET.

Wash and clean one-half pound of
mushrooms, cutin pieces and fry gently
in a little butter for ten minutes; when
cool add to a mixture of four or five well
beaten eggs, a little salt and pepper.
Cook as you would a plain omelet.

Every one knows that minced him is
very good added to an omelet; so also is
chopped lamb with a sprig of parsley
minced fine. These make excellent
breakfast dishes. Almost any kind of
vegetable can be chopped and added to
the eggs, if one so desires. Cooked
spinach is very nice when placed, a
couple of large spoonfuls in the centre of
a plain omelet just before you double it
over,

Some cooks find that adding boiling
water instead of milk makes an omelet
more tender.

A very good rule to follow in regard
to the size of your omelet, is to allow
one egg and one tablespoon of hot water
to each person; it is easier though, to
have a light and fluffy omelet if you do
not exceed four or five eggs; better
make two small ones, rather than one
large. Separate the yolks and whites,
beating separately. Mix them just be-
fore putting in the pan. Always use
butter for frying, about a tablespoonful.
Fold theyomelet over whileit is still
fluffy and creamy, before it becomes set-
tled. It should not take more than three
minutes to cook.

POTATO XNESTS.

Take a cupful of cooked rice, two
chopped olives and the beaten yolk of an
egg. Season with salt, pepper, and a lit-
tle olive oil or melted butter. Form into
the shape and size of a pigeon's egg, dip
into batter and fry a pale brown. Cut
from large potatoes a quantity of long,
thin strips, and build the framework of
a nest with these inside a wire frying-
basket; then drop the basket into hot
lard and fry. It will help keep the shape
intact if each potato “‘twig" is touched
with beaten egg wherever it overlaps
another twig. When fried, the baskets
will retain their form all right. Fill
iwith the savoury eggs, and serve very
hot.

PARISTAN EGGS.

ﬁutter some cups and sprinkle them
inside with chopped parsley. Break an
egg into each, dust with salt qnd peprer
and stand the cups in hot water; cook-
ing them in the oven until the eggs are
set quite firm. Turn out on a dish and
pour around them a sauce made from
tomatoes rubbed through a sieve, thick-
ened slightly and flavored with mush-
room catsup.

BAKED HAM OMELET.

Six eggs, one scant cupful of milk, one
even teaspoonful of corn starch, one cup-
ful of cold boiled bam, chopped very
fine. Beat the whites and the yolks of
the eﬁgu separately. Beat them lightly
together without mixing thoroughly.
Add the milk in which the corn starch
has been dissolved, and last of all stir the
minced bam in very quickly. Pour into
a buttered pudding dish and bake im-
mediately in a hot, steady oven for fif-
teen minutes. Should it brown too
rapidly, cover until the omelet is fairly
set. Do not let it stand after it leaves
the oven as it will fall and become
heavy. It will require a little longer
for cooking than one made without
meat.

A SWEET OMELET.

A sweet omelet is very desirable for a
uncheon dessert or a home dinner and
is made in the first place exactly like a
plain omelet and in the fold you place
some jam or jelly and dust the whole
with powdered sugar. An orange ome-
let is very delicate. Place between the
folds some slices of fine ripe orange, and
aﬁgnr well; garnish the dish with orange
slices.

OMELETTE AU CELERI.

In plain English celery omelet is a
very dainty and palatable dish, Take
two eggs and beat the yolks until light
and thick, then add two tablespoonfuls
of milk, two tablespoonfuls of chopped
celery and season with salt and pepper
to taste. Beat up the whites very stiff
and stir them very slightly into the
mixture. Cook in a hot Euttmd omelet
pan till brown on one side, then place in
the oven until the top is dry and fold
over and serve.

OYSTER OMELET.

Take five large oysters and place them
in a pan over the fire and heat them until
the juice flows. Drain this carefully off
and cut each oyster into small pieces.
Season to taste with salt and a J)nah of
cayenne pepper. Now take one scant
teaspoonful of flour and cook in one
tablespoonful of butter and add to the
oyster juice. Stir this into the well-
beaten yolks of three eggs, then add the
oysters. Beat the whites of the eggs
until very stif and add. Cookin an
omelet pan and when brown underneath
fold over and serve,—McCall's Magazine.

CHURCHES OF MEXICO,

They Are Grent Curiosities From am

Archit P
From an architectural standpoint the
churches of Mexico are the most won-
derful churches in the world. Archi-
tects from all over the world have
been astonished and puzzled by the
miracles in stone, There are great
arches and domes composed entirely
of small pleces of stone cemented to-
gether. According to all the rules of
construction, these arches and domes
could not have been built in the first
place, and in the second would not bold
together for » minute, yet they are
there and are as solid as though ballt
of steel.

It remained for an assayer from
Denver who had settled in northern
Mexico to solve the mystery. He cultl-
vated the friendship of a priest and
persuaded him to aid in his investiga-
tions. Together they went through the
musty records stored in the church
vauMs, which run back for two or
three centuries, and there they found
what appears to be a truthful and
very plausible explanation of the won-
derful feats of architecture.

It was recorded that when one tler
of stone was lald about the base of the
building earth was carried and heaped
up to we level of the highest stones;
another tier was then added and more
earth piled up on each side of it. This
process was repeated until the dome
and arclies were reached. Then the
earth was rounded off to the desired
shape and the stone cemented together
on the surface of the ground. When
sufficient time had elapsed for the mor-
tar to set and become as hard as the
stone itself, the workmen dug out the
dirt from the church, and it was ready
for the finishing touches.

HE “NAMEDY NAMES.”

A Correspondent Who Violated the
German Journalistie Code.

The American newspaper thinks it
essential to make clear the source of
important statements. An interview
with a nameless statesman whose
identity cunnot even be guessed from
the context is put down in American
newspaper parlance as “a fake.” But
the-opposite method is the method in
the continental countries of Europe.
There it 18 an unpardonable offense to
name your informant.

This knowledge I purchased at rath-
er an inconvenient price when I had
been but three months in Berlin as cor-
respondent of the American Assoclated
Press. It was in the early autumn of
1804. Blsmarck's successor In the un-
safe chair of the imperial chancellor.
General Count Caprivi, had resigned
early in the evening after a stormy
meeting with the kaiser. At 10 o'clock
that night Caprivi accorded me an in-
terview. He did not request that his
pame be withheld. In my ignorance
I quoted kim In my cablegram that
night. His talk to me had been brief,
but to the point. He had told me of
the causes that had led to his loss of
favor with the kaiser and to his retire-
ment.

But I had unwittingly violated one
of the first principles in the code of
German journalistic ethles, And I
reaped a whirlwind of abuse for it
“That news is bogus—must be bogus,
you know,” sald the German newspa-
pers and their correspondents, “for,
don’t you see, he has quoted Caprivi.”

For years the reputation thus earned
made my work doubly hard. When-
ever I happened Into one of the de-
partments a whisper ran round, “That
{s the man who names names!” I
never quite got over this during my
long stay in Berlin.—Wolf von Schier-
brand In World’s Work.

THE BABY OYSTER.

Ita Habits In Its Home on the Floor
of the Deep.

The oyster is most interesting during
babyhood, says Charles Frederick
Stansbury In Outing.

Lying thus upon the floor of the
deep, the young oyster begins to grow,
and In doing so invariably points his
little “bill” heavenward, an attitude
that he maintains throughout life if
undisturbed. As he grows older his
shell is often used by the flora of the
gea as an anchorage, and thus he is apt
to be found enveloped in the follage of
the curlous oyster sponge, coraline, red
and green sea lettuce and other quaint
species of alge and sea grasses. The
dogwinkle, too, and his cousin, the per-
fwinkle, are very fond of attaching
their eggs to the shell of the oyster.
