Feeding in Summer Drought. 
The necessity of maintaining a normal 

How of milk during a summer drought 
will be conceded by all who feed for prof- 
it. In complete soiling the Wisconsin 
station shows that one aero of soiling 
crops equals two and one-half acres of 

good bluegrass pasture for feeding dairy 
cows. Partial soiling is an economy ' 

that no dairy farmer should neglect. 
Supposing tho drought to come about 
theSfôth of June, your first substitute 
will be red clover, if you have it. Don't 
use rye; it will taint the milk. If clover 
is not ou hand, sow Canada peas and 

oats, each one and a half bushels per 
acre. For a succession 10 or 20 days 
later sow again. If the season proves 
wet, your tirst sowing will be a failure, 
as far as the pea.s are concerned, for they 
will lodge and rot off. When cured be- 

fore ripe enough to shell this makes ex- 

cellent winter feed, being rich in protein. 
Millet, sown one bushel to the acre about 
the middle of May, will be ready to 

succeed the peas aud oats in 00 days. 
Hy this time King Corn has elevated bis 

banner and should be given right of way. 
Λ plat of some of the early varieties of 

sweet corn, followed by another of Stow- 

βΙΓβ Evergreen, will carry you through 
until the held corn is right, and no waste 

land, for every one of the above mention- 

ed makes good winter feed when cured 
in the proper condition. The silo is said 
to be the panacea for dry spells, but as 

I cannot speak from experience, "silence 
is golden." Hoping that the star of 

alfalfa will soon rise east of the Mis- 

sissippi, meanwhile experimenting a 

little in that direction, we mainly rely 
on the method above set forth. Use 

brains. They are as necessary as feed. 
Weed out. Don't feed a cow that only 
returns seventy-tive cents for a dollar's 
worth of rations. In your selections 

for mating in your herd, bo an artist. 
Produce your ideal, and fnture genera- 
tions will bless you for any progress 
made.—Farmers' Review. 

No experiment station can make a fair 

and reliable comparison between the 

genera] purpose cow and the special 
dairy cow covering a brief period of time 

only. It is what a herd of general pur- 

pose animals will do for their owner 

through a series of years, that proves 
their value. It is the income from a 

herd in the form of calves, growth, ani- 

mals sold, milk, meat—all combined, 
that gives value to the general purpose 
herd. No limited experiment can meas- 

ure the value of these several parts of 

one common whole in a short time.—

The Dignity of Farm Labor. 

The Bishop of Shrwsbury, preaching 
at a harvest festival in his diocese, made 
some interesting remarks concerning 
labor on the land. He said it was im- 
possible to be unaware of the fact that 
there was a growing distaste for this; 
that the lot of the agricultural laborer 
was ill thought of, even looked down 
upon; that there was an unwillingness 
on the part of the lads who had stayed 
longest at school and profited by the 
good education that was now given to 

go to farm work, as though it was a call- 
ing beneath them, and they were fitted 
for something better—for employment 
iu towns, in some of the arts and crafts, 
the manufactures and business which 
found their home in them. He desired 
that night, in opposition to that view, to 

uphold what he did not hesitate to call 
the dignity of the work of the cultivation 
of the soil. Certainly it was the oldest 
of all industries, appointed by God Him- 
self for man. Before man fell, in the 

days of his innocence, they read "that 
God took the man whom He had made," 
and put him in the Gardon of Eden, "to 
dress it and to keep it." And after the 
fall the necessity was still laid upon man 

to cultivate the soil as the condition of 
obtaining from it his daily bread; though 
as part of the penalty of sin, it should 
be with difficulty, and with effort, aud 
in the sweat of his brow, such as he 
did not experience before, for the earth 
shared the curse which man's obdience 

brought upon him, and, left untilled, 
it would bring forth thorns and thistles 
and worthless weeds. Butas husbandry 
and labor in the fields was the oldest in- 

dustry, so it was the most necessary and 
universal, for man and beast aliko were 

dependent upon it for existence. And 

though all that the earth produced was 

(îod's gracious gift, he gave it as the 
result of man's careful toilsome labor. 
And so it followed that there was no in- 

dustry to be compared to it for the num- 

ber it employed, nor was failure in any 
branch of industry, or in all put together 
to be compared for a moment to the loss 
which would be inflicted on the world, 
if, through the abandonment of labor on 

the land, it was permitted to go out of 
cultivation and the supply of food was 

to cease. 
Those who did not know, continued 

the bishop, because they did not think, 
were apt to imagine that there was no 

skill in agricultural labor, whereas the 
fact was that an experienced laborer 
who was ready for any and every kind of 
work that a farm demanded, needed, 
and indeed possessed, an intelligence 
more keen and varied than many classes 
of mechanics, who, through the sub- 
division of the work which prevailed in 

every kind of manufacture, were engag- 
ed «lay after day on a single piece of 

production or construction .only, and 
were not required to go beyond it. He 
asked them to take that thought with 

them, that they might recognize the 

dignity of labor in the fields, that thoy 
were preparing the way for God Himself 
to work. Therefore, he would say to 

the lads and younger men, do not think 

meanly of farm labor, as though they 
were too good for it; but believe that it 
offered to them an employment in which 
their powers of body, and mind, too, 
might be healthily developed, and they 
might help to perpetuate for their 
fatherland a vigorous, brave and inde- 

pendent race. 
He was not insensible of what the 

drawbacks to farm work and life in 

villages were, and in particular he could 
wish that the cottages in which thoy 
lived were more commodious and more 

conducive to health and morals. But 
as he knew something of town life, he 
could not assure them that if they mi- 

grated to towns they would find improve- 
ment, while at the same time they would 

pay more for their accommodation, and 
lose many of the advantages which they 
possessed in the country and which went 
far to make up for tho difference in their 

earnings. He hoped no one piesent 
would think that what he had said was 

unfitted to the occasion, for, feeling 
that the subject touched very deeply 
their daily life, he thought it not un- 

worth of being dealt with by a preacher. 
—Mark Lane Express. 

The Value of Fertilizers. 

One value of soluble commercial fer- 

tilizer, and one that is not usually under- 
stood and appreciated by the farmer, is 

its influence upon the nitrifying bacteria 
of the soil. These microscopic organ- 
isms that have for their function the 

beaking down of the organic matter of 

the soil in order that they may live, and 
which makes this matter soluble and in 

proper condition for food for growing 
plants, cannot live unless a certain 
amount of soluble plant food existe in 

the soil. For instance, these organisms 
cannot live unless the soil contains solu- 
ble phosphoric acid. Now in some in- 

stances a small application of fertilizer 
is simply the making of the crop. Say 
200 lbs. of fertilizer per acre will make 
a difference of a crop or no crop. I havo 

seen a strip the width of a drill left un- 

fertilized and there was not enough 
wheat to pay for the harvesting, while 
in the next drill mark the wheat was a 

good crop. Certainly the 200 lbs. of 

fertilizer did not supply all the necessary 
food for this difference in crop. It was 

the effect the fertilizer had on the soil 
other than the extra supply of plant 
food that must be given credit for some 

of it. Undoubtedly this application of 
soluble fertilizer gave the nitrifying 
bacteria of the soil food to get a start on 

and they in turn, by breaking down the 
insoluble food existing in the soil, fur- 
nished soluble plant food for the grow- 

ing crop of wheat. And this is not all. 
The effect of this is not lost in one crop 
or in one season. These organisms go 
on freeing the insoluble plant food in 
the soil and permanently improve the 
land. There is a change from a com- 

paratively lifeless soil to a living soil. 
This condition might be brought about 

in another way, but the cheapest and 
quickest way will be to give an applica- 
tion of commercial fertilizer. Otherwise 
this insoluble plant food may remain 

practically locked up for years. 

Potato Culture. 

Ata recent institute Professor Brooks 
pointed out that almost all of the varie- 
ties of potatoes which have been intro- 
duced within the past dozen years have 
been subjected to careful trials in the 

experiment station. In every trial the 
old standard varieties, Beauty of Hebron 
and Early Rose, have been iucluded; and 
while occasionally some of the newer 

varieties have exceeded these in produc- 
tiveness, both of these have always been 
found close to the head, and last year 
among some forty varieties the Beauty 
of Hebron gave the largest yield of all. 
Professor Brooke said that more appar- 
ently depends upon securing seed of 

good quality which lias been well kept 
than on the name it chances to bear. 
In Amherst, Beauty of Hebron seed 
raised in northern Maine gives superior 
results to that of home production. The 
increase in yield and earlinees is more 

than sufficient to cover the extra cost of 

the northern seed. 
It is important to preventscab. Soak- 

ing the seed for an hour and a half in a 

solution of corrosive sublimate at the 
rate of two ounces to 15 gallons of water, 
or formalin at the rate of eight fluid 
ounces to 15 gallons of water, has been 
found effective. The seed should be 
soaked before cuttlng.-^-New England 
Farmer. 

Avoid coarse and raw stable manure, 

particularly if it is suspected of harbor- 

ing bad company. Commercial fertilis- 
ers may be used for a time on foul land. 

Practice frequent tillage with light sur- 

face working tools throughout the sea- 

son. This is hard on weeds and does the 
crop good.

1res. Nearly all the way after passing 
he cleared lands in Byron, to Bemis, the 

Ireadful work of devastation is seen. 

At Bemis but little is left except the j 
ustic railroad station, round house, j 
ûummings' mill and Capt. Barker's 
samps and steamers, aad one or two 

ottages. Above Bemis the fires have 
ixtended nearly up to the steamer land- 

ng at South Rangeley. From this latter 
tation to Oquossuc the forest growth 
is yet has not been materially injured 
>y fires. But if fires shonld spring up 
îere and gain control under a brisk 
loutherly wind, the big hotels at Ilaines 

Landing and Mountain View would be 

η imminent danger, as the woods extend 
:lose to each place. The lakes and eur- 

•ounding country were enveloped in a 

lense smoke. 
At Oquossuc, a little settlement has 

sprung up in the woods about the sta- 

:ion where two years ago nothing but 
forest was seen. At South Range- 
ley the Rangeley Lakes Steamboat Co. 
aas put on a line of steamers to and 
from Rangeley village, making tho trip 
to tho famed mammoth Rangeley Lakes 
ilotel in about a half hour, and affording 
ι delightful view of the most lovely 
lake in the chain of lakes known as tho 

Rangeleys. These steamers make close 
sonnection with passenger trains of the 
R. F. & R. L. line, but do not connect 
it Oquossuc. 

Owing to the dense smoke there was 

Dot the amount of fishing going on that 
will be seen when clear weather sets in. 
The crowd of summer visitors are begin- 
ning to arrive, and soon the big hotels 
and camps will be filled, as an unusual 
number of guests are registered for tho 
summer season. 

A party of fishermen from West Sum- 
ner started for the lakes on Monday the 
8th inst. Later, "after the clouds roll 
by" your correspondent proposes to 
make his fifth annual tour of the lakes, 
for notes and observations. 

It seems to be generally understood 
though no positive announcement of the 
fact has yet been made that the Bangor 
and Aroostook Railroad will next season 

undertake another big feat of railroad 
building and will attempt to construct a 

branch of its already big system straight 
into the heart of the forest. The road 
said to be planned is an extension of the 
Katahdin Iron Works branch north in 
an almost direct line to Chesuncook lake 
and eventually perhaps to Chamberlain. 
The route proposed is through the very 
deepest of the deep woods and except 
perhaps at Roach Pond will not even 

cross a piece of cleared land. The Katah- j 
din Iron Works branch of the Bangor 
and Aroostook extends from Brownville 
to the Katahdin Iron Works, a distance 1 

of about 14 miles. It was built about 
20 years ago for the purpoee of hauling 
pig iron then being smelted there out to 
connect with the old Bangor and Piscata- 

quis at Milo. The building of the line 
was about the last desperate attempt to 

make iron mining at this point profitable. 
The road fell finally into the hands of 
the Bangor and Piscataquis and when 
that road was purchased by the Bangor 
and Aroostook, the Katahdin Iron Works 
branch went along with it. Before this, 
however, the iron mines had been 
abandoned. The present plan is, it is 

said, for the road to go up the south side 
of Silver Lake and through a notch in 
the Ebemee range of mountains to or 

nearby the Ropch Ponds, and from there 
pre.ty nearly straight north to Chesun- 
cook. The length of the road will bo 
about 50 miles and through the mount- 
ains some pretty difficult building will 
be encountered, but once there it will be 
smoother sailing. 

Here and There. 

It may bo well to note that the laws of 
the state make it a misdemeanor to 
kindle a fire on land not your own, 
punishable by a ten-dollar fine in any 
ovent, and by a largor fine if damage is 
done. Somo young men from Lewiston 
found this out a short time since, when, 
on a Sunday picnic in Brunswick, they 
built a fire, not only without the con- 

sent of the land owner, but against his 

protest. Complaint was promptly made, 
ard they were fined ten dollars and 
costs each. The fine was remitted on 

payment of costs, as the prosecution was 

instituted only for its exemplary effect. 
The state laws designed for the preven- 
tion of fires are pretty strict. 

After all the floods and tempests 
which the West and South have been 
having while New England was burning 
up, it does not appear that any of that 
surplus weather moved up this way, 
after all. The rain of Friday, which 
gave us the first satisfactory wetting 
down we have had for two months, was

heap near by, and carried it around to 
the front porch. When the mother came 

to see what they were doing, half an 

hour later, the cleanly scrubbed front : 

porch was dotted with little ash heaps, j 
Mabel received a whipping because she 
ought to have known better, and tho 
children were sent to "play" in the back 
yard where the mother could watch 
them. 

Scenes of this kind were onacted a 

score of times through the day, and tho 

weary mother wondered why her chil- 
dren were always getting,into mischief, 
and why they could not play like other 
children. Are there not many mothers 
like her? They fail to recognize that the 
little ones do not know how to play; tho 
more command "Go out and play" con- 

veys nothing to thom. Mothers need 
to be childron with their children. Show 
them how to make a play-house, and 
how to play keep house; let them make 
mud pies and cakes. Memory recalls 
the delicious looking pies, cookies, and 
cakes, frosted with red and white brick- 
dust, which wo children used to mako! 

"Ob, I don't like to have my children 
play with mud and water," exclaimed 
Mrs. Prim, "they got so dirty." Do 

they? Then tcach tlieni to be noat house- 
keepers. Ask them if they ever saw 

their mother with flour and milk daubed 
all over her dress. A child will readily 
see the justice of being deprived of his 

play if he does not keep himself reason- 

ably neat. 
On my childhood playground we had 

a store, a bakery, a hotel, a livery, a 

blacksmith shop, in short, all the trades- 
men of tho village were roprosontod in a 

small way. To be sure, all those busi- 
ness places did not have proprietors, but 
then wo imagined that they did. "Chil- 
dren live in a world of imagination and 
feeling. They invest the most insigni- 
ficant object with any form they please, 
and see in it whatever they wish to see!" 
When our imagination failed, we went to 

grandma or Aunt Libby for inspiration, 
and we were never disappointed. 

A peep into our store might be a help 
to some mother. The various articles, 
which wo kept stored in shoe boxes 
when not in use, were all pictures cut 
from old catalogues and pasted on paste- 
board. (This furnished us employment 
on rainy days.) We had a great supply 
of toy money, which we made by hold- 
ing paper firmly over the coins and rub- 

bing briskly with a blunt lead pencil. 
For sugar we had a small keg of fine 
sand. Another keg held a supply of 
soft water, which did duty for vinegar. 
We had kegs of pickles and apples, and 
our garden stuff supply camo from our 
own garden. Brick dust, fine sand, 
gravel, red clay, and their mixtures 
answered for a multitude of things. Wo 
besieged the kitchen for wrapping paper, 
bags, cord, etc., and Aunt Libby made 
us happy by presenting us with a small 

pair of scales. We made great effort to 
mark our goods correctly, and to adver- 
tise our wares properly. When too cold 
to play outdoors, we moved our village 
to an unused room over tho kitchen. Of 
course, tliero were times when all em- 

ployment in our village failed to ainuso 

us, then wo went to "pastures new." 
Mothers, try this plan for your little 

ones. If they cannot carry out tho "vil- 

lage plan," at least, they may represent 
some one of the occupations. Devote a 

half hour of your time each day in teach- 
ing them to play. You can do this 
much easier than to spend your timo in 
scolding and worrying. Of course, as 

we have before mentioned, there will be 
times wlion the village will fail to inter- 
est, then you must tax your ingenuity 
for other employment. 

Got some old" books and a bottle of 
mucilage, allow tho children to paste in 

pictures taken from old catalogues. 
Get them a box of paints, and show 
them how to color the pictures. Color- 
ed pencils will also amuse them. Boxes 
of perforated drawing cards aro nice and 
they arc quite inexpensive. If the 
mother is fortunate enough to be able to 
draw, she can make pictures of easy out- 
line on stiff manila paper. The children 
inay sew these with bright colored 
threads. Sewing cards may be purchased 
at small cost. 

In a catalogue 01 Kindergarten sup- 
plies the mother will find many things 
listed which will be almost invaluable to 
her in entertaining the little ones. One 
collection deserves especial mention. It 
is called "Gems from the Kindergarten." 
It contains drawing cards, sewing cards, 
awl, pad and paper to make more sew- 

ing cards, thread, colored paper with 
designs for weaving, etc. These mako 
ideal employment for evenings and rainy 
«lays. Full instructions accompany each 
box, and the price is moderate. Another 
source of help is a little book brimful of 
suggestions for the mother, entitled "One 
Hundred Devices for Busy Work." 

When mothers recognize that the groat 
secret of good home government lies in 

keeping the children happily and busily 
employed, they will cease scolding and 

worrying and cast about for profitable 
means to amuso their children. Little 
children are necessarily active, and they 
must work oil' in some way the super- 
fluous supply of energy which is generat- 
ed in each ono. Making a restless child 
"keep still" is a repression of this en- 

ergy, which irritates the whole nervous 

system, causing ill temper and morose- 

ness. The wise mother recognizes this 
and tries to diroct this energy into right 
activities. It lias long been asserted 
that "an idle mind is the devil's work- 
shop." Δ child who is busily and hap- 
pily employed has no time to think of 
mischief. As soon as he tires of one 

thing, his watchful parent substitutes 
another pleasant occupation, and ho is 

kept from temptation. 
The next time your little boy or girl 

comes to you questioning, "Mamma, 
what shall I do?" don't answer, "For 
pity's sake, sit down and keep still, or 

else, "Oh, go out in the yard and play." 
Guide them into pleasant employment, 
sew the seeds of happy enjoyment for 
them and yourselves, so that when child- 
hood's years are gone they may rise up 
and call you blessed. "She who rightly 
directs the steps of the little ones de- 
serves as much praise as any hero who 
sacrifices his life that a nation may live." 
—Home Science Magazine. 

Keep Children's Feet Dry. 
A writer on children gives the follow- 

ing advice, which should receive special 
attention: The family doctor should din 
it into the mother's head all of the time 
that the hoalth of the children lies in 
the feet. Keep the feet dry. Never 
let them get wet. No child should be 
allowed to go out in the snow or rain, or 

when the walking's wet, without rub- 
bers. When children's rubbers cost only 
twenty-five to thirty cents a pair, no- 

body can plead expense as an excuse. 

Many a fond mother who has lost a child 
weepingly lays it all to the inscrutable 
dispensation of Providence, when the 
whole trouble was the child had no rub- 
bers.—Ex. 

To whiten a yellow throat, wash the 
throat well at night in warm water in 
which a little borax has been added, and, 
when thoroughly dry, rub in as much 
white vaseline as the skin will take up. 
Rub up and down and around the throat. 
If this remedy does not prove successful 
after a few weeks try the following: 
take three ounces of sirted barley meal 
and one ounce of honey, and mix them 
with the white of one egg. Spread the 
mixture thickly on a piece of white 
linen and tie round the throat every 
night for three or four weeks. In the 
morning wash off with warm water and 
pure soap. Always have white linings 
in the collars of dresses. Be sure to 
persevere in this if you hope for im- 
provement
