A REVIEW OF THE SITUATION.

The season now is so far advanced
that comparatively reliable estimates of
the fruit crop from a commercial stand-
point can be made. There is only left
at this time the single possibility of a
widely prevailing severe gale of wind
that can change to any considerable ex-
tent the quantity or the quality of the
cropof fruit now nearing a readiness
for the pickers. Up to this time the
Farmer has purposely had nothing to
say over the fruit crop of this state, save
giving the estimate of the American
apple shippers’ association of 70 per cent
of the crop of lust year. At the time
that estimate was made, the first of
August, we looked upon it as fairly
representing the situation, and saw no
reason for any change of the figures.
But since that estimate was made up,
the development of the crop in our state
has been remarkable. There has been
no gale to blow off the fruit, there is
scarcely any wormy fruit, and up to the
present time substantially no dropping
from any cause, while there has been
plenty of moisture to keep up the de-
As a result of this favor-

Every time a grower
has gone into his orchard an increase of

| the final crop has been plainly apparent.

In general it may be said that the trees

[ and the orchards that did not give a full
| erop last year never held a larger quan-

| tity of market apples than load their

branches at the present time. It isin

| fact remarkable how the recent growth

of the fruit has loaded up and filled the
trees with their burden of fruit. Branch-
es and trees, in spite of watchful atten-
tion, are breaking under the still in-
creasing weight of a fruitage they never
before carried. Baldwins, Spies, and
Ben Davis are in the lead for varieties.

A partial exception to this representa-
tion is found in Comberland and York
counties, where the heavy bearing of
last year was almost universal, also
across the northerly fruit bearing belt
where the late frosts of
spring worked serious injory to the
fruit buds and blossoms. But across
Oxford, Androscogrin and Kennebec
counties the crop is general and abua-
dant, and with three weeks for the win-
ter fruit yet to grow.

As a result of these continued favor-
able conditions we would at the present
time increase the earlier estimates of
the shippers’ association from their 70
per cent of the crop of last year for the
state, to 30 to 853 per gent of that crop.

The market outlook is not the question
of general interest among the growers.
While the editor of the Farmer is usual-
Iy ready to set a price on his fruit while
it is still on the trees, yet he never
assumes to know what the future value
will be, and declines to advise others
when to sell. The most the Farmer pur-
poses to do is to keep its readers inform-
ed of the situation, and let them sell
when they think best. That the crop
of fruit in the country, (including Cana-
da and Nova Scotia) is a full one as com-
pared to last year no one rises to ques-
tion. It is notall in the same localities as
last year, and some of the heavier fruit-
ing sections will not come so directly in
competition with our market as at that
time, but this is fully offset by other
fruiting sections with opposite condi-
tions.

The price our market froit will bear,
especially the late-keeping sorts, is con-
trolled by the shipping value. There is
no question but the European crop of
fruit is short in the extreme. Yet so
long as the English and German mar-
kets are drawing their supplies from
this continent, all the way from Nova
Scotia to the Pacific valleys, there is no
doubt but they will find a full supply
for their wants without extreme prices.
Maine summer and fall fruits bave been
selling fairly well in Boston markets for
home consumption, the crop in that
state being short, but this need not be
taken as an index of future values.
Apple shippers are showing much cau-
tion in the opening prices for shipping
apples this fall, and we are inclined to
the opinion that this is best for the
holders as well as buyers. Last year
they started in recklessly in regard to
prices, paying higher than the trade
could bear, breaking the market. While
a few of us who sold and delivered early
got something out of it, yet before the
season was over both buayers and sellers
lost money from the overloading of the
market and consequent breaking down
of the price. With the trade this year
opening cautiously there will not likely
be undue haste to sell, so that steady
prices, such as the market can bear, will
be likely to continue, and all hands get
more for their fruit in the end than ina
year of a panicky market. No one can
tell in advance how many apples the
foreign market can take so that it is bet-
ter that a conservative policy be observ-
ed in the start that the trade may go on
without interruption from an overloaded
supply. With such a policy in force it
is likely there will be room abroad for
all the surpluscrop we may have to offer.
No one need look for extremely high
prices.—Maine Farmer.

Public Roads a Necessity.

Almost all of the food consumed and
mueh of the raw material used in manu-
factures, as well as the finished product
of the mills, must be transported, in
part at least, over the country roads.

Inasmuch as everybody uses the roads,
everybody should help to pay for them.
The farmers have built and thus far
maintained the roads we now have.
That is one reason why real estate in
Pennsylvania is now paying an aggre-
gate of sixteen mills tax, while other
classes of property are paying only
three mills.

The demand for better roads is uni-
versal, and the proposition that all class-
es of property shonld be taxed to build
them is rapidly growing in favor.

As to a method of raising money,
“The Grange” advocates as its lirst
choice the collecting of a tax from per-
sonal and corporate property to produce
a special road fund. Our seconc choice
is a stute appropriation. -

However the money may be raised,
we have only one choice asto its dis-
tribution, and that is that it be given to
the several townships in proportion to

By any other method of distribution,
favored individuals and favored locali-
ties will get the lion's share.—Pennsyl-
vania Grange News Letter.

this will continue cannot be stated
but so

for an open top. If you know the differ-
ence between a fruit stem and a sucker,
cut out all sprouts that are inclined to
grow straight up. Keep the centre of
the tree open to the sun. What’s your
jackknife for?

Don’t leave the brush lying around
the orchard for, weeks, months or years,
as some do. It breeds all sorts of
disease. It makes a cover for weeds,
and shows a lack of energy. Pile it up
and burn it.

Set your trees leaning a little toward
the prevailing winds; they will straight-
en eventually, while if you set them to
lean from the wind they will grow more
crooked each year.

Do not have your orchard too mear

the house. You want an open space
close to the house. One big shade tree
about thirty feet east and another about
the same distand® west, both trimmed
high, will give you shade for both fore-
noon and afternoon, and yet let in the
fall and winter sun. No evergreen tree
ought to be closer than forty feet to the
house, unless it is trimmed quite high.
Evergreens are most useful on the north
and west of your buildings, as they make
excellent windbreaks and stop the snow
if properly located. Try to have your
orchard all together if possible. It is
more easily fenced, guarded and tended.
If too near the house it is hard to pro-
tect from chickens and children. Be-
sides, the smell of rotten fruit is not
pleasant or conducive to health.
I don't like to see farmers imitating
the city lawn. Might as well imitatea
cripple’s wooden leg. The wealthy city
folks would like a front yard like yours
if they had room for it. They can't
afford it. You can afford aroomy yard.
Don’t build your house closer than one
hundred feet to the road. This keeps
vou out of the dust. It also gives you a
chance to see a tramp before he gets in-
to the honse. Let the grass grow. Use
a lawn mowerif youn like. Have a few
nice shrubs and trees, not too many and
not too near the house, a little grove, an
arbor or a few vines on a trellis, but
have a large space around the house.
Keep the space well grassed and free
from rubbish. Do not forget a few
flowers, or even large beds of them, but
have them at the side, not in frontof the
house. Have a good, broad, clean drive-
way, and keep it clean. Speaking,
again, of evergreens, no front yard is
complete without them, but do not have
them directly in front of or too close to
the house. Keep the front view clear
and the side views shaded.

Don’t throw weeds, brush, stones,
crockery, barrel hoops, wire, old iron
or other rubbish into the road. You
have no right to do so, and it is not only
a source of danger to the traveller, but
it gives people a bad opinion of you.
Look out for the road in front of your
farm. Do not wait for the pathmaster.
You can fill up .ome of the ruts without
sreat tronble and loss of time, and by
s0 doing gain the good will of your
neighbors.

Set out arow of shade trees along your
front line. Set every other one seven
feer from your fence. This leaves it on
your land and under your control. Then
set out every other one right in your
fence row, and see what a beautiful post
it makes. Trim all road trees rather
high, say eleven feet from the ground,
and then you can always see under
them.

These are only the notions of an old
country doctor. But riding from farm
to farm for over twenty years has given
me great opportuanities to note success
and failure. Some places look so pleas-
ant, and are so handy, one longs to o®h
them: while others look so gloomy, so
dilapidated orso cluttered up that one
hurries by in disgust! When you set out
a tiee, be sure to put it where it will
not be in the way. When you build a
fence or a trellis, be sure to set it where
needed. Keep the gangway clear. Try
to have things arranged so that every
field, every yard and every room shall
be easy to approach or enter. Even the
well should be located for convenience.
Some day I will tell you a few things
about wells, but I hope that in the
mean time you will look over your own.
Is it clean? Is it handy? Can the wife or
children get to it safely? Can they work
the pump without danger or fatigue?
“Windmill and drive well?” Oh yes! I
know; but look them over. Drive wells
are no safer than other wells in many
cases, and windmills do not guarantee
clean water, nor are they of much use
unless your tanks and other water hold-
ers are clean and properly located.

Now to sum up: Keep your fruit
trees trimmed out in the centre. Do
this constantly and continually, and you
will not have to cut off any large limbs
and run the risk of bleeding your trees
to death. Do not set the fruit trees too
close to the house. Have a good, clean
space around the house. Study the
nature of a tree, and set with reference
to the future. Plan for plenty of room,
and do not be too proud to have things
handy. A farm well planned is a farm
easily worked. Don't be stingy of yard-
room, and don't forget that row of trees
along the road. You get more time
now—with free rural delivery of mail,
you do not have to go to town so often.
This leaves more change for the family
and gives you more time to fix up. Take
several good farm papers, and try to get
some good out of the farm.

Now, will some one tell me whether
or not plums will do well upon sandy
s0il?—Cor. in Tribune Farmer.

We have long tried to impress upon
farmers the value of oats as a farm crop.
Now it is that garrulous dairyman, John
Gould of Ohio, who comes out with the
statement that he has been feeding his
milking cows on meal from corn and
oats ground together, and never before
had them pour out the milk in so liberal
flow. We venture to add that he never
before made it at so low cost provided
he grew the oats on his own farm.—
Maine Farmer.

The amount of oleomagarine manu-
factured thus far during the present
year is shown by returns to the reve-
nue department of the United States
treasury to have largely fallen off in
comparison with the same time last
year. This is proof that the oleo law is
having the effect to reduce sales of the
article. People will not buy oleo unless
it is colored like butter and sold as but-
ter.—Maine Farmer.

of All the Snake Family.

Bnakes, venomous sunkes, may be di-
vided into two clusses, the cobras and
the viperoids. 'I'lhe cobras, Inhabitants
of distant Indin, form a cluss apart
To the viperoids belong all other ven-
omous specles, including our own splen-
did rattler, the moceiy'n, the fer de
lance of the Weat Indics and the dead-
ly bushmaster of Venczuela and the
Guianas,

Diametricully opposite, though equal-
Iy fatal, are the effects of the cobra
and the viperoid polson. Diametrically
apposite, also, are the two methods of
attack, The cobra at times i8 aggres-
sive, the king cobra being said even to
pursue man. Silent, without the least
warning and from a place where you
would least suspect, the round head
darts out of a thicket, a sharp pain
eauses you to exclaim, and the frightfal
fangs of the snake are buried In your
flesh. Like the grip of a bulldog they
hold fast, while from five to ten feet of
animated eable come stretching out of
the thicket to coll leisurely beneath the
dread head.

For this eternal hold on the victim
there is a natural reason. The fangs of
the ten foot cobra are but a third of an
inch long. It is impossible, therefore,
to squirt the venom deep in a single
stroke. In order to give the venom
time to absorb the snake must retain
its hold. The fatal polson contains
about 95 per cent of nerve destroying
and ahout 5 per cent of blood destroy-
ing elements. Within five minutes the
pain leaves the wound, and even the
shock of the attack begins to wear off.
There is little suffering, nor will there
be to the relentless end. Only if by
chance the bite is one from a small
snake or if & fresh supply of antitoxin
happens to be at hand {s there a chance
for your life, If one recovers from the
immediate effects within a week one is
as healthy as ever. While the poison of
the cobra often kills within an hour,
there have been cases where the
“gtrike” of a rattlesnake and a bush-
master have caused death within ten
minutes. Naturalists accept, however,
that the king cobra, owing to its great
size and the comsequent quantity and
quality of poison emitted, 18 the most
dangerous of all the snakes, — Me-
Clure's.

TURNPIKE SAILORS.

The Term by Which Tramps Are
Known Throughout England,
The term “ocean tramp” i{s known to
many landsmen. Its verbal antithesis,
“turnpike sailor,” I8 probably less fa-
miliar outside thieves' clrcles, where,
Mayhew tells us in his “London Labor
and the London Poor,” it {8 used to de-
note a beggar masquerading in marl-
ner's garhb. Among the Wessex peas-
ants, whose vocabulary, If limited, Is
singularly effective, it bears a rocler
meaning. Thus they designate a par-
ticular class of “traveling folk” who
roam the country from place to place
as a sailor roams the sea. 'The name
might well be applied to the whole no-
mad tribe—tinkers, hawkers, gypsies,
Itinerant showimen and the Hke—but
for some reason or other it is confined
to the tramp proper, the secdy, out at
eclbows individual who is to be seen
glouching ulong the hizhroad or beg-
ging from doer to door fn the villages.
Sometimes he Is alone; wore often a
friend of his own degree keeps him
company; occaslonally a depressed look-
Ing wife and ragged children straggle
at his Leels. He toils not, neither does
he spin; le “pays no rent,” as an ag-
grieved householder remarked to the
present writer, and be seldom puts into
port for longer than a night at a time
unless compelled by elreumstances be-
yond his control, when he s lodged in
a spacious mansion, Is boarded gratis
and s provided with the *“job” which
he professes to be always anxlously
secking and seldom manages to find.
As a rule, be sleeps “rough”—In the
open, that Is—or in any convenlent
shed, except when the state of his
finances permits him the luxury of the
tramps' lodging house, which, on the
evidence of a country policeman, is
“the mnoisiest, drunkenest”—he had al-
most sald “the jolliest"—place In the

town.—London Spectator.

DEER LACK STAMINA,

The Wild und I'lcet Footed Animais
Are Soon Fagged Onir

“It seems to be the opinion of u
great many people that deer and ante-
lope are at the top notch among ani-
mals as far ns speed Is concerned,” said
a Dakota raffclunan. “I lhave ofien
henrd the expressions ‘as swift as an
antelope’ and ‘lie can run like o deer)
but the fact is any good horse can run
over Mr. Deer or Mr. Antelope within
a mile on level or nearly level ground.

“T will guarantee to take any first
class cow pony and run down any deer
that ever lived inside of two miles, pro-
vided the ground be level and the deer
bas no more than twenty-five or thirty
yards start. 1 often lave seen cow-
boys run down amd rope a deer within
half a mile. This, of course, cun only
be done when you are riding up the
wind aud surprise a bonel of deer or
antelope fecding or iying down In a
depression where they do not see or
scent you till you are almost on them.
Over a rough or hilly country your
horse wouldu't be in it with a deer.

“The action of a deer under full sneed
reminds me of nothing so much as a
geashiell sent ricochetting over the sur-
face of smooth water. They don't gal-
lop; they simply bound, and that Is
where they lose spead over level
ground. Tlut T bave seen deer bound
struiglt up the side of a w~untain and
go fully as fust as If on the level, and
no living anlmal can cateh them at the
uphill game.

“Deer have tremendouns vitality. 1
have never seen oune drop instantly
when sliot. They will make a jump or
two even when shot through the heart.

“Your true deer hunter will never
shoot a deer running from him, as the
bullet will fnvariably spoil the hams
and hind quarters. Most of the west-
ern deer hunters can turn a deer when
he is runnlng full specd from him with
a shrill whistle. The deer almost ul-
ways will turn to sce what that sound
means, only for a fraction of a second,
perhaps, but that is the hunter's oppor-
tunity, end AMr. Dear generally gets It
In the neck about that time'—New
York Press.

RAILWAY MILEPOSTS.

They Are of Use In Locuting Aecl-
dents Along the Road,

“Will you explain just the practieal
benefit of mileposts along a railroad
trnek 7" asked an inguisitive traveler of
the superintendent as they flew pust
one of the white painted posts.

“S8o fur as the general public i3 con-
cerned,” rep¥ed the superintendent, 1
don't suppose that mileposts are of any
particular benefit. The traveler can tell
by looking out of the ear window how
far he Is from the terminal points, but
in that he I8 not greatly Interested.

“Some people like to figure out from
the mileposts how far they have trav-
eled or how far they have to go, and
there are not a few who like to time
the spead of trains by the mileposts.
But that s not what the posts are for.
In the office of the division superin-
tendent is n profile or diagram showing
the locatign of every one of these posts,

“If an accident occurs, a rall breaks,
a car lets down or anything out of the
ordinary happens between stations the
superintendent Is notitled of the prox-
fmity of the mishap to some particular
wilepost, and thus the spot can be lo
cated, and men are sent there at once,
and they can go In a hurry. for they
know where the plice s, Otherwlse
they would kave to move slowly be-
tween stations untll the snot was found
and this means a loss of time much
more valuabie than the price of the
mileposts, and It would be pretty hard
to rallroad suecessfuily without thein”
—Boston Transcript.

Apple Recipes.

When apples become prominent again
among the supplies, the honsewife's cu-
linary horizon has radically broadened.
Delicious and useful as are the summer
fruits, not one admits of so wide and
continual use as the apple, whose ap-
pearance is a prophecy of approaching
frosts. It is adapted, indeed, to every
mealand between meals in the day, and
to nearly every course, from the intro-

ductory one that whets the aEpetita
through entrees and salads to the des-
sert. Before the winter fruit comes in

and after itis past there are two sea-
sons when it is difficult to get a sharply
tart apple such as is best for cooking.
On the principle, doubtless, that “‘good
things are scarcest,” it is the flavorless,
neither sweet nor sour, sorts that are al-
ways to be had. But even the tasteless
apple has an advantage over most fruits,
because it lends itself so kindly to other
flavors. When the apples for pies, sauce,
dumplings or other uses are not suffi-
ciently sour, lemon juice may give the
needed acid.

1f they are flavorless, mingle with them
pineapple; peach or quince. Some per-
sons use pears with apples—the hard
winter sorts. Butter softens and ac-
centuates the apple acid and flavor. Bits
of it should be strewn over the top of
the pie before putting on the upper
crust. Itis a New England whim, as old
as the Puritans, to put butter in apple
sauce. Three or four tablespoonfuls of
thick cream in the apple pie will add to
its richness. For spices there are cinna-
mon and nutmeg alone or together. The
observant housekeeper early learns her
family’s preferences. Bits of lemon
peel in the pie or the apple sauce make
a change in its flavor. Children, as a
rule, express strong approval of such an
admixture as caraway seeds or raisins.
An Oriental custom of eating salt with
apples suggests, it is said, a reagent for
the fruit acid, which some persons find
hurtful.

For a deep dish apple pie make a rich
biscuit crust, roll it thin and line a por-
celain pudding dish. Slice good green-
ing apples and place them in the dish,
covering each layer with tiny bits of
butter and sprinkling with sugar. Grate
nutmeg over the top layer, add one-half
cupful of water, cover with the paste, in
which gashes have been made, and cook
in a moderate oven until colored a nice
brown, which should take one-half hour.
Serve cold witli an abundance of cream.

Apple porcupine is another delight-
ful variation. Pave and core the apples.
Make a syrup by boiling sugar and water
in equal proportions. As soon as the
fruit is pared, before it is discolored by
standing, immerse it in the syrup and
cook until itis easily pierced with a
straw. Then draw the apples from the
liguid and ornament the sides of each by
piercing them with blanched half al-
monds. Fill the cavities with jelly, pre-
served fruit or marmalade and serve hot
or cold with cream. With the remaining
syrup and the skinsand cores, apple jelly
may be made.

To make enough apple pndding for six
persons buttera deep pudding dish and
half fill it with tart cooking apples peel-
ed and sliced. Sprinkle very lightly
with sugar and cover with a soft crust
made as follows: Sift together one and a
half cupfuls of flour, one teaspoonful of
baking powder and half a teaspoonful of
salt. Place in a deep bowl and cut
through the mixture a piece of butter
the size of an egg. Then mix with milk
to the consistency of a thick dough that
will just drop from the spoon. Spread
over the top of the apples and cover with
an inverted dish, to allow room for
swelling. Cook ina moderate oven for
three-quarters of an hour so that the ap-
ples may become perfectly tender. Then
remove the cover and brown the crust.
Turn out of the dish, sprinkle with grat-
ed nutmeg and serve with cream and
sugar or with hard sauce. Muke a
creamy sauce by adding two tablespoon-
fuls of cream to hard sauce made with a
quarter of acup of butter and half a
cup of sugar.

Apple ginger, an easily prepared con-
serve, may be kept ready for use for
weeks at a time. Chop five pounds of
peeled sour apples. Put them in a stew-
pan with three pounds of brown sugar,
the juice and rind of three lemons, an
ounce of ginger root and water to cover
the fruit, Cover and cook slowly for
several hours, adding water as it is
needed.—McCall's Magazine.

Invalids Should Exercise.

Many of the ailments for which physi-
cians prescribe bismuth and a variety of
other *aids to digestion” would be en-
tirely relieved by exercise as much as
possible in the open air.

Even a frail person, one who has fairly
reached the age of decrepitude, should
be encouraged to use the wheel chair,
receive massage and be taken out of the
bed every day for a while.

The day s{wukl be varied as much as
possible, and the body exercised so that
it will be possible for it to rest nalumllf
during the long periods of rest which
the disease, whether acute or chronic,
necessitates.

There are certain diseases which are
called fatigue diseases—tremor, writer's
cramp, and local spasm. These are all
caused by the excessive use of special
muscles, and no one so aftlicted should
fail to stop for a certain time each day
as long a time as can be spared, and let
the part have the repose which it de-
mands. This suggestion is specially
meant for teachers and operators on the
typewriter, and clerks—men and women,
who spend long days at the desk work-
ing over figures.—McCall's Magazine,

Finger Tips.

Don’t cut the nails without first hold-

in%t]wm in warm water to soften them,
on't cutthe cuticle or any part of
the flesh around the nails.

Don't polish the nails too highly; they
should have only a natural gloss.

Don’t cut the nails in points, but care-
fully arched.

Don't file or scrape the nails; it only
helps to thicken them. They should
only be rubbed down with the very fine
emery and cinnabar powder which is used
for polishing shell and ivory.

Don’t allow the nails to remain long
soiled with anything that will staio
them.

Don’t wash the hands oftener than is
necessary; dry them thoroughly alter
every washing,

Don’t wear gloves that are a size too
small or that fasten too tightly. This
prevents free circulation, and makes the
hands red.

Don't wear rings that are too small;
the inevitable result is disfigurement—
red and swollen hands and knuckles.

Don’t wear bracelets so tight that they
affect the circulation, or so loose that
they rub on the wrist joints.—Exchange.

t«Knowing How.”

“Knowing how" is the secret of
economy in time as well as money. In
cutting the celery into small pieces, for
instance, or in reducing the parsley to a
mince, the chopping knife and bowl
should never be called into use. Wash
the celery without breaking the bunch
apart and cut the stalks into small strips.
Then lay the bunch on a board and with
asharp knife cut them all at the same
time into short pieces.

To cut the pmlef. wash and dry it
and gather the head into a close mass in
the hand. Place the end of the tightly
held bunch on a board and slice it off
into tiny bits. To cut a potato, apple or
other wFambla or fruit into dice, peel it
and cut it transversely into oblong strips
and then cut them transversely into
cubes. This can be done while holding
the fruit or vegetable in the palm of the
hand.—New York Sun.

Hints.

Red tablecloths will keep their color
when washed if a little borax be added
to the rinsing water and they are dried
in the shade.

When it is necessary to pour boiling
water into a tumbler or glass cup put in
a teaspoon first, and there wlrlge no
danger of the glass cracking.

Never cover the pan in which fish is
being cooked. To do so will make the
fish soft, and spoil the firm quality so
desirable.

To make boiled potatoes white, let
them lie in cold water for two hours
after they are peeled. Drain off and set
ina saucepan with just emough oold
! water to cover.
