DAIRY IMP tOVEMENT. 

Dairying is one "f tho most iroportan 
branches of Maine farming. It offers 
special inducement from the faet that n 

is a cash business, most dairymen re 

ceiving the pay from their product as 

often as onco a month. The farmei 
then has his cash with which to buy 
and can take advantage of tho market» 
and the discounts of the trade. Γη» 
average farmer is safer in the dairy busi 
ness than in most other lines of farming, 
and he knows nearer his profits day by 
day The man who is raising a hors* 
cannot look for returns in less tune than 
from three to five years; and with a steei 
it must be two years, anil in the handt 
of the average man it is nearer four, be- 
fore maturity is reached. 

... Another important point is the bench 
which the soil derives from this indus 
try. Our soils need more attention than 

they did in their virgin state; it is more 
essential that the farmer should turc 
his aitentioi to that kind of farming 
that will best retain and increase then 

fertility. Dairying, if properly manag- 
ed and the by-products are properly 
utilized, will keep up the fertility of the 
farm better, will give more return with 
less exhaustion of the soil, than an> 
other system of farming now practiced. 

The large increase in the consumption 
of dairy products would indicate thai 
there is still room for growth iu this in- 

dustry. Sweet creaui, which was once 

regarded as a luxury, to-day «an In 
found, in many cases, upon the the table 
of the ordinary laborer at every meal. 
Milk, cream and butter, the products of 
the cow, are now considered so much 
more healthtul that they are replac ιu 
to quite an extent the pork and other 
producs of the hog which were so much 
Uoed in former years. 

Notwithstanding tho possibilities 
this industry, there are yet, we fear 
many farmers who realize but small 
profits from their dairy he.ds. There ι- 
.'reat opportunity for improvement in 
our work. The average production of 
the cows of the State does not exceed 
*H) pounds of butter per year, and we 

cannot hope to realize huge returns 
from our business when we are pursuing 
it with animals of this type. Improve- 
ment in our dairy herds is one of thi 
greatest ne*ls of Maine dairying. In 
general, the best way to grade up a herd 
is for the diaryman to select his bvSt 
producers to breed from, and breed only 
to thoroughbred males that come from 
the best producing herds in the land, 
and then the constant care of «election s 

needed. It will not al»aya hold true 
that you will breed the best f.om the 
best st )ck. There will now and then be 
a weaker anin al, weaker in 

qualities and weaker in physical develop- 
ment. The only way to have the best 
dairv lie-d is to be constantly weeding 
out the inferior anima's ard replacing 
them with so ue that hr.ve all the desire- 
able qualifications. This will requ n 

o'ose per onal attention, but it willI re- 

pay t'ie effoits of the dairyman Γ Ye 
différé ice in the product of a K,),M ° 

aud a poor or indifferent one will make 
the difference between success and fail- 
ure. Whatever breed you are using, 
you should always keep the best 

The feed, care and surroundings of 
the dairy herd are matters of much im- 

portance. A great deal depends upon 
the feed that is given the calf all tlie * 
along until it is developed into a cow 

You should feed to develop the milk 
producing qualities rather than the beef 
f° A* healthful, well ventilated barn is 
essential to the best Production of tht 
cows We fear that many barns are 

built with little thought of sanitarj 
drain, ge or ventilation. A stable should 
be kept warm or there will be a loss of 
milk and if a warm stable is not suf- 
ficiency ventilated the poisonous air 
will reduce the vifcor of the animals and 
make them en easy prey to disease. 

THK DA1KY COMPLETE. 

We believe the dairy farmer must in 
the future givo more attention to the 

profitable use of his ekiin milk. There 
is always a ready market for pork at 

good prices ami our experience satisfies 
us that skim-milk fed to a thrifty pig in 

proper combination with grain will 

bring a pretty fair price and there will 
be left considerable fertilizing material 
to be need on the farm. 

In this article it is our purpose to 

speak of the pig and his place iu the 

economy of dairying. We do not think 
that "any old place" is good enough for 
a pig. The pig needs a good home, 
where he can be dry and have plenty of 
sunshine. The practice of some of con- 

fining their swine in dark, wet pens, 
where they are compelled to stay in con- 

ditions that are always uncomfortable, 
where the direct rays of the suu eau 

never reach them, is not only cruel but 
it is not good economy. The pig should 
have a home of his own where he can 

have all conditious about him such as to 
make him comforatable and coutented. 
The pen should be cemented on the bot- 
tom, and an abundance of bedding should 
be used so that every bit of the fertilizing 
material may be saved. We want to say 
over and over again that plenty of sun- 

shine must be provided. In order to 

make pork production profitable, the 

pig's health must be most carefully look- 
ed after. With plenty of sunshine, a 

dry, warm pen. and a well balanced 
ration, there is little difficulty iu keep- 
ing the pig in a healthy condition. 

The brood sow ought to have an out 

door run during the warm season. Her 
feed should be of a coarse nature. Corn 
meal should not form part of her ration. 
She should not be allowed to become 
over fat, nor, on the other hand, should 
she be kept too short. Her ration should 
be fairly liberal, and she should be kept 
in good health. Under such conditions 
she will bear two litters of pigs each 

year. Those sows that show themselves 
to be the best mothers should be kept 
for some years. 

After being removed from their moth- 

er the young pigs should have their 

milk fed" to them warm ami sweet, and 
at regular intervals. Régulaiity is an 

important point in the care and feeding 
L>f swine as well as of other animals. Iu 
connection with the milk, feed a hand- 
ful of corn. After a little while put a 

haudful of corn meal into the milk. 
This should be gradually increased up 
to market time. There will not be any 
distinct fattening period under this 

svstem of feeding. The experiment sta- 

tions tell us that corn meal is a better 

grain feed in connection with skim-mtlk 
than middlings or Hour. We have come 

to the same conclusion, after some years 
of experience. The practice of feeding 
the small pig with skim-milk alone is 

not good ecouomy. The pig needs a 

balanced ration in order to do his best. 

Barley meal is a very good substitute 

for corn meal. After pigs get fa>r y 
started in growing, it will be well to 

fee 1 them one part of meal to three or 

four parts of milk. As they grow older 

the proportion should be increased. 
Apples, roots or pumpkins aid digestion, 
and it will always pay to feed a few each 

day. Pigs should never be overfed. 
Keep them growing and fattening until 
ύ to 8 months old, when they should 
weight 250 to 3C3 pounds live weight 
Feeding a pig skim-milk alone until he 

weighs 100 to 150 pounds is not profit- 
able. It is too narrow a ration. One 

having to buy both the milk and the 

grain would never think of feeding milk 

alone. When we consider that what we 

raise on the farm is bought, J^st as 

much as if we went into themarket for 

it, and has to be paid for, the)a we find 

that whether we raise our feed or buy t, 

in whole or in part, economy demanda 

that we continue our different feeds ii 
the way that gives greatest results fron 
a given quantity of feod. 

In this matter of feeding there is on< 
, other thing to be kept in inind, and thai 

is the comparative price of grain feeds 
As an illustration, while corn meal is 

more valuable than middlings, pound foi 
pound, when fed with skim-milk, yel 
the price of the middlings may be s<j 
much less than the price of corn meal 
that it will be economy to use the mid- 
dlings rather than the meal. This is a 

; point that should never be overlooked, 
As to the best breed, one must consult 

his market and his own personal likes. 
The breeds may be classified according 
to their size, color or purpose. Πιο 

pure breeds may be classified as the 
lame breeds, the medium breeds and the 
small breeds. The large breeds are the 
Chester White, the Tamworth and the 
Improved Yorkshire. The 
breeds are the Berkshire, the Poland 
China, the Victoria, the Duroc-Jersey 
and the Cheshire. The small breeds 
include the Suffox, the Essex and the 
small Yorkshire. For the procluctjon of bacon the Tamworth and the lar^e Improved Forkshire are best adapted. 
The other breeds, especially the small 
ones, are best adapted to the production 
of lard and a large percentage of fat 
" 

The production of pork on the dairy 
farm is like any other part of tho busi- 
ness of dairying. It must be conducted 
in a businesslike manner; careful atten- 
tion should be paid to all the details and 
all the work done in a systematic man- 
ner. It is in this way that the business 
becomes pleasant and profitable and tl e 
farm becomes more productive and \ .Uli- 
able each year.—J. A. Roberts, Norway.

OXFOBD COUNTY. 

PoBTEit—Dairying is a subject that 
most farmers are interested in to a great- 
er or less extent, aud I think the busi- 
ness is growing in this vicinity. Those 
that have good herds are doing well 
with their cream. Our cream is sold to 
the Portland Creamery Company. 

In regard to feed for a herd of cows. 
I think one good foddering of ensilage a 

day, another of oats cut when they are 
in the milk and another of good hay 
will give as good results as anything 1 
have ever tried. A ration of shorts and 
corn meal, equal parts added to tfus, 
will increase tho quantity of milk and 
also improve the quality. 

We are very much troubled with wild 
carrot coming up in our grass helds. 
What are the best and least expensive 
methods of getting rid of it? Some fields 
are white with the blossoms in four 
weeks after the grass is cut.

Note—The wild carrot is offering the 

farmers of Maine a great deal of difficul- 
ty. It is increasing in many sections. 
In a bulletin issued by the Maine Ex- 
periment Station, it is stated that as 
this weed is a biennial plant, if it can 
bo prevented from going to seed for a 
term of two years it will be eradicated. 
This would mean mowing it as often as 
it came in bloom, two or three times in 
the season. Some have been quite suc- 
cessful in killing it out by pasturing the 
fields with sheep.—Commissioner. 

Renewing an Old Pasture. 
Ou the college farm at Cornell the 

practice has beeu followed for several 
years of sowing grass seed upon those 
portions of the pasture that seem to be 
getting thin or unproductive. We have 
found that upon steep hillsides the feet 
of the cows do considerable damage by 
cuttiug into the turf. It has been these 
places that have attracted most of our 
aitentiou, and decided benefit has been 
observed by sowing a moderato amount 
of grass seed each spring. If the season 
is very dry little effect is seen, but if 
there is abundant moisture, continued 
for a considerable time, it results in a 

very noticeable thickening of the turf. 
Some farmers have recently come to 
understand that meadows which are too 
thin may be recuperated and renewed 
by sowing additional seeds upon them. 
This is practically true of Timothy. It 
is not so well known that clover will 
succeed uuder these conditions. Pas- 
tures that are not overstocked always 
produce some seed, and experience 
teaches that nothing is so detrimental to 

pasture land as year after year keeping 
it so closely pastured that no seed cau 
be produced. The decline of our great 
natural pastures of the western prairies 
has been very noticeable during recent 

years, and it is now coming to be under- 
stood that this result ie chiefly brought 
about by overstocking them so that 
there is no opportunity for plants to pro- 
duce seed. Experiments conducted in 
Texas and others of the great grazing 
states indicate that these pastures can be 
saved by sowing seeds upon them or 

keeping the stock off for a seoson to al- 
low the plants to seed. In this case the 
chief difficulty existe in connection with 
the uarrow-leaved plaintain which in- 
fests the land. This plant is very per- 
sistent, and, as it is not eaten by the 
stock, produces seed without hindrance. 
The writer is not sure whether desirable 
pasture grasses will take possession of 
the soil in competition with the plan- 
tain, but it would be a very interesting 
experiment to try. A portion of the 
field should be thoroughly disked, and 
a combination of desirable pasture grass 
seeds applied. Possibly July or early 
in August would be a desirable time to 
do this work, as the disking of the plan- 
tain at this time would probably weaken 
it more than in the spring. A combi- 
nation of grasses would seem to be de- 
sirable, including timothy, blue grass, 
redtop and the clovers. If suitable 
weather conditions follow there would 
be good probability of successful out- 
come, but with dry weather little re- 
sults will be secured.—J. L. Stone in 
Rural New Yorker. 

A Horae With · Shoe Boil. 

E. G. writes from Westminister, Mass.: 
1 have a horse that has a shoe boil on a 

foreleg, close up to the body. It has 

just come out. It lames her some. It 
came on three years ago, and I had it cut 
and it went off. Since then I have used 
•a roll around that foot nights. Cau you 
tell me the best way to get rid of it with- 
out the knife? 

Answer: Lance it and inject awash 
composed of carbolic aoid, one part; wa- 

ter, fifty parts, once daily until it heals. 
This is the most humane and the best 
way to treat it The treatment with 
blisters, which would of necessity have 
to be used, is far more painful, and not 
nearly so liable to effect a cure as the 
nee of the knife.—(C. D. Smead, V. S.)

Albany Centennial. 

ADDRESS OF DAVID F. CUMMIHG8 OF 

UEBROX. 

At the urgent request of many friends, 
ν ho heard this excellent and reliable ad- 
irées at the Albany Centennial Celebra- 
;ion, Mr. Cummings has consented to 
iave it published. lie was born on the 
arm where the first tree was felled, 
liany who are in distant states will 
injoy reading this history who could 
lot be present. 

Mr. Chairman, ladies aiul gentlemen : 
If anything which I may eay seems a 

repetition of what has previously been 
(aid you will please pardon ine, as I have 
lad no knowledge of what others were 

preparing, neither have I had any 
records from which to get information, 
it is all from memory, and as told me 

long years ago, save the two dates which 
»re in figures. 

We have mot here to celebrate the 
sentennial of the incorporation of this 
town. Well, what of it? The incorpora- 
tion was a new birth. One more town 
added to tho family to take its place in 
county, state, and national affairs. One 
more town to place itself upon record 
for right or wrong. Let us look back 
and view its record. 

The early settlers of this town wore 
men and women of strong and noble 
characters, and people who feared God 
and lovod mankind. They were people 
who regarded law and order, and who 
so thoroughly taught these virtues to 
their descendants that they have been 
passed down from generation to genera- 
tion. -This town has always been active 
in promoting the good of society. Its 
representatives in the state legislatures 
and other places of trust have been men 

who stood for right and justice. This 
town lias raised to man and womanhood 
many worthy and eminent persons who 
have gone out into many of the states 
of the union and some to foreign lands, 
who with unbounded energy and ster- 
ling principles have been an honor to 
themsolves and the town of their birth, 
their occupations unlimited, some as 

missionaries of the gospel in homo and 
foreign lands. 

The early settlers of this town made 
good selections in land for their homes 
tlio same being now among the most 

productive in town. The first tree cut 
was upon the farm known as tho Stephen 
Cummings farm, now owned by F. E. 
Bean. The first place of burial for their 
dead was also there. One stone remains 
with namo of Jones and date of death, 
1707. 

Among tho first and early settlers were 

tho names of Abbott, Holt, Flint, Chand- 
ler, Jones, Mears, Haskell, Shedd, Cum- 
mings, Hutchinson, Hunt, Lovojoy, 
Foster, Clark and others, I cannot name 

all or place them in order of settlement. 
Nearly all came from tho town of An- 
dover, Mass. 

Abnor Holt was one of the first and 
settled upon tho farm now owned by W. 
W. Bird. Tho other farms in that 
neighborhood wore soon settled upon, 
also those about the corner. 

My grandfather, Dea. Asa Cummings, 
was born in Topsfiold, Mass., but in 
1798 moved to this town, coming from 
North Andover, Mass., with a party of 
other settlers. George Cummings, a 

grandson, now owns and occupies the 
old homesteaJ which has always been in 
the family. Grandfather represented 
the district in which the plantation be- 
longed in the general court in Boston in 
1803. He also was ono of tho committee 
to prepare a petition ami he presented it 
to the Legislature in Boston for accept- 
ance which was granted. Ho was chos- 
en a deacon of the Congregational church 
which was formed the same year. The 
centennial has already been observed. 
The work of this church has been known 
fora hundred years, its influence for 
good has been great. Long may it con- 
tinue to bo a beacon, throwing its light 
far and wide. Upon Dea. Cummings it 
devolved to conduct religious public 
meetings much of tho time until 1828, 
when Itcv. Thomas Ayer became pastor 
of this church. 

Grandfather reared a large family of 
children, fourteen sons and daughters. 
They married and raised families. Thov 
and thoir descendants have scattered and 
increased until their bounds are un- 

known; a few worthy and true yet re- 
main in Albany. Long may they and 
their descendants continue to do so. 
Grandfather died in 1845, aged 85 years. 

So far as I can learn, Albany has never 
had a man of medicine or a lawyer 
settled here, but has raised boys who 
have been both brilliant and euccossful 
in each of these professions, also minis- 
ters and teachers and men of business by 
tho score, scattered in all parts of the 
country. 

The people of Albany have always 
been ready to bear their own burdens, 
to take the bitter with the sweet. Some, 
even many of you can remember when 
in the years of 1801 to 1805, a portion of 
tho states were in rebellion. Tho men 

and boys from Albany rallied to the 
numerous calls for soldiers, furnishing 
many more than its quota and nobly 
did their duty. Many of them never 

returned, somo returned marred for 
life, somo doomed with poor health by 
disease contracted in the servico of their 
country. Yet we have no complaints. 

The grange is an institution of com- 

paratively recent date spreading its in- 
fluence for good. Albany men and 
women were early in its ranks. One 
aged matron and descendants of other 
charter members are among tho earnest, 
active workers to-day and are doing good 
work leading tho youth to a higher 
place of usefulness. 

The establishing ot schools in Albany 
was of very early date. The children 
and youths have availed themselves of 
the bonefits afforded in town, and many 
with a desire for more education have 
gone to other places for it until fitted for 
every place of trust or responsibility in 
public as well as private lifo. The 
schools of Albany hold a good com- 

parison with other towns in the county 
to-day. 

Tho hotel erected and owned by John 
Hunt was a busy place in our youthful 
days. Tho building of the railroad 
through the county took away his busi- 
ness. We well remember the heavy 
teams coming and going in large 
companies, generally stopping for rest 
and refreshment. 

Tho store of general merchandise, 
owned and occupied by Lovejoy & 
French, was also a place where the 
farmers could exchange the products of 
the farm for such things as they were 

compelled to buy, no luxuries being 
afforded. It was also a busy place for 
almost everything was bought and sold, 
[n our early boyhood days there was a 

itore, town house, and two dwelling 
bouses, also the meeting house standing 
near our old home, viz.: at tho corner 
jf the road leading to the cemetery. 
Some of these buildings were removed 
by Francis Cummings and erected where 
thoy now stand and ownod by Grover & 
Moore, near tho town house; more re- 

;ently known as Grover's Corner. 
You ask me what have been the re- 

lourcos of tho town—what has kept it 
ilive? I answer, energy and push of itç 
nliabitante, together with good, pro- 
ductive soil and God's blessings upon 
;heir hard and diligent labors. They 
îave been tillers of the soil. Within a 
ew years past the wood and timber 
which was formerly burned upon the 
ground has becomo a source of wealth, 
kluch remains. 
It is thought by some that much value 

β buried within the ledges of Albany, 
t is a question of time when the places 
>f secreted wealth shall bo opened, or 
vho shall do it. I presume it will be 
luccessfully done. 

Thus we have hastily written some of 
>ur remembrances of Albany. Many in- 
lidents might be referred to whioh aro 
tassed by, but enough already. 

Thus the past and the'present. But 
rhat of the future? Aye, no man 
:nowoth. But let us hope and trust, 
jet us hope that the Puritan principles 
f our forefathers are so interwoven with 
he present generation and will be so 

aught by them and their descendants aa 
ο continue through ages to come. Let 
is trust there will be no falling away 
rom the standard of our ancestors. Let 
s hope that Albany will be more pros- 
■erous; the town more densely populat- 
d; its wealth largely increased; its peo- 
le better educated; the standard of life 
nd living higher, and all that tends to , 
oodaees and purity increased, when the 
eople celebrate the next centennial.

EX-SECRETART I.ONG SENDS AH INTER- 

ESTING COMMUNICATION REGARDING 
OUR TROUT FieniNG GROUNDS OF 

FORTY-FIVE YEARS AGO. 

Don. John D. Long, whoee thoughts, 
amid the cares and toils of a busy life, 
often revert to hie " home 'mid the 
mountains of Maiuo," sends the Demo- 
crat a copy of tho following very inter- 
esting letter written by his brother-in- 
law, tho late Percival W. Bartlett, and 

published in the Boston Journal of 

August 25, 1858. 
In sending this letter Secretary Long 

writes the editor of the Democrat as fol- 
lows: " It is descriptive of a trip that 
month to the Rangeley Lakes and gives 
an interesting picture of the scenery and 
ofthe Ashing parties at that early time. 
The party were Artemas F. Cole, Perci- 
val W. Bartlett, Frank Buck, your father, 
—W. H. Atwood, Dr. Andrew Childs, 
Benjamin Spaulding, Asa Atwood, my 
brother,—Zadoc Long, myself and two 
friends of your father's from Massa- 
chusetts, whose names I havo not got. 

We drove from Buckfield in a day, six- 

ty miles; slept, some of us in Mr. Davis' 
bam on the hay at Rangeley. Wo went 
to Indian Rock and on tho third day, in 
two crazy, flat bottom boats rowed 
over tho Mooselemagunticook to Bemis 
Stream, the point from which Mr. Bart- 
lett wrote, and while there we hail only 
one wretched camp of boughs and sticks. 

The day wo rowed from the Upper 
Dam back to Indian Rock the water was 

so rough and tho waves so high that it 
is a wonder we did not go to the bottom 
of tho lake, crowded as we were with so 

many mon and our heavy packs. 
Wo wore gone six or seven days, and 

tho contrast of the unbroken and unin- 
habited forest then and the present day 
of railroads, steamboats, hotels, camps, 
cottages and innumerable residences, 
between the solitude thon of Student's 
Island and its glory now ae a summer 

roeort, is very striking."

Ilere we are—eleven of us—watching

Thoy are hand- 
ome sheets of water, surrounded on all 
ides by mountains, whose eloping sides 
,re covered with a dense growth of 

pruce, pine and fir trees. 
The declivities around Rangeley Lake 

ire ornamented by some well-cultivated 
arms, and tlieso clearings, or "cut- 
lowns" (as they call them), aro yearly 
uaking now oncroachmonts on tho do- 
nain of tho primeval forost; but around 
he others the axe of tho lumberman or 

he rifle of tho sportsman havo as yet 
vakod the only echoes. 
Thoir chief attraction now is the ap- 

parently inexhauetable store of fine 
rout which they contain. Ilither for 

nany years havo come fishing parties 
rom all the cities about — Portland, 
ioston, New York, Ac.; and if they 
elect tho proper time of year, they are 

ibundantly rewarded. The scenery 
ilone repays ono for tho toil. Tho 

ilear, bracing air, tho ice cold water 
rom the mountain streams, tho health- 
ul exorrise in open air, and the appe- 
ite; but at length the fish are fried, the 
lotatoes steaming hot, tho tea poured 
tut, and our crow are getting their 
daces.

A half hour's work with a , 
îatchet among the green saplings had 
abricated these rustic tents; yet we | 
eavo them with regret, for hero stretch- 
ng our weary limbs 011 fresh hemlock 

jouglis, the bright stars shining through j 
he thatched roof, wo had enjoyed such ; 
iweet sleep as the lazy denizous of : 

•astlos of indolence on their couches of J 
lown never dreamed of. 

The men at the oars aro pushing us i 

nerrily over the smooth surface of the j 
ake, and our captain is pointing out 

md describing the objects of interest 011 j 
he wny. But let mo introduce Captain ] 
^rtemus Colo, the Prince of anglers, to 

,our readers. Ho is a sincoro lover of 
lieso lakes; for twenty years, at every 
season of th<« year, he has visited them, 
sometimes alone, and somotimes, as now, 
it tho head of a party. Πο knows every 
point and distance, and can give you the 
iruo and legendary history of every ( 

mountain and headland. Like Cooper s 

liero of tho western wilderness, ho is a 

shild of nature, simple and honest in his 
admiration of her wonderful manifesta- 
tions. Unlike him, he is well skilled in 
historical and mathematical lore. He is 
ϋ man whom old Isaak Walton would 
havo grasped cordially by the hand, for 
he regards angling as the most laudable 
of human sports, and the trout as the 
ornament of its species. Ho knows their 
haunts and homes, and will entertain 

you for hours in describing thoir habits 
and tastes. Add to these qualities a 

frame of almost unlimited powers of 

physical endurance, a benevolent dis- 

position, and a genial love of harmless 

pleasantry, and you have some idea of 
the man who sits at the helm of our 

boat and guides us safely over the 
waters. I say safely, for at times, dur- 

ing heavy winds or sudden squalls, tho 
navigation is dangerous. 

We land at Trout Cove, a noted fish- 

ing ground. It is the out-let of Moose- 

lemagunticook Lake. Across the stream 
is a dam 1400 feet long—a fine, sub- 
stantial structure, built by capitalists of 
Massachusetts. By means of it the wa- 

ters of the lakes may be raised five feet, 
and a means of driving tho logs is thus 
ever at hand. Hero we took some fine 
trout. But as my letter is already long, 
I will close with a few suggestions to 
those who may, for the first time, visit 
these localities. 

Let them, then, in the first place, se- 

cure the eervices of a competent guide, 
and they will nut find a better than Capt. 
Cole of Buckfleld, Maine. Take a few 

pounds of salt pork, hooks, and lines 
and bait. Take a tent if you choose; 
but there are good camping-grounds and 
some good camps already at hand. Go 
in June, or in September or October; 
these are the fishing seasons. Follow 
your leader, and my word for it you shall 
take fish to your heart's content. The 
trout are of different species, and weigh 
from ono pound to ten each; the largest 
are called lakers. A gentleman took 
four hundred pounds of these in one 

forenoon atTrout Cove. Capt. Cole and 
two companions spent two months of 
the winter of 1856 on Richardson's 
Lake. They sent nearly one ton of 
trout to Hoston market as the reeult. 
In the hlght of the season there are some- 

times a hundred persons enjoying the 
fine sport. There are water-fowl and 
moose deer and bears, if you prefer the 
shore. Uucle Smith, an eccentric re- 

cluse. who has lived alone In the forest 
at Indian Rock for twenty two years, 
told me he had taken four bears in traps 
this summer. The sportsmatftad tour 
ist will find themselves well repaid foi 
a journey to these âne lakes.

An Apple Party. 
A novel entertainment either for 

Hallowe'en or Ilarvest is an Apple 
Party. 

The guests at such a party are ex- 

pected to wear some adornment of an 

apple character. At the one attended 
by tho writer every gentleman wore a 

crab-apple as a buttonhole bouquet. 
One of tho ladies wore a sort of tiara of 
email crab apples, while several wore a 

spray of them in the hair. A rope of 
crab-apples formed the girdle of one 

young girl and another wore them as a 

fringe around the bottom of her drees, 
which crue only to her boot tops. A 
matronly lady had a row of apple turn- 
overs outlining the front breadth of her 
black skirt. These were painted in 

sepia tints on cream-colored percoline, 
cut out and fastened on the skirt. A 
rosy young miss had strings of dried ap- 
ples festooned about her, while big, rod 
nonesuch and bald win apples were very 
much in evidence as waist adornments. 

Each guest on entering, was given a 

card bearing a letter and a number. The 
letter was one in a brand of apples and 
the number referred to tho brand. For 
instance,—pippins were numbered 3, 
seek-no-furthers, 5, etc. Of course, in 

group 3 were six persons, one for each 
letter in tho word "pippin," while in the 
fifth grou*)w e 'ourteen persons. Each 
group was p.ovided with one pencil and 
one sheet of ρ zier, was assigned to a 

particular corner of the room and told to 
write a poem on its particular kind of ap- 
ple. At the end of fifteen minutes the 
poems were collected and road aloud, 
and a committee, previously appointed, 
decided upon tlioir merits. Tho group 
producing tho best poom was presented 
with a basket of assorted apples, which 
were immediately passed around and 
eaten. 

Then came an apple gathering contest 
resembling a potato race in which twelve 
apples were arranged in two rows at 

regular distances from each other, and 
tho company divided itself into two 
sides. One person at a time from each 
side, armed with a tablespoon, tried to 

pick up his six apples in his spoon, 
carry each, .is spooned to the basket at 

the Load of the row and return for an- 

other. Tho eido which scored the 
most winners beat. 

The literary part of the entertainment 
which followed this, consisted of read- 
ings, recitations, and song », a1! of which 
treated of the subject of apples. These 
wero both se'ec :d and original. Among 
them wero Biy^nt s "Planting of the Ap- 
ple Tree," "The High-Top Sweeting," 
by Elizabeth Akcrs, selections from Hol- 
land's "Bittersweet," and "The School 
Boy's Apple Tree" by Ilezckiah liutter- 
wo th. 

By this tijpo appetizing odors were 

creeping in from the kitchen, aud soon 

we were called out to supper, in which 
the apple scheme was still carried out. 

Lamb chops, with which were sewed 
hot .oils and apple butter, fried app'o, 
apple fritters, and apple sauce, wore fol- 
lowed by Waldorf salad, which, as every- 
body knows, is largely composed of 
chopped apples. Then came a course of 
buLed apples ard cream, followed by an 

imuense p. n-dowdy. 
Apple pies and turnovers and tarts of 

pastry filled with sparkling crab-apple 
jelly followed, and then was brought on 

a snow pudding, which is a kind of 
glorified apple custard overtopped with 
a qu.tking mound of whipped crea>u. 

Nuts, apples, and coffee wound up the 
fcas..—Modern Priscilla. 

Some Odd Cushions. 
There .ire distinct classes of cushions, 

ono for utility, ore for show. They are 
of all sizes and shapes, from the tiny 
thing called tlio shoulder cnshion, to be 
tucked under the shoulder, to the bip 
pillow a little wider than the couch. 

As to filling, down is the first choice. 
Cotton batting makes a shapely cushion, 
firm, yet elastic. For show cushions, 
there is excelsior, curled hair, and many 
women have recourse to strips of torn 
paper. 

Cushions filled with pine and hops are 
well known, but there is a filling as soft 
asdowntobe gotten from the cattails. 
An enormous amount of this "fuzz" is 
contained in a cattail, so that it is an 

easy matter to obtain sufficient for sever- 
al cushions. 

The little shoulder cushions come in 
sets of two or three, and are grateful to 
invalids. They should bo made for 
utility; therefore select washable goods. 
A lawn haudkerchiof with the mono- 

gram in ono corner, edged with lace, 
makes pretty and useful affairs. 

A useful cushion can be made of denim 
deftly braided or woven. The woven 
ones are exactly like the ribbon cushions 
with which all are familiar. Tho denim 
is doubled, however; tho raw edges 
turned in; then stitched with silk along 
the odges. This may bo of a contrasting 
shade, and machine or feather stitching 
may be employed. Dolft blue and white 
is pretty. Ono cushion had a square of 
forest green for tho centre. The corners 
were triangular pieces of braided while 
denim. The goods were cut in strips 
and braided; tliou sowed together. A 
braided cord finished the edges. 

Among cushions for show was one of 
thick dull silk, of a russet brown hue. 
It was thickly powdered with snow 

crystals formed with small green, gold, 
and silver spangles, making a particular- 
ly effective cushion. 

Another unique thing was a rich black 
satin, ornate with peacoak feathers and 
a gold stork. The quills had been care- 

fully split, and the feathers fastened to 
the satiu with photographers' paste. It 
was then covei^d with manila paper and 
a board, and kept underweight until the 
satin was dry. Two feathers slanted 
across tho cushion, aud in one corner the 
gold bullion stork, to be found in Ja- 
panese stores, was placed. 

In this same store a remuant of silk 
was picked up that made a truly gor- 
geous cushion. It was coarso woven, 

striped with red and ecru, through 
which threads of black, green aud tinsel 
are mingled. A mixed cord finished the 
edges. 

The lover's knot is a study in ribbon 
applique. Baby ribbon of that shitdo of 
blue known as "tendre" is tied in bow- 
knots and appliquod upon tho pillow. 
Between these, scrolls in pale yellow 
silk, done in outline-stitch, terminate in 
rings covered with silk buttonholed 
through them. This is simplo to make, 
and a handsome thing. Tho foundation 
was golden brown silk, finished with a 
double ruffle, ono blue aud one brown. 

Another cushion easily made and very 
effective is of vivid poppy-red Bilk, with 
three giadu .ted ruffles, set on to form a 

quatrefoil. Find tho centre of the sides 
of tho cushion, and make throe ruffles 
for each corner, letting them slope off 
to almost nothing at the centre of each 
side. 

A dainty thing for one gifted with the 
brush is of ecru chamois; titmice perch- 
ed on blossoming branches of an almond 
tree decorate it prettily. The color is 
used very sparingly. Just a touch of 
blue on the heads and wings, tho chamois 
supplying the color for the birds' bodies. 
The three twigs are reddish brown, and 
the blossoms pink and white. Tho edge 
is finished with a band of the chamois, 
sewed on like a ruffle; half of it slashed 
like fringe, touched with gold, blue, and 
pink. Paint narrow bands of those 
colors on tho chamois before cutting. 
The effect is lovely. 

A mascot cushion intended for a bridal 
gift is of whito silk with four leafed 
clovers embroidered in green silk there- 
on. A gold cord finishes tho edges. 

The man-in-the-moon cushion is 
unique. It is made of steely blue art 
ticking. Inone corner is an exaggerated 
replica of the man in the moon. A din- 
ner plate was used to make tho round. 
This was outlined with gold silk, mak- 
ing the top a bit irregular. Features 
were put in, aud, being a nighthawk, he 
may at timee become rakish, and the 
face may suggest his moods. A small 
hat is perched upon his bald pate and a 
monocle adorns one eye. The head 
rises from a "choker" with an up-to- 
date tie. The whole thing was outlined 
with gold silk. The edge was formed 
of blue and yellow striped ribbon, gath- 
ered to form a ruffle. 

The autograph pillow is having a re- 

vival. One of fine white linen with the 

autographs outlined with yellow silk is j handsome.—Exchange. 
Paint upon window glass may be easily, 

removed by rubbing with a oloth wet in 
hot, strong vinegar.

A Carton· Siitht Occnulonelly Wlt- 
nrimed In Tropical Water·. 

Of the many sights witnessed In the 

oceans of the globe, one of the most

The 

horizon is blotted out, sea and sky seem 

to become one In a sort of universal 
luminous fog, which, like a London fog, 
robs the observer of the sense of dis- 

tance and direction, the deck being lit 

up with a ghastly, shadowless light. 
Once off tlie west coast of South Amer- 
ica a bucket of the white Water emp- 
tied back into the sen resembled molten 
lead. This curious sight has interested 
scientific investigators, but while it is 

no doubt related to the many phos- 
phorescent displays common at sea 

there Is no sufficient explanation forth- 

coming of this particular manifestation 
or of the singular atmospheric effects 

resulting from it.
