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Dairy Economy.

In no branch of farming is there such
deplorable waste and shortsightedness
as in dairying; such a large amount of
labor for so small a result and that re-
sult, too, of a very indifferent quality.
Some farmers of to-day are barely ex-
isting who ought to be in comfortable
circamstances and this with only the
same facilities a8 they now emjoy. A
quaint old Yankee used to have the babit
of saying, “It is mighty important to
have the right idea of things to start
with.” One day a young bull tackled
the old man in his barnyard. Uncle
Sam grabbed the bull by the tail and
gave him a severe lashing witha heavy
whip which he bappened to have in his
hand. His bullship soon gave up the
fight and was glad enough to get away.
Uncle Sam said very quietly: “He's
sort o' young and foolish; you see he
dido’t have the right idea of me an’ other
things to start with.”

The idea of trying to put both beef
and milk into the same animal is a hum-
bug. If your object is the production
of beef, select animals of the beef type,
that will gain in flesh rapidly and
economically; but if you are keeping
cows to produce c-cam, by all means
stick to the dairy cow. The Jersey is
my choice and all ezperimcatal tests of
the different breeds give the Jersey cow
the ho or of » king the most butter at
least expense and quality unexcelled.
It is very poor economy to milk a so-
called dual purpose cow four or five
years, knowing that she is not a rich
milker, and give as a reason for so do-
ing, that she will be worth something
when we want to sell. We will allow
that the beef cow may be worth $10 or
313 more to the batcher or cow trader
when we get through with her, but all
tests and experiments prove that the
Jersey will give a net profit of $15 or
more in one year above that of the
heavier animal.

If we could actually double the dairy

product of our town and also get a high-
er price than we now do,—and if to do
this we need not keep more, but fewer
cattle, at less cost for feed. for attend-
ance and barn room,—would it not alter
the whole aspect of dairy matters? We
must increase our products and profits
as well, and one way of making more
profit is to follow the teachings of all
our dairy schools and colleges, They
continually tell us to “Lessen the cost
of production.” How is this to be done?
By starving our cows? Far from it. But
by keeping a better class of cows, feed-
ing and caring for them better, and using
more skill and care in making our but-
ter. We thus increase our output, and,
at the same time, we lessen the costof
production. Feed generously and of
suitable material. In the interest of
economy | believe the silo a necessity,
by the use of which we can keep up the
milk tlow through the winter much more
cheaply than with hay only.
The man of wealth has the “sinews of
war'’ with which to carry on his enter-
prise, and we all know what plenty of
capital means in business. If united
with brains and perseverance, it meaps
assured success. The plain farmer, on
the other band, may not have the capi-
tal, but he generally has a good farm,
where land value is low and taxes are
low, and he has comparatively little
outlay for labor: and if possessed of the
brains and porseverance may develop a
profitable dairy business, even under ad-
verse circnmstances and with the very
plainest surroundings. My start in
farm life and dairyiog was made under
the latter conditions and at times I felt,
to use a homely saying, that 1 was “he-
tween the devil and the deep sea.” But
I have pinned my faith to the dairy cow
and time will tell whether or no I have
the brains and perseverance tosucceed.
Every man must be his own school
master. e must direct his own mind.
If he refuses to make provisions for
himself whereby he can secure a supply
of good ideas, then he is to blame. Too
many of us feed our hogs to the verge
of cholera, and starve our minds. We
must have a contact with ideas if we ex-
pect to secure them. We must get near
to the fire if we expect to be warmed.
Again we are remiuded of the old prov-
erb, “As a man thinketh, so is he.”"—
Edgar H. Merrill in Maine Farmer.

Manures and Soils.

FALL PLOWING.

There are many advantages in plow-
ing land late in the fall for spring crops,
says Practical Farmer. If the deepening
of the plowing and the subsoiling of the
land is the object it can better be done
then than at any other time, for the sub-
soil is seldom in a state that admits of
the use of the subsoil plow in the early
spring. Whether subsoiling will be of
advantage or not will depend on the na-
ture of the soil. A flat, heavy clay soil
that needs drainage will never pay for
subsoiling. A deep sandy soil does not
need it.  But high relling land which is
inclined to wash into gullies and has a
hard clay subsoil right below the ordi-
nary run of the plow will be immensely
improved by a deep loosening of this
subsoil. The red clay uplands of the
South have washed into gullies because
they bhave been plowed shallow, and
when the torrential rains of the South
fall the shallow plowed soil soon be-
comes of a creamy texture, and the
only place for it to go is down hill. And
down hill it goes, leaving the red sub-
soil bare and forming a gall that seon
deepens into a gully. But if the soil is
more deeply plowed, and the subsoiler
follows, loosening the clay to a depth of
fifteen or more inches, there isa body
of loose soil that will take up the hard-
est rain without moving. Then if we
add to this a shallow and flat cultare
during the growing season, we form no
furrows to gather a head of water to
break over and go down hill. With
deep Dbreaking, subsoiling and flat
cultivation which would give no chance
fora head of water to gather, there
would be no need for terraces, for.we
believe that the terrraces have eaused
more gullies than they have preveated.
But there are limitations to the value
of the fall plowing. In the far North,
where the ground remains frozen all
winter and snow covers the land, the
deep fall plowing can be made to mellow
the land finely for the spring planting
without any replowing in the spring,
and thus much labor can be saved in the
busy season. But in the middle states,
where there is alternate freezing and
thawing, and snow disappears at times,
and there is far more rain than snow,
the leaving of the plowed Jand bare all
winter will result in a great leaching of
pitrtes from the land. Hence, while
the fall ploughing and subsoilin will
be of great advantage, they should al-
ways be accompanied with the sowing
of some ‘winter cover crop like rye or
wheat or crimson clover, that will be at
hand to catch the fleeting nitrogen, and
save it in the form of organic matter to
return it to the soil in the spring.—Mir-
ror and Farmer.

The Cost of Producing Milk.

Of course the cost depends upon the
kind of a cow one keeps. It costs as
much to keep a poor cow as a good one,
and the average cow produces only one-
half the milk a good one does. Hoard's
Dairyman calls attention to the experi-
ence of one of the oldest and best dairy-
men on this subject:

“At the Wisconsin Dairymen's Con-
vention, last winter, Mr. Gurler exhibit-
ed a table showing the cost to him of
keeping his cows and the amount of
milk produced. A stable of 50 cows
showed a milk production of 5,708
pounds per cow, the cost of feed was
$41.06 per cow, making the feed cost of
milk to him a trifle less than 72 cents
per 100 pounds. The best four cowsin
this stable of 50 cows produced 9,008
pounds of milk each, and the cost of
feed was $44.95 per cow, making the
food cost of milk just about 50 cents per
100 pounds. The four poorest cows
averaged 3,020 pounds of milk and cost
of feed was 233.96 per cow, making the

food cost of milk with these poorest
more than 31 per hundred pounds.
“It is however, not to forgotten

that the feed was charged to these cows
at market prices—such as was bought,
at what it cost delivered at the barn,
such as was raised, at what it would
bring in market, and no account was
made of the benefit to be obtained from
the residual manurial value of these
feeds in keeping up the fertility of his
farm. This is an item too frequently
forgotten by dairymen. . It shows, how-
ever, very distinctly in the difference
there is in producing capacity of farms
where stock is kept to consume what is
raised on the farm and some purchased
feed in addition, and those where all the
hay and grain is sold off in the public
market.

“It is estimated that this manurial
value of feeds is more than ample to
offset the expense in time and labor of
caring for a herd of cows and their prod-
uct. Therefore, if a man, by keeping
cows, can sell his grain to them, and
make their product yield him what his
grain would sell for in the market, he is
doiag quite as well as he would not to
keep cows. Indeed, he is doing better,
for he saves the expense of hauling his
grain and hay to market. Whatever his
cows pay him over and above the market
value for his feeds is so much profit.

“It should not be forgotten, however,
that there is no excuse for keeping cows
that do not more than pay market prices
forthe feed they consume. The best
four cows in Mr. Gurler's stable enabled
him to sell his feed at more than double
the current market price for feeds last
year when all kinds of feed were so high
in price. Mr. Gurler keeps 200 or 300
cows in order to supply the demand for
his milk in Chicago. In the nature of
the case, he has to buy a great many of
these cows, and some of them turn out
poorly as shown above, but he keepsa
record of what each cow produces, and
one may be very sure he does not keep
acow the second year that does not
promise to pay him well for the feed she
consumes. Every dairyman should keep
a record with every cow, know just
what she is doing, and then he can dis-
pose of the poorer cows and give the
better ones a chance to show a better
average.”—Mirror and Farmer.

The Garden and Orchard.

LOW HEADED FRUIT THEE.

Some forty years ago I helped to gath-
er the apples from trees that were so
tall that ittook twomen to put up a
ladder long enough to reach the top of
the trees. After the ladder was placed
in position one man would go up witha
handle basket that had a rope attached
to it, fillit and let itdown for the other
man to empty into a barrel, writes N. B,
White in American Gardening. This
slow and expensive process led me to
the conclusion that the top of an apple
tree should be grown nearer to the
ground, and, having some young stocks
in my garden of suitable size to graft,
the next spring I commenced my ex-
periment of low head for apple trees.

1 grafted fifty trees. The scions all
formed a unionand made a good growth,
and the following spring I cut them
back to about 6 inches from the ground,
leaving 4 to 6 buds, and from those
buds the branches for the future top, or
head, were produced.

With a great deal of interest I watch-
od them as from year to year they ad-
vanced towards fruiting. When they
were three years old, I offered some of
them for sale, as I had not room for all
of them, but no one would buy. *“Too
low!" they said. They wanted trees
that they could plow under. In vainl
stated the advantages of having them
low down, but it was of no use. The
people wanted apple trees up out of the
way, so I planted out most of them my-
self.

The trees made fine growth, and are
in bearing condition now, and seem
good for forty years more. Those trees,
1 think, were the first ever grown es-
pecially for low heads in this country.
Orchardists are now, and have been for
several years, drifting towards that
medium of training. Still there are
many who object to it, and it is for these
doubting Thomases that I am prompted
to pen this article.

It might be difficult to state just
which is the most important. The great
saving of expense and the great ease and
comfort in gathering the fruit is certain-
ly an important one. Another is the
great convenience in spraying, pruning
and thinning fruit.

Again, if an apple drops to the ground
itis not ruined by the fall. Another
great gain, and perhaps the greatest
advantage of all when the life of the
tree is considered, is the protection given
to the roots from the hot sun in summer.
Trees thus protected make a better
growth, and seem more healthy and, as
[ believe, will endure much longer.—
Mirror and Farmer.

The Maine Potato Crop.

The Kennebec Journal while naturally
feeling local pride in its own county
writes in a good natured tone regarding
the claims of Aroostook for supremacy
in the yield of potatoes. Itsays:

“'The champions of Aroostook County
have been stirred up a bitover the po-
tato stories that have appeared in the
Journal and the statement that other
sections of the state were raising as
many bushels to the acre as Aroostook.
They insist that Aroostook is still right
sideup, and that there is mothing else
in the state to compare withit. They
are bringing on their figures to back up
their statements, too. One man up in
the Aroostook valley has 40 acres of
potatoes, and has dug 1200 barrels of
market potatoes from 8 of them. These
have paid for the whole crop, and the
other 32 acres will be clear profit. An-
other man has raised 875 barrels on six
acres, and still another, 119 barrels on a
half acre, which is over 650 bushels to
the acre. The same man selected 21
tubers. which weighed a bushel, the old
starch factory bushel, 63 pounds, and
they were not pronged monstrosities
hike the fur coat winners here, either,
but perfectly smooth and handsome.
The Aroostook man says there isn't
room in Kennebec county for potatoes
to grow to that size without tacking on
‘ells and additions wherever space can
be found.”

Where cows are kept up a good part of
the time the stable d be cleaned at
least twice a day. Cows are the neatest
animals in the world if they bave a
chanceto be. They do not emjoy the
bad odors from u stables, and will
contract disease if compelled habitually
to inhale them.

UNDER THB CHERRY TREE,
P to the days of Indiana’s early
" statehood, probably as late as
1825, there stood, In what is
now the beautiful little city
of Vincennes on the Wabash, the de-
eaying remnant of an old and curiously
guarled  clerry tree known as the
Roussillon tree, le cerisier de Monsieur
Roussillon, us the French inhabitunts
called 1t, which as long as it lived bore
fruit remarkable for richness of favor
and peculiar dark ruby depth of color.
The exact spot where this noble old
seedling £rom la belle France flourished,
declined and died caunot be certuinly
pointed out. for in the rapid and happy
growth of Vincennes many landmarks
once notuble, among them le cerisier
de Monsieur Roussillon, have been de-
stroyed und the spots where they stood,
once fuiuiliar to every cye in okl Vio-
connes, are now lost in the pleasant
confusion of thie new town.

The old, twisted, gun embossed
cherry tree survived every other dis-
tinguishing feature of what was once
the wmost pletnresque and  romantic
place in Vincennes. Just worth of It
stood, In the early French days. a low,
ranibling eubin surrounded by rude
verundas overgrown with grapevioes.
Thiz was the Roussillon pluce, the wost
pretentious Lome i all the Walash
country. Its owner wus Gaspard ious:
sillon, u successtul trader with the Lo-
dians. He was rich, for the time and
the place, intuential to a degres, a
man of some education, who had
brought with bim to the wilderness a
bundie of books und u taste for read-
ing.

It is not known just when Vincennes
was first founded, but wost historians
make the probuble date very exrly in
the ecighteenth eentury, somewiere be-
tween 1710 and 1730, In 1810 the
Roussillon cherry tree was thouzht by
a distinguished botanical letter writer
to be at least fitty years ohl, which
would make the date of its planting
about 1760, Certaluly, us shown by the
time stained family records upou which
this story of ours is based, it was
flourishing and wide topped tree in
the early sunnuer of 1778, its branches
loaded to drooping with luscious fruit.
So low did the dark red clusters hung
at oue point thut a tall youug girl
standing on the ground vasily reached
the best ones and made her Lips purple
with their juice while she ate then.

That was long ago. measnred by
whit has come to pass on the gentle
swell of rieh country from which Vin-
cennes overlooks the Wil 1. The
pew town flourishies notally and its
appeainnee murks the latest lheit of
progress.  Eleetrie cars in its streets,
electrie lights In its beautiful hones,
the roar of railwsy trains comlng and
woing in all directions, bicyeles wirl:
Ing hither and thither, the most fush-
jonuble  styles of eqguipages from
brougham to pony phaeton, wake the
days of flintlock guns and buckskin
trousers seem ages down the past, and
yvet we are looking back over Lut a
little wore than 120 years to see Alice
Roussition standing wicer a cheery
tree aimd holding bigh a tewpting cius
ter of fruit, while a short humplacked
youth looks up with longing eyes and
vainly reaches for it. The tableau Is
not merely rustic; it Is primitive,

“Jump!” the givl s saying in french.
“Jump, Jean; juwp hizgh!

“Yes, that was very long ago, in the
days when women lightly braved what
the strongest men would shrink from
How.

Alice Roussillon was tall, lithe,
strongly kuit, with an almost perfect
figure, Juldging by what the master
sculptors carved for the forw of Venus,
and her face was ¢ :nely and winning,
if not absolutely Ueautiful; but the
time apd place were vigorously indi-
cated by her dress, which was of
course stuff and shwply designed
Plainly she was a child of the Amer-
ican wilderness, a daughter of old Vin-
cennes on the Wabash in the time that
tried men’s souls,

Led
by that wonderful guide, imagination,
we step back a century and more to
look over a scene at once strangely at-
tractive and unspeakably forlorn.

What was it that drew people away

ern territory. M. Roussillon had no
children of his own; so his kind heart
opened freely to two fatherless and
motherless waifs. These were Allce,
now called Roussillon, and the hunch-
back, Jean. The former was twelve
years old when he adopted ber, a child
of Protestant parents, while Jean had
been taken, when a mere babe, after
his parents had been killed and scalped
by Indians.

The Elections.

Elections were held on Tuesday of last
week in twelve states. The results so
far as they have any bearing upon na-
tional politics are generally favorable to
the Republicans. There was perhaps as
much general interest, at least in the
eastern section of the country, in the
New York ecity election as in anything
else. New York is the largest and most
important city on the continent. Its
government has for two years been taken
away from Tammany, and put into the
hands of a reform administration with
Seth Low as mayor. The result shows
that Tammany can not be kept out of
the city government for more than one
term at a time. With practically the
entire pulypit and press of the city
actively supporting Low, Col. George B.
Mc(Clellan, the Tammany candidate, was
elected mayor of Greater New York by a
majority of 63,000, Col. McClellan is
the son of the distinguished general of
the samie name, and is a Kleaaa.nt gentle-
man against whom nothing is said ex-
cept that be is the candidate of Tammany,
and that his election puts that corrupt
organization in power once more in New
York city.

As bearing upon national politics, the
result was of special interest in Ohio,
where Tom Johnsonm, the Democratic
candidate for governor, bas been making
a whirlwind campaign. The Republican
plurality in that state is over 125,000,
and the return of M. A. Hanna to the
United States Senate is assured by a
Republican legislative majority of over
100,

In Massachusetts the Democrats made
the most vigorous campaign for years,
and seemed to expect that they were
going to  accomplish something, but
(Governor. Bates, Republican, had &

lurality of 36,000, or only abeut 1000
ess than last year.

Rhode Island re-elected Governor Gar-
vin, Democrat, by a small plurality, and
chose a state governmeut and | ature
otherwise Republican. Governor Gar-
vin's election is understood to be due to
his personal popularity.

These stilts can ouly be used where the
Japanese boys' feet are bare, for the
stilt stick must be grasped between the
first and second toe of euch foot,

Spanish boys are great stlt walkers,
and they lnvariably use sticks that
reach to the hips and are strongly
pound there ns well as at the ankles.

This was for some
time the longest line In the world, 137
miles.

The first locomotives welghed three
to five tons. An imported English loco-
motive welghing ten tons was too
heavy. Twenty-five engines of that
day would make one of today. Fifty
years ago a train load of 200 tons was
heavy. Now loads of 2,000 to 2,500 tons
are handled.

A Variety of Thanksgiving Desserts.
A little variety to a Thanksgiving din-
ner, especially one of the orthodox kind,
is oftentimes very welcome. The us
rich pie and cake which is served at the
close of a very h turkey and vegeta-
ble course must be declined by some of
our cautious friends who are mindful of
the reckoning on the morrow. The fol-
lowing recipes will be helpful to the
busy housewife:

PUMPKIN PUDDING.

Take one pint of pumpkin that has
been stewed and pressed through a
colander; warm onme-half pint of milk
and add one-quarter of a pound of but-
ter and the same quantity of sugar to it,
stirring them well togetber. If you can
get cream it will be much better; use
one pint, omitting the milk and butter.
Beat eight very light and add them
gradually to the other ingredients. Stir
in two glasses of wine, a large teaspoon-
ful of powdered mace and cinnamon
mixed and a grated nutmeg. Stir the
whole mixture very bard, putinto a but-
;ered dish and bake three-quarters of an

our.

STRAWBERRY BOUFFLE,

Rub one quart of berries either fresh
or canned, (an{ other soft fruit can be
substituted, like peaches) through a fine
strainer, add sugar to taste. Beat the
whites of three eggs to a stiff froth and
mix immediately and well with the
mashed berries. Place the mixture in a
low baking dish and bake in a quick
oven from fifteen to twenty minutes.
Serve as soon as baked.

APRICOT TRIFLE.

Put one-half pound of dried apricots
to soak over night in balf a cupful of
water. Next morning add one-half cup
of sugar and cook until thick and soft.
Press through a coarse sieve, when cool
fold in the stiffly beaten whites of two
eggs. Beat thoroughly and pour into a
mould which has been rinsed in cold
water. Place inthe ice box. When it
is to be used, turn it out of the mould
and cover with a custard sauce made
from one pint of milk, the beaten yolks
of two eggs, two tablespoons of sugar
and flavor to taste.

ORIENTAL ICE CREAM.

Heat one pint of milk; take from the
fire andadd it gradually to the well-
beaten yolks of three eggs. Take the
pulp of one-half pound of well-cooked
and sweetened prunes, one quart of
sweet cream and a teaspoon of vanilla.
Mix this all together and freeze as usual.
Finely chopped almonds make a fine ad-
dition.

APPLE CHARLOTTE.

Two pounds of apples pared, cored
and sliced into a pan; add the juice of
three lemons and the rind of one finely
grated, and about one pound of sugar,
if the apples are quite sour.  Boil all to-
gether until it becomes thick which it
will do in about two hours. Turn into
a mould, serve cold with a rich custard
or cream.

XUT DROPS,

Chop finely one cup of hickory nut
meats. Beat to a stiff froth the whites
of two eggs and slowly fold in the nuts
and one cupful of powdered sugar. Mix
thoroughly and drop on buttered tins.
Bake slowly. You will find these a de-
licious addition to a cup of a tea.

PING-PONG CARAMELS,

Boil together one cupful of sugar, one
of molasses, one of milk and a half cup-
ful of butter until the syrup will roll
into a ball when cooled in cold water,
Stirin a teaspoonful of vanilla and half
a cupful of chopped nuts. Turn into
shallow buttered pans and when cool
mark into squares and dip each separate-
ly into melted chocolate. Put on waxed
paper in a cold room to harden.

BANANAS IN JELLY.

Make a mound of lemon jelly. Cut
bananas in slices and line the bottom
and sides of a mould; pour the lemon
jelly in slowly, that it may not float the
fruit. Keep in ice water until hard. If
you have no mould use a small, round,
glass dish. Put the sliced bananas on
the bottom, then turnin a little jelly,
when hard put a row around the sides,
fill the center with bananas, add more
jelly, enough to cover. Reserve a cup-
ful of jelly and break it up and scatter
over the top when ready to serve,

CURRIED APPLES.

Core six large, tart apples and arrange
them in a baking dish. Cream together
four tablespoonfuls of butter and a cup-
ful of brown sugar and beat in a tea-
spoonful of curry powder and a table-
spoon of lemon juice. Fill the spaces
left by the cores with the mixture and
bake in a quick oven. Servecold. This
may be used as a dessert or to take the
place of cranberry sauce.

CHINESE RICE PUDDING.

Whip one pintof sweet cream to a
froth, add one-third cup of sugar, flavor
with vanilla, add one ounce of rice that
has been boiled in one cup of milk until
soft and tender, then cool. Just before
serving add one-half cup of preserved
ginger,

ORANGE PUDDING.

Pare and cut fine six oranges, strew
over them one cup of powdered sugar.
Beat the yolks of six eggs with four
tablespoonfuls of cornstarch and strain
it in one quart of boiling milk. Put
this over the oranges while hot; beat the
whites of the eggs with two tablespoons
of powdered sugar and pour over the
pulc‘liding. Brown in the oven; serve
cold.

MOCK CHERRY PIE,
Cut in halves one cup of cranberries,
add half cup of raisins stoned and chop-
ped, half a cup of boiling water, one
tablespoonful of flour, one cup of sugar,
oue teaspoonful of vanilla, piece of but-
ter. Mix butter and flour together, add
hot water, then the rest of the ingredients
and cook ten minutes before filling the
pie.—McCall's Magazine.

Taking Care of Children’s Hair.

Mothers should teach their children
to care for their hairas early as possible.

If the little girl is coaxed into the
habit of giving her hair a hundred
strokes with a stiff brush every moraing
and evening and braiding them loosely
for bed, the foundation for a future
beautiful head of hair will be laid.
Counting the strokes will lighten the
task for her, and she will soon become
accustomed to it and make it a part of
her daily toilet. Too many children are
allowed to go to bed with their hair in a
tousled condition, only to have it jerked
and tangled hastily when school time
comes round.
Such a practice is disastrous to the
nerves of a sensitive child and ruinous
to the hair. Teach the little daughter
to take care of her hair.—McCall's.

Rest Your Feet.

The feet really need far more rest than
it is usual to grant them in these days of
hurry-scurry and tight shoes. Few
Eouple have any idea how injurious to
ealth and temper, to heart and brain,
an uncomfortable feeling about the feet
is. The feet of children should never be
cramped. They may be injured men-
tally and physically for life by sucha
practice, except when absolutely neces-
sary. Always keep a pair of mice soft
house shoes, and fet into them as quick-
ly as possible after your return from
walking or cycling. If you have an
hour to spare in your own room, take
maur shoes and stockings both and
e the feetin cold or warm (never
hot) water, whichever is most agreeable
to the feelings. Keep the feet naked
while you rest on a sofa, reaa your pa-
per and sip your coffve. The best stock-
ings or socks are lamb’s wool, and they
should fit as well as a glove. Never have
them too loose nor too tight. If you
can always keep your feet nice and com-
fortable you will add years to the term
of your life.—McCall's.

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HOW SLEEP MAY BE WOOED

Movements of the Feet Will Qulet
the Nervoos Braim.

Most of the mental devices for woo-
ing sleep bave failed because they have
nearly always tried to resort to “local
trentment.” In other words, they bave
made a homeopathic attempt to stop
thinking by thinking about something
else, a process which might also be
called “elimination by substitution.”
But all thinking, spontaneous or fore-
ed, draws more or less blood to the
brain, prevents deep inhalations and
bars the gate to the kingdom of dreams.
Any device, on the other band, which
will make one tuke deep, long breaths
spoutaneously, the Invariable forerun-
ner of sleep, may be counted upon as a
genuine remedy for insomnia, Even
deep breathing which Is forced I8 bet-
ter than any purely mental attempt to
win sleep, but If the deep breathing
can be produced Involuntarily one I8
sure of a passport to Nodland.

After several nights of experiment
to this desired end the writer decided
to apply tbe principle adopted by the
masseurs, who begin thelr manipula-
tiops *“at the point farthest fromn the
seat of difliculty,” which In the case
of insomnia would be the feet. Lying
on the right side, with the knees to-
gether and considerably flexed, the
vietim of insomnia should begin to
pedal both his feet slowly up and
down, with the movement entirely In
the ankles. The pedaling should keep
time with the natural rhythm of res-
piration and be continued until It is
followed by deep and spontaneous
breathing.

Several people who bave tried this
remedy report that involuntary deep
breathing Invariably begins before
they have pedaled up and down a
dozen times. In obstinate cases of In-
sompia the patient may need to keep
up the pedaling two or three minutes
or even more, with Intermissions, If
necessary. The treatment may also be
varied by moving the feet alternately
instead of simultaneously, though the
latter method has proved the more
speedily efficaclous in the cases Known
to the writer. The explanation of the
result obtained Is probably simple.
The blood is pumped from the head.
and with the removal of brain tenslon
a general relaxation follows, with a se-
quent deep respiration and its result-
Ing sleep,—Geod Housekeeping.

ANIMAL LANGUAGE.

Sounds Both Shrill and Low That
We Cannot Hear,

Most people suppose n mole to be
dumb, but It ‘s not. A mole can glve
a sound so shrill that it hasp't any
MTect on the human ear at all and an-
other sound so low and soft that no
human being can hear it. Yet a wea-
sel can hear hggh these sounds as plain-
ly as you can the report of a gun, and
a sound registering machine—the plo-
pautograph--will show them both, with
scores of other sounds you are deaf to.

The usual note of the mole is a low
pur, which 1t uses a good deal while
at work underground, and it can also
shout at the top of its voice If hurt or
alarmed; but, though it shouted und
purred in your ear. you wouldn't hear
it. The sound reglster, however, with
its delicate peneil that marks the vol-
ume of sound on a paper, gives the
quality of both sounds,

A weasel, too, which is one of the
mole's enemies, ean hear these sounds
throngh a couple of Inches of earth
anid often eatehes the mole when he
throws up his hillocks of earth. The
common field mouse, too, has a pur
that is altogether beyond you, though
you can hear him squeak plainly
encugh if he Is hurt. A death’s head
moth, too, can squeak, but that is done
by rubbing his wings together and is
not a volee at all.

Fut the chimpion of all creatures for
good learing und one that can hear a
sound that Is ever 100 degrees beyond
your own limit is the common thrush,
and you may often amuse yourself by
watching bim at {t. He can bear a
lobworm moving underground, locate
him by the noise and haul him out.

Often you may see a thrush stand
perfectly still on your lawn, cock his
ear and listen intently, then make a
couple of steps and haul out a fat lob-
worm. Even the starling, which is
abont the size of a thrush, cannot do
this, but he knows the thrush can, and,
being a disreputable person, with no
common honesty, he follows the young
thrushes about on their worm hunts
and steals the worms from them as
soon as they are caught.—London An-
swers.

VIGOROUS OLD AGE.

Chrysippus began to write his work
on logie In his eightieth year. Clean-
thes taught his puplls up to his ninety-
ninth year.

Sophocles lived to be nearly a hun-
dred, and during his last days he wrote
the “(Bdipus Coloneus,” one of the
greatest trngedies ever written,

Arganthonius began to rule when he
was forty years old and held power
for elghty years, and In the third book
of the “History” Asinius Pollio tells
us that hie did not die until he was past
his one hundred and thirtieth year.

Valuable Insects,

Perhaps th:re are few substances
contributed by animals to the materia
medica of greater value or more ex-
tensively beneficial than certaln specles
of insects. Of these there are none
more highly esteemed for medical pur-
poses than those beautiful, shining,
green colored Insects known as blister-
ing beetles, or cantharides. Thelr cor
rosive action Is so great that they fre-
quently inflame and excoriate the
hands of those who collect them, and
on thls property their chief medicinal
virtue depends. They are generally
used In the form of plasters or oint-
ment, and In cases of violent visceral
{nflammation their external use can
scarcely be supplied by any other medi-
cine.

Curious Mode of Catching Turtles.

A curiots mode of catching turtles
is practiced in the West Indles. It
consists in attaching a ring and a line
to the tall of a species of sucker fish
known as the remora. The live fish Is
then thrown overboard and immediate-
ly makes for the first turtle he can
spy, to which he attaches himself very
firmly by means of a sucking appa-
ratus nrranged at the top of his head.
Once attached to the turtle, so firm is
that the fisherman on drawing
brings home both turtle and

sucker.
