Feeding Cattle in Winter.

WO FEEDINGS A DAY BETTER THAN
THREE, CATTLE OR HORSES.—COWS
SHOULD REST BETWEEN FEEDINGS.—
EVIL 0OF OVERFEEDING.

There are numerous ways of feeding
cattle as there are of doing many other
tkings. A method that seems the best
for one person may not always be the
best for all others. [ suppose most
farmers feed three timesa day in winter.
1 formerly followed that practice and
when 1 first learned that one of the most
successful dairymen of Worcester coun-
tv had adopted a two-meals-a-day sys-
tem it seemed to me that it would be
bordering on cruelty to make cows go
from moraing till evening without a
feeding, but the winter I learned of the
practice 1 was working in the woods at
some distance from home and the days
being short it made quite a hole into my
work-day to have to come home to feed
at noon, just that part of the day which
was the most comfortable fo® work-
ing out doors. Some have claimed
that there is a saving of food by feeding
but twice a day. This was no object
with me for | am willing to feed all ani-
mals all that they can make a profitable
use of. 1 doubt not that it is possible
for animals as well as their owners to
swallow more food than is for their best
good. Idle horses fed solely upon hay
may stuff themselves so much as to in-
jure them for work. To a perfectly
healthy animal or person the appetite
ought to be and probably is, a pretty safe
euide. 1 never knew an animal at pas-
ture where the feed was both good and
abundant to get sick by over eating. It
is when animals have been partly starv-
ed that they will over eat if given a
chance. Animals, too, like human be-
ings, are creatures of habit, and they
may aequire habits that are not condu-
cive to their best good. 1 expected that
my cows would be incouvenienced by
wissing their noon meal, but 1 was mis-
taken. And when I came to think of it
I remembered that they never seemed
really hungry at noon as they did in the
morning after a night’s fasting.

Horses have small stomachs compared
to the paunch of a cow, and when fed
largely on grain it is proper enough to
give a whole meal at once, but when
cows are given such bulky food as hay
I think it is far better to give it to them
part at a time rather than all at once.
With mangers full or more than full
they are apt to poke it over, to pick out
the choicest portions, breathing on the
remainder till it becomes distasteful.
Many people would lose their appetite
for a dinner thut was all put upon their
plate in a single pile. I made as many
as three feedings for a meal following
one aiter another with little waiting be-
tween, The first two could be liberal,
while the last would be gauged accond-
ing to the apparent appetite of the in-
dividual animal. One of the worst
things one can do foran animal is to
over feed it with rich food. 1 have
known animals to lose their appetite
for corn meal, made sick, as we may say,
just as children sometimes are of sweets
when they have been taken in excess.
When feeding but twice a day 1 shorten-
ed the time somewhat between the

morning and evening feeds and length-
ened the night time. 1 soon found that
my cows were eating their food with an
apparent better relish thaun when fed
three times. Cattle ina state of nature
feed rapudly in the open, swallowing
their food with but little chewing, and
then they withdraw to the shude and re-
chiew at their leisure, When cattle are
fed in stables three times a day they fre-
quently are given a meal before they
bave had time to properly chew what
they had already swallowed at a previous
feeding,

1 think a cow should have time be-
tween feedings to both chew over her
food and take a good rest. It was not
long after I adopted the new system
that the cows wounld rarely get up when
arn to do any ordinary
work. but would lie quietly chewing
their cuds or takiog their mid-day nap.
I think there was aslight saving of food,
just that amount which previously had

| been given above the needs or demands

of the system. It was some time alter
adopting the system with cattle that 1
felt justified in giving the same treat-
went to my horses but when I was ped-
dling milk ard other farm produce in
winter one of my horses couid not be
trusted always to stand unhitched for
the last half hour before the usual feed-
ing point was reached. So I made her
go without her dinner and tried to short-
en the day by hurrying up the deliveries.
It worked so well that I adopted the
two meals a day for all the stock during
the short day season and with only the
best results. I donot know what the
general custom is at the present time
but it was adopted by whole townships
at that time under the name of the
Barre system, that town being the home
of Mr. Ellsworth, who first bronght it to
public notice. Where large herds are
kept for milk and it sesms necessary to
do the morning and night milking at the
same hour to make the time bstween
equal, a light mid-day feeding may be
advisable.

Animals can be inured to almost anv
descent method of treatment., They
should be so tieated that they would
know about what to expect and when.
1 doubt not that there are many farmers
g0 sitnated that it would be a con-
venience to them, as it was to me, to
adopt the two-meal-a-day system of
feeding for their cattle. 1 have known
many families that set but two meals
for themselves in the wionter season
when the demands on the system are
light. And I never knew them to be in-
jured thereby. It is not oniy a waste of
food to eat when food I8 not required,
but it loads the system with that which
becomes a burden and an injury. Farm-
ers bave different ideas as to the best
method of watering cattle and other
animals. I think Dr. Smead has the
right of it when he says, “The best
time to water a horse is when the horse
is thirsty.” If animals are not deprived
of food or water when they need it they
will rarely injure themselves by swallow
ing too much of either.—A. W. Cheever
in New Eungland Farmer.

Two Good Money Crops.

Don't have your faith in the orchard
shaken by the great stories of big pota-
to crops. Astonishing profits can be
cited from both, and whether the on» or
the other will prove best for you will
depend upon the man and his surround-
ings. The best thing about these two
crops is that there is room for both, and
neither need interfere with the other.
The land where potatoesare grown to
best advantage is not the natural fruit
land. The high granite soil where
apples obtain highest perfection is not
the land where potatoes can be grown
at least cost. S0 grow the fruits on the
strong orchard lands and the potatoes on
the mellow loams, and mapy times a
single crop of either will meet the cost
of the land and pay the expense of pro-
duction. Only there is this distinction:
—in case of the fruit the trees are left
intact after the bearing ready to dupli-
cate their bounty for years half a hun-
dred. Tothe young farmer who intelli-
gently directs his efforts to these two
crops success is assured from the start.

They are
a hardy and thrifty race, and for gener-
al intelligence compare favorably with
their neighbors of Anglo-Saxon stock.

They are, however, full of the guaint
superstitions and rural folklore of their
forefathers, and many interesting anec-
dotes are told by Fayette people illus-
trating the length to which the good
Duteh yeomanry go in their devotion to
the *“signs” in the conduct of their
farms and the routine of their lives.

In all earthly matters the almanac
seems to be their Bible, and the moon
and the constellations are as really ven-
erated, though in a different way, as
they were by their yellow haired ances-
tors along the shores of the North Sea.
Not only in the tilling of their land, but
in all the minute concerns of their daily
lives, the ‘“signs" must be right before
apything is done, or —**woe betide."

If a cheese is to be cut itmust be done
in the increase of the moon, or, by the
same token, it will fade away with in-
credible rapidity before the daily de-
mands of the family, who will yet derive
a miraculously scanty nutriment there-
from: whereas if, in obedience to the
sage councel of the elders of the house,
it be done as the moon waxes, it will be
like the widow’s measure of meal and
cruse of oil,

If fenco posts are to be set, spade must
not be put to the ground till the position
of the sun in the zodiac be determined
from the book of fate, the almanac.
Otherwise, it is only a matter of time
when, not the frost below, but the stars
above, will heave them from their places.
The swine must not be slaughtered with
disregard for the stellar divinities, or
the pork will dwindle in the barrel as if
an army corps were feeding thereon.

In the sowing, tilling and harvesting
of their crops, of conrse, the same fideli-
ty to the old-folk notions of their fathers
is shown; but in this they are not pecu-
liar, for here their ideas are shared by
the unscientific of everv class and race.
In a Waterloo business place recently,
where these signs were under animated
Jiscussion for an hour, only one man
raised the voice of scepticism agaiost
these fancies, and all but two of those
present expressed positive faith in one
or more of the signs of Fayette Dutch
folklore,—The Rochester Post-Express.

Buying a Cow.

When you go out to buya cow you
doubtless havea definite idea of the kind
of cow you desire to purchase, says H.
;. Manchester in Rural New Yorker.
Almost every farmer has the pleasing
impression that his cows are better than
his neighbor’s, and no matter how honest
the man may be when the cows are
bought, you are the one who has to
prove whether or not they are profitable.
We do not care as to size:; although
some of our experiment stations have
tried to prove larger cows the mure
p.ofitable, we think it is in the cow, not
her size. One must learn to form his
wpinions quickly, and size up a cow
ipon short notice, and the faculty to tell
v good or poor cow by ezamination
comes from close observation of cows,
of type, and results that are apt to come
fiom such a type. Ifone will study his
hest cows he will observe that they have
sertain similar characteristics, no mat-
ter what the breed or size of the cow
may be.

We do not like the smooth (“slick
looker,” as she is often called) cow, yet
she is always the easiest one to sell.
She carries a good-looking udder, is
wood-sized and wonld make fair beef if
lnocked down at once, but, mark you,
<he takes good care of herself before she |
does anvthing for you, and a gond share |
of her food goes to supply the clothes on |
her back. We like to see the cow in
moderate lesh, not poor or thin from
lack of food or care. We like the higs
wide apari, thin thigh, large barrel, and |
the ribs wide apart; a good wide space
hetween hip and first rib. Run your
finger along her backbone, and the
rongher it is the better. We like to see
the cow thin just back of the shoulder
<o that the backbone is rather prominent
there. If she is thick there, do not buy
her. She takes too good care of herself.
We are simply in want of a machine that
will work up the fond we give herinto
the more profitable product, and the
less toil she takes and the less she wastes
the better. We have taken pains to ob-
serve in our own herd that the unprofit-
able cow nearly always was thick just
back of her shoulders. We like to see a
small neck, clean cut, a good wide Hish-
ing forehead, a good eve and large clear
nostrils. Deliver us from the Roman-
nose cow: she’s conrse everywhere else.
Good large tortuous milk veins running |
well forward; these indicate that blood
flows, and plenty of blood must reach
and return from the udder. We do not
like a cow up on legs too far, as it means
that her barrel is too small to bring it
cluse to the ground; avoid the straight
underline.

The real finishing work is in the udder
anid we all have our ideal in this; ran-
ning well up in front and high up in the
rear, teats of gond size and well placed,
and far enough apart so that you can
milk her without continually hitting
knnckles. Fat, fleshy undders are no
wood: they should milk down well and
be soft and flexible, and have plenty of |
tissue to perform their work. We have |
not saida word about breed, as that is
not what we are after; itis thetype of
cow that is to make the most good milk
for us at the least expense. Neither
dues the price of the cow cut any figure.
The price of ordinary cows ranges from
230 to 260, but there may be more prnlit.I
in the $5 one than in the one costing
250, When vou see the cow you want,
buy her; $5, $10 or $20 difference in price
is nothing compared as to whether she
will make 150 or 350 pounds of butter in
a year, or give 3000 or 7000 pounds of
milk. You will usually fiad it is the
large, smooth cow that commands the
hest price. She is not the best cow to
buy. and you are buying, not selling.
We ought to study our cows and find |
out why this one gives twice as much
milk as the one beside her under the
same conditions. There isa reason for
it, and even nature, they say, reveals
her secrets to the patient, unwearying
student, and when we find this reason
we shall know how to pick out goud
cows.—Mirror and Farmer.

Itis common to speak of New Eng-
land as a sort of political back number,
owing to its relative insignificance in
the matter of area. Admittedly, when

While the great mass of the American
people, doubtless, place their sympathy
with Japan in the present coaflict be-
tween that nation and Russia, and very
paturally too, it is well to also remember
that during our late Civil War, Russia
was & firm friend of the Umniom forces,
and rvendered by the presence of her
powerful tleet in our waters a great in-
tluence for our cause and no doubt pre-
vented a desired recognition of the
Southern confederacy onm the part of
Gireat Britain. Her attitude towards us
wis in strange countrast to that of the
English people, and showed an admira

le sense of justice and consistency
worthy of emulation. While preserving
strict national nentrality, her manly
course had most salutary effect upon
the British people and perhaps prevent-
eil much longer conflict and its attendant
loss of life and treasure.

Now, while it is the firm and wise
policy of the United States to preserve
strict neutrality in the present war in the
East, still itis well to remember the
friends of the past and by no act hinder
their movements or aid her opponents.
Russia is a powerful and somewhat ag-
gressive mation, ani Japan is compara-
tively small in point of area and military
forces, and it is very natural to feel
sympathy for the weaker. ‘‘Give the
devil his due,”” is an old and familiar
saying, and is applicable to the present
state of affairs in the East. While
American sympathy will be mainly with
Japan, still let us not forget the aid and
sympathy extended to us in the darkest
days of our efforts to preserve our na-
tional integrity and supremacy. p

In Summer-like Florida.
Sr. PETERSBURG, FLA., Feb. 8, 1004,
Editor Demoerat:

It is reported that last month was the
coldest January with one exception for
thirty-four years. Do not think there
was much partiality shown. Florida
received her share. Jack Frost made a
call in this vicinity on the 2d inst., but
meeting & warm reception, thick he left
for the wnorth. Since then “Old Sol”
has reigned, with thermometer ranging
during the day from 60 to S0,

of the surrounding country, all kinds of
fruit and vegetables, also fancy work
and old curios. Here we see lemons
and oranges 15 inches in circumference,
grape fruit weighing two pounds, six
inches in diameter. One branch five-
vighths of an inch in diameter holds
twenty-eight grape fruit weighing from
one to one and one-halfi pounds each.
Many more vegetables are raised now
than previous to the freeze of “M4-5.
Beets twelve inches long by six inches
in diameter, sweet potatoes weighing
% -4 pounds, ete.

The fancy work includes fine embroid-
ery and shell baskets and portieres.
Among the curios is an elephant’s tooth,
weighing twenty pounds, found in Flori-
da. A barrel head fourteen inches in
diameter, taken from the stomach of a
leopard shark. A musical entertain-
ment Wednesday and Friday evenings.

As we feast on the strawberries from
our garden, we think of snow-clad Maine.

Proof of the healthfulness of the place
is made manifest week by week.

Mulching for Apple Trees and Goose=-
Berries.

A correspondent recently sentto the
Maine Agricultural Experiment Station
the following questions which were
answered by Professor W. M. Munson,
as below:

“[s the waste from shingle mills
(**shingle hair'") a better mulch for ap-
ple trees than sawdust? Is there any
objection to pine needles as a mulch for
gooseberry bushes?"’

Shingle edgings (‘‘shingle hair'’) are
excellent for mulching either apple trees
or strawberry plants. As in the case of
sawdust, it is better to use material that
is not quite fresh; or take precautions
s0 as to keep it from packing closely
about the base of the tree. Sawdust is
the most satisfactory material ever used
at the station as a winter protection and
summer mulch for strawberries. [t con-
serves the moisture effectively and is
free from weeds.

The best mulch for gooseberries, as
for other small fruits, is a fine dust
cover provided by thorough cultivation.
If for any reason this can not be given,
I see no objection to the use of pine
needles or the ‘“shingle hair,” referred
to above,

World's Fair Arrangements.

Mr. G. T. Bell of the Grand Trunk
Railway System, has returned from the
American General Passenger and Ticket
Agents’ Special Convention at St. Louis,
4t which World's Fair arrangements and
xeursions were considered by the trans-
portation lines of the country in a pre-
iminary way, in conjunction with the
St. Louis terminal railroads and the
Executive of the Exposition, This con-
sultation will aid materially the various
passenger traffic associations in dealing
with the subject definitely and more in
detail. It was recoginzed at St. Lonis
that the conditions would require each
group of lines to act separately and for
this purpose the New England, Trunk
Line and Contral Passenger Associations
are meeting in New York this week.

At the Banquet tendered by the Busi-
ness Men's League of St. Louis to the
Visiting Officials, Mr. Bell spoke in be-
half of the Canadian lines which were
complimented by the World's Fair offi-
cials for the comparatively large amount
of publicity already given with the object
of promoting the success of the Fair,
upon which there has already been spent
by the Exposition Company fifteen mil-
lion dollars, aside from the millions be-
ing spent by each State and Territory,
foreign countries, individual exhibitors
and concessionaires, which will bring the
total up to fifty millions. Mr. Bell's an-

Undergarments Are Dainty.

It
really makes one chilly to see the shop
windows with their elaborate decora-
tions. Of course it is the duty of the
store managers to display the spring
goods, but it does seem a little early.
Underwear is about the most interestin,
thing at the present time, and a beauti-
ful line is being displayed.

Never before has there been such a
bewildering array of undergarments as
there is to-day. No expense is spared
in the making of them. Silk underwear
is not quite as fashionable as it was in
former years, and the finest of linens and
gauze are taking its place.

It bas been ﬁlﬁcovared that the silk
garments are not as comfortable as the
linen, and the women of to-day are look-
ing for comfort as well as beauty. The
entire suits are being shown for ordinary
use, and it is no wonder that they are
often included in the trousseau.

Do Housework for _'I_)evelopment.

“Why any woman who has a home
and wishes to reduce her weight or
broaden her shoulders should take up
physical culture, and pay out money to
learn a number of impossible exercises
is beyond me,"” said Mrs. Fred Hebbell
of 1131 Third Avenue. *If she but knew
it, a series of exercises which are within
reach of her own home will do more
good than a whole course of gymnasties.
Housework doae properly will do more
to give a woman the desired figure and
carriage, to say nothing of health, than
any set of exercises yet found by any
physical cultvrist. In the first place
the regular ezercise of sweeping the
kitchen every day or more often is the
finest thing in the world for broadening
the shoulders and deepening the chest,
and incidentally strengthening the lungs.
I know it for 1 have tried it myself.

“Then, in dusting, the reaching and
climbing, if it is not carried to an ex-
treme, is nothing more orless than a
practical example of some of the exer-
cises in a physical culture course. The
trips up and down strengthen the lower
limbs, and give the same results as that
class of set exercises. To be sure the
running up stairs and down is apt to be
carried to an extreme where one is doing
the housework without the assistance of
a maid, but there is where care hi-s to be
taken in this housework ‘physical cult
ure,’ for any part of it is frequently car-
vied to an- extreme where one is doing a
case the work is more apt to help than
tohurt. The very regularity with which
housework has to be done is one of the
most useful things about the exercise.

“With classes, which meet once or
perhaps twice, a week, and the spasmodic
practicing between times, one never
could begin to get the results whicha
few months of plain housework will ac-
complish.”"-—Argus.

To Care for Lamps.

Never touch the chimney of a lamp
with water. A few drops of kerosene
oil will remove the smoke and dimness,
and a rub with a soft flannel or chamois
skin will result ina clear polish.

Clean every bit of the burner with a
rag dipped in kerosene, and polish it dry
and bright. Boil very dirty neglected
burners in soda and water.

See that the outside of the lamp is
dry, clean and perfectly free from oil
after being filled. Each day rub off the
burnt portion of the wick with a duster;
do not cut the wick.

Do not fill a lamp to the brim.

Do not let a lamp burn after the oil is
exhausted or turn it down. Nearly the
same amount of oil is consumed as when
the flame is full, what is not burnt pass-
ing off in the form of gas, which is often
smelt when entering a room where the
lamp has been turned low.

A bit of camphor the size of a hazel
nut put into the oil reservoir improves
the light.

Empty and wash the reservoir every
few weeks to prevent the collection of
sediment from the oil.

Soak new wicks in vinegar, and dry
thoroughly before putting in the burner.
—Ex.

A Complexion Beautifier.

Raisins and apples are now considered
two of the most valuable foods known;
the former contains all the essential ele-
ments of a perfect food in convenient
form. Apples are highly beneficial in
liver and kidney troubles, and are now
much nsed in cases of brain affection.
Ignoring the old adage about fruit bein
“Jead at night,” physicians recommenc
people to eat apples freely just before
going to bed, claiming that they induce
sleep, work in a pleasant way on the
digestive organs, promote the action of
the liver and prevent stagnation of the
kidneys.

Before the doctors began to recognize
this—or to say anything about it if they
did—a woman had made the discovery
for herself that apples were the best
taken at night, and for years she had no
more omitted her apple at retiring than
she did her cold sponge in the morning,
and she would as quick have omitted her
prayer, devout soul that she was, as that.

At 80 she had the most exquisite com-
plexion, her skin was like satin, and as
smooth as a girl's.”” “Apples at night,”
she always said when her complexion
was commented on. A simple way of
attaining an exquisite skin, surely.—Ex.

What to do With Stale Bread.

Slices of bread may be cut into half-
inch cubes and browned in the oven or
fried in hot, deep fat, and served as
crontons in soups.

Whole slices may be dipped in beaten
egg and milk (one egg to one cup and
four slices), and browned in hot butter,

and served as egg toast, or with a sweet
sauce for dessert.

Clock for the Kitchen.

A good clock is a necessity in any
kitchen; without it one is apt to have
meals a trifle late, and there are count-
less reasons why a good clock should be
found in the kitchen as well as anywhere
in the house. Do not forget the pot of
green growing plants. Even if it is but
a pot of parsley for gamishlng. Itis
green and feathery, and is restful to the
eyes.

1t is not generally known that equal
parts of new milk and lime water con-
stitute one of the best cures for influenza,
and in cases where there is fever the
white of a raw egg will not only strength-
en the patient, but will soothe the pain.

Ocean’s Reputation Joing.

INCREASE IN SHIPS ON THE PACIFIC
FOLLOWED BY INCREASE IN DIBASTERS.

The Pacific Ocean is fast losing the
reputation implied in the name given to
it by Magellan, and which it owes to the

lacid appearance of its surface when he
gmt saw it, The change is one of the
inevitable results of the growth of com-
merce. Prior to the discovery of gold
in California comparatively fow vessels
sailed over its waters. There were,
therefore, few casualties to report. In
late years, however, commerce has ex-
tended inall directions. The ocean is
filling with ships, and the disasters of
the sea are multiplying proportionately.

Along the California coast the ocean is
placid enough to retain its reputation as
pacific. Storms are rare. It is not
often that its waters are lashed into
fury like those of the Atlantic in these
latitudes, But along the Oregon, Wash-
ington, British Columbian and Alaskan
coasts there is little, if any, difference
between the conditions prevailing in the
Pacific and those existing in the Atlan-
tic Ocean. ;

Mariners now dread Cape Flattery, at
the entrance to the Strait of Juan de
Fuea, almost, if not quite, as much as
they do Cape Hatteras, on the Eastern
coast, Wrecks are lining the north-
western coast of the continent as they do
the northeastern shores of it.

As the Pacific Ocean is gradually fill-
ing with the white-winged and steam-
propelled agents of commerce, the ratio
of shipwrecks is correspondingly rising.
Perhaps we have witnessed more wrecks
01 this coast than we should have ex-
perienced if the same precautions
against disaster had been adopted in the
pavigation of Pacific waters as is taken
in the Atlantic Ocean. The Pacific has
undoubtedly been made the graveyard
of many steam and sail vessels, which
were transferred to it from the A tlantic
Ocean because they were not considered
safe to keep in commission in the latter,
under the mistaken belief that milder
weather and smoother water were to be
found here. Others have been lost
through the vicious practice of overload-
ing, the risk being taken on account of
the same error of opinion regarding the
placidity of these waters, Ship owners
are, however, fast learning that rotten
hulks and overloaded craft are not any
more immune from disaster here than
they are anywhere else. The growth of
commerce and the increasing perils of
navigation resultinﬁ from it demand the
abandonment of both.--San Francisco
Chronicle.

Society and the Supreme Court.

The Washington social teapot is al-
ways in danger of boiling over unless it
is carefully watched, and just now it is
singing away merrily, and over the clat-
ter of teacups and the stirring of spoons
in every Washington drawing-room
where the women of society congregate
there is animated discussion as to wheth-
or the dear Chief Justice was right, or
that perfectly lovely Major McCawley
did only what be ought to have done.
\vashington threatens to become divided
into rival camps. The Chief Justice is
old, grave, dignified, Major McCawley is
young, gallant, and a thing of beauty in
uniform. It need not be said how the
camps divide.

All this commotion has come about
becanse Major McCawley, who is really
the master of ceremonies at the White
House, would not permit the Chief Jus-
tice and the other Justices of the Su-
preme Court of the United States to pre-
cede the diplomats at the reception given
by the President, nominally in honor of
the judiciary. Chief Justice Fuller and
his associates insisted that they had the
right first to pay their respects to the
President and Mrs. Roosevelt, Major
McCawley thought otherwise and told
them they could not be admitted to the
presence until the diplomats had passed
down the line. The Supreme Court is
not in the habit of having its fiat ques-
tioned, and especially not by a mere
majorin the Marine Corps. The Justices
fumed, Major McCawley was adamant,
The judicial branch of the Government
threatened dire things. The military
arm of the Government had the advan-
tage of strategical position. Mars pre-

vailed. The Court fell back, and diplo-
macy was given the pas,—Collier's
Weekly.
