(irass as a Money iMaker. 

«TLTIVATION T1IK BASK OK SICCKSS. 

(Address by G.M.Clark, lll^anum, Ct., t>e 
fort; Ills borne grange ) 

We are here for an hour t<» talk about 
money making upon the farms. There 
are many thiugs we can do to make 
money. I shall tell you how to make 
money in grass culture. Let others tell 
us how to make money in other products. 
The best results cannot bo obtained in 
any science except by careful study and 
hard work. To get at the bottom we 

must work, must learn to love work, 
above everything else learn to love work, 
k is better for one to take but one thing 
at a time and follow it long enough to 

get positive facts. Life is ti>o short for 
one to find many, and an hour is too 
short to describe them. I am here to 

tell you in a few minutes, what I have 
found in eighteen years in the cultiva- 
tion of grass. 1 am making this talk to 

a iew of tin· most intelligent people on 

earth, to that class οΓ people who con- 

trol the world, the farmer;. The farms 
furnish the braius. Su ishiue and tree 

air stay the tide. We net that 011 the 
farms. We cau make money there. 
But we must go to work in a scientific 
manner on the farms. 

In the production of all kinds of crops 
we must have more intense cultivation. 
The Clark's Cutaways will do it. Other* 
may. but it must be done. No matter 
what crops, the more we cultivate the 
better. Cultivation and civilization go 
band in hand. We get our living from 
the earth, mostly from the farms. I 
will now give you the results of iutense 
cultivation on a few acres of poor land, 
what farmers hete and everywhere call 
worn out lands. 

Every farmer iu the country can have 
one of my grass circulars by sending a 

two-cent stamp to George M. Clark, 
lligganum. Conn. On page 1- of the 

grass circular you will tiud that, with 

bay figured at $S.50 per ton, you can 

make $20 a year per acre, at $18.00 per 
ton you can make SSO.OO, an average of 
over 550.00 an acre per year, and grass 
is a very sure crop. 

On pages l'J, 14, Ιό, 1*>. anil 17 of the 

grass circular you will find details. I 
sow redtop ami timothy iu equal parts, 
14 quarts each kind of seed to the acre. 

They grow well together aud produce a 

tou and a half more hay to the acre 

when thus sown. The circular tells all 
about it. My first experience on sixteen 
acres in two crops produced over lOo 
tons, over six tons to the acre. On oue 

fiat sectiou of seven-eighths of an acre 

Covered with clay, gravel hard-pan. no 

vegetation on it, at one seeding, in four- 
teen years, twenty eight crops, produc- 
ed 114± tons of dry hay, a net profit of 

*1,200.00, over $S5.00 per year. A sec- 

tion of five eighths of an acre, iu two 

crops this year, gave a rate of 21,400 

pounds to tLie acre, at >10.00 per toi, 
gave a net profit of il 17.00. Not a year 
Γη the eighteen but what some oue or 

more acres of this field have produced 
more than six tons, sometimes over 

seven tous first crop. Again, there 
never lias been a year in which less than 
six tons have been grown in two crops. 
That is not due to favorable conditions 
to start with, it is due to intense cultiva- 
tion, fertilizer, aud care. 

The outside cost of hav does not ex- 

reed $2 for labor, $3 for fertilizer, total 
cost per ton for well dried hay in barn, 
v.. The most remarkable sample will 

be shown this year from a quarter acre 

sectiou where the first crop cut was 

over four feet iu height aud weighed 
2,471 pounds. Secoud crop cut this year 
from the same field was over three feet 

high and weighed 2,240 pounds, making 
7t feet iu height. Each crop was fully 
headed and blossomed. The third crop 
did not blossom, but weighed 1,750 
pounds, at the rate of 3 1-2 tous to the 
acre. The total weight of the three 

crops from this quarter acre section this 

year was 0,401 pounds, or at the rate of 

25,044 pounds per acre, and a total 

growth of over nine feet. I his quarter 
acre section at *10.00 per ton produced a 

rate of ?130.00 uet profit per acre. The 

general average of my field for eighteen 
years lias given a net profit of over 

$50.00 per year per acre, hence I say we 

can, if we will, make money in grass 
culture.—Maine Farmer. 

Animal Industry and the Colleges. 
Alii mal industry is the basis of general 

farming. Especially is this true of the 

fanning here in the eastern states. Nut 

only are the animals ami their product* 
deemed indispensable in the dietary of 
the people, but uuder the present stage 
of knowledge the productive coiiditiou 
of the soil is chiefly dependent on the 
domestic animals for the means of keep- 
in» up fertility. While the great agri- 
cultural states of the interior of the 

country have not been in the past so de- 
pendeut ou animal husbandry as we of the 
East, yet their agricultural colleges are 

giviug far greater prominence in their 

investigations and courses of study to 

this branch of agriculture than is the 
case iu our New Kuglaud institutions. 
While the stock industry has with us on 

our long-time-farmed lauds a more lead- 

ing importance, if possible, than on the 
fresher lands of the prairie states, there 

appears no sound reason for its beiug 
subordinated to any secondary position 
iu the curriculum of the colleges. 

We kuow that something is beiug done 
in the way of the animal industry at out- 

college at Orono, and as far as it goes, 
well done, but so loug as stock is the 
admitted basis of Maine farming may 
it uot be claimed that it is not receiving 
atteution proportionate toits relative im- 

portance'.' At present is it not too much 
ou a par with the gcuerai inditlerence 
to the importance of the agricultural in- 

dustry and the advantages it holds out 

to intelligent operators that is abroad 
among our people? The w hole business 
needs to be warmed up by greater ac- 

tivity. Where so important a place to 

begin as at our college of agriculture, 
ami with w hat branch can it be tnade so 

promptly felt as with the domestic ani- 

mals, the pets of every one who is suc- 

cessfully handling them. There must be 

"something doing" to attract attention 
and for the people to talk about and carry 
around to the lx>ys on the farm. Let the 

public know ami give the boys to under- 
stand that the multiplication of domestic 
animals ou the farm is uf more importance 
than the increase of game in woods, and 
that their care should be more pleasur- 
able and more profitable than the liunt- 

ing and the slaughter of the game. 
Nothiug is more attractive than the 

breeding, haudling, feeding and daily de- 

velopment of choice animals. No branch 
of farming has a stronger influence in 

cultivating a love of farm life with the 
rising generation. Too great promi- 
nence, therefore, cannot be given to this 

important brauch of farmiug.—Maine 
Farmer. 

It is not certaiuly the cow that gives 
the richest milk that wdl give her owner 

the most pounds of butter or return him 
the most money foi her product. The 

large flow is a factor of quite as much 

importance as the percentage of fat. A 
cow giving 8,000 pounds of four per 
cent milk will give her owner more but- 
ter than a cow giving 6,000 pounds of 
five per cent milk. This ie a fact that 
uo cow owner should ever lose bight of. 
—Maine Farmer. 

A man at Larrabee, Me., recently kill- 
ed tive sheep which had been ruuning 
wild for three years. He had to shoot 
them with a ride, as it was impossible 
to catch them. The wool taken from 
the lot weighed 104 pounds and some of 
it was M inches long. 

How to Make Maple Syrup. 

TUB PROCESS AS IT IS PURSUED BY AN 

INDIANA MAX. 

The following essay on tlie subject 
was awarded the first prize in a com- 

petition conducted by the Indiana Farm- 
er: 

There are about as many grades of 

maple syrup made as there are of but- 
ter. As with butter, so with maple < 

syrup, there is just one right way to ] 
make it. 

We aim to be ready and when the tirst < 

warm day comes, we tap the trees. We 
bore .'M inches deep with a 1-2 inch bit. « 

We use metal spouts, galvanized iron ■ 

buckets, and wood covers made from 
hemlock. 

We gather the sap and pour it into a 

galvanized iron tank, holding two bar- 
rels, head or top of which contains a 

coarse strainer, and is funnel shaped. 1 

Our sugar house 30' by 'JO feet, is at the t 

base of a little hill. To the top of this t 

hill we draw a load of sap. With a short ι 
bit of two inch rubber hose we conduct | 
the sap into a 20-foot cylindrical tin 

spout, which leads to a ten barrel 
^ 

galvanized iron storage tank, inside the 
house but above the evaporator. As it j 
enters this tank it is again strained 1 

through a tine cloth. We use a modern 

evaporator with iron arch. Into this ? 

the sap flows by gravity, the depth in j 
the pans being regulated by a float at- 

tached to the first or forward pan. , 

There are four pans on the arch, the sap 
being carried back from pan to pau by 
siphons. By this means, the sap is al- 1 

ways at the same depth in all the pans. 
As it flows back from pan to pan, it < 

gets thicker all the time. About four s 

times a day we draw off the tiuished 
syrup from the back pan. The hot syr- ( 

up is poured into large jars, and allowed j 
to settle 24 hours. It is then carefully 
poured into other jars, except a little 
sedimeut at the bottom. The next day it 
is poured agaiu, stopping just before the 1 

sediment still remaining commences to 
run. 

It is now ready to sell or seal up. It i 
weighs eleven pounds to the gallon, and ( 

is almost clear. "I've bought syrup of j 
a good many people, but yours is the 

only syrup we ever had that left no sedi- 
^ 

meiit at bottom of cans," said a custom- 
* 

er to me one day. j 
As will be observed, all our utensils 

are metal, except bucket covers, and t 

they do not of course touch the sap. 
The only time we handle the sap is while 

gathering. All the rest is doue by grav- 

ity and the siphons. 
A «ill of rain water will spoil a bucket 

of sap. By spoiling I don't mean that 
the resulting syrup will not be sweet, 
but that that delicate maple flavor will 

be lackiug. Now as it rains frequently 
in "sugar" weather, bucket covers are 

indispensable. One year there wasn t a 

single "run" without a rain. 
Summed up, there are just two req- j 

uisites essential to the making of a j 
perfect product. They are cleanliness 
and rapid evaporation. With pans, 
tanks, buckets, spouts and covers clean 
as soap, water and elbow grease will 
make them, the sap is as clear (clean) as 

the moment it drops from the tree. 
The longer it takes to reduce it to syr- 

up. the poorer the product, hence we 

"syrup off" often. I have seen syrup 
ranging all the way from almost as black 
as tar to almost as light and clear as 

svrup made from melting "A sugar. 
The darker product was made up of sap, 
colored by long boiling (12 to 18 hours), 
rain water, twigs, moss, leaves, dust and 
s.Kit, boiled in large iron kettles, (a 

piece of fat pork in each one to keep 
from boiling over.) caught in old wooden 
buckets or troughs, and hauled in and 
stored in barrels till boiled (which was 

sometimes the next dav.) and "settled" 
with eggs or milk. I once heard a mak- 
er of the «lark kind say that a lighter 
product was adulterated. 

As for selling, well, we get $1 a gallon 
in our little village a mile from our camp, 
and can't supply the demand. We use 

one gallon flat-sided tin cans for delivery, 
which are returned to us. Some people, 
in order to get more for their money, 
want the syrup thick. This is a mistake, 
as, when it weighs more than 11 pounds 
to the gallon, it loses that peculiar 
maple flavor which distinguishes it 
from other sweets.—New England Farm- 
er. 

System in Farming. 
In these days of competition and 

Strug#'® to succeed in farm life, very 
much depends upon successful planning. 
lirain work is required in this occupa- « 

tion, as in all others. During the long (1 

winter evenings the farmer should lav , 

out his work for the coming summer t 

and make notes in a diary of tho time 
when certain things should be done and 
in the meantime be making all necessary 

1 

preparations to carry out those plans, 
all tools, vehicles, etc., that need repair· 
ing should receive attention before the 

busy season approaches. 
If the farmer proposes to contribute 

to the State or county fairs in any way 
lie can facilitate and increase his chances 
of success by planning a long time 
ahead. 

Many farmers do not fully realize tho 

great importance of having the very best 
seed for all kinds of crops. Success or 

failure often depends on this oue thing. 
I have kuown in the case of onions 

for iustance that on two different pieces 
of ground, side by side, treated exactly 
the same, but having different seed, one 

procured of a reliable seed grower of 
national reputation, and the other got 
at the country store or wherever it 

might be found. In the one case the 

crop was more than three times as large 
in quantity and far better in quality. 

No tiller of the soil can afford to be 
careless about obtaining good seeds, 
good strain and strong vitality are im- 

parted to tho plants, the same as with s 

stock or in tho human family. L 

When the plants are partly up or while 

they are small is the time to eradicate l 
weeds, a hundred small weeds can be 

destroyed as easily then as one large one 

late in the season. If possible hoeing J 
should be done in a sunny day, if not 

many weeds will catch and grow again. 
If weeds are large it is better to remove 

them from the garden at the time of 
hoeing. The pigs and hens will be glad 
to use them. 

It is well to carry a sharp knife in 
one's pocket, and be ever ready to clip 
off a branch or a sprout or black kmot 
or dig out a borer, when one sees tho 
need of ho doing. Judicious planning 
will save many days hard labor and 
bring in many extra dollars.—Cor. in 
Turf, Farm and Home. β 

The Best Quality of Wool. 

Well fed sheep always* produce the p 

most and best wool. Softness and pli- 
ancy of wool usually correspond in a de- < 

gree with tineness. Harshness and dry- I 
ness are always detrimental to the quali- | 
ty even if the liberie otherwise good. 
Asa rule, this condition may betaken 
as an indication of poor breeding, al- 

though it may be due to disease, old 
age or improper treatment. Generally * 

a lleece begins to decline in value and 

yield after a sheep becomes four years 
old. Softness and pliancy are to con- 

siderable extent due to the secretions of 
the skin. A clear pink or yellowish skin 
is an indication of a good quality of j 
wool, while a pale or bluish skin, is J 
generally accompanied by an inferior j 
fleece. The yolk is the oily secretion 
which gives color, softness, pliancy and 
luster to the lleece. It consists of a j 
soapy matter, principally animal oil and 

potash, which promotes the growth of 
tho lleece and prevents friction, wear- 

ing the fibers and cotting. Good feed- 
ing, shelter and care promote liberal 1 

secretion of yolk, while exposure and 
alkali soils result in injury to wool by 
diminishing the yolk. 

No sheep should be allowed to die of j 
old age, but all should be fattened and 
sent to market before their vitality has 
been impaired.

Commercial Feeding Stuffs and 
Fertilizers. 

Since October, 1903, from correspond- 
ents and inspectors about 450 samples 
of concentrated commercial feeding stuffs 
have been received at the Maine Agri- 
cultural Experiment Station. The 
chemists are at work upon these samples 
and the manufacturer's samples of com- 

mercial fertilizers. The fertilizer bulle- 
tin will be distributed about March lf>, 
and the feeding stuffs bulletin as soon 
thereafter as it can be printed. 

The brands of fertilizers to be offered 
in Maine are much the same as in 1003. 
There will be a few new brands from the 
companies that have been doing business 
in the state in the past aud two or three 
companies will offer their goods for the 
tirst time. 

For the most part, the feeding stuffs 
are of good quality. Cotton-seed meal 
has improved in quality as the season 
has advanced. Most of the samples col- 
lected since January 1, have been of 
good color and taste. The dark colored 
meal has usually analyzed well. There 
seems to be an abundance of prime cot- 
ton seed now in the market and feeders 
who have the necessary capital would do 
well to purchase enough to last them 
until the crop of 1904 shall be available. 
I.ate in the season the quality usually 
falls off and from September to Decem- 
ber really prime cotton seed meal is 
generally difficult to find. 

All handlers aud users of commercial 
feeds, in Maint, are iuvited to send pre- 
paid, samples to the Station for prompt 
free analysis. Care should be taken that 
the sample (not less than 2 ounces in 
weight) fairly represents the goods. Oil 
meals should not be sent in paper. Post- 
age is one cent an ounce on feeding 
stuffs. The nameof the goods, the man- 
ufacturer, the dealer and the sender, 
together with the guaranteed percentages 
of protein and fat should be sent with 
the sample.

The Paris Town Report. 
The anaual report of the town of Parii 

grows from year to year. The on« 
which lias just been put out, giving a re 

port of the town business fur the yeai 
ending .Ian. 31, 1004, is a sizable book ol 
Ttf pages, containing quite a variety ol 
matter. 

According to the selectmen's report, 
the valuation of the town is $1,301,305.00. 
Polls taxed, at $3.00, $70. Polls nol 
taxed, ISO. The total tax committed tc 
A. H. Jackson, collector, was $2tt,0"H.50, 
and the rate 1$ mills. 

In the report of expenditures a some- 
what unusual condition of things ap- 
pears, inasmuch as no account is over- 

drawn, though, as stated iu the school 
report, $500 more will be necessary to 
pay '.mtstanding common school bills, 
and the unexpended balance iu some 
other departments is very small. A 
careful examination of the report will 
show that in producing this ideal result 
the "miscellaneous" appropriation has 
been very useful. Under that head we 

find various items which might with 
propriety have gone under the head of 
highways, several items of the cost of 
the new road near J. A. Sturtevaut's, 
and some which might go under other 
appropriations. 

The plau proposed by C'apt. Bolster 
two or three times, of appropriating a 

small contingent fund, to which small 
amounts unexpended may be carried, 
and from which small amounts over- 
drawn may be paid, would simplify the 
book-keeping. It would probably also 
be fully as satisfactory to the voters, if 
not more so. For instance, would not 
the voters rather be told that $542.30 had 
been expended on the new road near J. 
\. Sturtevant's, that the overdraw of 

542 30 had beeu paid from the contingent 
fund, and that $300 more would be re- 

(uired to complete the road—would they 
not rather be told this than to learn, as 

they do from this report, that the appro- 
priation of $500 has been exactly ex- 

pended, and theu discover for them- 
selves, by a careful examination of the] 
report, that $42.30 on that account has] 
been paid from the miscellaneous fund, 
tnd that an article in the warrant calls | 
for $300 to complete the road'.' 

It is however very satisfactory to find 
no overdrawn accounts, but a balance iu j 
most of the departments ranging from a | 
small sum up to about $450. 

The high school building committee| 
make a full report of their work on the 
new building, showing all bills paid and 
a balance of $-"<4.00 remaining out of the 

appropriation of *10,000, which can be | 
used for future grading. 

The report of Alfred H. Jackson, col- 
lector of taxes, shows that of the l'.M):! 
commitment of $20,071.50 there now re- 

mains uncollected $0,471.01. There 
also uncollected on the 1001 and 1002] 
taxes a total of $1137.27.

SNOWBALL CAKE. 

One cup of sugar, half cup of butter 
half cup of sweet milk, two cups of liour 
whites of three egge, half a teaspoon ο 

soda dissolved in the milk, and one tea

Hour; beat the butter and sugar thor
