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Dehorning Calves.

Feeders and breeders know full well
that owing to the injury to which horo-
e cattle are liable in transit, the greater
amount of space they require in feeding
vards in which they are turned loose,
and the irregular duration of the fatten-
ing period (due to the stronger animals

| driving off the weaker) hornless cattle

are worth more to them than horned
cattle. Under these circumstances in
Ireland, the system of dehorning has
been strongly recommended to the farm-
ers. The operation if performed with
caustic potash, upon young calves a few
days oldis almost painless. It should
not be attempted however, if the calf is
more than nine days old. The method
is to clip the hair from the top of the
horns when the calf is from 2 to 3 days
old, slightly moisten one end of the stick
of potash and rub the tip of each horn
firmly for a quarter of a minute, or un-
til the potash has made a slight impres-
sion on the center of the horn. The
horns should be treated in a similar
manner from two to four times, accord-
ing to the size of the horn and the age
of the animal. About five minutes
should elapse between each application,
and if, during one of these intervals, a
little blood appears in the center of the
horn, it will then only be necessary to
give another very slight rubbing with
the potash. A strong piece of paper
should, of course, be rolled round the
ond of the potash stick, which is to be
held by the fingers. This system is far
bettor than waiting until the animal is
full grown before dehorning.—New Eng-
land Farmer.

i What is a Scrub?

oF THE TERM BY A

AUTHORITY.

| A DEFINITION
STANDARD

The Breeders' Gazette has a letter
from a Michigan subscriber denouncing
as a scrub the steer Challenger, the
champion of the International stock
show. The Gazette replies in part as
follows:

What is a scrub? Technically, a do-
mesiic animal devoid of improved blood.
According to the statement of Chal-
lenger’s pedigree he has no unimproved
blood in hLim. He was half Hereford,
one-quarter Shorthorn and one-quarter
Holstein-Friesian. No well posted,
careful-speaking man will refer to the
black-and-white cattle of superlative
dairy excellence, which the thrifty
Dutch farmers huve evolved, as scrubs.
The Holstein-Friesians arve pure-bred
cattle, & breed firmly established through
long vears of skillful systematic breed-
ing and of world-wide repntation as the
Leaviest-milking cattle known.

But the beef cattle breeder and feeder,
narrowing his vision far too much is
wont to refer to the dairy types as
sgerubby™ from his own standpoint,
This may be convenience, but it is not
aceuracy of speech, Moreover, it is the
more unjustitiable in the case of the
Holstein-Friesian  because this breed
presents in some of its specimens unde-
piable claims to consideration as beef
producers. Indeed, the beef-and-milk
form is officially recognized in the breed,
and anyone who has seen a Holstein-
Friesian bull of that distinet form under-
stands that he can lay claim to consider-
ation from a feed-lot standpoint,  More-
over, the thrift and flesh of the Dutch
calves nre well known and as heavy-
weight early-maturing veals they are not
to be sneezed at.  Some years ago, when
on a visit to a prominent breeder of
Herefords whose neighbor maintained a
herd of Holstein-Friesians, we stopped
in the butcher shop on the way to the
farm to purchase a beefsteak. After
introductions were over the Hereford
breeder said:  *“This butcher friend of
mine tells me that he would rather buy
and eut up in his shop one of my neigh-
hor's Holstein-Friesians than one of my
Herefords” —to which the butcher gave
emphatic assent. The explanation of
this fact, it need hardly be stated, lay
in the small amount of waste fat which
the Holstein-Friesian carcass presented
as meat buyers in small towns do not
want to pay for tallow which they cannot
eat. This ‘'much merely to warn un-
thinking men that they should not un-
derestimate the value as beef cattle that
inheres in the best beef type of the Hol-
stein-Friesians. The prejudice against
the “*black-and-whites' in the feed-lot |
is widespread; it has some foundation |
in fact, as the rougher, coarser-boned ex- |
treme dairy type of the breed does not
make a desirable animal at the feadbin,
but it needed nota Challenger to advise
the well informed that sometimes one-
quarter blood of the Haolstein-Friesian
is not a bad proposition for the feeder.

Wide Scope of the Grange.

About Buying Home Trees.

Travelling tree agents have undoubt-
edly been of public benetit in increasing
the interest in  fruit  prouduction.
Many owners of village lots Lave plant-
ed trees who would hardly have been
to the trouble of going or sending to a
nursery for trees. But buying and
planting a tree is not all that is needed
for ubtaining a supply of good fruit,
Agents always desive to sell as large an
order as possible, and they are notal-
ways good judges of what a customer
ought to purchase. UOne of the common-
est mistakes made by buyers is in buy-
ing tuo many trees, more than they have
ample room for, and also too many
varieties. In looking over an agent’s
sample book with its beautiful colored
plates of froits and fowers one is apt to
think that nearly all the kinds would be
desirable. If one is going to try to raise
apples, pears, peaches, plums, cherries,
grapes and currants, and proposes (o
lave an assortment of suinmer, fall and
winter varieties one will need a farm
rather than a small village garden.
Without the experience it is hard for one
to realize the amount of work and care
that is required to produce such speci-
mens of fruit as are shown in the sam-
ple books, or are exhibited at the horti-
culgural fairs. 1 have seen persons al-
most beside themselves with enthusiasm
over handsome fruit exhibited at fairs,
and with notebook were taking down
names of varieties with the view of
ordering plants for setting in their own
yards or on land not yet purchased.
Many think that buying and planting
trecs or seeds is the chief requisite for
snccess in the production of fruit or
Howers, while it is really buta small
part. A very few trees or plants well
cared for are vastly more satisfactory to
the planter, than are many which are
neglected either for the want of time or
the knowing how to care for them.—Cor.
in New England Farmer.

Care of the Ears.

In the proper care of the ears in
childhood two things have to be consid-
ered—the local conditions of the ears,
and what is equally important, the
eneral state of the child's health,

As to the care of the ear itself, it must
always be remembered that the bearing
apparatus is a piece of very delicate
mechanism, no more suited to rough
treatment than is the ball of the eye. It
can be easily injured by the introduction
of a foreign body, or by a blow from the
outside. Small children sometimes push
things into their ears by way of experi-
ment. In this case the child’s guardians
should keep perfectly cool, and send for
a physician at once. The child must not
be shaken and punished until the object
is removed, and above all the nurse or
mother must not grope for it with hair-
pin or tweezers, for that is the way to
push it farther in, or to wound, or even
rupture, the delicate drum-membrane—
an accident which may be followed by
complete deafness, and even death,
should serious inflammation ensue.
There is perhaps one exception to this
rule of leaving a foreign body alone until
the doctor comes. Occasionally insects
fly into the ear, and canse great anguish
by buzzing and fluttering about. They
can be speedily disposed of by dropping
in a little sweet oil or lukewarm salt
water,

As to injury from the outside, children
should be carefully guarded against any
games which include lond shoutings
directly into the ear, and it is surely
needless to add that pulling the ears,
and above all boxing the ears, as a form
of punishment, should be lield a criminal
offense, It may induce partial and
temporary deafness, complete deafness,
and even death, and if indulged in by a
teacher should be followed by arrest and
public rebuke.

The care of the general health as it
affects the hearing is most important in
young children, particularly as regards
the subject of ventilation, especially at
pight. Many children who get enough
fresh air in the daytime are kept halt
suffocated at night. Nursery windows
must be kept open, nurses must not be
allowed to close ventilators without per-
mission, each child should have its
separate cot, placed out of the draft.
but with a good wide breathing space
all around it, and the more a child is
constitutionally disposed to ear trouble
the more stringent should be the ob-
servance of these rules.—Youth's Com-
panion,

The Infant’s Bath.

Many mothers give their babies a
daily bath until six or eight months old.
then think that once or twice a week is
often enough. A child that is properly
bathed every day, will not be so likely
to take cold or any contagions disease as
one who is bathed less frequently.

The best time for the baby’s bath is
just before his nap, whether that be in
the forenvon or afternoon. If he is too
old for a mid-day nap, the bathis best
given before retiring, say at six o'clock
if he has a five o’clock supper. His
sleep will be so sweet and refreshing
when lie is thus prepared for it that an
angel might envy him.

A lady who is noted for always doing
things in the best and easiest way,
bought a common kitchen table and had
the legs sawed off until it was only two
feet high. The top was covered with
white oileloth, secfively tacked under the
edge so it will not slip. The drawer con-
tains soap, pieces of old linen cloths to
be used for towels, a small hair brush
and all the little accessories to the
baby’s toilet. A chair near by held the
clean garments. When everything was
ready, the bath tub was set upon the
table, and the water, which bhad been
heated to 93 degrees, put into it. A lit
tle powdered borax was added which
cleanses the skin aud leaves it soft and
smooth. The low table is a great help
in bathing the baby, for the mother can
sit beside the tub while she washes the
little body, and not suffer from an ach
ing back as she usually does when the
tub is placed on the tloor.

Allow the baby to splash and play in
the water a few minutes, and he will
greatly enjoy the privilege, Wash him
all over with a sponge and a little soap.
Then lift him from the tub, rab him dry
with a soft cloth and dust the places that
are in danger of chating with a good
infant powder. One of the best powders
for this purpose is composed of ten parts
taleum powder and one part boracic acid,
sifted two or three times to get it thor
oughly mixed. Putit in a little sack
made of new flannel, and it will sift out
when needed.  Always dry the ears with
a bit of soft linen, for partial deafness
often arises from leaving them partially
dried, The whole process of bathing,
drying and dressing can be accomplished
in fifteen minutes,—Social Visitor.

If You Take Cold.

Every one bas a favorite remedy for a
cold avhich sometimes averts the disease,
but more often does not. And owm
friends always have a dozen infallible
cures to recommend the moment one
even begins to sneeze. Well, for once
lay aside the household nostrum and
turn @ deaf ear to all friendly advice.
Don’t “stufl a cold and starve a fever,"”’
a cold is a certain form of fever. Heavy
food stimulates the morbid process at
work in the body, thus making worsc
the very condition that must be remedied
for cold is partly the result of an accu-
mulation of poison in the system. Drink-
ing cold water is one of the best reme-
dies for a cold coming on. The water
stimulates the system and helps wash
out the poison. A doctor recommends
living almost exclusively on fruit for
two or three days, drinking hot or cold
water freely and perhaps hot milk foi
pourishment. This course will certainly
cure an ordinary cold if taken in time.
It is also a very good plan to make hot
applications to that part of the body
first affected by the cold. Do this im-
mediately the cold is felt. Do not wait
until it has extended all over the body.
The hot applications or the hot bath
must be followed by cold applications or
a cold shower bath to tone up the whole
system and increase its resistance. It is
safer, if possible, not to use hot water in
cold weather, but to depend entirely on
the bracing effects of cold, or if one is
delicate, luke-warm water. But decid-
edly the best thing is to keep insuch
good health that you will not take cold.
—MecCall's,

He never showed up again
until the Senator had left Moscow, and
when found it was apparent that he had
been on a continual drunk, He was
asked why he had left the Senator and
his only answer was: “Oh, such a man!
such a man! Why, he wanted to do two
years' work in two days!” I understand
that the Senator drove several other in-
terpreters to drink before he was through
with them. =
