The Revolution in Canada Fairs.

The Canadian Fairs are vigorously
set against the side show nuisance and
racing and gambling. The Farmers
Advocate says:

The honest etforts being made by ex-
hibition managers in this country, in
deference to public opinion, to raise the
standard of our fairs from the moral
point of view, and to make them useful
and helpful to all the people, as well as
attractive and entertaining, should be
loyally encouraged and supported alike
by farmers and city people. These fairs
were primarily instituted for the benefit
of farmers, by fostering improvement of
the type and quality of live stock, and of
agricnltural products generally. It is
with this view that they are aided by
grants of public money to be expended
in prizes for the purpose of stimulating
competition in the production of the
best in all lines of agricultural and in-
dustrial  effort, and dissemination of
high-class, pure-bred stock throughout
the country.

With the institution of special indus-
trial exhibitions in large centers came
the introduction of extraneous attrac-
ions and amusements ecalculated to in-
crease the crowd of attendants, and
which for a time bad that effect, though
at the expense of the usefulness and
wholesomeness of the exhibition, either
as an agricultural or an industrial ad-
vantage. Unfortunately, the deleterious
intluence of these innovations was not
confined to the larger shows, but spread
to the county and township fairs, well-
nigh spoiling their usefulness by turn-
ing the attention of the people mainly to
the race course and circus performanoes,
while the useful featuves of the fair
were neglected. Happily, a proper
sense of the folly of such a prostitution
of the purposes of the fair has dawned
upon the minds of the people. Saner
counsel has prevailed with fair boards.
and the programme of the fair is again
on the up grade, the degrading features
having been climinated from the bill of
fare of the leading exhibitions, and in
their stead have been introduced whole-
some and helpful features, which are
not only interesting and entertaining,
but also educative and elevating. As
before intimated, the public should show
its appreciation of these improvements,
encouraging the disposition to take high-
er ground, not only by attending the
fairs and taking the family along, but
by preparing something inthe way of
exhibits to coptribute to the volume of
good things shown.—Maine Farmer.

Management of Cows in Holland.
Holland bas often been called the
cow’s paradise and it well deserves the
pame. In the care and kindly treat-
ment of their cows the Dutch can not be
surpassed,

In Holland the cows are turned out to
pasture in May, and do not return to
the stable until November. During the
cold, damp days of early spring they
wear blankets in the pasture to protect
them from the weather. At milking
time they are not driven to the barn to
be milked, as is the custom in this coun-
try, but instead the milkmaids go to the
cows wherever they may be in the pas-
ture and carry back the milk, not wish-
ing to give the cows any unnecessary
travel,

From the time they leave the barn in
May until they return in autumn they
receive no feed other than grass. Dur-
iug the winter the grain feed consists al-
most entirely of vil cake, feeding from
two to four pounds each day. The prin-
cipal feed, however, is hay, each cow re-
ceiving nearly thirty pounds daily. It
takes the great capacity of these cows
to handle so large a quantity of hay.
The cows are putin the stable in the
fall, and are not let out again until the
following spring. During this time they
are given the best of care; scarcely an
hour passes day or night that they are
not visited by an attendant. They are
watered, fed and milked with the great-
est regularity and given every comfort
possible.

The Dutch owe their success in no
small degree in establishing so fine a
breed of dairy cattle to the careful selec-
tion of their breeding stock. Only a
few of the choicest bulls are kept for
sives, and the greatest care is also exer-
cised in selecting females. In this
country nothing but black and white
Holsteins are eligible to registry, and
red and white are met with only occasion-
ally, while in Holland the red and white
are numerous and seen inall parts of
the country. In the province of Fries-
land there are three men who are breed-
ing nothing but red and white Holstein-
Friesians.—Mirror and Farmer.

Making Corn Oil.
Oil. said to be superior to linseed oil
for mixing paints, is now extracted from
corn. Heretofore crude oil has been
obtained by pressure, but the latest
method is to extract it by what is known
as the solvent process, as employed at
the new corn-oil mill at Decatur, IlL,
the only one of its kind in the country.
The process is simple in theory, but
somewhat complicated in application.
The solvent used is a light oil subject to
evaporation. The oil-bearing portions
of the corn are steeped in the solvent,
which takes up the corn oil. The sol-
vent is then drawn from the bottom of
the tank, in which this part of the proc-
ess takes place. The two oils are sepa-
rated by distillation. The corn oil is
passed through filter presses to remove
particles of starch or other foreign mat-
ter and is then ready for the market.
The solvent is condensed and carried
back to the storage tank to be used
again. The corm from which the oil has
been extracted is steamed, and is then
ready for the market as a feed. The
process of separating this oil from the
corn is similar to that of separating
sugar from beets, the difference being in
the solvent nsed. The stock feed is not
entirely devoid of vil. Enough is left to
make it 1 per cent oil, which it is claim-
od is a suflicient ratio of oil ina well-
balanced feed. The feed is not in the
form of a cake as it comes from the lin-
seed oil mills, but is in the shape of a
dry meal, partly cooked and partly di-
gested. —Country Gentleman.

Care of Live Stock.

THE ECONOMY OF KINDNESS TOWARD
FAEM ANIMALS,

C. B. Atkin in Michigan Farmer savs
kind treatment is always economy in
the care and handling of live stock.
The little attentions, small in them-
selves, that cost no outlay save the
thoughtfulness of the attendant, go far
towards maintaining that condition of
comfort and contentment by which our
farm animals return the greatest profit
for food consumed. The careful farmer
and feeder understands tbat every time
an animal is needlessly excited or dis-
turbed, it costs him money. Whether
the profits are sought from the dairy
cow, the fattening steer, or working
horse, the delicate and wonderful ma-
chinery of the digestive system—through
which the roughage of our farms and
more expensive grains must pass, to
be converted into flesh and blood—and
the waste material returned to fertilize
the soil, the nearer that condition of re-
pose and contentment can be maintained,
the better will be the returns for food
consumedl.

The whip has its proper place only in
the hands of the person who knows
when to stop using it. It is seldoi that
its use is not misuse. It creates fear
and excitement instead of confidence
and contentment in the presence of the
master, or at the approach of a stranger.

Good care—but not coddling—plain,
wholesome food and plenty of it, will
bring about that condition to promote
rapid growth aod development of form,
and laying on of flesh, produced at the
lowest cost—and therefore greatest
profit, which result is the studied pur-
pose of every up-to-date farmer and
feeder.

Jerseys and Guernseys.

These natives of the two channel

islands, whose names they bear, are
dairy cattle to all intents and purposes,
and are celebrated for yielding milk un-
commonly rich in butter fat. They are
wholly distinct breeds, quite as much so
as any other two breeds in the country,
and the purity of their blood has for a
long time been carefully guarded by the
local authorities. The peculiarly rich
milk they yield is a quality made heredi-
tary partly by the genial climate of the
islands, and partly by the kindly way
they have been treated for generations.
In point of fact, there are no breeds
elsewhere whose breeding and manage-
meunt for centuries have been more care-
fully attended to and they are held in
high esteem in the United States and
Canada. The Jerseys are particularly
elegant, and pleasing in form and color—
commonly fawn or silver grey. The
Guernseys are larger, coarser, less shape-
ly, and theic color is a dull yellow patch-
ed with white.
These two breeds have been main-
tained in their purity by local acts of
parliament which forbid the importation
of other breeds into the islands.—The
Dairy, London, Eng. .

Care of Farrowing Sows.

Put the sows in their respective pens
two or three weeks before farrowing,
s0 they may get accustomed to their
surroundings, If possible, be in at-;
tendance when the critical hour arrives, |
says C. G. Lawson in Blooded Stock. !
If they-have been treated right you can
be of great service. Every pig saved
and started in life successfully is so
much cash saved, for that is what the
sows have been kept for these last four
months. i

After farrowing is over give no feed
for about twelve hours. Then provide
some tepid water into which mix a,
little mill feed. No solid food is really
necessary for twenty-four hours. Begin
gradually and do not feed strongly for
about two weeks. This is to avoid giving
the pigs scours by a large flow of milk,
as they will always lose wheun scouring.
After the pigs are two weeks old the'
sows should be fed strongly with mid-{
dlings and some corn if desired. Pro-
vide a side-pen for the pigs and let'
them learn to eat some shelled corn. I

One thing to be remembered with |
hogs kept for breeding or fattening is
to keep a supply of chircoal at hand to
which the hogs can bave access atall!
times,

Hay Ration for a Horse,
Prof. Kennedy replies to a corre-!
spondent of the Drovers' Journal who had
asked how long a ton of good clover or
timothy hay would feed a horse under
ordinary circumstances.

“QOur correspondent can very easily

figure out just how long aton of hay
will feed a horse, providing he has the
weight of the animal. Horses of differ-
ent sizes require different amounts of
hay. Asa general rule most men feed
too much hay to their horses. A horse
weighing 1,200 pounds should not have
over 12 to 13 pounds per day, thus one
ton would feed such ah animal about
160 to 165 days. A horse weighing
1,300 to 1,600 pounds should not have
over 15 or 16 pounds per day, thus it is
very easy to figure out the length of
tilme a ton would feed an animal of this
size,
“Mixed bay, such as timothy and
clower, providing it was cut at the proper
season and thoroughly cured, should
give very good results. Timothy is
preferred to clover for feeding to driving
horses, due to the fact that it is con-
sidered to be more substantial. On the
other hand, clover hay is preferable for
fattening horses."

A Small Flock of Sheep.
A contributor to the American Agri-
culturist relates his experience as fol-
lows:

I keep a few sheep with the dairy, for
I think they require so little attention.
My sheep are housed only during bad
storms until the lambs begin to drop,
and I seldom have a weak lamb. Last
year my six ewes dropped 11 lambs and
raised them all. I sold them in August
at five cents per pound alive, and they
weighed just 1050 pouunds, bringing
$52.50. The ewes sheared 49 pounds of
wool, which sold for 17 cents per pound,
netting $8.33, or a total of $60.83 from
six ewes. A single lamb generally will
be larger thana twin, but my heaviest
lamb weighed 115 pounds, and his twio
111 pounds. Much depends on the
ewes as a milker, as to size of lambs,

she dropped a pair of fine ewe lambs.
My sheep all dropped lambs except one,
within a week, and four pairs of twins
and two sets of triplets is the record,
and all strong, healthy lambs. My
sheep are about as tame as a house cat.

There is an error in the lists of dele-
gates to which the several towns are
entitled in the Republican state conven-
tion, as published in all the state papers,
whick it would be well to correct. The
error originated in this way: The vote
of the town of Buckftield for Governor
Hill in 1902 is given in the Maine Regis-
ter as 160, whereas in fact it was 6.
The State Committee, in making up its
list, evidently used these incorrect fig-
ures, and its original list gave Buckfield
three delegates instead of ome. The
Republican County Committee of Ox-
ford County, discovering the error, and
wishing to avoid possible complications
even at the loss of two delegates, calded
the attention of the State Committee to
the matter. The 5State Committee
promptly responded by changing Buck-
tield's 3 to 1, but failed to cbange the
Oxford County total from 76 to 74, or
the state total from 1271 to 1269,

The number of delegates entitled to
seats in the Bangor convention is only
1200 instead of 1271. This discovery
ought to be hailed with joy by all the
managers who are trying to figure out a
majority.

The Lovewell’s Fight Memorial.
As before mentioned, the SBociety of
Colonial Wars of Massachusetts will
have a fleld day and excursion to Frye-
burg, June 16-18, to dedicate a memorial
stone and tablet June 17th, in honor of
Capt. John Lovewell and his men who
were killed in Lovewell’s fight on the
8th of May (0. 8.), 1725.
The party will leave Boston at 1:15
P, M., Thursday, June 16, taking supper
in Portland and arriving in Fryeburg at
7:58 p. M., stopping at The Oxford.
The dedication of the memorial stone
and tablet will take place in the fore-
noon of Friday, on the battle ground on
the shore of Lovewell's Pond, 1§ miles
from the village.
The afternoon of Friday and the fore-
noon of Saturday will be devoted to car-
riage drives, and the party will return
to Boston Saturday afternoon, goingon
the Mountain Division of the Maine
Central to Inter rale, and thence over the
Boston and Maine, via North Conway,
Rochester and Portsmouth,
In this connection, lest we forget, it
may be of interest to those not familiar
with the story of Lovewell's Fight to
read the following brief account of it:
“Capt. John Lovewell was an able
tisan officer of the colonies. In
April, 1725, he led 46 men from the
Massachusetts frontier-towns by a long
and arduous march into the heart of the
Pequawket country. He had 34 men
left when he reached Saco (now Love-
well's) Pond, and here he encamped for
86 hours, near the chief village of the
enemy. On Saturday, May 8, while the
rangers were assembled around the chap-
lain on the beach, and ere the morning
devotions had been finished, a gun was
heard, and an Indian was seen watching
them. They left their packs pear the
pond, and advanced towards the inter-
vales, but met an Indian in the forest,
who shot and mortally wounded Love-
well, though his own death followed
instantly. Meantime the Sachem Paugus
and 80 warriors had found and counted
the packs and laid an ambuscade near
them, which completely entrapped the
Americans on their return. The mag-
nanimous Paugus ordered his men to fire
over the heads of the invaders and then
to bind them with ropes. With horrid
yells the Indians leaped forth and asked
Lovewell if he would have quarter.
‘Only at the muzzles of your guns!
shouted the brave captain, and led his
men against the enemy, Thev drove the
Indians some rods, but were repulsed by
a fierce counter-charge, in which Love-
well and 8 of his men were killed. Then
the Americans retreated slowly, fighting
inch by inch, to a position with the pond
on their rear, Battle Creek on the right,
and Rocky Point on the left. This
sheltered position they maintained for
eight hours, against continual assaults,
and at sundown the Indians withdrew
under the command of Wahwa, leaving
30 killed and wounded, inéluding Pau-
gus, who fetl late in the contest.
Thronghout the long day the yells of
the Indians, the cheers of the Americans,
and the pattering of musketry resounded
through the forest, while Chaplain Frye,
mortally wounded when fighting among
the foremost, was often heard praying
for victory., In the moonlit midnight
hour the rangers departed, leaving 15 of
their number dead and dying on the
field, while 9 of the 18 others were
wounded. After suffering terribly on
the mareh, most of the little band reach-
ed the settlements., Several ballads
commemorate this forest-fight."

Maine News Notes.

The Baptist church at North Haven
celebrated its centennial on Wednesday.

The body of John Riche of Brunswick,
15 years old, has been found in New
Meadows River. He disappeared two
weeks earlier, and the boat in which he
was sailing was found overturned, with
a broken mast.

Charles P. Kemp, identified with the
sardine canning business in Eastport for
several years, was drowned from a canoe
in Boyden Lake on the 4th. He was 32
years old, and leaves a wife, three chil-
dren, a mother and four sisters.

The semi-annual savings bank tax was
committed by the state assessors last
week, The last legislature, as will be
remembered, reduced the rate of this
tax, and the total this year is $202,003.47,
as against $2065,831.41 in 1002 under the
old law.

The settlement of Long Pond in Som-
erset County on the shores of Moose
River is suffering from a serious attack
of diphtheria says a Bangor News corre-
spondent. The settlement consists of a
dozen dwellings owned and occupied by
lumbermen and farmers, and there have
been at least half a dozen deaths among
the younger people and it is reported
that there are 15 cases at present. Mr,
Chester H. Mills of Jackman who passed
through the Long Pond section this
week says that every dwelling at the
pond has one or more cases of the dis-
ease, It is believed that the epidemic
started through drinking water from a
polluted spring.

The Paris Caucuses.

A Bi6 TURNOUT,—FERNALD DELEGATES
CHOSEN AND WALTER L. GEAY
NOMINATED FOR REPRESENTATIVE.

Well, it looked like a town meeting,
when the Republican voters of 8
were assembled for the caucus of Satar-
day afternoon, and it took an hour and
three-quarters to get through the busi-
ness of the two separate bodies whose
constituent members were the same,

And although not everybody was suc-
cessful, ever{body went home good
natured, and bound to work for the suc-
cess of the party. It'sa good thing to
have a waking up once in a while.

The town caucus was called to order
by Fraoklin Maxim, chairman of the
town committee, at five minutes after
two. Alton C. Wheeler was chosen
chairman of the caucus and Arthur E.
Forbes secretary.

The caucus proceeded to ballot for
delegates to the state convention, and

Mr. Fernald's candidacy. Prioted bal-
lots had been distributed, and the vot-
ing proceeded rapidly.

The count showed the election of the
Fernald ticket by a vote of 123 against
11 for the Cobb ticket. The delegates
chosen are James S. Wright, George M.
Atwood, Henry D. Hammond, Peter C.
Fickett, and C. E. McArdle, The names
on the Cobb ticket were N. Dayton
Bolster, William J. Wheeler, George B.
Crockett, George W. Ridlon, and Loren
B. Merrill.

The delegates were then instructed,
by vote of the caucus, to vote for B. M.
Fernald for governor, and to use all
honorable means to secure his nomina-
tion. A motion to amend this by adding
instructions to support Col. Prescott in
the event that Mr. Fernald could not be

.| nominated, led to considerable discus-
: sion, and was defeated.

For delegates to the county conven-

.|tion, choice was made of Horace N.

Walker, Franklin
Chase. There was no opposition, 131
printed ballots being cast.

Under the article to choose a town
committee to serve for the years 1005
and 1906, it was voted on motion of
Hon. James S. Wright that a committee
of five be appointed to nominate a town
committee of five. J.S. Wright, Henry
D. Hammond, John L. Marshall, N.
Dayton Bolster, and W. E. Curtis were
apppointed nominating  committee.
After a short recess they reported the
pames of the following: Arthur E.
Forbes, Alton C. Wheeler,- Arthur L.
Mann, E. E. Field, George M. Atwood,
and those five were duly chosen town
committee for 1905-6.

This completed the business of the
caucus, and it immediately adjourned.

THE REPRESENTATIVE CAUCUS,

The cancus to nominate a candidate
for representative to the legislature was
at once cailed to order by N. Dayton
Bolster of the district committee. Al-
bert D. Park was chosen chairman and
Arthur E. Forbes secretary.

The business of nominating a candi-
date then coming before the caucus, the
chairman declared nominations in order,
but no prompt response being made, a
motion to proceed to ballot was made
and carried. H. G. Brown of West Paris
then rose, and explaining that his hear-
ing not being acute, he had not under-
stood all that had been done, and hé
wished permission to make a nomina-
tion. It was granted him by unanimous
vote.

Mr. Brown then presented the claims
of the north end of the town with con-
siderable force, stating that West Paris
had had only two representalives in
about fifty years; that it had not traded
away or surrendered its claims, as had
been alleged; and that the nmomination
in right and “justice belonged to West
Paris. He closed by presenting the
name of C. Howard Lane of West Paris,
of whom he spoke in high terms.

N. D. Bolster then took the floor, and
by an analysis of the list of represent-
atives showed that since 18680 there had
been sixteen nominations for represent-
ative made by the Republicans of Paris.
Of these four had gone to West Paris
men, seven to Paris Hill men, and five to
South Paris men, In view of this his-
tory, he did not think it could fairly be
asserted that West Paris had fared bad-
ly, or that South Paris, with its large
proportion of the Republican vote, was
grasping in asking for the nomination at
this time. He nominated Walter L.
Gray.

Mr. Brown responded with a very
brief reference to the time when Repub-
lican votes elected “Bill Frothingham,”
the Democratic candidate, evoking quite
a laugh.

J. F. King seconded the nomination of
Mr. Gray, referring particularly to the
need of work in behalf of municipal
lighting rights for South Paris.

The ballot was then taken with the
following result:

Some of Mrs. Lincoln’s Recipes.

CLAM FRITTERS,

Use the largest soft clams that you
can procure, and they may be raw or
steamed in the shell just enough to open
easily. If raw, drain them, separate the
soft part, cut off the black end, then
chop the remainder quite fine, and pat
it with the stomachs. Make a batter by
mixing a little salt and pepper with one
Ll.ll) of flour, then add the well-beaten
yolks of two eggs, one tablespoon of but-
ter, melted, and one-half cup of the clam
liguor, and stir thoroughly till blended
and smooth, then beat it well, and just
before using add the stifily beaten whites
of the two eggs. Add more flour or
water as needed. The batter should be
thick enough to drop, as when the clams
are added their liquor will thin it per-
ceptibly. Fry insmall portions, drop-
ping it from a teaspoon into deep hot
fat, or in small cakes in less fat ina
spider.

PEANUT COOKIES.

Cream together two rounded table-
spoons of butter and one-fourth cup of
fine granulated sugar. Add one well-
beaten egg, two tablespoons of milk and
one teaspoon of lemon juice. Mix one
teaspoon of baking powder with one-half
cup of flour and stir it in. Add one cup
of finely chopped peanuts and then a lit-
tle more flour, if necessary, to make a
stiff drop batter. Drop by the teaspoon
on buttered tins an inch or two apart,
and bake in a quick oven. This makes
24 cookies. For a chauge some of the
cookies may be sprinkled with a coating
of the chopped nuts before they are
baked.

BEEF PIE, WITH A POTATO CRUST.

Take cold roast beef or steak, and
unless very tender stew it for an hour in
water enough to cover, with one sliced
onion. Season the liquor with salt and
pepper, and add an equal amount of
strained tomato. Thicken it slightl
with flour wet in cold water, or cook
with butter until brown. Put the meat
and gravy in a deep dish and cover with
a thick layer of mashed and seasoned
potatoes. Brush the top with beaten
egg and bake about 30 minutes.

If fresh beef be used stew it until
tender before baking. This is some-
times called Shepherd's pie.

SAUCE FOR FISH BALLS,

Rub two tablespoons of butter to a
cream. Beat the yolks of two eggs in a
sancepan, add two tablespoons of T:mon
juice and two tablespoons of hot water,
vne-fourth of a teaspoon of salt and a
few grains of cayenne. Place the sauce-
pan over hot water and stir constantly
until it is quite thick. Add the creamed
butter and serve at once.

BANANA ICE CREAM.

Peel six bananas. Remove the stringy
fiber next the skin, split them and take
out the seeds and dark portion in the
center. Rub the pulp through a puree
strainer. Add to it the juice of one
lemon, one-fourth teaspoon ¢f salt, one
quart, of thin cream and sugar to make
it quite sweet.- Mix well together, and
when the sugar is dissolved, turn into
the can and freeze as usual.

WELSH RAREBIT.

Put one rounded teaspoon of butter in
the blazer over hot water, add one-half
pound of finely crumbled, rich cream

cheese, gut the hardest part next to the
rind in firat, and when this has softened
add the remainder and stir and mash as
it melts. Add one tablespoon of walnut
catsup, and when it is nearly all melted,
add from one-fourth to one-half cup of
thick cream. Sometimes the cheese will
melt to just the right consistency, and
no cream is needed, Stir briskly, and
as soon as thin and smooth serye it di-
rectly from the chafing-dish. Have the
plates hot if possible, and arrange on
them from two to four thin wafers, and
cover them with the rarebit, If you
b -ve never tried it, you ml{ be surprised
to find that a rarebit is delicious served
on plain bread, without toasting. Have
large, square slices of light bread at
least 24 hours old, remove all the crust
and slice about one-balf inch thick. At
the hour when rarebits are genmerally
served it is often inconvenient to make
toast, and some of your guests may not
care for the ers.—Home Science

The Odor of Race.

A Japanese doctor of medicine pub-
lishes a treatise concerning the odor of
the Occidental races, sustaining the
proposition that at first the Orientals do
not like it. They grow used to it in
time, however, and finally, with con-
tinued experience, do notnotice it at all.
It seems to be his opinion that each race
has its peculiar fragrance, that it is
partly racial, but is affected by
dietary and other conditions. So far as
his people are concerned, they do not
think this is conclusive proof that they
are odorless, They probably have their
own perfume perceptible to aliens—the
Russians can smell them a long way off —
but among themselves it is not noticed.
It is, however, nothing like the pungent
and penetrating emanation proceeding
from the Western nations, in which
traces of garlic and ancient cheese and
the volitilization of a coarse and over-
abundant dietary are so sure to be fonnd.

The theory thus developed is a curious
one, and it is more curious still that it
was left to Japan to give it development
and formulation. If it signifies a par-
ticularly refined sengibility to odors
among that interesting people, their
possession of it may readily be admitted,
as their old dower is refinement and not
in any single manifestation, but cover-
ing every phase of perception. Perhaps
in this they do not exceed their near
neighbors the Chinese, who may equally
find the smell of foreigners disagreeable,
but who have hitherto been too proud
and stoical and contemptuous of the
pungent and effluvious barbarian to say
s0. That country has had unrivaled op-
portunities to study the odor of count-
less tribes of outlanders from the be-
ginning of its recorded history and be-
fore, but so far has not said a word about
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If the motion comes to prevail that a
particular fragrance belongs to each of
the races of mankind, it will be *‘up to"
the scientific experts among all of them
to lay their heads together, with their
noses pointed to windward at the angle
of elevation found best suited to the in-
vastigﬂlon. and find out more about it.
As there is an instrument to magnify
sound, lifting the hum of the BIOI([LnitO'I
horn to the r of the elephant’s
trumpeting or the roar of the desert
lion, something of the kind may be in-
vented to multiply the force of racial
and other odors so that their qualities
and significances may be more ad-
vantageously studied. Of all genera-
tions of men it may be said as of Lear's
hand that they ‘‘smell too much of
mortality,” but their subsidiary odors
may be worth looking after if the Jap-
anese doctor's ideas about them are cor-
rect—a poiat on which it would be baz-
ardous for any Occidental layman to vent-
ure an opinion.—New York Times.

The Greatest Aild to Temperance.

A constructor of elevators for tall
buildings says in the Philadelphia Tele-

gmgg:

“So essential are steady hands and
bright wits in our trade that under the
rules of our union no drinking man can
stay in the organization. The first time
a member of the union goeson a job
under the influence of liquor he is sus-
pended for a month and fined. For the
second offense he is summarily expelled,
without hope of reinstatement. It's
pretty drastic treatment, but we have
found it the wisest way to deal with the
matter."

This kind of *moral suasion” is more
generally effective than that which sim-
ply appeals to men's ‘‘better natures.
It has a coercive quality. It toaches the
pocket nerve—the question of employ-
ment and wages.

John Graham Brooks, the well-known
lecturer on sociology in Harvard Univer-
sity, once asked a class of students who
were deeply interested in the anti-
liguor movement: ‘What influence is
to-day doing the most for the cause of
temperance?"’

None of them guessed his answer,
which was: ‘““The railroads of the United
States.” By enforcing the rule of
sobriety on their million and more of
employes—some of the t corpora-
tions even requiring total abstinence in
their men—the railroads, said the
lecturer, are exercising an influence for
temperance that is none the less effective
for being selfish or prudential rather
than altruistic or moral.

There is no trade or profession in
which drunkennees is not a disqualifica-
tion. Temperance is not only a virtne—
it pays!—New York World.
